The issue will feature pro­
files of the men and their expe­
riences with the former energy 
giant, which fi led for bank­
ruptcy in December after ques­
tions about the company's 
accounting practices surfaced. 

"Enron made me bare it 
all," said Mark Zebrowitz. who 
worked as a production man­
ager for Enron Oil & Gas in 
India. "That's all ,they left me 
with.'' 

In return for the men's will ­
ingness to show off what nor­
mally stays tmder wraps. 
Playgirl offered "more money 
than they made on their stock 
options." magazine editor 
Michele Zipp said. 

Playgirl's offer came April 
l, a week after Playboy 
Magazine invited current and 
former female workers to pose 
for a "Women of Enron" issue. 

About three dozen men 
applied. The magazine nar­
rowed its options to five.

Nobody asked 
us, but ... 

It 1s good to sec the Floyd County Board of Education 
arguing over pliorities which. on the whole, all appear to be 
good ones. 

During its meeting Monday evening, the board he1d a 
lengthy discussion over how to find a compromise between 
the desire to conduct its meetings efficiently and at the same 
time give the public an adequate forum for airing its con­
cerns. 

On the surface, it might seem that Lhc public's right to 
voice cancans outweigh.; expediency during meetings, and 
in normal circumstances that would be true. 

But before the public comment period was moved to the 
end of the agenda. many meetings would run in the neigh­
borhood of six hours. Meetings that long are neither produc­
tive. nor accessible to the public. 

Still. relegating the public to the end of the agenda seems 
to be carrying the desire for efficiency a bit too far. In a rep­
resentative democracy, it is of utmost importance that the 
public be given the chance to address its leaders, and 
nowhere is that more evident than in the Floyd County 
School System. 

The question then becomes. what can be done to reconcile 
the two? 

Might we sugges1 that the board separate both principles. 
The board could conduct its regular business meetings 

without offering a public comment period. That should 
ensure that all monthly business get taken care of in one 
meeting. rather than being carried over to a special meeting. 

At the same time, the board should also hold regular 
~nonthly public forums, with the only item on the agenda 
being to listen to the public's concerns. 

The forums should rotate from school to school in order to 
give different areas of the county equal access to the school 
system. But the business meetings should be fixed at one 
location. so that there can be no confusion about where the 
board will be when it's time to take action. 

By the same token. the board should remove its recogni­
tion of deserving sllldents from its business meetings. While 
the sentiment is nice, Floyd County taxpayers do not cough 
up their property tax dollars to bestow honors upon a handful 
of children at the expense of school business. 

Again, that problem could be solved by creating separate 
honors functions. perhaps held quarterly and rotating among 
the district's high schools. 

To be sure, between these three functions of the board, it 
is not a question of misplaced priorities. All three are impor­
tant and deserve their time -just not the same time.

just tightening security. Bond 
now works as a security consul­
tant for the National Association 
of Secondary School Principals. 

Results of the study will be 
sent to Congress. U.S. Rep. 
James Greenwood, a 
Pennsylvania Republican who 
requested the study, said he 
hoped schools would use the 
mformation to combat bullying 
and deepen teacher-student ties. 

Security is tighter in many 
schools after the string of shoot­
mgs in the 1990s - metal detec­
tors, v1deo cameras and 24-hour 
hotlinc~ have been installed. 
Resource officers have been 
added and new schools arc built 
with fewer blind comers, Bond 
said. 

But schools also are paying 
more attentton to students' emo­
tional needs. In one California 
school, teachers put students' 
names on a wall in their lounge 
to highhght those whom no adult 
has befriended. 

Jefferson County public 
schools, for example, have start­
ed anger-management and medi­
ation services and trained teach­
ers and counselors to better spot 
depressed students. 

Teachers encourage students 
to report threats. and an anti-bul­
lying video is in the works, said 
Maurice Risner, the district's 
director of stutlent safety. 

Elsewhere in Jefferson 
County, 15 Catholic schools are 
in the second year of a program 
trying to change a school culture 
of put-downs. It trains teachers 
and students to "notice hurts and 
right wrongs," said Tom 
Robbins, director of counseling 
and safe schools for the 
Archdiocese of Louisville. 

"Bchiml these school shoot­
ings is all this bullying and 
harassment- and these kids just 
lash out," he said. 

The study looked at attacks in 
which more than one person was 
k1llcd or seriously injured at four 
schools. Researchers inter­
viewed everyone from the shoot­
ers' friends to netghbors and psy­
chiatrists.

parole violation . 

