The Forest Service has pro-
posed trading two tracts totaling
91 acres in Perry and Leslie
counties to Leslie Resources for
98 acres of land in Owsley
County. The swap would be
beneficial to the coal company
and the Forest Service, said
Mike Rock, head of the land
adjustment program for the
Daniel Boone National Forest.

The land in Perry and Leslie
counties is 1solated and is diffi-
cult to monitor because it is sep-
arated from the main body of the
Daniel Boone. The tract in
Owsley County would be sur-
rounded on three sides by the
national forest.

“It will get rid of these two
tracts that are isolated and hard
for us to manage, and help us to
consolidate ownership,” Rock
said.

A draft environmental impact
statement commissioned by the
Forest Service points out that
Leslie Resources intends to
mine coal from the property in
Perry County. Company offi-
cials didn’t return phone calls on
Thursday.

Rock said many of the moun-
tains nearby already have been
mined.

The company already owns
the mineral rights beneath the
property. but couldn’t legally
open a surface mine as long as
the Forest Service owns the sur-
face land.

A draft environmental impact
statement said if the land is

mined, water quality would be
negatively affected in Buckhorn
Lake, and tourists at Buckhorn
Lake State Resort Park would be
subjected to the sounds of blast-
ing.

“I've seen a lot of bad land
exchanges being proposed on
the Daniel Boone, but this one
takes the cake,” de Jong said.
“Mountaintop removal is such
an abhorrent, repulsive tech-
nique for extracting coal from
Kentucky's mountains. The
Forest Service is enabling this
coal company to do mountain-
top removal on public land by
giving them the land."

Rock said appraisals of the
land involved in the proposed
trade haven’t yet been done, but
that each side is trading land
with an estimated value of
$36,500.

The Forest Service wouldn't
get oil and natural gas rights on
the Owsley County property,
which, de Jong said, could mean
companies coming onto the
property 1o drill wells.

“This seems totally out of
step with the public's desire to
see the land managed for clean
water, wildlife and recreation,”
he said.

National ballistic

database would build
on a proven technique

Even the most casual armchair detective knows that bul-
lets carry unique markings that link them with high reliabili-
ty to individual guns. What hasn’t been widely known, until
the recent string of shootings around Washington, D.C., is
that it’s well within our country’s abilities to create a national
database that would catalog the “fingerprints™ of new guns
sold. That would be a valuable tool in solving crimes.

For a decade, the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and
Firearms has had a database of ballistics evidence recovered
at crime scenes. In May, the ATF said that system has pro-
vided “significant investigative leads” in thousands of cases.

To create a national ballistic tracing system, gun makers
would test-fire weapons before they leave the factory (as
most already do anyway) and send the shell casing to a gov-
ernment agency. There, analysts would log the casing’s
image and the gun’s serial number.

The National Rifle Association and other gun-rights
groups say such a system would infringe on constitutional
rights and is intended to slow gun sales. That's just grand-
standing. Every driver has to get a driver’s license; every car
is required to have license plates. There are no rights tram-
pled, and certainly no hindrance to the growth of vehicle
ownership.

Claims that ballistics fingerprinting is “junk science” are
equally off base. The ATF disputes claims that a gun barrel’s
grooves change substantially over time as the weapon is
fired. Even if a barrel’s markings are deliberately changed, is
that any different from criminals who wear gloves to hide
fingerprints?

In this instance, our nation’s leaders need te listen to com-
mon sense, not to the no-compromise views of gun-rights
lobbyists.

I remember during one of the
Republican presidential debates the
candidates were asked what one person
influenced their lives the most. Bush
answered Jesus Christ.

A story appeared in the Observer
U.K. Oct 21, by an Ed Vulliamy of
New York. President Bush's own
Methodist Church has launched a
scathing attack on his preparations for
war against [raq, saying “without any
Jjustification according to the teachings
of Jesus Christ."”

Jim Winkler head of social policy
for the United Methodists, added that
all attempts at a dialogue between the
president and his own church has fallen
on deaf ears.”

