Lessons from 
drug abuse 

The long. sordid story of the massive prescription drug 
bazaar in South Shore underscores three uncomfortable facts 
about the trade in addictive and potentially deadly prescription 
drugs. 

First, the trade relies on prescriptions written by doctors. 
Second, it relies on prescriptions filled by pharmacists. Third, 
the medical professionals willing to become suppliers instead of 
healers rely on the investigative weaknesses and/or disciplinary 
leniency of the state boards responsible for policing them. 

Curbing the scourge of pres~ription drug abuse will require 
tough action on all three fronts, as well as more tools for honest 
doctors and druggists to use in spotting doctor-shopping 
addicts. 

The scope and openness of the South Shore operation, as 
detailed in staff writer Gideon Gil's series "Prescription for 
Abuse," were shocking. Without much pretense of doing any­
thing else. doctors at the Plaza Healthcare clinic are alleged to 
have handed out, for the price of an office visit, prescriptions 
for addictive painkillers and tranquilizers to thousands of 
addicts and suppliers from a four-state region. Customers lined 
the roads and turned the parking lot into an open-air drug mar­
ket. 

Certainly, there are encouraging aspects of the story. One is 
that federal, state and local law enforcement agencies mounted 
an aggressive investigation that resulted in indictments of five 
doctors. 

Another is that Kentucky now has in place one of the 
nation's most comprehensive computerized systems for moni­
toring prescriptions - a system that, with further investment, 
should help not only after-the-fact criminal investigations like 
this one but also before-the-fact checking of suspicious patients 
by doctors and pharmacists. 

But there are also some hard lessons to be learned from the 
South Shore story. 

The fact that two of the five indicted doctors had been 
aJlowed to continue practicing despite earlier disciplinary prob­
lems is telling. The state Medical Licensure Board must resolve 
to conduct vigorous background checks of prospective doctors. 
to be less forgiving of any who fudge past transgressions and to 
be more quick to yank the licenses of repeat offenders. 

Similarly. the troubling histories of two pharmacists associat­
ed with the South Shore drug store suggest that the state 
Pharmacy Board needs to put on more muscle. too. 

Finally, the dearth of state monitoting systems like 
Kentucky's, and the inability of those that exist to coordinate 
with each other, show the need for a national approach to what 
clearly is a serious interstate problem.

Federal authorities have 
begun dropping subpoenas 
around Clay County. where near­
ly 5.5 percent of the entire elec­
torate voted by absentee ballot in 
the May primary, compared with 
a statewide average of 1.1 per­
cent. 

Unlike in May, the absentee 
turnout this fall is down substan­
tially from nearly 1,000 to just 
over 50 as of last week. 

"They know they're being 
watched," Brown said. 

Yet there are still some 
unusual things taking place. 

As of last week. there had 
been requests for 369 absentee 
ballots in .Martin County, for 
example. By contrast. 
McCracken County, with more 
than four times the number of 
registered voters, had requests 
for 258 absentee ballots. 

"That's usually an indication, 
a red flag. that there's vote fraud 
going on," Brown said. 

To stop it, Brown and Blevins 
said u dramatic example must be 
made. 

"1 think you need a demon­
stration," Brown said. "You need 
to sec people hauled off in hand­
curt:~ and doing time." 

Blevins said the blame for tol­
erating vote fraud and abuse 
lands at the Capitol.

general with some spine who • 
will go into these areas and put 
some people in jail. it's not going 
to go away," Blevins said. 

During his seemingly semian­
nual news conference to 
announce his efforts to halt vote 
fraud. the incumbent attorney 
general. Ben Chandler. said get• 
ting rid of it is easier said than 
done. 

Chandler said many com­
plaints are anonymous or too 
nebulous to be of usc in prose­
cuting vote buying or selling, 
both of which are felonies. "To ~ 
successfully prosecute these 
crimes, we need better witnesses 
and better evidence," Chandler 
said earlier this month. 

Even with hard C\ idence, 
convictions are rare. 

Fifty-four people in Wayne 
County confessed to selling their 
votes in the 199X election, but a 
local grand jury declined to 
indict anyone. "People are reluc­
tant to send their neighbor... to 
jail for vote fraud," Chandler 
said. 

