Beyond being a distraction. Moore rai ed questions 
about his credibility and the ·eriousness of his cam­
paign for what is a very seriou office. Moore told 
Judge William L. Graham that his • running mate is 
now disabled.,. 

Granted. nobody can truly know what Moore meant 
by "disabled." But one can take into consideration the 
word of the man about whom Moore was talking. 
Bell aid he i in ··good phy ical condition·· but added 
in an interview with The Associated Pre s that he 
joined the Moore campaign at a "weak moment" and 
called the decision a "mistake." 

Bell' just as culpable a Moore - one must take 
orne responsibility for agreeing on a moment's notice 

to do something as important a run for lieutenant 
governor. But at least he' trying to bm out with 
some dj gnity. 

Moore however. is pres ing on, vowing to continue 
hil) campaign with an invisible running mate. 

The longer he continues thi charade, the more dam­
age he does to his party and a political process in 
which too many people have already lost interest.

Simply pm. the go -
enuncnr \\ill not tru t the peo­
ple to tell the truth. There's a 

reason for thi : fe" people 
reaU) believe the governmem 
should be able to conti cate 
their earnings. To be ure, 
they comply with the law 
be au e the) fear the con. e­
quences of not doing so. But 
mo t people eagerly use ever) 
provi ion of the Ia". and even 
the gray area . to keep what 
they beheve is nghtfull) 
theirs. That's one or the bad 
consequence of the mcome 
tax: it erodes lhe otherwise 
bright line between honesty 
and dishonest). between hon­
orable conduct and cheating.

Of c urse. the ta: authori­

ties wrll also compel thin!

income. Bank. will have to 
report intere t paid. 
Corporations will have to 
report dividends. Even casi­
nos will have to report rbeir 
customers· winnings. All 
because the government doe -
n't \\ant to mi out on a 
chance to lev) its tax.

I have a reader question! I love these; 
not only does it give me a topic for the col­
umn, I know that at least ONE person is 
interested in the answer! The question is 
often something I would have never 
thought to write aoout. and many times it 
sends me cunying around lO find infor-

mation. This i the case with this week's 
query; alth ugh I sort of knew the answer, 
I had to do some reading to fill in the gaps. 
Here is the question, from Elizabeth 
BaWridge of Paintsville: 

Q"Why do dogs "scuff" their 
hind feet back and forth? I 
have noticed my dog, a Pug, 

as well as others. Including my 
uncle's SChnauzer. exhibiting this 
behavior. I used to think It was a 
"bathroom" habit, but the dogs do 
it even when they haven't urinated. 
It also doesn't seem to matter If 
another dog Is around or not So, 
Dr. Carol, WHY do dogs perform 
this little 'scuffing• motion stirring 
up dirt and dust with their hind 
legs? My dog has even done It 
Inside on occasion." 

AEe scraping you describe is 
ought to be one of the many 
haviors that animals use to 

mark their tenitory. We tend to think that 
just because dogs and cats can't talk, they 
have limited ability to communicate, and 
nothing could be further from the truth, 
We humans are the ones at the disadvan­
tage. We have gained a verbal and written 
language, but Lost in the process the abili-

ty to·· peak" in hundreds of other ways. 
Animals move in a world o different 

from ours tbat we might nol even recog­
nize it as the same planet. 1l1ey are privr 
to the meaning of scents. sounds. vi ual 
marks and subtle body language Lhat we 
will never know. That's one of the things 
[hat makes behavior o fascinating to me. 
Just when we lhink we have figured out 
why an animal doe something, we realize 
we have stumbled into a whole new area 
[hat has never been explored 

Most of the time we focu- on direct 
communication among animal and 
between animals and people through 
"body language". because that i the area 
that tends to get us in trouble. (lmagine 
someone who doesn't know much about 
canine body language approachmg a 
strange dog quickly wilh an outstretched 
hand, while looking the dog in the eyes. 
Very polite human greeting. but BAD 
breach of dog etiquette!) Another dog, or 
an experienced "dog person·· could very 
well go up to this same dog with no prob­
lems by using body language that 
expressed peaceful intentions. Delivery 
people and meter-readers. take noti e! 

So we are somewbat familiar with how 
animals communicate face-to-face, but 
what about those that are separated by 
time or space? ln a world without fax 

machines. e-mail r even Po t-it n te . 
how do they manage? Just fine, thank 
you. with Lhe help of scent (olfactory) and 
vi ual marks. 

Behavioral marking altern the phy ical 
environment i11 ·orne \\ ay that provides 
inJollllation to animals that come along 
later-"animal graffiti''. if you will orne 
marks are clear "PRIVATE PROPER­
TY -NO TRFSPASSING'' signs: others 
are more of the "Kilroy wao; Here" variety. 
The most common example i the urine­
spraying tomcat. (Unfortunately, this 
one type of mark.mg even WE can't mi . ) 
When cats scrnrch vertical swfaces the} 
leave visible claw mark and also scent 
mark from gland in the paw pads. Even 
the cat rubbing the side of its face on your 
leg i depo iting ubstances from cent 
glands in its whi ker pads. 

Dogs use their own versions. You 
know how time-<:onsuming it is to take a 
dog on a walk around the block. Besides 
working h1 nose overtune, he has to stop 
eve!) few feet to leave a memo himself. 
Of coun;e. all the dog that have passed 
that WI!) in the last several hours or days 
have done the rune thmg. The path is 
strewn\\ ith informatton about other dog . 
including age. gender and reproductive 
status. Our dog-training mentor. Chuck
