The first state inspection of 
the year for the Floyd Coumy 
Detention Center revealed 
problems in areas such as 
in ufficient ligh1ing and a 
sprinkler system overdue for 
a routine check. 

Bm the faciliry•s primary 
problem was little Sllf1'ri 'C to 
Jailer Roger Webb. 

ccording to Jeff Burton. 
a jail specialist \\ho per­
formed the inspection in early 
July. the "major" problem 
continued to be the increasing 
population of the jail. 

In a letter from 

the inspection, 129 inmates 
were housed in I 02 beds. It 
was noted that 24 inmates 
were sle!o!ping on the floor.·· : 

Webb, who has struggled 
with the jail population anli 
ho\' it has adversely affectea 
the jail budget since th~ 
beginning of lhe year, aid 
only that he had anticipated 
such a rePQn. atlov. ing hs 
.re uh to speak for itself.

Children eligible for 504 services include those children who have a current physical or mentnl 
impairment that curreotJy ub tantially limits some major life ctivit.. hich causes the studcut" 
ability to access the school environment or school activities to be ub tantiall) limited. 

The Flo)d County School District ha:; an ongoing ''Child Find" sys1em. which is designed to 
locale:. identify and evaluate any child residing in a home, facility. or re!!>idence within it geo· 
graphicnl boumJaries. age three (3) to twenty-one (21) years. who may have a disability and be in 
need of pecial Education or 504 services. This includes children who are not in school. tho. e 
who arc in publtc, private, or home school; those who are highly mobile such as children who are 
migrant or homeless. and tho e who are advancing from grade to grade, who may need, but arc 
n01 receiving Special Education or 504 services. 

'TI1e Flfl ·d Cormry School District will make sure any child enrolled in ilS district who qualifi~; 
for pe ial Education or -o4 service .. regardless of how severe the di ability. is provided appro· 
priate pecial Education or 504 ervices at no cost to the parents of the child.

Derby winner weren't like those earlier of Lhe death of 
Triple Crown winner Seattle Slew of old age and infirmity. 
Apparently, according to The Blood-Horse. 1986 Derby 

.. winner Ferdinand met his fate in a Japanese slaughterhouse 
~sometime 1ast year when he was no longer useful in the 
.breeding barn. 

In Kentucky, of course, champion thoroughbreds lead a 
channed life. even after their racing days are over and they 

, no longer produce progeny to continue their lines - and 
_enrich their owners. Some previous owners, in fact. buy 
horses back when they fear they may not be treated well by 
their foreign buyers. 

Arthur and Staci Hancock bought back their J 982 Derby 
winner Gato Del Sol from Gennan owners when the horse 
proved not to be champion material in the breeding busi­
ness. They wanted to make sure some awfuJ fate didn't 
await their Derby winner. 

And it appears that two other Derby winners may be fac­
ing an unce1tain future. Strike the Gold, winner in 1991, 
and Sea Hero, '93 Derby winner. are in Turkey, and their 
ttld careers may be nearing an end. An effort is under way 

to bring them back horne to Kentucky when that happens. 
Michael Blowen, of Midway. has formed an organization 

aptly named ''Old Friends" that wants to establish a farm 
home for retired thoroughbred champions where they can 
be cared for and appreciated by the public. 

So with people like Blowen and the Hancocks working 
on saving former champion thoroughbreds from the slaugh­
terhouse. we can hope there won't be any more future head­
lines about great champions meeting untimely and ignomin­
ious ends because they no longer are useful to their owners.

So the 
Constitution isn't 
quite perfect

Folks, either you are closing your 
eyes ro a situation you do not wish ro 
acknowledge or you are unaware of a 
grave injustice embedded in the 
Constitution of our great republic. 

The citizens of rhe District of 
Columbia, no les1; worthy than other 
citizens. are deprived of represent~tion 
in Congress - 570,000 Americans 
effectively disenfranchised. Only 
recently haii the District been given 
even a noo-vottng representative in 
Congress, which is like sending a 
baseball player up to the plate without 
a bat. 

This mean lhar Congres can do 
anything it plea es with the District; 
Like, for example. the other day when 
Utah Senator Orrin Hatch, chairman of 
the Judiciary Committee. proposed 
repeal of the strict gun Jaws Di ttict 
voters had approved. "The D.C. 
Per ·onal Protection Act." he l·alled the 
biJJ he introduced. It would repeal 
D.C.'s ban on handgun .. end registra­
tion requirements on ammunition and 
make carrymg weapons into the work­
place there easier. 

lt i8 ludicrous to imagine that fiatch 
would have dared suggest such a 
usurpation of authority if Di ·tri<.:t resi­
dents enjoyed full citiLenship. Almost 
as ludterou. as imagining that a guy 

from Urab knows what's good for an 
Eastern city. But Hatch wanted to look 
good to his paymasters in the National 
Rifle Association and this wa · an easy 
and cheap way to do it. 

