uals eat excessively without feeling or 
being hungry. An estimate has been that 
these eating disorders have been diagnosed 
for some seven million women and one mil­
lion men in the United States. The numbers 
have also been reported for children. In 
1991, 42 percent of the girls of 1.118 chil­
dren, in first-through-third-grade in 
Indiana. responded that they preferred body 
shapes, different from. and thinner than. 
their own. Results of 3,175 fifth-through­
eighth-graders, in a 1993 South Carolina 
project, found that 50 percenr of rhe girls 
wanted to lose weight, regardless of 
whether they were heavy. and 25 percent of 
the boys felt the same way.

Anorexia in males is throu~ht to account 
for about six percent of cases een in an eat­
ing disorder clinic. The condition might be 
under-diagnosed. due to many physicians 
and individuals with the symptom:., being 
unaware that males can al o be anorexic. 
The average age of males being anorexic is 
thought to be about 17 years. It seems to 
occur in all types of people with various 
social and financial standing. Excessive 
exercise is frequently associated with 
anorexics and with society's pressure to be 
thin, such as athletes. actors. dancers, mod­
els. ar)d TV personalities. It has been found 
that the individual's satisfaction with ha -
ing control over one's weight and food 
becomes very important. even if the rest of 
their life i in turmoil and emotionally 
painful. Their focusing on weight loss and 
food allows them ro ignore problems thar 
are too painful or seem unresolvable. 

As expected, a significant symptom of 
Anorexia Nervosa is weight loss and the 
symptom are often present about three and 
one-half years prior to seeking professional 
assistance. Usually the person is pre-occu­
pied "vith not eating. refusing: to maintain 
minimal body weight, with 15 percent of an 
individual's "ideal'' weight. The minimal 
weight loss is typically down to about 67.3 
percent of the "desired weight." The young 
teen I saw. reported that he was s·5·· and 
weighed 100 pounds. Needless to say. he 
gave an appearance of being very tall and 
slender. The most he had ever weighed was 
110 pounds in the fifth grade. His mother's 
opinion was that he wanted to lo e weighr 
when he really started seriously playing 
basketball. Similar to this young person, 
other common characteristics of Anorexia 
Ncrvosa are depression, obsessive-compul­
sive behaviors. desire to be perfect. low 
self-esteem. and social withdrawal.

The second pru1 of your qu~1ion 
relat to vitamin E supplements taken 
orally. The recommended daily 
allo\\'nncc for vitamin E is 15 mg or 22 
1 {inttmationaJ units) daily. During Jac­
uuion, the recommended allowance 
increa.;es hghtJy. 

hile most orth American adults 
get enough .,·itamin E from their diets, 
people on very low-fat diets may rarely 
have vitamin E deficiencies. Contrary to 
what many think, you do not have to eat 
a lOt of meat to get adequate itamin E. 
In fact, the best dietary sources are veg­
etable oils. nuts and green leafy vegeta-

Anorexic males tend to be pas­
sive and dependent in their 
relationships. 

Where does it come from? 
Although much re ·earch has 
been done over tb~ years as to 
tbe possible source o 
Anorexia 'ervo a, nothing 
definite has been establi hed. 
Typical of many phy icaJ and 
psychological disorders. there 
are several possible contribut­
ing factors. Genetic factors 
have been suggested, jnce eat­
ing disorders tend 10 run in 
families, with females having a 
1 0 to 20 times higher risk of 
developing Anorexia Nenosa. 
Even though the young teen's 
older sister eats well. the 
"po~er of food" seems to be 
great within their family, ·ince 
she has always been a "picky 
eater." Behavioral and environ­
mental influences also tend to 
have a role, e peciall stre ful 
event increasing the likeli­
hood of eating di orders. From 
the perspecuve of an immature 
fifth grader with low view­
point of himself. and trive~ to 
be perfect. It seems reasonable 
that he would try to think of 
··everything possible.. to be 
more succes ful, and perhap 
have greater recognition by 
parents and classmates. But, in 
the child's way of thinking, 
and needing to cope with the 
stress of wanting to ovtr­
achieve, be seemed to only see 
being a basketball player as 
being "the answer.'' After all. 
his overall community values 
highly males of all age:. that 
are ••good" ba ketball players.
