Members emphasized way~ in 
which rewards and punishments of 
the nev.ly enacted No Child Left 
Behind Act (NCLB) could affect 
the . chool. The act. enforced on the 
federal level {0 give an advantage 
to children who may olherwi e get 

left behind in educa11on. ~ts the 
. tandard in Kenrucky c:hool , 
which may lose funding and/or tu­
dcnts to oilier chools if they don· t 
meet the required adequate yearly 
progrc s in rhe same content area 
for rwo years. 

Council members, who v. atcbed 
three presentation:. dunng lhe 
m eting, e pressed concern about 
how lhe chool would rank when 
number are compiled by the leder­
al and stare governments LO dewr­
mine whether or not the school 
meets the required ade.quate yearl~ 
progres . 

'"With what lin.le knowledge I 
do have about this, it's going to be 
tough for high chooh to m:et 

this:· said Tommy Poe, curriculum 
resource teacher. "I think we'U ee 
a lot of tates 'W1th a lot of problems 
with thi .·• 

In his presentatiOn to the coun­
cil, Poe explained that schools 
must meet 100 percent of its goals 
in order to meet the required 
progress. The guideline with the 
act, he said, are o tricl that the 
school could meet ll out of 12 
goals and ·ull not make the 
required progre .

Officials investigating Virginia blackwater spill

FISHTRAP LAKE - State environ­
mental officiaL are inve tigating the 
potential impael of blackwater dt:charges 
commg from two .coal faciht1es 1n Yirgtnia 
that have steadily com ed through into 
Fishtrap Lake and the river beyond. 

According to N:Hural Resources and 
Environmental Cabinet, lhe investigation 
wa" initiated Thur.day, three days after 
otlicials said the fir t tli charge occurred 

following ht!avy rainfall Monday after­
noon. 

The discharge londay, the result of a 
heavy r..tins that washed away etlimcnt 
from a coal road. has now generated what 
cabinet liTkials arc re~~rring to as a 
"plume" that has extended approxunately 
12 mile from lhe ·ource into lhc head\\'a­
ter of Fi htrap Lake and on imo the 
Levisa I·urk of the Big Sanuy Rh·er. 

Monday' di charge wao; followed 
Thursday afternoon by a second that offi­
cial arc now . ~1ying wa · mo~t likely the 

result of an overtlow from a urface 
impoundment approximately 20 miles 
from the border of Kentucky and Virginia. 

The cabinet's DiVI ion of Water has 
busied itself with galhering water sample 
and evaluating potential en ironmental 
impacu. but ha tentatively wd that there 
. hould be no ri k to public health in the 
aftermath of the blackwater pills. 

o public water supplies are ~xpected 
to ·uffer ill effects from the di charges. 
the cabinet aid. 

Cabinet investigators have aid they 

will continue to monitor the di charges 
and will work with Vuginia oflicial to 
confirm the ideotiues of the responsible 
parties. Once the identities are confirmed 
cabinet pokesman 4ark York said 
"appropriate enforcement a tion"' will be 
taken. 

ln addition to lhe Division of Water. lhe 
Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Re ources, the U.S. Anny Corp 
of Engineers and the Virginia Department 
of Mines, Minerals and Energy are also 
investigating.

Does thi make sense? The Center for Disease Control and 
Prevention bas given Kentucky a $413,000 grant to develop 
an exercise and nutrition plan to fight rampant obe ity among 
our kids. 

Meanwhile, one reason children are getting obese is that 
their schools are actually selling junk food and sodas to them 
out of vending machines. 

Why doesn't the. tate save the CDC money and imply tell 
the schools to get rid of the vending machine ? That would 
probably have a bigger impact on the battle against teenage 
obesity than any program the money will help develop, and it 
wouldn't cost taxpayers a dime. 

