a new policy that will lmpfe~ 
ment additional safeguards 
when guest speakers vtstt 
district schools to present 
educational programs. 

According to the new 
policy, guest speakers will 
not be allowed to appear in 
any school or participate in 
any school activity if they 
have been convicted of any 
of the following: 

• Any sex-related 
" offense 

• Any offense against 
minors 

• Any felony offense 
agatnst any persons 

• Any drug-related 
offense 

• Any deadly weapon­
related offense 

The policy further pro­
vides that 30 days prior to 
the appearance of the 
guest presenter, the princi-

Left Beaver Rescu

WAYLAND- Two mem­
bers of tbe Left Beaver Civil 
Defen e and Rescue Squad 
addressed the Wayland City 
Council Monday concerning the 
possibility that their service may 
be terminated within lhe city, 
along with their service ro all of 
the Right Beaver area. 

Danny Gullet, director of 
emergency medical services at 
the Left Beaver Rescue Squad,

According to Mayor 
Thomasine Robinson, officers 
began organizing the program 
in mid-October, and have since 
pent everal off-duty hours 

preparing it. Martin City police 
officers Will Holbrook and 
Brian Prater, who coordinated 
the program along with Rita C. 
Whicker of the Martin Housing 
Authority, said they worked 
until after 3 a.m. Saturday

Kentucky Infrastructure 
Authority. 

During an interview yester· 
day, Cru:roll said she is "hopeful" 
that funds will be in place by the 
end of January. and that she 
expects construction to begin 
following the receipt of these 
funds.

~ plan, which will extend sewer 
lines from the city of Wayland,

due to what medical profession· 
als are calling a respiratory and 
digestive virus that has held 
Aoyd and surrounding counties 
in check for the past few weelc:s.

He bopes to see 
that number move to between 20 
or 30 members before deadline, 
which he anticipates will be a 
matter of months. 

"We're looking at two or 
three months before we'll have 
to make a decision," said 
Adkins ... After that, we'll have 
to settle it one way or another." 

The local group, which has 
served more than. 160 kids in its 
six-county area, ra.Jsed approxi­
mately $60,000 Last year, a fig· 
ure which Adkins says was 
impressive and much appreciac­
ed. but still fell short of the 
roughly $80,000 needed to 
maintain national requirements.

"I realize it' 
hard to give up their time, but 
it's took a lot of time and effort 
to get where we are .. , This is a 
program worth l.r)'ing to sal· 
vage." 

The local agency paid a 
~ $5 000 application fee and 

told council memhers during the 
meeting that the sqnad ha pro­
vided ervicc to the Right 
Beaver area, wh1cll include~ the 
city of Wayland, since 1978. 
Their right to render service . he 
said, is now challenged by the 
two other rescue service in 
Floyd County, Re·pond 
Ambulance and TrnnStar 
Ambulance Sen ice. 

Representatives from each of 
the e businesses are scheduled

The humiliating capture of Saddam could ap the will of the 

guerrilla attacking U.S. troop . But it i unclear whether these 
forces are fighting for Saddam or merely against U.S. occupation. 
Nor are I lamic extremists who poured into Iraq after the war like­
ly to care about Saddam"s capture. U.S. intelligence officials told 
reporters Monday that Saddam was too consumed with avoiding 
capture to have had much operational control over the guerrillas. 

There till i no evidence linking Saddam to 9-11, no convinc­
ing evidence of a Saddam connection to al-Qaida, and no discov­
eries of the weapon of mass destruction that were offered as justi­
fication for the Iraqi invasion. 

In fact, about the same time that the Uruted State was announc­
ing the good news about the capture of Saddam, the Pentagon was 
cutting back on the manpower a igned lo find his alleged 
weapons of mass destruction. 

But for Bu h. the connection between the war on terrorism and 
the war in Iraq is an article of faith. As he explained at the press 
conference, in the wake of 9-1 t ··any time a pre ident sees a gath­
ering threat to the United States. we mu, t deal witb it.'' Saddam 
was a "unique threat" because he had used chemical weapons and 
because the United Nations recognized him as a threat in 17 reso­
lutions. 

For the moment, many American eem willing to buy this 
explanation; a quickie Gallup poll showed support for the war in 
Iraq returning to mid-summer levels of 62 percent. A majority of 
Americans are now confident that Bush will fmd weapons of ma s 
destruction and two-thirds are confident he ·u bring in Osama bin 
Laden and create a table democracy in Iraq. A week ago, only 41 
percent of the people thought the weapons or bin Laden would be 
found, and half doubted the likelihood of a stable democracy. 

Creation of a srable democracy in Iraq might ultimately make 
the United State -and the rest of the globe- afer, if it can be 
accomplished without angering Mu lim and providing bin Laden 
with more recruits. In the meantime, Saddam's capture is a boost 
for democracy- and morale-building. But despite the lives and dol­
lars we have inve ted in this "transformative'' event, ucce s wiU 
be neither quick nor certain.

