A victory for 
a free press 

Pike County Circuit Judge Charles E. Lowe Jr. came 
to the right decision last week when dismissing a case 
against the Appalachian News-Express. 

The newspaper had been sued by Jarrod R. Adkins, 
who was the subject of a tory involving a brawl out­
side Shelby Valley High School. Initial reports detailed 
that Adkins. then a standout high school basketball 
player. suffered a broken hand and a head injury during 
the fight with students from a rival schooL A later 
report noted that Adkins and others involved in the fight 
pleaded guilty to disorderly conduct in juvenile court, 
where proceedings are normally kept secret. 

Adkins sued, claiming the paper violated his privacy 
and cast him unfairly. 

But in dismissing the law uit, Judge Lowe noted that 
the report wa true and that the News-Express commit­
ted no wrong in obtaining it. 

Lowe's deci ion is ba ed on the simple concept that 
truth is the best defense. Under our nation's First 
Amendment, the press has the right to print the truth, 
even if it leaves some feeling embarrassed. 

We don't believe Adkins was attempting to chip away 
at our constitutional protections. In all likelihood, be is 
just a young man who did not like how he felt he was 
portrayed in the newspaper. 

But if we had a system of government which would 
have allowed his lawsuit to succeed, the result would be 
that no one would be truly free. 

Newspapers, as well as other forms of media, have an 
obligation to report the facts. To do that, they cannot be 
concerned whether a particular news item will hurt 
sorneone's feelings. 

That might sound cold to some, but just about every 
news story angers someone. A murderer certainly does­
n't like the way he is portrayed in the press, nor does a 
public official caught stea1ing from taxpayers. 

If the media attempted to avoid embarrassing people, 
those types of stories would never be published. That 
would leave a function important to the health of 
democracy unfilled, and democracy itself vanquished.

Although cervJcal cancer is 
nearly I 00 percent preventable, 
over :!00 new cases of the di -
ease were c ·timated in 
Kentucky during 2002, accord­
mg w the American Cancer 

octety. The occurrence of 
deaths I rom cervu;al cancer has 
de-clined significantly due- to 
the fact that the di ease is pre­
\elllable and curable if it is 
detected earl) . 

Local health departments in 
Kemucky screened over 
I 00.000 women for cervical 
cancer in fiscal year 2002. 
Nineteen of these women were 
found to have invasive cervical 
cancer and 760 had high grade 
lesion . 

According to the Centers for 
Dis~ase Control and 
Prevention, cervical cancer 
rates are higher among older 
women. However, dysplasia -
abnormal cells on the cervix -
is most common among 
younger women. 

"Tht makes it very impor~ 

tant that we expand our out­
reach to older women for Pap 
tests and continue our efforts 
with younger women," said 
Trisha Mullins, clinical coordi­
nator for the Kentucky 
Women's Cancer Screening 
Program. 

Certain sexual behaviors, 
including intercourse at an 
early age, multiple sexual part­
ner and sex wtth a partner who 
has had multiple sexual part­
ners, are also associated with 
greater risk for cervical cancer. 
Women with immunosuppres­
sive disorders such as 

HIV I AIDS arc con idercd at 
higher ri k, as are women who 
fail to receive regular Pap test­
ing and women who smoke. 

The Kentucky Women's 
Cancer Screening Program rec­
ommends that annual Pap te t­
ing begin within three years 
after the onset of vaginal inter­
course, but no later than age 21 .

In 2002. an 
estimated 13,000 cases of im·a­
sive cervical cancer were diag­
nosed in the United States and 
about 4.100 women died from 
the di ease. Most of the cervi­
cal cancers that occur in the 
United States occur in women 
who have not had a Pap test 
within the last five years. 

FRANKFORT - Attorney 
General Ben Chaudler 
announced Monday a proposed 
$80 nulUon settlement involving 
the popular heart medication 
CardiLem CD. The 50- tate set­
tlement re olve an antitrust 
lawsuit filed against Aventis 
Pharmaceuticals Inc.. Andrx 
Corporation and affiliated enti­
ties. 

