physician with the Kentucky 
Corrections Psychiatric 
Center. 

Following that evalua­
lion. the KCPC phy. ician 
testified 1hat although 
Bishop appeared mtelligent 
enough and awMe enough 
of what he had been charged 
with to stand trial. he could 

not be definitively declared 
competent. 

The report indicated that 
Bishop had a "severe" prob­
lem in getting along with hi:,; 
court-appointed attorney. 
Harolyn Howard. Some rea­
son were speculated, such 
as the fact that Howard had 
represented him in another 
criminal case which resulted 
in Bishop actually filing a 
complaint against her. 

But the fact that Howard 
was a female also seemed to 
present problems for 
Bishop, according to the 
evaluation. 

"There was ·ome opinion 

the doctor gave that he 
(Bishop) had prohlems 
relating to women," Taylor 
said. 

The evaluauon resulted 
in tht: appointment of a male 
co-counsel to accompany 
Howard and the common­
wealth', request for inde­
pendent testing. 

Ho\\ ard tmmediately 
appt'aled that request in 
Floyd Circuit Court, hut wa. 
denied when Circuit Judge 
John David Caudill rukd .in 
favor of the commonwealth.

Moore admitted that the attempt by Kelly. Senate 
majority leader. to move the booster-seat bill to a 
more fa orublc committee angered him. 

The problem is Moore's low opinion of the bill­
which had already been approved by the House of 
Repre ·entalive - wa · not shared by many of his 
Senate colleagues. He refused to bring the bill up for a 
vote by the tran portation committee he chairs 
because he knew the committee likely would approve 
it. 

ft seem to u that if it wa indeed ~uch a "bad bill,· 
Moore c' uld have convinced a majority of his col­
league to vote again t it. In tead. he was substituting 
his opinion lor the opinion of the majority. That's just 
what Democratic chairmen did when their party con­
trolled the Senate. and Republican · vowed to be dif­
ferent when they ~ained control of the upper body. As 
we see it, the main difference is the biiis that are now 
being killed by Republican chairmen, as opposed to 
those killed by Democratic chairmen. 

For the record, the bill was assigned to another 
committee, which approved it. However, the 2003 ses­
sion ended before it was brought up for a vote by the 
entire Senate. Thus, Moore got his wish, even if it 
wasn "t done exactly the way he intended.

As rhe substances became 
more widely available and less 
expensive, pots grew larger and 
less precious, with earthenware 
and stoneware supplementing 
sterling and porcelain_ 

Even after tea and coffee 
became ordinary, designers 
continued to explore th~ form. 
Christopher Dresser, for exam­
ple, designed a well-known tea 
and coffee service in the late 
19th century. Josef Hoffman 
created art nouveau rea and 
coffee set in Vjenna around 
the turn of the 20th century, 
and shortly after Peter Behrens 
designed his famous elecuic 
kettles for the German manu­
facturer AEG. In the 1960s. 
Danish designer Arne Jacobsen 
designed a famous stainless 
steel coffee and tea service. 

For the coffee drinker, the 
only question may be skim 
milk or regular for the lane.

[O E sex County history. Salem 
is the Essex county seal. The 
two museums merged in 1992. 
Now, their collection • joint 
facilities and grounds have been 
reconfigured in more than 
-50.000 square feet, including a 
nl!'~ wing designed by Moshe 
Safdie. 

While the Peabody Essex has 
many important collections 
from all over the world among 
it 2.4 million works of art, 
architecture and design, the 
accent is on A ia for the muse­
um·. reopening. 

That's entirely appropriate, 
since from the 18th century 
through the !are 19th century. 
Salem wa~> the home port for 
some of America's wealthie r 
ship owners and captains. These 
ea captains often called in at 

Chinese and oLher Asian ports 
and brought back treasures that 
have ended up as donations to 
the P~:abody and Essex Institute. 

Several special exhibits offer 
a look at rare Chinese scroll 
paintmgs. Chinese commemora­
tive portraits, and 19th century 
Asian photographs. On perma­
nent view on three floors are 
wonderful examples out of the 
institution's 26,000 item of 
Asian export wares. encompass­
ing ceramics. silver, furniture, 
works 011 paper and much more. 

There IS also a new installa­
tion of a complete early 19th 
~,;entury Chinese mercha11t 's 
house. The house, which is fur­
nished, wa purchased from the 
descendants in the family that 
built and lived in it in south 
China.

Both apamnems still have tall 
I 8-foot ceiliugs, dramatic tall 
windows and deep sills that 
make perfect displays for knick­
knacks and family photo:.. 

What used to be coatrooms 
are now galley kitchen or small 
dens. In tile HulTman library, 
teacher's supply cabineLS still 
line the wallS, a1ong with the old 
coar hooks and tum-of-the-cen­
tury photos of Sllldcnts in class­
tooms. Two large Ionic support 
columns also stand in the ccmer 
common areas of Huffman 
Place, adding ro the school­
house feel of the place. 

At Fairborn Central. the 
hard~ood floors in the former 
gym - now a space for com­
munity theater productions. art 
shows and other events - still 
sport red-painted shuffleboard 
courts and boundary lines for 
the basketball games. The origi­
nal gym lights, covered with 
metal grilles to keep institution­
al-sized bulbs from being bro­
ken by stray balls, still light the 
space. Small alcoves which 
011ce held water fountains are 
now decorated niches for resi­
dents. and lockers still line 
Central's hallways. The local 
alumni association has donated 
class composite photos that date 
back to the 1920s and maintains 
school trophies in the cemer hall 
trophy case. 

Sometimes preserving some 
of tho e characteristics isn't 
possible, however. Plasrcr 
masonry can deteriorate over 
time and can be expensiVe to 
restore, Lyons said, and hard· 
wood floors can warp so badJy 

they must be replaced - she's

45-degree angle in on~: huilding. 
At McKinley Commons. the 

original front stairna. and some 
of the punched-tin ceiling. wt:r• 
retained. 

The sense of community 
within these building:; can ary 
along with the tenants. At 
Huffman Pla<.·c.

monthly potlucks_ At Huffman 
Place. the neighborhood associ­
ation meets at the former chool, 
and there i also iJ beauty salon. 

All comple.-es welcome 
organizations such as Meals of 
Wheels to provide hot meals for 
residents. and local health 
departments come to provid 
monthly blood pressure. choles­
terol and blood gluco ·e screen­
ings. 

State and federal tax credus 
often make these renovations 
po:.sible. Those tax credits come 
with the stipulation that the 
housing be offer~;d to low- or 
moderate-income senior citizens 
or handicapped individual . 

Federal pn.·servation tax 
crediLS offer a financial incen­
tive for the rehabilitation of 
mcome-producing propertks. 
Over 40 former chool buildmgs 
in Ohio have been rehabiluated 
u ing the tax incentives and now 
serve as senior hou-.mg. ne\\ 
offices, and other adaptive u~es, 
according to the Ohio Hi toric.:al 
Society.
