ThejustJcc. al o had much lo 
say. often Wf) ly, ahout how the 
pcns1on increa. e w:.h enacted: a 
one-paragraph amendmem. qui­
etly slipped mto a bill in the hec­
tic final day~ of the 2000 
General Assembly. Wllll word­
ing thal was at best vague. 

Holding up a copy of the bill, 
Ju lice William Cooper said the 
legtslatur~ ha produc a 

statute "so incomprehensible" 
that the retirement system's 
executive director "had to send a 
letter to t.be author of ibis bill, 
saying, 'What in the world does 
this mean?'" 

Attorney General Ben 
Chandler sued to block the 
.. secret" pension increase and 
bas made it a prominent part of 
his campaign for govemor. 

Lower courts have split on 
the issue. The Franklin County 
Circuit Court upheld it but was 
reversed by Lhe state Court of 
Appeals. which said changes in 
pension laws for public employ­
ees must be accompanied by an 
actuarial analysis before either 
house of the General Assembly 
can consider iL 

The analysis must include at 
least a 10-year projection of 
what the change will cost. No 
analysis was done for the pen­
sion increase, which was the 
handiwork of Republican state 
Sen. Albert Robinson, of 
London. 

James Dodrill, an attorney 
for the J udiciaJ Form Retirement 
System, which covers legislators 
and judges, argued that a statute 
can only be struck down 
hecause it violate~ the constitu­
tion, not because it conflicts 
with another statute. In such 
cases. the more recent statute 
takes precedence, said Dodrill, 
of Richmond. 

"It may not be smart. It may 
nOl make sense." Dodrill said 
But ·'jf people don't like it, they 
act within the political context 
and make changes." 

On the other side, Assistant 
Attorney General Brent Irvin 
said it was absurd to lhlnk t.be 
General Assembly ''was free to 
ignore" its own law requiring 
actuarial sludies. which are for 
tbc protection of public employ­
ees. 

Legislators do not receive an 
annual salary. They are paid for 
each day spent on legislative 
work, increased each year for 
inflation. For most, the pay this 
year is $166.34. 

Pensions are based on an 
"a sumed salary." which has 
been $27,500 since the retire­
ment system was created. The 
effect of Robmson 's amendment 
was to raise it to $46,000, cou­
pled with regular cost-of-living 
increases. 

Robmson has frequently 
complained about news cover­
age of the rruse and his role in it. 
He insisted it would cost taxpay­
ers nothing extra because the 
retiremenr system already had 
the money - an assertion coo­
fimn:d in court Thursday by the 
retirement system's general 
counsel. Eric Wampler. 

When the system was set up, 
it wa assumed U1at legislators 
would get annual pay raises of 
about 5 percent, Wampler aid.

However, the ambulance ser­
vice denies all other allegations 
brought against them in the suit. 
filed by Josephine Yates' son. 
Den1.H Yates Jr. 

Those allegations generally 
say that members of the ambu­
lance service gave Yates nitrous 
oxide that had been given to 
them by staff of the Morgan 
County ARH instead of the oxy­
gen, ultimately resulting in her 
death. 

In some instance , Tran-Star 
flatly denie forward allega­
tion again. 1 them nd admits 
nor knowing the full detail 
about others. such a the cla1m 
that an attending phy ician at 
Morgan County ARH told the 
maintenance taff there to pro-­
vide the ambulance crew with 
the oxygen to be given to Yates. 

Tran-Star says it "lack suffi­
cient knowledge or information 
to form a belief" about the alle­
gations implicating the hospital, 
but stand firm in denying any 
wrongdoing on Its part. 

"We Intend to vigorou ly 
defend this case," Allen 
Laffeny said Friday. "The e 
claims are obviously frivolous. 
We bave always treated our 
patients with 1he utmost profes­
sional and quality care and have 
llways followed doctor' orders 
and our procedures 1ha1 are set 
in place.~

several point! of defense iu its 
answer 10 the complamt filed 
Friday in Floyd Circuit Court. 
Most of tho e took the arne 
position as did Tran-St:u, say­
ing they were without "suffi­
cient information'' to determine 
the truthfulness of much of the 
complaint. 

However~ two sections of the 
ho pital'. answer seem to point 
a finger at Tran-Star. while also 
leaving room that Jo. ephine 
Yah! , herself. may have been 
partly negligent. 

Morgan County ARH claims 
that it was Tran-Star who "wu 
guilty of negligence·· or "con­
tributory ne.gligence''. offering 
Lhat such negligence was a 
·•substantial factor" in Mrs. 
Yates' death. 

The hospital also offered that 
Josephine Yates herself "may 
have been guilty of negligence" 
on her own pan and played a 
"substantial role" in her own 
death. 

ARH ha.~ a ked for a deter­
mination of this comparati\e 
"negligence" for both Yates and 
Tran-Star. 

In the face of such rebuttal. 
Laffeny says his auomey in the 
case. Donald Jones. of 
Paintsville, ha already been 
given erification that should 
clear his service. 

"The (Morgan County ARH) 
ho pita] verified to our attorney 
that they did receive the nitrous 
oxide back and it was sealed," 
said Lafferty ... He's received 
information from the hospttal 
that the nitrous oxide was 
returned sealed, had not been 
opened, had not been u, ed." 

In any case, Laffeny says his 
ambulance crew would have 
never run hort of oxygen in that 
span of time. 

"Our paramedics did not, in 
any way, run out of o~ygen," he 
aid. "We have enough o ygen 

to last a minunum of three·and· 
a-half to four hour . "

• Auditors to check abuse 
policies in every U.S. 
diocese 

• WASHINGTON - A 
watchdog lay panel appointed 
by U.S. Roman CathoHc bishops 
will ~end auditors to every dio­
cese to see if they are complying 
with the new sex abuse policy the 
bishops adopted last year. 

The audit will be conducted by 
the Gavin Group of Boston. a finn 
run by William Gavin, a former 
FBI director. the U.S. Conference 
of Catholic Bishops. announced. 

1\·Iore than 50 auditors were 
trained la'it month ro conduct the 
checks in the nation's 195 dioce­
ses. Operating in teams of two, 
they will detennine whether bish­
ops have forn1ed boards that 
include lay peopJe to review sex 
abuse claims, hired victim-as is­
tance coordinators and started 
education programs meant to pro­
tect children from abuse. 

No auditor will be penuitted to 

4 audit his own diocese if he or she 
is a Catholic, the bishops' confer­
ence said The dioceses· policies 
and actions before the policy was 
adopted will not be pan of the 

review. 
Monsignor Walter Hurley, the 

top church official on abuse cases 
for in Detroit, said his archdiocese 
was scheduled to be among the 
first to undergo an audit . 

The lay paneL called the 
National Review Board, is also 
conducting a series of srudies to 
detennine the scope and roots of 
the crisis.
