But not at thee pcnse of Daniel Boone. 
For all of Roger ' ab'lity to bring the gravy home 

from Wa hington, it pale in comparison to the leg­
endary life of Boone. The pioneer i largely credit­
ed for doing more toe plore and ettle Kentucky 
than any other per. on. And while many of the tale 
told of the frontier:-;man certainly have grown tall 
through the year . aspect of hi. life that have been 
verified are filied with adventure that made him a 
hero the world over.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PRESTONS­
BURG BY WHICH THE CITY COUNCIL AMENDS 
ORDINANCE NO. 3-2001 TO GIVE THE MAYOR 
THE RESPONSIBILITY AND AUTHORITY FOR 
HIRING, SUPERVISING, AND TERMINATING 
WHEN NF.CESSARY, ALL PERSONNEL 
EMPLOYED AT THE MOUNTAIN ARTS CENTER. 

WHEREAS, certain situations may arise where 
immediate action is taken on personnel employed at 
the Mountlan Arts Center or employed by the 
Prestonsburg Mountian Arts Center Commission 

WHEREAS, exigent situations arise when immedi· 
ate action must be taken and it is not possible to 
assemble a quorum of the Prestonsburg Mountain 
Arts Center Commission; 

WHEREAS, the bonded indebtedness of the 
Mountain Arts Center and aU 1nterest on same has 
been ret1red, and the need for the Mountian Arts 
Center Commission to exert direct supervisory 
authority over all employment aspects of the 
Mountian Arts Center has been diminished. 

NOW, THEREFORE: BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED 
AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1 CREATION OF COMMISSION: 
QUALIACATIONS. There is hereby created the City 
of Prestonsburg Moun1ain Arts Center Commission, 
as an agency of the City (the "Commission") which 
commission shall consist of eleven (11) members 
who shall be appointed as hereinafter provided: 

(a) City of Prestonsburg (three (3) members): the 
Mayor of the City of Prestonsburg. shall be an ex offi· 
cio voting member of the Commission and the 
Prestonsburg City Council shall appoint two (2) of its 
members as an ex officio voting members of the 
Commission by a majonty vote of the Prestonsburg 
C1ty Council. 

(b) City of Prestonsburg (two (2) members): con­
sisting of members living within city limits. 

(c) Kentucky Opry Company, Inc. (three (3) mem­
bers: as long as the Kentucky Opry Company, Inc., a 
corporation exempt from taxation, under the provi­
sions of Section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue 
Code of 1986 (the "Coden) is a substantial user prime 
tenant) of the Center, the Prestonsburg City Council 
shall appoint three (3) members from among the 
Board of Directors of Kentucky Opry Company Inc., 
or such successor, as members of the Commission. 

(d) Regtonal Representation (five (5) members): In 
order to promote the Center as a regional tourism 
attraction and to ensure that the Center is operated 
and marketed with a regional focus, the 
Prestonsburg City Council shall appoint a 
Commission Member respectively from among the 
residents of each of the Counties of Pike, Johnson. 
Magoffin, Martin, and Knott, at least one of whom 
shall have a tormal association with a local school 
system and/or a community or regional educational 
Institution of higher learning and at least one of whom 
shall have a formal association with or be a repre­
sentative from among the arts community for the 
area represented by such counties and Floyd 
County. whose qualification for membership shall be 
at sole discretion of the Prestonsburg City Council. 

SECTION 2. APPOINT ANQ REAPPOINTMENT 
OF COMMISSION MEMBERS: The Mayor of the 
City of Prestonsburg shalf make all in1tial appoint­
ments of the eleven (11) member commission sub­
ject to the approval of a majority vote of the 
Prestonsburg City Council. Subsequent to the inliial 
appointments of members to the Commission as 
hereinabove provided, tne Commission shall by 
majority vote of its members, fill all vacancies that 
occur thereafter. however they may occur, (except as 
to the ex officio membership 1n the Commission of 
the Mayor of the City of Prestonsburg and the 
appointments by the Prestonsburg City Council of 
two of its City Council Members as ex officio 
Commission Members), without oversight from the 
Prestonsburg City Council or the Mayor 

Appoinments to the Commission to complete Uf'\~X­
plred terms of offiCe of Commission Members shall 
be for the unexpired term and shall terminate on the 
date the original unexpired term is scheduled to ter­
minate. 

Sg(;TION 3. TERMS Of OEACE: 
(a) Mayor: The Commission membership of the 

Mayor of the City of Prestonsburg shall be co-termi­
nus with the Mayor's term of office. 

(b) City Council Representatives: The Commission 
membership of members of the City Council shall be 
co-terminus w1th the term of office of such City 
Council Members. 

(c) Kentucky Opry Company, Inc. Representatives: 
The Commission membership of representatives 
from the Board of Directors of the Kentucky Opry 
Company, Inc., or any successor entity shall be co­
terminus with such members respective term as a 
member of the Board of Directors of Kentucky Opry 
Company, Inc., or such successor entity . 

