High\\ ay Patrol said. 

Driver Steve Beaver was 
hauling the bees from Millerton. 
Okla.. to Wiscohsin, where they 
were to pollinate cmnbL."ll)' fields. 
Hi inJUries: multiple stings. 
Firelighters, polite and row truck 
operators got their fair share, too. 

Beavers ·aid a woman and her 
husband stopped to help less than 
a minute after the accident. 

"She a"iked, 'What are thel>c 
insects?''' Beavers said ... , told 
her 'bees,' and she said. • I have ro

"Furthermore," the complaint 
alleges, "the same type of tests are 
in fact ordered for virtually every 
patiem, regardless ofihe symptoms 
or injuries and regardless of the 
aC'tual medical necessity. The rests 
are tln1s a fraudulent means of 
quickly consuming the patients'

Informing participants that 
the task force first convened in 
November 2001. with its objec­
tive being to examine the obsta­
cles to ~onomic progress af 
Kentucky women, identify solu­
tions and compose a plan of 
aclion. Panon said, "Over 51,000 

,10 volunteer hours were spent on 
this project ... more than 300 
committed women and men from 
55 Kentucky counties worked 
for nearly a year (on the pro­
ject).'' 

According to the report, 
Kentucky was recently ranked as 
the third worst state for women 
due in part to rank.ings as 47th in 
women's economic autonomy, 
43rd in women's employment 
and earnings, 48th in women's 
political participation, 50th in 
women ·s heaJth and well-being 
and 33rd in women's reproduc-

., tive rights. It ranks 49th in the 
percentage of women with bach­
elor's degrees and 39th in 
women's median annual earn­
ings, contributing to the state's 
rax base and overall economic 
health. 

Also. according to the report, 
more than half of households 
headl!d by women in Kc:ntucky 
have income below $15,000. 
AddlttonaJly, the findings 
include that more ahan 40 per­
cent of lhc :;tate's low-income 
mothers do not have health 
insurance. 

~ "When all mitigating factor 
~ are considered," the report reads, 

"Kentucky men make at least 12 
percent more than women with 
the same educational back­
grounds.'' 

Throughout the weekend, 
summit participants were asked 
to form groups and to address, in 
work sessions, some of the 
report's recommendations 
geared wward improving the 
lives of Kentucky women. 

Among the recommendations 
were: 

• To more fully educate 
Kentucky women about the

It should urprise no one thal Kenmcky is among the 

first ·tates to have its plan for implementing the federal 
'LNo Child Left Behind" law approved by the Bush 
adminjs1ration. After a11, many of rhe mandates in the 
federal educalion Jaw parallel those of the 1990 
Kentucky Education Reform Act. Thus, it took relatively 
few adjustments for state schools to meet the require­
ments of the federal law. 

The federal law- the centerpiece of President 
Bush s education program- requires Lhe approximately 
L 100 Kentucky schools receiving federal funding to 
demon trate that their tudents are making Hadequate 
yearly progress'' roward proficiency. based on test 
score in reading und math in grades 3-8. 

KERA has been requiring the schools show steady 
improvement in student te~ t scores for the past l3 years. 

To comply with the federal law. Kentucky is augment­
ing its existing test program with math and reading tests 
in the mandated grades. 

Although it h~ received the stamp of approval from 
rhe Bush admini Lralion. Kentucky' plan still is nm 
complete. Kentucky tests tudents late in the school year 
to reflect a full year of instruction. However, it takes 
until mid-fal11o get results, and the federal law requires 
reporting before school begins so parents can make 
deoisions about supplemental educational services or 
transferring om of schools Lhat fail to make adequate 
yearly progress two years in a row. 

Kentucky must find a way to reduce the time needed 
to get test results. Simply moving the tests to earlier in 
the year would not accurate y reflccr the progre s of 
children.

"We had to get a boat to come 
get us out the door," Brown said. 

Her bed is downstairs now. 
Her mother's entire bedroom 
suite, a freezer fuU of food and 
clothing are all ruined. The two 
sit at a kitchen table between 
cabinets that must be replaced. 
The water from the spigot is 
only fit for washing hands. 

They didn't have flood insur­
ance. They couldn't afford it, 
Collier said. About 40 percent of 
the people in the southern part of 
the county are at poverty level, 
DES director Eddie Patton said. 

"They can't afford it," he said. 
"They don't know anywhere 
else." 

To help combat the individual 
damage, National Guard. county 
workers and outside volunteer 
groups have all come to the aid of 
Flood victims, a t~sk all to familiar 
to some. 

Karen Vanderpool, originally 
from Flar.woods, said she worked 
in a house with mud about five 
feet high. 

The Kentucky Southern 
Baptist Disaster Relief provides 
her an outlet for volunteering to 
help the countless others as unfor­
tunate as Collier. 

"I just like helping people,'' 
she said. In Mt. Vernon, Ohio, 
where she now lives, she works 
with the homeless on weekends, 
but seeing damage from flooding 
still hurts.

"It's just so great. Some will 

leave and God sends more," she 
said. 

That common bond of faith 
keeps the entire group together, a 
feeling they try t<> pass on to those 
who mourn the loss of their 
belongings.

Willard Wise is in his fourth year 
as a volunteer. He said he'll go 
anywhere to help - he isn't 
doing anything he's not commis­
sioned to. 

"1 don't think you're saved to 
sit," be said. "We're just Jesus' 
representatives." 

At age 80, like many of the 
group's volunteers, Wise's age 
lceeps him from digging and 
rebui !ding, but be still does his 
part. Coffee is his specialty. 

He's up every morning brew­
ing a batch for the volunteers at 
the various stations.

