Before the GeneraJ As embly lithered out of Frankfort, 
it turned its dyspeptic attention to higher education. 

And faster than you can saJ, "Maybe we deserve to be 
at the bottom,' our lawmaker. pa sed a spanking new 
state law aimed at re ol ing an unspecified grudge by 
removing a ingle regent from the board of one state uni­
versity. 

The case for such mi chief wa complicated by an 
inconvenient ob tacle: The regent in question, C. Fred 
Rice. chairman of Eastern Kentucky Univer ity's board. 
had apparently done nothing wrong. 

Indeed, even regent and other important folks on 
campus wrote to urge the defeat of the bill. 

To no avail. Senate Minority Leader Ed Worley. appar­
ently acting in collu ion with Hou e Budget Committee 
Chairman Harry Moberly. both Democrat..;; fTom EKU's 
hometown of Richmond, pushed the bill through. 

A docile Paul Patton. who once aspired to make higher 
education hi. legacy ru governor, signed the bill. high­
lighting his political depletion. 

And the content of this nonsense? The bill would 
require regent. at regional universities to live within the 
50 states thus di qualifying Mr. Rice (and apparently 
only Mr. Rice). He still own property in Kentucky, but 
he moved 1a~t year from Florida to the U.S. Vlfgin 
[slands. 

This would be comical if it were just a couple of self· 
aggrandizing legi lative poohbahs making fool of them­
selves. 

But this sort of political meddling in the governance of 
public univer ities risks great hann. 

So, Frankfort, take note. one more time: Universities 
are not designed to be playground -not for basketball 
and certainly not for petty local political intrigue. They 
exist to generate the teaching. learning and research nec­
essary to produce an educated citizenry and to create an 
environment for economic and social growth. 

Many other state , re ponding to a shrinking world and 
n global economy, are reaching out to attract more regent 
from beyond their borders. 
, But not Kentucky. Here, the mes age is that provincial­
~sm and political interference continue unabated to smoth­
er universities. 
• And top faculty, ad mini trators and tudents- who 
could brighten Kentucky' future incalculably by coming 
to Kentucky campu es- will take note. and be justifiably 
wary.

Critter Corner: Open wide, Kitty! Part Two 
by Dr. Carol Combs-Morris, 

DVM 

Here' the econd installment 
on the subject of handling and 
medicating cats. Last week we 
got our cat bundled up and prop­
erly re trained in our bath towel. 
Now we are ready to give his 
medicine! 

To give a pill, I place my left 
hand (remember, I am right­
handed, so southpaw will need 
to make adjustment ) across the 
eat's head, with my thumb at 
one comer of the mouth and my 
middJe finger at the opposite 
comer. Pressure applied on the 
kin again L the back teeth caus­

e the. cat to open his mouth a 
little. His Jaw tissue ls between 
his teeth and my fmger , so his 
own reflexes are going to limit 
hi biting down hard. I then 
hold the pill between my right 

thumb and forefinger, and use 
my right middle fmger against 
the lower front teeth between 
the canines to pry open the jaw a 
little further. 

The pill i then placed on the 
base of the tongue--actually, I 
ort of "toss" it toward rhe back 

of the throat-and gently 
pushed down over !:he ba e of 
!:he tongue. Immediately close 
the eat's mourh and hold it hut 
a few seconds. 

I find that sa-oking the eat's 
throat is les effective than 
blowing a quic~ puff of air on 
rhe eat's nose to encourage a 
startled gulp. Cats who have 
learned to bold a pill in their 
mouth can ometimes be tricked 
into wallowing it with a few 
drops of water or brol:h dripped 
in their mouth with a syringe or 
dropper. When they reflexively 
swallow !:he liquid, often the p1ll

If you're still having trouble, 

ask your vet for a "pill gun". 
These are nifty little plastic 
syringe-like gadgets that have 
an opening large enough ro 
accept a tablet or cap ule, and a 
plunger to shoot it down an 
animal s throat. They are 
durable. cheap (generally le s 
than five dollars). come apart 
for cleaning, and allow the cat 
to chomp down on pia tic 
rather than your tingers. 

A small dab of really won­
derful food that the cat love 
and seldotp gets (tuna. ar:­
dines. cheese, etc.) after the 
ordeal may help convince the 
cat that it really wasn't so bad 
after all. 

Liquid are much simpler to 
give. There is no need ro open 
the mouth. With the cat immo­
bilized as above, position the 
dropper or syringe in one comer 
of the eat's mouth, and dribble 
the medicine into the mouth at a 
rate that gives the cat time to 
wallow without getting 

choked. 
Check with your vet before 

deciding to dissolve a tablet or 
capsule in liquid. It's usually 
OK. but some medicine don't 
work as well if their phy ical 
form i altered. 

