$11 million budget

PRESTONSBURG 
Prestonsburg City Council mem­
bers approved a 2003-200-t bud­
get or more than $11 million that 
will see a large portion of that 
figure go to city utilities. 

According to the budget pro­
posal, unveiled during a brief 
special meeting on Monday, 
which was passed unanimously 
by a full council Monday after­
noon, the city expects to spend 
$4.4 million on city utilities in 
the next fiscal year from the 
$1 1.351.304 budget. Council 
members foresee over $120,000 

returned in utility revenue, but 
have already earmarked the 
money. 

The anticipated $128.768 in 
utility protits was slated w 
money to faU back on for that 
department to balance revenue 
and expenditures within the bud­
get. 

Other expenditures include 
$1.3 million for the Mountain 
Arts Center and $1.1 million for

Multifront effort to 
curb unwanted e-mai s 

America Onlioe reports that the quantity of ··spam" -
unwanted commercial messages - clogging the mailboxes of 
its millions of !-lubscribers has doubled ·ince the beginning of 
the year. Ic reckons that spam now accounts for 70 percent of 
the e-mail its subscribers receive. 

Against that backdrop, AOL joined forces this week with 
Microsoft Corp. and Yahoo lnc. - which boa t a collective 
200 million e-mai I account holder:s - to <.I eel are war on 
spammers. The three leading e-mail account providers set 
aside their normally bitter rivalry. said Nicholas Graham, an 
AOL vice president. b cause ··we recognize spam i · out of 
control." 

"We're putting • pam mer on notice." said Brian Arboga t, a 
Microsoft vice president, "that the industry wiiJ collaborate to 
drive the bad guys out of busines~.'· 

What the Internet .ervice pro iders have in mind is a tech­
nical change in the way e-mail moves through cyberspace -
to digitally mark online messages so thar it i. easjer ro figure 
out who really is sending them and for whal purpose. The 
companies also suggest developing a li l of e-mail marketers 
who agree to a set of standards for responsible practices - a 
·~goode-mailing" seal of approval alerting e-mail recipients 
that the sender is legitimate. 

Among other practice . a company that made the approved 
list ought to provide e-mail recipients a valid return e-mail 
addre s. state the true pU! pose of the e-mail in the subject 
line. and provide a link allowing recipients 10 remove them­
selves from mass e-mail lists. 

It so happens that a bill introduced by Sen'. Conrad Burns. 
R-Mont., and Ron Wyden. D-Ore .. -.vould legally require com­
panies that transmit unwanted commercial e-mail to adhere to 
those practices. And the measure would make it ea~:ie1 for 
lnternet service providers - like AOL, Microsoft and Yahoo 
- and state government. to sue :spammers that engage in the 
most unacceptable practices. 

Meanwhile. Sen. Charles Schumer. D-N.Y., has gone a step 
further. He i introducing a bill that would have the Federal 
Trade Commission create a naLional ··no- pam .. list, like the 
national "do not call'' registry that targets unwanted telemar­
keting calls. 

The measure would impose stiff penalties on spammers 
who repeatedly send unwanted commercial e-mails 10 recipi­
ents who have placed their e-mail addresses on the no-spam 
list. 

Internet marketing companies - a· spammers prefer to be 
known - suggest they are being unfairly targeted by Internet 
service providers and lawmakers on Capilol H.ill. 

But spam not only is taking over rhe mailboxes of the more 
than 200 million e-mail account holders with AOL, Microsoft 
and Yahoo. It also is cm;ting U.S. bu ·inesse~ $8 billion to $10 
billion a year. 

That's why it is encouraging that both Congress and the 
leading Inlernet service providers are working to slow. if not 
stop. the proliferation of spam.
