he': had ''The Talk'' with his 12-year-old. H' the expre. sion 
that say-. ''It's too oon. l can't think about my baby having 
ex!" 

YcL recent surveys on teen-agers and ·ex show that aduhs 
mu:.t tight that fel:ling. In u cullure that sells everything from 
muffins to mustc with. ex appeal. children are bombarded by 
sexual mes -ages long before they reach high school. When 11-
year-old girb a ·pin~ to weor revealing Brimey Spear~ outfits. 
parent~ must b~ ready to discuss sex and dating. 

A pair of studies by the Kaiser Foundation and the ~atlonal 
Campaign to Prevent Teenage PrL:gnancy reinforce the poinl. 
Although American teen pregnancy and birth rates have been 
falling i'or a decade. they arc still the highest in the developed 
world. About 20,000 pregnancies and 8,000 births occur among 
girl aged 14 and under in the United SLates annually. 

Both surveys speak to the root causes for rhe pregnancy and 
sexually transmitted di case rates. The Kai. er study fountl that 
about 63 percent oft ens ag d 15 to 17 think it's a nice idea to 
postpone sex until they are older, but don't believe that anyone 
really doe . About half think that oral sex is not .. real" inter­
coul1\c and you can l catch anything. One in six believe oopro­
tected sex occasionally i ' acceptable. And about 25 percent say 
that dntg. or alcohol has influenced their decision to have sex at 
lea t once. 

With it focus on kids between age· 12 and 14. the ·tudy 
offered .solid reasons to be worried about early teen exuaJ activi­
ty. The earh~:r girl become sexually active, the more likely they 
are to have been forced into it, to become pregnant, contract a 
die~ e or drop out of .chool. Boy and girls who have se.· too 
con arl! more likely to usc illegal drugs and alcohol, and engage 

in other delinquent activity. And while earJy sex may not cause 
those activities. it can be a red tlag for a range of risky behav­
iors. 

Together, the report. make the ca. e for more parental over­
sight and communication. Though adolescents often act as if they 
aren "t listening. in truth they are influenced by adults who care. 
Pay attention to your child' interest in dating. Be concerned if 
t11e object of hi or her all~tion i. much older. younger tc ns 
who date . omeonc at lea ... r two years older are more likely to be 
-.exually involved than if they're \Vith omeone their O\\'n age. 

In addition the ~ludic wi dy coun ·el parent to know where 
their children are, what they are doing and with whom. Don "t 
give young teen" so many opportunities to be in un upervi ·ed 
settings. About one-third of 12-year-olds and half of 14-year-old 
say they have attended parties without any adults present. 

Moms and dads should be willing to talk openly about ex, 
love and relation, hips - well beyond ba ic facts and "just say no" 
platitude . Parent · must let childrl;!n express their thoughts and 
question , then help them think through strategies for re. ist ing 
and managing sexual pressure. 

Avoiding the subject just won't do. Sex and sexuality don't 
wait. Parents :houldn't wail to discus·· ·exual consequences­
along with rhe ben fits and limitations of contraception.

1990.
