Kentucky Depanment of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources 
(K.DFWR). 

"Our commis ion tries to 
insure that younger hunters 
have quality experiences in the 
field," Day continued 

"This special firearm eason 
aJ o serves to help u manage 
our herd effectively, in tbat a 
number of antlerless deer are 
usually taken by youth bunters," 
added Day. 

Adults accompanying a 
jumor hunter are prohibited 
from carrying a frreann, must 
r~main clo e enough to the 
junior hunter at all times to take 
control of the fireann if nece -
sary, and must comply as well 
with the hunter orange clothing 
law. 

All deer hunters are required 
to record and report harvested 
deer as explained in the 2003-04 
Kentucky Fall Hunting Ouldc 
book, available from L!cen e 
vendors starewide. on-line at 
fw.ky.gov, or by calling (800) 
858-1549 weekdays 8 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. Eastern.
