Some scenes echo accounts 
included in Bob Woodward's 
2002 book ''Bush at War." The 
film depicts Bush's resolve to 
return to the White House 
despite warning of a possible 
threat against it and his refusal 
to cede to hi staff deci ions on 
key pas age of an Oval Office 
speech. 

Chetwynd, who wrote the 
script that \\a directed by 
Brian Trenchard-Smith, ba ed 
the drama on interviews with 
top-ranking m mbers of the 
administration as well a on 
book and ne~ ·s accounts. 

A Bu h appointee to the 
President's Committee oo the 
Art and the Humanities. 
Chetwynd was able to request 
and receive an interview with 
Pres1dent Bush that went near­
ly an hour. 

Recalls Chetwynd: "f said I 
was having trouble sorting out 
the president from the com­
mander in chief from a guy 
called George W. Bush. a man 
with a wife and children and 
who comes with a full sel of 
emotions." 

Understanding how Bush 
harnessed the emotion pro­
voked by the Pentagon and 
World Trade Center attacks 
shaped the project, Chetwynd 
said. ''There's no room for W 
today," Bush ays to his wife, 
Laura (Mary Gordon Murray), 
in one scene. 

The film, which blends 
drama with footage of events 
and TV news report. (often 
from Pox News Channel, 
which Chetwynd says offered 
the Mst deal), is not a psy­
chodrama. Chetwynd cites as 
his inspiration "Mi siles of 
October," the 1974 TV movie 
that re-created the Kennedy 
White House during the Cuban 
mi sile crisis. 

He wanted "DC 9/11: Time 
of Crisis" to remain similarly 
focused on a narrow time 
frame, and not solely for ere­
alive reasons. 

"In those nme days. we 
were wounded and from that 
sense of injury did come a 
national identity, which is 
rarely given to a fractious 
country like ours," Chetwynd 
said. "One of the great aspects 
of Amenca is the constant food 
fight that seems to be going on 
at the various tables in the 
cafeteria. 

"But every once in a while, 
we come together and say, 
'You know what, there are 
larger i sue. and there are 
greater obstacles that we have 
to face a a people."' 

While Chetwynd as erts hi 
personal politic should be a 
non-issue, that's not the case. 
During a question-and-answer 
session with the elevision 
Critics Association in July, 
Chetwynd wa a ked to detail 
his campaign upport for Su h 
(he contributed $1,000, he 
aid). 

One reporter said a dona­
Lion to Democratic candidate 
AI Gore would have been 
preferable because it would 
have shown "less potential 
bias." 

ui mean, c'mon!" Chetwynd 
responded to the group. "Am I 
supposed to abdicate'! Doe 
that mean. then. I cannot 
engage in political subject 
matter because I have 
expressed a preference in a 
political election?" 

Looking back on the day, 

Chetwynd noted that a sub e­
quenl ses ion on HBO's new 
Washington-based drama '"K 

[reet" didn't include any 
queries for series producer 
George Clooney about his pol­
itics. 

"A lot of people feel I 
shouldn't have a eat at this 
table'' where popular culture is 
created. Chetwynd said. 

He refuse to accept criti­
cism of the film as Bush cam­
paign propaganda. He doe not 
den) it is. as one ob. ener aid. 
a hot aero s the bow of 
Democrat seeking to replace 
Bush. That characterization 
initially bothered him. but no 
longer. 

"Let him (Bush) and hi. 
administration's handling of 
those nine days be the standard 
to which the American people 
hold bim and all of those 
Democratic candidates for 
presidenL Let rhis be the! stan­
dard by which we judge our 
leaders because they ro e to 
the occasion. 

"1 don't care what your pol­
itics are. They did the right 
thing.''

Thi type of depre ion is a reaction 
to a specific ev nt or s ne., of events 
that have created a lo in the :ufferer· 
life. It is a normal reaction to a painful 
event Many people utTer thi kind of 
depression when a loved one dies, 
when they go through a divorce, or 
when they fail to reach a maJor goal in 
their life. An example of this la t kind 
of situation would be an athlete who 
lo es an important pOrting match, or in 
the case of team port , wh e team 
lose the big game. 

So. it's nonnal for you to feel ad for 
a while about your daughter leaving. 
But. you shouJJ notice some improve­
men! rather qui kly. lf you don'~. it 
may indicate that your ituational 
depre ion is ·lippmg mto a full-blown 
clinical depre sion that may requ1re 
professional help.
