A leader of the coalition 
said Kentucky's "current dif­
ficult budget situation is no 
excuse,' and that the legisla­
ture exacerbated it with a 
host of ta · cuts in recent 
years.

correct it. 

The council was made up of 66 
districts at that time. Its member­
slllp now is 164 di tricts- all but 
12 districts in the state. 

The 1985 suic involved 
inequitie in fimding from one dis­
trict to another. The issue now is 
adequacy. The legiSlature appro­
priated a bit more than $2 billion 
for the cwrenl fiscal year for day­
to-day school operations. On top

The Buffalo (N.Y.) News, on death sentences: 
The Nimh U.S. Circuit Coun of Appeals in San Franci co recently 

overturned the death sentences of more than 100 prisoners in Arizona, 
Idaho and Montana because judges. as opposed to jurie , determined 
the ·entence. The court ruled that a year-old Supreme Court decision 
striking down the capital entencing laws m those three states and two 
others have to be applied retroactively. 

Despite the wails of some, iL's not as if jailhouse doors will be flung 
open. Those affected simply will be entitled to a new sentencing pro­
ceeding, but they will remain locked up. Those in the other two states, 
Colorado and Nebraska, are not immediately affected by the decision 
because the San Francisco-based appeals court does not have jurisdic­
tion there. 

As the appeals court noted. it would have been incredibly arbitrary 
to execute people simply because they were sentenced before the U.S. 
Supreme Coun ruled that a jury, and not a judge who may be swayed 
by political influences. bad to make the choice between life and death. 

In lifting the death entences because of a procedural flaw, the court 
also added a bit more wattage to the spotlight being put on the death 
penalty and the process that leads to it There i increasing skepticism 
that the proces can work in a logical, rational way. Richard Deiter, 
executive director of the Death Penalty Information Center, notes that 
there have been a lot of changes to that process already and there prob­
ably are more to come. 

In light of the mounting example of innocent people who have 
been sentenced to death, every decision that leads to more debate on 
the wisdom of capital punishment - or, more to the point, the lack of 
it - is welcome. 

Times-Picayune, New Orleans, on zhe developmem of AiDS treat­
ment: 

The development of new treatments for AIDS represents a u:iumph 
of medical research, but this scientific miracle also has produced some 
unexpected pitfall , 

It' wonderful that so many lliV-positive people are leading healthy 
lives thank to complex drug regimens. But because some people per­
ceive that AIDS i no longer a death sentence, they feel less motivated 
to avo1d such risky behaviors as drug use aml unprotected sex. 

A new study conducted at John Hopkins University has given pub­
lic health experts yet another reason to worry. Researchers told 
HealtbDay News ... that intravenous drug users in Baltimore who think 
that AIDS is treatable are less likely to u e condoms during ex and 
Jess likely to seek out sterile needles. 

The survey produced some other alarming statistics: Two-thirds of 
sexually active part1cipants in the Johns Hopkins study say they engage 
in unprotected sex. and half say they share needles with other users. 

The. e factors go a long way toward explaining why infection rates 
among IV drug users have not declined, as they have for some other 
groups at risk of contracting HTV. 

The first priority is to increa e opportunities for rebabilltation so 
that IV drug users have the chance to break their addictions. But it's 
also obvious that public health official need to intensify efforts to 
inform IV drug users in particular of the continuing danger that HlV 
pose ..

I like calling 
lunch "dinner;• and dinneJ.' "supper.'' l suppose I 
even find it oomforting in some way. 

I cut out the portioo of the box with the words 
that f found so validating and stuck on my com­
puter. knowing that it would remind me to show it 
to my kids, ~ving once and for all that their old 
mom hadn't really lost her mind. 

But you know teenagers, when you pull out the 
proof, they have to suddenly feign disinterest and 
wonder aloud just how much of a baby "some 
adults" can be. As a result of the above differences, autistic 

children display different behaviors than others 
the same age. A rule of thumb is that any 
behavior they are apt to do for a specific age, 
autistic children do in excess. Of course, every 
child w.ill not do the exact same things. Some 
typical behaviors that they are likely to do are: 
flap their hands; say certain words over and 
over - "parrot" or copy what another person 
says (echolalia speech); have temper tantrums; 
play mainly with only one particular toy; prefer 
not to have changes in their routine, but keep 
things the same; tend to stay to themselves and 
not play or socialize with others of any age; and, 
many cannot communicate without special 
help. 

What is Autism? Autism is a problem 
involving the way the brain functions. As with 
other abnormal conditions of the body and 
mind, the range of autism occurs from mild to 
severe. While some autistic kids can have sig­
niflcant difficulties learnmg and reasoning, oth­
ers might learn quickly. There are at least 
500,000 people in the United States that have 
autism or one of several other similar disabili­
ties, called Pervasive Developmental Disorder 
(POD). It has been estimated that about one of 
every 500 children has some type of autism or 
PDD. Boys are more Likely to have autism than 
girls, accounting for 80 percent. Typically, kids 
having autism usually begin showing symptoms 
between the ages of 18 and 36 months. That is 
why it is so upsetting when a child is not iden· 
tified as autistic until he is about 4 years old. 
AJl of that possible time for treatment is missed. 

