TO THE IXPAYERS OF FlOYD COUNTY 
When I went to the fiscal court meeting Friday I thought I would 

be the only one votin a ainst accepting the school board's 
new higher tax rates which raised from 60.0 cents to 60.7 cents 
per $100 on real and personal property. The school board also 
set their rate to 55.4 cents on motor vehicles and watercrafts. 

Some people in the county think that the fiscal court sets the 
school board's tax rates, but we don't! It really surprised me 
when every magistrate voted not to accept the new higher 
rate. Magistrates voted against it for different reasons-some 
though the taxes were already too high, and some were upset 
that 1500 students didn't have books at the beginning of this 
school year. Everybody had their own reason for voting against it. 

If the school board wants to get their own tax collection people 
and spend $30,000 on stamps to collect their taxes-l have no 
problem with that. They'll probably collect about 60°/o of their 
taxes and spend a lot of time and money in the courts trying 1Q 
collect the rest. The school board started to pass a 60.2 tax rate 
but decided to go with a 60.7 rate in order to cover for over­
spending last year. The county has had to cut back and 
borrow money to cover its shortfall-maybe the school board 
should do the same-borrow the money-and not put it on the 
taxpayer's back. 

P.S.-TO THE VOTERS_OF DIST. 2-
District 2 does not have a mowing machine like the other

Tax bill decision 
just plain wrong 

The fiscal court's decision not to include the school prop· 
erty taxes on the county's tax bill i, the old story of biting 
one·s nose off to spite one's face. And it's leaving a few 
cars elsewhere. a well. 

District I Magistrate Gerald DeRos elt said he would have 
"approved the tax rate" if teachers made more money. There 
are two problems with this reasoning. First, the fiscal court 

· doe not approve the school board's tax rates. The school 
board i a eparate taxing di trict. Secondly, because of the 
magistrate's fmn stand on what is arguably one of the most 
uninformed government decisions in decades, the school 
board had to sweep a number of proposed projects aside dur­
ing a speciaJ meeting Monday night, including salary sched-

• ules and at least two new job that would have seen school 
board employees enjoying combined salaries of approximate­
ly $83,000. 

Oops. 
If the fiscal court' goal was to knock down this new tax 

rate and come to the heroic, if misguided, rescue of taxpay· 
ers. they failed with flying colors. The tax rate will still go 
into effect. Taxpayers will still receive a school tax bill, 
albeit eparate from their state and county bill, but very real, 
nonetheless. 

Oops, again. 
Regardles of whether the fiscal court realizes the finan­

cial strain it has forced upon the school system with its deci­
sion, it would seem a quick reminder of the financial impact 
the move will have on their own governmental goals would 
bring them to their senses. 

The heriff's department, which has. since time out of 
mind, received a percentage of what they collect in school 
taxes throughout the county, will be wilhout well over 
$100,00 in revenue as a result of the fiscal court's po tur· 
in g. 

Where else can the sheriff tum for help when his budget is 
suffering but the fiscal court? Money problems with the sher­
iff's department or the detention center or the county road 
department or the county school system are all money prob­
lems for the fiscal court. 

And what if the school board buckles in the face of such 
blatant bullying? 

Then we wou1d till have a school system losing money, in 
addition to a county forced to borrow a $1 million line of 
credit to stay afloat. 

The only good decision here is the most elementary. The 
fiscal court needs lo include the school tax on their bill. It's 
as simple a that.

Trash cooker will 
pollute 

This warning is to all Kentucky and 
West Yirginja residents surrounding 
Martin County, where a tra h incinerator 
known euphemistically as a ·•waste-gasi­
fication thermal oxidation unit" i being 
built on an abandoned trip mine. 

Burning trash is a bad method of dis­
po aJ because it doesn't get rid of the 
waste. It ju r converts it to tOXIC air pol­
lution, which is then washed into water-
ways or sucked into our lungs. . 

In testimony give to Martin County's 
fiscal court in 2000, lhe owners of 

Recycling Solution Technology said 
that it would not emit anything except 
carbon dioxide (the mam culprit in glob­
al warming). However, RS'f's state per­
mit application admhred that their emis­
sions, at a 20-tons-a-day level. would 
include 40.8 pounds of mercury, 7.8 tons 
of hydrochloric acid. nearly five pounds 
of arsenic, 17.6 pounds of cadmium. 24 
pounds of chrommm and enough other 
pollutants to total 15,778 pound of haz­
ardous air pollutams every year. 

Their first te t run did not pass an 
em1 sion test. even by EPA' weak. stan­
dards. So the company decided to build 
an even larger unil. which would bum 

254 tons of garbage a day in tead of the 
original 20. The newe t proposal. which 
can be found m the public library in 
Inez., does not give a listing of possible 
pollutants. 

