PRESTONSBURG - The ongoing 
trend of drug dealer entering blind pleas 
is continuing to affect the drug trafficking 
conununity in Floyd County, officials 
reported this week. 

The Commonwealth Attorney's office 
closed the door Wednesday on a successful 
premaJ conference session. with a total of 
n1ne ·uspected drug dealers opting to plead 
guilty to the charges against them rather 
than rolling the dice with a jury. 

The agreements tagged by the com­
monwealth came just a day after a l-loyd 

County jury recommended a maximum 
I 0-year sentence for Liz Goble, who was 
found guilty Tuesday of trafficking 
methamphetamine. They also follow a 
long list of recently entered blind pleas in 
drug trafficking cases, including one 
entered Friday of last week by Floyd 
County resident Donald Quillen, who 

topped out with a 15-year sentence for 
cocaine trafficking 

"That's good. It's not surprising," 
Turner said. "We'w, seen the same kind of 
effect in the past. When a jury comes in 
and hammers somebody, the others don't

The couple posted their $56,000 
property, a house seated on one-

and-a-half acres at Toler Creek, to 
stand for two bonds. totaling 
$15,000, for Alfred King, who is 
facing burglar)' and theft charges in 
two separate cases against him.

FRANKFORT - It could 
have gone down in history as the 
legislature that deregulated 
broadband. 

Not all that romantic, per­
haps, hut more dignified than 
the legislature lhat failed -
again- to pass a budget. 

The 2004 General Assembly 
seems likely to be best remem­
bered, if remembered at all, for 
not meeting the single task 
demanded of it by the 1891 
Kentucky Constitution -enact­
ing a spending plan for the next 
biennium. 

"It' a real empty feeling that 
you work hard for 60 days and 
you can't even get a budget," 
Rep. Jon Draud. R-Crestview 
Hills. said Tuesday night before 
lhc final gavel fell on the 60-day 
session. 

House and Senate leaders 
were unable to agree on a bud­
get - mostly on whether it 
should include a "tax modern­
ization" plan championed by 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher - and each 
side called the otht!r obstruction­
ist. 

Republicans control the 
Senate; Democrats hold the 
House. Draud said "leadership 
on both sides of the aisle has 
failed us." 

"Everybody want a budget, 
but we don't have a budget. I 
think our constituents are going 
to be very disappointed in our 
perfonnance," he said.

Caudill halved the bond that 
was issued for one Holly Powers 
who was the only one from the 
roundup who still remained in 
the floyd Councy Detention 
Center. All of the others arrested 
were bonded out within 48 hours 
of being apprehended. 

Powers was represented by 
attorney Jerry Patton, who point­
ed our that Powers had been 
severely depressed since her 
incarceration. Caudill responded 
frankly by saying, "Mr. Patton 1 
figure if you or me were over 
thel'l', we'd b0 depressed too."' 
The judge did reduce Power ·' 
bond after hearing no objection 
from Commonwealth's Anomey 
Brent Turner. 

This was good news for 
Powers, who throughout the 
process, has been visibly shaken 
b; her arrest and subsequent 
incarceration, She was in tears 
when she was first arrested and 
cried quietly throughout• her 
arraignment. 

Her time in jail has also been 
difficult on her physically. She 
was treated for a kidney infec· 
tion last week, but she ha 
proven to be no trouble for lhe 
staff at the jail.

To date, 23,000 people have applied for compensation. The 
DOE says it has rejected about 5 percent of those and moved 
forward on about 1 percent. or 230 cases. Which means 94 
percent, or almo t 22.000 people, are still waiting for their 
situations to be addressed. 

These arc people who. in many cases, don't have a lot of 
time.

Goodman returns 
to enter guiltv

PRESTONSBURG - La 
Grange inmate serving a 10-year 
sentence for drug trafficking 
charges got a brief look at free­
dom this week, when he appeared 
in Floyd Circuit court to plead 
guilty to 14 charges in three other 
cases again-;t him.

'The Bengals 2004 schedule, released Wednesday by the NFL, includes 
the team's first Monday night game s1nce they lost 20-0 on the road at 
Pittsburgh in 1992. The team hasn't played a home game on Monday night 
since a 21-14 victory over Cleveland on Sept. 25, 1989. 

