This put her rn 
the patl1 of arJ oncoming 
1989 Mazda truck driven by 
Vester S. Davis. Davis col· 
llded with Salyer and both 
were killed rJ'l the collision. 

Davis was traveling with 
14-month-old child who 
as airlifted to Cabeii­

Huntington Hospital. The 
child was m critical condi­
tion with facial and head 
injuries. 

Neither driver was wear­
ing a seat belt and the child 
was not properly restrained.

PIKEVILLE - An emergeocy 
protection order is a legal tool 
which is often issued in cases of 
spousal abuse. One Pikeville cou­
ple Lhough feels tlifferentJy of late 
and see EPOs as rife with vindic­
\ive potential. 

That's the case as Edward Dean 
Hohenecker and his wife Kellie see 
iL of late. They say Hohenecker's 
ex-wife, Theresa McKinney, is 

using EPOs to punish them. 
The process is also costing them 

money. Each ttme they get the 
charges dismissed they also have 
to pay a fee for an altomey, which 
averages $500. This time it's also 
costing Lhem the opportmtity to 
make a living as Edward 
Hohenecker is a security guard and 
cannot report to work, where he is 
expected to carry a handgun, wb1le 
under the aegis of an EPO which 
explicitly denies someone who has 
threatened their spouse to carry a 

handgun. 
The latest round of EPOs have 

generated a lot of paperwork for 
Hohenecker. It all started two 
months ago after Edward 
Hohenecker completed a course to 
be certified in training others to use 
handguns. rn order lO complete the 
training be had to have all of the 
past EPOs, which were all dis­
missed, formally expunged from 
his record.

The hospital and church have 
been locked ln a legal battle over 
control of the facility for the pasl 
few years. That ended with the 
agreement last week, which will 
see the hospital and church part 

ways. 
"I gues& you could cbamcter­

ize this as a divorce," Phillip 
Shepherd. chairman of the board 
uf Lrustees for the state Methodist 
conference, told the Associated 
Press. "Both parties riecided it 
was in their best interest to sepa-

rme for a variety of reasons."

investigating the case, and 
JUiled lor making false accusH­
tions. A subsequent order was 
filed April I, by her daughter, 
for an evaluation of her mental 
health in which the daughter 
stated that her mother ''thinks 
everyone is out to kill her, was 
found running and screaming 
down a highway, is a danger to 
herself, abuses EPOs and 
believes that she is working for 
God." 

Edward Hohenecker cannot 
work under the latest EPO and 
says he has developed health 
problems under the stress of the 
situation. including aggravated 
diabetes and cardiac problems. 
The money problems are also 
an issue as the EPOs require a 
lawyer and Hohenecker has 
employed several so far, 
including Jimmy Webb, David 
Porter. Tom Moak and Greg 
Stumbo. 

Hohenecker feels that he is 
beginning to run out of steam, 
and money, to continue this 
fight. His wife also feels the 
strain and commented, "It's 
harassment and she uses the 
law to do it." 

The Hoheneckers are des 
perate to find a solution but 
they also feel that they cannot 
be the finll couple to suffer from 
such a situation. They would 
like to hear from others with 
similar experiences and have 
received some support from oth­
ers on the internet. The advice 
that they have been getting 
involves leaving the state, but 
they do not want to do that.

There has been a lot of talk recently about the Senate Bill 
245 that recently passed the house on April 12, 2004. The 
Senate with the wording that would not allow same-sex civil 
unions originally sent this bill to the house. When it reached 
the house legislature it was "watered down" by those house 
members who obviously do not feel strongly about the 
integrity of a family unit.

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Should women try gene testing at time of breast cancer d~agnosis? 
WASH1NGTON - Jeannine 

Salamone was just 30 when 
genetic testing made her abandon 
hope that removing the agg~­
sive rumor growing in one breast 
would be treatment enough. She 
~witched to a double mastectomy. 

''Granted. that was a tough 
decision.'' she says. "It was pretty 
dear to me I didn't want to go 
through the rest of my life wor­
ried about another breast cancer." 

