Fletcher touts savings i~ Transportation Cabinet·

FRANKFORT Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher and 
Tran portation Cabinet officials 
on Thursday said they• can iden­
tify more than $74 million they 
have aved in the Ia t year 
through improved contracting 
and reduced overtime and trav­
el. 

Identifying where the money 
has been pent i more prob­
lematic. While Fletcher and 
Transportation Secretary Clay 
Bailey said it has gone mostly 
to construction, maintenance 
and repair projects, they could 
not point to any pecific roads 

that got new pavement or a pot­
hole repaired. Fletcher said 
some additional money was 
returned to local governments 
in their October check under a 
county road aid program. 

Bailey said most of the 
money came m a change in the 
way the cabinet handles how 
change_ are made in construc­
tion contracts after they arc. let, 
known as change order . 

A report from the cabinet· 
former inspector general was 
harshly critical of the way 
change orders were handled by 
the cabinet and aid they often 
inflated co t far beyond origi­
nal bid. 

Bailey said change order 
amounted to $66.8 milhon on 
contract spending of $247 mil­
lion from July 2003 to 
December 2003. From 
December 2003 to the end of 
October 2004, change order 
accounted for $52 million of 
$476 total spending. While 
change order~; once accounted 
for 27 percent of pending. the 
level fell to 5.6 percent by July 
of Lhi year. 

While local highway depart­
ment official formerly could 
approve change order , permi -
ion must now come from the 

central office, Bailey aid . 
Fletcher said wa te and 

abu e of the y tern occurred, 
but no fraud ha been uncov­
ered.

r'RANKfORT - A Franklin 
County Circuit judge said 
Wednesday the state's written 
procedures for administering 
lethal injection lack some spe­
cific details. 

The Kentucky Department of 
Corrections' "protocol" - the 
state's written procedure for 
administering execution 
does not have specific details 
about the drugs that are used in 
the execution, Judge Roger 
Crittenden said. 

It also does not include 
details about the experience of 
the people who help administer 
the lethal chemicals, Crittenden 
said. 

"It's not in the protocol, and 
that's one of the problems,'' 
Crittenden said. 

Attorneys for Kentucky 
Death Row inmate Thomas 
Clyde Bowling and another con­
demned inmate are challenging 
the state's method of adminis­
tering lethal injections. The 
attorneys were in court 
Wednesday mostly to decide on 
procedures for how the ca e 
should advance. The other 
inmate involved in the ca e is 
Ralph Baze. who was convicted 
of the 1992 shooting deaths of a 
Powell County sheriff and a 
deputy. 

Bowling was convicted of 
murdering Edward and Tina 
Earley and shooting their 2-
year-old son outside the cou-

pie's Lexington dry-cleaning 
business in 1990. 

Bowling was scheduled to be 
executed Tuesday. However, he 
was at least temporarily spared 
last week after Crittenden and 
the Kentucky Supreme Court 
both blocked the execution until 
related cases were re olved. 

The case before the state's 
high court claims that Bowling 
i mentally retarded and should 
not be executed. The U.S. 
Supreme Court has ruled that it 
is illegal to execute mentally 
retarded people. 

Crittenden also said that the 
correctwns department had 
"caused itself some problems" 
by including ecurity proce­
dures within the arne document 
that outlines steps for the execu-

tion. 
David Smith. a lawyer \\ith 

the attorney general's office. 
told the judge he would "gtve 
some really seriou considera­
tion'' to suggesting revisions to 
the state's execution prot0col. 
Smith declined comment atkr 
the hearing. 

Ted Shouse, a Kentucky 
Department of Public Advocacy 
attorney repre enting Bowlm •, 
said the case was aimed at 
avoiding the "torture" of 
inmates sentenced to death. 

"What I heard the judge to 
say was that there remained sen· 
ou questions with the protocol 
as written ... ," Shouse said. 
"There are problems with the 
process as it currently stands in 
the commonwealth."

County Times, an article by Elaine 
Shiber makes the statement that the East 
Kentucky Science Center is promoting 
political and religious propaganda.

The second point i very clear as 
well. Ms. Shiber's shallow critique of 
Bible Times Tech has nothing to do with 
her concern for accuracy in presenta­
tion. It i nothmg more than a poorly 
veiled excu e to find a jumping off point

for her per onal political agenda and 
rhetoric. This exhibit, which is not a 
"show," as Shiber states, has nothing to 
do with the Israel-Palestinian conflict. 
The exhibit is about Canaanite life in 
the lands that are now largely encom­
passed by the modern state of I rael. 
Her criticism of the dating used in the 
exhibit i well founded and was 
addre sed and corrected the moment it 
wa · brought to our attention. Ms. 
Shiber' expressed concern for accurac) 
was compromi ed by bringing up is ue 
that are not even mentioned in the 
exhibit. Shiber 's comment about Gaza i 
a good example and makes no ense 
whatsoever in the context of this exhib­
it. as Gaza is never mentioned in the 
Bible Times Tech. 

