Most of the com-
plaint involve Hardy 
tarting work but never 

fini bing it. He wa able 
to win over customers 
easily with a blend of 
charisma and implied sin­
cerity which saw several 
customers hand over 
deposits of up to $7,000. 

One customer, 
Theresa Collins, noted. 

''He had all the right 
answers. He took: a 
$1,400 down payment 
from us that we had 
received trom t·EMA." 

Hardy didn't use h1s 
given name with most 
cu tomers and was 
known to many as Chris 
Arizo. his mother' sur­
name. He also didn't 
carry any identification 
and had all checks 
deposited by his girl­
friend. Lydia Spradlin. to 
her account. 

Spradlin ·aid that she 
obtained a protective 
order against Hardy Ia t 
week after he began 
stalking her. 

"I tried to break it off 
with him." Spradlin said.

'Unconstitutional 
sham' continues 

In a ruling issued last week. a 
Franklin County judge con­
fmned that the pending plan 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher has been 
using to run the state is an 
unconstitutional ham. 

But then Judge Roger 
Crittenden said, in effect, that 
he would allow the charade to 
continue until at least next July. 

Crittenden dido 't use the 
word ''charade" in his ruling on 
a lawsuit brought by Attorney 
General Greg Stumbo, but that's 
the clear implication of his find­
ing that the spending plan 
imposed by Fletcher is uncon­
stitutional. 

Beth ides in the budget law­
suit - Stumbo, who challenged 
the governor' spending authori­
ty, and the Fletcher adrnini tration 
- immediately announced they 
were atisfied with the ruling. 

But the ordinary citizens and 
taxpayers of the commonwealth 
are left to wonder why the 
courts have allowed this con­
temptuous disregard for the 
constitution to stand. 

Judge Crittenden says - and 
almost everyone with any famil­
iarity with textbook civics 
would agree - that Fletcher's 
budget plan violates a bedrock 
principle of American govern­
ment: the separation of powers 
between the executive, legi la­
ti ve and judicial branches of 
government. 

Fletcher. like former Gov. 
Paul Patton before him, is 
usurping the powers of both the 
legislative and judicial branch­
e . Patton and Fletcher as umed 
the power of the purse, which 
belongs to the legi lature, and 
opted to ignore or suspend law 
j}at require, among other 
things. that the state govern­
ment work force not exceed 
33,000 employees. 

The e actions are an affront 
to the Kentucky constitution. 
Why. then. didn't the judge put 
a stop to the illegitimate exer­
ci e of gubernatorial authority? 

Crittenden walked up to the 
b -ink of a state government 
shutdown. then he froze. He 
concluded that running the tate 
on an unconstitutional spending 
plan would not irreparably harm 
the con timtion. 

With that he gave the go­
ahead for the goYernor and the 
General Assembly to continue 
their po turing over the budget 
until June 30, 2005. If the legis­
lature hasn't passed a budget by 
then, state spending will be lim­
ited to " pecific e sential ser­
vices," Crittenden wrote. 

The judge gave no indication 
of what he con ider e ential 
and nones ential ervices. His 
deadline will have little mean­
ing if it doesn't carry real conse­
quences - that is. if the courts 
lack the will to impose pending 
restnction that will cau e real 
political pain for the governor 
and the members of the General 
Assembly .... 

The legislature's abdication 
of its constitutional duty has 
turned the budget process intO a 
parti an side how. Since there 
are no real con equences for 
failing to pass a budget, law­
maker obviously have decided 
they don't have ro seek common 
ground - they can devote all 
their energies to posturing and 
gamesmanship .... 

Kentucky's citizens may 
have "unbridled spirit," but 
their elected representatives dis­
play qualities more akin to law­
le ness. The appropriate brand 
for tate government is 
•· U n c o n s t i t u t i o n a 1 
Commonwealth ."

Legislators have full plate for 2005

FRANKFORT - Putting together a 
budget a year later than the Constitution 
requires. repairing a half-billion dollar 
hole in the Medicaid program and over­
hauling the tax code are apparently not 
enough for some lawmaken; to contem­
plate during the 2005 leg1 latwe session. 

