possibly a bull terrier, 
when she came out of the 
store.

Yesterday was a day of 
redemption for several inmates 
who took the plunge in a bap­
tism at the Floyd County 
Detention Center. 

Barbara Jones and Linda

tisms on eight inmates, who 
collectively face charges that 
include driving under the 
influence, theft. criminal 
abuse, rape a.J)d sodomy. 

"Everyone is important, no 
matter what they've done," 
Jones said. "God is a forgiving 
God, no matter who you are ... 
God is a keeper. I'm still here." 

The prisoners, some of 
whom are nearing completion 
of their sentences. some of 

whom are just begiQning them. 
are able to walk away with a 
clean life. 'fackett said. 

"You don't clean fish 
before you catch them." she 
said. "You catch them, then 
you clean them." 

Both Jones and Tackett say 
they understand all too well 
the paths that some of these 
inmates have taken with their

Mother-in-law 
pleads guilty to 
soliciting murder

PRESTONSBURG 
Cheryl Lynn Kinslow, 56, of 
Pulaski County, pleaded 
guilty yesterday to one count 
of solicitation to commit 
murder. 

Prosecutors are recom­
mending Kinslow receive 
eight years in prison and five 
years of supervised probation 
upon her release for planning 
the death of her son-in-law, 
Daniel Thomas Hart, 46, of 
Westview. The terms of her 
parole will include no contact 
with her son-in-law's family. 

Kinslow had already had 
charges filed against her by 
her son-in-law when she 
planned the murder. In May 
2000, she allegedly pur­
chased a cell phone in his 
name and ran up a bill of 
$430 that she never paid. 

Kinslow contacted a Floyd 
County man in February of 
this year because she'd heard 
that he might be able to help 
her find someone to kill Hart. 

The man, however, went 
straight to the police and 
helped them set up a meeting 
with Kinslow, who e attempt 
was captured on videotape on 
Feb. 24. 

Officer Bob Caudill posed 
as "Joe," a shady figure who 
might be willing to help 
Kinslow. She showed up for 
the meeting and quickly stat­
ed that she had the "son-in­
law from hell" and wanted 
him killed. They agreed on 
$1,000 up front with two pay­
ments of $3,500 each made 
after the murder. Kinslow 
reportedly told the man that 
she wanted her son-in-law 
dead before a scheduled court 
appearance in March for a 
complaint he'd lodged 
against her. 

Caudill asked her 1f she 
was up for it and to make sure 
before they went too far. 
Kinslow responded that she'd 
given it a lot of thought and it 
was what she wanted. 

They met again on March

Governor meets 
again with House 
leadership on tax 
plan, budget

FRANKFORT - Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher emerged from a closed­
door meeting with House law­
makers Wednesday and said 
they were "inching forward" to 
an agreement on a tax plan and 
budget. 

"There was some progress," 
Fletcher told reporters while 
leaving the meeting. "We dis­
cussed several items ... we're 
inching forward, and so I'm still 
guardedly optimistic." 

The meeting marked the sec­
ond time within a week Fletcher 
has met with members of the 
Democrat-controlled House in 
hopes of breaking the budget 
gridlock. The governor met with 
both House Republicans and 
Democrats each time. 

Neither the governor nor law­
makers would discuss any 
specifics of the negotiations. 

However, House Speaker 
Jody Richards said there were 
"potential areas of agreements" 
that would require more discus­
sions. 

"Both sides have agreed to 
look at the other's point of view 
on four or five issues," 
Richards, D-Bowling Green, 
said. 

Among those are changes to 
the state's taxes on telecommu­
nication services - including 
satellite TV - and the income 
threshold at which low-income 
families are taxed, Richards 
said. 

The governor said the once 
politically charged atmosphere 
between the two sides has mel­
lowed. 

"It's positive, it's moving for­
ward and I was very pleased 
with the meeting," Fletcher said. 

Richards concurred, saying it 
was a "more cordial atmosphere 
than any of the previous meet­
ings." 

.. I certainly do believe that 
the atmosphere here is improv­
ing all the time and the governor 

obviously wants to work with us 
and we want to work with the 
governor," Richards said. 

Still, any agreement has to 
have the Senate's blessing 
before he'd call lawmakers back 
to Frankfort for a speciaJ ses­
sion, Fletcher said. 

