1 medical bills

PRESTONSBURG- The 
Floyd County Fiscal Court 
continues to wrestle with the 
issue of a whopping bill for 
medical services for inmates 
at the county jail. 

A special meeting was 
called yesterday to continue 
efforts to figure out how best 
to proceed with medical costs 
incurred by prisoners for 
treatment at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center. 

Money collected from the 

state to cover part of the bill is 
forthcoming, but will only 
cover close to $16,000 of a 
bill which exceeded $87,000. 

The fiscal court Thursday 
approved sending Highlands 
a check for $4,000 but it will 
stiU fall sbon, of the full pay­
ment due, to the tune of over 
$50,000. 

The court plans to try to 
settle the rest of the tab 
through negotiations with 
Highlands.

House committee begins hearing 
expanded gambling bill

1-<RANKFORT - Hou~e 
lawmakers began reviewing a 
legislative leader's bill 
Wednesday that would expand 
gambling in Kentucky, allowing 
for nine casinos throughout the 
"tale. 

Testtfying before the House 
Licensing and Occupations 
Committee, Speaker Pro Tern 
Larry Clark. 0-Louisville, tout­
ed the plan as a windfall for the 
state and Kentucky's horse 
indu ·try. Kentucky would 
recoup much-needed money 
that 's lost when gamblers cross 
state lmes, Clark said. 

want a constitutional amend­
ment that would allow for casi­
no gambling. Clark introduced 
the plan in the House last week. 

Sen. David Boswell, D­
Owensboro, has an identical 
Senate bill. 

Lawmakers did not vote on 
Clark's plan, but the committee 
could move on it next week, said 
Rep. Denver Butler. the commit­
tee chairman. 

By 2010, the state could be 
collecting more than $437 mil­
lion each year, Clark said. 

Boswell said. 
"I have a moral problem with 

money leaving Kentucky and 
going to those border states," 
Boswell said. 

Key to Clark's plan is 
Churchill Downs building a 
casino in downtown Louisville, 
Clark said. 

"They've got investments all 
over the United States. They 
need to invest at home," Clark 
said. 

als that have looked to expand 
gambling, Clark's was "the ugli­
est" because it allows for casi­
nos, Kemper said. 

Expanded gambling would 
jeopardize both the horse indus­
try and families in Kentucky, 
Kemper said. Bankruptcies, 
domestic abuse and other crime 
could increase because of them, 
she said. 

"Thls is a predatory industry 
that destroys economies," 
Kemper said. "It will eventually 
become the destructive corro­
sion that eats away the fabric of 
American society." "'

"We're looking at the entire 
deal to make sure it works for 
Churchill Downs, for the ciry of 
Louisville, for the industry," 
Waldrop said. ''We're going to 
evaluate all factors, not just the 
downtown Louisville factor.

PIKEVILLE - Outdoor 
enthusiasts who have supported 
efforts to reintroduce elk to 
Appalachia are furious with the 
decision of wildlife officials last 
week to kill two massive elk 
bulls that were believed to have 
damaged pasture land. 

"In my opinion, somebody 
ought to be horsewhipped," said 
outdoorsman Ferris Sexton, who 
questioned how much damage 
elk could cause to a pasture. 
"They didn't have to kill the elk. 
I just think it was very poor 
judgment on somebody's part." 

The bulls, which weighed 
more than 700 pounds1 were the 
leaders of an elk herd that had 
been grazing on pasture land in 
Knott County intermittently 
over the past two years, said Jon 
Gassett, wildlife director for the 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources. 

Gassett said wildlife officials 
consider shooting nuisance ani­
mals only as a last resort. He 
said these particular elk were 
responsible for trampJing on 
"several acres" of grass, causing 
thousands of dollars in damage. 

"We had basically done 
everything we know to do to 
haze those animals out of there," 
he said. "We have chased them. 
We have shot them with paint 
balls." 

Wildlife managers began 
reintroducing elk to Kentucky's 
Appalachian region in l 997, 
hoping to restore the majestic 
species to a state where they had 
been hunted to eJttinction 150 
years eariieL The population is 
now estimated at between 3,000 
and 3,500. Hunting of the ani· 
mals is tightly controlled, with 
permits allowing only lO elk 
killed in each of the past two 
years. 

