PAINTSVILLE - Auxier resi­
dents disgusted with a proposed raise 
in their sewage bills voiced their 
concerns Tuesday night during a spe­
cial called meeting of the Paintsville 
City Council. ' 

The meeting, called in rebuttal to 
complaints about a recent proposal 

to increase rates for Paintsvi!Je city 
utilities water, sewage and gas cus­
tomers, turned out to be a "who­
dunit'' session, with residents and 
council members pointing blame on 
why nothing has been done to fix the 
financial woes of the utilities com­
mission, which has been working in 
the red for about three years. 

"We all need more than our hands 
slapped for letting this go on for so 

long,'' said council member Ronnie 
We11s. 'That's why we appoint 
boards to watch this stuff." 

The commission realized it had a 
problem last August, officials said, 
when they found out they owed 
Kentucky West Virginia Gas 
Company nearly $1 million for gas 
sold two or three years ago. The

PRESTONSBURG - Two 
charges of wanton endangennent 
against a Stephen's Branch man 
accused of shootmg a dog were 
dropped Wednesday during district 
court proceedings. 

Robert Bailey still faces a 

charge of cruelty to animals which 
resulted from an incident last 
February when Bailey allegedly 
killed a neighbor's dog that had 
been chasing his chickens. 

The case had a surreal tone that 
is no doubt tied to the name of the 
deceased canine - Michael 
Jackson. The transcripts of the 
court will make for some bizarre 

reading as the v1cllm i often 
referred to by his famous monicker 
and eldom cited as being a dog. 

The witnesses to the incident, 
all children between 10 and 12 
years old. related tJ1eir accounts of 
the incident in simple tenn .

wounded collie-shepherd and the 
disabled Vietnam veteran who res­
cued him forged a fast friendship. 

They share a common bond: 
Each suffered injuries from a bul­
let to the head. 

The tan and white dog is recu­
!JI!mting at Clearwater Veterinary 
Hospital, where Elwin Churchill 
shows up twice a day to walk him 
on a leash. 

Churchill found the dog 
wounded and bleeding along a 
road and took him to the hospital. 
He named him Patterson - after 
veterinarian Dr. Robert Patterson, 
who performed emergency 
surgery Friday. 

'"This dog and I have a Jot in 
common. I was in Vietnam in '67 
and '68 and I stiU have part of a 
bullet in my head," said Churchill, 
who was 18 when he was wound­
ed. 

The Viemam vet suffers from 
post-traumatic stress syndrome 
and Jives in a secluded home not 
far from the spot on Mosher HiJI 
Road where he found Patterson 
while driving into town Friday 
morning with ltis son. 

"We found him in the middle 
of the road and when I pulled over, 
the dog crawled under the truck. 
He was looking for a place to die," 
Churchill said. 

Churchill coaxed the dog out, 
gently lifted him up and placed 
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him on blankets in the back of his 
pickup. 

The buUet entered on the right 
side of the dog's mouth, shattering 
several teeth and the jaw and tear­
ing the tongue before exiting the 
throat Pol ice were investigating. 

- A 
72-year-old woman was convicted 
of a felony animal cruelty charge 
for keeping 235 Chihuahuas in 
filthy conditions in her home. 

After hearing Thesday's ver­
dict, Emma Harter of Acton broke 
into tears and collapsed at the 
Antelope Valley Courthouse.

Although the charge carries a 
prison tenn of up to 5 L/2 years in 

prison, Deputy District Attomey 
Stephen Heller said he won't seek 
to put Harter behind bars because 
of her age and lack of a criminal 
record.

"Let's just say they have easy 
access,'' said Zenith Halt, repre­
sentative of school pnncipals. 

Hall also expressed concem in 
regard to student access to detoxi­
fication products that may be pur­
chased over the intemet. With the 
use of such products, student'> 
could possibly cleanse their sy -
tems before drug testing in order 
to show negative results. 

'l11t: board focused Wednesday 
evening primarily on those stu­
dents participating in school ath­
letic and extracunicular programs, 
though a new polic> would not 
necessarily exempt other students 
from testing. With a new policy in 
place, parents would be asked to 
sign consent forms. 

1 twas not clear if fees would be 
associated with testing. but board 
member Jeff Stumbo said that he 
would be in fa, or of any adopted 
policy including language to 
ensure that the board would cover 
any expenses incun·ed "for those 
families who can't afford it." 

"I think we should look at hav­
ing the board provide the funding 
for the testing," Stumbo said. 

