Defendants in campus 
sex case get no jail time

MOREHEAD - Four former 
Morehead State University stu­
dents will serve no pri on time for 
their roles in a campus sex ~candal 
that resulted in criminal charges 
against them. 

Rowan County Circuit Judge 
Beth Maze heard testimony from a 
state police detective and the father 
of the victim before diverting the 
two-year sentences she 101posed 
for the men accused of either hav­
ing sex or watchmg others have 
sex with the drunken, 17-year-old 
coed in a campus dormitory. 

"I think it's important that the 
facts of this case be heard so that I 
know the facts and the public 
knows the facts," Maze said on 
Thesday. 

The case had sparked demon­
strations by students who com­
plained that university officials 
had tried to conceal the ir.cident. 

Under an agreement with the 
prosecutor, Nathan Blackburn, 20, 
of Pikeville; Jordan Tackett, 21, of 
Jenkins; Calvin Roach, 20, of 
Louisville; and Quinton 
Martindale, 19. of Louisville; 
pleaded guilty to facilitation of the 

The judge is expected to dis­
miss the charge against a fifth 
defendant, Trevor Duncan, 20, of 
Owing ville. Commonwealth's 
Attorney George Moore said be is 
seeking leniency for Duncan 
because be cooperated with police 
and pro ecutors from the begin­
ning. 

The victim, looking like more 
like a child than a college student 
with her hair pulled back into a 
long ponytail and sitting between 
her mother and father, wiped tears 

as Kentucky State Police Sgt.

James said ervice oriented 
businesses are more than wel­
come to partner with the 
Prestonsburg Live promotion.

" I wouldn't do his job for 
what he gets paid," Kidd said. 

Although several 2003 
records were available. no 
records were available at the fis­
cal court office to indicate the 
number of complaints addressed 
by Bryant this year. Kidd said he 
files them when he gathers a 
"pile" of them to bring into th~>. 
office. 

Mullins, who said the stray 
cat and dog problem in the coun­
ty is "to the limit" says she 
refers customer who call 
regarding a stray problem to the 
fiscal court, but says she tells 
them it would be "faster if they 
bring them in themselves." 

The downside to all of it, she 
says, is that strays that remain

Close race 
warrants review 

Last Tuesday's primary turned out to be a barnburner in 
the state Senate race, so much so that the final word on the 
matter will not be heard until tomorrow. 

At least, we hope it will be tomorrow. We remember all 
too well the fiasco of the 2000 presidential race, and we 
certainly do not want to see our own miniature version of 
that election replayed in our own backyard. 

But anytime an election is decided by a margin as nar­
row as 40 ballots, voters are entitled to every reasonable 
assurance that the final tally is accurate. Thursday's 
recount, we hope, will make that determination. 

But the key word to remember in this situation is "rea­
sonable." If tomorrow's recount upholds the results -
namely, if the margin and vote totals remain the same -
that should be the end of the matter. 

However, if the recount ends up showing discrepancies 
between tomorrow's results and last Tuesday's, no matter 
who benefits from the changes, further investigation may 
be necessary. In a democracy, nothing should be more cer­
tain than the integrity of the system used to tabulate the 
public's will. 

Any discrepancy would warrant further review, and we 
would suggest that outside, independent consultation 
would be necessary. 

We are confident that when the recount is conducted 
tomorrow, the county clerks in the four affected counties 
- Floyd, Knott, Breathitt and Letcher - will do their 
best to ensure a professional and accurate tally of the votes 
cast last week. We also encourage them to pay little atten­
tion to anyone who attempts to tilt the scales in one direc­
tion or another. That, more than anything, is what made 
the lorida recount such a shambles.

Video game fans dance off extra pounds

Forget the image of paunch) 
video gamers holed up in a dark 
room, surrounded by stick) 
Twinkie wrappers and empty 
soda cans. 

