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Voters approve same-sex marriage ban amendment

l:v: .. SVILLE - Social con-
ervatives scored a lopsided vic­

tory Tue day, as Kentuckian 
~erwhelmingly voted in favor 
of a proposed amendment out­
lawing same-sex marriages and 
civil unions. 

Opponents were unable to 
withstand the momentum 
gained by the amendment's sup­
porters, who had help from relj­
gwus organizations, churches 
and even the governor. 

"It's God's law that woman 
was made for man and man for 
woman - not man for man and 
woman for woman,'' Harold 
Auxier, a 59-year-old retired 
~oal rruner from Van Lear who 
voted Tuesday for the amend­
ment. "That's why marriage 
should only be recognized 
between a man and woman." 

State law already prohibited 
same-sex marriages. But the 
amendment's supporters have 
argued a constitutional change 
was neces ary to close the door 
on any possibility of a future 
court ruling that would allow 
same-sex marriages in 
Kentucky. 

With 99 percent of precincts 

reporting, the amendment had 
I ,192,315 votes for it, or 74 per­
cent, and 408,496 vote against 
it, or 26 percent. 

Some voter said the amend­
ment went too far. 

Maurice Stepteau, 36, of 
Louisville, said he voted against 
the amendment becau e he felt it 
stretched the government's 
bounds. 

"You're slill dealing with a 
human being who has the same 
needs as any other human being, 
gay or whatever," Stepteau satd. 

Bet.h Wilson, director of the 
American Civil Liberties Union 
of Kentucky, said Kentuckians 
who voted for the amendment 
would eventually regret their 
decision . 

"That certainly 1s disappoint­
ing news that that many 
Kentucky voters would think 
that it's appropriate to write dis­
crimination into our constitu­
tion," Wilson aid. "People get 
harmed when their relationships 
are not re~pected, and this 
means that relationships won't 
be respected." 

But Kent Ostrander, execu­
tive director of the Lexington­
based Family Foundation, said 
the large margin of victory sim­
ply showed Kentucklans do not 

approve of same-sex marriages. 
"Everybody who had any 

rights, benefits or protections 
yesterday have those same 
rights, benefit and protection· 
today," O~trander said. "And I 
would say, this is about a false 
right to redefine marriage for 
everybody else:· 

Marcia Peterson, a n.:tired 
W!dow from !)helby County. 
said she voted For the amend 
ment but not becaulle she objects 
to the lifestyle of gay people. 

'Tm a widow, so I live alone, 
and why should two women or 
two men live together and have 
the same privileges as a married 
person, and probably pay less 
taxes than a person b)' them­
selves.·• she said. ··r really don't 
care one way or the other, [ 
mean their lifstyle." 

Kentucky was one of II 
states with a similar measure on 
Tuesday's ballot. 

A recent po11 showed an 
increasing majority of 
Kentuckians supported the 
amendment. La t week, The 
Courier-Journal published its 
Bluegrass PoU. which found 76 
percent of likely voters who 
were asked aid they supported 
it. 

It was not until the General 

Assembly'. final day la:>t spring 
when momentum from pro­
amendment groups catapulted 
the constitutional question onto 
the ballot and before voters. 

Huge crowds swanned the 
Capitol during the Legislature's 
closmg weeks last spring. with 
people intensely lining up either 
for against the mea ure. 
Lawmakers spent weeks dealing 
with the issue. 

Citi..leus bdd vigil uutsklt: 
the House and Senate lobbying 
lawmakers about the proposal. 
Eventually, the measure got 
onto Tuesday's ballot with final 
approval from both chambers. 

The issue did not disappear 
after lawmakers cnt the pro­
po. ed amendment to voters. 

Backed by thousands of dol­
lar each, both sides launched 
campaign on the amendment. 

One group, the Kentucky 
families for Faimess political 
issue committee, had raised 
about $368,000 hoping to defeat 
the amendment. It spenl more 
than $240,000 by mid-October, 
and had about $127,000 left for 
its fmal push. 

