FRANKFORT- Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher's adminis­
tration on Thursday pre­
sented a new temporary 
state spending plan that 
includes more money for 
Medicaid and a h1gher cost 
of living increase for retired 
teachers. 

• The new plan will run 
state government from 
Oct. 1 through Dec. 31. 

In a statement, Fletcher 
called the plan a "sound 
public policy documenr 
that reflects his commit­
ment to fiscal responsibility. 

Kentucky has been 
without a budget since July 
1. The General Assembly 
adjourned its regular ses­
sion in April without pass­
ing a budget because of a 
House-Senate impasse 
over tax code changes 
sought by Fletcher. 

Fletcher's first 90-day 
temporary spending plan 
ran through Thursday. 

The administration said 
its new plan includes $15 
million more in state funds 
and an extra $34.3 million 
in federal funds for 
Medicaid, the state-federal 
health insurance program 
for the poor and disabled. 

The plan also includes 
a 0.8 percent cost of living 

II increase for retired teach­
ers above the automatic 
1.5 percent they were 
scheduled to receive.

FRANKFORT- A Pikeville 
ho ·pi tal is wrangling over reim­
bursement rates it will receive 
next year with the one insurance 

• company a· igned to it region 
under Gov. Ernie Fletcher's pro­
po ed health plan for public 
employees and teacher •. 

An executive at Pikeville 
Medical Center · aid that cost­
cutting demands by insurer 
CHA Health would reduce the 
hospital's revenue by more 
than $1 million next year. 

''We've had an agreement 
with CHA for everal years, and 
we have not had this 1ssue arise 
until this year," said the hospi­
tal's chief financial officer. 
Danny Harri . "What they're 
asking for will create a signifi­
cant financial burden.'' 

A CHA Health official said 
the dealings with the hospital 
arc "normal negotiations" aimed 
at getting the best price for the 
insurer's customers. 

But what's different under 
Fletcher's plan is that CHA 
Health has an exclu ive contract 

to represent slate worker and 
teacher. in the two large eastern 
Kentucky regions that stretch 
from Tennes ·ee to Ohio. In the 
past, many of tho e public 
employees could choose from 
other carriers. 

"That gives CHA more bar­
gaining power," Harris said. "I 
believe 11 creates a regionalized 
monopoly." 

Fletcher's health plan for 
public workers and teach~rs 
carved the srate into eight 
region and a igned only one 
carrier to each. 

Neal Spero, CHA's chief 
marketing officer, insisted the 
negotiations with the Pikeville 
hospital had little to do with the 
state' contract. 

"I think that would be the sit­
uation no matter what happens 
with the tate," he said. "You're 
trying to get the best price." 

Spero declined to talk about 
specific negotiations with hospi­
tal .

Kentucky must 
return the vote 
to ex-felons

Gov. Ernie Fletcher is denying the 
vote to 717 Kentuckians in this important 
election year. Their applicatlons for the 
restoration of their rights were denied by 
the Fletcher administration. How is this 
democracy? 

These 717 are fonner felon~. Under 
Kentucky state law, felons to e their right 
to vote, can't run for public office or it 
on a jury. They are al o prevented from 
obtaining some professional licen es. 

Kentucky has one of the worst y -
terns in the country for allowing the 
restoration of voting rights to former 
felons. Demos. a nonprofit research 
group that work on i ue pertinent to 
democracy, gives Kentucky an "P' on 
state laws that block former felons' right 
to vote. 

The restoration proces for ex-felons 
is lengthy and intimidating, and requires 
that reinstatement be granted by the gov­
ernor. Recently, Fletcher added even 
more requirement for applicants, 
including the ubrnission of character 
references and a written essay stating 
why the applicant should be able to vote. 
Despite the difficult and demeaning 
process, many Kentuckians have 
endured it to get their right back. 

So far, Gov. Fletcher ha only 
approved around 123 applications smce

attempts to bar blacks from voting. The 
Semencing Project of Washington, D.C., 
report that in the "six state that deny 
the vote to ex-offenders, one in four 
black men i permanently barred from 
voting, and, given current rates of incar­
ceration, as many as 40 percent of the 
next generation of Black males in those 
states" may end up similarly situated . 

In Kentucky, approximately 147.434 
adults have been disenfranchised; the 
total number of disenfranchised African­
Americans is 35,955 or 17.4 percent. 

