A search of his truck 
yielded a handgun and 
several plastic bags of a 
white powdery substance 
which Phillips allegedly 
indicated was cocaine. 

More charges were 
added when an altercation 
happened at the Floyd 
County Detention Center 

here Phillips was being 
rocessed. He allegedly 

grabbed the bags and ran 
down a hallway. He 
allegedly consumed five of 
the bags before he was 
restrained by an officer 
using pepper spray. 

The law enforcement 
officer who brought Phillips 
1n was the only witness 
called to testify at the pre­
liminary hearing 1n District 
Court on Monday.

Survivor shares her life 
lessons with college students

PRESTO SBURG - One in 
three women will be abu ed by a 
spouse or partner in the1r lifetime. 
and though women are le likely to 
be involved with violent crimes than 
men, they are eight times more like­
ly to be victimized by an intimate 
partner. 

One way to understand these sta­
tistics and give them a face is to 
hear a survivor of such violence tell 
her story. Ye terday, about 50 tu­
dents at Big Sandy Community and 

Technical College had a chance ro 
hear about dome tic violence fir t­
hand from survivor Karen 
Charmame Cavins, 42, of Johnson 
County. , ' 

Cavins talked about her experi­
ences which began for her at child­
hood. She de cribed how her rela­
tionship with her father prepared her 
to be a candidate for abuse. Her 
father would criticize her but never 
offered praise as a balance. She 
found only a brief respite from real­
ity in books, which she she praised 
as "a powerful tool of escape for a 
child who is unhappy." 

Judge sends chase 
case to grand jury

PRESTONSBURG 
District Judge Jame~ Allen 
ruled on Wednesday that the 
evidence against Richard 
Caldwell. 28, of Salyersville, is 
compelling enough to be 
weighed by a Floyd County 

grand jury. 
Caldwell's preliminary 

hearing saw one witness, 
Trooper Justin Lovett, testify to 
the events which unfolded on 
Oct. 9 and led to the arrest of 
Caldwell after a high-speed 
pursuit that began in Floyd

Supreme Court rules 
Stumbo lawsuit 
should stay in Floyd

FRANKFORT - The 
Kentucky Supreme Court 
ruled Thursday that 
Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo's harassment law­
suit against a woman with 
whom he had a child may 
remain in Floyd County. 

The woman, Travis 
Fritsch, was seeking to 
move the haras ment case 
from Floyd County -
Stumbo's home turf - to 
Fayette County where 
Fritsch had filed a paternity 
suit. 

Fritsch and her attorney 
claimed Stumbo agreed in 
2001 that the Fayette court 
would retain juri diction 
over all issues in the ca e. 
However, Stumbo main­
tained the two cases were 
different. 

The Supreme Court 
ruled Thursday that Fritsch 
would not suffer any "great 
and irreparable injury" by 
having the case remain in 
Floyd County. 

"Inconvenience, ex-
pense, annoyance and other 
undesirable aspects of liti­
gation may be presen4 but 
great and irreparable injury 
is not," Chief Justice Joseph 
Lambert wrote in the court's 
opinion. 

The 6-0 ruling upholds a 
previous ruling by the 
Kemuck.')' Court of Appeals. 

Justice Janet Stumbo· - a 
distant relative of the artor­
ney general - recused her­
self. 

Fritsch filed a suit 
against Stumbo in Fayette 
Circuit Court involving 
paternity. cu tody and ch1ld 
support issues, according to 
the ruling. The paternity 
issue was moved to the dis­
trict court there. 

Stumbo, who was a 
member of the Kentuck} 
House from 1980 to 2003. 
had represented Floyd 
County in the General 
Assembly. He held that post 
- including 19 years as the 
majority leader - until he 
was elected attorney general 
last year. 

Stumbo and Frit ch had 
been friends since college. 
and had an affair in 1987 
while Stumbo was married. 
Fritsch gave birth to a son in 
1988. He has since divorced 
and remarried. 

Over the years, Stumbo 
periodically ga' e Fritsch 
money for their son. but 
Fritsch eventually pres ed 
for regular payments and is 
now uing for $-i-3,000 in 
back payment . 