Police ~aid Boston sent a 
handwritten, stgncd letter wJth 
hi.; fingcrprmt stomped in ink 
and eight pictures of htrnself and 
his girlfriend at the Canadian 
border to city and county police 
and the commonwealth's attor­
ney's office in curly March. 

"By the time you receive this 
letter and pictures I Will be out of 
the U.S. And I will not be com­
mg back to Louis' ille Ky. for 
anythmg what so ever," Boston 
wrote in the letter. 

On April 24, Boston made 
three calls. which were traced to 
his cell phone, to law enforce­
ment officials. In one of those

name - along with two others 
held by parent company New 
Wave Communications - fair 
game.

Residents urged to 
buy flood insurance 

LO~DOI': - Every year. 
more homes in the U.S. arc dam­
aged by tloods than by any other 
natural disaster, a fact well 
known to residents of Eastern 
Kentucky after storms flooded 
the region in March. The storms 
resulted in the president declar­
ing a major disaster that includ­
ed 52 counties for individual 
assistance. 

Disaster officials are remind 
ing homeowners throughout 
Kentucky that they should pur­
chase flood insurance coverage 
through the National Flood 
Insurance Program to reduce 
future flood losses. The program 

i~ administered by the Federal 
Emergency Management 
Agency. 

There are 19,836 Kentucky 
NFIP policyholders in 303 com­
munities with coverage amount­
ing to $1.6 billion. 

"Flood damage - unlike 
wind damage - is not covered 
by homeowner's or business 
Insurance policies," State 
Coordinating Officer Cash 
Centers said. "This coverage 
must be purcha!tcd separately 
and is available only in commu­
nities that participate in the 
NFI P. And people need to keep 
in mind that there is a 30-day 
waiting period before a new 
flood insurance policy becomes 
effective.·· 

Federal Coordinating Officer 
:\like Bolch also had a warning 
for people who think they can 
rely on federal disaster assis­
tance in lieu of flood insurance. 

"Di~aster assistance is only 
available when the president 
issues 

a major disaster declaration 
that includes Individual 
Assistance," Bolch said. "Even 
then, it i~ quite limited - and 
usually in the form of a loan that 
must be repaid, with interest. It 
is hardly a substitute for flood 
insurance. which also covers 
lo,sel-o from small, localized 
flood events.''

Donnelly also explained the 
technological upgrddes that the 
court system should see in the 
near future. 

"We should have digital 
audio, software updates. 
statewide training programs. a 
new receipt book system. a cour­
thouse data upgrade and 
statewide e-mail.". 

Carla Kreitman. family court 
manager, discussed the impor­
tance of improving the lives of 
Kentucky's fami lies and chil­
dren.

Kreitman explained the 
court's divorce education pro­
gram is used to help children bet­
ter understand the concept of 
divorce and what it entails.

"If it doesn 't pass, we may 
have to disband the family courts 
in Kentucky I already in exis­
tence]," Kreitman said. 

Kreitman went on to explain 
that the biggest problem would 
be lack of public education on 
the subject.

Johnson had worked in the gov­
ernor'<> office since 1995. 

A spokesman for Patton's 
office said Monday that the 
governor was aware of the con­
viction before he brought 
Johnson into the governor's 
office staff at the outset of his 
administration. 

"Jerry has been forthcoming 
about this from the beginning. 
We reviewed the record of this 
case and discussed it with him 
before he was hired in 1995," 
said Denis Fleming, general 
counsel for Patton. "Though 
this was a serious conviction, 
the governor believes strongly 
in giving a person a second 
chance. Jerry had paid his debt 
to society. and the governor was 
convinced he could make a con· 
tribution to his administration." 

Johnson, 46, was convicted 
in March 1982 in Harlan 
County ol' cocame possession 
and was fined $5,000 and 
placed on probation lor five 
years. 

Johnson had long been uctive 
in Democratic politi<:::. when 
Patton brought hun to work in 
the governor's office. In his 
application for a state job, 
Johnson checked ·•yes'' to a 
question asking if he'd ever 
heen convicted of violating any 
law. He listed the conviction as 
"controlled substance viola­
tion." 