Winkler is general secretary of the
Board of Church and Society for the
United Methodist Church, which still
counts the president and vice president
as members. The church represents
some 8 to 9 million regular churchgo-
ers and is the third biggest religious
organization in America.

Winkler stated in the article “the
Methodist church is not pacifist, but
rejects war as a usual means of national
policy.” Methodist scripted doctrine, he
added, specifies war as a last resort,
primarily a defensive thing. Winkler

What then drives this president's
agenda?

Another article published on Oct 20
in the San Francisco Chronicle by
David Lazarus probably gives us a
clearer idea behind our president’s
thinking and motives. This article deals
with the ongoing investigation of the
energy industry’s conspiracy to bilk the
public of billions of dollars,

Timothy Belden, who previously ran
Enron’s trading office in Portland,
Ore., is prepared to implicate a number
of other industry players in what could
shape up to be the biggest conspiracy
in U.S. corporate history.

Belden, as we now know, when
working for Enron put out false infor-
mation to state utilities. This would
create the impression of congestion on
power lines when none existed or false
statements of shortages where none
existed.

Belden's Enron team in Portland
generated revenue increases for Enron
from $50 million in 1999 to $800 mil-
lion by last year.

Dynegy's
president, Steven Bergstrom, is now
under scrutiny for running the same
scam. Dynegy has already been found

Martin is the anti-hero of
“The Transporter,” a car-chase-
and-gunplay adventure that
would be wicked fun if not for
an ugly misogynistic streak.

British actor Jason Statham, a
former Olympic diver and co-
star of “Lock, Stock and Two
Smoking Barrels.” plays Martin
with a Kind of Frank Sinatra
¢ool. In the film's opening
sequence, he rolls his cus-
tamized Beemer in front of a
bank and four frantic robbers
pile in while an alarm shrieks
inside the building,

Martin politely refuses 1o
drive: the original deal stipulat-
ed three men. not four. He Says
it would be tutile to attempt
escape because he calculated the
gelaway with precise fuel, shock
absorbers, etc.

He waits patiently until one
of the robbers is killed and
dumped — then races away. As
the car rumbles up a concrete
stairease, the Transporter says (o
the lead crook: “See what |
mean about the shocks?”

cers routinely note *School
Zone" on traffic tickets so that
the court will be alerted 1o that
information.

Judge James Allen agreed,
and said that a renewed focus on
public awareness is important,
noting that new drivers are
licensed every day, and people
shouldn't assume that they all
pay close attention to the flash-
ing speed limit warnings in
school zones.

“Anything we can do to help,
we'll do,” Allen said,

Assistant Floyd County
Attorney Jimmy Marcum, who
prosecutes many of the traffic
violations in Floyd District
Court, said that drivers in Floyd
County need to know their office
expects all driving laws to be
observed, especially where chil-
dren are concerned.

Floyd County Attorney Keith
Bartley agreed. “The safety of
our children has a high, high pri-
ority in my office,” Bartley said.

Neeley, a resident of
Prestonsburg and an engineer
with Highway District 12 since
1985, said that the school zone
accident rate in Floyd County is
actually quite low.
“Nevertheless,” he pointed out,
“we want to be pro-active in our
approach to school zone safety."”

In addition to adjusting the
time for all the flashing beacons
in Floyd County school zones,
Neeley said that workers from
Highway District 12 have
increased the size of the school
zone signs and are in the process
of changing the background
color of the signs to fluorescent
yellow-green.

“If people have stopped
noticing the signs, this may
renew their awareness of the
signs,” he said.

Neeley also pointed out that
the same time and sign adjust-
ments will take place in all the
other District 12 counties —
Lawrence, Johnson, Martin,
Knott, Pike, and Letcher.

“We are just starting with
Floyd County first,” Neeley
said, “The judges, the county
attorney’s office, the superinten-
dent’s office, the school princi-
pals, and our law enforcement
officers are working together to
achieve a zero accident rate in
school zones. We hope Floyd
County will take the lead in this
effort, and set an example for the
rest of District 12 and perhaps
the entire state.”