Until the whole atmosphere 
changes. Brown lament-; the • 
likelihood of funllamental 
change.

FRANKFORT- A newspaper 
does not have to just1fy the rea­
son it IS seeking copies of public 
records and generally cannot be 
charged more than I 0 cents per 
page, the attorney general's 
office said Monday.

newspaper that it would have to 
declare whether it wanted 
records for a "commercial or 
non-commercial purpose" 
before it determined whether to 
release materials. And the board 
said the newspaper would be 
charged 25 cents per page for 
copies.

In a letter to the newspaper. the 
board's uttorney. state Rep. Bob 
Heleringer, said no copies 
would be provided until the 
newspaper identified the reason 
for its request. 
The Open Records Law allows 
public agencies to set a reason­
able cost for copies, but must 
base the charge on the actual 
cost, including equipment but 
not counting personnel time. 
Assistant Attorney General 
James Ringo said there has long 
been a standard of l 0 cents per 
page and a public agency must 
prove that its costs exceed that 
level before it can charge more. 
Agencies may also differentiate 
requests for records between 
commercial and non-commer­
cial uses. But the statute states 
specifically that a newspaper or 
periodical is not considered a 
commercial use. 
"Accordingly. we conclude that 
requiring such a statement 
before processing the newspa­
per's open records request con­
stitutes a violation of the Open 
Records Act,'' Ringo told the 
board in an opinion released 
Monday. 
Opinions of the attorney gener­
al's office relating to open 
records and meetings matters 
carry the force of law. They may 
also be appealed to a circuit 
court. 
On another open records matter, 
the attorney general's office said 
the Cabinet for Health Services 
could turn down a request for 
nursing home reimbursement 
materials over a 22-year period. 
Ringo said the law allows an 
exemption for requests that 
would create an unreasonable 
burden on the public agency to 
compile or search for the 
records. 
The office also upheld a deci­
sion by the city of Louisville to 
withhold the job evaluations of 
the director of the Metro Parks 
department and a parks employ­
ee, both of whom were implicat­
ed in a controversy over the dis­
tribution of athletic shoes that 
had been donated. 
The opinion said the privacy 
interests of ordinary employees 
outweigh the public right to 
know about their job perfor­
mances.

Poor mapping of old mines 
creates hazards for miners

CHAR LESTON, W.Va. -
Mining officials from four states 
al>ked engineers for help locating 
played-out mines so miners can 
avoid a repeat of this summer's 
incident where Pcnn.,ylvania 
miners became trapped after dig­
ging into a flooded abandoned 
mine. 

Depending solely on maps 
for details of old mining opera­
tions. some of which began in 
the 18th and 19th centuries. is 
too risky, a federal Mine Safety 
and Health Administration offi­
cial said Tuesday during a one­
day seminar on mine mapping. 

Inaccurate maps have been 
responsible for several recent 
mining industry disasters, 
including the flooding of the 
Quecreek !\oi ine near Somerset. 
Pa .• in which nine miners were 
trapped for more than three days 
in July. 

There are other, more serious 
hazards. Some abandoned mines 
arc filled with bad air that min­
ers know as the "black damp." It 
is air from which the oxygen has 
been depleted, and there is no 
escape for miners who encounter 
it- they suffocate too quick!). 

Ray McKinney, ~1SHA's 

administrator for coal mme safe­
ty and health, said that in the 
past three years. the nation's 
underground mines have aver­
aged an inundation every two 
weeks. 

Frank Delzer, a spokesman 
for the Kentucky mining agency. 
said mapping the mines could l'le 
an elusive goal. Much of the 
needed mapping was not done 
when the abandoned mines were 
active. and other maps have 
been Lo1.t or destroyed. 
Kentucky's repository of mine 
maps was destroyed by a fire on 
the University of Kentucky cam­
pus in 1948. 

What is really needed. Deller 
!>aid, is a new technology that 
will enable engineer!> to track 
where void~ exist underground. 
"Without :.orne kind of break• 
through technology, anything we 
can do is inadequate,'' he said.