There are those. mainly local . who 
want to solve the problem by making 
the District a state, with two senators 
and a represemative. rm again. t that. 

The District of 
Columbia isn't a 
state. While it has 
more people in it 
than one or two 
sparsely populated 
states. it doesn't 
look like a state and 
it doesn't feel like a 
state. It is a city. 
without farms. 
without suburbs, 
without even an 
Interstate to call its 
own. Making it a :.tate would merely 
add a state bureaucracy to an alread) 
bloated, inefficient city government. 
Instead of three people doing the job 
of one, you'd have six. 

No. here's what we should do: 
Grant the District a single. fully privi­
leged rnemb~.:r in the Senate and in the 
House. raising the membership of ~::ach 
by one. 

This would not only give D1strict 
citizens a real voice in government, it 
would give the Senate 101 members, 
making a tie vote very unlikely. and 
giving the vice-prl.!sident. a selected 
rather than elected official. even less 
to Jo. alway a good thing. This could 
be done easily w·ith a simple constitu­
tional amendment. 

And so long as we're fooling with 
our founding do<.:umem. we should do 

people who hold Satanic rituals, then 
you know what I mean. Satan worship is 
alive and well right here in our country. 
The trees. the mountains, the rivers and 
all the rest of God's creation are not 
evil.

I ay rake one senator away from 
each of tho e se\'en states and give it 
to the seven largest states. That means 
that the Tiny Seven would have one 
senator (like the Di ·trier of Columbia) 
and the Big Sc en - California. 
Florida, [llinoi:-. 1 e\Ao York, Ohio, 
Penn • lmnia and Te as - would have 
three.

OTIFICATIO OF FERPA RIGHTS 

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) afford parents and .. eligible 
students'· (students over 18 years of age or students who are attending a po t-secondary 
institution) certain rights with respect to the tudents educational records. 'hey are: 

1) The right to in.~pect and review a student's educational r cords within forty­
five (45) days of the day the District receives a request for access. 
Parents or eJjgible students should l;ubmit to the school principal/designee a written 
request that identifies Lhe record(s) they wish to inspect. The Principal will make 
arrangements for access and notify the parent or eligible student of the time and place 
where the record(s) may be in pected. 
2) The right to request the amendment of tbe student's educational records that 
the parent or eligible student believes ace inaccurah; misleading, or in violation 
of the student's privacy or other rights. 
Parents or eligible student may ask the Di trict to amend a record that they believe is 
inaccurate, misleading or in violation of privacy or other rights. They hould write rhe 
school Principal. clearly identify the part of the record they want changed. and specify 
why it is inaccurate. mi leading, or in violation of their privacy or other rights. 
If the District decides not to amend the record as requested by the parent or eligible 
student, the District hall notify the parent or eligible tudent of the deci ion and 
advise himlber of their right to a hearing regarding the request for amendment. 
Additional information regarding the hearing procedures will be provided to the 
parent or eligible student when notified of the right to a hearing. 
3) The right to con!.icnt to disclo ures of personally identifiable information 
contained in the student's educational records, except to the extent that I' ERPA 
authorizes disdo ure without consent. 
One exception, which permits disclosure without consent, is disclo ure to school 
officials with legitimate. educational interests. A school "official" is a per on 
employed by the District as an administrator, supervisor, instructor, or support staff 
member (including health or medical staff and law enforcement unit personnel): a 
person serving on the school Board: a person or company with whom the District ha 
contracted to perfonn a special task (such as an attorney, auditor. medical con uJtant. 
or therapi. t): or a parent or tudent serving on an official com.mittee. uch as a 
disciplinary or grievance committee. or assi ting another school ofticial in pertonning 
his or her tasks. 
A school official has a legitimate educational interest if the otlicial need!; to review an 
education record in order lO fulfill hi or her professional responJbiliry. Upon request. 
the District shall disclo e education records withom consent to officials of another 
school distri t in whkh a student eeks or intends to enroll; or to ·thcr entitie 
authorized by law. 
4) The right to prohibit the di. losure of personally identifiable inFormation , 
concerning the ·tudent to recruiting representatives of the U.S. Armed FoiTes 
and its ervice academics the Kentucky Air National Guard. and the Kentucky 
Army National Guard. 
Unless the parent or eligible student reque ts in writing that the District not rei a e 
information, the student'· name, addres , and telephone number (if listed) shall be 
release<.l to Anned Forces recruiters upon their request. 
5) The right to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education toncern­
ing alleged failures by the District to comply with the requireml'nts of FERPA.

La siter aid the imbalance will 
"pose large challenges" for law­
makers in coming years. 

In October, the group is to 
make the official revenue fore­
cast on which decisions about 
the next state budget will be 
based.