Obesity in Kentucky and nationally is a very erious issue. 
A recently released survey by University of Kentucky 
researchers says that 30 percent of kids in grades 9 through 12 
are either obese already or at risk of crossing over that line. A 
the state public health commissioner say , this suggests ·•a 
very unhealthy future for these high school tudents." 

Every lawmaker in Frankfort know that will mean wide­
spread health problems and soaring health care bills later. But 
still they refuse to do the obvious: take the junk food out of 
the chools. 

It would be so easy. No re-education would be required. 
There would be no need for expen ive public ervice ads. 
Schools would just call the snack food companie and have 
the vending machines hauled off. 

Why won't lawmakers take thi sensible step? Becau e junk 
food makes money for schools. The purveyors of junk food 
also tell them that taking soda and snacks out of the schools 
would solve only part of the problem. Students could still 
bring in junk food. And they would still eat whatever they 
want when they go home. 

That's all correct. But those are weak arguments against 
taking an action that could at least curb a growing problem. 
As the UK study shows, nearly half the 1,600 kids surveyed 
said they'd purchase4 oda daily from school vending 
machines. And 30 percent ate vending machine snacks for 
lunch at least once a week. 

Educators know the lessons that really stick in life are the 
ones taught by actions. The me age about nutrition in health 
class doesn't seem very seriou if the school hawks junk food 
just outside the health class door. 

Yes, in the short term, snack foods make school money. 
But the long-term cost to the state and to the obe ·e will be 
high. 

Lawmakers need to get serious about this issue. They must 
get unhealthy snacks out of the schools. The UK study has 
made it absolutely clear that the upposed rule about keeping 
the machines turned off until after lunch is being almost uni­
versally ignored. 

Taldng $413,000 from the federal government to solve a 
problem the ' tate government i helping create is a perfect 
example of government waste. Schools. of aU institutions. 
should not be usmg their intluence to send destructive mes­
age to youth.

The primary migrational 
nudge that geese require is sig­
nificant snow and ice cover, and 
recent years just baven 't provid­
ed that like winters ln the past 
have, Pritcbert said. Farming 
practices. that leave more grain 
on the surface of fields, more 
open water at power plant cool­
ing lakes and the presence of 
more giant Canada geese that 
serve as live decoys all have 
combined to stop migrants short 
of Kentucky when they do push 
south, he said. 

In the west. the long-term 
goose wintering stronghold of 
Ballard County Wildlife 
Management Area once fre­
quently attracted 60,000 or 
more migrants, but nowadays 1l 
is more apt to hold 2,000 to 
8,000 before any particularly 
harsh winter conditions to the 
north. The Hender on-Sloughs 
WMA of Henderson County bas 
attracted more than 40,000 
Canada in past winters, but 
now typically would have per­
haps less than a fourth of that in 
a wintering build up. 

"We can till get 60,000 or 
80,000 geese at Ballard County, 
but we have to have some 
severe winter weather up in 
Wisconsin and northern Illinois

"While our migration has 
declined, Kentucky bunters are 
harvesting more geese now than 
they were 20 years ago, and 
that's because the giants have 
created goose bunting in central 
and even eastern parts of the 
state where there didn't used to 
be any,' PritcheTt said. 

"Resident geese now are the 
bener part of our goose har­
vest,' he said. "Last year, close 
to 60 percent of our goose har­
vest statewide was giants. And 
back 15 years ago, only about 
even percent of our goose kill 

wru made up of giants." 
Some Kentucky goose har­

vest is composed of giant 
Canada that migrate a relative 
shon distance from states along 
the northern border of the com­
monwealth. Those tates also 
have seen a growth of home­
body geese. Giants tend to be 
"semi-migrational," moving 
south to find feeding areas free 
of snow cover only in stressful 
winter conditions. 

"We get giant out of Ohio, 
Indiana and Dlinois when the 
snow gets deep there just I ike we 
provide some Kentucky geese to 
places like northern Mississippi 
and Alabama when severe win­
ter conditions move into our 
areas," Pritchert said.