The rancor between Circuit 
Judge Douglas C. Combs Jr. and 
commonwealth's attorney John 
Han en "i the worst I've ever 
seen.'' said ~ed Pillersdorf, a 
Floyd County lawyer who peri~ 
odically appeared in Perry 

Hill. who waded into waist­
deep water Monday in a mar hy 
area, grew cold and realized he 
wa 1o t. He pulled out his cell 
phone and more than two dozen 
rescue worker from 
Bridgewater and surrounding 
town arrived to search. 

The rescuer couldn ·r reach 
Hill. Three f~.refighters set out 
on an airboat, but the boat got 
tuck. The firefighters them­

selves got mired in the marsh a 
· they tried slogging on foot

Combs was removed after 
new paper reportS that he ha 
hired at least 30 people, includ­
ing his wife, as substitute court 
reporters at a cost of more than 
$90,000 during the past ix 
years. An anonymous complaint 
filed with the tate Judicial 
Conduct Commission earlier 
this year alleged that many of 
the people hired by Combs as 
substitute court reporter.'> were 
not needed and did not do the 
work for which they were paid. 

Also under investigation are 

aJ legations that Combs u ed 
court empJoyee to work at a 
small mobile home park operat­
ed by the judge ncar Hazard, 
that he had sex in his office and 
that he allowed local attorney 
John J. FaustJr., to u e hi office 
to run a private law practice. 

Until his removal Tlmr day, 
Combs had been at odds with 
the commonwealth's attorney 
almo t ince the proseC1.1tor took 
office in January 2001, The 
Courier-Journal of Louisville 
reported in Sunday' edition .. 
The judge questioned Hansen's 
competence and eventually 
barred him from his courthouse 
office.

the prosecutor i caught -
through no fault of his ow.n -
unprepared for trial. 

Last year, he filed a Jawsuit 
alleging Combs had improperly 
demanded acce co secret grand 
jury proceedings and had threat­
ened to retaliate if the informa­
tion wasn't provided. But a 
three-judge panel of the tate 
Court of Appeal sided with 
Comb. 

Earlier this year; Hansen 
asked for mediation to re olve 
their differences. But the two 
could not agree on ground rules; 
they blamed each other for the 
failed effort. 

''It was pretty clear to me 
from the judge's comments in 
court (over time) that he would 
openly que tion John's compe­
tence,'' said Pillersdorf, who 
considers Combs a friend . 
"Look. at the tran cripts of• any 
motion hour where they clashed. 
A lot of the clashing eerned to 
be the judge questioning Mr. 
Han en" 

Early in Han en's tenure, 
Combs threw out about 20 
indictments because Hansen had 
allowed fewer thatl the required 
12 grand jurors to vote on the 
indictment Hansen had to ran 
over with another grand jury.

Jn the last three years, 
SNOOP has helped fund surgery 
for more than 700 cats and dogs. 
Many of these animals would 
not have been altered otherwise. 
I think the results aro starting to 
show in the reduced number of 
animda seen wandering or 
k.Uled along the roadside. I pray 
for the day when there Is a dra· 
matic effect on the numbers of 
animals coming into the sheller. 
I'm sure there has already been 
a big impact, but my dream see· 
nario is having a shelter intake 
rate that is about the same as the 
adoption rate. There will always 
be a need for animal shelters, 
but wouldn't it be wonderful to 
know that for almost every ani­
mal entering there was a loving 
adoptive home waiting? 

Now down to brass tacks. 
SNOOP has secured a grant that 
bas helped tremendously. 
Unfortunately, it only covers 
about half of the funds needed to 
keep the program going at its 
present rate. We have raised 
additional money with T-shirt 
sales, raffles. a membership 
drive, and special fund.raisers 
such as the Pet Photos with 
Santa. Still, we are rapidly run· 
ning out of capital 

I need to make sort of a dis­
claimer at this point. I realize 
that being both a member of 
SNOOP and one of the contract­
ing veterinarians puts me in an 
odd position, so I want to clarify 
that. Yes, I am one of the vets 
that SNOOP pays for perform· 
ing the surgeries (I am proud to 
say that every vet in Floyd 
County participates in this pro­
gram!), but I need to let you 
know what else 1 stand to gain 
from this. Every animal ateril· 
ized, no matter who does it, rep­
re onts to me fewer stray anl­
nials that will be brought into 
my clinic mangled and bleeding 
from a run·in with a vehicle. a 
gun or another animal. 
Likewise, there will be fewer 
animals' faces that 1 have to look 
into at the sbelter as I take their 
lives. I will fight for the 
spay/neuter cause the rest of my 
life, and I see SNOOP as the 
best ally we have ever had in 
this region. 

That said, I am unashamedly 
telling you that we need all the 
help we can get. Lf you or some­
one you know needs a tax break, 
remember that contributions to 
SNOOP are tax-deductible. 
Corporate support would be 
welcome from any companies 
thinking about ''adopting" a 
non·profit organization.