The suit alleged that Aventis 
and Andrx illegally agreed that 
Andr · would withhold offering 
a less expensive generic version 
of the drug Cardizem CD in 
return for Aventis paying Andrx 
nearly $90 miltion, Delay in 
bringing the generic drug to 
market, the law uit alleged, 
resulted m higher prices for 
consumers and governmental 
agencies. 

"Today· settlement should 
erve as a warning to the big 

prescription drug companies," 
Chandler stated. ·'If you illegal­
ly conspire to keep less expen-

si ve medications out of the 
hands of consumers, we will 
take legal action." 

Under the settlement. 
Aventis and Andrx must pay 
$80 million into a fund that will 
compensate consumers. state 
agencies, and insurance compa­
nies who overpaid for Cardizem 
CD and its generic equivalents 
between J 998 and January 
2003. The settlement is in addi­
tion to a $110 million settle­
ment reached earlier between 
the companies and drug whole­
salers involving the same 
alleged violations. ln total, the 
drug companies will be 
required to pay over $190 mil­
lion. 

The proposed settlement was 
filed today with U.S. Federal 
District Court Judge Nancy 
Edmunds in Detroit and 
requires approval from the 
court to become effective. If 
approved, consumers who pur­
chased Cardizem CD or its

State has 't vet awarded

PIKEVILLE Despite 
changes last year that were 
intended to ease requirements 
to the Kentucky workers' com­
pensation law, coal miners suf­
fering from black lung disease 
still haven't received any bene­
fits. 

Since the changes took 
effect last July, 344 miners have 
filed claims, aying they suffer 
from symptoms of black lung, 
or pneumoconiosis, an ailment 
caused from inhaling coal dust. 

None of the claims have 
cleared a time-consuming 
bureaucratic proce s that 
requires three randomly select­
ed doctor to reach a diagnosis 
before the case goes Lo an 
administrative law judge for 
revtew. 

"It's surprising to me how 
long it's taking,·• said Thomas 
W. Moak, a Prestonsburg attor­
ney who has filed black lung 
claims for about 60 miners 
under the revamped law. 

"Most workers • comp cases 
take four to six. months to work 
through the system. It will take 
double that on the black lung 
cases. ll's going to be almost a 
year from start to finish," Moak 
said. 

Larry Greathouse, commis-
sioner of the Kentucky 
Department of Workers' 
Claims, acknowledged that the 
chums process is taking longer 
than originally anticipated. He 
had expected the first decision 
to be rendered by an adminis­
trative law judge by last 
October. 

Greathouse said Tue day the 
first case could make it through 
the process as early a March, 
with a few other following by 
late spring. 

"Jt does t<t~ ,. lime, and it's 
complicateo olt: said. "But 
we're going to work at it with a 
sen e of urgency every day." 

Panels of phy ician have 
reviewed the X-rays of 26 min­
er. o far. Of those, Grearhou. e 

aid, only five were determined 
to have black lung. Even so, all 
26 of the cases will be sent to 
administrative law judges for 
consideration. 

Under the revamped law, 
more miners were expected to 
qualify. Miners with any evi­
dence of black lung would be 
eligible for retraining benefits 

worth nearly $65.000 over four 
years. That would cover basic 
literacy instruction to college 
classes. Miners age 57 and 
older could receive ca h in tead 
of retraining benefits. 

The modifications to the law 
loosened restrictions on black

Board takes ftrst 
look at possible cuts

New Floyd County Board of 
Education member. attorney 
Mickey McGuire may be new to 
the board of education, but he 
certainly is not new to the busi­
ness of asking questions as evi­
denced by the curiosity he 
e:dibited during a presentation 
offered to the board by the 
school system's finance director, 
Matt Wireman. 