(d) Regional Representatives: The Commission 
membership of regional representatives shall be for a 
term of two (2) years: provided, however, the initial 
term shall expire July 1, 1997. Subsequent terms of 
office shall commence on July 1. and shalt expire on 
June 30 two (2) years thereafter.

The Commlsion shall also be responsible for devel­

The City shall not be liable for the payment out of 
City's General Fund of any salary or compensation to 
any of the members of the Commission, or for the 
payment of salary, compensation or expenses of any 
person employed by the Commission, and such 
salaries, compensation and expenses shall be 
payable sotey and only out of the revenues of the 
Center as a cost of operation of the Center. 

SECTION 5. OFFICERS OF THE COMMISSION; 
TIME AND PLACE OF REGULAR AND SPECIAL 
MEETINGS, The officers of the Commission shall 
consist of a Chairman, a Secretary and a Treasurer, 
the offices of Secretary and Treasurer may, at the 
direction of the Commission, be combined into a sin­
gle Secretary/Treasurer. Officers shall be appointed 
for a tenn of one (1) year or until their successor is 
duty appointed. An officer may hold successive 
terms of office without limit as to term but each officer 
shall be a member of the Commission. Officers shall 
be elected by a majonty vote of the members of the 
Commission. The Commission shall hold public 
meetings at lease once every calendar quarter at a 
regular time and place as designated by a majority 
vote of the membets of the Commission. Special 
meetings may be called at any time by the Chairman 
or by a majority of the members of the Commission 
upon notice duly given in accordance with KRS 
Chapter 424. 

No official action may be taken at a Commission 
meeting unless the proposed action to be taken is set 
forth on a written agenda lor such meeting, delivered 
at least 24 hours In advance of the meeting to the 
members of the commission, the agenda shall be 
prepared by the Secretary and agenda matters may 
be proposed by any member in writing and received 
by the Secretary in sufficient time to prepare and 
deliver the agenda to the members of the 
Commission prior to such meeting. 

SECTION 6. POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE

Within the limit of the funds available therefor, all 
powers of the city to operate and maintain the Center 
and all powers necessary to or convenient thereto 
shall be exercised on behalf of the City by the com­
mission; provided that tne Commission shall not 
enter into any contract involving an obligation of the 
City for any Pi,JfP9Se other than a purpose which IS 

validly in furttlt:ftcince Of opera~n and malnte 
nance of the Center and the public purposes of the 
City, and under no circumstances shall the 
Commission enter into or incur any obligation tor the 
operation and maintenance costs of the Center. 
repayable over more than one year after the incur­
rence of such obligation, without the spcitic approval 
of a majority of the members of the Prestonsburg City 
Council. Any and all liabilities of whatever kind or 
character incurred by the Commission or by the offl· 
cers or employees thereof. shall be payable soley 
and only out of the revenues of the Center as a cost 
of the operation of the Center. Subject to such limi­
tations. the Commission shall make recommends· 
tions and adopt policies and procedures for the oper­
ations of the Center Including but not limited to the 
establishment of rates and fee schedules and facility 
usage policies as it deems necessary or appropriate 
for the operation of the Center.

The Commission shall not have the power to enact 
any resolution, order, rule, regulation. or provision 
inconsistent with any of the prov1sions of any 
Ordinance or ResolutJon by WhiCh revenue bonds of 
the City have been issued and/or inconsistent with 
any grant agreements pursuant to which grant funds 
have been rece1ved from governmental and private 
agencies or inconsistent with such provisions which 
have been or will be made for the future issuance of 
such revenue bonds and/or the receipt of future 
grants. the proceeds of which have been or will be 
used for the benefit of the Center. If and to the extent 
that the Commission does not have the power to 
carry out any function relative to the operation of the 
Center, the City Council of the City shall be deemed 
to have such power and shall be subject to all 
responsibilities in connection therewith. 

The Commission shall not purchase any real estate 
without the specific approval of the Prestonsburg City 
Counc1l, and title to any such real estate shall be 
taken in the name of the City. The Comm1ssion shall 
not have the power to authorize the issurance of any 
bonds or other form of borrowing or Incur any obliga­
tions for borrowed money payable out of the rev­
enues of the Center. The City and the City Council 
shall remain vested with the sole authority for the 
incurrence of such debt or the issuing of any such 
bonds or other forms of indebtedness. The 
Commission, however. may make recommendations 
to the City Council in that regard. The liability on all 
contracts made or incurred by the Commission even 
within the limits of the Commission's authonty, shall 
be a liability only against the revenues derived from 
the operation of the center. 