Spencer completes law 
enforcementtra~g

RICHMOND - District 
Constable Brandon Spencer 
became the first Aoyd Countian 
in his office and only the third 
constable statewide 10 complete 
the Department of Criminal 
Justice Training's law enforce­
ment training program. 

Spencer graduated from the 
academy June 13. after 16 gruel­
ing weeks. 

"It was pretty tough.'' said 
Spencer, who was elec1ed in 
2002. "It's tough lraining. The 
academy is rated the best in the 
50 states.·· 

In addition to a rigorou 
physical fitnes and self­
defense regimen. Spencer stud­
ied day and night firearms train­
ing, emergency response dri­
ving. defensive driving, first 
aid. cardiopulmonary resuscita­
tion. DUI detection, tacticaJ 
building search and radio com­
munications. 

One experience stands out in 
Spencer's memory - the day 
he was doused with pepper 
spray. 

"Pepper spray is not the most 
enjoyable experience I've been 
through in my life ... " Spencer 
chuckled. ''h hc::lps you know 
what people can do when you 
use your weapons on them. We 
had to continue fighting after

being sprayed and that lets you 
know they can continue to 
tight" 

In addition to the training, 
which began Feb. 10. Spencer 
also returned home every week­
end to perfonn his duties as 
constable. 

Given the difficulty of the 
training, as well a tht! rarity of 
a constable actually participat­
ing in it, one might wonder why 
he would bother, but Spencer 
says he felt it necessary. jt. 

"I felt like it would help bet­
ter serve the community and 
lend some integrity to the office 
... " Spencer said ... It helps when 
you working in Jay, enforcement 
if the public bas confidence in 
your abilities ... I can't say I 
would tum around and do it 
again, but it was well worth it.''

Vanderpool gets a kick out of 
getting out to help rebuild, but 
she's still amazed at what he's 
seen - and this 1sn 't the worst 
flood in recent history according 
to Judge-Executive Paul Hunt 
Thompson. He's heard estimates 
of $1.489,000 in public works 
damage alone. 

The figures for individual 
homes are not complete. They 
have been sent to Washington 
and now it's up to President 
Bush to determine if the region 
is a disaster area. 

"1 guess l just thought it 
would be one area," Vanderpool 
said. "It's just so widespread."

regard to pay scale. Carol 
Stumbo, the board's chair. said 
there was no way to fit that pro­
posal into the budget. 

Glenna Slone of District 5, 
said the numbers, which rank the 
elementary, middle and high 
schools l49, 152 and 149.

drastic jump that should taken 
into consideration by both the 
state and the county boards. 

The question is now turned to 
the Kentucky Board of 
Education which meets in 
August. If the :oystem does 
become state assisted. the coun­
ty will become responsible for 
funding it previously received. 

McGuire argued that the 
board is hurting both itself and 
students by adopting a resolu­
tion that could potentially take 
away some of its money.

LOUISVILLE 
Archaeologists from the 
University of Kentucky have 
uncovered an ancient garbage 
dump beneath an unspectacular 
plot of land near Eva Sandman 
Park. 

After nearly six weeks of 
e cavatioo - brushing away 
the earth clump by clump, grain 
by gram - the lli'Chaeologists 
have uncovered about 1.000 
pieces of pottery, remains of 
ancient weapon , and seeds and 
grains American Indian likely 
used. 

The ite was so rich - and 
such a target for looters- that a 
Kentucky State Police trooper 
guarded the area at night. 

The artifacts. estimated to 
date from 1000 to 1700 AD .• 
were items lhe Mississippian 
and Fort Ancient culture con­
sidered trash. 

"They threw away stuff they 
dido 't want.'' aid Andrew 
Madsen. an archaeologist who is 
overseeing the research. "But 
those are things that give us 
clues to lheir daily lives." 

1be site was found several 
years ago when tbe Kentucky 
Transportation Cabinet was 
planning to widen River Road to 
four lanes from two. 

The most !lignificant discov-

ery from the site so far, Madsen 
and his colleagues say, is evi· 
dence that the Mississippian and 
Fort Ancient inhabitants lived 
together along lhe river near the 
Fall of the Ohio, the same area 
that later would become 
Louisville. It is the flJ'St time tbat 
such coocrece evidence has been 
found, Madsen said

AU in all, a pretty interesting 
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The signs of monkeypox in 
animals include lethargy, loss of 
appetite, fever. cough, runny 
eyes. swollen lymph nodes and 
a blister-like rash. Obviously, 
these same signs can show up in 
a lot of oth~ diseases as well, so 
don't panic. There haven't been 
any reports of monkeypox infec­
tion in dogs or cats. but until we 
know more, any mammal is 
considered at risk. Rea!Jstically, 
unless you have a sick wild or 
ex:otic pet, or have another pet 
that was. exposed to one on or 
after April 15 of this year, the 
risk is pretty low. 

lf you are concerned about a 
pet's illness, call ahead to your 
vet to describe the signs it is 
showing. If your vet thinks it 
sounds suspicious, you may be 

asked to bring the animal in as 
safely as possible. Use common 
sense to minimize expo ure of 
people and other animals. 
Confine the pel in some sort of 
carrier, transport it in the back 
seat, don't bring the whole fam· 
ily with you. and don't wander 
around the vet's waiting room 
when you get there. And for 
Heaven' sake, DON'T release 
one of these sick ::u1imals into 
rhe wild or take it to a shelter, 
both places full of susceptible 
animals and primed for a mas­
sive disease outbreak. 
Recommendations about what 
lo do may change as we under­
stand the virus better, or if it 
becomes more common. You