Now that I've gone through 
this long discussion of how the 
process is SUPPOSED ro work, 
I can't help but tack on thi 
tongue-in-cheek version that 
sometimes is closer to the rruth: 

Pick cat up and cradle it in 
the crook of your left ann as if 
holding a baby. Position right 
forefinger and thumb on either 
side of cat' mouth and gently

apply pres ure to cheeks ~ bile 
holding pill in right hand. A 
cat open mouth, pop pill into 
mouth. (Hmmm ... so far pretty 
much tlle arne as my system ... ) 

Retrieve pill from floor and 
car from behind sofa. Cradle cat 
in left arm and repeat proce s. 

Retrieve cal from bedroom 
and rhrow away ·oggy pm.

"According to a Harvard 
University rudy in 2001. the 
number of female first-time 
homebuyers under the age of 45 
increased by 65 percent between 
1985 and 1999.

The original Mongols (later 
known as the Tatars) were a

For 200 years the Mongols dominated the Asian countryside. 
These warriors were known for their bravery and brutality, 
but they were al o responsible for opening trade routes. 

trained them in the arts of 
war. He became khan of all 
the Mongols and took the 
name Genghis Khan. 

EUROPE 

Genghis Khan was ambitious; 
under his leadership the 
Mongols conquered vast ter­
ritones. By the end of his life· 
time, the Mongol Empire stretched from Beijing to 
the Casp1an Sea, and his generals had raided 
Persia and Russia. 

Genghis Khan's son Ogodei continued the 
Mongol invasion into Europe, but he died in 1241 
and the Mongols returned home. 

Kublai Khan 
Kublai Khan was the grandson of Genghis Khan. 
He became khan in 1260, after his brother Mongke 
Khan died. The Mongols under Kublai Khan com· 
pleted the conquest of China and established the 
capital at Cambaluc (present-day Beijing). Kublai 
attempted to expand his empire into Japan more 
than once, but each time bad weather defeated his 
armies. Kublai Khan was tolerant of various reli· 
gions and sometimes sought the help of Muslims, 
Christians, Buddhists and Taoists. He also support­
ed the ideas of Confucianism and adopted many 
Chinese political ideas. Kublai Khan seemed to 
welcome European missionaries and was very 
interested in exchanging goods and ideas with the 
West.Unfortunately, Kublai's other brothers d!d not 
accept his authority and, as a result, greatly con­
tributed to the end of the Mongol Empire. 

Mongol soldiers wore armor and a 
tightly woven silk undergarment, which 
helped prevent deep wounds. Each man had at 
least three or four horses, carried a shield and 
was an e)(pert archer. In addition to bows and

arrows, soldiers were armed wrth a curved sword called a 
scimitar, along with a battle-ax and a long, hooked lance for 
unseating enemies on horseback. Mongol warriors were also 
very familiar with military tactics and the art of siege. Huge 
walled cities fell to the Mongols, in part because they had 
learned how to use catapults and scaling ladders. They also 
employed sandbags to cross moats. The Mongols showed 
no mercy when conquering a city, and the terror their name 
Inspired became yet another weapon. 

Marco Polo 
(1254-1324} 

In 1271, Marco Polo set sail from Venice with the 
intention of establishing trade with China. He 

was accompanied by his uncle and his father. 
They traveled by ship to Palestine and then 
by camel along the famous Silk Road. Marco 
Polo remained in China for about 17 years. 
When Marco Polo returned to 

Italy in 1295, he spoke of a 
strange land called Cathay. 

Ibn Battutah was a Muslim Arab born in 
Morocco. Uke Marco Polo, he spent 24 years 

of his life away from home, traveling and writing 
about the world. China was one of the lands he 

visited. Battutah's accounts of his travels remain Ibn Battutah 
important historical documents to this day. (1304-1368?) 

Decline 
The Mongol Empire did not last long because it was too large and because it 
lacked unity. In many regions its hold was never firmly established. Although the 
Mongols were great warriors, they lacked the skills necessary to run administrative 
and political affairs. Foreigners were given high-ranking government jobs, and civil 
unrest followed on the heels of incompetent and corrupt government. By the time 
of Kublai Khan's death, the empire was already breaking up. 

Lifestyle of the conquerors 
Uke many nomads, the Mongols prized men, livestock and horses more than they 
did land. They lived in mobile villages, in tents called yurts or gers that could be dis­
mantled or pulled on wheels by horses. The men focused on the herds and war, 
while the women were in charge of mifking, making butter and cheese, drawing 
water, collecting fuel for fires and caring for children. The Mongol diet consisted 
mostly of meat, milk and tea. Fermented mare's milk was served at feasts.