What causes Autism? Although no one 
knows for sure what creates autism. many sci­
entists think that some children are more likely 
to get autism because it or PPD's tend to run in 
families. It is marked by rapid brain growth 
during early childhood. Another opinion is that 
the brain does not work properly. due to there 
being too few or too many brain chemicals 
called neurotransmitters. It is thought lhat there 
are 100 billion nerve cells called neurons with­
in the brain and Lhat each neuron is likely to 
have hundreds. or thousands, of connections to 
other nerve cells within the brain and body. 
These connections are made by releasing neuro­
transmitters that allow the different neurons to 
work together in various areas of the brain, 
helping the person to see, feel, move, remem· 
ber, and to perform lots of other necessary 
activities. For some unknown reason. the cells 
and connections in an autistic child's brain do 
not develop correctly, or suffer some sort of 
damage. Most often, the brain areas having to 
do with communicalion, emotions, and senses

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Low blood sugar not 
necessarily 'hypoglycemia'

Symptoms of low blood sugar can 
be hunger, nervousness. diz.ziness. 
leepiness, confusion or difficulr.y 

. peaking. 

symptom , ince your doctor wasn't 
particularly concerned. I'm sure he or 
she suggested you follow a balanced 
diet anti avoid prolonged periods of 
fasting (cat three meal each day). 

Q I'm a 56-year-old man. and my 
family doctor recently asked me 
to have several blood screening 

tests. All of my results were In the nor· 
mal range for my age, except for my glu· 
cose level, which was 62. This number 
was slightly below the 7~106 normal 
range on the printout. My doctor didn't 
seem too concerned. He asked If I had 
had any "low sugar spells,•· Including 
"dizziness" or "disorientation." When 
my answer was no, he said he'd just like 
to check it again in about a year from 
now. My questions are: What's the slg· 
nlficance of a below normal glucose 
level? Does this mean I'm hypo· 

glycemic? Since I'm about :;r;, pounds 
overweight, would It help to go on a 
diet? 

The body function best with a 
blood glucose level between 70 and 
I 06 mg/dl. When the energy demand 
to run your heart, lungs, brain and mus­
cles are greater than the immediate sup­
ply of glucose. the blood level of glu­
cose drops. Usually the l1ver manufac­
tures more from its stores to keep the 
blood level within afe bounds, but it 
isn't always able: to do so. When this 
happens the blood glucose level drops. 
When it falls below 70 the label of 
hypoglycemia "may" be appropriate. 
Why the wiggle word ''may?" Well, 
fasting byjx>glycemia is generally con­
sidered to be a blood sugar below 60. 
Some sources even consider a fasting 
blood sugar above 50 to be acceptable. 
You see, the diagnosis of hypoglycemia 
requires more that just the blood sugar 
value when it is between 50 and 70. 
Other symptoms must be considered. 
too. 

Trus is an uncommon problem 
except in diabetics. In a non-diabetic 
person, a low fasting blood sugar can 
be a signal of an underlying medical 
problem or an undesired side effect of 
prescription or over-the-counter medi­
cines. Even aspirin can cause your 
blood glucose levels to drop. though 

lt is always a good idea from a 
health standpmnt to get your weight 
close to the ideal level. 

AGlucose is the fonn of sugar 
your body uses as fuel. 
Consequently, the terms blood 

sugar and blood glucose arc used inter­
changeably. The carbohydrates we eat 
arc:: the primary ource of glucose, but 
the body can convert proteins and fats 
into glucose, too. When extra glucose 
is available, it is stored in the liver and 
muscles for energy needed between 
meals, and really excessive amounts 
are converted to fat for longer-tenn 
'tor age.

the route of travel since 1803. 
While most people know of the 
original expedition, they may 
think only of the western part of 
the journey. Actually 
Meriwether Lewis, who was 
President Jefferson's choice to 
lead the expedition and his per· 
sonal secretary, depaned froUl 
Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania on 
August 31, 1803. His crew of 11 
men traveled down the Ohio 
with Lew is, stopping at places 
like: Wheeling, West VA; 
Maysville, KY; Cincinnati, 
Ohio; Louisville, KY; and 
Paducah, KY. 

The keelboat, which was 55 
feet long with a 32-foot mast for 
the added assistance of a sail, 
traveled for approximately 660 
miles along the northern border 
of our state.

are affected. 
According to the Newsweek 

article. a psychologist at 
Cambridge University has writ­
ten what is considered to be "a 
bold new book," "The Essential 
Difference," regarding autism. 
He defined autism as ''an imbal­
ance between two kinds of intel­
ligence: tbe kind used to under­
stand people (be calls it 
'empathizing') and the kind 
used to understand things ('sys­
temizing')." Even though 
everyone supposedly bas both 
abilities, research results report 
that females are better than 
males at empathizing. Autism 
was perceived as an exaggerated 
version of the male profile - an 
extreme fondness for rule-based 
systems, combined with an 
inability to be aware of other 
people's feelings and intentions. 
This theory is not intended to be 
the •·whole answer," but it can 
be a way of thinking about boys, 
girls, and autism. "It's a mental 
style that people can learn to 
accommodate." There have also 
been other gender differences 
found, with regard to mental 
processing, such as males show­
ing an advantage on tests of spa­
tial and mechanical reasoning 
over females, and females being 
more adaptable to social situa­
tions than males. A suggestion 
was offered that sex hormone 
might sculpt our brains. as well 
as our bodies. 

What can be done about 
autism? Most often, identifying 
children with autism can be dif­
ti.cult. Usually, parents are the 
first to suspect that "something 
is wrong," such as the one year 
old is not babbling, language 
development starts but then 
stops abruptly, the child doe not 
respond to his name. even with 
normal hearing inract, he does 
not point to things to direct his 
parents' attention, and he avoid:;