Since Martin County only produces 
about eight ton of trash a day. the other 
246 tons of waste will be imported from 
parts unknown. There is an amazing 
amount of money in the tra h busine , 
and our community will not see any of 
it. Poorer area alway end up being the 
dumping ground. bur never get any of 
lhe profit

Anal glands! lf your immedi­
ate reaction to these two words is 
YUCK, you probably already 
know more about them than you 
wam to. On the other hand, yotl 
may never have heard of them, 
or have only a vague idea what 
they are. 

I guess it pretty obvious 
which end of the dog that anal 
glands are located on; that alone 
puts them in a category of 
"Things Pet Owners Would Just 

A Soon ignore." Unfortunately, 
the dam things cause aU kinds of 
problems. so we may as well dis­
cus them. 

Anal Gland (or anal sac • as 
they are also called), are little 
pouches that !>it on e1ther side of 
lh~.J rectum of dog (and cats). 
They arc similar to skunk scent 
glands. and orne people would 
urgue thut the !>ubstance !hey pro­
duce is almo t n~ bad. 
Appan:ntly the gland. originally 
SCI r.:d as a rne!Ub of scent-mark­
ing th · terrirorie of our pet ' 
prchi..,toric unce.,ton.. 

Somewhere aJong the evolution­
ary road, the animals lo ·t ome •' 
of the ability to empty the ac11 
voluntarily, but for ome reason • 
the glandc; stuck around. 

The content of anal glands 
varies in consistency from thin 
and watery to pasty or aJmo, r 
crumbly. This partly determines 
how easily an animal can empty 
the glands.

The type of animal often influ­
ences how well it can keep its 
anal glands in working order. 
Small breed of dog seem to 
have the most problems, bur 
when a large dog or a cat is 
afflicted, they can present some 
of the worst cases. 

When an animal has difficul­
ty with built-up anal gland 
ecretions, we sometimes have 

to help them out. I know this is 
a somewhat nasty subject, but it 
is so common and so often 
overlooked, that I think it's 
important to discuss. If you 
don't know exactly what [ am 
describing, go look at your 
pet's butt-preferably not in 
public with the neighbors 
watching If you think of the 
animal's anus as the face of a 
clock, you will see two little 
openings at about two o ·clock 
and ten o ·clock. These are the 
opening of the ducts. The actu­
al sacs lie behind them, just 
under the anal tissues. 
Depending on how full they 
are. they may drop down a little 
below the openings, or they 
may bulge our on either side. 
You can probably feel the sacs 
as little round bulges that can 
vary from the size of a pea to 
almost as large as a grape. 

While manually expressing 
anal glands is usually no big 
production, I would caution you

As teacher gather their stu­
dents around these day of 
early harvest, to tell of rural life 
in the Appalachian mountains, 
so did CaldweU live these days 
with her students as a teacher in 
a one-room school house on 
Cow Creek. In the short story, 
"Looking Back with Love," 
Caldwell recounts: "During 
the long cold winter months 
when the snow piled up and our 
little schoolhouse seemed full 
of cracks and the windows let 
the cold wind in, we had the 
most fim of all. This is when we 
enjoyed Halloween and ghosts 
and Jack-o-Lanterns. We 
learned about scarecrows and 
witches, foreign lands and cus­
toms. and ate molasses candy 
and popcorn balLs. Then there 
was Thanksgiving when we 
loved to study history and the 
Pilgrims. We talked about

Sometimes this helps 
empty the glands: sometimes it 
just causes more irritation. 
When the animal licks the 
inflamed area, it can pick up 
Jots of bacteria and wind up 
with vomiting or a sore throat. 
The sacs themselves may 
become impacted, infected or 
even abscess. causing a bloody 
drainage on one side of the rec­
tum. Cats can show various 
vague signs of discomfort that 
can be traced to anal gland trou­
ble. Fat cats in particular seem 
to be plagued imply because 
they can't get in any positton to 
lick and keep the gland open­
ing clear. 

I need to emphasize that 
while all cats and dog have 
anal glands, not all of them

it's a good idea to monitor 
them. A good rule of thumb is 
to check them about every 
monrh or so: that way you can 
pick up on any problems in the 
early tages.

Most amateur'>. however. get 
··warmed up·· by do.. hing from 
their cars to the pro shop to 
check m. then running to the 
first tee all within tive minutes 
or so. Usually thi ~~ foUowed 
h) unsteady play for Lhe fJISl 
five boles and ends up \\ ith 
another disappointing round. In 
my opinion. with this tyle of 
warmup, golfer. are making 
bogies before they ever tep on 
the cour e, To avoid thi. yn 
drome I recommend the follow­
ing rourme:

I've hunted area· where the 
rut was running slow and then~ 
wa n"t much activity or 
respon ·c.-; to my calling cfforu;, 
but a mere 10 miles away I wa!> 
calling in three bucks ada~. 

The major difference 
between these two areas was 
the local deer density, which 
also affects buck-to·d e ratios.