ABC's Monday Night Football will return to Cincinnati on Oct. 25, when the 
Bengals host Denver at Paul Brown Stadium. 

The Benga1s' schedule also includes a Sunday night home opener. It will 
be the firsl Sunday night game they have hosted since 1996. They are sched­
uled to play the home opener against the M1ami Dolphins on Sept. 19. That 
game will be aired nationally on ESPN. 

The 2004 schedule is the first in the club's history with two prime-time 
home games. 

"This is the national spotlight, and we're excited about the opportumty,• 
said Bengals head coach Marvin Lewis.

this confusion, the boys learn 
"the code" that to be a man, you 
must pretend to .. feel nothing." 
Since it's not possible to "feel 
nothing," the male tends to 
become competitive and aggres­
sive, more likely to be diag­
nosed with conduct disorders, 
learning disorders, and attention 
deficit, commit more violent 
crimes, and fight among them­
selves. Everyone ends up trans­
lating the males' emotions of 
sadness, fear, anxiety, and frus­
tration into one big emotion­
ANGER. 

Another writer. (Daniel 
Goleman, Ph.D.), described 
how our emotions are designed 
to "motivate" or move us for­
ward in life. Alth~ugh he 
thought that males and females 
have the same emotional capac­
ity, he felt they are taught very 
different lessons about how to 
handle their emotions. In regard 
to daughters, parents tend to dis­
cuss emotions more with them 
and tell them stories with more 
emotional words and situations 
than with sons. Moms are likely

members to receive professional 
development training annually 
with the number of hours 
depending on the official's 
length of service.

to show a wider range of emo­
tions while playing with girls 
than with boys. Parents also 
tend to use more emotional 
descriptions with girls than 
boys. An additional point was 
that girls develop language skills 
much sooner than boys, and 
therefore are more articulate 
about expressing themselves 
emotionally. As a result of this 
natural advantage and the de­
emphasis on emotional training 
for boys, males tend to "commu­
nicate" their emotions behav­
iornlly. 

In an effort to correct the 
males' inability to express their 
emotions or increasing their 
Emotional IQ, a Harvard 
researcher, (Howard Gardner), 
suggested that there are many dif­
ferent types of intelligence, such 
as academic ones, and talents to 
make people successful and satis­
fied in life. Another psychologist 
(Peter Salovey) reshaped these 
talents into five main domain of 
emotional intelligence: knowing 
one's emotions, managing emo­
tions, motivating oneself, recog-

nizing emotions in others, and 
handling relationships. 

The bottom line was that, in 
order for males to be more 
expressive emotionally, they 
needed to be taught the "right 
tools to do the job." Needless to 
say, the most natural place is the 
home, with the most natural per­
son to do the job being Dad. The 
most powerful and atural 
resources need to be used. Also, 
parents need to be more con­
scious about what and how they 
are teaching their sons' ·'emotion­
al literacy," and do so in a more 
active approach. A suggestion by 
Dr. Jerrold Lee Shapiro was that 
sons be given undivided attention 
every day. This means "fuJJ atten­
tion," and not while parents are 
doing chores that might distract 
from the purpose of the interac­
tion. Dads do not necessarily 
have to do a lot of talking while 
giving attention, uch as playing 
a game, or working on a project, 
side-by-side. A !though men and 
women experience emotions sim­
ilarly, they might share them dif­
ferently. Because of past 
Emotional IQ training, Dads are 
likely to indirectly conununicate 
with others, "side-by-side" or 
"shoulder-to-shoulder." In con­
trast, Morns are apt to prefer the 
more "face-to-face," direct 
approach. 

Dr. Shapiro provided several 
suggestions about teaching boys 
how to express their feelings. He 
stressed the imponance of adult 
males expressing their feelings to 
their children in male ways­
being open while working on a 
joint project together. He also 
stressed that parents encourage 
boys to express the full range of 
their emotions. Remember that 
all emotions, negative and posi­
tive, are valid. Ask toddlers and 
school-age boys if they are feel­
ing sad or tired, and empathize 
with those feelings. Talk with 
other boys about how it is nonnal 
and OK to feel awkward and anx-

and where their minds might be 
as they make their way down the 
highway toward our precious 
reens. And this is not even men­
tioning the skill it requires to 
safely navigate the winding and 
narrow roads of our region. 