• Salamone was unusual: Few 
women today are offered genetic 
testing soon after a diagnosis of 
breast cancer. More often, they 
recover from the first tumor and 
then decide whether to learn if 
they're at risk for ~dditional can­
cer fueled by the notorious 
BRCA genes. 

Why? Testing can take two 
months; most patients don't want 
to delay treatment. And doctors 
have feared overwhelming 
patients with such a complex 
ropic at an ~dy traumatic time. 

But new rapid testing can 
peed results in. just 10 days -

and now a study evaluating that 
option among the newly diag­
nosed shows learning gene status 
does affect women's treatment 
choices. 

Women who harbored a 
BRCA mutation were twice as 
likely as noncarriers ro choose 
double mastectomy, says research 
published this month in the 
Journal of Clinical Oncology. 

lt 's a much more aggressive 
operation than the breast-sparing 
surgery many of these women 
could have considered for their 
current tumors. But it greatly 
reduces the risk of later cancer in 
the other breast. 

Moreover. it's a decision the 
women eventually would have 
faced had they undergone later 
gene testing, which means earlier 
testing potentially can reduce the 
number of trips to the operating 
room.

LOUISVILLE - A group of 
Kenrucky's brightest high 
school students may not be the 
first casualties of the legisla 
ture's failure to pass a budget 
after aLL 

On Friday, the Fletcher 
administration reversed itself 
and said it would accept 1,000 
high school jwllors into the pop­
ular Governor's Scholars 
Program. A day earlier, Fletcher 
officials cited budget reasons for 
cutting 150 students. 

But the acceptance letter 
warned that all I ,000 might not 
be able to attend this summer 
because the General Assembly 
has failed to pass a budget for 
the fiscal year that begins July I. 
Exactly how students who were 
accepted would then be rejected 
is not clear. 

"A commitment cannot be 
assured until a spending plan IS 

completed and approved," State 
Education Secretary Virginia 
Fox said in a statement her 
office, released Friday. 

The program allows students 
to live on college campuses for 
five weeks and study advanced 
courses, and it gives them a bet­
ter hot at college scholarships. 
About 14,500 students have 
attended the program since it 
was started in 1983. 

The initial reduction was 
expected to save the state 
$300,000 out of a $15 billion 
budget. 

Lawmakers who support the 
summer enrichment program 
praised the reversal. 

"That's wonderful," said Sen. 
David Karem, D-Louisville, 
who earlier Friday held a news 
conference with three other law · 
makers to urge Fletcher to admit 
all 1,000 students. 

The lawmakers said the) 
believe that it's highly unlikely 
the administration won't find a 
way to pay for all I ,000. 

"No way:· said Sen. Tim 
Shaughnessy, D-Louis'. ill e. who 
also attended the news confer­
enCe. "To do otherwise would be 
unconscionable." 

The acceptance letter, dated 1 

April I 6, said "Every effort is 
being made to assure that aiJ 
I ,000 accepted scholars will be 
able to attend. Unfortunately, 
such an assurance cannot be 
made at this time." 

Michael Clemons, a 
Louisville Manual student 
who's a finalist to get mto the 
progran1, said most students just 
want to find out whether they've 
been accepted. 

"I just really hope they keep 
the program," he said. " It's real­
ly helped a lot of people I 
know." 

The program will be held at 
Northern Kentucky University. 
Bellarmine University and 
Centre College in June and July. 
About 1,700 students are final­
ists. 

The Fletcher administration 
gave no explanation for the 
reversal. 

Education Cabinet 
spokesman Dave Riggins said 
the decision was reached after 
Fox consulted with Fletcher 
adminjstration officials. He said 
he didn't know details of the dis­
cussion. 

Riggins said officials would 
not have any comment beyond 
his statements and a copy of the 
letter he released. 