Ms Shiber also makes the statement 
that he i no scientist. I agree with that. 
Living with a scientist does not make 
you a. c1entist any more than living with 
a doctor qualifies you as a physician. 
M . Shiber clearly shows that she ha 
little expertise in scienc~. archaeology 
or journalism. 

Ms. Shiber also carefully avoids 
pomting out that mo t of Bible Ti'T'e 
Tech is a hand -on exhibit for kids.

Plwenician. If she had talked to the 
staff, he would also have learned about 
the outstanding upport material devel­
oped by the science center staff. which 
includes math skills program and the 
study of how cience support archaeol­
ogy. 

Ms. Shiber is correct in her assertion 
that Eastern Kentucky de erves better. 
Rather than making incorrect assump­
tions about the exhibit's contents and 
motivation. perhaps M . Shiber could 
do better by volunteering at the center to 
help with the emile s hours of work and 
preparation that goes into even a modest 
enterprise such as the East Kentucky 
Science Center. 

Ms. Shiber owes an apology not only 
to the staff of the science center. but to 
the community at large. The implication 
that the center would knowmgly provide 
religious and/or political interference is 
an insult to all tho e who have spent 
years in bringing a facility such a the 
scicence center to Eastern Kentucky. It 
i unfortunate and poorly informed crit­
icism such as lhat which was provided 
by Ms. Shiber which will continue to 
give Eastern Kentucky an image of 
ignorance which it doe not de erve.

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Safe Infants Act protects babies, 
rovides permanent homes 

T:vpically, newborns aren't 
among the hundreds of chil­
dren waiting for permanent 
homes as part of the state's 

" public adoption services. 
The 2-ycar -old law that 

allows parents to anonymous­
ly place infants that the) can­
not care for at selected '·safe 
havens" hus resulted in seven 
incidents of babies getting a 
'iecond chance with caring 
families through safe aban­
donment. 

The Thomas J. Burch Safe 
Infants Act, enacted in April 
2002. made it legal for parents 
and others acting on their 
behalf, to leave a baby up to 
n hours old at any hospital, 
with emergency medical ser­
vice (EMS) personnel or with 
any firefighter or police offi­
cer. Parents remain anony­
mous and cannot be pursued 
or prosecuted unless an aban­
doned infant shows signs of 
abuse or neglect. 

Lisa Durbin of the Division 
of Protection and Permanency 
in the tate Cabinet for Health 
and Family Services said 
November Adoption 
Awareness Month - is a good 
time to remind Kentuckians of 
the law. 

"We want to increase 
awareness of this Jaw in 
Kentucky,'' Durbin said. 
"Women in crisis or who may 
have hidden a pregnancy can 
ensure their baby will be safe 
with this law." 

After examination and nec­
essary medical treatment at a 
hospital. babies are placed m 
spec1ally prepared foster 
homes by the cabinet, begin­
ning the adoption process. 

Supporters of the law 
intended 1t to eliminate inci­
dents of newborns being left 
unsafely outdoors or in trash 
cans. restrooms or other pub­
lic places. But "all but one 
abandonment occurred in hos­
pital just after delivery," 
Durbin said. 

At the safe drop-off points. 
parent arc given an informa­
tion packet that includes 
coded bracelets for parent and 
baby and voluntary medical 
disclosure fonns that can be 
left with the baby or returned 
by mail. The information 
helps caregivers determine 
treatment for the baby and is 
kept confidential. 

Durbin said the parents· 
medical history is important in 
determining the future needs 
of the child. 

The packet also includes a 
brochure teaching mothers 
how to care for themselves 
after delivery. Parents have 30 
days to reconsider leaving 
their baby. After this time has 
passed, the cabinet asks the 
courts to terminate parental 
rights, freeing the baby for 
adoption. 

In five of the seven inci­
dents, the children have been 
adopted. One planned adop­
tion awaits a court date. 

One mother came forward 
to reclaim her child, Durbin 
said, and the protection and 
permanency office worked 
with her toward reunification. 

Durbin said it's been hard 
getting word about the law to 
people - especially women 
who might have second 
thoughts abom motherhood or 
teens who feel they have few 
T"lions 
' In Louisville. a nonprofit 

group called Secret Safe 
Haven for Newborns promotes 
the law and collaborates with 
hospital emergency rooms to 
ensure safe abandonment of 
newborns. The group is part of 
the cabinet's Jefferson County 
Community Partnership for 
Protecting Children. 