More than 100 bills have already been 
entered for consideration dunng the c;es­
sion that begins Jan. 4. And, judging by 
the number of reque ts for bills to be 
drafted, hundred. more could be offered. 

The 2005 session will be the third so­
called short session of the General 
Assembly since voters approved a 
change in the Constitutwn. While legisla­
tors were formerly limited to meeting 
once every other year for a m<L"(imum of 
60 days, they now meet for 30 days in 
odd-numbered years in addition to the 
even-year SeSSIOnS 

The activity, if not the accompli h­
ments, of legislators has grown during 
that brief experience. 

In 2001. in the first short session, 579 
bills were introduced along with 333 re -
olutions. There were 128 bills passed and 
151 resolution ·. 

By 2003, the number of bills intro­
duced ro. e to 781, with 161 of them pas -
ing. Of the 398 re olutions offered, 301 
of them passed. 

What do we 
have? 

I am sending this letter to se"eral 
papers in this congressional district. 
While the reference~ in this letter are to 
Letcher County communitie . readers 
can substitute their commumt1es and 
what I have to say will apply to mo~t of 
them just as well . 

Here in Letcher County. Duane Yonts 
of Little Cowan gave an effective, mov­
ing talk at the December fi. cal court 
meeting. He de cribed the plight of 86 
familie . who an; a king fo1 water service 
on Linle Cowan. This was a disturbing 
experience for me bccau e 11 confirmed 
and empha 1zed what I wa · already com­
ing to know - that the lack of potable 
water and ewer facilme in thi area is a 
cri i situation of the highest proportion . 
I have al o heard that people in the 
Carcassone community, tho e who live 
on River Road, and tho e in numerou 
other communitie · are making imilar 
demand . People are seeing their well 
go dry; some are spending large amount 

By compari on, the regular ession in 
2002 aw 1 ,J 69 bills and 574 resolutions 
introduced. There were 314 bills passed 
and 434 re olutions. 

The topic already raised for 2005 
range from the weighty to the mundane. 
And while many of the proposals will be 
forgotten as soon as they are dropped off 
with the House or Senate clerk, each of 
them requires hours of staff work and 
page upon page of documentation. 

Included among the proposal is the 
usual pile of addition to the group of 
people who can get special license plates 
- Shriners and Kentucky Colonels, for 
example - and parts of roads to be des­
ignated - the Letcher County Coal 
Miners' Highway. 

There is also some of the routine one 
upsmanship. Sen. David Boswell, D­
Owensboro, wants to overturn the direc­
tive from Commerce Secretary Jim Host 
that state park employees cannot stay at 
those parks during their free time. 

Some proposals are just the latest in a 
long string of efforts . Rep. Tom Burch, 
D-Loui ville, wants to try again to put 
more restrictions on beginning driver 
before they can obtain licenses. 

Bo well wiJl try again to get the leg1s · 
lature to allow casino-style gambling. 

Specific constituencie would benefit 
or be restricted from some ideas. Rep. 
Perry Clark, D-Louisville, wants to 
exempt ministers from local income 

of money to drill additional wells, and 
orne of those are dry. Some of the new 

wells produce bad water. Some people 
are pending a fortune trying to filter and 
purify water they shouldn't have to u e in 
the first place. Others buy all their water 
in gallon jugs from local supermarket . 
and . orne are getting their water from 
mountain springs. Mr. Yonts and the oth­
ers aren't asking for luxuries; they're 
asking for the basic necessitie of life. 

Sewage is a problem equal to the 
water cri is. There is probably not a 
tream in Letcher County that is not pol­

luted with fecal bacteria. The part of 
Blackey we live in is aid to have 14 
straight pipes. Local health official and 
health officials in Frankfort have 
responded to our concerns about thi it­
uahon by aying that they would take 
care of it by citing the people who have 
the stratght pipes. I think thi i ridicu­
lou . The solution to this problem will 
not come from citing people or from ran­
domly installing septic tanks, many of 
which don't work around the region. The 
olution is to get ewer y terns like tho e 

in the rest of the state and the re t of the 
country and the re t of' t ci~ilized 
world. 

taxes. Rep. Brent Yonts, D-Greenville. 
want to limit the way retired state 
employees can return to the public par­
roll. 