"There's still a lot of hurdles 
that have to be overcome," 
Fletcher told reporters. 

Fletcher said there were like· 
ly to be some "staff-to·staff' 
meetings between the House 
and the governor's office before 
they meet again. 

State Rep. Bob DeWeese, R­
Louisville, who sat in on the 
negotiations, said he thought the 
two sides were the closest 
they'd been since January. 

"That does not mean we're 
going to reach an agreement," 
DeWeese said. "But 1 think there 
are things that are being dis- 4 
cussed. No one has said no yet." 

The 2004 General Assembly 
adjourned in April without a 
budget for the fiscal year that 
started July 1. Fletcher has been 
operating state government on 
an executive spending plan 
since the start of the month. 

Fletcher 's ability to spend 
state money without a budget is 
being challenged in court.

Yet such instances of shoddy 
infonnation-gathering pale next 
to the administration's assault 
on federally funded science. The 
UCS list includes outright dis­
missal of findings on the envi­
ronmental effects of mountain­
top removal mining; an advisory 
panel on endangered game fish 
that was ordered to excise rec­
ommendations that countered

Perhaps most unsettling of 
all, though, are the UCS' 
accounts of ''unprecedented" 
manipulation of panels whose 
sole objective is preserving 
human health and life .... histor­
ically, the blocking of nominees 
to grant-giving panels is rare.

Prosecutor responds 
to dismissal motion

PRESTONSBURG - Sgt. 
Major Glen Ripkoski. the Betsy 
Layne High School instructor 
who allegedly improperly disci­
plined a JROTC student, should 
be prosecuted in district court, 
the county attorney's office said 
this week. 

That statement came as a 
response to a motion filed in 
May by Attorney Ned PiJJer dorf 
on behalf of Ripkoski, arguing 
that he can't be prosecuted 
because he has military immuni­
ty. 

Pillersdorf claims that 
Ripkoski, a Marine charged in 
April 2003 with menacing, is 
immune from any state criminal 
laws or any recourse for any 
alleged misconduct because of 
his affiliation with the United 
States Marines, an affiliation the 
county attomey says is null and 
void in this case. 

"He is not entitled to military 
immunity because of the vic­
tim's status as a civilian," 
Marcum wrote in the response. 
"This is a case where a student 
has charged a teacher with a 
crime. This charge arose in a 
school setting, not on a military 
base or the battlefield ... [The] 
court recognizes that the military 
must have 'discipline and 
unquestioned obedience' to keep 
an effective fighting force. 
However, when the court is dis­
cussing military justice, it is 
talking about only individuals 
under military control. This does 
not give a military teacher at a 
civilian school the right to treat 
students as if they were mem­
bers of the military." 

A civil summons was flied 
against Ripkoski last year by 
Eulana Hall, the mother of the 

student allegedly disciplined by 
Ripkoski. 

Hall claims Ripkoski cursed 
and yelled at her son, who came 
to class wearing his uniform 
improperly on a day students rill 
weren't scheduled to wear them. 

Ripkoski, who Pillersdorf 
argues has the right as a teacher 
to discipline students verbally, 
didn't deny the confrontation. 

"When he enter the class­
room, I told him do not come in 
here until he got squared away,'' 
Ripkoski wrote in his affidavit. 
"He left and came back just 
wearing the trousers and a white 
dirty T-shirt. I took roll call and 
when I called [his] name I asked 
why he disgraced the uniform by 
wearing the uniform improperly, 
And there are people who are 
dying for that uniform. He just 
started laughing as if I was a 
joke. I explained to him that if he 
wanted to be disrespectful that 
he might look into getting out of 
my class. I stated, before I jump 
three rows of chairs to get to 
him, It would be best for his 
safety and my safety for him to 
go to the office." 

Reportedly, Rlpkoski told the 
child that he should get a 
restraining order if be planned to 
wear the uniform inappropriate­
ly again. 

Pillersdorf sought the dis­
missal of the charge in May 
2003, citing Ripkoski's military 
immunity. When District Judge 
James R. Allen overruled the 
motion, he sought further relief 
from circuit court, where he filed 
a civil suit against Judge Allen 
and the Commonwealth of 
Kentucky in March. 