Sexton said outdoorsmen 
were primarily upset that two of 
the biggest elk in Kentucky were 
killed rather than tranquilized 
and moved. He said they also 
couldn't understand why 

wildlife officials violated a car­
dinal rule by not saving the 
meat. 

Gassett said the meat ordi­
narily would be donated to 
Hunters for the Hungry, an 
organization that distributes 
wild game to the needy. 
However, he said arrangements 
weren't made beforehand to 
make the donation and the meat 
spoiled. 

"Jt was a very short-notice 
operation," Gassett said. 

The elk that were killed 
would be considered trophies, 
with antlers standing some 4 
feet above their heads. The 
antlers, Gassett satd, were 
saved and will be used for edu­
cational purposes. 

Dave Prater, owner of P&H 
Packing in Hueysville, said he 
would have gladly prepared the 
elk meat for distribution to the 
needy. 

"Nobody asked me," said 
Prater, who routinely butchers 
deer donated to the Hunters for 
the Hungry project. "1 would 
have been available." 

Jonathan Day, coordinator of 

Kentucky's elk restoration pro­
ject, said the department is 
developing procedures that will 
ensure meat won't be discarded 
if nuisance animals have to be 
shot. 

"We certainly hate to see the 
meat go to waste," Day said. 
"We put it out there for the 
scavengers, and I wouldn•t caU 
that waste." 

Gassett said the elk meat 
was placed in strategic loca­
tions in eastern Kentucky to 
feed black bear, coyotes and 
other scavengers. 

Gassett said none of the elk 
has come back since the two 
bulls were killed last Tuesday. 

''We basically had to sacri­
fice a couple of animals to save 
the herd," Gassen said. 

Larry Short of Prestonsburg, 
said be, like other hunters he 
has talked with, is upset by the 
decision to kill the elk. 

"When something is causing 
property damage, they have to 
address the issue," Short said. 
"But they do have choices, and 
from the hunter's perspective, 
that's not the best choice."

The severe budget crisis that 
Kentucky faces is one of political leader­
ship. Over the last two decades, the 
General Assembly cut taxes beyond rea­
son, created loopholes for huge corpora­
tions, and failed to update aging portions 
of the tax code. Elected leaders bypassed 
numerous opportunities to make positive 
reform and hid in the shadows when the 
result was inevitable - painful budget 
cuts. 

Our political leaders ha\-e let us down. 
Most guilty are those who have signed 
away their ability to make good deci· 
sions through an irresponsible "no new 
tax" pledge. Now their lack of leader­
ship. vision. and courage is sending our 

This leadership failure is illustrated. 
by orne of the options being considered 
in Frankfort. Some are using the budget 
crisis to claim we spend too much, and 
are moving to shrink government by 
starving the programs and services upon 
which our communities rely. Slashing 
vital areas like education, health care, 
and human services goes far beyond cut­
ting waste and hurts some Kentuckians 
immediately and all Kentuckians eventu­
ally. 

Others are actually considering a tax 
reform package that would make 
Kentucky 's tax system even more unfair 
than it already is. Ours is a state in which 
the poorest 20 percent of families pay the 
greatest share of their income in taxes 
while the share of taxes paid by corpora­
tions has fallen by half since 1990. It 
would be a real feat of cowardice to pass 
a package that makes such a system even 
more unjust. 

And many of our political leaders.

Our political leaders must realiLe that 
these are nm real options for solving 
Kentucky's budget crisis. They must 
understand the unique opportunity they 
have to change Kentucky's history.

FRANKFORT 
Kentucky's getting in on a piece 
of the Mars action. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher signed an 
agreement between the state and 
NASA on Wednesday that calls 
for Kentucky to have a larger 
role in developing research that 

., could help in getting to the 
moon and Mars. 

As part of the agreement, 
Kentucky will have an ,office at 
the National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration Ames 
Research Center in California. 
The Kentucky Science and 
Technology Corporation will 
operate the office and pay its 
expenses. 

Kentucky will focus much of 
its space research on "subsur­
face exploration" and biotech­
nology, officials said. 

j4 ,. "The partnership will create 
new opportunities for 
Kentucky's faculty, students, 
scientists, entrepreneurs and pri­
vate companies to study living 
systems, information systems, 
nanotechnology and celestial

meantime, he takes a job with a 
linen supply firm whose 
accounts include the Bada Bing. 
He's literally handling Tony's 
dirty laundry. Will he be able to 
resist Tony's entreaties to handle 
more? 