Though disciplinary measures 
would most likely be taken against 

those students who tested positive 
for drug~. McGuire· said that he 
would like to cc not just punish­
ment levied, but help offered. as 
well 

''What's the t1ip side to punish­
ment'?," McGuire asked. ·'What's 
the course. program. etup for 
help? Lots of kid who have drug 
problems are aware that they have 
a problem, but they're afraid to 
ask for help because they're afraid 
it they conlide. they will be led to 
the detention center. We need to 
not just punish, but offer help, 
too." 

Other members agreed with 
McGuire and both Ratliff and 
Bonita Compton. ptincipal of 
Opportunities Unlimited. said that 
Mountain Comprehensive Care 
Center would be a good source for 
help and information. 

''One p~b}em, thoug~_." ~!lid 
Cornpton. ''ts that I know that it's 
very hard to get residential help 
for students. even if they're 
already involved with the court 
system.

commission agreed to a 
$900,000 settlement with the com­
pany, and has incurred a monthly 
payment of $79,000 because of 
that bill, which is compiled along 
with several milltons of dollars 
owed for various other debts, 
according to general manager 
Lany Herald. 

In addition to the ongoing con­
struction of a new water plant at 
Paintsville Lake, which must be 
completed by 2005 in Qrder to 
meet state compliance and deter 
the possibility of $25,000 in daily 
fines when the current plant goes 
out of compliance, the utilities 
commission is currently locked 
into contracts with several pro­
jects, Commissioner John David 
Preston said.

Jackson and missed his target, 
which scamper~d away into a 
creek.

The children all testified that 
they feared for their lives, rea­
soning that a.,nyone who would 
shoot a dog might come after 
them. The other witness who tes­
tified was an adult, however, and 
he said that the gun was never 
pointed at the children, This tes­
timony was enough for the court, 
which decided that the endanger­
ment charges were erroneous. 

The adult testimony appeared 
tQ trump that of the children but 
it did not clear up some concerns 
which were raised earlier. 
Chiefly it did not clarify whether 
shooting a gun in a residentiaJ 
neighborhood should be ruled as 
wanton behavior and it clearly 
missed the point, which was 
raised by the judge, that a rico­
chet might have turned the whole 
incident into a tragedy.

The University of 
Kentucky is a land-grant 
institution, employing 9,500 
full-time staff and I ,200 fac­
ulty statewide, who e pur­
pose is to serve the interests 
of the Commonwealth of 
Kentucky. l n 1997 the 
General Assembly declared 
that the university would 
best serve those interests by 
becoming, by the year 2020, 
"a major comprehensive 
research institution ranked 
nationally in the top twenty 
(20) public universities" 
(KRS 164.003). The univer­
sity community has 
embraced this challenge 
with enthusiasm and deter­
mination. but our ultimate 
success depends on more 
than just the concerted 
efforts of those who direclly 
serve this institution. In the 
final analysis. UK w11l not 
become the university we all 
desire without adequate sup­
port from our leaders in 
Frankfort 

Under the leadership of 
President Todd, the universi­
ty has taken the initiative in 
improving quality and effi­
ciency. Our efforts include 
a campus reorganization that 
has consolidated redundant 
offices and programs and 
brought the UK Chandler 
Medical Center. to every 
possible extent, und~r the 
same administrative umbrel ­
la as the rest of campus. 
Our enrollment has 
increa 'ed to record level , 
and we arc recruiting more 
top scholars than ever 
before. But internal efforts 
alone will not help us attain 
our goaL There is simply 
too much uisparity in 
resources between UK and 
the nation ·s top-20 research 
institutions. l--or one exam­
ple, UK would need to 

increase its average faculty 
~ 

salary by 8.5 percent (above 
the average for 2002-3) to 
equal the lowest average 
salary of our 19 bench­
marks. and by 17.6 percent 
to reach the benchmark 
average. The situat1on is 
comparable for many staff, 
and even more dire for the 
12 percent of the permanent, 
full -time UK employees 
who do not even earn a 
Kentucky livmg wage 
($20.800 in 2000). 

The ·ad reality is that at 
the precise time that the 
number and quality of our 
students 1s increasing, the 
state's budget priorities pre­
vent us from maintaining the 
proper environment in which 
to offer the e tudents the 
best possible edt1cation . For 
each of the past three years 
UK has been given budget 
cuts, not increases. Our 
staff, which works harder 
than ever before to support 
the largest student enroll· 
ments in UK 's history, often 
finds itself having to remove 
bulb. from light tixtures 
because our departments 
cannot afford the electricity. 
And at atime when trans· 
portation, parking, health 
care and other cost of living 
expenses are skyrocketing, 
we regrettably have to hope 
for I 0 to 20 percent increas­
es in Lui!ion and fees so that 
we may be rewarded with a 
3 percent "merit" raise. 

lf Kentucky does not 
want to seriously pursue the 
top 20, then perhaps we 
should rethink the mandate 
of KRS 164.003, because a 
half-hearted attempt to reach 
the goal may be worse than 
no attempt at all. Prior to 
1997.the University of 
Kentucky was considered a 
good value for undergradu­
ate education on a national 
level. ff Frankfort continues 
to lock u. into what amounts 
to an unfunded mandate, the

Commonwealth may find 
themselves in 2020 saddled 
with a very expen

We will have sacrificed 
something we did well in 
the vain pursuit of some­
thing we could not reaJjsti­
cally achieve. 