Dance Dance Revolution 
players bum extra pounds along 
with their quarters. Weight toss 
is an unexpected benetit of a 
game designed for dance music. 

Natalie Henry, 14. was drawn 
to the pulsing techno songs, and 
didn't realize she had slimmed 
down until she went clothes 
shopping. 

"I went to go buy pants and 
the 14s were too big. The more I 
played, I gradually had to get 
smaller size pants,'' said Natalie, 
who now buys size 8 baggy car­
goes. 

The premise of DDR is sim 
pie: Players stand on a 3-foot 
square platfom1 with an arrow 
on each side of the square -
pointing up, down, left and 
'ght. The player faces a video 

screen that has arrows scrolling 
upward to the beat of a song 
chosen by the player. As an 
arrow reaches the top of tile 
screen, the player teps on the 
corresponding arrow on the plat­
form. 

Sound easy? Throw in com­
binations of multiple arrows and 
speed up the pace, and the game 
is as challenging and vigorous 

as a high impact aerobics class. 
Most beginners look like 

they'n; stomping on ants and are 
flushed in the face after one or 
two songs. 

"At first I was playing it for 
fun, but when you see results 
you're like, 'Yeah!"' said \1att 
Keene, a 19-year-old from 
Charleston. S.C., who used to 
weigh more than 350 pounds 
and wear pants with a 48-inch 
waist. 

Also aided by better eating 
habits, the 6-foot-5 Keene 
explained in a phone interview 
he had dropped to about 200 
pounds. Now he works out on a 
weight bench to bulk up because 
he thinks he's too skinny. 

More than l million copies of 
DDR's home version have been 
sold in the United States, said 
Jason Enos. product manager at 
Konami Digital Entertainment­
America, which distributes the 
Japanese game in the United 
States. About 6.5 million copies 
have been sold worldwide. 

The home version, which 
costs about $40 for a game:: and 
$40 for a flat plastic dance pad, 
includes a "workout mode" that 
can track how many calories the 
user bums while playing. 

The game was designed to be 
fun. But "what the creators 
knew is that this is a physical 
game no matter how you dice 
it," said Enos, who says he has 
lost 30 pounds playing DDR. 
"At some level there's going to 

be people who want to focus on 
that element of the game for 
their own physical health or for 
exercise." 

One pediatrician is so con­
vinced of the health benefits that 
he's planning a six-month study 
of DDR and weight loss among 
12- to 14-yefjr-olds, in an effort 
to give the game credibility 
among phys1cians. 

Dr. Richard Adler, of the 
University of Tennessee Health 
Science Center in Memphis, 
said he likes the game because it 
"gets the kids off their butts and 
they lose weight." 

"Just like the kids are addict­
ed to regular video games where 
they use their hands and thumbs, 
they just don't want to stop," 
said Adler, who drives a sport 
utility vehicle with a license 
plate urgmg people to "xrsighz." 

One possible down side, 
Adler said, is that DDR might 
cause discomfort in the joints of 
players who are heavy and have 
arthritis. 

DDR has been so effective in 
getting teens off the couch that 
some schools have incorporated 
it into their physical education 
programs. 

The chief drawback fans cite 
is that DDR can be addictive, 
and therefore expensive. In the 
arcade, 1t costs from $1 to $1.50 
to dance for about six minutes. 

Natalie spent $150 the first 
four months she played. 

"Unless you have the money 

to do it, you shouldn't do it. I 
came here with $3:' she said. 

As she cooled herself in front 
of a fan at a video arcade, two 
teenage boys danced on a 
machine nearby. Their sneakers 
pounded out a staccato rhythm 
at a pace so fast that "Lord of the 
Dance" Michael Flatley would 
be envious. 

Not everyone sees dramatic 
results. Seventeen-year-old 
Justm Meeks says his body is 
more toned, but his weight has­
n't changed. He's pleased to 
point out, though, that his danc­
ing skills have helped him get 
girls. 