Various churches and reli­
gtous organization also sup­
ported the amendment. 

Southeast Christian Church 

in Loui ville spent about 
$140,000 on billboards and 
radio. televil>ton and newspaper 
ads. It message pnmarily tar­
geted people m and around the 
Louisville area. 

Other group opposing 1he 
amendment had collected nearly 
$70,000, by mid-October. About 
$35,600 of that amount was 
spent by Oct. 18. and pro­
amendment groups had nearly 
$39.000 tu Jklld in the closing 
weeks. 

And, in the campaign's final 
week, Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
weighed in. 

Aetcher became active in the 
campaign after the anti-amend­
ment group, NO on the 
Amendment, ran an ad he 
claimed misqouted him. 

Last week, NO on the 
Amendment ran a statewide 
television commercial claiming 
certain politicians who had 
helped push the measure onto 
the ballot now had questions 
about its potential ramitications. 
The amendment raised concern 
about possible consequences,

CHICAGO- Patient deaths 
from expenmcntal can~.;er drug 
during initial human studies 
declined dramatically from 
1991 to 2002. suggesting that 
better uvcr~ight and less-to, ic 
medicines have made cancer 
research safer. a study found. 

There were 35 drug-related 
deaths in the 213 studie. cxarn-

' incd. but such death were 
much more frequent in the earli­
er experiments than in the more 
recent ones. There were 24 
drug-linked deaths in studies 
from 1991 to 1994, 10 from 

1995 to 1998 and just one from 
1999 to 2002. 

Deaths from other causes 
decreased from 39 to 17 in the 
more recent studies. 

Dr. Mace Rothenberg, a 
Vanderbilt University cancer 
re~earch speciali t who was not 
HH olved in the tudy, called the 
tindinc. "clearly good news." 

"It indicates that patients 
who agree to go on to the e fair­
ly nsky studies are not placing 
th ·msclves at an unacceptably 
high risk for severe toxicity or 
death ," he aid. 

The studie involved a total 
of 6.474 patients and the overall 
death rate fell from 3 percent to 

l percent. 
At the same time, there was 

also a decline in the percentage 
of tumors that shrank in 
response to the drugs being test­
ed. But the researchers and 
other cancer experts said that 
does not mean the drugs were 
increasingly ineffective. 

Some of the newest cancer 
drugs employ a more targeted 
approach than older medicines, 
attacking tumor cells while 
causing less damage to healthy 
tissue. These drugs often work 
by stopping but not necessarily 
reversing tumor growth, said 
Dr. Thomas Roberts Jr. of 
Ma achusett General 

Hospital, the study's lead 
author. 

The researchers said the 
decrease in deaths may also be 
due to growing attention to 
patient safety regulations and 
increased oversight of human 
experiments during the past 
decade. Many institutions have 
developed educational pro­
gram for re earchers and hired 
additional staff to oversee 
research, they said. 

The researchers were 
encouraged to find not only 
fewer drug-linked deaths, but 
also a decline in cancer-related 
deaths. 

"They are significant 

because this is omething that 
really matters to patients J think 
when they are considering 
whether to proceed with stan­
dard treatments or experimental 
treatments," Roberts said. 

His report appears in 
Wedne day's Journal of the 
American Medical Association. 

The studies involved were 
Phase I clinical trials. These are 
small studies designed mainly 
to test the safety of an experi­
mental treatment and to deter­
mine the muirnum tolerable 
dose. 

Patients who participate in 
Phase I cancer studies generally 
have advanced disease that has 

not responded to conventional 
treatments. While many hope 
participating will improve their 
health, that is not the primary 
goal in such studies. 

The patients involved had 
various types of cancer, includ­
ing colon, lung, kidney, breast 
and prostate tumors. 