Factor contributing to the high popu­
lation of black men in prison include 
racial profiling, high rates of arrest, 
racial bias in prosecuting and sentencing, 
and under-employment. According to the 
FBI' Uniform Crime Reports, Whites 
are arre ted for 71.5 percent of all 
crime , and blacks at 25.7 percent.

Gov. Fletcher must do the right thing 
and concede the right to vote tO ex-felon 
applicants. He cannot be allowed to tum 
his back on democracy.

Bunning campaign manager 

David Young said Mongiardo 
was overreacting. 

"Daniel has been attacking 
Senator Bunning incessantly for 
nine month · nonstop, and if he 
can't handle the facts just once 
in a hghthearted contrast ad, 
then he needs to think about tak­
ing a vacation in hi private 
plane," Young said. 

Mongiardo's new commer­
c ial i meant to counter a 
Bunning ad that ·ay · Mongiardo 

:.reaped millions from treating 
7Medicaid patients and implies he 
u ed the money to afford a luxu-

rious home and his own airplane. 
The ad claim that 

Mongiardo billed the Medicaid 
ystem for more than $3 million 

for treating patients. Medicaid is 
lhe govenunent health care pro­
gram for the poor and disabled. 
It is run by the state , and its 
costs are shared by the federal 
and state governments. 

Citing the Kentucky 
Department of Medicaid 
Services, the Bunning campaign 
said that Mongiardo billed 
Medicaid more than $440,000 in 
1992, more than $665.000 in 
1993 and nearly $320.000 in 

1994. 
Bunning · campaign claimed 

a former state human resources 
secretary during that period aid 
any billings more than $300.000 
"de erve ·crutiny."

Louisville's defense starts 
every practice from the side­
line. 

At the sound of a whistle, 
the unit races onto the field, 
fonns a huddle and shouts

A play is run and if first­
year defensive coordinator 
Mike Cassity doesn't like what 
he sees, he orders punishing 
sprints or up-down exercises 
before his players restart the 
drill.

Coach Marvin Lewi knew 
there would be uch days when 
he elevated Palmer in the off ea­
son, putting the inexperienced 
Heisman Trophy winner in 
charge. Under pressure from the 
Ravens' blitzing defense. 
Palmer had three interceptions 
and a fumble. 

"When you're a young quar­
terback, you get greedy, and I 

have to fight that temptation," 
Palmer said. 

The futility is growing and 
Lewis' urge to protect hi· quar­
terback. 011 Wednesday, he . ug­
gested that everyone hould 
ease up. 

"Our object i to win the 
game, not St!e how many time 
we can throw it into the end 
tone and get intercepted.'' 
Lewis sa1d. "What we don't 
want to have i the interception 
we had last week. To Car on' 
credit, he ha n't done that 
(often). 

"If you guy!> keep writing 
about it, pretty soon he'll get 
frustrated and I'll really have a 
problem.'' 

Not really. Palmer expected 
some rough times and is han­
dling them very well. So i the 
rest of the offense, which knew 
he would need time to shine. 

The fans are another matter. 
Encouraged by the 8-8 finish 

in Lewis' fir t eason, fans 
bought ticket and' expected 
playoffs. The first two home 
games drew the two largest 
crowds in the tadJUm's 5-year 
history. 

Their patience has run out 
already. 

The Bengals (1-2) got booed 
in their own stadium Sunday. 
Some fans staned calling for 

backup quarterback Jon IGtna 
- last year's NFL comeback 
player of the year - to make 
another comeback. 

It won't happen. 
"I share their disappoint­

ment, but we're not going to 
hare their pank,'' Lewis said. 

"We· re going to stay our course 
and do fine. Carson made a 
number of fine play .. There's a 
couple of play he'll learn from 
and never do again, I'm ure."

Palmer got a lot of attention 
for his impressive debut, a 31-
24 los to the Jets. He went 18-
of-27 for 248 yards with two 
touchdowns and one intercep­
tion, which tran Jated into a 
gaudy 105.2 pas er rating. 

The Dolphins and Raven 
took a different approach, blitz­
ing him often and forcing quick 
decision. that led to occa. ional 
mi take . He threw for only 147 
yards again t Miami. 

The four turnover again t 
Baltimore undercut his fir, t 
300-yard pa sing game. Palmer 
wa 25-of-52 for 316 yards. 

Heading into a game Sunday 
at Pittsburgh, Palmer lead the 
NFL with 117 pa!>se thrown. 