The matter became a 
recurring is ue in Stumbo's 
race for attorney general. 
However, Stumbo has 
maintained that he's made 
support payments since 
2002, after a DNA test con­
finned he was the father.

The Richdale Group declined 
to lease an apartment to 
Charleigh Greenwood after she 
listed her occupation as a 
"dancer" at a Council Bluffs, 
Iowa, lounge. 

The lawsuit aid uch a 
refusal discriminates again t 

women because labor tatistics 

show women make up 98 per­
cent of dancers in the tate and 
96 percent of dancer nation­
wide. 

"After further examination I 
determined that u ing state 
resources for thi litigation 
would be inappropriate," 
Bruning said. "J don't believe 
this case is a priority for the 
hardworking taxpayers of 
Nebraska." 

Strippers are not a protected 
class under the law like race, 
gender and religion, he said. 

"I don't think government' 
role is to force apartment own­
ers to rent property to people 
engaged in the adult sex indus­
try," Bruning said.

LOUISVILLE - Doses of 
the flu vaccine are running in 
short supply at severaJ 
Kentucky health departments, 
thanks to a national shortage. 

Health officials across the 
state are asking people who are 
at a low risk of catching the flu 
to pa s on getting the shot this 
year, so they can reserve the 
doses for young children and 
seniors. 

"We have been persistently 
trying to stress the fact that only 
high risk individuaJs" should 
get the vaccine. said Sharon 
Godec, director of nur ing for 
the Purchase District Health 
Department. 

The western Kentucky 
agency has le s than 1,000 
do es for the seven-county area 
that it covers, Godec aid. She 
said about 9,000 doses have 
been adminjstered o far in the 
district. 

The nation's vaccine supply 
of about 100 million do e was 
nearly cut in half this month 
after authorities found one of 
two upplier , Chiron Corp., 
wa potentiaJly contaminated. 
This left only 55 million doses 
available from the second man­
ufacturer, Aventis Pasteur. 

FederaJ heaJth officials said 
Tuesday that 2.6 million addi­
tionaJ do es of flu vaccine will 
be available in January. 
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Officials in Lexington and 
Louisville have canceled walk­
in clinics sponsored by the pub­
lic heaJth departments, as both 
cities have turned their focus to 
high-risk individuals. 

Louisville officiaJs said this 
week they are down to about 
7 50 doses of the vaccine, after 
administering about 16,000

"There will be enough shots 

for the people who need them," 
said Mark McClellan, chief of 
the Medicare and Medicaid pro­
grams. He said about 60 million 
doses of the flu vaccine will be 
available nationally this season, 
but said that half of those have 
already been administered. 

"This is probably early to be 
halfway through" the nation's 
supply, McClellan said during 
his stop on Wednesday. He 
noted that the country got by on 
60 million doses of the vaccine 
in 1998. Last year about 83 mil­
lion doses were administered 
nationwide, the same in 2002. 
according to figures provided 
by the Health and Human 
Services.

Forest supervisor allows underground 
mining in Daniel Boone Forest

PIKEVILLE - The U.S. 
Forest Service will allow coal 
mining under more than 1,200 
acres of land in the Daniel 
Boone National Forest in outh­
eastem Kentucky. 

Forest Supervisor Ben 
Worthington said in a written 

~ decision dated this week that the 
mining would be conducted 
underground from an opening 
on private land and would cause 
no damage to the surface. 

Scientists who prepared an 
environmental impact statement 
on the propo ed mining opera­
tion agreed that effects would be 
minimal on the forest. However, 
environmentalists disagree, and 
promised Thursday to challenge 
Worthington's decision to lease 
the coal. 

The proposed mining would 
be done beneath 1,210 acres on 

., Gray Mountain. some two miles 
· north of the community of 

Helton in Leslie County. 
Bled oe Coal, one of the compa­
nies interested in the project, 
aid more than 2.8 million ton 

of recoverable coal is on the 
property. 

The Forest Service aid coal 
mined from the property could 
be old for $73.6 million, gener­
ating nearly $5.9 million in roy­
alties tor the federal government 
and $3.3 million in severance 
taxe~ for state and local govern­
ment~. 