Fleming said a key factor in 
Patton's decision to hire 
Johnson was a letter from the 
prosecutor. fanner Harlan 
County Commonwealth's 
Attorney Ron Johnson, to the 
federal Bureau of Alcohol, 
Tobacco and Firearms as pan of 
Jerry JohnsQn's effort to regain 
the right coO\\ n t1rearms. 

"I am as Strongly in favor of 
him (Jerry Johnson) being 
restored to hi., rights to bear 
arms as l wa~ in the prosecution 
of him."

Ron Johnson, who b no rela­
tion to Jerry John .. on, is now 
circuit judge in Harlan County.

Jerry Johnson was indicted 
on a charge of tmfficking in 
cocaine after allegcdl) attempt­
ing to sell to an undercover state 
policeman, but a jury found him 
guilty of the lesser charge of 
possession.

People without 
health insurance, 
are more likely to 
get sick and die!

WASHINGTON - Being 
uninsured can be bad for your 
health. 

People without health 
insurance are sick more often 
and die sooner than the 
insured, the Institute of 
Medicine reported Tuesday. 

And those experiencing 
even n relatively short inter­
ruption in coverage tend to 
have a decline in their health, 
the institute said in a :>tudy: 
''Care Without Coverage : Too 
Little, Too Late." 

"If you lack health insur­
ance coverage you're going to 
have a poor health status. a 
greater chance of dying early 
and your quality of life is not 
going to be as good because of 
poor health cure," said Mary 
Sue Coleman, co-chair of the 
committee that wrote the 
report. 

"Because we don't see 
many people dying in the 
streets in this country. we 
assume that the uninsured 
manage to get the care they 
need, hut the evtdence refutes 
that assumption." said 
Coleman, president of the 
lown Health System and 
University of lowa, Iowa City. 

Overall, the study estimated 
that there were more than 
18,000 excess deaths among 
uninsured Americans in 2000, 
compared with people with 
health insurunce. 

''When you think about 
some of the most important 
conditions - hypertension. 
high cholesterol, diabetes- if 
you don't care for these people 
wilh continuous monitoring 
and drugs, their health deterio­
rates very rapidly.'' Coleman 
said. 

This is the second of six 
planned report~ exploring 
aspects of the lack of health 
insurance. The Institute is an 
ann of the National Academy 
of Sciences, a private organi­
zation chartered by Congress 

to provide scientific advice to 
the government. 

According to the Census 
Bureau, 38.7 million 
Americans went without 
health coverage for all of 
2000. At some point, one out 
of seven Americans lacks cov­
erage for a full year while oth­
ers do without for shorter peri­
ods. 

One study included in the 
report issued Tuesday fol­
lowed 4, 700 Americans for at 
least 13 years. The death rates 
were 18.4 percent for those 
without insurance and 9.6 per­
cent for the insured. 

Another study compared 
California residenb who lost 
health benefits with those who 
did not and those with benefits 
only part of the time. 

Over two years, 22 percent 
of people with no coverage 
experienced a major decline in 
their health. Sixteen I 6 per­
cent of people with benefits 
part of the time noted a deteri­
oration in health, compared 
with 8 percent of those who 
were covered all the time. 

Uninsured cancer patients 
die sooner than people with 
insurance, primarily because 
of delayed diagnosis, the 
report says. The uninsured are 
less likely to get such screen­
ing tests as mammograms, Pap 
tests and colon exams, and by 
the time cancer is diagnosed it 
is more likely to be advanced . 

The committee found that 
uninsured people with trau­
matic injuries arc less likely to 
be admitted to the hospital. 
recei vc fewer services if they 
are and arc more likely to die­
than insured victims. 

It also found that uninsured 
patients hospitalized for a 
heart attack have a greater risk 
of dying during their hospital 
stay or shortly thereafter than 
patients with insurance. They 
also are less likely to go to a 
hospital that performs angiog­
raphy and. even if they do, 
they arc les:. likely to receive 
such sophisticated procedures.

Lab study finds ingredient in 
soy-based baby formula can cause 
immune system problems in mice

WASHINGTON An 
ingredient in soy-based infant 
formula tends to weaken the 
immune system of laboratory 
mice. but researchers said they 
were uncertain if the chemical 
would have the same effect in 
humans. 

PaulS. Cooke, a researcher at 
the University of Illinois. 
Urbana. said the chemical, 
genistein. is found in soy-based 
baby formula. A study being 
released Tuesday says genistein 
caused the thymus gland in 
young mice to shrink and the 
animals to lose white blood 
cells. 