Hopkins has always been big
on rebounding the ball, getting
position under the boards, and
pulling in the ball. | have seen him
run drill after drill on the art of
rebounding. He stresses defense
and has always been an advocate
of playing the hard nose defense

when on the floor.

I have found Coach Hopkins to
be fair to all his past players and
an encouraging force along the
sidelines. | have seen him console
a player who left the floor with his
head down because of a mistake
he made on the court.

But in an era when NASCAR
has entered markets such as Las
Vegas, Texas and Chicago, Clay
Campbell’s mission is to ensure
the future of the track his grandfa-
ther built in 1947.

“I feel very good about the
future,” said Campbell, the presi-
dent of Martinsville Speedway. “It
seems like everything that we do,
we're getting positive responses
from competitors, fans, the
A

In the last four years, the track
has torm down its old press box and
built a bigger, better one along
with luxury boxes, constructed a
garage in the infield to allow teams
protection from the elements while
working on their cars, and dug a
pedestrian tunnel from outside the
track to the infield, allowing peo-
ple to come and go while a race is
being run.

Kevin Triplett, NASCAR's
managing director of business
operations, said there is no true
formula for determining which
tracks stay and which are in dan-
ger, but that Martinsville’s
improvements help its status,

“The biggest thing for a race
track is how well things work
when we're there,” Triplett said.
“When you see guys do things like
build garages and build walk tun-
nels to allow access in and out,
they're doing the things.

“We're in a better situation here
than we were three years ago.”

Campbell hopes days such as
last Sunday. when the best way to
get one of the 86,000 tickets for
the Old Dominion 500 Winston

Cup race was to buy them from a
scalper, further ensure that
Martinsville's future is secure.

“The crowd we had Sunday
speaks for itself,” he said.

To many, the short-track racing
at Martinsville, Richmond and
Bristol, Tenn., is the essence of
NASCAR. Rare is the car that
escapes the .526-mile oval without
tire-sized black doughnuts on side
panels, or the car the won't need
significant body shop time before
it's fit to race again.

“I think we all need to remem-
ber our roots and where we came
from,” said NBC announcer
Benny Parsons, who won 21 races
in his Winston Cup career.
*Obviously, it's not dirt, which is
our true roots, but it's a small, half-
mile race track, and I think it
would be a shame for it to leave
here. But I think it will always
have two races.”

Today's drivers find
Martinsville to be grueling and
invigorating.

“It brings back a lot of memo-
ries,” said Winston Cup veteran
Jimmy Spencer, whose only two
career victories have come on
superspeedways, “l think if we
ever lost Martinsville or
Richmond or Bristol, our sport
would be going in the wrong
direction. I think we need short

This season, with a 36-race
schedule that some drivers feel is
too long, only six of the races are
on tracks shorter than a mile.

NASCAR officials admit
they've often been asked why
Martinsville keeps two dates a
year with newer facilities clamor-

ing for one, and Triplett said the
scheduling process is something
that gets evaluated each year.

“History plays a big part,” he
said. “But even with that, you still
have to look at things. ... You don't
Jjust look and say, 'Because we've
been racing there for 54 years.

For NASCAR, the trick now is
balancing the history held so dear
by fans and competitors while
continuing to pursue its explosive

“It's a delicate balance,
absolutely,” Triplett said. “It's
almost like a recipe. You have to
figure out the right ingredients."

For Campbell, that brings him
back to his grandfather, H. Clay
Earles, who viewed making his
track attractive to families a top

priority.
The next improvement,
Campbell said, is likely to involve

a new entrance road to the speed-
way to help unsnarle waffic on
“The way I'm looking at that is
I'd rather the fans that we have in
this facility right now have a great
memory when they leave here,” he
said. “I'd rather cater to the fans
we have now rather than try to
expand at this point. There's still
things we can do to make it better
now."”