"If they're standing on the 
s1dc of the road, don't expect 
them to stay there. They'll dart 
out there at the la'it second. And 
where then! is one, there is usual­
ly more. Just because one passes 
across in front of you, you better 
be looking for that s<>cond and 
third one. too.'' 

Gassett advises motorists that 
deer whistles on cars arc general­
ly no help, or that blowing the 
hom isn't consistently effective 
in making a deer move out of the 
way. It may cause the deer to 
nm, but not necessarily the direc­
tion you want it to. Try to stop 
safely and let the deer move 
away, if possible. Fortunately. 
though, nit lasts only for a brief 
period, and all the "ripping and 
runmng'' settles back down. 

Remember that those yellow 
signs we see along our highways 
with the picture of the jumping 
deer aren't there for fun, they arc 
there for safety. These are areas 
where deer are indeed likely to 
cross. And during breeding sea­
son, deer crossing ~igns take on 
added imponance. 

Motorists need to stay alen 
and remain patient while nature 
nms it course, and by using a lit­
tle extra caution and any luck. 
hopefully it won't run into our 
vehicles in the process.

l11e survey h) CCI I Inc. found 
that a growing number of workers 
are taking sick da) s because of 
fnmil) is:-ues. stress and personal 
rea~on" in ''hat could be a sign of 
changing ani tudes since la'>t) ear·s 
tcnurist attacks, the company said. 

'I11e study found that the over· 
all rate of unscheduled absences 
has remained about the same in 
recent ) ears. but unscheduled 
days off for personal reason:­
incrcaS<.-d from 20 percent two 
) ears ago to :!4 percent this year. 
Absl~nces due to stress jumped 
from 5 percent to 12 percent over 
the same period. 

Only a tl1ird of unscheduled 
days off are bec.'lu-.c of illness. the 
study found. 

"I think it's a l'hange mmental­
lt) that sa) s the job is important ... 
but that I haw another priodty in 
my life and I have to tit that in," 
said Lori Rosen, an analyst with 
CCH. a Rherwoods, IlL-based 
business mfonnntion publisher. 
CCH has conducted the survey 
annually for 12 years.

done. 

That leave~ companies less 
able to replace workers when 
thcy're absent. which drives up 
costs. said Helen Darling. prco;i­
dent of the Wash1ngton Business 
Group on Health, an alliam:c of 
175 large emplo)en> focused on 
health care costs. 

When an employer is faced

the portion of the form which is an OATH that the assitor will operate the machine as 
directed by the voter AND this OATH must be attested by the Clerk signing. 

3. If the election judges assist the voter, the Democratic and Republican Judges must sign 
the OATH at the bottom, BOTH JUDGES will enter the machine with the voter, where in 
the presence of each other, the machine is operated in accordance with the directions of 
the voter. 

4. Election officers should list the name of each assisted voter on the 'Record of Assisted 
Voters' (SBE-31 A) form which should be returned with the election material as instructed. 

VOTER MAY MAKE APPLICATION FOR 
PERMANENT ASSISTANCE TO VOTE 

There is a portion of this form where the voter may request the Board of Elections to certify 
• the voter as needing permanent assistance due to blindness or other physical disability. If the 

Board approves the voter's request. voter will have permanent certification, relieving the 
VOTER ONLY from the responsibility of completing the oath. Even if a voter is certified for per-

ELECTIONEERING 
Electioneering is PROHIBITED WITHIN 500 FEET .. of any entrance to a building in which a 
voting machine is located, if that entrance is unlocked and used by voters on election day. 

Electioneering is defined by law as: 
1. Display of signs 
2. Distribution of campaign literature, cards or handbills 
3. Solicitations of votes for or gainst any candidate or question on the ballot in any manner 
4. Solicitation of signatures to any petition 

The PRECINCT SHERIFF has the responsibility of ENFORCING the ELECTIONEERING 
LAWS within 50 FEET OF THE ENTRANCES. VIOLATIONS OF ELECTIONEERING 
BETWEEN 50 AND 500 FEET should be reported to the Board of Elections IMMEDIATELY. 