Wireman presented a "draft 
budget" to the board for the 
2003-2004 school year on 
Monday evening. Stating clear­
ly that "this is a review, not an 
adoption," as Wireman began an 
early start toward the presenta­
tion of budget proposals for the 
upcoming school year. 

Citing difficulties of the past 
fiscal year, Wireman outlined for 
the board several areas in which 
he felt that perhaps future cuts 
could be made in expenditw·es. 
Among those areas were extend­
ed services, health aides, travel, 
community education/public 
relations, substitutes and certi· 
fied personnel, MAC (Mountain 
Arts Center) trips, special educa­
tion programs, Opportunities 
Unlimited, and counselor aides. 

Among those areas already 
budgeted are TAG (Talented and 
Gifted) programs, bus purchas-

Gunnels 

Taylor told the court that docu­
ments that were obtained by the 
prosecution were public records 
with the exception of some med­
ical records that could contain 
confidential information. 

"The information contained 
in those records is at least five 
years prior to the inctdent and 
has no relevance to the case," 
Taylor said. 

Judge Caudill admitted that 
the conunonwealth had acted 
improperly in obtaining the 
confidential records, but over­
ruled all three of the motions by 
the defense. 

Niemi then asked the court 
for a stay of proceedings in 
order to file the motion with the 
Court of Appeals, but that was 
also overruled by Judge 
Caudill. 

Taylor later told The Floyd 
County Times that the common­
weaJth believes that the defense 
was trying to get the case 
thrown out on a technicality. 

"There are numerous records 
that are obtained when investi­
gating a case, they are grasping 
at straws," Turner said. 

Accordjng to Turner, the 
murder trial for Gunnels will 
start on schedu le unless the 
Court of Appeals grants a con­
rinuance because of the motions 

es, district instructional pro­
grams, attendance officers, wage 
and hour losses adjustment, a 
finance department vacancy.

Wireman informed tbe board 
that currently approximately 59 
percent of allocated funds go 
toward employee salaries and

''supposed to be" going directly 
.into classrooms. 

Wireman also said that he 
expects the upcoming year to 
have to face budget cuts on both 
the local and state levels. 

McGuire expressed concern 
in regard to making any budget 
cuts that would directly affect 
teaching staff and classroom 
instruction. "l think we should 
look outside cutting teachers and 
cutting classrooms. I know that 
we are learning here tonight, but 
T would strongly support no cuts 
affecting teachers and our class­
rooms," he said. 

"Maybe there are some peo­
ple or set'Vtces in the central 
office that may really be a luxu­
ry and not a necessity. Maybe 
we can look to cuts there. I 
agree with you (in reference to 
board chair, Carol Stumbo) that 
teachers and jnstructional pro­
grams are the last place to look 
for cuts," McGuire continued.

by the defense. 
Judge Caudill did not make a 

ruling on the admission of let­
ters supposedly writLen by 
Gunnels because he had yet to 
read them first. The judge had 
previously mled that any letter 
written to the court would not 
be admissible. 

DNA evidence obtained by 
the commonwealth was also the 
subject of a motion by the 
defense. The defense infonned 
the court that they would like to 
have more specific information 
from the DNA lab. Taylor 
believes that this is another 
attempt by the defense to con­
tinue the case. 

"They have asked for this 
just to preserve appeal and to 
continue the case," Taylor said. 

Judge Caudill told the com­
monwealth that they had to 
answer the motion from the 
defense by Feb. 7. 

The murder trial for James 
Austin Gunnels is scheduled to 
begin on Feb. 10, in Mount 
Sterling.

WASHINGTON - A fast-
preading, virus-like infection 

dramatically slowed Internet 
traffic Saturday, O¥erwhelming 
tbe world's digital pipelines 
and interfering with Web 
browsing and e-mail delivery. 

Sites monitoring the health 
of the Internet reported detect­
ing at least 39,000 infected 
computers, which transmitted 
floods of spurious signals dis­
rupting hundreds of thousands 
of other systems worldwide. 
Monitors reported significant 
slowdowns, although recovery 
efforts appeared to be succeed­
ing. 