SECTION 7. BUDGET AND FINANCIAL CON­
TROLS: The Commission shall maintain a complete 
and accurate record of all meetings and actions 
taken by the Commission and of all receipts and dis­
bursements from the operation of the Center and any 
montes pledged by the C1ty to the payment of the 
Bonds, and to make reports of same to the 
Prestonsburg City Council at stated intervals, but not 
less otten than once every six (6) months. Such 
reports shall be In writing and a copy thereof shall be 

hied With the City Clerk as a public record. An annu­
al aud1t of the records of the Commission and the 
operation of the Mountain Arts Center shall be made 
by a Certified Public Accountant and the expense of 
such audit shall constitute an operating expense of 
the Center. The Commission shall furnish to the 
Prestonsburg City Council on or before the last day 
of the calendar month following each calendar quar­
ter an operating S1atemenl showing unaudited fig­
ures as to the income and expenses for the operation 
of the Center for the preceed1ng calendar quarter. 

(a) Annual Budget. Each year. the Commission will 
prepare an annual budget tor each fiscal year com­
mencing July 1 and ending June 30 of the following 
year for the operation of the Center showing all antic­
ipated sources of revenues and projected expendi­
tures and shall submit such budget along with sup­
porting information and documentation to the 
Prestonsburg City Council for review and approval 
prior to July 1 of each year. 

(b) Bank Accounts: Bank account(s) shall be maln­
ta~ned separate and distinct from bank acccounts for 
the City of Prestonsburg. Authorizecl s1gnatones on 
an such bank account(s) shall be Commission mem­
bers or staff designated by majority vote of the 
Commission. All revenues and income generated 
through the operatlon of the Centter shall be deposit­
ed into such bank account(s) and all disbursements 
shall be made from such bank account(s); provided, 
however, all disbursements for salaries to 
Commission staff may be made through the payroff 
system of the City of Prestonsbburg as 1f such 
Commission staff were employees of the City of 
Prestonsburg. out of funds provided by the 
Commission from the operations of the Center. All 
persons having authonty to disburse funds irom the 
operation of the City shall be covered by a fidelity 
bond with corporate surety in the maximum aggre­
gate amount expected to be in such acccounts. 

(c) Accounting System: A computeriZed accounting 
system Independent of the City's accounting system 
shall be established tor the Commission. based on 
S1andard accounting practices and procedures, and 
be in compliance with guidelines required by grant 
and loan funding agencies including the Department 
of Agricurture of the Un1ted States of America or any 
successor agency Fiscal policies and procedures 
relating to the receipt, disbursement, accounting and 
reporting of all financial transactiOns relating to the 
operation of the Center shall be formulated and 
adopted by a majority vote of the members of the 
Commission. 

(d) ~An annual audit of the operations of the 
Center shall be conducted in conjunction with the 
annual audit of the affairs and operations of the City 
and by the auditors selected by the City for such pur· 
pose Audited financial statements of the 
ComMission and the operations of the Center shall 
be reported separately but incorporated into the audit 
report for the City of Prestonsburg . 

SECTION 8. LEGAL RE;PRESENTADON: The 
City Attorney for tRe Clly of Prestonsburg shall be the 
attomey for the Commission, provided that if and 
whenever the City Attorney shall be called upon to 
act in a matter in which there appears to the City 
Attorney to be a conflict between the interests of the 
Commission and the interest of the City, such City 
Attorney shall decline to act on behalf of the 
Commiss1on, in which event, the Commission shall 
have the power to employ Counsel of its own choice 
with1n the hmits of the Comm1ssion's authority as 
stated in this Ordinance. 

SECTION 9: PROVISIONS OF ORDINANCE 
CONTRACTUAL FOR BENEFIT OF BONDOWN· 
.E.B.S.... The provisions of this Ordinance shall consti­
tute a contract between the C1ty and the owners of 
any revenue bonds issued by the City, or for which 
provision has been or will be made as to their 
issuance, the payment of which are to be secured by 
the revenues from the operation of the Center and 
after the issuance of any such revenue bonds. no 
change, variation or alteration of any kind, of the pro­
visions of this Ordinance shall be made in any man­
ner, except as herein provided or as otherwise 
required by applicable law, until such time as all of 
said revenue bonds and the interest have been paid 
in full; provided, however, this Ordinance may be 
amended at any time by the City to grant additional 
authority to the Commission; this Ordinance may 
also be amended w1th the written consent of the own­
ers of fifty (50) percent or more of such outstanding 
revenue bonds issued by the City to finance the 
acquisition, construction and operations of the 
Center. 

SECTION 10. PROVISIONS OF BOND ORDI­
NANCE SUPERIOR TO THIS ORDINANCE: If it 
should ever be held that the provisions 01 this 
Ordinance conflict in any way with the provisions of 
any Ordinance or Resolution of the City Council 
authorizing or providing for the issuance of any rev­
enue bonds payable from the revenues of the 
Center, then the provisions of any such Ordinance or 
Resolution providing for the Issuance of revenue 
bonds, to the extent of any such conffict. shall prevail. 

SECTION 11. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE: It any 
section. paragraph, clause, or any provision of this 
Ordinance shall be held invalid, the invalidity of same 
shall not affect any of the remaining prov1sions of this 
Ordinance. 

SECTION 12. ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT 
REPEALED: All ordinances, resolutions. orders, or 
parts thereof in conthct with the provisions of this 
Ordinance. but onty to the extent of such conflict. are 
hereby repealed.