Much to wony about, that's 
for sure. 

That's why it felt so good to 
see that the staff and teachers at 
Betsy Layne High were working 
on a program geared toward stu­
dent driving safety awareness. 
The program, called "Ghost 
Out," was more than a little eerie, 
what with dimmed lights, the 
Grim Reaper, readings of melan­
choly "give-me-one-more­
chance" poems, and even a cof­
fin, to boot. 

The program's message rang 
out, loud and clear - drink and 
drive and you may not be around 
for long. Kind of harsh, but it's a 
stark reality that our teenagers 
need to be aware of.

ious, while being open about his 
relationships with girls, other 
boys, siblings. teachers, and fam­
ily. 

Remember that "acting-out" 
means just that. Boys tend to act 
out their feelings of hun and loss. 
When boys are aggressive and acL 
rambunctious, be aware ofulook­
ing below" the anger. Boys might 
rough bouse in their play, but par­
ents can still check for underlying 
emotions of sadness or anxiety. 
Parents and adult'\ need to help 
the boys learn to label their feel­
ings. The big folks also need to 
model complex feelings by 
admitting they often "feel" a cer­
tain way. 

By all means, be wiUing to 
express your love and empathy 
openly and generously. Loving 
your son wiU not "baby" him. 
"spoil" him, or make him a 
"sissy," instead he is more Likely 
to be self-as ured, confident, and 
secure. A father being openly 
affectionate toward his son 
shouts out a message about man­
hood and emotions are surely 
communicated.

I' II never forget the 
morning a few years back that I 
was informed by my then moth­
er-in-law that a teenage family 
member had been killed in :m 
automobile accident tht! night 
before. For a while, I simply did­
n't believe what she was uying to 
tell me. Matt was a young, intel­
ligent high school student with a 
great personality and a bright 
future awaiting. His entire life 
lay before him when one nli cue 
took it all away, leaving in it: 
wake, a devastated family. Or 
more accurately, two deva ... tatcd 
families. as not only was Matt 
killed in this tragic accidenL but 
so wac; one of his best friends. 

Chris Bailey, a former Floyd 
County athlete who works now 
as a funeral director for Hall 
Funeral Home, related a sorrow­
ful story of his own during the 
BLHS program on Monda). 
Chris told of how his be:-t friend, 
too. was killed in an automobile 
crash while they were both still in 
high chool. "l went on to grad­
uate college, get married, and 
even win a gold medal for athlet­
ic performance," Chris said. 
"But my friend didn't get to do 
any of these things. It's some­
thing no one should have to expe­
rience, lo ing someone like that.'' 

Though alcohol or drugs were 
not contributing factors in either 
of these cases, the fact remains 
that teenage drivers are at great 
risk when manning the wheel.

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Psoriasis usually mild and 
treatable, but never curable

Psoriasis - an immune-mediated 
problem - is believed to be the result 
of too rapid skin cell growth. Nonnal1y, 
a skin cell takes about a month to go 
from the initial developmental stages to 
being shed from the surface. This cell 
turnover process is accelerated in psori­
asis so the cells turn over every three to 
siJt days. This causes the skin cells to 
build up, causing the plaques and scal­
ing. Pan of this process may be the 
immune system stimulating T-cell activ­
ity by mistake, which in turn causes 
inflammation and increased cell 
turnover. Genetic links have been 
found for psoriasis, but not everyone 
with the psoriasis gene gets the disease.

Some blood 
pressure medication - beta-blockers in 
particular - can make psoriasis flare 
up. 

Psoriasis is not contagious, but many 
people are very self-conscious about 
their rash, so they shy away from con­
tact with others.

Also, about a 
quarter of the people with the psoriasis 
rash also develop a specific form of 
arthritis.

ding and redness of the skin. 

AP:.oriasis is a chronic skin rash 
that commonly causes a white, 
~caly buildup on a red, raised 

base. These ·'plaques" or ''lesions" typ­
ically become inflamed and covered by 
silvery white scale. Sometimes a suf­
ferer has just a few lesions, but moder­
ate to large areas of skin can be 
involved. Fortunately, for most people, 
psoriasis tends to be mild.