On Thursday, Riggins said 
the state was sending out 850 
letters of acceptance for the pro­
gram that normally admits 1.000 
students and sending letters to 
another 150 notifying them that 
they were being designated as 

alternates. 
Riggins said Friday that those 

letters were not sent out. 
Fox said in an interview with 

the Courier-Journal on Thursday 
that the state is concemed about 
whether it may spend money on 
programs such as Governor's 
Scholars if it doesn 't have an 
authorized budget. 

" ! don 'L know how we can 
promise anything to anybody," 
she said. 

But Shaughnessy nmed that 
the same problem occurred in 
2002 when lawmakers dead­
locked on a budget. The admin­
istration of former Gov. Paul 
Patton continued the Governor's 
Scholars Program. 

"Patton funded it as a neces­
sary government expense," he 
said.

I thank you for taking the time to contact me regarding your sup­
port for marriage between one man and one women. I, too, support 
this traditional defmition of marriage. In 1998, I voted "yes" for a 
legislative measure that is considered to be one of the strongest laws 
against same-sex marriage in the nation. This same Jaw also makes 
it dear that Kentucky will not recognize any same sex marriage doc­
ument from another state. Since that time, there have been no threats 
or legal challenges to the law and no same-se:w.: marriages have 
occurred or been attempted in our state. I have enclosed a copy of 
the law for your review. 

During this legislative session, I voted "yes" on HCR 17, a reso­
lution urging Congress to pass a constitutional amendment that 
would make same-sex marriage illegal across the United States. 
Although the resolution passed the Kentucky House. it was never 
brought to a vote in the State Senate. 

Additionally, on April 12th, I joined an overwhelming majority of 
my fellow legislators in voting for SB 245, an amendment to the 
state constitution that would define marriage as between one man 
and one woman. The measure passed the House by a 85-11 vote, 
I've also enclosed a copy of SB 245 for your review. 

I have consistently maintained the position of opposing same-sex 
marriages, I believe we should protect the sanctity of marriage 
between one man and one woman. I hope this letter along with the 
attached documents will provide you the assurance you need about 
my position on this important issue. 

As always, I value your input on important issues facing the KY

current renovation project. 

Principal Deresa Ray opened 
the doors to the school's new 
gymnasium, an addition that 
replaces the school's previous 
combination gym and cafeteria.

• Kentucky and University of Louisville 

need to raise graduation rates for their 
athlete' to avoid facing possible sanc­
tions ti·om the NCAA in coming years, 
according to a newspaper report. 

TI1e Courier-Journal of LouisviUe 
reported that the graduation rate for 
UK's football team ranks in the bottom 
five percent of NCAA Division I-A, 
not too many years after UK was near 
the rap of that list. UotL has not been 
credited with graduating a men's bas­
ketball player in nine of the 13 years 
since the NCAA began issuing gradua­
tion reports. 

The NCAA is expected to approve 
tougher rules later this month that 

tr, wouJd put in place ~anctions for 
schools that don't meet benchmarks for 
gmduating athletes, which has spurred 
coaches and administrators at both 
UofL and UK to make efforts to 
emphasize acadt mics. 

Under the proposed rules. schools 
could lose scholarships, tournament 
money and po'>sibly even NCAA mem­
bership for shortcomings ifl<graduation 
rates. But UK athletic director Mitch 
Barnhart and his UotL counterpart. 
Tom Jurich, both said their programs 
arc improving academically and should 
avoid any potential penalties. 

"l feel real good ahout our 
progress.'' Barnhart said. "We've got 
some work to do. but I think we're tak­
ing care of business the right way." 

The NCAA' most recent gradua­
tion reports rellect the 1996-97 fresh­
man class. The NCAA counts as grad­
uate~ athletes who earn a degree from 
Ute school wilhin six years of enrolling.

ON BENDED KNEE

Wallace ends 105-race 
drought at Martinsville

Rusty Wallace left his doubts -
and the competition - behind at 
Martinsville Speedway. 