"Placing a child for adop­
tion is a difficult choice,'' 
Durbin said. "But giving chil­
dren a place where they are 
protected is the best thing you 
can do for them." 

Women can plan for adop­
tion through the cabinet even 
before their babies are born. 
And families who want to 
keep their babies but fe.ar it 
will be a struggle can get sup-

• port and referrals to other ser­
vice agencies through the cab­
inet.

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Rogers in contest to 
chair spending committee

WASHINGTON He 
won't talk abolll it pubficly, but 
behind the scenes Rep. Hal 
Rogers is campaigning for the 
job of his life. 

The veteran lawmaker from 
Somerset is one of three U.S. 
House members competing to 
become the next chairman of the 
powerful Appropriations 
Committee, which writes the 
government's spending bills. 

The other candidates are 
Reps. Ralph Regula, R-Ohio, 
and Jerry Lewis, R-Calif. A 
GOP panel will vote on who 
should get the job early next 
month. 

Rep. Bill ·Young, R-Fia., is 
stepping down from the Lop spot 
due to Republican rules limiting 
chairmanships to six years. 

If Rogers is elevated from 
chair of the subcommittee that 
writes the Homeland Security 
spending bill to the chair of the 
full Appropriations Committee, 
it would surely be a boon for 
Kentucky. 

Each year, Rogers inserts 
millions of dollars worth of spe­
cial projects for Kentucky into 
spending bills. He would have 
even greater leverage to do that 
from the top spot. 

The state would be particu­
larly poised to receive federal 
largess if Rogers got the job and 
Kentucky Sen. Mitch 
McConnell is elevated from the 
No. 2 spot in the Senate to the 
majority leader post in two 
years, as is expected. 

"I don't think there's ever 
been a time in Kentucky's histo­
ry where we have had that kind 
of legislative power at the feder­
al level,'' said Charlie Grizzle, a 
Washington lobbyist who advo­
cates for several Kentucky­
based businesses and non-prof­
its. 

Rogers declined to comment 
on what he's been up to, but 
lawmakers and others say he's 
talking up his candidacy and 
helping GOP candidates with 
fund raising. 

"He's worked very hard at 
this, not ju 't raising money and 
giving it to his fellow candidate 
through his leadership PAC 
(political action committee), but 
[ know he has been diligently 
talking to h1s colleagues. 
expressing hh interest to them 
and making the case that he is 
prepared to lead the committee," 
Grizzle said. 

Mike Duncan. an Inez resi­
dent and the general counsel of 
the Republican National 
Committee, agreed. "He's 
touched all the right bases," 
Duncan said. "He's shown that 
he can be a team player." 

Being a team player has 
included hosting a fund-raiser in 
Lexington this summer that net­
ted more than $100,000 for 
House Majority Leader Tom 
Delay's legal defense fund. 
Delay is a key member of the 
panel that will decide whether 
Rogers gets the appropriations 
job. 

. Three DeLay associates and 
eight corporations have been 
indicted in a campaign finance 
investigation in Texas. The 
investigation centered around 
corporate contributions made to 
candidates in the 2002 Texas 
legislative election. Some of 
those contributions were fun­
neled through a Texas political 
action committee that DeLay 
helped form. 

Rogers also made direct 
campaign contributions through 
two fund-raising committees he 
operates to many Republican 
candidate and committees in 
the last election cycle. Together, 
Rogers' two committees gave 
Republicans more than $1 mil­
lion during a two-year election 

cycle that ended in November. 
Rogers, Regula and Lewis 

made presentations about their 
candidacies to groups of conser­
vative and moderate Republ1can 
lawmakers prior to the 
Thanksgiving break. Rogers 
generally votes with con:.erva­
ti ves more often than the other 
two lawmakers. 

Rep. Ron Lewis, of Cecilia, 
is part of the conservative group 
and said Roger., did a good job 
making the case that he should 
become chairman. Lewis sa1d 
most of the lawmakers present 
were concerned about limiting 
pork-barrel projects and deficit 
spending. 

"Hal did a vel) good job 
speaking to those issues before 
any questions were even asked," 
Lewi said. 

He said Roger pointed out 
that the homeland security 
spending bills he crafted over 
the past two years were unusual 
in that they did not include ear­
marks, or pet projects, inserted 
by lawmakers to benefit their 
districts. "That was of course 
one of the high points of his pre­
sentation." Lewis said. 

Regula is the most senior of 
the three members competing 
for the top job. However. 
Republican leader~ have shown · 
a willingness to overlook 
seniority when assigning chair­
manships. 