Some old proposals have been taken 
up by new spon or . Fonner Rep. Bob 
Heleringer of Loui ville tried in vain to 
pass a law that would require Kentuclcy 
motori ts to turn on their headlights dur­
ing inclement weather. Another 
Republican, Rep. C.B. Embry of 
Morgantown, ha. taken up the cause. 

Security issues still grab the attention 
of some legislators. Rep. Mike Weaver, 
D-Elizabethtown, wants new exemptions 
from the Open Records and Open 
Meetings law for ecurity is ues. Some 
of the propo als could be interpreted to 
prohibit a property owner from finding 
out if gas or electric lines, water or sewer 
pipes run through their land. 

And some lawmaker , apparently not 
content to bu y them elve with i ues 
facing Kentucky, want the General 
Assembly to expand its scope and urge 
Congre · and the Federal 
Communication Commission to impose 
harsher penaltie for indecent radio and 
televi ion programming and encourage 
the pa. age of amendments to the U.S. 
Con titution to omlaw abortion and mar-
riage for ome pie.

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··Flu shot shortages became societal, political story

Got your llu shot yet? That 
became a loudt•d question this 
year a~ traditional \'ttccination 
campaign. gave way to pleas 
that healthy American~ step 
aside to keep the vaccine avail­
abh: for those who need it the 
most. 

• The flu-shot shortage spilled 
out of the medical domain into 
soctety and prestdential politic:-. 
Luck1ly, the nu sea on i, off to a 
mild !>tat1. By year's end. some 
tales reported dwindling 

demand for flu shots, a many 
people apparently followed gov­
ernment advic or gave up 
because of frustration or apathy. 

News of the shortage mixed 
with continuing concern over 
the prospect of a deadly world­
wide outbreak of flu someday. 

And it shared the headlines 
with some other major medical 
ne~ s this }Car, much of it 

're~arding the ~afety of prescrip­
tion drug . There wa the recall 
of the arthriti' drug Vioxx from 
the market in late September 
because of links to heart prob­
lems. Other drug · like it were 
also questioned. And there were 
continuing concerns over anti­
depressant usc in children. 
which led federal regulators in 
Octohcr to ordo.:r that all antide­
pres~ant-. carry warnings that 
they increase the risk of suicidal 
thinking and heha\ior in chil­
dren. 

• The tl u-shot shortage 
appeared in early October. The 
nation·s expected supply was 
suddenly cut in half when 
British regulators uspended the 
licen e of a Liverpool vaccine­
making plant o ned by Chiron 
Corp. Shocked public health 
offi cia ls called on healthy 
Americans to refrain from get­
tmg the- shot. so supplie could 

.. 

be conserved for high-risk peo­
ple like children age ix months 
to 23 month and adult 65 or 
older. 

Suddenly. a plain old flu shot 
became a hot commodity. 

·'Tomorrow i. Election Day," 
comedian Jay Leno told his 
"Tonight Show" audience . 
"How many are voting first 
thing in the morning? How 
many are voting later in the day? 
How man are going to wait 
until everyone else is in line to 
vote and then sneak in and get a 
tlu shot"'' 

Some Americans went else­
where for a vaccination. One 
drugstore JU t north of the bor­
der in Sa katchewan, Canada, 
attracted 80 Americans on a in­
gle day. Meanwhile, vaccine 
suppliers were accused of price­
gouging, including one compa­
ny sued by the state of Florida 
for allegedly boosting the price 
of flu vaccine by more than 900 

percent. The case was settled. 
Some state · felt compelled to 

outlaw giving nu shots to people 
who aren't at high risk. and 
orne town ·et up lotteries to 

parcel out their scarce supplies. 
And the i sue made political 

waves. After enate Majority 
Leader Bill Frist. R-Tcnn .• made 
his office a makeshift clinic for 
giving hots to senator,, there 
were cries of unfaimess. And 
while neither President Bu-;h nor 
Dem.ocratic challenger Sen. 
John Kerry got a flu shot. Kerry 
blamed the White House for the 
shortage during the cmnpaign. 