The district court charges are 
currently in abeyance, awaiting a 
circuit court ruling on the matter. 

Ripkoski is scheduled for a 
district court trial on July 22.

Thorpe rece1ved a silver 
medal in the 1998 Olympics 
and a bronze medal in the 2002

in history who can match the 
credentials, or longe::vity of 
Thorpe.

"My first love is of the sport 
itself, the speed, the precision, 
really the challenge of compet­
ing in the most precisely timed 
sport in the world (luge is timed 
to .001 seconds)," said Thorpe. 
"If it weren't for the passion I 
feel to compete, regardless of 
the medals, r would have long 
since retired. I'm just as hun­
gry to win now as I've ever 
been, in fact ever more so, 
because now I know I can win 
gold.

LOUISVILLE - Danny 
Williams turned 31 Tuesday, 
but there was no party. Just a 
regular training day for his 
upcoming bout with Mike 
Tyson. 

He's planning to celebrate 
after the fight. 

"It's all work, no play," 
Williams said Tuesday in a 
conference call. "Friday the 
30th, that will be my birthday 
present." 

Williams (31-3, 26 KOs) is 
a former British 
Commonwealth heavyweight 
champion but is relatively 
unknown in the United States. 
His two previous fights in the 
United States were his only 
two outside Europe. Williams 
counts his anonymity as an 
advantage. 

"I'm like a secret," 
Williams said. "These guys 
haven't seen what I can do." 

He's also relishing the role 
of underdog, one he's unac­
customed to having. 

"It's a beautiful feeling," he 
said. ''When I'm in England as 
the champion, guys are always 
coming up to me and I've got 
massive pressure on me 
because everyone's expecting 
me to win. In this fight, I'm 
expected to be knocked out in 
a couple of rounds. So there's 
no pressure on me and that's 
why I'm so relaxed." 

Tyson hasn't fought since 
stopping Clifford Etienne in 
49 seconds on Feb. 22, 2003.

Mears carries on family 
tradition in his own way

JOLIET, Ill. - Casey Mears 
and his team expected to make 
progress this year. 

But this much? This soon? 
Three years after switching 

,to NASCAR after a lifetime in 
open-wheel racing, Mears is

500 a record-tying four times,

After a few years, he started run­
ning Formula LeMan and the 
Indy Lights series. Then it was 
on to CART and the Indy Racing 
League. 

"I never dreamed of him 
coming to NASCAR. 1 just 
knew he was going to open­
wheel racing," Roger Mears 
said. "When the sanctioning 
bodies split up and they started 
another open-wheel series, that 
whole open-wheel scene JUSt 
started to fall apart. There 
weren't any opportunities over 
there." 

After the 2001 season, Casey 
Mears had offers from CART 
and IRL, as well as an opportu 
nity to drive in NASCAR's 
Busch series. Not sure which 
open-wheel series was going to 
survive, Mears decided to try 
stock car racing. 

"I thought, 'I'll try it out and 
if it doesn't work, in a year or 
two I'll go back to open-wheel 
when I know which direction is 
going to be the right direction to 
go,"' Mears said. 

But the transition wasn't 
easy. Going from an open-wheel 
car to a stock car isn't like 
switching from a Ford to a 
Honda. More like a sports car to 
a semi-truck.

"1 
was struggling as far as just 
learning so much, from the 
tracks to the guys that I'm rac­
ing against to how stock cars in 
general want to respond to 
change and how they work. 

"Not only was I learning how 
to compete at this level, but also 
learning stock cars as a basic," 
he said. "I mean I was learning 
stuff last year that guys learned 
in late models, when they're i8 
years old, 16 years old." 

The struggles were evident 
- but so was the talent. Though 
he was 35th in the standings. he 
had tive top 20 finishes. 

"There were just so many 
times he just looked like, 'OK, 
he's got it. He can handle it."' 
said Roger Mears, who drive 
his son's motorhome. "I just 
never had any doubt for a 
minute as far as his ability. It 
was just a matter of getting the 
car right. 

"Toward the end of the sea­
son last year, I saw them reall) 
stan to make a change." 

When this season began, it 
was as if Mears had been dri­
ving stock cars his entire career 
He finished seventh at Las 
Vegas, the third race of the year, 
and led 34 laps at Atlanta before 
his engine failed. 