The life of Tony's nephew 
Christopher (Michael lmperioli) 
hangs in the balance: He's 
kicked booze and drugs. But 
how long can he hold out? 

And Christopher's fiancee 
Adriana (Drea de Matteo) 
remains caught between a rock 
and a hard place: The FBI is 
forcing her to inform on 
Christopher and the rest of the 
mob. How long can she recon­
cile her two conflicting lives, 
not to mention her guilt? 

Even Tony's psychiatrist, Dr. 
Melfi (Lorraine Bracco), is con­
fronting new issues, thanks to 
Tony, her longtime client who 
now wants to be more. 

Sunday's episode begins with 
a scene recalling previous sea­
son openers: the morning news­
paper in the Soprano driveway. 
But Tony, no longer living there, 
isn't fetching it. 

A bit later, the series adds to 
its gallery of odd and powerful 
images with a glimpse of raw 
potential violence that is all the 
more unexpected for its having 
no connection with organized 
crime. 

Message: More than ever 
before, everything is on the 
loose, and danger could be lurk­
ing anywhere. 

No wonder Tony - who now 
bunks in, of all places, the shab­
by house of his despicable late 
mother - drifts back home on 
any pretext. There he scraps 
with Carmela, barks at sullen 
son A.J. (Robert Uer), chugs 
orange juice out of the canon as 
if he still ruled the roost, and 
pretends none of the fault is his. 

It's all part of a scramble for 
some sense of normality, for get­
ting back a world that's familiar 
and reliable. Happily for view­
ers, the search on "The 
Sopranos" this season could 
come with many new pitfalls .

Pitino, Petrino get 
contract extensions

LOUISVILLE The 
University of Louisville on 
Thursday extended the contracts 
of men's basketball coach Rick 
Pitino and football coach Bobby 
Petrino through 2010. The 
l>Chool abo gave athletics direc­
tor Tom Jurich a raise. 

Pitino is completing his third 
ea.~on with the Cardinals. When 

he was hired in March 2001 . he 
lligned a six-year contract that 
paid him $1.075 million annual­
ly for his first two seasons and 
$1.275 million for the final four 
:;easons. Tt also included a $5 
million bonus if he stayed at 
Louisville until the end of the 
deal. 

Pitino's new deal is a three­
year extension. He will earn a 
yearly salary of $1.35 million in 

2004-05, $1.45 million the next 
two seasons and $1.65 million 
annually between 2007-10. 
Pitino 's total deferred compen­
sation moves from $5 million to 
$8 million. 

The Cardinals are 19-7 head­
ing into Saturday's regular-sea­
son finale at Marquette. 
Louisville is 63-27 in Pitino' 
three seasons. 

Jurich said Pitino's impact 
has tretched beyond basketball. 
He called Pitino the "economic 
engine" of the athletic depart­
ment. 

Since Pilino's arrival. dona­
tions to the school's general 
fund have gone up $2 million. 

Petrino, who flirted with an 
offer to coach Auburn in 
December. also got a three-year 
extension.

Things 
that ctm cause thi are: 

• Standing for long periods of time 
without mm'ing your legs, 

• Standing up too fast,

Some people seem prone to fainting. 
These people :.nould learn what causes 
them to faint and Jearn to avoid these 
triggers. or to notice the pre-fainting 
symptoms and use the avoidance tech­
niques J just mentioned. 

In a nutshell: While most cases of 
fainting in young. healthy people arc 
never explained, there: can be serious. 
even life-threatening, causes of syn­
cope that should be excluded when a 
person faints.

AFainting, which 1s called syn­
cope in the medical community,

There may be warning sign before 
you famt. Some of these arc a feeling 
of being too warm. nausea, sweatiness, 
pallor and blurred vision, When these 
~ymptoms first appear, fainting can 
often be avoided rf you lay down or sit 

lances you should seek immediate 
medical attention. Also. if you have a 
fainting episode and have an underlying 
health problem such as heart disease, 
high blood pressure or. diabetes, you 
should consult your family doctor. This 
is especially true if you are getting up in 
years or are on regular medications.