On the other hand, if we 
are to continue to strive for 
the top 20, then the legisla­
ture's budget priorities must 
change now. It is not realis­
tic to expect UK to make 
progress toward its goal 
without providing adequate 
funding. The legislature 
needs to have a VISJOn of the 
benefits that a top-20 
research institution could 
bring the Commonwealth; 
we need to look at this a a 
continuing investment in our 
future, an investment that 
will return tremendous eco­
nomic and social benefit to 
the state. If we don't, 2020 
will roll around all too soon, 
and some legislators will 
ask, "Whatever happened to 
our top-20 research institu­
tion?" Unfortunately, that 
will be a question to which 
only they held the answer.

As a decidedly low-tech med­
ical crew (Kirsten Dunst, Mark 
Ruffalo and Elijah Wood, among 
the strong supporting cast) enters 
Jocl's brain to hunt down his 
memories, he realizes too late that 
be wants to keep them. 

The only reason he sought the 
services of Dr. Mienwiak (Tom 
Wilkinson) at creepy Lacuna Inc. 
is because Clementine eradicated 
Joel from her brain first. She 
thought be was boring, we learn in 
startlingly candid audiotapes. She 
hated what she'd become with 
him. 

In a childish attempt at 
revenge, Joel seeks to do the same 
to her, even though Dunst's char­
acter, Mary the receptionist, 
warns him that "pre-Valentine's 
Day is our busy time." 

As Joel plays a frantic internal 
game of cat and mouse, director 
Michel Gondry - who also 
directed Kaufman's ''Human 
Nature" but may be best known 
now for the Lego animation in the 
White Stripes"'Fell in Love With 
a Girl" vtdeo - plays with some 
truly moving visual images. 

Among them is the absurd yet 
heartbreaking juxtaposition of 
Mary and her co-worker, Stan 
(Ruffalo), smoking pot and jump­
ing up and down on Joel's bed as 
he lies seemhgly peacefully 
beneath them with a metal con-

traption on his head, but is really 
struggling to hold on to his time 
with Clementine. 

Joel tries to hide Clementine in 
places he thinks the Lacuna crew 
can't find her - ins1de represl>ed 
memories of childhood humilia­
tion and, literally, 1mder the table 
in his mother's kitchen. · 

Jfs a fascinating exploration of 
the nature of memory, and our 
tendency to make past moments 
rosier, wittier, warmer than they 
actually were. Joel and 
Clementine are so diametrically 
different and so dysfunctional in 
their own ways, they should have 
been doomed from the start. 
(Carrey and Winslet develop lhem 
into complete, complex human 
beings that you want to see end up 
together.) 

Because the erasure process 
works in reverse sort of the 
romantic comedy equivalent of 
"Memento" - the early memo­
ries of their relationship are the 
last ones to go, and revisiting 
them makes Joel fall in love all 
over again. 

At its core, "Eternal Sunshine 
of lhe Spotless Mind" (which is a 
Une from an Alexander Pope 
poem) could have been just anoth­
er love story. Refracted through 
Kaufman 1s wonderfully weird 
prism, it's something truly memo­
rable. 

"EtemaJ Sunshine of the 
Spotless Mind,'' a Focus Features 
release, is rated R for language, 
and some drug and sexual con­
tent. Running time: 108 minutes. 
Three stars out of four.

"During the three years you all 

lo..'\t money, we've not seen any 
report that you all have cut back 
on any raises, or that you've cut 
back on anything," said council 
member James Meek, noting that 
he was from the "old school" of 
business. "Why didn't you make 
cuts at any time, rather than asking 
the customers to burden the raise 
in rates? .. 

Herald, explaining the extent of 
training needed for specific areas 
of certifications for workers, said 
the commission cut back all of the 
things they could control. 

Council member Ronnie Wells 
suggested lhat an efficiency study 
on the commission would be 
"money well spent" 

Council members and atten­
dees at the meeting said an 
increase in rates would have been 
easier, particularly for elderly resi­
dents on fuced incomes, if imple­
mented in "stair steps" when the 
budget crisis began three years 
ago, something the commission 
now has no time to do. 