"1\vo. I'm guilty of that," 
Justin said with a grin as he 
watched friends play DDR. 

Others say the game h?S 
changed their lives dramatically. 

Four years ago, Tanya Jessen 
was an unhappy college fresh ­
man in Seattle, eating fast food 
and spending most of her time 
on the computer. 

Her weight hovered around 
235, despite weight-loss efforts. 

"I thought I was fine until I 
hit about 220, and I was steadily 
gaining weight,'' Jessen said m a 
telephone interview. 

She knew if she kept on that 
path, she'd weigh 300 by age

On April 22, Hood ordered 
those services reinstated within LS 
days. He also ordered new evalua­
tions of all cases in which people 
applied for care but were denied 
under regt~lations in place·between 
April 4, 2003 and Jan. 30 and are 
still not receiving services. About 
3,500 people were affected.

want to comply with your orders," 
he said. 

Last week, Health and Family 
Services Secretary James 
Holsinger ordered re-evaluations 
for people adversely affected by 
last year's rules changes. 

While that is taking place, peo­
ple whose benefits were cut off are 
to have them restored. Fleenor and 
Regan are to collaborate on word­
ing of a notification. 

The lawsuit was filed in 
October by 10 recipients who lost 
eligibility under Patton's changes. 
Patton required people to meet 
three health criteria - not two -
for Medicaid coverage of nursing 
home or in-home care. He also 
redefined the criteria, making 
them harder to meet. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher, who suc­
ceeded Patton in December, loos­
ened the rules in January. Now 
they again require two criteria but 
Fletcher kept Patton's defirutions. 
Fletcher also allowed patients to 
stay in nursing homes if their doc­
tors said moving would be trau­
matic. 

Fleenor said the cabinet plans a 
major revision of the regulations. 
He also said the state intends to 
restore services to people who lost 
coverage because their primary 
problem was a mental disability.

Kentucky offers a myriad of 

opportunities to fish year 
round. but the late spring and 
early summer time period 
brings fish up into the shallows 
where they are more receptive 
to our baits and lures. 

In western Kentucky, the 
water temperature on Kentucky 
Lake usually rises to the low to 
mid-60s by late April. This 
begins the spawning period for 
largemouth bass. The desire to 
reproduce brings the bass into 
shallow water. 

The male bass come shallow 
first to begin fanning nests, fol­
lowed by the larger females to

deposit their eggs. 
Just before they come in to 

spawn is a great time to target 
the large female bass on 
Kentucky Lake. While the male 
bass are in the back of bays and 
creeks making nests, the big 
females "stage" out m deeper 
water. Using a one-half to one­
ounce carolina-rigged soft plas­
tic lizard, finesse worm or tube 
bait is very effective on these 
fish. 

Good taging areas for pre­
spawn females are brushy or 
stumpy flats next to a creek 
channel, or on a long tapering 
point that falls off into deep 
water or an offshore gravel 
hump. Finding bass on this pat­
tern may come a little earlier or 
later in the year depending on 
weather conditions and water 
level. You may also catch fish 
that have already spawned and 
moved back out into deep water 
by targeting these areas. 

Kentucky Lake is laced with 
a multitude of offshore sec­
ondary creek channels. These 
channels are highways used by 
fish to travel from the safety of 
deep water to their feeding 
areas in shallow water. If all 
else fails, work these channels 
with a crankbait or a Carolina 
rig. 

Some of the earliest fishing 
memories for many anglers are 
catching bluegills and redear 
sunfish (shellcrackers) with our 
father or grandfather. 

Early summer is an excellent 
time to target bluegill and shell­
crackers and other sunfish in 
smaller, state- owned lakes in 
central and north central 

Kentucky. 
Corinth, Elmer Davis, Boltz 

and Wilgreen Lake~ all hold 
good populations of bluegill 
while Corinth Lake is a good 
producer of trophy redear sun­
fish. 

These lakes are small 
enough for a canoe, float tube 
or small johnboat. 