Rothenberg said the lower 
toxicity of newer, more targeted 
drugs may explain both the 
reduced deaths and reduced 
tumor shrinkage. While tumors 
do not always shrink in 
response to such drugs, they 
may "shut down" for long peri­
ods, allowing patients to live 
fairly normal lives, he said.

fj least five servings of fruit and 
vegetables per day, according to 
the researchers, led by Dr. 
Walter Willett of the Harvard 
School of Publ~ Health. 

But for cancer, the report 
said. ''The protective effect of 
fruit and vegetable intake may 
have been oYerstated." 

The rescar team tudied 
71,910 femal in the Nurse·s 
Health study arid 37,725 males 
in the Health Professionals 
Follow-up Stud . The research 
began in the miu.l980s and the 

~ report followed e participants 
until 1998. 

They found p rticipant who 
ate 1i ve or more servtngs of fruit 
and vegetables daily had a 
·lightly decreased risk of heart 
disease. but there was no statis­
tically significant difference in 
cancer rates. 

The researchers provided 
several poss1ble explanations 
for that rc ult, while the JOUrnal 
published an editorial sugge~t­

ing potential sour~.;e~ of en·or. 
It may be that cancer risk is

few fruits and vegetables, the 
researchers said. Since most of

Fruits were more strongly 
associated with reduced heart 
di-.easc than vegetables, the 
researchers said.

leafy vegetables. 
In aD editorial in the same 

issue of the journal, Dr. Arthur 
Schatzkitl and Victor Kipnis of 
the National Cancer Institute in 
Bethesda, Md., contend it 
"remains an open question" 
whether eating fruits and veg­
etables provides cancer protec­
tion. 

Errors in collecting the data 
could obscure a cancer reduc­
tion associated with eating fruit 
and vegetables, Schatzkin said.

SuPreme Court declines to hear 
Ky. case over campaign financing

WASHINGTON The 
Supreme Court declined to step 
into a dispute Monday over 
whether Kentucky laws that ban 
cash as well a post-election 
donations is constitutionally 
permissible to battle corruption 
and campaign fraud. 

The court, without comment, 
let stand a lower ruling that 

~ struck down the rules as uncon­
stitutional because they violate 
First Amendment rights of free 
speech and association. 

Hobart Anderson, who ran 
for Kentucky governor in 1999 
as a write-in candidate, filed the

speech at 9:20 p.m. "I'm 
very proud of the race we 
ran." 

Stumbo's husband, 
~·Prestonsburg attorney Ned 

Pillersdorf, was incensed

o intervene means that politi­
cians will now be able to cam­
paign within 500 feet of polling 
place . lend more than $50.000 
of money to their own cam­
paigns and a k for contributions 
after an election. 

Kentucky had pas ed the 
laws in 1992 to battle corrup­
tion and help financially equal­
ize the gubernatorial race after 
three millionaire candidates 
won office between 1979 and 
1991. 

The 6th U.S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals disagreed, siding with 
Anderson in saying rule cap­
ping campaign contribution 
particularly hurt write-in candi­
dati?S bccau c they aren't eligi­
ble for public financing. 

The 6th Circuit reasoned that 
Kentucky had failed to provide 
evidence justifying a ban on 
campaigning for a distance a 
far as 500 feet. Banning ca<;h 
donations, as opposed to 
check . to help e. tnblish a paper 
trail of donors' names improper­
ly discourages upport from 
poor people, the court said.

President Bush proved to be 
more popular than Democratic 
challenger John Kerry Thesday 
With men and women in 
Kentucky and voters of all ages 
and in all income brackets, 
according to an Associated Press 
poll. 

In addition. Kentucky 
Democrats were more likely 
than Republicans to eros party 
lines in casting their vote for 
pre ident. 

Kentucky voter are almost 
equaUy divided when it come 
to party affiliation. A little more 
than four in 10 say they consid­
er themselves Democrats, and 
almost the same number say 
they are Republtcan~. 

Bush captured the support of 
about a quarter of the state's 
Democrats, which is higher than 
in the national contest. Very few 
Republicans crossed pany lines 
to back Kerry. 