"That's definitely not our 
intention," Palmer said. "We're 
a running team. We want to run 

the ball more. When you're 
down, we have to start throwing. 
We definitely want to gel up 
qu1ck m thi game and run the 
ball and really grind it down." 

Lewi i worried that his 
team is starting to get worn 
down by the critici m of its 
ragged start. The defense is giv­
ing up 5.7 yards per carry, worst 
in the league, and the offense 
hasn't cored a touchdown in 
two game. 

"Our expectations are high,'' 
Lewis said. ''People are chip­
ping at them. That's why 1 close 
them in and protect them as 
much as I can. 

·'Let' look back to where we 
were a year ago at this time. 
Things are significantly differ­
ent, but not where we want them 
to be.''

Gordon on top after round 2

- It's ooly fitting Jeff 
Gordon has bypassed 
Dale Earnhardt Jr. for the 
lead in NASCAR's race to 
me championship. 

After all. the es is 
headed to Thlladega 
Superspeedway for the 
third round ofNASCAR's 
I o-race playoff system, 
and it was Gordon who 
ended Earnhardt's domi­
nance on restrictor-plate 
tracks. 

Gordon won at 
Talladega in April, nipping 
Earnhardt in a slightly 
controversial race. 
Eamhan:lt was atternpling 
to pass for the lead with 
three laps left when an 
accident occurred behind 
them, freezing the field 
and preventing the two 
from racing to the finish. 

Earnhardt then failed 
to redeem himself at 
Daytona in July, finishing 
third as he watched 
Gordon sail to another 
restrictor-plare victory. 

Gordon now goes to 
Talladega with ,the 
points lead in the battle 
for the Nextel Cup 
championship, two 
consecutive re trictor­
plate victories and a 
chance to match a 
record. A win Sunday 
at Talladega would tie 
Gordon with the late 

Dale Earnhardt as the 
only two drivers to win 
three plate races in one 
season. 

But Gordon isn't 
concerned with chasing 
history. He's more 
focused on avoiding 
the trademark multicar 
Talladega era hes. If he 
- or any other chase 
contender gets 
caught in one. their title 
hopes will certainly be 
over. 

"The best way to 
avoid the big wreck is 
to be out front or near 
the lead," Gordon said. 
"Ideally, I'd like to be 
in the lead pack run­
ning single file with 
everyone else battling 
two and three-wide 
behind me. 

"But that rarely hap­
pens because there are 
42 other drivers with 
the same goal, and 
that's to win." 

The list of viable 
chase contenders has 
been whittled to six. 

Gordon holds a one­
point lead over Kurt 
Busch, and Earnhardt 
Jr. is in third place. 
Jimmie John on and 
Mark Martin are tied 
for fourth, putting 
Elliott Sadler in sixth. 

But reigning series 
champion Matt 
Kenseth plummeted to 
seventh, and more or 
less saw his hopes at 

repeating his title 
destroyed when he 
wrecked while trying 
to enter the pits Sunday 
in Dover, Del. 

He ended up 32nd after 
his Roush Racing crew 
frantically made enough 
repairs to get his Ford back 
on the track. 

Ryan Newman won 
Sunday in Dover, but 
failed to make up much 
ground and is eighth in 
the standings. 

Tony Stewart and 
Jeremy Mayfield had the 
same fate as Newman. 
Both had solid runs last 
weekend, but are still 
stuck in ninth and lOth, 
desperately ttying to crawl 
closer to the lead 

Talladega is the one 
race that radically can 
jumble the standings. 

Because of the con­
stant three- and four­
wide racing in huge 
packs at speeds above 
190 mph, "the big one" 

the almost 
inevitable multicar 
wreck - is always 
looming. 

"Talladega could be 
the wild card in the 
chase," Martin said. 
"You really can't con­
trol what goes on there, 
and our goal i to not 
wreck, avoid the 'big 
one' and try to get a 
high finish.'' 

Earnhardt, who won 
four con ecutive races 

at Talladega until two 
straight second-place 
finishes, knows how to 
avoid the accidents: 
"Just stay out front all 
day." 

And if Earnhardt is 
going to make a strong 
push to reclaim the 
point lead, Talladega 
would be the track to 
do it at. 