'"There's not going to be any 
~ disturbance whatsoever in the 

national forest," said Jim 
Davidson, a forester based in the 
Redbird office. "There might 
possibly be just a little bit of 
subsidence, but it will be unde­
tectable." 

Perrin de long, head of the 
environmental group Kentucky 
Heartwood, said the federal 
foresters are wrong in saying the 
coal can be mined without caus­
ing envirorunental problems. 

De Jong said subsidence, the 
shifting of underground rocks 
caused when the underground 
mines cave in, will hurt the for­
est and the animals that live in 
it. He said the geological 
changes could easily eliminate 

natural springs and wetlands 
that wildlife species depend on 
and could create un table 
ground that could be a danger to 
people hiking in the forest. 

"They're declaring the 
Daniel Boone National Forest 
open range for mining," de Jong 
said. "That's a disaster for the 
forest. The forest service needs 
to be buying up and protecting 
the coal, not giving it away." 

The Daniel Boone lices 
through a large portion of the 
eastern Kentucky coalfield . 
Worthington pointed out that 
this would not be the first min-

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Bunning accuses foe of spreading 
rumors about his mental health

FLORENCE ~ U.S. Sen. 
Jun Bunning, a hard thrower dur­
ing his Hall of Fame baseball 
career. fired at his Democratic 
opponent Wednesday, accusing 
him of spreading "dhgusting" 
rumor. that the incumbent is 
mentally incompetent. 

"I think that' the lowe t of 
the low of anybody who I have 
ever run against," said the 72-
year-old Republican, who 
charged that Daniel Mongiardo's 
campaign conducted a "push­
poll" that asked respondents: 
"Did you hear that Jim Bunning 
was mentally incompetent to run 
for the U.S. Senate?" 

"The rumors that have been 
spread by my opponent about my 
health are digusting," Bunning 
said durip.g a campaign stop 
here. "People who know me 
know the truth." 

Contacted by The Associated 
Press, Mongiardo denied 
Bunning's accusation as "just 
another absurd comment,'' but 
questioned his opponent's reclu­
siveness during the campaign 
and his ·'bizarre conduct." 

During the campaign, 
Bunning has compared 

full ix years if he's re-elected to 
a second term on Nov. 2. 

"When I was a pitcher, I did­
n't quit in the eventh inning," 
Bunning said. "It's nine innings 
to finish. If I'm re-elected, rm 
going to serve the full term 
unless God intervenes some­
how." 

In a tate that has been trend­
ing Republican, Bunning's cam­
paign has relied on his name 
recognition from his day with 
the Detroit Tigers and 
Philadelphia Phillies, his con, er­
vati m and a huge campaign war 
che t that has allowed him to nm 
a television ad blilZ. 

Bunning held a double-digit 
lead in a Bluegrass Poll pub­
lished last month by the Courier­
Journal. But Mongiardo, a ur­
geon and state senator from the 
Appalachlan town of Hazard, has 
run a hard-charging campaign 
and clauns the race has tightened 
considerably. 

Bunning, who formerly repre­
sented northern Kentucky in the 
U.S. House, was on friendly turf 
Wednesday while speaking to the 
gathering of business executives 
and local officials. At one point, 
he told the group, "This ha been 

a trying time for us." but didn't 
offer an explanation. 

Later, -peaking to reporters, 
Bunning aid hi wife is just now 
"getnng over her brui es." which 
he claimed la:;t week occurred 
during an altercation with 
Mongiardo staff member at a 
poHtical picnic a couple of 
months ago. 

When pressed for specifics, 
Bunning told reporters that his 
wife was banged into by "one of 
the people in the little green jump 
suits.' 

Some Mongiardo supporters 
at the picnic wore green surgical 
crubs to highlight the 

Democrat's medical background, 
but none wore green jump suits, 
said Mongiardo spokesman Eric 
Nil off.

Whether fueled by an intense presi­
dential election. a propo ed constitution­
al amendment prohibiting gay marriages 
or something el e, more Kentuckian are 
regi tered to vote now than ever, 
Grayson . aid. 

And, many of them are expected to 
vote, Grayson s3.ld. An estimated 65 per­
cent of the state's registered voters could 
show up at the polls in November, he 
said. 