"What we have done does not 
prove there is a human prob­
lem." said Cooke, senior author 
of the study. "But when you are 
in a situation where a ll of the 
nutrition comes from something 
like soy formula, the potential 
for something to happen that is 
deleterious is there.'' 

The study by Cooke and his 
colleagues appears Tuesday in 
the Proceedings of the National 
Academy of Sciences. 

Soy-based infant formula is 
used by about 25 percent of the 
fonnula-fed babies in the United 
States. 

Researchers at Illinois fed 
genistein to young lab mice and 
found that it shrank their thymus 
glands by 50 percent when com­
pared with animals not fed the 
chemical. 

The test mice also had a dra­
matic drop in their T-cell count. 
The T-cell is a white blood cell 
that plays a key role in protcct­
mg the body from infection. It is 
processed in the thymus gland. 

Dr. Brian L. Strom of the 
University of Pennsylvania 
Center for Clinical 
Epidemiology & Biostatistics 
said the Illinois findings in mice 
have not been confirmed in a 
related study in humans. 

Strom was senior author of a 
study that looked at the health of 
women, 20 to 34. who had been 
raised on soy-based formula. He 

said the ~tudy gathered data on 
their reproductive health and the 
frequency of colds and other 
infections. 

"We did not see any particu­
lar problem," said Strom. 
"There arc no human data sug­
gesting immune ~ystem prob­
lems from soy formula." 

Dr. Frank R. Greer. professor 
of pediatrics at University of 
Wisconsin and a member of the 
nutrition panel of the American 
Academy of Pediatrics. said that 
soy milk has been used com­
monly since the 1960s for for­
mula-fed babies who do not 
thrive on cow's milk formulas. 

He said the biggest concern, 
historically, has been that genis­
tein. an estrogen-like com­
pound, could have some effect 
on the female reproductive sys­
tem. But studies, including the 
one by Strom and his col­
leagues, have found nothing to 
raise concern. 

Dr. Ryan Maynard, 
recent graduate of 

"We don't have enough evi­
dence to say that we o;houldn't -.: 
feed soy formula," said Greer. 
When babies do not do well on 
cow's milk, ··you put them on 
soy fonTiula and they tend to do 
better." 

Greer said there are alterna­
tive formulas that do not contain 
soy or cow's milk "but these arc 
expensive and hard to find." 

''I don't recommend that peo­
ple stop using soy-ba!)ed formu­
la." he said. 

Dr. R. :vfichael Roberts, a 
biochemist at the Univer:.ity of 
~issouri, said the science in 
Cooke's paper "is :.olid and

TAMPA, Fla. - A group of 
medical detectives has set up 
shop at an abandoned super· 
market in a gutted strip mall. 

There. on the desolate site, 
sits the Patient Safety Center, a 
complex of laboratories. evalu­
ation room~ and exam rooms 
crowded into the corner of the 

• grocery store at the crossroads 
of two bustling Tampa arteries. 

Behind a modest glass door 
entry. doctors. nurses. thera­
pists, researchers, consultants 
and biomechanical engineers 
arc developing tools to help 
elderly paticnts avoid falls and 
other accidentli. 

Among their tools is a 200-
pound mannequin named Eric 
that researchers usc to test 
equipment for those who are 
bedridden or use a wheelchair. 
With Eric's help, researchers 

~ can eliminate the dangcr of 
strangulation for patients 
restrained in bed. 

For people over age 65. falls 
are the leading cause of injury 

deaths. More than II million 
elderly in the United States fall 
each· year- one in three senior 
Citi7ens. 

The Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention says 
about 40 percent of all nursing 
home admissions are due to 
falls. 

At least 95 percent of hip 
fractures nationally arc cau~ed 
by falls. Half of the older adults 
hospitalized for hip fractures 
never return home or live inde­
pendently again. And because 
the population is aging. hip 
fractures are likely to increase 
dramatically over the next few 
decades. 

Betty Choyce Sheehan, a 76-
year-old Air Force veteran from 
Lakeland, had two bad falls in 
1998 and 1999. She suffered 
concussions. damaged her 
knees. hurt her arms, broke her 
glasses and smashed her face.

Older Americans make up the 
new lace of HIV-AIDS, expens sav

WASH INGTON - Newly 
divorced after 23 years of mar­
riage. Jane P. Fowler was hesi­
tant to re-enter the dating 
scene. When the then 50-year­
old woman finally began sec· 
ing someone. it was a man she 
had known for years - a man 
she now believes infected her 
with the AIDS 'irus. 