The planning, he said, comes
with no trepidation about the
future,

“I"'m vulnerable, but so is every
other race track," he said. “It’s our
job to keep up. If we don't, then
yeah, something’s going to hap-
mn'"

“Not that we didn't do that
before, but I think we probably did
it a little more critically just trying
to make sure that we didn't have a
lapse in performance.”

Hutchens said the performance
has been disappointing because he
believes the team has the equip-
ment, the talent and the people to
get the job done.

“We haven't been as successful
as we have been in the past,” he
said. “We took on a pretty big crea-
ture here in putting these three
teams together under one roof. [
think we probably, in the first part
of this year, suffered a little bit
from the growing pains, trying to
understand the day-to-day prob-
lems.

(RP), 1 first need to give you some
background on this disorder. RP is just
one of a number of diseases that can
cause blindness. It runs in families and
is believed to result from defects in one
of several genes. In RP the retina — a
layer of “photoreceptor” nerve endings
in the “back” of the eye — degenerates.

These photoreceptor cells are called
“rods” and “cones.” The rods are
responsible for “black and white™ night
vision and the ability to see out of “the
comer of your eye.” Doctors call this

Retinal implants, no ‘quick cure’

“peripheral vision." Rods are located
throughout most of the retinal surface
but more thickly on the edges, or
periphery. The cones — concentrated
in a central portion of the retina called
the fovea — work best in the light and
allow you to see in color.

The rods and cones convert the light
entering the eye to electrical signals
that send the visual message to the
brain via the optic nerve. Usually, the
first indication of the disease is the
deterioration and eventual loss of low-
light vision. Next, the disease typically
results in gradual loss of peripheral
eyesight causing “tunnel vision." Later
in the disease, color vision is lost and
finally, central vision can be lost. While
symptoms of RP may first appear in
childhood, visual impairment does not
usually occur until early adulthood.

There are many other types of visu-
al loss and blindness, such as cataracts,
glaucoma, and blindness from diabetes
or damage to the optic nerve.

Currently several retinal implant

research projects are going on world-
wide. The retinal implant research
involves the development of a
microchip that could be implanted in
the retinal region that would react to
light in a fashion similar to retinal tis-
sue. This first chip sends an electronic
signal to a second chip that relays the
message to the brain, causing sight.
There are also laser and battery compo-
nents to this device. This research is
very promising, and some limited
human trials are in process. However,
it will probably be over five years
before a working retinal implant is fully
developed.

Retinal cell transplantation is anoth-
er RP treatment that is currently being
researched. It involves transplanting
healthy retinal cells into the diseased
retina. Testing in humans has begun,
and the early results are encouraging.

Since the mutant genes in this genet-
ic disorder have been identified, gene
therapy also appears very promising.
The problem is figuring out how to

deliver the new genes to the retina,

Vitamin A has been used to slow the
progression of RP, but it can be toxic if
taken mn high dosages, Always check
with your doctor before beginning high
dose vitamin A therapy.

So here it is in a nutshell: RP is
inherited, so know your family medical
history. If you have a positive family
history, get regular eye exams, and
report any visual losses promptly.
Discuss taking vitamin A with your
doctor. Follow the research, but be
wary of “quick cures™ or pie-in-the-sky
promises about RP treatments, Learn
everything you can about RP,

riage rates, plus the increase in the
number of children born outside
of marriage. All of this is the
basis for the estimation that there
are between 15 and 20 million
stepfamilies in the U.S.
According to one researcher,
James H. Bray, Ph.D., the most
frequent kind of stepfamily is the
“divorced-engendered stepfather
family.” This is where a man,
who may or may not have been
previously married, marries a
woman who has children from a
previous marriage or relationship.
According to research; it is the
stepmothers who commonly feel
a need for therapy. While step-
families are mostly created after a
remarriage, there has been an
increase in cohabitation, so that
many repartnered families are
formed without the legal sanction
of matrimony.