The precinct Sheriff may request the assistance of any law enforcement officer to maintain law 
and order at the polls, but it is strongly suggested that Precinct Sheriff make that request 
through the Board of Elections. (County Board of Elections phone numer 886-3816 or 1·800-
481-2009) 

Any violations of the electioneering laws should be entered on the "Precinct Shneriff's Post 
Election Report" (SBE-53) 

"The 500 foot prohibition does not apply to electioneering conducted within a private resi­
dendee or establishment by persons having an ownership interest in such property, UNLESS 
THAT PROPERTY IS THE POLLING PLACE.

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Types of ghosts 
Traditional ghost stories are about the spirits of the 
dead who come back to haunt the living. The ghosts 
of these stories look similar to how they did when 
they were alive, but in a transparent or shadowy 

way. 

Some of these stories are 
about revenge ghosts 
who roam the Earth to 
take care of unfinished 
business. In these sto­
ries, the ghosts seek 
revenge on those respon­
sible for their death. They 
often stop haunting when 
the conflict is resolved. 

Other stories are about 
replay ghosts, those who 

are said to haunt the loca­
tion of their death. These 

ghosts spend most of the story 
acting out the events leading up to their death or 
acting out an activity performed shortly before their 
death over and over again, like a favorite song. 

Crisis ghosts enter into many stories just before 
the person dies or when a person comes close to 
death. Movies especially like to show these kinds of 
ghosts visiting someone they were close to. 

The most violent ghost stories often center around 
a poltergeist (which is the German word for "noisy 
spirit"). Most of these ghosts are said to be invisible. 
Many stories depict these ghosts as throwing and 
breaking objects and attacking people. 

People often tell tales of animal ghosts. These 
ghosts tend to be characterized as friendly spirits of 
former pets who haunt their owners and homes. 

Some ghost stories are about vehicles who travel 
from the past to the present. These ghosts are 
called phantom traffic.

Ghost lights, 

sometimes called 

will-o'-the-wisps, 
are described as 
blue or yellow 
balls of light float­
ing in the dark­
ness. In many cul­
tures, these lights 
appear in stories 
about spirits who 
are destined to 
wander the Earth 
for eternity. 

International ghosts 
Many cultures believe in ghosts, some friendly, 
some not. Here are some legends and ghost stories 
from around the wortd: 

Germany: The lorelei (pronounced lor-uh-lie) is a 
hauntingly beautiful woman who sits on the rocks 
that line the banks of the Rhine River. She sings 
songs to lure sailors and the1r ships onto the dan­
gerous rocks. 

India: There is an unfriendly, poHergeist-like ghost 
called the mumlai (moo-mee-eye). It likes to attack 
people, especially lazy people and criminals, and 
throw things around. 

Canada: The wendigo is a half-human, halt­
animal spirit that lives in the forests and preys on 
people. 

West India: The duppy is a purely evil spirit. 
According 
to legend, anyone it 
breathes on will 
become very sick 
and anyone it 
touches will have 
a fit. One appears 
1f someone throws 
a glass of rum and 
coins on its grave. It 
becomes powerless if it 
does not return to its grave 
by dawn. 

Haiti: The baka is a flesh-eating ghoul thought to 
be the ghost of someone who joined the baka secret 
society before he or she died.

Stories and legends about ghosts have been told in many 
cultures since ancient times. Today, ghost stories are recounted 

around cmnpfires, at slmnber parties and on Halloween. 
Hauntings are popular themes in books, and movies seem to 

bring them to life. Some people believe ghosts are everywhere; 
others don't think they exist at all. Come learn about the world 

of restless spirits that may, or may not, wander the Earth. 

Finding haunted places 
Many supernatural tales about ghosts play on people's fears. Fear of the dark or of isolated and abandoned 
places play a large role in many stories. In these tales, just about anywhere can provide a good backdrop to the 
story. but most of the lime. 1t's a place that's been a,round for a long time, a place where a murder took place or 
somewhere many, many people died Here are some typical ghostly sites and a few famous examples: 

Cemeteries: In many ghost stories, the ghosts 
remain near their burial place. Bachelor Grove 
Cemetery near Chicago, Ill.. figures into many stories 
because it 1s behaved to be one of the most haunted 
cemeteries in all of North America, maybe even the 
world. There have been more than 100 ghost sightings 
since it opened 1n 1864. Most of these s1ghtings are of 
the White Lady, who is is believed to appear, holding 
an tnfant, when there is a full moon. 