"Everything is starting to 
come back online," said Bill 
Murray, a spokesman for the 
FBI's National Infrastructure 
Protection Center. ..We know 
what the issue was and how to 
mitigate it, and we're just 
imploring systems administra­
tors to apply the patches that 
will prevent this from propa­
gating again." 

Bank of America Corp., one 
of the nation's largest banks, 
said many customers could not 
withdraw money from its 
13,000 ATM machines because 
of technical problems caused 
by the attack. A spokeswoman, 
Lisa Gagnon, said the bank 
restored service to nearly all 
ATMs by late Saturday after­
noon and that customers' 
money and personal informa­
tion had not been at risk. 

Customers of the Canadian 
Imperial Bank of Commerce in 
Toronto also were unable to 
withdraw money using ATM 

machines for part of Saturday, 
said Rick Broadhead. a tech­
nology analyst who was 
among those unable to get Lo 
Ius cash. Broadhead said a sign 
in one bank lobby blamed the 
problem on an unspecified 
"technical glitch." A bank 
spokesman said technicians 
shut down part of its ATM net­
work to make repairs but that 
service was restored later in 
the day. 

A spokesman for Canada's 
Department of National 
Defense, which handles threats 
from [ntemet attacks. did not 
return telephone messages 
from The Associated Press. 

Millions of lmernet users in 
South Korea were stranded 
when computers at Korea 
Telecom Freetcl and SK 
Telecom failed. Serv1ce was 
restored but remained slow, 
officials said. In Japan, NHK 
television reported heavy data 
traffic swamped some of the 
country's Internet connections, 
and Finnish phone company 
TeliaSonera reported some 
problems. 

''It's not debilitating," said 
Howard Schmidt, President 
Bush's No. 2 cybersecurity 
adviser. "Everybody seems to 
be getting it under control." 
Schmidt said the FBI's cyber­
security uoit and experts at the 
federally funded CERT 
Coordination Center were 
monitoring the attack and 
offering technical advice to 
computer administrators on 
how to protect against it. 

"We as a technical group 
are getting better at idenLifying 
these things and putting ftlters 
in place in a timely manner," 

Drug maker to replace stolen 
OxyContin for pharmacists

STAMFORD, Conn. - The 
maker of the painkiller 
OxyContin said Thursday it 
wi ll provide replacement 
tablets to pharmacies for unin­
sured OxyContin pills stolen 
since July 1, 200 I. 

Purdue Pharma L.P. sajd the 
replacements would be avail­
able until the company decides 
to rescind the policy. 

"Purdue does not wish to 
profit from criminal 11ctivity," 
said James Lang, a vice presi­
dent of Purdue Pharma, which 
is based in Stamford, Conn. 
"Pharmacy owners are valued 
customers to Purdue and we 
feel it is important to help them 
recoup their lost inventory at 
our expense." 

Thieves operating in drug 
rings in Kentucky, West 
Virginia and other states in the 
East have taken a particular 
interest in OxyContin. The pre­
scription drug is sold as a 
painkiller for cancer patients 
but is often abu ed by people 
who crush it into powder and 
snort it to get a euphoric high 
shnilar to heroin, law enforce­
ment authorities say. 

OxyContin can sell on the 
illegal drug market for up to 
$100 a pill. 

Requests by pharmacists for 
replacement tablets must be 
submitted in writing to Purdue 
Pharma with documentation of 
the theft, including a written 
poHce report and certification 
that insurance does not cover a 
pharmacy's loss .

Rick Miller, a spokesman 
for Micro oft Corp., however, 
confirmed that fnternet con­
geStion was interfering with 
administrators trying to down­
load the crucial software patch 
that Microsoft made available 
to protect vulnerable comput­
ers 

The same congestion also 
completely prevented con­
sumers from contacting 
Microsoft over the [nternet to 
unlock the anti-piracy features 
of Its late t products, including 
the Windows XP and Office 
XP software packages. 