The scalp, as in your case, is the sin­
gle most common site for psoriasis. 
Other common sites are the knees, 
elbows and torso. But psoriasis can 
develop anywhere, including the nails, 
palms, soles, genitals and - very rarely 

Psoriasis is also known to flare up 
and improve on its own. Things that 
can bring on a psoriasis episode include 
emotional stress, injury to the skin, dry 

There are many treatments for psori­
asis, depending on the severity of the 
rash as well as the location. The treat­
ments fall into one of three categories: 
topical, which refers to creams and 
lotions to use externally; pbotothempy, 
which ranges from artificial light 
sources to carefully controlled sun 
exposure to the use of lasers; and sys­
temic, which includes medications 
taken by pill or injection.

mischief. She threatened and we 
believed. 

When she wa!. a teen-ager, her 
mother designated Randal and 
me as chaperones, of sorts, to 
Peewee. My aunr was tight with 
her children and reluctant to 
loosen their leashes. H these rwo 
kids were along, my aunt theo­
rized, her youngest daughter 
would not be hooking up with 
young men with questionable 
intentions. 

We were not successful chap­
erones. Peewee often left us for 
hours at the movie or at a local 
restaurant, where we drank pop, 
talked and watched people. We 
were afraid to tell on her because, 
as kids will do, we felt complicit. 
Plus, it wa'i more exciting to be 
out in town than to be al home. 

Randal and l were nor nega­
tively affected. We both went on 
to fairly good lives. We're both 
decent people who grew to over­
come our fears of siblings and 
other people. 

Peewee's life has not been as 
good. She married one of the 
beaus she had :~bandoned us for. 
Bul despite his cheerful, loving 
exterior, he turned ou~ to be an 
alcoholic and an abuser. Plus, he 

was not, as our grandmother 
would say, work-brickle. Her life 
with him was one of constant 
want and hurt. 

After way too many years, 
way too many broken bones and 
the nagging encouragement of 
her family, she found the courage 
to leave him. 

Her second husband was good 
to her, but be was much older. It 
wasn't long before she found 
herself his caregiver as much as 
his wife. Disease began to ravage 
him and Peewee spent several 
years tending to his growing 
helplessness. 

Her life looked as if it were 
taking a turn for the better when 
she met her third husband, a 
hard-working tradesman who 
made a decent living. She helped 
him raise his two boys, whom 
she came to consider her own. 

But her husband developed 
emphysema and then what's 
known as white lung, the dry­
waller's equivalent of black lung. 
She watched him slowly deterio­
rate and lose his ability to 
breathe. 

In her 50s, she learned to 
drive so she could take him for 
doctor appointments and to visit 
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him during his periodic hospital­
izations at the VA hospital in 
Dayton. 

Toward the end, she fed him, 
bathed him, lifted him onto the 
portable potty, and gave him his 
medication. · 

When he died some years 
back, she mourned him deeply, 
but she also began to realize a life 
she'd never known. She went to 
work at a job she loved. With the 
job and her late husband's pen­
sion, she had the fmancial inde­
pendence that had evaded her for 
all her life. 

She shopped and shopped 
some more. She bought clothes 
for herself. She splurged on 
books. She lavished her stepsons 
and a new step-grandson. 

She made new friends who 
appreciated her sense of humor, 
her outgoing nature, her generos­
ity of spirit, her intense loyalty. 

She was beginning to live and 
to feel free to be an individual in 
her own right, not defined by a 
man or a sibling or a parent or 
any other thing.

Districts (NACO) Stewardship 
Advisory Committee, made up 
of members from the religious, 
educational, and conservation 
communjties, has asked citizens 
to give careful consideration to 
the care of the soil under their 
feet. As quoted from an NACD 
educational handout, "The liv· 
ing soil sustains all life on earth. 
Without the soil, nothing lives. 
Healthy soils support healthy 
environments, and healthy envi­
ronments support healthy life." 

The NACO suggests that the 
following few things can be 
done by landowners in their own 
backyards as a means by which 
they may become better stew­
ards of our soils: 

•Protect the soil from damage 
by wind or water erosion by 
keeping healthy plants growing 
on the surface. 

•Restore and maintain organ­
ic mauer in oil, such as grass 
clippings or lree leaves. 

•Protect and enhance soil life 
by using the least amount<> and 
the least toxic materials to con­
trol pest problems on growing 
plants.