Wallace ended an agonizing 
105-race victory drought 
Sunday, holding off Bobby 
Labonte in the Advance Auto 
Parts 500 for his 55th Nex.tel 
Cup victory. 

·'Finally!" the 47-year-oJd 
Wallace said. 

''1 questioned myself a little 
bit. I was like, 'Man. this sched­
ule is wearing me out and these 
bad perfonnances are wearing 
me out I questioned a lot of 
things for a long time during that 
dry spell. It feels good to finally 
get back in Victory Lane." 

Wallace took command with 
45 laps to go Sunday. and made 
sure he didn't let it lip away. 

"Once I got in the lead, 'I just 
talked to myself. 'Get smooth. 
Hit your marks. Don't screw up. 
Don't give this thing away,',. 
Wallace said. 

The race took more than five 
hours to complete because of a 
hole in the track that appeared 
just past the halfway point. 

The delay came with 210 laps 
left when a hunk of concrete 
came lose in the third tum, leav­
ing a hole a foot long and a foot 
wide. 

Repairs took an hour and 17 
minutes, but when the race final­
ly restarted, a refreshed Wallace 
started making his move. He 
came out of lhe pits third after a 
caution with 120 laps to go. 
passed teammate Ryan Newman

Federal vouchers expand education, training 
Financial aid 
options for foster 
children 

FRANKFORT- Youths who 
age out of foster care in 
Kentucky can now look to a fed-

• eral voucher program as well as 
two state-sponsored forms of 
special aid to help them pay for 
postsecondary education and 
training. 

The Education Training 

Voucher (ETV) component of 
the federal Chafee 
Independence Program provides 
up to $5,000 per ·student per 
year for a variety of education 
and job-training costs. Kenrucky 
got $522,000 in fin;t-year fund­
ing for the vouchers in October, 
and 72 Kentucky students 
enrol!ed in universities, commu­
nity and techntcal colleges, 
vocational schools or approved 
job training programs now 
receive vouchers averaging 
$250 monthly. 

More than 80 youths have 
applied for the vouchers but 

---------- ---------

some were ruled ineligible. To 
qualify. youths must be under 
age 21 and must either have left 
state foster care at age 18 or 
been adopted from foster care 
after turning 16. 

Once approved, youths who 
remain in good academic stand­
ing can continue to receive ETV 
funding until age 23. Their aca­
demic eligibility is verified 
monthly. 

The vouchers can be used at 
accredited institutions of higher 
education, including two- and 
four-year colleges and vocation­
al and technical schools, or for

training programs. Needs that 
qualify for ETV support 
include: direct educational 
expenses, such as tuition and 
fees, that are not covered by 
state programs; books, supplies 
and required equipment; ser­
vices for students with disabili­
ties; and other essential costs, 
such as housing, child care and 
transportation. 

Fawn Conley administers the 
ETV program for the Cabinet 
for Health and Family Services 
(CHFS) in her capacity as state 
coordinator of the Chafee 
Program, which prepares foster 
children for independent adult~ 
hood. 

Conley said Kentucky's ETV 
funding allotment for the current 
fiscal year may not cover all the 
needs of all eligible youth. Stil1, 
she said, those who don't 
receive ETV funds are likely to 
be eligible for at least one of two 
other state-sponsored sources of 
postsecondary education fund­
ing for foster children. 

One of these programs, creat­
ed by the legislature in 2001, 
requires Kentucky's public col­
leges and universities to waive 
all remaining tuition and manda­
tory fees once Kentucky foster 
and adopted children have 
applied for other forms of finan­
cial aid. Since the program 
began, 487 youths have been 
approved for waivers. 

The other state program pro­
vides tuition assistance to 
youths ages 18-21 who extend 
their commitment to foster care 
for educational purposes. 
Students at accredited private 
and out-of-state public institu­
tions can qualify for tuition 
assistance, but as with the 
waivers, applicants must first 
apply for other forms of finan-

cial aid. 
Conley said fewer than 20 

foster youths receive this fonn 
of aid-probably because the 
waivers and other forms of fed­
eral and state aid cover the full 
cost of tuition for most 
Kentucky foster children. 