That happened in recent·: 
years when Rep. Richard· 
Pombo of Californiu· 
leapfrogged over more seniol' 
members and took the reins of 
the Resources Committee and· 
when Rep. Bill Thomas was 
chosen to head the VVays an~, 
Means Committee, which writes· 
tax legislation. '· 

California and Ohio have 
everal committee chairs, while 

Kentucky doesn't have any - 'a 

factor that ll)ay be helpful to : 
Rogers.

No. 8 Kentucky· 92, 
Tennessee Tech 63

LEXINGTON - Not long 
after Kentucky polished off 
TeMessee Tech, the questions 
about the Wildcats' next oppo­
nent began coming. 

Kentucky routed the Golden 
Eagles 92-63 on Tuesday night, 
but it was the eighth-ranked 
Wildcats' showdown on 
Saturday at No. 9 North 
Carolina that had people talking 
after the game. 

"I don't know if I'm anxious 
to go to Chapel Hill," Kentucky 
coach Tubby Smith said, "but 
we have to go. So, we'll see,'' 

Tennessee Tech was the 
fourth lightly regarded oppo­
nent of the season for Kenrucky, 
and the Wildcats ( 4-0) have 
posted an average margin of 
victory of 24.5 points. 

That number figures to drop 
after games against North 
Carolina, Indiana and 
Louisville the teams 
Kentucky will play on the next 
three Saturdays. 

"We'll learn a lot as we do 
from every game,'' Smith said. 

What Tennessee Tech (1-3) 
learned Thesday is something the 
WJJdcats hope more opponents 
find out this season-that Kelenna 
Azubuike can score in a variety of 
ways. The 6-foot-6 junior swing­
man finished with 21 points, just 
two off his career high. 

Azubuike averaged 11.1 
points last season and was 
ex~ to fill a larger role in 
Kentucky's offense this season. 

But he entered Tuesday's game 
averaging 93 points and shooting 
39.4 percent. including making 
one 3-point attempt in· I 1 tries. 

For a player who scored 3.530 
points during his high school 
career in Oklahoma, Azubuike's 
slump was somewhat of a mys­
tery. But against the Golden 
Eagles, Azubuike went 7-of-12 
from the field and made half of 
his six 3-point attempts. 

Kentucky never trailed, but 
led only 44-38 early in the sec­
ond half when Azubuike started 
a 19-3 run with a three-point 
play. He had two of the 
Wildcats' four 3-pointers during 
the run, which ended with 
Kentucky ahead 63-41 with 
12:46left. 

"When you play a team like 
Kentucky, which is that good on 
their home court, you don't 
have a very big margin for 
errors," said Tennessee Tech 
coach Mike Sutton, a former 
assistant at Kentucky under 
Smith. "You have to make a lot 
of plays, and we didn't make 
quite as many as we needed to." 

Tennessee Tech came no 
closer than 19 points over the 
final 13 minutes as Kentucky 
extended its lead to as many as 
34 points. 

"I was happy we were able to 
pick up our 3-point shooting in 
this game," said Smith, whose 
squad finished 10-of-24 from 
beyond the arc. "We realize 
playing great defense and shut­
ting people down is the profile 
of this team and I think our guys 
are starting to understand that." 

Azubuike wasn't Kentucky's 
only standout. Senior forward 
Chuck Hayes overcame foul 
trouble which limited him to 18 
minutes and posted his third 
double-double of the season 
with 17 points and 11 rebounds. 

In the first 7 112 minutes, 
Hayes went 3-of-3 from the 
field, scored 10 points and 
grabbed six rebounds, but he 
spent long stretches on the bench 
after picking up his second and 
third fouls. Hayes finished 5-of-
5 from the field and 7 -of-10 
from the free-throw line. 

Smith called it "an All­
America-type performance," 
and Sutton said Hayes "is one 
of the premier players in the 
country." 

Hayes wasn't the only player 
in foul trouble. The teams com­
bined for 49 fouls and took 56 
free throws. 

Willie Jenkins, the Ohio 
Valley Conference newcomer 
of the year last season, led 
TeMessee Tech with 18 points 
and six rebounds. The Golden 
Eagles hot 52.4 percent in the 
fll'St half but made just 10 of 31 
shots after halftime, finishing at 
40.4 percent. 

That's the kind of defensive 
perfonnance the Wildcats will 
need against North Carolina, 
Hayes aid. 

"The athleticism that Tech 
played with i very similar to 
North Carolina's," Hayes said. 
"We have our work cut out for 

. u at every position. They are 
definitely going to put points up 
on the board."