But health experts are look­
ing beyond the current flu sea­
son to an even bigger project 
getting ready for the next global 
outbreak of killer flu , a pandem­
ic. Projections for the death toll 
range from 2 million to more 
than 50 m1llion .

tho.:re are keeping a close watch 
on bird flu in chickens, and 
especially it spread from chick­
ens to humans. That's becau e a 
bird-flu virus could run rampant 
through a human population if it 
gets the ability to spread easily 
from per ·on to person. and if 
people carry no natural immuni­
ty to it. 

More than 40 cases of 
humans sickened with bird flu 
have been recorded thi year in 
Thailand and Vietnam, with 
more than 30 deaths. Especially 
worri orne was a suspected case 
of human-to-human transmis­
sion in Thailand, in which a 26-
year-old woman died in 
September after apparently get­
ting the virus from her J !-year­
old daughter. Luckily, no epi­
demic followed. 

The federal government took. 
several steps this year to deal 
Wtth the threat of a pandemic, 
such as publishing a plan to 

respond to that event and boo t­
ing its stockpile of antiviral 
medicine. 

In addition, the government 
awarded a contract to the 
nation· ole flu-shot upplier to 
move toward year-around vac­
cine production, which should 
allow faster action if a killer flu 
strain emerge . Federal officials 
al o announced a project to

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Kentucky facing drug epidemic with meth 
The Associated Press 

LOUISVILLE - ln the 
space of only a few years. 
methamphetamine ha become 
an cpidemtc in Kentucky, plit-

" ling up familie and wrecking 
hvc<.. 

Sine~: abuse of tht: drug 
began to increase in the late 
1990s, the number of indict­
ml!nts for manufacturing and 
trafficking the drug has 
increased more than 450 per­
cent, according to an analy i 
of court records by The 
Courier-Journal of Louisville. 

Loui ville Metro Police Sgt. 
Adam Houghton likened the 
drug's rise t~ the emergence of 
crack cocaine in 1992. When 

,., crack first hit. police were 
unaware of the problem or what 
it would do. 

"Then 1! exploded," 
Houghton said . "Eighteen 
months later, you tick your 
finger in the dike, and your fin­
ger aren't big enough. That's 
what methamphetamine is 
doing to u right now.'' 

Kentucky and neighboring 
Indiana were caught largely 
unpn: .. pared when the drug began 
its devastating spread, the paper 
reported in Sunday's editions. 

In tead of updating laws to 
prevent addict from buying 

iJ enough cold and allergy med­
ication to make meth, the 
states rocu ed on toughening 
penalties for those possessing 
or manufacturing the drug. That 
strategy did not slow the drug' 

onslaught and both states 
expect to addres the problem 
in their legislative se ion next 
year. 

Makc::.hift meth Jab are 
found in garage , fields. hotel 
rooms and nearly anywhere. 
Kentucky has seen a fivefold 
increase in the number of meth 
labs seized 1n the pa t five 
years. This year, the state had 
seized 515 illegal lab. by Dec. 
1 compared with 104 in 2000, 
according to statistics compiled 
by the Louisville office of the 
U.S. Drug Enforcement 
Administration. 

Meth's growing popularity 
can be attributed to a number of 
factors - it's cheap, it la ts a 
long time and it's relatively 
easy to make with hou ehold 
chemicals and cold and allergy 
pills. The drug comes as a pow­
der or a pill and can be smoked, 
inhaled, swallowed or injected. 

Although western Kentucky 
has had the heaviest concentra­
tion of meth arrests, the drug 
ha pread east. Laurel County 
in south-central Kentucky, for 
example, had 70 meth-related 
indictment this year - the 
fifth largest number in the state, 
court records show. 

Kentucky has no formaJ sys­
tem for tracking drug trends, 
and state officials said they 
cannot measure the cope of 
any drug epidemic, which has 
hampered efforts to stop meth. 