"I'm definitely happy but not 
really satisfied," Mears said. "At 
the beginning of the year, if we 
would have ran inside the top 15 
on a consistent basis, we would 
have been really happy.

"Boris Said has a lot of expe­
rience at Infmeon Raceway, and 
I'm getting better there, so it 
should be a fun weekend," 
Earnhardt said." 

The Earnhardts enjoyed their 
experience racing at Daytona in 
200 1 - even racing at night and 
in the rain. Junior became such a 
fan of road racing he nearly won 

this year's Rolex 24, teamed 
with Stewart on a Crawford fac­
tory prototype. 

Earnhardt has said one of his 
goals is to compete in the 24 
Hours of Le Mans in France -
something his late father had 
also contemplated. 

For now, Earnhardt is enjoy­
ing racing the ALMS version of 
the Corvette, which is technical­
ly more sophisticated than the 
Grand American car he raced in 
2001. 

Earnhardt and Said recently 
spent a day testing the car in 
Michigan with two-time ALMS 

GTS champion Fellows. 
"Man, the tires and brakes 

are amazing," Earnhardt said. 
"The brakes are 10 times better 
than when J drove the car 
before. The other series didn't 
allow carbon brakes, so this is 
the first time I've ever had a 
chance to run on them. 

"There is a huge learning 
curve but once I got the hang of 
it, it was great. Ron and Boris 
helped me out to figure how to 
squeeze the brake pedal. 

Earnhardt, a video game 
fanatic, said he appreciated the 
car's technology and capability. 

"I like sports car racing 
because the equipment so 
advanced," Earnhardt said. "The 
Corvette C5-R is such a capable 
racecar and, above all, it's fun to 
drive. This car is so capable, if 
you realize you've made a mis­
take you can figure it out and 
correct it maybe the next time 
you hit that comer. 

"In other sports cars I've dri­
ven you're fighting just to keep 
on line. This car allows you a 
certain level of precision." 

Earnhardt, who will team 
with road racing champion 
Boris Said in a third Corvette 
C5-R fielded by Corvette 
Racing, will be the first fulltime 
Nextel Cup Series driver to race 
in the ALMS since the forma­
tion of the series in 1999.

KANSAS CITY, Kan. 
Doctors told Kel~y Sutton she'd 
be living her life in a wheelchair 
by now. She refused to listen. 

Sutton is competing in her 
first fuU season in the Craftsman 
Truck Series, despite a struggle 
with multiple sclerosis and a 
career fiiJed with injuries. 

She has not done as well as 
she would have liked so far -
she's 28th in the standings -
but being behind the wheel in 
NASCAR is more than she ever 
expected. 

"Even if I don't make it any 
further, I never thought I'd be 
here anyway," said Sutton, who 
competed in four races last year 
but is still considered a rookie. 
"So this is a dream come true for 
me." 

The dream began early for 
Sutton. She started riding 
motorcycles at 10, go-carts at 12 
- with some nasty wrecks 
along the way. 

"I broke my leg at 10 on a 
motorcycle, real bad," she said. 
"Had my first surgery at 12. Got 
out of the hospital from that; it 

wasn't a couple of months later 
that I got spinal meningitis. 
Then, when I was 13 I crashed 
again. 

.. ~ was a verx active child," 
she said. 

Sutton can joke about it now, 
but she nearly died in the second 
crash. Her father, Ed, bad to dig 
dirt out of her mouth to keep her 
from suffocating. Tests showed 
spots on her brain, but doctors 
assumed they were the result of 
her head injuries. 

She recovered from the 
crash, but things still weren't 
quite right. 

"After that I just started hav­
ing symptoms - like my gait 
was off, my running slowed 
down ... I was tired all the time," 
she said. "Then, when I was 16 
and lost all my feeling in my 
right side, I didn't know what 
was going on." 

The diagnosis was a shock. 
"I didn't know much about 

MS anyway, so it never even 
crossed my mind, and when they 
told me that, I was pretty devas­
tated," she said. 