"You can't come in here and 
ask people on Social Security to 
cut down on their pocketbook to 
pay a sewer bill," said Jimmy 
Guess, a coal miner from 
Paintsville, who burned commis­
sioners with his heated opinions 
on lhe matter. "I didn't go to 

Harvard or UK, but I can teU you 
one thing. In my house, if I don't 
have the money, I don't go buy 
things ... I drive a 1992 Nissan, not 
a 2003 Yukon ... A dollar is a dol­
lar in my house." 

Guess, reflecting tbe views of 
several in the audience, said that 
an increase in rates would lead to 
an increase in prices in area busi­
nesses who depend on those ser­
vices, which would, in tum, lead to 
a cutback in employment and an 
eventual move for residents out of 
the city.

Things to ponder: Talking to teens 
(The gift of time is greatly appreciated 

from a colleague and a friend that wrote 
today'" article.) 

If you have teens in your life, you 
might feel you cannot talk to them at all. 
You might feel you "taJk" with them only

These same behaviors may indi­
cate the beginning of, or increased, use of 
various drugs, medications or alcohol. If

There is a Contract for Life 
developed by SADD that can be 
used primarily as a tool for dis­
cussing critical issues, and one 
of its goals is to have parents 
and teenagers make a pledge 
that could be life saving. 

Conversation Openers - DO: 
talk at a convenient time for 
both of you (set an appointment 
if needed); express your desire 
to hear each other's input or 
views; express your wish to 
relate to each other; and listen 
carefully. DON'T: lecture, give 
unwanted advice or use scare 
tactics; interrupt a leisure activ­
ity to have a serious talk; make 
your teen defensive by saying 
"Let's talk," or begin the con­
versation in a moment of anger. 
Remember to: HEAR what the 
other person has to say and 
acknowledge your understand­
ing; SHARE your thoughts 
about what your life is Like, but 
don't lecture or argue (this is a 
good point, if you've made mis­
takes in your life, to admit it and 
point out the problems you had 
as a result); LISTEN to each 
other's concerns; AGREE not to 
interrupt the other person: BE 
HONEST about your feelings, 
especially how much you care 
about each other and don't want 
bad things to happen; UNDER­

This gland is about the size of 
a walnut and surrounds the urethra -
the tube that carries urine from the 
bladder to the outside. 

When the prostate enlarges, it press­
es on the urethra and cau es difficulty 
urinating. 

When the symptoms are not relieved 
by these measures, it may be time to 
start some prescription medications. 
Your doctor has several to choose from. 
If medications fail, the prostate can be 
surgically "debulk.ed." The most com­
moo procedure for this is caJied TURP 
(transurethral resection of the prostate). 
It is minimally invasive and has a high 
rate of success.

simply an investment. It will go 
out with no thought as to how it 
could be better spent. 

1 think I've probably hopped 
up on this soapbox before, but J 
do believe that our presidential 
campaigns last far too long. 

My common ense tell me 
that stretching a campaign oyer 
five, six, seven, eight or more 
months is counterproductive. 
Some of us diehards will fonn 
an opinion early and will not 
likely change it. Most. however, 
will despair of the battling and 
elect not to vote at all. 

The time allotted for the can­
didates to get down and dirty, 
I'm convinced. diminishes the 
importance of the election. By 
the time all the charges have 
been made and all the mud 
slung, many people have begun 
to lose respect for everyone 
involved. Most of us tend to tum 
away or take a potty break or 
flip the channels when the 200th 
political ad of the day comes on 
the tube or on the radio. We 
glide over the ads in newspapers 
and magazine , after we get an 
initial idea of where they're 
going. 

Of course, there are always 
those folks who revel in the 
adversity. They jump and cheer 
either out of adoration for lheir 
candidate or out of glee that the 
battle has turned so dirty and 
their negative faith in 
humankind has been vindicated. 

In many of the recent 
Democratic primaries, record 
numbers of voters wen[ to the 
polls. This was surprising to 
everyone because voter turnout 
bas been going steadily down­
ward. I think the primary reason 
for the high number of voters 
was the higher tone of the cam­
paigns. 

I don't think that higher tone 
will continue as the field nar­
rows to two predominant candi­
dates. And I think the percentage 
of registered voters who take the 
time to vote this fall will be in 
direct proportion to the tenor of 
the campaign. The dirtier it is, 
the fewer people will vote. 

I wonder if the candJdate. 
and their high-paid advisors 
ever consider this. Or maybe the 
tide is too forceful to turn 
around. Maybe they are swept 
up in a whirlwind to which there 
is no alternative. 

l don't know about you, but 
already I'm training myself to 
look away.