Bluegill spawn in May and 
June when the water tempera­
tures rise into the 70s. They 
become aggressive during 
spawning time and attack any 
live bait or artificial lure that 
drifts into their territory. 

Bluegill and redear sunfish 
fishing is a perfect choice when 
introducing a young angler to 
fishing. A cane pole, a long 10 
to 12-foot fiberglass rod popu­
lar for crappie fishing, or an 
ultralight spinning or spin cast 
rod are good choices for sun­
fish. Red worms, bits of night­
crawler or a cricket threaded 
onto a size 8 or 10 long shank 
aberdeen hook with a bobber 
and small split shot is a produc~ 
tive rig for bluegill. 

Place the bobber about 18 
inches above the hook and 
move it up or down the line 
until you find the right depth 
and bluegill begin to bite. Place 
a small split shot weight about 
6 to 8 inches above the hook. 
Children love to watch a bob· 
ber disappear under the water 
and bobber watching holds 
their attention. 

Another excellent bluegill 
method is to tip a 1/32 or 1/16-
ounce white or chartruese hair 
jig with a wax worm and cast it 
to weed lines. Fly rods rigged 

• 

with a small white, black or 
chartruese popper or a small 
sponge spider cast to tree tops, 
brush or weed lines is a sport­
ing way to catch bluegill. 
Redear sunfish fall for these 
same presentations, but they 
also love small yellow curly­
tailed grubs cast on a lead head 
jig. 

Paintsville Lake is known 
for its walleye fishery, but May 
and June find Kentucky (spot­
ted) bass actively biting. The 
lake holds a burgeoning popu­
lation of Kentucky bass. 
Kentucky bass seem over­
looked by bass anglers yet they 
bite willingly, fight hard and 
make excellent table fare. 

Paintsville Lake is as clear 
as tap water most of the time, 
so lighter, non-flourescent lines 
and smaller lures are the key to 
catching Kentucky bass. The 
clear water promotes the 
growth of extensive weedbeds 
throughout the lake and the 
spotted bass hold along the 
edges of these weedbeds in 

e 
early summer. 

Target the weed edges with 
four-inch black finesse worms, 
pumpkin or watermelon seed­
colored tube jigs, or three- to 
four-inch pearl curly-tailed 
grubs rigged on a 1/8-ounce 
lead head jig. Refrain from 
using large heavy lures for 
Kentucky bass on Paintsville 
Lake. 

You want your offering to 
slowly tumble and fall through 
the water column, not fall to the 
bottom like a concrete block. 
You may even want to fish your 
soft plastics weightless over 
these weedbeds if the Kentucky 
bass prove finicky. Another 
excellent method is working 
1/8-ounce lipless crankbaits in 
chrome with a blue back, fire 
tiger or crawfish colors over 
these weedbeds.

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The Humble Hamburger 
Turns 

T
he hamburger may have come from 
unremarkable beginnings, but it 
has risen to an icon of American 
cu1sine. While there is some debate 
over the origin of Amenca's 

Favorite Sandwich, most food historians 
agree that the hamburger made its official 
debut at the St. Louis World's Fair in 1904. 

Many accounts credit Aetcher Davis -
a.lc.a. "Old Dave"- with serving an unnamed 
sandwich at h1s Athens, Texas, lunch counter 
in the late 1880s. It was a simple ground beef 
patty served between two slices of freshly 
baked bread. spread with a mustard-flavored 
mayonnaise and topped with sliced onion and 
cucumber pickles. In 1904 Davis traveled to 
the St. Louis World's Fair where he sold this 
sandwich from "Old Dave's Hamburger 
Stand" on the midway. The name "hamburger 
steak" had been used in America since the 
early 1800s to refer to chopped beef patties 
cooked in the style of Hamburg, Germany, 
so the new sandwich became known simply 
as a "hamburger:· 

While early burgers were little more than 
beef and bread, those today come in many 
varieties. Professional and "backyard" chefs 
alike create burgers madeofbeef,lamb, pork, 
seafood and poultry - even "veggie" versions. 
They incorporate ingredients and flavors 
mnging from Southwestern to Greek, and 
Mediterranean to Asian, creating a world of 
burger variations.