David King, of Auxier. was 
among those Democrats who 
voted to re-elect Bush "I think 
he can handle the war on terror 
bener than Kerry can," King 
said ... Bush has proven him­
·elf.'' 

As for the state' independent 
voters, they favored Bush. 

The poll of J ,034 Kentucky 
voters was conducted for AP and 
television networks by Edison 
Media Research and Mitofsky 
International. Results were sub­
ject to sampling error of plus or 
minus 5 percentage points, high­
er for subgroup . 

When it comes to the issues, 
Kentucky voters said moral val­
ues were critical in deciding 
how to vote for president. 
Virtually all of the people who 
said that was the most important 
is ue for them backed Bush for 
president. 

Nearly all of the voters who 
cared most about moral values 
also backed the proposed 
amendment to the state constitu-

tion that would define marriage 
as between a man and a woman 
and ban civil unions. 

The economy and jobs were • 
also a top issue for Kentuckians 
going to the polls, and those vot-
ers overwhelmingly supported 
Kerry for president. 

Kentucky voters who said 
they wanted a candidate who 
exhibited strong leadership 
skills endorsed Bush, while 
Kerry got the backing of those 
who said they wanted a presi­
dent who would take the country 
in a new direction. 

"I guess I really just want a 
change," said Kim DeSha, of 
Louisville. "Irs not that I think 
he's (Kerry) so much better. He 
would be better than Bush I 
think." 

Kentucky voters seem to 
have made up their minds about 
Bush and Kerry some time ago. 
More than three fourths said 
they made their presidential pick

much of northern Kentucky. 
Clooney is the father of movie 
tar George Clooney. 

Republicans held the eat for 
decades until Democrat Ken 
Luca wrested it away six years 
ago when Jim Bunning wa 
elected to the U.S . Senate. 
Davis. 46. lost to Luca by a 
scant 6 ,000 votes in 2002 and 
vowed to run again. 

"We alway kept the chal­
lenger mentality,•· Davis told his 
jubilant supporters Tuesday 
night.

''The quality of the coach­
ing, although we're not 
pleased with the re ults, is not 
my biggest concern right 
now;· Brook said. "My 
biggest concern is to continue • 
to reciUlt talented, SEC-type 
athletes into this program." 

Brook:. said a friend sent 
him an October clipping from 
an Oregon newspaper that 
included 1993 quotes from 
Brooks, who was then tbe 
Oregon coach. The quotes 
offered an impassioned 
defen e of that team's offen-
sive coordinator, Mike 
Bellotti. Brooks noted 

Monday that Bellotti, who is 
no\\- Oregon·. head coach, 
helped the Duck, reach the 
Rose Bowl after the 1994 ca­
son and the team has become a 
perennial power under 
Bellotti. 

Brooks. in his ccond sea­
son at Kentucky, said he would 
expect the Wildcats' offense to 
improve next season but that il 
might take two years before 
the program nscs to the level 
"where it nc&! tu be.

Just like that, the Patriots' 
21-game winning streak and 
NFL-record 1 8-game regular-
cason run ended, largely 

hecause of a rookie who further 
enbancl!d hts ever-growing rep­
utation by making the defend­
ing Super Bowl champions 
look very ordinary 

Rocthl is berger became the 

frrst quarterback to win his ftrst 
five NFL starts since the 
Steelers' Mike Kruczek was 6-
0 in 1976, completing 18 of 24 
passes for 196 yards and two 
touchdowns. In his last two 
games, he's 39-of-49 - the kind 
of numbers as ociated with a 
quarterback in a low-risk West 
Coast offense, not one that con­
stantly looks to get the ball 
downfield to ace receivers 
Hines Ward and Plaxico 
Burress. 

"I heard those experts talk­
ing on TV that he can't beat a 
Bill Belichick defense," aid 
Plaxico Burress, who connect­
ed with RoerhJisberger on two 
ftr t-quarter touchdown pass 
plays as Pittsburgh opened a 
21-3 lead. "But they're finding 
out around the league." 