"Talladega l so 
much fun," he said. "I 
can't think of many 
things more fun than 
running three-wide at 
Talladega. You're 
using every bit of your 
peripheral vision, while 
trying to watch the 
guys behind you in the 
mirror and not running 
into the guy in front of 
you." 

Fun for some, but a 
nightmare to others. 

Kenseth, for one, 
ha never been great at 
the Alabama track, 
scoring just three top 
lOs in nine starts. 

And Newman has 
never pretended to 
enjoy racing at 
Talladega.

gen compared to male hormones, most 
noticeably testosterone. The normal 
ratio of testosterone to estrogens in the 
blood circulation of a male i about 300 
to 1. If the relative amount of estrogen 
increases - either as a result of too 
much estrogen or not enough testos­
terone - gynecomastia can result. 

The second time that a male may 
have enlarged breasts as part of his nor­
mal development is during puberty. 
This benign gynecoma tia of adoles­
cence is commonly seen in mid to late 
adolescence. Frequently, it is one-sided 
or unequal and is associated with breast 
tenderness. In one to 

two years this condition subsides 
and goes away on its own. 

A man approaching his "senior 
years" is in the third time period where 
"normal" breast development can 
occur. Most common after age 65, 
gynecomastia at that time is usually due 
to the decreasing amount of males hor­
mones that are being produced in the 
man's testicles. 

Certain medication can also cause 
breast enlargement in men. This 
includes chemotherapy and some blood 
pressure medications. Illicit drugs such 
as marijuana, methadone, heroin and 
the anabolic steroids some unwtsely 
use for body building can be at the root 
of male breast enlargement. 

There are some medical conditions 
that can cause gynecomastia. These 
include hyperthyroidism, renal failure, 
some malignancies and hormone 
secreting tumors. While the odds are 
that none of these is what is wrong with 
your son, I'd recommend that you take 
him to your family physician just to 
make sure. If he or she finds that your 
son is developing as an otherwise

For 46 years, hearts have broken as tho e 
related, and those unrelated, to the victims have 
beard the stories and relived the memories.

that event. I don't know why, exactly, but I've 
spent 46 years doing it." 

In that time, Hall has interviewed countless 
scores of those involved in a painstaking attempt 
to recreate the events of that tragic morning. This 
year, she was fmally able to publish her book, 
"Portrait of a Disaster -A Pictorial History of the 
1958 School Bus Disa ter." The book is only the 
first in a series planned by Hall, with the second 
in the series planned for release in June, 2005. 

For one Floyd Countian, Jackie Branham Hall, 
the event was one that has "haunted" her all of her 
life. "When I was six and a half years old," Hall 
said, "1 fell asleep in my granddaddy's truck and 
was suddenly awakened when we almost collided, 
on a winding point on Spurlock Road, with a big, 
yellow school bus. That big yellow bus was the 
fliSt thing I saw when I opened my eyes. We did­
n't collide, but I'll never forget the sight of seeing 
that big bus so near when I opened my eyes." 

"I thought I'd start with a pictorial hi tory," she 
said. "Then, in later books, I'll teU my per onal 
story and the stories of those I've interviewed. 
I'm very excited, just so excited, that this much 
has now been done," he said. 

Neither will she forget when, that very night, 
she woke from a frightening dream - a dream in 
which she fell, along with several other bodies, 
from the sky. "I fell, and, 1 landed," she said. 
"And when I landed, I looked up to see other 
objects falling all around me. Those objects 
turned out to be other children. I can remember 
wondering what was going on and in my dream I 
can remember crawling along, all the time spitting 
sand out of my mouth. And when I would reach 
a body, 1 would tum it over ... and it would have no 
face." 

Hall says that she intends for the books to be a 
"testimony, a memorial, to the children." In her 
books, Hall anempts to unravel the mystery of 
what caused the ill-fated bus to plunge into the 
chilly waters. This, the first of the series, contains 
news articles and photographs, many never pub­
lished before, of the events of that tragic day and 
the many weeks that followed. 

Hall's book can be purchased, for now, direct­
ly through her and at some area bookstores for 
$35. A book signing event is currently being 
planned by Wai-Mart of Prestonsburg, date to be 
announced later . Hall spoke of how, when she first learned of 

the school bus wreck, that the memories of that 
day and that dream came back to her. "I felt a 
feeling I jost really can't deseribe,'' she said. 
"Something just washed right over me .. .I was 13 
years old and from that moment on, I began col­
lecting everything I could that was connected to