"During the summer month and into 
the fall there have been a lot of groups­
campaigns, churches, communities, to 
push voter regi tration."

There have been 
9,196 absentee vote already cast at local 
county clerk's offices statewide, for a 
total of 28,360. 

Meanwhile, Democrats and 
Republicans saw gain . 

While Democrats maintain their lead 
in total numbers, Republicans saw a 
greater percentage increase since the pri­
mary.

"But the benefit of being 
ranked is the excitement our 
players will have to go to prac­
tice. They like it and want to 
see themselves ranked. They 
take pride in it." 

Louisville took its ftrst loss 
of the season in Florida for the 
second straight year.

Senior quarterback Stefan

AUBURN. Ala.- As a former 
defcnsi vc coordinator. Auburn 
coach Tommy Tuberville is get­

The third-ranked Tigers (7-0, 
4-0 Southeastern Conference) 
have fa~hioned a dangerous blend 
of running and passing, pounding 
• md pizazz, under new offensive 
coordinator AI Borges. 

Compared to last year's 
offense, there'. only one real con­
stant: The players. And, in the 
c. se of quanerback Jason 
Campbell and the formerly shaky 
rcce1vers, even they have under­
gone quite a transformation. 

"How do you play us? Nobody 
has found that answer yet," 
Tuberville said. "Either we've 
gotten stronger or people are 
playing us wrong. People are tak­
ing too many chances. It's been 
:ntercsting to ee the different 
gameplans set up against us." 

It'~ no wonder 1\Jberville is 
taking such glee in the metamor­
phosis rendered by Borges, a well 
traveled coordinator runrung his 
sixth major college offense. 

The Tigers have ridden the 
versatile, balanced offense to six 
blowouts in seven games entering 
Saturday's visit from Kentucky 
(1-5, 0-3). 

Led by a rejuvenated 
Campbell and tailbacks Carnell 
Williams and Ronnie Brown, the 
Tigers are leading the league in 
total offense, ranking second in 
running and third in passing and 
scoring. 

Auburn is averaging eight 
more point and 72 more yards 
than last year's team. a more run­
oriented group that was held to a 
touchdown or fewer five times. 

"'This is the first time since 
I've been at Auburn that we've 
really had any imagination offen­
sively," said Tuberville, on his 
fourth offensive coordinator in 
five years. 

He said Auburn's West Coast 
offense is a collaborative effort 
from all the offensive assistants.

Under his guidance, Campbell 
especially has shined, becoming 
one of nine finallsts for the 
Johnny Unitas Golden Arm 
Award given to the nation' top 
senior quarterback.

Even the most obscure 
Nextel Cup driver would have 

• been besieaed for autographs. 
But Frank Kimmel walked 
through a crowd of N AS CAR 
fans at Talladega 
Superspeedway without so 
much as a "Hey, Frank." 

Such is the lot of the man 
who has won six ARCA cham· 
pionships, including the last 
five. 

"l don't mind," Kimmel said, 
shrugging. "I'm not in this thing 
for glory." 

The 42-year-old driver start­
ed his career racing on short 
tracks near his home in 
Jeffersonville, Ind. Off the 
track, he and older brother Bill, 
also a former short track racer 
and now his crew chief, worked 
in their parents' small auto parts 
business until 1999 to pay the 
bills. 

Frank didn't race in ARCA­
a step below NASCAR's three 
top series - until he was nearly 
30. 

"I was married, raising a 
family and doing all that normal 
stuff," the white-haired Kimmel 
said. "For four or five years, that 
was pretty much a struggle, run­
ning for a very underbudgeted 
team. Great people, but we did-

n't have what it took to win 
races." 

That was before he met team 
owner Larry Clement and came 
up with Advance Auto Parts as 
his primary sponsor in 1996. 

"Since that point, we've kind 
of taken off," Kimmel said. 

After finishing ninth in his 
first year with Clement's Tri­
State Motorsports and second in 
1997, Kimmel won the first of 
his championships in 1998. He 
crashed in the season-opening 
race at Daytona in 1999, but 
went on to finish second to Bill 
Baird for the championship and 
hasn't lost a title since. 