"I had no idea what was out 
there," said the Kansas City. 
Mo .. woman. "I was an older 
woman. I did not have to worry 

• about becoming pregnant." 
Fowler, now 67, is part of 

the new face of HIV - which 
increasingly is heterosexual, 
older and grayer. 

''Women after menopause 
are not going to use condoms 
because they're not afraid of 
getting pregnant anymore. 
Viagra is spreading like chew­
ing gum. Usually. medical 
providers don't even ask about 
their sexual life," said Monica 
Dea, a coordinator with the 

.Center for AIDS Prevention 
and Studies at the University 
of California, San Francisco. 
"These people arc continually 
getting infected." 

While there is no nation­
wide system that tracks HIV 
infections. the Centers for 
Disease Control and 
Prevention says that among 
Americans who have AIDS. 
the percentage who are over 
age 50 rose steadily in the 
1990s. 

It has concerned govern­
~ ment officials enough that they 

are now collecting data to 
assess the situation. 

" It is an area we want to be 
concerned about," said Robert

'VD.' We were the venereal 
disease generation. We have to 
get everybody thinking about 
that." 

Activists are also concerned 
that little testing has been done 
to see if there is any adverse 
reaction between HIV/AIDS 
medication and traditional 
aging drugs. "All of the drug 
trials were done on younger 
people," said Jim Campbell of 
Boston, the board chairman for 
the National Association on 
HIV Over 50. 

One reason for the neglect. 
many say. is Americans' atti­
tudes toward older people and 
sex. 

"We're a youth oriented cul­
ture," Campbell said. "We 
don't like to think of our par­
ents or our grandparents hav­
ing sex." 

But studies show many 
older Americans maintain 
active sex lives.

Testing is 
done on patient handling equip­
ment. such as body slings for 
transferring the disabled 
between bed and wheelchair. 

Scientists arc trying to 
improve safety for a person in 
bed with arm, leg or vest 
restraints and trying to prevent 
serious injury or death to a 
patient who gets his head stuck 
between bars in a bed rail. 

An engineering lab is 
charged with building rehabili· 
tative equipment using comput­
er-aided design technology. 

Besides patier!t comfort nnd 
safety. the center is concerned 
with patient dignity. Dignity 
monitors track how long the 

mannequin is exposed while a 
caregiver bathes him or 
changes dressing. Researchers 
want to find alternatives for the 
same chore minimizing expo· 
sure time.

The disease damages the bram 
celb responsible for intellectual 
functioning, including memory, 
intelligence. judgment and 
speech. People with Alzheimer's 
experience a decline in cognitive 
abilitb, such as Lhink ing and 
understanding, and changes in 
hehavior. 

As individuals age and their 
loved one~ begin to notice mem­
ory and behavior changes, many 
aren't sure wh:Jt to do.

deciding when to vbit a doctor 
about memory lo~s isn't always 

easy,'' says Dean Knudson, M.IJ.

Bush urges seniors to push 
for Medicare changes

WASHll\GTON - President 
Bush urged older Americans on 
1-riday to push lawmakers to 
change Medicare rules not only to 
add prescription drug benefits but 
also to expand support for man­
aged care programs. 

He argued that managed care 
plans would free the elderly to 
choose their health care options 
and simultaneously would reduce 
costs. 

that if we prm ide more options 
for our senior citit.cns, to tailor 
plans that meet their needs, that 
somehow the low-income will be 
left behind," he said. 

Under traditional coverage, 
Medicare pays directly for health 
care services providetl to older 
people. Under managed care. 
Medicare pays a fixed runount to 
pri\'ate insurers, which arc 
responsible for paying medical 
expenses. Seniors can choose 

from a variety of services offered 
by different companies. 

13u~h said inadequate financ­
ing for Medicare's managed care 
program. known as Medicare Plus 
Choice, has prompted hundreds of 
companies to stop participating 
and left millions of people with­
out health care choices. 

"To he blunt about it. it seems 
like Medicart• Plus Choice is get­
ting slowly starved. and we got to 
change that." the president said.

The depth of the MCAS is 

particularly important. since 
nearly 50 percent of cognitive 
impainncnL'> cannot be detected 
by memory testing alone. 