Also as expected, stepfamilies
evolve with the interaction of its
members, so that the normal
issues of the stepfamily are differ-
ent from that of first marriage
families. Relationships in step-
families change over time and are
impacted upon by previous indi-
vidual and family experiences,
issues to be resolved within the
stepfamily, and issues for individ-
ual family members, such as the
age level each are at at the time.
Needless to say, the functioning
of the stepfamily can be ham-
pered significantly by marital and
family experiences during the
first marriage, separation, and
divorce. When working with
family members it is important
that stepfamily life is understood
through education about divorce
and remarriage and support for
the necessary changes.

family. The remarried family
consists of the specific individu-
als, who are currently living
together, plus links to the extend-
ed family system of the nonresi-
dential parent and the stepparent’s
extended family. There might be
issues, as unresolved emotional
problems and attachments, from
the family of origin. Thus, it is
extremely important for the adults
to understand the differences cre-
ated by the stepfamily’s unique
situation and how it differs from a
“nuclear family." This is when it
is valuable for parents to know
about the developmental issues
and expected outcomes for all
children so that the problems are
not identified as being the result
of “becoming” a stepchild. All
members of the stepfamily need
to work toward change in family
patterns, interactions, expecta-
tions, and meanings.

As with any one set of circum-
stances, the “‘one size fits all” per-
ception of stepfamilies does not
work. Dr. Bray’s research results
reflected at least three categories
or types of stepfamilies, which
also tended to reflect the likeli-
hood of success. The first type of
stepfamily is “Neotraditional.”
This type typically comes closest
to matching the popular idea of
the happy stepfamily, The family
15 usually a close knit, loving fam-
ily and functions very well for a
couple with compatible values.
This is the situation where the
adults remarried for a new family
and a new marriage. Generally,
they deal well with the stress and
changes created in forming a step-
family. This does not mean that
they have low stress, but they just
seem to “flow with the issues”
with more success than others do.
A significantly important factor is
that the couple relatively quickly
forms a strong marital bond that
supports the development of a
parenting coalition. The adults
join in parmership with regard to
caring for the children, that seem
to become “ours™ and not “mine.”
These stepfamilies are likely to be
successful most of the time.

unit, the chief characteristic is that
the woman maintains the domi-
nant role. Most often, matriarchal
women have powerful personali-
ties, a high degree of domestic
competence, and a strong desire
to be the family leader. These
individuals remarry because they
love each other, but not because
they want to have a “family life”
together. Not unexpected, step-
families such as this keep looking
like a single-parent family at first,
due to the woman still being the
primary parent and keeper of the
household, with the man tending
to stay in the background and not
being involved with the children.
The third type of stepfamily is
“Romantic.” At first, these fami-
lies appear similar 10 the
Neotraditional stepfamilies. The
individuals married again because
they wanted a second marriage
and family life. A major problem
with these couples is that they
expect everything immediately
and suffer from many unrealistic
expectations. They also are more
likely to support the "Nuclear
Family Myth” that stepfamilies
should be just like nuclear fami-
lies. In addition, they expect feel-
ings of love and harmony and
closeness to begin flowing as
soon as the wedding vows are
completed and they expect their
children to become a stepfamily.
This is not going to happen! It is
not surprising that Romantics had
the highest family breakup rate in
Dr. Bray's research project.
Although it is commonly held
that divorce permanently scars a
child, research has shown that the
new stepfamily is not a cure, but it

a somewhat complex picture.
While a child is greatly affected
by the family dissolution, Dr.
Bray's results found that a loving,
well-functioning stepfamily can
help restore a youngster’s sense
of emotional and psychological
well being. While 1t might be dif-
ficult for those that only look at
the gloom of kids “being from a
broken home,” a strong, stable
stepfamily is as capable of nurtur-
ing healthy development as a
nuclear family. In some cases, the
“new set of parents” will work
together better to provide consis-
tent boundaries, teach values, and
support a structure where rules for
living a moral and productive life
are made, tested, rebelled against,
and ultimately affirmed.