Old houses: The older the house, the better the 
chances it Will find tts way mto a ghost story. One of the 
most famous hauntings m the United States IS the 
Amityville House. A variety of books and mov1es have 
explored this tormented home on long Island in New 

York. (Ghost experts, however. have concluded the 
haunting to be a fake.) The Bell House in 
Tennessee is another famous haunted dwelling. 
The hauntings began in 1817 with poltergeist-like 
activities that centered on 
the daughter of the house, 

12-year-old Betsy Bell. Many 
suspected the ghost was Kate 

Batts, a supposed w~ch who 
vowed to return. She must have 
become tired of the haunting or 
resolved her conflicts, because 
she has not been seen since 
1827. 

Theaters: The show must go 
on. Many theaters have tales of 
certain actors who continue to 
haunt the places where they per­
formed. Many ghosts 

are believed to haunt London's Drury Lane Theater, 
including the actor Charles Macklin, who murdered a 
fellow actor and is now said to wander the hallways of 
the theater. The most famous Drury Lane ghost is the 
Man in Gray, who is believed to be a nobleman from 
the 1770s who was in love with one of the actresses. 
He was stabbed by another of the lady's jealous suitors; 
legend has it that his body was walled into the building. 

Castles: Wrth dungeons, dark rooms and long, 
unused corridors, cas~es make great settings for ghost 
stories. Some of these stories involve wrongful deaths; 
others mvolve spirits who just can't seem to leave a 
place tn wh'ch they were happy. And sometimes, the 
castle's rulers are believed to be resistant to giving up 
their reign. England's Windsor Castle, the royal fami­
ly's summer home, is believed to be haunted by four of 
England's former rulers who are buried there: King 
Henry VIII, Queen Elizabeth I, King Chartes I and King

George Ill. 

Battlefields: With hundreds of deaths 
occurring at the same place at the same 
time, battlegrounds are ripe for tales of 
hauntings. The fields at Gettysburg in 
Pennsylvania and Fort Ticonderoga near 
Lake Champlain in New York state. are a 
couple of North America's most famous. 

Churches, monasteries and abbeys: 
Monks and nuns are often believed to haunt 
their old homes, especially those who mar­
tyred themselves. h is believed that 
England's Glastonbury Abbey was exca­
vated with the help of a few ghost monks. 

Contacting spirits 
A seance is a gathering of people who try to contact 
the spirit world. When conducted in a person's house, 
it is called a home circle or home sitting. These 
home sittings became a trend in the mid- to late-
1800s. Seances are usually led by a medium (a per­
son who is thought to communicate with spirits). 
According to a magazine from the 1870s, the best 
mediums are people who are affectionate and impul­
sive. The magazine also said that people who dislike 
each other should not participate in a seance together 
because their bad vibrations will keep ghosts away. 

Typically, a seance takes place in a darkened room lit 
by the moon or candlelight. People sit in a circle, usu­
ally around a table, holding hands. The medium will 
call on his or her control, a spirit guide who can take 
over the medium's body, to help contact the ghost 
that is being sought. 

Several devices have been used by those looking to 
communicate with ghosts, such as knocking once for 
"yes" or allowing the spirit to take over the medium's 
body to write or speak its message. These popular 
methods of communication are the inspiration for the 
Ouija board game. 

The Ouija board is a game that is believed to help 
people contact the spiritual wortd. The name comes 
from the French and German words for yes - ~our 

(French) and ja" (German). The concept of the Ouija 
board dates back to ancient China. A similar board 
was also created by the Greeks about 8,000 years 
ago. Modem Ouija boards have all the letters of the 
alphabet, numbers zero through mne and words (usu­
ally "yes" and ~no") printed on them. A small pointer, 
called a planchette, is used to spell out messages. 
People sit around the board, and everyone places 
their fingertips on the pointer, and they ask the spirit a 
question. The point of the game is to call on the spir­
its to move the planchette and reveal the true answer.