Tiffany Olson, spokes­
woman for the President's 
Critical Infrastructure 
Protection Board, said the 
White House may not deter­
mine the scope of damage "for 
at least a couple of days, and 
we may not know the full 
impact of this attack at all." 
She said companies often don't 
report such damage to the gov­
ernment. 

The virus-like attack, which 
began about 12:30 a.m. EST, 
sought out vulnerable comput­
ers on the Internet to infect 
using a known flaw in popular 
database software from 
Microsoft Corp. called "SQL 
Server 2000." The attacking 
software was canning for vic­
tim computers so randomly 
and so aggressively, sending 
out thousands of probes a sec­
ond, that it saturated many 
Internet data pipelines. 

Most home users did not 
need to take any protective 
measures. 

The FBI was searching for 
the origin of the attack, which 
experts variously dubbed "sap­
phire,'' "slammer" or "SQ 
hell ." Sotne security 
researchers noted that software 
unleashed iu Saturday's attack 
bore striking resemblance to 
blueprint for computer code 
published weeks ago on a 
Chinese hacking Web site by a 
virus author known as ''Lion." 
An FBI spokesman said he 
couldn't confirm that. 

Tracing the attack, which 
appeared to strike first in the 
United States, might be impos­
sible because it used a trans­
mission method that made it 
unusually easy to falsify its 
digital trail, experts said. 
Mysterious scans lbat could 
have been a precursor to 
Saturday's attack have been 
detected by lnternet sensors 
since Last year, searching out 
vulnerable computers. 

"Scanning has been going 
on for months and months, .. 
said Chris Wysopal of AtStake 
Inc., a security firm in 
Cambridge, Mass. "This per­
son probably launched this 
attack at hundreds of machines 
all at once." 

The attack resembled the 
''Code Red" virus that truck 
the Internet during the summer 
of200J. 

"This is like Code Red aJI 
over again," said Marc 
Maiffret, an eKecutive with 
eEye Digital Security, whose 
engineers were among the ear­
liest to study samples of the 
attack software. ' 'The sheer 
number of attacks is eating up 
so much bandwidth that nor­
mal operations can't take 
place." 

Schmidt said disruption 
within tbe U.S. government 
was mlmmal, partly because 
the attack occurred early on a 
weekend. The departments of 
State, Agriculture, Commerce 
and some units of the Defense 
Department appeared bardest 
hit among federal agencies, 
according to Matri-x 
NetSystems Inc., a monitoring 
firm in Austin, Texas. 

Some As sociated Press 
news services were affected 
but were restored by morning. 

The Philadelphia Inquirer 
also reported serious computer 
problems, though the newspa­
per had already printed its 
early Sunday edition before 
the trouble struck. Managing 
Editor Anne Gordon ·aid her 
biggest difficulty would be 
updating older stories with 
fresh copy in later Sunday edi­
tions. 

The attack temporanly 
interfered with. the computer 

network at The Atlanta 
Journal-Constitution. delaying 
publication of Sunday's first 
edition, normally delivered to 
newsstands Saturday after­
noon, and delaying updates on 
the newspaper's Web site, 
http://www.ajc.com. 

The world·~ largest Internet 
provider, America Online. 
reported no problems. "We 
remain on alert and continue to 
closely monitor this situation," 
spokesman icholas Graham 
sajd. 

The attack sought to exploit 
a software flaw discovered by 
researcher in July 2002 that 
permits hackers to seize con­
trol of corporate database 
servers. Microsoft deemed the 
flaw to be critical and offered a 
free repairing patch. but it was 
impossible to know how many 
computer administrators 
applied the fix. 

The latest attack could 

revive debate within the tech­
nology industry about the need 
for an Internet-wide monitor­
ing center, which the Bush 
admimstration has proposed. 