Each year, she said, nearly 
400 youths in Kentucky may be 
eligible for ETV and state assis­
tance to begin, continue or com­
plete higher education or voca­
tional training. 

Conley said the voucher 
recipients are earning a grade­
point average of 3.3 out of a 
possible 4.0 in academic and 
training programs ranging from 
health-care specialties, social 
work and history to diesel 
mechanics and home construc­
tion. 

In keeping with Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher's goal of avoiding 
wasteful spendmg, CHfi'S 
administers the ETV program 
in-house. Many other states con­
tract with private agencies to 
review applications and stu­
dents' academic standing and 
issue funds. 

Since contracting for these 
services would cost about 10 
percent of the program alloca­
tion, Conley said, direct admin­
istration by CHFS allows 
Kentucky to provide more funds 
to students. 

And compared to the benefits 
derived, "the cost of the pro­
gram is a relatively small chunk 
of change," she said. 

Conley said the unstable 
lives many foster children lead 
place them at considerable risk 
when they leave foster care. 
Postsecondary education or job 
training, she said, can spell the 
difference between those who 
achieve self-sufficiency and 
those who end up jobless, home-

rea 

less, victimized or in trouble 
with the Jaw. 

Conley said a growing num­
ber of foster youths realize the 
importance of education and 
take advantage of the available 
funding resources. 

''Programs like the ETV and 
the state's tuition assistance and 
waiver programs help level the 
playing field for these youth and 
offer education as a much better 
alternative to the options they'd 
have otherwise," she said. 

For more information on lhc 
Chafee Program, the ETV or 
state education assistance pro­
grams for foster and former fos­
ter children, contact Conley at

Tennitc love is in the air. Warmer 
weather and springtime showers signal 

termites to emerge and fly into the air to 
find mates and start new colonies. TI1is 
is why it is common to see large num­
bers of winged tcrmites from now 
through May. 

lt may be difficult to distinguish 

between swarming tennites and winged 
ants. A termite has straight antennae, 
unifonn waist and wings of equal size. 
Conversely, a winged ant has elbowed 
antenna. a constricted waist and wings 
that are longer in the front than back. 

Swarming termites emerging from 
wood piles, tree stumps and other out­
door locations don't necessarily indicate 
a home or building infestation.

However, winged termites 
found indoors usually are a sign of 
an infestation that needs treat­
ment. Although tennites swarm­
ing indoors die without causing 
damage. eeing thousands of them 
~:merge inside can be an emotion­
ally trying experience. Winged 
termites emc:rging from the base 
of a foundation wall or adjoining 
porches also usually indicate that 
the house is infested and requires 
treatment. 

Other indications of tennite 
infestations are pencil-thin mud 
tubes extending over inside and 
outside surfaces of foundation 
wall~. piers, sills. floor joists and 
the like. Also, damaged wood hol­
lowed out along the grain with 
dried bits or mud or soil lining the 
feeding galleries. 

Often there is no sign of the 
worker termites that cause damage 
- small, creamy-white insects 
with an ant-like appearance. 
Infestations can remain Wldetect­
cd for years, hidden behind dry­
wall paneling, floor coverings, 
insulation and other obstructions. 
Damage to exposed wood 1sn't 
noticeable because the outer sur­
face usually is left intact. It takes 
the keen eye of an experienced 
professional to detect tennite dam­
age and treat this problem. 

Since eliminating termites 
requires special skills and equip­
ment. it is best to contact a pest

control company rather than try to 
treat for them yourself. 

Be sure to take your time when 
choosing a pest control company. 
Consider calling two or three 
companies to request inspections 
to determine the extent and 
approximate cost to treat the ter­
mite problem. The company 
should be licensed by the 
Kentucky Department of 
Agriculture. 

Membership in a state or 
national pest control or manage­
ment association indicates an 
established finn with access to 
technical and training information 
necessary to correctly do the job. 
Always ask for references. 