The Courier-Journal analy is, 
though, showed meth indict­
ments for manufacturing and 

trafficking the drug grew to 
1 .854 this fiscal year, from 336 
ca e in I 998-99 - a 452 per­
cent increase. In 1998-99, circuit 
courts in 32 Kentucky counties 
had felony meth cases. In 2003-
2004, 88 counties had felony 
meth cases, according to records 
provided by the Administrative 
Office of the Courts. 

Experts, pohce and meth 
abusers alike said the sheer 
number of cases does not begin 
to illustrate the toll meth takes 
on communities and families. 

"Meth is pure evil," said 
Brianna Jenkins, 23, of 
Louisville, a recovering user 
who was living in a car before 
her family helped her into treat­
ment. "It will ruin your life." 

Masonville couple 
Stephanie and Allan Powers 
lost custody of their two chH­
dren for two years after being 
arrested on merh-related 
charges. The famiJy wa reunit­
ed in 2002 after the couple had 
served time in jail and drug­
treatment centers. 

"I began to realize I had a 
problem," Stephanie Powers 
aid in a Jetter about her recov­

ery she sent to family members. 
"Seeing my little daughters 
through a glass window in jail 
and not being able to hold them 
was terrible. The emptiness, 
guilt, shame and helplessness 
were unbearable." 

Although there are no fmn 
numbers available for all chil­
dren removed from parents 
because of meth addiction, state 

police reported finding 66 liv­
ing at or around mcth labs this 
year. Far more were removed 
from homes bee au e of abu e or 
neglect stemming from meth­
addicted paw rt s, officials said. 

"It's a scourge like nothing 
I've ever seen," said Mary 
Ellen Nold, who runs 
Kentucky's service for chil­
dren removed from homes 
because of abuse or neglect. 
"It's just like wildfire grow­
ing." 

Critics said Kentucky and 
Indiana should have followed 
the early lead of other tates 
that found that restricting 
meth's ingredients was the sin­
gle most effective solution. 

"The trend ha been states 
tend to wait until the problem 
was considered more of a crisis 
situation before they could jus­
tify putting resources into it," 
said Sherry Green, director of 
the NationaJ Alliance for Model 
State Drug Laws, a group that 
analyzes drug policies and 
laws. Green said. 

Some Kentucky officials 
said the meth epidemic had to 
arrive before it could be fought. 

"I think it's unfair to say the 
lawmakers haven't taken care 
of the problem because the 
problem is so difficult to come 
to grips with," said Pierce 
Whites, Kentucky's deputy 
attorney generaL .. This is a dif­
ferent kind of drug problem," 
he said. "To a certain extent 
you have to suffer before you 
are ready to take strong action."

Kentucky's sports 
year features 
repeats, milestones

LOUISVILLE - The sports year in 
Kentucky featured many familiar things 
and others that no one will ever see again.

Belmont Stake . 

In another parallel with Funny Cide 's Triple 
Crown try, Smarty's jockey became embroiled 
in controversy hortly after the Derby. 

Stewart Elliott was fined a total of 
$1,525 by Kentucky, Maryland and New 
York racing officials for failing to di close 
on jockey licen e applications that he had 
pleaded guilty to two assault charges in 
2001 -one for hitting a friend with a pool 
cue and wooden stool, another for an alter­
cation with a girlfriend. 

Elliott wasn't the only jockey who 
made news. Before the Derby, riders. ued 
and won the right to wear advertising logos 
and union patclles oo their pant . 

Smarty overshadowed the is ue by 
pia hing past Lion Heart in the Churchill 

Downs stretch. The colt won the Preakne. s 
with ease and then generated the largest 
TV audience for the Belmont since Seattle 
Slew won the 1977 Triple Cro\\n.

AP coach of the year goes 
to Auburn's Tuberville

A year after he was nearly 
replaced by Auburn, Tuberville 
is The Associated Press coach 
of the year.

"I've been more relaxed this 
·ea on ." 

In his ixth sea. on at 
Auburn, Tuberville has led the 
third-ranked Tigers to a 12-0 
regular season and its first 
Southeastern Conference 
champJOnshjp in 15 years. 