Sutton has relapsing-remit­
ting MS, meaning her symptoms 
- numbness and fatigue - are

His daughter competed for 
three years, winning seven fea­
ture races, in the Pro Mini-Stock 
Series at Old Dominion 
Speedway in Manassas, Va. 
Then, another disaster. 

In 1995, when she had her 
first opportunity to go to 
Daytona with the NASCAR 
Goody's Dash car, she hit a 
patch of ice and crashed into a 
tree. She landed in a trauma cen­
ter with a collapsed lung, broken 
ribs, and other injuries. 

"I had surgery after that, and 
then in '96 I had a real bad 
attack of my MS," she said.

"The test went really well, 
(and) I tell you what, I love thi 
place," Vickers aid. "It's a lot 
of fun, it's very unique and just 
the energy. It just has that ener­
gy about it - the Indianapolis 
Motor Speedway.

KDFWR urges against 
feeding black bears

FRANKFORT- After having 
to capturt: and relocate a wild 
bear from a neighborhood in 
Henry County. the Kentucky 

6 lDepanment of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources (KDFWR) is remind­
ing the public that feeding black 
bears is not only ill-advised, but 
also illegal. 

Kentucky has a slowly 
increasing population of black 
bears, most of which are found 
in the far eastern end of the 
Commonwealth. Estimales of 
the number of bears in Kentucky 
are not available yet. but work to 
determine the population is 
underway. Bears have naturally 
migrated into the state from 

• Virginia, West Virginia and 
Tennessee. The KDFWR is not 
involved in a bear restocking 
effon, but supports the presence 
of the species with Jaws to pro­
tect bears. 

As the numbers grow, bears 
will continue to expand their 
range. Kentucky has a good 
deal of habitat in its eastern 
fore ts and mountains that can 
support bear:-. Occasionally, a 
bear will wander long distances 

• from where it is born after leav­
ing the care of its mother. Such 
was likely the case with the ani­
mal that recently made its way 
to Campbellsburg in nonhcen­
tral Kentucky. 

"After the bear bowed up, 
the I· ndowner made a common 
mi 'take and began feeding the 
animal," said KDFWR 's Big 
Game Program Coordinator 
Jonathan Day. 

"That more or less forced our 
hand and we then spent several 
manhours and incurred the 

• unnecessary expense of having 
to capture the animal and relo­
cate it," explained Day. 

"It most likely would have 
moved on to le s urban territory 
on its own. had it not been invit­
ed to stay and enJOY free food. 

"This bear was fortunate. 
Feeding bears puts them at risk 
by no fault of their own. 
Sometimes feeding bears ulti­
mately results in getting the ani­
mal shot by a landowner or other 
person," Day said. 

"They get used to people 
offering handouts, and when 
that source disappears, they will 
move closer to homes. 

"If the natural fear of humans 
is reduced, bears can wind up on 
porches, in garages, and instde 
storage buiJdings looking for a 
meal. 

"That's usually when we 
either get a call to come try to 
move a bear, or to repon that 
omebody killed a bear. 

"We'd rarely get those kinds 
of calls tf people would simply 
leave bears alone and let them 
exi t in the wild as they are 
meant to," said Day. 

"People who enjoy seeing 
bears. and the idea that bears are 
coming back to Kentucky share 
a common sentiment with the 
KDFWR." said Day, "but artifi­
cially feeding them with the 
good intention of helping them 
is ultimately more detrimental to 
their comeback than anything 
else," 

So remember, if you 
encounter a wild bear, watch it, 
take a picture, call your friends 
and tell them what you saw, but 
don't make the mistake of feed­
ing it o it will stay around your 
house, pets and neighborhood. 
You could easily find yourself 
the reason why the bear winds 
up being destroyed, rather than 
becoming a contributor that 
increases his kind for you to 
enjoy more often in his natural 
environment. Which choice 
really matters most?

State record channel, 
white catfish caught

FRANKFORT - Many 
anglers start fishing by using a 
Zebco 33 spin cast reel and a 
matching Zebco rod. But, most 
anglers don't land a state 
record fish with one. 

"I threw out my pole and it 
took off and I jerked on it and 
I knew it was a big one," said 
10-year-old Kyle Estep of 
South Point, Ohio who fished 
the Ohio River with his Dad 
on May 26. "It was the biggest 
catfish we'd ever seen. I called 
Mom and she looked on the 
internet to see what the state 
record was." 