LOUISVILLE - A majority 
of Kentuckians want the federal 
government to change policy 
and make it easier to buy pre­
scription drugs from Canada and 
other countries, according to a 
newspaper poll. 

In a Bluegrass Poll conduct­
P.d by the Courier-Journal 
between May 5-11 , 63 percent 
of 811 adult respondents said 
they would favor such a change 
in federal policy. 

The poll's margin of error is 
plus or minus 3.4 percentage 
points. 

Federal law currently pro­
hibits the reimportation of med­
ications from other countries, 
although many Americans buy 
their drugs from Canada over 
the Internet, by traveling across 
the border, or by using .. store­
front " linked to Canadian phar­
macies to order prescriptions. 

someone in their household had 
purchased dmgs from another 
country to save money. 

Generally, the poll's results 
parallel other surveys. 

In February, an Associated 
Press poll found that 65 percent 
want the federal government to 
make it easier for people to buy 
prescription drugs from Canada 
or elsewhere. 

Opposition to a change 
remains strong. and the heads of 
two associations representing 
pharmacists cited safety con-

cerns as their main reason. 
"It's a matter of patient safe­

ty," sa1d Lawrence Sage, execu­
tive vice president of the Indiana 
Pharmacists Alliance. 

"There is no guarantee where 
these drugs are coming from." 
said Mike Mayes. head of the 
Kentucky Pharmacists 
Association. "You don't know 
what you're getting" if the pur­
chase is made outside the United 
States. Mayes said. 

Another opponent. a retired 
Baptist pastor who was polled 

by the new paper, said his main 
concern was the economy. 

"I feel we should be buying 
our medications in this country'" 
rather than somewhere else, 
Jefferson County resident Frank 
Wesley Noel said in a later inter­
view. "We're giving them 
money that our country needs.'' 

Northup said she thinks the 
way many older people make 
decisions about buying medica­
tions makes the current U.S. 
system "unsafe" for them, and 
that a secure process for buying 

at lower prices from other coun­
tries would help them. Some 
people without health in urance 
decide to go without the medi­
cine they need because they 
can't afford to pay the U.S. 
price , she said. 

A bill now in the Senate, she 
said. would require that the gov­
ernment set up procedures to 
assure drugs from other coun­
tries are safe for sale to 
Americans. 

"My aunt is 82 years old, and 
she pays hundreds of dollars for 
her medications." said Carolyn 
Gore of Louisville. a poll partic­
ipant who agreed to an interview 
about her views. 

Gore work as a supervisor 
for Louisville Metro Waste 
Management. She said she was­
n't worried about the safety of 
Canadian dmgs. an i sue often 
rai ed by the U.S. pharmaceuti­
cal mdustry and other critics of 
so-tailed reimportation. 

Some members of Congress, 
including Rep. Anne Northup, 
R-3rd District, are pushing for 
legislation to legalize these pur­
chases, and say it is gaining 
momentum and on the verge of 
being adopted. 

"A lot of us think it will be 
approved by the end of the cur­
rent Congress," Northup said in 
an interview with the newspaper 
last week. 

In the poll, majority support 
for such a change in federal pol­
icy held up among a wide range 
of demographic grbups - men, 
women, Republicans, 
Democrats, and elderly, young, 
well-educated, less educated, 
high-income and low-income 
people. Sixty-nine percent of 
men and 58 percent of women 
supported a change.

"Well. you know, people in 
Canada are taking the medi­
cine." she said. "So I can't see 
where safety would be a para­
mount issue." 

Another 27 percent of 
respondents said they opposed 
casing the rules to buy medica­
lions from Canada and else­
where.