Here's what they're learn­
ing: the Patriots (6-1) ffiight not 
necessarily be the team to beat 
in the AFC. not with the 
Steelers (6-1) off to their best 
start since their 1978 Super 
Bowl champions tart.ed 7-0. 

"It definitely wa a state­
ment game for us," Steelers 
linebacker Joey Porter said. 
"Each game is gets bigger."

21-3 later in lhe f"1tst quarter. 
By then, New England fans 
were realizing that. on the same 
week the Red Sox won the 
World Series. maybe it wa too 
much to expect all thi · winning 
to continue. 

"It wa never about the 
streak, that was never part of 
our preparation," linebacker 
Mike Vrabel said. "It wa n't 

this week against the Steelers, 
either- we just didn't play weU 
enough to win, that's it." 

With Dillon out and the 
Patriots way behind early, they 
didn't even try to run backup 
Kevin Faulk; their IX rushing 
attempts were three fewer than 
the franchise's previous single­
game low in a 1996 game 
again t Denver. 

"We got behind to a very 
good team," Brady aid. "We 
made it tough on ourselves. We 
dug ourselves a big ditch and we 
couldn't find our way out of it."

. Bengals' latest stumble 

trips up playoff hopes, too

CINCINNATI- Next week­
end. the Cincinnati Bengal will 
wear all-orange jersey for the 
frrst time in their hi tory. 

Might as well. They've 
already turned into pumpkins. 

The NFL's most downtrodden 
franchise is in no position to con­
jure another improbable playoff 
run. A 27-20 Joss in Tennessee 
left Cincinnati (2-5) stuck in last 
place in the AFC North. headed 
in the wrong direction. 

The loss wiped away that 
smidgen of hope parked by a 
solid Monday night win over 
Denver, revealing the Bengals 
for what they are: a team that 
rise to the occa ion only on 
rare occa ions. 

"We didn't play with poise,'' 
co~h Marvin Lewi summed it 
up on onday. 

Instead, they played like a 
team that' still a long way from 
figuring out what it need to do 
get itself turned around. 

It appeared they were past 
that stage last season, when they 
recovered from an identical l-4 
start by knocking off some of 
the NFL's hottest teams in 
Lewi ' frrst cason. 

They stayed in contention 
until the final week, gaining a 
sense of confidence that's been 
mostly mi ing since their lac;t 
winning eason in 1990. Lewis 
assumed there would he some 
carry-over to t.h.i season. 

No such luck. 
Instead of building momen­

tum off of their 23-10 victory 
over Denver on Monday night, 
the Bengals reverted to form in 
Tenne ee - 10 penalties, no 
running game. no run defense. 
no expl~ation for why they fell 
apart with their season at slake. 

"What 'poise' mean i mak­
ing play and doing your job 
u~der stress, under durcs ," 
Lewis said. "And I think that' 
the disappointing thing of our 
football team: We didn't handle 
lhdt. We didn't play with poi e." 

It's tempting to blame inex­
ptrlence - with ll player. on 
injured reserve, the Bengal rely 
way too much on rookies. But 
they're not the one making the 

biggest mistakes. 
The NFL's worst run defense 

wa at it again Sunday, giving 
up 163 yards. A unit already 
missing middh: linebacker Nate 
Webster struggled mightily in 
its first game without Lineman 
Tony Williams, out for the ca­
son with a broken ankle. 

·'It's hard when you have a 
lot of new personnel because 
you've got a lot of new guys 
getting looks," defensive end 
Duane Clemons said. ''The lo s

of Tony Williams - I can't eve~ 
tell you how much that hurts us. 
But we try to make the best of 
the ituation." 

In a rare show of emotion, 
Lewi ripped off his headphones 
and started to throw them to the 
ground Sunday after the defen e 
left tight end Shad Meier uncov­
ered for a 1-yard touchdown 
pass on the final play of the first 
half. 