Kimmel won his latest cham­
pionship in September, several 
races before the seJson finale 
earlier this month at Talladega. 
His six victories in 2004 raised 
his career total to 56 and 
Kimmel became the first ARCA 
driver to reach $3 million in 
career earnings. 

"He's extremely smart," his 
brotht7 said ''He doesn't tear up race 
cars. He's always been a finisher. I 
always tell people he's the pe&ct car 
owner's driver." 

All thar success might indi­
cate that Frank is more than 
ready to move up to one of the 
NASCAR series, where he has 
dabbled in the past, running 
occasional races in the Cup, 
Busch and Craftsman series. 

"We did OK," Kimmel said. 
"We held our own for the most 
part." 

So, why does he remain in 
ARCA? 

''Two or three years ago, 
when it was probably the best 
time for me to go because I was 
still in my 30s," explained 
Kimmel. "I would have had to 
pack up and move to Charlotte 
and really aggressively start 
knocking doors down." 

But Kimmel is happy with 
his role in ARCA and loves dri­
ving for Clement. Also, there's 
plenty to be said for not uproot­
ing his family. Staying put 
allows Kimmel to enjoy life 
without the added burden of rac­
ing in the high-profile 
NASCAR series. 

"My brother·and I both have 
good jobs, we get to work on the 
race car and race for a living and 
we have other employees that 
are counting on me," he said. "I 
could pack up and go, but that's 
a pretty selfish thing to think 
about doing." 

And Kimmel says there's 
still plenty of motivation for 
him in ARCA. He insists it's dif­
ficult to win a championship. To 
repeat is even tougher, and now 
that he's won the title five times, 
Kimmel Jikes the challenge of 
being the one to beat.

Watch for deer in your headlights 
SPECIAL TO THE TIMES 

FRANKFORT - The phrase 
"like a deer in the headlights" is 
used to figuratively describe a 
person who appears caught off 
guard, but can be interpreted by 
Kentucky motorists in a literal 
sense over the next two months 

~ as the peak of the whitetail deer 
mating season approaches. 

Officials with the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources (KDFWR) are 
reminding, and cautionjng dri­
vers that October and November 
are the months when deer move­
ment is greatest, and collisions 
with deer on roadways are most 
common. 

As fall days grow shorter, 
and temperatures get cooler, 

• Kentucky's deer population 
starts to transition into its breed­
ing season. The peak of breed­
ing activity is usually in mid· 
November; however, it can 
begin in October and continue 
into January. 

During this time, adult doe 
deer will cycle into heat each 
month until she is able to breed 
with a buck. Bucks will become 
very active, especially after 
dark, in traveling and actively 
searchlng for does that are ready 

• to mate. Not all does are ready 
at the same time, and therefore 
bucks are continuously on the 
move to fmd those that are. 
When a buck finds a doe in heat, 
he will pursue her until she 
allows breeding to take place, 
and then he will resume looking 
and chasing other does. 

This behavior, along with an 

increase in human presence in 
the fall woods during hunting 
season, ups the chances that 
deer will cross roadways more 
often than at other times of the 
year. Motorists should take spe­
cial care when driving at night, 
or in areas where woodlands 
and grown-up fields are located 
close to the road. 

Deer often prefer to remain 
hidden as long as possible 
before having to cross an open 
area. This is why watching for, 
and anticipating that a deer may 
step out into the road in woods­
lined areas, and elsewhere 
where they feed at night, is 
important to safety. At times 
though, whitetails can just as 
easily travel along fence rows 
and tree-lined corridors 
through open fields for long 
distances. Bucks may range 
five square miles or more dur­
ing the breeding season, and in 
more urban areas, that's almost 
impossible without crossing a 
highway somewhere at some 
time. 

The best defense if you do 
see "a deer in your headlights", 
is to slow to a stop if possible 
and safe to do so. Traveling 
speed should be reduced in deer 
crossing zones as noted by high­
way signs, and in spots where 
there is less distance between 
what looks like potential deer 
cover from one side of the road 
to the other. 

Bright lights tend to confuse 
and freeze deer in their tracks. 
When they do move, they may 
go any direction. When travel­
ing through "deer country" , 

slow down a little and give 
yourself more reaction time 
should you need to stop or let 
the animal get out of the way. 
Also, being aware that deer can 
cross a highway about anywhere 
is to your advantage. Keep your 
eyes on the road, and don't 
expect deer on the side of the 
road to stay there until you get 
by. Be ready to react. 