'The MCAS provides a much • 
needed bridge between expensive 
medical evaluations and the so­
called 'watchful waiting' option," 
adds Knudson. With the cost of a 
telephone screening at $95, 
MCAS olfcrs an affordable and 
convenient alternative to expen­
sive neurological testing. 

Results are mailed within 24 
hours after completion of the 
MCAS. The test provides objec-
tive infonnation to act upon, 
allowing family members to con­
sider medical. legal and financial 
care decisions. Participants are 
advised to contact their physician • 
to discuss results. 

The Warning Signs 
Ann Rny, 75. of Peoria. nl. 

had a family history of 
Al1.heimer's and recent bouts of 
forgetfulne ... s. Ann wanted to 
know whether she had the dis­
ease, and she hadn't talked to her 
physician in awhile. For her, the 
MCAS quickly and inexpensive­
ly provided peace of mind and 
the assurance of knov. ing she is 
simply aging nonnally. 

Cogniti'e changes can often ~ 
be subtle and hard to detect. The 
Alzheimer's Association has 
identified the following possible 
warning signs and symptoms: 

Memory loss that affects job 
skills. It's normal to occasionally 
forget an assignment, deadline or 
colleague's name, but frequent 
forgetfulness or unexplainable 
confusion at home or in the work­
place may signal something 
wrong.

Obe~ity among those over 50 
nearly doubled from 1982 to 
1999, to 26.7 percent of U1at pop­
ulation from 14.4 percent. said the 
report being released Tuesday. 

On the other hand, the study 
found that, over the past decade, 
smoking among men and women 
over 50 has decreased 29 percent. 
More women are getting mam­
mogram:.. and more older 
Americans report getting preven­
tive service~ like lllood pressure 
chec~. cholesterol screening and 

prostate exams. 
Susan RaetL.man. associate 

director of the AARP's Public 
Policy ln~titute, said the obesity 
problem "threatens to outweigh 
the gains in prevention of other 
diseases." 

The AARP report is ba<;Cd on 
research from al> far back as 20 
years ago as well as new surveys 
and data commissioned by the 
organization.

• More people between the 

ages of 50 and 64 are uninsured 
today than in the past. AARP cites 
Jess health covcmge by employers 
for early retirees and gaps in

• Americans ages 50-64 tend 
to be more skeptical about the 
health care system than those over 
65. They arc less likely to believe 
their doctors will tell them about 
medical mistakes and more likely 
to obtain medical infonnation 
over the Internet.

area of research. KYTC, in con­
cert with the Cit) of Louisville 
traffic department and the 
Lou1svilk Police Department. 
are using an Automated Incident 
Recording System (AIRS) at the 
comers of Brook and Jefferson 
Streets to im estigatc the cau:-.cs 
of the high number of incidenh 
at that intersection. 

Using a combination of cam­
eras, microphones, digital signal 
processors, and video rc:cording 
equipmc:nt that monitor traffic 
through the intersection. record­
ings arc made when the system 
''hears" the tell-talc sounds of an 
accident. Tmflic engineers then 
review the tape to understand 
driver behavior in the intersec­
tion. 

Deployed in July of2001, the 
system hitS captured over 20 

accidents at the intersection. 
After review. several changes 
were made to the intersection 
and, as a result, only one acci­
dent has occurred in the last six 
months. Engineers continue to 
review data collected from the 
intersection to determine if any 
other changes may be incorpo­
rated to improve ~afety. Plans 
are to move the system to other 
high accidem l ocation~ within 
Jefferson County. 

TRIMARC is a national ini­
tiative to improve safety, travel 
times, and the environment 
through the use of technology 
and is managed by the Kentucky 
Transportation Cabinet. For 
more information on TRIMARC 
visit www.louisvilletraffic.com. 

The Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet was also awarded the 
Best of ITS for return on invest­
ment for the Advanced Regional 
Traffic Interactive Management 
and Information System 
(ARTIMlS) in the Cincinnati­
Northern Kentucky region. 
ARTIMIS' goal is to reduce traf· 
fie congestion and air pollution. 
improve the region's traffic 
now, and increase motorist safe­
ty using a variety of tools. 

Cambridge Systematics per­
formed an independent analysis 
of ARTJMIS which showed 
proven time ~;avings in travel 

and in traffic delays. a reduction 
in fatalities, and a reduction in 
air pollution. A benefit-to-cost 
ratio of 12 to I was determined. 

ART IMIS was developed in 
1994 and is funded by the 
Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet and the Ohio 
Department of Transportation.