All Subaru meodels feature
standard all-wheel drive, per-
haps the best selling point of the
company. When snow hits,
Subaru owners know they can
£0 just about anywhere.

Our tester came with the
standard five-speed manual
transmission. A four-speed elec-
tronically controlled automatic
i1s optional for an additional
$800. All Legacy models are
powered by Subaru's 2.5-liter,
I65-horsepower four-cylinder
boxer engine, The five-speed
gearbox offered lots of driving
fun, and also resulted in 21 mpg
city and 27 mpg highway EPA
numbers (the automatic's fig-
ures are close at 22 and 27 mpg).

Noteworthy standard features
mclude four-wheel disc anfi-
lock brakes; air conditioning,
power windows, mirrors and
locks; AM/FM/cassette sterco;
cruise and tlt; dual front
airbags; daytime lamps; and a
power moonroof. That's a lot of
equipment on the standard fea-
ture list,

GT models receive a sport-
tuned fully independent suspen-
sion and 16-inch alloy wheels.
The front brakes are also larger
for better stopping, and a lower
gear ratio ensures betler acceler-
ation. Additionally, GT’s receive
a six-way power driver's seat,
keyless entry, fog lamps, limit-
ed-slip rear differential and
sporty touches to exterior and
interior areas,

Legacy's exterior design con-
tinues to improve from an aes-
thetic point, as past Subarus
were more boxy than not. The
Legacy GT features a tapered
side leading to a high trunk line
with large rear taillamps. A
lower hood line, large grille and
big headlamps blend well,
resulting in a sporty finished
product,

Inside, there is lots of room
for just about any human config-
uration, and all accessory
switches are within easy reach.
The seating, which 15 on the firm
but comfortable side, offers
excellent visibility for driver and
passengers, There are leather
accents, specifically the shifter
top and steering wheel, and
pleasing carpeted floor mats.
Rear passengers will find lots of
legroom, and the benefits of the
moonroof are many, especially
on those cool summer nights
when the stars shine bright. The
stereo system is excellent, as is
the instrumentation.

We especially like Legacy’s
ride and handling, as the lower
center of gravity produced by the
Boxer engine results in better
driving abilities. This car is
smooth in ride quality, and it
grips all turns very well. The
sport-tuned  suspension  is
responsible for most of the
enhanced handling, and we rec-
ommend the GT for those look-
ing for more “sports” in their dri-
ving.

Subaru’s AWD distribution
guarantees excellent traction to
all four tires, A Subaru-designed
full-time AWD continuously
directs torque to tires that experi-

ence the best traction, improving
driver control in every driving
condition, be it dry pavement or
snow-covered highway. The
165-horse engine receives good
marks, offering good low-end
torque and fairly good higher-
speed passing abilities.

Important numbers include a
wheelbase of 104.3-inches, curb
weight of 3,345 pounds, 12.4
cubic feet of trunk space, 16.9-
gallon fuel tank, 6.3-inch ground
clearance and a 35.4-foot turning
circle.

We still rate Subaru as a best
buy, and look forward to driving
the new 2003 Baja, a blend
between pickup truck and pas-
senger car built on the same
104.3-inch wheelbase.

Avalanche. It could be the newly
restyled Chevy Silverado.

For 2003, General Motors'
top-selling vehicle, the
Silverado pickup, has a new
grille, bumper, fascia, head-
lamps and hood to make it look
more like the Avalanche and
another Chevy with a cat-eye
front, the TrailBlazer sport utili-
Iy.

The new front end is just one
of more than three dozen
changes made to the Silverado
for 2003 in what amounts to a
major product update.

Silverado taillamps are new,
too, this year. So are wheéls,
airbag systems, ventilation, audio
and electrical system.

Even the Silverado’s seats
now are “Lazy Boy style,”
according to Terry Woychowski,
a chief engineer at GM.

Did I mention buyers now can
get XM satellite radio in these
pickup trucks? It's a new option
that means special tunes and talk
shows come in loud and clear
nationwide,

All the changes are meant to
help bolster the popularity of a
truck that has ranked consistently
among the top three vehicles in
U.S. sales since shortly after its
debut in the 1999 model year
Annual sales of the Silverado the
past two years have averaged
681,000.