Dudng the Code Red attack 
in July 2001. about 300.000 
mostly corporate server com­
puters were infected and pro­
grammed to launch a sunulta-

neous attack against the Web 
site for the White House, 
which U.S. officials were able 
to defend successfulJy. 

Unlike that episode, the 
malicious software used in this 
latest attack did not appear to 
do anything other than try to 
spread its own infection. 
experts said.

than using the equivalent of 180 
pouuds of uitrogen per acre. 
Jntroducb1g clovers into grass pas­
tures. often extends the grazing 
season. compared to grass alone. 

A grass-legume mixture 
improves forage quality in such 
areas as increased palatability, 
intake, digestibility and nutrient 
intake. 

Legumes produce more sum­
mer growth than cool-season 
gras es. So adding legumes pro­
duces forages during a slack 
growth period for cool season 
perennial grasses like fescue. 

Inoculated seed fix nitrogen in 
the sod, providing a valuable 
nutrient for grasses and legumes. 
Legwnes differ in their nitrogen 
fixation levels. Alfalfa fixes the 
most nitrogen. 200 to 300 pounds 
an acre each year, and annualles­
pedeza, 75 to 150 pounds. This 
reduces nitrogen fertilizer 
expenses that typically account 
for 20 lo 40 percent of the cost of 
producing forages from grasses. 
Depending on the cost of nitro­
gen ferti I izer. legumes can put 
from $18 to $100 wo.nh of nitro­
gen into the soil. Thjs more than 
offsets the cost of renovation. 

Offsetting livestock disorders 
cau ed by grasses is another ben­
efit of using legume to renovate 
grass pastures and hayfields. For 
example. you can reduce toxico­
sis from endophyte-infected taU 
fescue by eeding clovers into 
pastures.

that growing legumes with tall 
fescue was tbe primary strategy 
beef cow-calf producers used to 
cope wilh the tail fescue endo­
phyte. The presence of clovers in 
animal diets also helps reduce 
grass tetany. 

The higher forage quality pro­
duced by renovating grass pas­
tures and hayfields leads to 
improved animal pcrfom1ance. 
For example, clovers provide 
h.igber nutrition levels than grass­
es. Thus, these legumes help 
combat poor nutrition as the pri­
mary Limiting factor to livestock 
farm profitability. Research 
shows that legumes improve ani­
mal growth retes, reproductive 
efficiency and milk production. 
These factors have a positive 
effect on gross income. 

When compared to grasses, 
clovers usually are higher in 
cntde protein and digestibility; 
have higher mineral and vitamin 
levels, and are more rapidly 
digested. The end result is better 
animal performance.

A weighty i sue 
Rockets large enough to carry 
vehicles 1nto space have senous 
wetght problems. One way scientists 
have solved the issue of weight is by 
making rockets that have several 
stages. As each stage exhausts its 
fvel supply, he empty casing falls 
away. The remaining load is hghter 
and can p1ck up spee<.l. When a 
rOcket leaves the atmosphere and 
enters space, it no longer encoun­
ters air fnct1on (drag) and therefore 
reqUires less tnrust to move. 

What i. a rocket? 
A rocket is a Outside air pressure 
device that uses 
the force of eject· 
ed maHer to pro· 
pel (drive forward) 
an object. 

When a balloon is 
filled with air and 
released, the moves 
balloon is thrust 
forward as the air is ejected. This action (air 
leaving the balloon) and the reaction 
(the balloon mov1ng) demon­
strates Newton's law that for 
every action there is an equal 
and opposite react1on. 
Rockets work in the same 
way as a released balloon. 

Rocket engines are used to 
carry scientific instruments 
into the atmosphere or into 
outer space for research. They 
are a1so used as weapons to Sir Isaac 
carry explosives to a target, and Newton 
they can launch satellites or 
spaceships. Fireworks are also a kind of rocket. 
For their size, rockets produce more power than 
any other engine. 