Avoid flnns that use "specials" 
or scare tactics to pressure you 
into immediately signing a con­
tract. The quality of a termite 
treatment depends on the individ­
ual doing the work, not the person 
who sells the contract. A safe. 
effective treatment requires an 
experienced technician. 

The entire structure should be 
treated, rather than "spot treating" 
areas where termites are seen. 
This is because subterranean 
colonies may contain hWldreds of 
thousands of termites foraging in 
many different directions. 
Localized or "spot" treatments 
generally are a gamble for the 
homeowner, except when retreat­
ing.

How a forest can develop 
If left to nature, sometimes an abandoned 
field can develop into a forest: 

Hardy plants 
grow on the 
sunny field. W1thin 
a few years, 
shrubs and small 
pines sprout up. 
When the pines 
are about 15 
years old, they 
create too much 
shade to keep 
reseeding. Decid­
uous trees, like 
the oak and the 
maple, begin to 
take over. Eighty 
years after the 
field was aban­
doned, a forest is 
firmly established.

Tree trunks consist mostly of dead wood, but 
they do contain layers that form a vital life­
support system that carries water and miner­
als from the roots up to the leaves through 
the xylem, a system of small tubes. The 
leaves then make nutrients such as sugars 
and starches, which travel back to the rest of 
the tree through the phloem. 

Chloroplasts 

Leaves 
Leaves contain many different cells, each 
with a unique purpose. 
Stomata (pl. of "stoma") are tiny pores on 
the outer surface of the leaf that take in air 
and release moisture. Guard cells protect 
and surround each stoma. They expand and 
contract to adjust the amount of carbon 
dioxide (needed in the foodmaking process) 
and water (as vapor) that enter and exit the 
leaf. Contained within the spongy tissue cell 
layers of the leaf are small bodies called 
chloroplasts. They contain chlorophyll, which 
absorbs and uses the sun's energy to split 
water molecules into hydrogen and oxygen, 
and combines the hydrogen with carbon 
dioxide to P.roduce food (in simple sugar 
form) for the tree. This process, called 
photosynthesis, leaves oxygen as a 
biproduct, which escapes back into the 
air through the stomata.

Mosses and ferns sometimes grow in the rotting material that gets stuck in 
the bark of trees. Algae and lichens also grow on trees. Algae are primitive 
organisms, while lichens consist of an alga and a fungus that live together 
as a single unit. Leaf litter is decaying leaves and twigs that collect beneath 
a tree, forming a spongy layer. Insects and mushrooms use it for food. In

they help with the decomposition of leaf litter. 

The root of the matter 
Roots are long (underground} branches of the tree trunk that serve 
as a tree's anchor, keeping it standing upright. Thousands of smaller, 
hair-like secondary roots develop off of the larger roots, absorbing the 
surrounding soil's water and nutrients, which are then carried to the 
tree's leaves via the xylem layer of the roots, trunk and branches. 

w to pI ant a tree 
Trees are fun to plant and good for the 
environment, too. Select a type of tree that 
will be able to thrive in the area where you 
want to plant it (i.e., is there enough 
sunlight, water and room for your tree to 
become full-grown?). Before you are ready 
to plant, keep the tree roots moist and store 
it out of the sun so it doesn't dry out. 

Carry the tree by the 
container (around the 
root ball), not the tree 
trunk. Dig a hole as 
deep as the container 
and twice as wide (so 
that the roots can easily 
be spread out). 
It is a good idea to put 
topsoil and subsoil into 
separate piles. Using a 
stake may help keep the 
tree straight while plan­
ting and during the tree's 
early growth period. 

Remove the container or 
burlap around the root 
ball and carefully place 
the tree in the hole. 
Spread the roots and fill 
the hole, first with topsoil, 
which is more fertile, and 
then the subsoil. Pack 
the soil tightly and add a 
protective layer of mulch. 
Water the area around 
the tree right after you 
plant it and every day for 
the first few weeks.