"It' probably been my easi­
est sea on as a head coach 
because of the great enior 
leadership this team has," 
Tuberville said. "Coaches tend 
to think the world is on their 
shoulders. I've delegated more 
authority this eason than 
before. Because of that I think 
it's been an easier year:· 

But not quite perfect, 
de pite the perfect record. 

The Tigers failed to reach 
the Orange Bowl to play for the 
Bowl Championship Series 
national title . Auburn never 
could get past Oklahoma and 
Southern California in the BCS 
standing and will play 
Virginia Tech in the Sugar 
Bowl on Jan. 3. 

Tuberville did far better in 
the coach of the year voting 
than hi team did in the polls. 
He was a runaway winner, get 
tirrg 35 uf the 63 vote from the 
panel of media member . 

Utah coach Urban Meyer 
was second with 14 votes. 
Meyer led the Utes to an 
unbeaten season and a berth in 
the BCS before taking the 
Florida job. 

USC's Pete Carroll and 
Iowa's Kirk Ferentz received 
four vote , California's Jeff 

Tedford got three votes and 
Texas-EI Paso's Mikt: Price got 
two. Oklahoma's Bob Stoops 
and Louisville's Bobby Petrino 
each received one vote. 

Tuberville is the second 
straight SEC coach to win the 
AP award. LSU' · Nick Saban 
was Ia t year's winner. 

As disappointing as being 
left out of the title game has 
been for Tuberville and hi. 
undefeated Tiger . this season 
has been far more enjoyable 
than last. 

The Tigers began the 2003 
campaign ranked in the top I 0 
and favored to win the SEC. 
But they lost their first two 
game of the sea on and slum­
bled to a disappointmg 8-5 fin­
ish. There was peculation late 
in the sea. on Tuberville might 
be on the wa} out. 

It alma t happened . It 
became public that Auburn 
officials, includ.ing the univer-
ity pre. ic.lent, had covertly 

courted Louisville coach 
Bobby Petrino to replace 
Tuberville. 

"A little bizarre is an under­
statement.'' Tuherville said. 

The failed coup was an 
embarra smcnt f'or the A uhurn 
hierarchy and helped rally sup­
port for Tuberville from Tigers 
fans who felt he wa treated 
unfairly. 

Tuberville never griped 
about the administration 's 
sneaky move and decided to 
stay with Auburn. 

"I came back for two rea-
ons.'' he said. 'The players 

stayed behind us I 00 percent 
and 99 percent of the people in 
the Auburn family stayed 
behind us. 

"I told my taff We 'rc not 
going to dwell on it. We're not 
going to hold grudge:-. ."' 

Tuberville\ actions 
strengthened hi. relationship 
with the players. 

"I alway<; respected him . I 
respect him even more now for 
staying with us. even though 

they plotted to get him out of 
here," receiver Courtney Taylor 
said. ·•Jt takes a bigger man to 
. tay here and face everything 
that wen£ on down here during 
that time. I love the man ." 

But even Tuberville admit<; 
he \Vasn't completely off the 
hot seat. So he made some 
changc!i to hts staff. mo~t 

notably hinng offensive coor­
dinator AI Borges. 

Auburn entered thts season 
with modest expectations and a 
No. 17 nauonal ranking. The 
Tigers cleared an early hurdle 
by beating defending co­
national chan1p LSU l0-9 at 
home. 

"I thought that showed a lot 
of character. We grew up a lot 
then," Tuberville aid. 

Auburn got into the national 
title race two weeks later with a 
34-1 0 victory at Tenne ee . 

"We knew then we had 
omething pecial,'' Tuberville 

satd. 
Tuberville's specialty is 

defen ·e and the Tiger. ha\e 
excelled this season with a 
rebuilt front seven, having lost 
several players to the NFL. 
Auburn is allowmg 11.2 point 
per game. best in the nahan, 
with a slightly under izcd but 
blazing fast dcfen ·e. led by 
cornerback. Carlos Rogers and 
safety Junior Rosegreen. 