Estep landed the new state 
record channel catfish, a 32 
pounder that was 39 and one 
quarter inches long with a 
girth of nearly two feet. Estep 
subdued the fish after fighting 
it for nearly ten minutes with 
his Zebco 33 and 10-pound 
line. The huge fish fell for a 
nightcrawler. 

"We were fishing a drop off 
about one mile from the 
Ashland Boat Ramp, it is the 
closest boat ramp," Estep said. 
"The only thing Dad helped 
me on was dip netting." 

There is something special 
about the month of May for 
trophy catfish. Estep's record 
catch bested the old record of 
28.3 pounds caught Oil May 
29, 1994 by Hope Tinsley of 
Ft. Worth, Texas out of a 
Hickman County farm pond. 

Another record catfish bit 
this past May. Charlie Crain of 
Shelbyville still fished a night 
crawler at Guist Creek Lake 
on May 3 when an unusual 
catfish struck his line. It is 
now the state record white cat­
fish. 

Kentucky possesses small 
populations of white catfish . 
Native to the Atlantic coastal 
streams such as the James 
River in Virginia, a popula­
tion of white catfish swim in 
Guist Creek Lake. Crain's 
record white catfish weighed 
1.82 pounds. It was 16 inches 
long with a girth of 8.6 inches. 
It bested the old record of 1.78 
pounds caught by 

Stephen Daisey from Guist 

Creek Lake in August, 2002. 
Deadline approaching to 

purchase 2004 elk hunt per­
mits 

Kentucky hunters have a 
few more week to purchase 
their 2004 Elk Hunt Permits. 
The last day to apply for the 
2004 season elk quota hunts is 
Saturday, July 31. The cost of 
the elk quota hunt permit is 
$10 and 38 permits will be 
awarded for the 2004 elk 
hunts, up from the 10 permits 
awarded in 2003. 

There are two types of 
hunts for 2004. The majority 
of the 38 permits will be for 
the "limited-entry area" hunts. 
These hunts will be held at the 
Starfire Mine Limited Entry 
Area near Hazard and the 
Begley WMA/Redbird limited 
entry area near Hyden. These 
areas feature large blocks of 
both public and private land 
managed for high-quality elk. 

On the two limited entry 
areas, the 2004 quota bull elk 
hunts start the first Saturday in 
October and runs for seven 
consecutive da)s (Oct. 2-8) 
and the quota cow elk hunts 
start the first Saturday in 
December and runs for seven 
consecutive days (Dec. 4-10). 

There are six bull elk and 
six cow elk tags awarded for 
each limited entry area. Also 
new for the 2004 quota elk 
hunts, 6 bull and 8 cow "at­
large" tags will be awarded to 
hunters. Those who get drawn 
for an at-large permit may 
hunt from October 2, 2004 to 
January 17, 2005. Hunters 
who get drawn for the at-large 
tags must use weapons legal 
for deer hunting during this 
time and may hunt on land 
inside the 16 county elk 
restoration zone except for the 
limited entry areas. The tag 
given assigns the hunter the 
sex of the elk they may har­
vest.

Things to ponder: Spoiled brat 
The "reception or waiting area" in the 

pffice is adequate, but small, having only 
two chairs. How parents and their chil­
dren cope with the situation typically pro­
vides ome very interesting and definite 
infonnation about parent-child interac­
lions. An example is when Mom, Dad, 
and 6-year-old Junior came. Mom sat 
down in one chair and Junior "dashed" to 
:;it in the other chair. Dad aslced Junior to 
sit and play on the carpeted floor, but 
Junior started to whine and resist moving. 

Dad ended up being the one to sit on the 
floor in an effort to stop Junior's reaction. 
Flash! The child got his way, even after 
some parental protest. The child eemed 
to w1eld power over his parents for some 
unknown reason. Some folks might label 
Junior as "c;poiled." 

One re earcher suspected that about 5 
percent of children are spoiled, meaning 
that they lack discipline, are manipulative, 
and are generally bothersome. In con­
trast, another researcher interviewed more 

than 1,000 parents and about 650 
teenagers and found that 60 percent of 
parents considered their kids spoiled and 
15 percent of the teenagers perceived 
themselves a fitting the bill. 