FRANKFORT The 
Kentucky Court of Appeals 
overturned contempt charges 
against three eastern Kentucky 
JOurnali ts Friday, and ruled 
they did not have to pay their 
$500 fines.

the name. Sparks also fined 
them each $500. 

The newspaper ended up 
paying much more money to 
fight the fines than the $1,500. 
Ball said. Still, it was the princi­
ple that was worth fighting for, 
he said.

''I'm glad it's over with," 
Ball said. 

The newspaper had been 
fighting to keep its name after 
Inez attorney John R. Triplett 
maneuvered to obtain it himself. 
He was able to take its name

LOS ANGELES - Gasoline 
prices across the country rose 
more than 14 cents in the past 
two weeks and show no signs of 
slowing their climb, an industry 
analyst said Sunday. 

The weighted national aver­
age for all three grades of gaso­
line was $2.10 per gallon on 
Friday, according to Trilby 
Lundberg, publisher of the 
biweekly Lundberg Survey, 
which regularly polls 8,000 gas 
stations across the United 
States. 

The rise was causf'd by 
increased demand created by 
market pressures and seasonal 
environmental regulations 
requiring a move ro costlier for­
mulas. she said. 

"So far the higher prices have 
not chased demand away, and 
our biggest demand season is 
yet to come." she said. "There is 
no evidence yet that gasoline 
prices are peaking. They may 
soon, but there's no evidence 
that that is occurring yet." . 

Lundberg predicted that oil 
supply will rise whether or not 
OPEC agrees to officially raise 
its quota at its Beirut meeting on 
June 3. She said high prices will 
be "irresistible" for oil-produc 
ing nations, and they will unoffi­
cially release more oil even if 
OPEC votes not to. 

"They've been doing this for 
months and we can expect it to 
continue and even increase," 
Lundberg said. 

The Organization of 
Petroleum Exporting Countries, 
which had decided in March to 
cut its official output, has come 
under growing pressure from the 

United States and other consum­
ing nations to boost production 
as oil prices rose above $40 a 
barrel in recent weeks. 

But Lundberg said oil price 
drops won't necessarily result in 
lower U.S. gas prices. She said 
the reductions would be at least 
partially offset by increased 
demand from economic growth, 
environmental regulations, and 
an increase in driving during the 
summer months. 

The average price of gasoline 
has broken aU-time record higbs 
for three months straight, 
although the average price 
remains lower than the peak gas 

price in March 1981 when 
adju ted for inflation, Lundberg 
said. That price, adjusted for 
today's dollars, was $2.91 for all 
grades combined, she said. 

The national weighted aver­
age price of gasoline at self­
serve pumps on Friday, includ­
ing taxes, was about $2.07 for 
self-service regular; $2.17 for 
mid-grade, and $2.26 for premi­
um. 

San D1ego had the highest 
average price of any city, with 
self-serve regular selling for an 
average of $2.36. The average 
for self-serve regular m 
California was $2.33. · 

Triplett, the former chairman 
of the Martin County Water 
Board. had been criticized by 
the newspaper. 

A three·judge panel of the 
appeals court overturned 
Sparks· contempt order, saying 
the restraining order it was 
based on was too vague. 

Stayton had published the 
paper through New Wave 
Communications Inc., which the 
secretary of state admmistrative­
ly dissolved in 2000, after its 
paper lap ed. 

Cecil Roberts running

Triplett incorporated everal 
corporations in May 2002, 
among them one called New 
Wave Communication Inc. The 
circuit court then granted an 
injunction. which Triplett wrote. 
preventing the newspaper from 
being published under different 
names, including Mountain 
Citizen Tnc. The newspaper pub­
lishes under the name The 
Mountain Citizen. which was 
not among the names included 
in the injunction.

2002. Stayton had testified they

The journalists argued that 
the restraining order did not 
specifically prohibit them from 
using the newspaper's estab­
lished trade name.