Lewis trie to stay calm on 
the sideline so his team keeps its 
composure. That defen ive bun­
gle wa more than he could han­
dle. 

''There was no trickery o~ 
the play. no big deal," Lewis 
said. "Just do your job, we're 
off the field, end of the half and 
no point . It wa a huge play in 
the football game. Huge." 

Lewi • who coordinated the 
defense that led Baltimore to a 
Super Bowl championship in 
the 2000 ea on, ha n't been 
able to get thi unit in ync. He 
think' the biggest problem is 
veterans making mi takes 
because they're trying to cover 
for the rookies. 

"It's not because they're not 
trying," Lewi said.

Don't look for Ke tucky 
Derby winner from 
Breeders' Cup Juvenlle

ORAND PRAIRIE, Texas -
No Breeders' Cup Juvenile win­
ner has ever won the Kentucky 
Derby the following year. And 
the eight colts who ran in the 
race might not even make it to 
the fir t Saturday in May. 

Wilko, a 28· t shot who came 
from England to win the 
Juvenile over mostly American 
horses Saturday, has been trans­
ferred to Califomia-ba ed train· 
er Craig Dollase. 

The colt will be pointed to 
the Derby, even though his win· 
ning time of 1:42.09 over 1 1-16 
miles was slower than Sweet 
Catomine, who won the 
Juvenile Fillies in 1 :41.65 at the 
same distance. 

"The colts don't look as 
strong at this point but they'll 
come around," trainer D. Wayne 
Lukas said Sunday. ''There'll be 
some good ones that come 
around. That wasn't necessarily 
your Derby field. Not by a long 
shot." 

Lukas, Bob Baffert and Nick 
Zi.to were disappointed by their colts. 

Sun King, trained by Zito. 
was third; Lukas' Con olidator 
was fourth; and Baffert' 
Roman Ruler, the wagering 
favorite, was fifth. 

Zito ha returned Sun King to 
Kentucky for treatment of a shin 
problem. 

"We threw a gutterball, but 
we'll just reload and try again," 
Baffert said, adding that Roman 
Ruler likely won't run again 
until February. 

Lukas plans to return 
Consolidator to California for 
some time off before going back 
to racing in January. 

"Surprisingly, he ran huge 
for where he was at," the Hall of 
Fame trainer said. "I thought he 
ran a heck of a race." 

Whether Sweet Catomine 
eventually takes on the boys in 
the 1 114-mile Kentucky Derby 
is up in the air. Owner Martin 
Wygod is keeping an open mind.

If you wam to increase cror> yield. 
or vegetable and floy,·er garden pro-

duction next spring, have your soil 
tested. This is the only way to deter­
mine whether the soil has the right 
alkalinity or acidity to release avail­
able nutrients. 

The measure of soil acidity ts pH. 

or potential hydrogen. It control 
availability of all other nutrient . Gen­
erally, agronomic crops grow best 
when the pH is between six and seven. 
Some horticultural crops such as aza­
leas and blueberries require much 

more acidic soil condition , in the 
range of 4.5. 

An incon·ect soil pH can cause 
problems_ For example, a low oil pH 
can induce a calcium def1ciency;

while a high one can cause iron 
and zinc deficiencies. 

Soil test results will give you 
re earch-based information on 
how much lime to use to make 
the oil more alkaline or sulfur 
to apply to make it more acidic. 

Having the proper levels of 
soil nutrients will help maxi­
mize economic yields. This is 
lncrea ingly important this year, 
becau e increa ing energy costs 
mean higher fertilizer prices. In 
fact, farmer can expect to pay 
about 30 percent more for 
potash (potassium 

fertilizer) this year compared 
to last year. 

A good soil testing program 
will maximize returns on your 
fertilizer inve tment by identi­
fying fields that already have 
sufficient nutrients and those 
with inadequate fertility. High­
er fertilizer prices make blanket 
applications increasingly 
expensive. 