Another item to note is that 
often the sound of an oncoming 
vehicle, or a hom blowing will 
make no difference in getting 
the animal to immediately 
move. Startled deer don't think 
and react like people do. Trying 
to scare them out of the way by 
landing bard on the tooter is a 
poor response. Take a few sec­
onds and stop the vehicle, again, 
when you can. One more minute 
is well worth spending to save a 
trip to the auto body shop. 

Remember, too, that often a 
doe that crosses the road in front 
of you may have a rather persis­
tent suitor not far behind. Be as 
sure as you can that a buck isn't 
a few seconds behind the doe 
that you just saw before you 
proceed. Sometimes it's what 
you can't see that gets you, and 
when bucks have "Iovin" on 
their minds, well - that's, uh • 
what's on their mind. 

Using these tips should mini­
mize the chances of picking up a 
new, and perhaps unwanted 
hood ornament too far ahead of 
Christmas holidays. Keeping 
these thoughts in mind will cer­
tainly be to your advantage, and 
the deer would probably benefit 
from it even more.

When reminded the cene 
was shifting to Martin ville, 
Gordon shouted with glee. But 
a new surface on the Virginia 
short track has him worried. 

"I wish they hadn't repaved 
Martinsville because I think we 
had a big edge on the competi­
tion with the old conditions,' ' 
he said ''The new conditions 
are closing the competition up 
on us a little bit." 

Busch used one of his team 
testing sessions to practice on 
the new surface, and knows it 
will present challenges to the 
contenders. 

"The new surface there is 
going to provide for a different 
type of racing," he aid. "ll' ' 
going to be ingle-file for a 
while and a matter of staying 
out of trouble. 

"'Another element that' s 
going to be new to Martinsville 
is the center of corner speed. 
There are going to be guys that 
gain so much speed through 
the center of the corner on 
somebody that you've got to 
protect your radiator, o it's 
going to be a battle." 

All I 0 of the contenders 
have proved capable of adapt­
ing, but none are better than 
Gordon. That's why several 
competitors are picking the 
four-time series champion to 
have a fifth title at the end of 
the ea on. 

Gordon isn't denying the 
logic. 

"A lot of the members of 
thi team were here when we 
won the championship in 
2001," he said. "The chem­
i try, on top of the experience 
we have, allows u to be a very 
good team and make come­
backs." 

Gordon should excel this 
weekend. He should have 
earned his sixth Martinsville 
race in the spring, but a chunk 
of concrete broke loose and 
damaged his car after he led 
180 of the ftrst 272 laps. 

It took four pit stops to fin­
isq the damage, and Gordon 
still managed a sixth-place fm­
ish. 

""We would love to win this 
thjng, but It's hard to pick any­
body who is a favorite right 
now," Gordon said. "I know 
the past expenence plays a 
role, but when you look at the 
way the champi0n hip 1 this 
year, I just think it's putting the 
best car and team out there 
week in and week out."

It is wise to be cautious m any 
attempt at indoor pest control, especial­
ly when using aerosol bug bombs (total­
release fogger ) to control insect infes­
tations in your home and other build­
ings. 

Aerosol propellants used in foggers 
typ1cally are flammable. You could 
cause a ftre or explosion by ustng an 
excessive number of foggcrs and plac­
ing these so large an10unt ot propellant 
have contact with an ignition source. 
Combustible sources can include a 
flame. pilot light, or a . park from an 
electrical appliance thal cycle~ on and 

Agency recommends that an active fog­
ger be placed at least six feet or further 
from all ignition sources. To reduce the 
likelihood of an accident, do not use 
any more foggers than is necessary. 
One six ounce or eight ounce fogger 

generally is sufficient for an average 
size home; smaller sized foggers are 
available for apartments and other 
smaller units. Do not use foggers in 
small, enclosed places, such as closets, 
cabinets, or under counters or tables.

AF is easily diag­
nosed in the physician's office with an 
electrocardiogram (EKG). 