Silverados are big, full-size
trucks, sold as light- and heavy-
duty models offering two-and
four-wheel-drive, different size
cabs, different bed lengths and V6
and V8 engines,

GM’s innovative Quadrasteer
four-wheel steering system,
which helps maneuverability and
trailer hauling, also is available.

The test vehicle, a light-duty
Extended Cab model, is bought
primarily by men, who account
for 91 percent of the buyers,
Chevy spokesman Randy Fox
said.

Buyers average age is 48, and
76 percent are married, he said,
adding that average household
income is $78,800 a year.

The tester, a 2003 two-wheel-
drive model with seats for five,
showed it's capable of handling
both work tasks and family.

There's a big climb up to get
inside - it was made more strenu-
ous because the truck did not
have running boards.

But once there, driver and rid-
ers have an excellent view out
and over most other vehicles,
This helped me manage my
speeds and prepare for stops in
city and highway traffic way
ahead of other vehicles.

Cab leads the two major com-
petitors in front-seat legroom and
has more rear-seat legroom than
the F-150 SuperCab, The Ram’s
four-door Quad Cab has 2.7
inches more.

1 marveled at how thick the
cloth-front seatbacks were in the
test truck.

But the back-seat cushion
provided support only to about
mid-thigh on me, which isnt
quite as much as I'd like. | came
to appreciate those “Lazy Boy”
front seats,

I also noticed that the middle
rider in back doesn't get a head
restraint, and while all five head
restraints in the Silverado are
adjustable, none locks into place.

The ride can be quite truckish,

even at 25 miles an hour. There's
a lot of bounciness that comes
through to passengers when the
pavement is irregular and when
the truck passes over manhole
COVers.

Then on a concrete highway
with expansion cracks, the truck
and | shook with such vigor that
I wanted 10 move 1o another,
smoother lane.

Sure enough, on smoother
surfaces, the ride in the test
Silverado - with no load in the
bed - was quite pleasant.

In curves, riders can feel the
weight shift and body mations of
the Silverado. Steering has a
somewhat loose feel.

The uplevel 5.3:liter V8 is
impressive. On acceleration, il
sounded good in the test vehicle -
strong and powerful - and it felt
that way. | pressed down on the
accelerator at highway speed 1o
pass cars on a lengthy uphill part
of the road and found plentiful
power for this 4,500-pound
truck.

Horsepower is 285 and torque
is 325 foot-pounds at 4.000 rpm.
This compares with a maxmmum
260 horses and 350 foot-pounds
of torque at 2,500 rpm with
Ford's 3.2-liter VB. Dodge's
engines include a 345-horse V8

with 375 foot-pounds of torque at
4,200 rpm.

Obviously, fuel economy is
not a hallmark with this group.
The estimated rating in the 2003
two-wheel-drive Silverado is 16
mpg in eity dnving and 21 on the
highway.

The test truck included the
Silverado’s new outside mirrors
that incorporate red, blinking
arrows that are activated by the
blinkers.

This feature helps let other
drivers know you're coming into
their lane. But it also took some
getting used to. Catching the
bright color at a glance, 1 some-
times fretted that it was a reflec-
tion of a car next to me.

The audio was clear and not
distorted, thanks to a new, Bose
audio system. But the satellite
radio did require installing an
odd-looking receiver “pod™ at
the front of the exterior cab roof.

Interior fit and finish was
noteworthy, But there was an
intermittent, annoying, high-
pitch squeak from the passenger-
side doors.

The doors open clamshell
like, with the front-hinged front
doors needing 1o be open first 1o
allow the rear-hinged rear doors
to open.

But trucks from the 2000
mode]l year had four recalls,
including one in summer of 2002
involving more than 523,000
vehicles whose frontal airbag
sensing modules might be faulty,
resulting in the bags’ failure to
deploy during a crash.