How it works 
Modern rockets burn fuel to produce energy 
for liftoff. They are sometimes referred to as 
chemical rockets because burning is a chemical 
reaction. Chemical rockets burn huge amounts 
of fuel very fast and at very high temperatures. 

Rod<ets burn fuel in a combustion (burning) 
chamber, which results in rapidly expanding 
gas. This pressurized gas is released through a 
nozzle at the back of the chamber. Engineers 
discovered that the smaller the throat of the exit, 
the more the gases a~lerate, providing extra 
thrust. A cone-shaped nozzle further restricts the 
gases and accelerates them even more. 

The exhaust of gas through the nozzle is the 
action described in Newton's law. The reaction 
is the thrust (pushing force) of the rocket away 
from the now of exhaust gas. 

Early rocketry 
This early Greek eng~ne (A.D. 62), called 
an aeoliplle by its inventor Hero of 
Alexandria, was one of the first devices 
to successfully use the 
principles of rocket 
flight. Hero's 
engine created 
steam that, when 
exiting through L· 
shaped pipes on 
either side. creat­
ed thrust, causing 
the sphere to rotate.

a Chinese 

-nTTif'l"'l named 
Wan Hu tried to fly by lighting 47 rock· 
ets tied to a large wicker chair. Not sur­

pnsrngly, after the dust settled there was 
no sign of the chair - or of Wan Hu. 

In 1919, Robert H. Goddard 
published a pamphlet contain­

Ing several theol'les about 
rocketry. His experiments with

1945led to the development 
of powerful boosters lor inter·

Newton's laws of motion 
In 1687, Sir Isaac Newton published the first volume of his 
Philosophfae Natura/is Principia Mathematica, a work 
generally referred to as the Principia. In this, Newton 
describes three laws that govern the motion of all objects 
on Earth or in space: 
1. Objects at rest will stay at rest and objects in motion in 
a straight line will stay in motion in a straight line unless 
acted upon by an outside force. 
2. Force is equal to mass times acceleration. 
3. For every action there is an equal and oppos"e reaction. 

Relating the law to rocketry 
An outside force must be exerted for a rocket to lift off 
from a launchpad or for a craft to change directions (first 
law). The amount of thrust (force} produced by a rocket 
engine will be determined by the rate at which the mass 
of the rocket fuel burns and the speed of the gas escap­
ing the rocket (second law). The reaction, or motion, o1 
the rocket is equal to and in the opposite direction of the 
action, or thrust, from the engine (third law). 

Propellants 
A propellant is not just fuel, but a combination of fuel 
(such as gasoline, kerosene or liquid hydrogen), and 
an oxidizer (a substance that 
supplies oxygen). An oxidizer 
must be present for the fuel to 
burn 1n outer space. Jet engines 
use the oxygen in the 
atmosphere, but rocket engines 
carry their own oxygen. 

Solid propellants are used 
in the simplest k1nd of rock· 
ets. A dry, plastic-like material 
called the grain is made up 
of fuel and an oxidizer (gener· • 
ally the fuel consists of hydro­
gen compounds, the oxidizer 
of oxygen compounds). This 
type of propellant requires 
ignttion; a fuse and small 
charge of gunpowder are 
one ignition method. Ignition 
may also be achieved by a 
chemical reaction-a 
liquid chlorine compound 
sprayed onto the grain 
will ignite the propellant. 
SOlid propellants burn 
faster than liquid 
propellants Military 
rockets generally 
use solid propellants.

Paper rocket project

into the combustion chamber. Most 
liquid propellants require an ignition 

system, but some, called hypergols, 
ignite when the fuel and oxidizer 

come into contact with each other. 
Uquid propellants tend to create 

greater thrust than equal amounts 
of solid propellant burned for the 

same length of time. This type 
of fuel can easily be tumed 

on or off, which allows tor 
superior thrust control. 

Uquid propellant rockets 
are used for most space 

launch vehicles.