On the offensive :-.ide. 
Borges' West Coast offense 
finally cured the woes that have 
ailed Auburn under Tuberville. 
Quarterback Ja on Campbell 
blossomed in his ·enior . ea on 
and the Tigers tinally were able 
to mtr-umizc the ample talents 
of tailbacks Carnell Williams 
and Ronnie Brown. 

And just like that, Tuberville 
ha gone from embattled to 
belO\cd on The Plains. 

"You've just got to believe 
in what you're doing,'' he said. 
"We believe in bard work. 
teaching work ethic on and off 
the field. Let the players know 
you're here for them."

CTNCINNATl - Bengals 
owner Mike Brown won't pay 
for things he considers frills, 
uch a a covered practice field 

for when the weather turns 
bad. 

• His head coach wants him 
to pring for one. 

As part of their negotiations 
for a new tadium in the 1990s, 
Brown got the local county 
government to give him pa­
cious practice fields on prime 
riverfront land next to Paul 
Brown Stadium, which opened 
for the 2000 season. Players 
have only to cross a street to 
work out on an artificial turf 
field and several nicely mani­
cured grass fields. 

Many northern teams have 
'Y covered facilities for when the 

weather turns nasty in 
December, making it impossi-

ble to work outside. Not the 
Bengals. Under terms of their 
lease, they have the right to 
cover the practice fields, but 
they'd have to pay the cost. 

So. there's no roof. 
When a major snowstmm 

moved in on Wedne day, coach 
Marvin Lewis had to put his 
team on buses and t.lke it one 
county north to an indoor soc­
cer facility for a workout. The 
buses got caught in gridlockcd 
traffic on the way to the facili­
ty and the way back, making 
for a long day and completely 
throwing off the schedule. 

Asked if he'd like to have a 
covered field, Lewis responded 
with a nervous laugh and ran 
his hands across his face. 

"We're hopeful in the future 
to have the ability to walk 
across the street and go to prac­
tice," he said, measuring his 
words carefully. "We'llleave it 

at that.'' 
On Friday, stadium opera­

tors issued a public letter ask­
ing for help removing snow 
from the stadium before 
Sunday' game against the 
New York Giants. People were 
asked to bring metal snow 
shovels to the tadium Friday 
and Saturday. They would be 
paid $8 an hour. 

Green Bay and other cold­
weather NFL citie have used 
similar programs just after 
heavy snowfalls, stadium 
development director Bob 
Bedinghaus said. At least eight 
inches of snow fell in 
Cincinnati this week. 

"They've found that many 
fans enjoy the process of being 
a part of the game preparation 
under some unusual circum­
stances and we hope the same 
will be the case in Cincinnati," 
Bedinghaus said. 

Bengals RB Perry will have hernia surgery

Perry as a complement to Rudi 

Johnson in the backfield, but 
the rookie hurt his ham tring 
in the final preseason game, 
wa slow to pick up the 
offense and then developed the 
" ports hernia." He appeared 
in only two games, catching 
three passes and running twice 
for I yard 

The injury was initially 
thought to be an abdominal 
strain, but Perry visited a spe­
cialist last week who detected 
the hernia. Even if he stays on 
the ro ter, he won't play 
Sunday.

Manning has been a staple 
on roth.serie league teams 
since he strolled into the league 
- he's having arguably the best 
season ever while pulhng the 
strings for one of the most pro­
ductive offen es ever. But as a 
student of the game, Manning 
knows that for all the glossy 

numbers Marino put up, his 
predecessor is still most 
remembered for never passing 
his team to a Super Bowl win. 
Maybe that's why, for all his 
impressive work in the pocket, 
Manning does just as much 
maneuvering in interviews. 

He put the team's goal to 
win a championship at the top 
of his priority list when he 
reported for training camp and 
he's managed to keep it there, 
no matter how much the hype' 
focused on his individual per­
formances. Manning shares the 
credit every bit as deliberately 
ac; he ~hares the ball, having 
learned that the fastest way to 
improve on a 2-4 record in the 
playoffs is to have his team­
mates as prepared and motivat­
ed as he is. 