In regards to the definition of being 
"spoiled," a professor at the University of 
Tennessee in Knoxville replied, "A 
spoiled child has the'[ want, I want, I 
want' syndrome. His philosophy of life 
would sort of be 'Life is not good unless 
I'm getting my own way."' Furthennore, 

such children frequently view themselve 
as entitled to not contribute to responsibil­
ities. This is the young teen that sits 
inside on a cold day, playing video game , 
talking on the phone, and sipping a hot 
drink, while his father shovels sno\• from 
the front door. Also, their parent typical-
ly coddle the spoiled child emotionally. Mable Rowe Lineberger, 
where the child is excused from doing Ph.D.

adults. Furthermore, it's a life­
time job! Remember that kids 
feel more secure when they 
know that the rules are going to 
stick and that limits don 'I 
change every hour or every day. 
Begin by actually giving them 
choices, starting at about 18 
months of age, "Do you want 
oravge juice or tomato juice? 
Do you want to wear this outfit 
or another oner' But be sure to 
give the child options that you, 
as a parent, can accept and live 
with. Of course, children's 
choices become more compli­
cated with age and there's lots 
of practice at making reasonable 
decisions. In time, this leads to 
the child being trustworthy 
about making decisions and less 
likely to be a rebellious teenag­
er. As has repeatedly been said 
before, consistency and parents 
working as a team are keys to 
preventing kids from having the 
idea that they can do whatever 
they want and not have any 
"bad" consequences. Don't for­
get that structure helps children 
learn to adjust to stress. One­
way to decrease the chance of 
kids becoming spoiled and self­
centered is to expose them to a

'Age Spots' can be treated 
with creams, high tech lasers

you choose, exposure to sunlight can 
bring the dark coloration back. So it is 
important to use sunscreen products 
with an SPF of 30 or higher when sun 
exposure is unavoidable. 

Q: I'm in my early 60s 
and have noticed the devel­
opment of small brown spots 

on of my hands and also on my 
face. I remember that my parents had 
the same kind of thing when they got 
older. They called them "age spots." A 
friend of mine said they were "liver 
spots" and had to be 

removed from the liver first before 
they would come off the skin. Is this 
true? 

A: What your parents called 
an "age spot" and your 
friend calls a "liver spot" is 

referred to as a lentigo by physicians. 
This is, in part, because we prefer fancy 

terms and also because 1t avoids confu­
sion. For instance, the term "liver spot" 
is very misleading. These blemishes -
or 

lesions as doctors prefer to call them 
- are purely a skin condition and have 
nothing at all to do with the liver. 1 
assume the name is derived from the 
fact that these lesions are about the 
same color as raw liver. 

Lentigines - the plural of lentigo, 
for those of you needing to brush up on 
your Latin primarily affect 
Caucasians. although they are not 
unknown in people of other races. 
These spot'> feature a dark area of pig­
mentation that is not raised or scaly, as 
occurs in other skin conditions. The 

Skin damage from sun exposure is 
the cause of lentigines. Therefore, as 
you would expect, they are most com­
mon on the back of the hands, the lower 
portion of the arms and on the face. 

It is generally not necessary to treat 
lentigines, except for cosmetic reasons, 
since they do not usually develop can­
cer within them. However, other can­
cerous and non-cancerous lesions that 
also occur on un-damaged skin can be 
confused with them. Therefore, I'd 
advise that you bring your "liver spots" 
to your doctor's attention to be sure 
lhey aren't something more sinister. If 
they are simply lentigines, then there 
are two treatments that can improve the 

Lentigines can be lightened in color 
by the regular application of hydro­
quinone. This medication is sold as a 
non-prescription drug under several 
brand names. It works relatively well if 
it is rubbed into the lesion twice each 
day for about one month. There is also 
a new prescription product on the mar­
ket called Solag~ that's effective for 
some people. 

Lasers can be used to treat lentigines 
quite effectively. One or two treatments 
typically make the lesion vanish. It 
takes considerable expertise to wield 
these "high-tech" tools of medicine 
effectively, so you will need to see a 
dermatologist or plastic surgeon if you 
choose this type 

of treatment. 
It's important to keep in mind, how­

ever, that regardless of the treatment