The past two growing ea­
sons have been ideal for crop 
production. resulting in record 
yields in many areas. Addition­
al soil nutrients have been 
removed with harvested crops. 
These field likely are lower in 
essential nutrients and therefore 
will produce highest return on 
your fertilizer investment. 

Soil testing also enables 
landowners to identify environ­
mentally sensitive area . For 
example, excessive phosphorus 
can cause low oxygen levels in 
lakes and streams that may lead 
to fish kills. Many Kentucky 
soils, especially in the bluegrass 
region, are naturally very high 
in phosphoru . A oil te t will 
reveal these levels so no addi­
tional phosphoru fertili~er will 
be added. 

Fall is a good time to take 
sample for soil testing. Each 
county Extension office has 
information on taking soil sam­
ples and sample bags or boxes. 
There is a nominal fee to cover 
the oil analys1s costs. 

Taking oil samples in the 
fall gives you plenty of time to 
carry out the recommendations. 
For instance, agricultural lime 
takes about six months to 
decompose and react with the 
soil; so it needs to be applied in 
the fall. Fertilizer price usual­
ly are cheaper in the fall and

oil is drier so it is easier to get 
into the field. 

The tum-around time for soil 
tests usually is faster in the fall, 
generally within a week. 

You need to take different 
·amples for various land uses 
such as agricultural fields, lawn, 
garden, fruit tree . ornamental 
shrubs and azaleas because 
these may have distinct fertility 
and acidity or alkalinity require­
ments. 

Take a sample from poor 
growing area and from adjacent 
areas of good growth. Mark 
each sample with a letter, or 
numbers on a field map. 

Collect at least 1 0 oil core 
for small areas and up to 20 
cores for larger fields. 

How deeply you take cores 
for faun use depends on the 
tillage ystem used. For tilled 
areas, take cores from the sur­
face to plow depth, usually six 
to eight inches. Take cores 
down to a four-inch depth in no­
till fields and pastures. 

For home lawns, take cores 
from the surface down to four 
inche . For gardens, ornamen­
tals and fruit trees, take cores 
down to six to eight inches. Be 
sure to take all cores from an 
area at the same depth. 

After you've collected oil 
cores, put them in a clean, dry 
plastic bucket, crush the soil 
and thoroughly mix it. Allow 
this to air dry in an open. conta­
mination-free pace. When it 
dries. fill the sample bag and 
completely fill out the informa­
tion sheet. A separate sheet is 
needed for agricultural oil, 
home gardens, lawns and turf 
grasses and commercial horti­
cultural crops. 

If a good idea to take core 
samples around the same time 
each year to compare re ult 
from year to year.

I have been challenged by a reporter from the Lexington Herald, for my statement 
charging the State of Kentucky, Mines and Minerals Department, of using the 
"right to enter," for the illegal removal of the mineral estate belonging to the 
William Martin estate.

gourds, summer 
squash and pumpkins are 
fun and easy to grow. 

Life cycle of a pumpkin 
Like all living things, pumpkins have a cycle of life: from 
seedling to sprout, to vine and flower, to fruit that returns 
to seed again - repeating the cycle again and again. 

Plant pumpkin seeds next spring and see what happens! 

Pumpkins are 
usually planted in 
May or June. 
The seeds sprout 
{germinate) in 
seven to 10 days. 

Inside a 
mature 
pumpkin 
are hundreds 
of seeds. 
These lllllliill~ 
can be 
planted the 
following year. 

A pumpkin left in the garden will slowly disintegrate 
until it becomes mush and seeds. This is how 
nature plants her own seeds. 

Because they belong to the 
same family {Cucurbita), 

ornamental gourds, summer 
squash and pumpkins can 
cross-pollinate. This often 

results in hybrids of 
many different colors and 

shapes for gourds. 

Gourds were the cur­
rency of Haiti in the 
early 1800s. 
Today, Haiti's official 
currency is called 
the "gourde." 

In about three weeks 
yellow flowers 

appear. Male 
flowers bloom first, 

then female flowers. 