Le s frequent causes include high or 
low thyroid honnone levels and various 
consumed substances. These can range 
from toxic substances like cocaine or 
amphetamines to more commonly used 
substances like alcohol and caffeine. 

(Coumadin). Use of this drug is very 
important because the greatest risk of 
atrial fibrillation is that the shallow and 
incomplete heart contractions will not 
pump all the blood out of the upper 
chambers of the heart. This "stagnant" 
blood can accumulate in the heart and 
begin to clot after just a couple of days. 
Those clots can travel to the brain and 
cau e strokes. Fortunately, anti-coagu­
lant medication can greatly reduce this 
risk.

Answer: Atrial fibrillation 
(AF) is a heart rhythm dis­
turbance where the top heart 

chambers, called attia, are stimulated to 
contract in a shallow, rapid and chaotic 
manner. This disorder affects more 
than one million Americans. It is more 
common the older we get, and about 10 

There are a whole host of possible 
causes of AF, and treatment focuses on 
the specific cause or causes in an indi­
vidual's case. Heart problems- such 
a congestive heart failure, heart attack, 
rheumatic heart disease and inflamma-

Last but not least is something doc­
tors euphemistically call "idiopathic 
AF." This is a highfalutin way to say 
that the cause of a particular case of AF 
is a complete mystery. 

Once AF has been diagnosed, 
patients are usually started on anti­
coagulant drugs - so-called "blood 
thinners" - such as warfarin 

Once the patient is fully anticoagu­
lated, electtical cardioversion is some­
times considered. This is done to 
"shock" the atria back into a normal 
rhythm. Depending on the underlying 
cause and the success of initial treat­
ments, further cardioversion treatments 
may be indicated. Some people with 
AF do end up with pacemakers to con­
trol their heart rhythm, but only after

at the meeting. Though l stand 
by my statement as truth, I 
have, nonetheless, been con­
tacted with a request to 
"explain" how it came to be 
that none of these folks were in 
attendance.

newest, and brighte t, "Golden 
Child." 

And, in the same vein, my 
family and I are not given any 
special treatment when it 
comes to making sure that we 
adhere to the system's school 
rules and policies. My children 
have been made to attend after­
school detention for things 
such as returning a few min­
utes late from lunch period or 
for behaving inappropriately 
(i.e. speaking out of tum, etc.) 
in class (they are, after all, chil­
dren). We are also currently 
"under the gun" for abusing the 
system's current "tardy" poli­
cy. 

It doesn't matter what 
excuse we have for being a 
few minutes, or even seconds, 
late; it doesn't' matter what 
excuses we have for our "inap­
propriate" behavior . After all, 
if one means to be taken seri­
ously. one must behave in a 
responsible manner, and that 
includes taking responsibility 
for one' own actions. 

We are late sometimes, my 
children and I. "We" are, also, 
subject to being influenced in a 
negative manner by our peers. 
We are not perfect, but we do 
pretty well when it comes to 
taking our punishment "like a 
man" (woman or child). 

If it were solely up to me (arxi 
some would make an effective 
argument that it is), my children 
would now be enrolled in a neigh-

boring school system. I even wish, 
at times, that they were. But my 
children love their Aoyd County 
teachers and friends arxl have won 
me out in favor of allowing them to 
tay put Has this compromised my 

reporting? I have tried very hard to 
be fair, but in all honesty, I would be 
lying to say that I haven't had times 
when I've taken pause to remem­
ber that my children are a pa1t of 
this system.

I have teenagers at home, 
and these teens have friends, 
and there have been times 
when I have been made privy 
to conversation that, I'm sure, 
a few of our board members 
would rather I not have been 
involved in. But, I also pride 
myself on, at least attempting 
to be, a person of integrity. 

I won't jeopardize children, 
and I won't write articles slant­
ed to the left, or to the right, of 
what others see. For that, we 
have what is called an "editori­
al page" on which "letters to 
the editor" may be printed. 