And so it should have come 
as no surprise that Dominic 
Rhodes, the part-time running 
back. who returned a kick 88 
yards in the fmal quarter to 
make the comeback against the 
Chargers possible, said after­
ward, "As much as it's his, 1 
feel like it's my record, too. 

"When I get old, in my 50s 
or whatnot, I'll say [ was on 
that team when he threw that 
touchdown. 1 was a part of 
everything be's done, and 
we've done," Rhodes sajd, 
"It's a special feeling." 

Even Manning couldn't 
deny that much. 

"It's an individual thing, but 
it meant a lot to a Lot of people. 
And that," he said, "means 
something to me." 

But il will mean much more 
if the Colts are still playing 
when February rolls around. 

"We are happy about the reg­

Indianapolis coach Tony Dungy 
said, staying on message.

playoff picture comes into focu

Peyton Manning had a 
record-setting day, and the play 
off races cleared up on the ec­
ond-to-last Sunday in the NFL 
regular season. 

Manning rnJiied Indianapoli 
from a 15-point deficit in the 
fourth quarter, throwing his NFL­
record 49th touchdown pass of the 
season to force overtime. Then he 
led the Colts on a 61-yard drive to 
beat San Diego 34-31. 

"The way it happened on that 
drive; 1 think Johnny Unitas 
would have been proud." 
Manning said. 

Manning, who tied Dan 
Marino's record of 48 on a 3-
yard shovel pass to James 
Mungro in the third quarter, 
threw a 21-yard TD pass to a 
wide open Brandon Stokley with 
56 se<;oods left in regulation to 
break the mark. Edgerrin James 
then ran for the 2-point conver­
sion to tie the game at 31 , a play 
Manning called at the line. 

In overtime, Manning 
hooked up with Stokley on a 23-
yard gain, then found Reggie 
Wayne on a 35-yard catch-and­
run, setting up Mike 
Vanderjagt's winning field goal. 

The Colts (12-3), winners of 
eight straight, wrapped up the 
No. 3 seed in the AFC. Visiting 
San Diego (11-4), theAFC West 
champs, had its eight-game win­
ning streak broken, but also will 
host a first-round playoff game. 

The Pittsburgh Steeler (14-
1) are the top seed in the AFC 
after a 20-7 victory over 
Baltimore, and the New 
England Patriot (13-2) also will 
have a first-round bye after 
beating the New York Jets 23-7. 

The Jets (10-5). still win 
away from securing a AFC 
wild-card pot, will finish the 
season with a road game against 
the St. Louis Rams. Denver (9-
6), whkh beat Tennessee on 
Saturday night, is in control of 
the other AFC wild-card spot. 

Buffalo (9-6) is still firmly in 
the mix after a 41-7 win over 
San Francisco. The Bills need 
just a win and a loss by e1ther 
the Broncos of the Jets to be a 
wild-card team. Baltimore and 
Jacksonville, a 21-0 loser to 
Houston, also are mathematical­
ly aljve for playoff spots. 

In the NFC, Seattle (8-7) 
clinched a playoff spot with a 
24-21 win over Arizona, and 
could wrap up the NFC West 
with a loss by St. Louis on 
Monday night. The Cardinals 
were eliminated. 

The Carolina Panthers (7-8) 
beat Tampa Bay 37-20 to move 
a win away from a wild-card 
spot after a 1-7 start. The New 
Orleans Saints (7-8) also stayed 
in the race with a 26-13 victory 
over Michael Vick-less Atlanta. 

The Saints and Panthers play 
each oth~.:r to finish the season.

Like veggies? Try carrot cake 
A vegetable cake? Who would 

have ever thought that indulgent 
dessert lovers would overwhelm­
ingly embrace a cake made with 
carrots? You can imagine what the 
first person who ever made one said 
to her family-"Well, just taste it 
and then I'll tell you what's in it." 

There are other cakes made 
with vegetables-sauerkraut, 
beet, sweet potato and even toma­
to soup. but they never gained 
mainstream acceptance like the 
carrot cake.

They a1 o claim carrot 
cake gained poptilarity by being 
served at America's county fairs 
in the 1960's. But since both 
entries are followed by question 
mark , there may be some doubt 
about their authenticity.