Male flowers 
produce pollen and 

female flowers 
produce fruit. You 

can see tiny 
pumpkins at the 
base of female 

flowers. 

Bees transfer the 
pollen from the 

male blossom to 
the female. 

Once pollinated, the 
fruit will grow into a 

mature pumpkin. The 
plant will 

continue to produce 
flowers through most 

of the season. 

Pumpkins, gourds and a variety 
of squash are members of the 
plant family Cucurbita. This 
family also includes cucum­
bers, gherkins and melons. You 
may think pumpkins belong on 
a Halloween page, but the 
pumpkin and squash have been 
a traditional harvest food for 
centuries. Squash was one of 
the "three sisters" planted by the 
Native Americans (corn and 
beans were the other sisters). . 

What's in a name? 
The word squash is derived from the 
Narragansett Indian word isquotersquash 
or askutasquash, which means "eaten 
uncooked." 

Jacques 
Cartier 

In 1584, when the French explor­
er Jacques Cartier was chart-

ing the St. Lawrence region, 
he came across pumpkins. 
In his report home he identi­
fied them as "gros melons." 
This was mistakenly trans­
lated into English as "pompi· 

ons" instead of "big melons." 
Over time the word pompion 

evolved into the word pumpkin. 

A noble history 
Pumpkins and squash originated in Central 
America. Seven-thousand-year-old seeds 
from related plants have been found in 
Mexico. 

Native Americans were eating pumpkin and 
squash centuries before the arrival of 
European settlers. Pumpkins were 
probably part of the first Thanksgiving feast. 
Early settlers filled hollow pumpkins with a 
variety of food stuffs. One recipe called for 
baking a pumpkin stuffed with milk, honey 
and spices. 

Kinds of squash 
Summer squash like zucchini 
and yellow crookneck are 
harvested in the summer. 
The fruits are on the smaller 
side and usually have thin 
skins. Summer squash can be 
served raw or cooked. 

Winter squash like hubbard 
or acorn squash are harvested 
in late summer and early fall. 

Kinds of gourds 
There are three kinds of gourds: 
the ornamentals (cucurbita), hardshell 
(lagenaria) and the vegetable sponge (luffa). 
Most gourds are not good eating, 
but they are very useful in other ways. 
Ornamental gourds are used as decora­
tions. Hardshell gourds are perfect for carv­
ing and making vessels. Sponge gourds 
have a fibrous interior that is used to make 
sponges. 

Incredible edibles 
Pumpkins are an excellent source of 
vitamins A and B as well as potassium. 
They are low in calories, fat and sodium and 
high in fiber. The seeds are high in protein, 
vitamin B and iron. The flowers and leaves 
of pumpkin and squash plants are edible, 
and some people fry them before serving 
or put them in salads. 

Seeds: A healthy snack 
It's easy to make roasted 
pumpkin seeds, but you will 
need an adult to help you 
because a hot oven is 
required. 

1. Take seeds from a fresh ~ 
pumpkin and dean off the 
stringy membrane. 

2. Heat the oven to 350 F. 

3. Coat a cookie or baking 
sheet with vegetable oil or 
cooking spray. 

4. Spread seeds on baking sheet and coat 
lightly with salt. 
5. Cook the seeds for 10 to 20 minutes until 
lightly brown and crisp. Tum once. 

6. Let the seeds cool before eating them. 

Biggest is better 
Growing giant pumpkins has become a 
hobby for some people. So far, the largest 
pumpkin ever grown weighed 1 ,458 lbs., 
but because it had a hole in it, it could not 
officially go on record as the largest. A man 
from Oregon won the world record in 2003 
with a pumpkin that weighed 1,385 lbs. 

The world record for the largest pumpkin pie 
was achieved at the 2002 Pumpkinfest of 
Vancouver Island, Canada. The pie was "". 
42 Inches across and 39 feet long and ~~ 
could serve 1,000 people. The recipe 
required 244 cans of pumpkin and more 
than 200 lbs. of dough.