So, in regard to the postsec­
ondary forum, our public 
schools were not well-repre­
sented. And when it comes 
down to the wire. the system, 
like my children and I, has no 
excuse good enough for throw­
ing the charge out of court.

drinking before age 15 are twice 
as likely to become alcohol­
addicted as those that being 
drinking at age 21. Also, teens 
that drank heavily often have 
co-occurring problems as well -
drug abuse and mental health 
problems such as attention­
deficit disorder and conduct dis­
order. Furthermore, underage 
drinking is strongly related to 
the major cause of death and 
disability among young people. 
In 2002, 25 percent of the dri­
vers under age 21 that were 
killed in vehicle crashes were 
intoxicated. It was not unex­
pected that excessive drinking is 
strongly coMected to suicidal 
thoughts and attempts among 
teens. 

Smoking is not the most high 
profile of teenager's difficulties, 
but it is considered to be the 
most dangerous of the three 
misadventures. Eight percent of 
adult smokers started smoking 
before they are 18 years old and 
440,000 individuals die of 
tobacco-related health problems 
each year. Smoking is the coun­
try's No. 1 preventable cause of 
death. Again the teens' deficits 
appear: being susceptible to the 
effects of addictive substances, 
as discussed earlier; being more 
vulnerable to advertising, with 
two-thirds of a $9 billion adver­
tising budget being turned 
toward youth. Although the rate 
of smoking bas decreased 
slightly for adolescents, survey 
numbers showed that more col­
lege students were smoking, 
from about 22 percent in 1993 
to 28 percent in 1998. One of 
the experts commented, "smok­
ing is like having an IV drug 
going directly into your brain's 
pleasure center ... " 

Bullying is the third misad­
venture commonly experienced 
by teenagers. Similar to sm'ok-

ing and drinking, bullying by 
teens can create significant 
long-term effects. A Norwegian 
psychologist found that 60 per­
cent of boys who bully had at 
least one conviction by age 24 
and 40 percent had three or 
more convictions. An American 
researcher found that about 20 
percent of middle school chil­
dren admitted that they bully 
other students sometimes. It is 
not unusual for these youngsters 
to have multiple difficulties, 
such as being more likely to 
fight. steal, drink, smoke, carry 
weapons, and drop out of school 
than those that do not bully oth­
ers. Although there have been 
some common myths about bul­
lies, such as them being loners 
and misfits with low self­
esteem, the results showed that 
many bullies are reasonably 
popular and tend to have 
"henchmen" that help with their 
bullying activities. 

Now thai these serious 
teenage problems have been 
identified, what groundwork 
can be done to prevent them 
from occurring in the fiCSt place 
or stopped when they do appear. 
Needless to say, appropriate 
adult guidance and support is 
the initial key to the success of 
any intervention of teenagers' 
misadventures. An underlying 
weakness was thought to be that 
adults supervise their children 
about 40 percent less than they 
did 30 years ago, plus this has 
been correlated with youngsters 
having problem behaviors. 
According to the experts, the 
trend for the supervision to be 
less happens at a time when 
teens report wanting more 
parental attention and family 
time. 

Parents can be effective 
by being active in making 
interventions to prevent 
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their children from having 
misadventures common to 
teens. A study done at Boise , 
State University revealed , 
that, when parents learned to 
effectively communicate 
information on binge drink- . 
ing to their teens before they 
went to college, the young 
folks came home after their• 
first college seme ter signif­
icantly less likely to drink 
than a control group. A Yale 
psychologist developed the , 
idea of emotional intelli­
gence (EI), generally mean- • 
ing the ability to manage 
one's emotions, and its con­
nection to good nurturance. 
For example, college stu- ' 
dents appearing more 
securely emotionally 
attached to their families 
had higher EI scores. In : 
contrast, college-age males l 
that reported u ing illicit 1 

drugs and having frequent 
fights had lower EI scores.

Thus, it seems, that the 1 

greatest challenge for teens 
is to develop the self-regula­
tory abilities as suggested by l 
high EI and the adults in ' 
their lives need to play an 
active role in this process. 
In other words, 
parents/adults need to pro­
vide consistent boundaries 
and structure so that chil­
dren have the opportunities 
to learn to say "No" to them­
selves and be able to control 
themselves from the in ide 
out. Another important 
aspect of teens controlling 
themselves is for adults to 
remember that zero toler­
ance needs to begin with 
adults controlling their own 
behaviors so they do not set , 
a bad example. Do you say 
one thing to your children 
and act another way?
