Four Floyd County men are quickly learning that 
it i a foolhardy and expensive proposition to hunt 
elk illegally in the area. 

Billy Joe DeRos ett, 20. Neal David VanHoose, 
26, Ronald G. Johnson. 20, all of Dwale, and 
Monroe Jarvi . . 22, of Endicott, were all arrested 
Friday on charges of illegally taking an elk and 
using artificial light to stun the animal. 

The killing took place at Ivy Creek, where the elk 
have been afely grazing. In fact the animals are 
quite docile and po e little threat to hunter . 

The men were arraigned Monday with only 
Johnson pleading guilty to the charge . He will be 
sentenced Friday. 

Kentucky State Police, and Fish and Wildlife offi­
cers Jason Campbell and Herbie Adams. 

During the course of the investigation, all four 
men gave voluntary statements to Wallace and after 
an 18-hour day of investigation, Wallace was able to 
divine enough information to press charges against 
the foursome. 

Allegedly. the men used the headlights of their 
truck to tun the elk and then shot at it repeatedly 
with .22 caliber rifles. The animal was too big to die 
immediately from the small caliber wounds and wa 
!tilled after falling with a hot to the head.

The inYestigation was spearheaded by Floyd 
County Fish and Wildlife Officer Mark Wallace, 
who has the unenviable job of pending many nights 
out alone looking for well-anned poachers. Wallace

There is also evidence that the elk was savagely 
tomped as it lay helpless and that one of the men 

cut off an ear as a trophy but left it at the cene. The 
antlers were then blown off with one blast of a shot­
gun. Thi proved to be a crucial mistake, as the 
splintered remains of the horns were more easy to 
match to the elk's skull than they would have been 
had they been sawed off.

FRANKFORT - Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher, faced with an outcry by 
teachers over changes to their health 
benefits, said Tuesday he will call a 
special session of the General 
Assembly to address the i sue. 

The special se sion, which is 

scheduled to tart Oct. 5, will deal 
specifically with compensation. 
health insurance and retirement ben­
efits for active and retired teachers 
and state employee , Fletcher said. 

"It's important that we call on the 
legislators - and we call on particu­
larly the House Democrats - to 
work in a bipartisan way, and a non­
partisan way, and to Jay partisan pol-

itics aside to olvc this problem," 
Fletcher aid. 

Fletcher recently announced plans 
to overhaul the state health insurance 
plan for next year, a move that affect 
thousand of state employees, teach­
er and public school workers.

The "60 Minutes" report casting aspersions on Bush's National Guard 
service - not to mention the two weeks of tonewalling by Rather and 
his colleague. following the report - is no less discrediting than the jour­
nalistic fraud committed by NBC 'ews and CNN. Just as NBC and 
CNN held accountable tho. e respon ible for undermining public confi­
dence in their news organizations, CBS News can go a long way toward 
restoring it tarnished reputation by finng Rather and others responsible 
for the bogus National Guard documents.

Defense attorney Jamie 
Hatton said the case was comid­
ered important in the mountain 
region. where the numbt:r of 
run-in· between bears and 
humans i. on the rise.

that the Brock case could have

In the end, Hatton said, the 
que. liOn remains unanswered. 

The six-per~on jury deliber­
ated two hours after the daylong 
trial in Letcher County Di trict 
Court. 

Brock told jurors that he was 
surprised he wa charged with a 
crime for killing the 270-pound 
beru that he feared would attack 
hts family, dogs and horse. 

"J didn't think there would be 
nothing come of it because all T 
was doing was protecting my 

family,'' Brock said during the 
trial. 

Black bears thrived 10 the 
area more than I 00 year ago, 
before logging and over-hunting 
led to their disappearance. 
During the pa t 20 year. , they 
have been venturing back into 
Kentucky from fore t in 
Yirginta and We t Virginia.

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Lawsuit aimed at forcing federal agency to impose water standards

LOUISVILLE 
Environmental acllvisL on 
Tuesday filed a lawsuit seeking 
to prod a federal agency into 
imposing water-quality stan­
dard. they say are long overdue 
to protect Kenrucky waterways. 

Activists said they went to 
court after running out of 
patience with the U.S. 
Environmental Protection 
Agency. They said the EPA has 
neglected to implement its own 
tandard as required by the fed­

eral Clean Water Act after the 
agency rejected tate regulation 

in recem years. 
"It seems obvious to us, at 

this point. that without a federal 
law uit. they're not going to fix 
this problem." ·aid Judy 
Petersen, executive director of 
the Kentucky Waterways 

lliance, a plaintiff. 
The activi L<; said the state's 

river and stream have suffered 
from the absence of strict stan­
dards. 

Other plair.tiffs include the 
Sierra Club s Cumberland 
Chapter, Kentuckians for the 
Conunonwealth and the Floyds 
Fork Environmental 
A sociation. EPA Admini trator 
Mike Leavitt was named as the 

defendant. 
No state agency was listed a 

a defendant. 
The suit eek a lederal court 

order directing EPA to finalize 
1ts own water-quality standard 
for Kentucky within 30 days. 

Laura Niles. a spoke woman 
for the regional EPA office in 
Atlanta that oversees Kentucky, 
said the agency could not com­
ment because it had not yet had 
a chance to review the lawsuit. 

The suit comes amid an EPA 
review of the state' late t 
attempt to impose an "antidegra­
dation" tandard to protect it 
waterways. 

The proposed regulation was 

submitted to EPA recently but 
cannot be implementeu until it 
gams approval from federal reg­
ulators. according to the state 
Environmental and Pub I ic 
Protection Cabinet. 

"Water quality is a top priori­
ty for the cabinet and for this 
administration," cabinet 
Secretary Laluana Wilcher said. 
"And I'm confident that this 
regulation meets federal stan­
dards. It's a significant step for­
ward in protecting Kentucky 
waters." 

Under the Clean Water Act, 
state mu t maintain water stan­
dards suitable for wildlife and 
recreation. Those standards may 

be lowered only to "accommo­
date important economic or 
social development." 

In 1997. the EPA Ji ap­
proved !itate regulations to pro­
tect Kentucky waterways from 
degradauon. The state dewl­
oped revised regulations rn 
1999. which the EPA found 
insufficient eight months later. 
the suit said. 

EPA drafted its own stan­
dards in late 2002 hut never 
implemented them. Petersen 
said. She called that proposal 
"inadequate and vague."

LOUISVILLE - Pre 1dent 
Bu h holds a double-digit lead 
over Democratic challenger 
John Kerr} in Kentucky, accord­
ing to a tatewide poll released 
Sunday. 

~ Bu ' h and Vice Pre ident 
Dick Cheney were the choice of 
53 percent of the people ·ur­
vcyed in the Bluegras Poll, 
compared with 38 percent for 
Kerry and his running mate, 
John Edward · . Independents 
Ralph ader and Peter Camejo 
garnered 3 percent. Six percent 
were undecided. 

The poll figures include those 
who said they were undecided 
but leaning toward a ticket. 
Taking away those leaners, Bush 
led Kerry 51-35 percent, and 

Nader remained at 3 percent. 
The results were publi hed in 

Sunday's edition. of The 
Courier-Journal of Louisville. 

The survey, conducted by 
telephone from Sept. 10- I 5, 
polled 657 likely voters and has 
a margin of error of plus or 
minus 3.8 percentage points. 

Bush's showing repre ents a 
slight improvement over his 12-
point lead in the Bluegrass Poll 
conducted in May and only a lit­
tle under his 1 7-point margin in 
February's poll. .

Poll: Kentucky voters strongly 
-in favor of gay marriage ban 

The Associated Press 

LOUISVILLE- Likely vot­
ers surveyed for a new poll are 
overwhelmingly in favor of a 
proposed constitutional amend­
ment that would ban civil unions 
in Kentucky and define mar­
riage as being between a man 
and a woman. 

The Bluegrass Poll, conduct­
ed by The Courier-Journal and 
published Tuesday, showed 72 
percent of likely voters support 
the amendment, whicb will be 
on tbe ballot on Nov. 2. Twenty­
two percent were opposed and 6 
percent were undecided. 

The poll questioned 657 vot­
ers by telephone from Sept. I 0 
to 15. The margin of error was 
3.8 percentage points. 

Backers of the amendment 
come from every region of 
Kentucky, every age and racial 
group and almost every reli­
gious category, as well as from 
Republicans, Democrats and 
independents.

He said that most streams in 
the llig Sandy and Little Sandy 
basin in eastern Kentuclcy are 
polluted, mostly from runoff 
sediment.

• said. 

Support for a similar federal 
constitutional amendment was 
nearly as strong- 68 percent in 
favor compared with 26 percent 
against. 

Support for the state amend­
ment differed only by degree in 
different categories - for 
example. wtth more support in 
eastern Kentucky (82 percent) 
than Jefferson County (65 per­
cent); among Republicans (84 
percent) than Democrats (67 
percent) and independents (52 
percent); and among born-again 
or evangelical Christians (82 
percent) than among others (59 
percent). 

One group where a majority 
- 55 percent - appeared to 

oppose the amendment wa a 
small combined category that 
includes those with no religious 
belief and follower of various 
religions with smaller numbers 
of followers in the state. 

Eighty-two percent of people 
50 and older supported the 
amendment. compared with 53 
percent of adults under 35. 

Tho e who aid they person­
ally knew omeone who was 
gay or lesbian supported the 
amendment by a lower margin 
- 56 percent in favor - than 
those who did not - 83 percent 
in favor.

Former Kentucky assistant coach 
sues school, NCAA, SEC

LEXINGTON - Kentucky's former recruiting 
coordinator for football -the central figure in an 
NCAA inve tigation that led to major sanctions­
has sued the umversity'5 Athletic As ociation, the 
TAA and lhe Southeastern Conference, c1aim­

ing they conspired to keep him from landing 
another college job. 

Claude Bas~ett is asking for $50 million in 
damages in the federal lawsuit filed Friday after­
noon in U.S. District Court in Covington. 

Ba setl resigned m November 2000, shortly 
heforc the NCAA began investigating allegations 
of wrongdoing in Kentucky's program. In 2002, 
the NCAA placed Kentucky on probation for 
more than three dozen recruiting violations com­
mitted between 1998 and 2000. It banned the 
Wildcats from a bowl game for one eason and 
ordered the forfeiture of 19 scholarship over a 
three-year period. 

Bassett. who worked for co b Hal Mumme, 
was found in violation of NCAA ethical conduct 
bylaws and effectively was banned from working 
for any NCAA school for eight years. At the time, 
Bas ett acknowledged breaking NCAA recruiting 
rules. 

Bassett now is the athletic. director and foot­
ball coach at a high chool in Rob town, Texas, 
near Corpus Chri. ti. 

In the suit. Bassett asks the court to find that 
the three defendants violated federal antitru t laws 
by bannmg hlm from coaching. 

Bassett also claims that the defendant commit­
ted fraud and ci vii con,piracy against him by 
en ouraging him to take actions depriving him of 
due process and the NCAA has "intentionally and 
improperly interfered" with his pro pective con­
tract negotiations with NCAA-member institutions. 

University spokeswoman Mary Margaret 
Colliver and S C spokesman Charles Bloom 
declined comment Monday, aying they had not 
:,een a copy of the lawsuit. 

NCAA spoke ·man Enk Christianson sa1d that 
"Mr. Bassen's claims are completely without 

merit and will eventually be dismissed by the 
courts.'' 

The suit said that by imposing the eight-year 
ban on Bassett, the NCAA, SEC and university 
"branded him a liar and cheat, rendering the coach 
unemployable as a college coach even beyond the 
ban." 

In a section of the suit titled 'The Hypocrisy of 
SEC Football," Bassett said university officials 
knew of rules violations within the football pro­
gram but did nothing. 

"Claude Bassett is among the most hated men 
in Lexington for doing precisely what his employ­
er and UK football fans expected him to do: 
recruit some (of) the best football players that UK 
had ever signed. 

"Contrary to popular belief, though, he did not 
solicit large cash payoffs from boosters to players 
- as the UK football program had done in the 
past and other SEC schools did before and after 
his banishment from college football. He and his 
fellow UK coaches worked countless hours scour­
ing the country for talent and wooing that talent to 
UK." 

He also said NCAA rules violations "were the 
rule, not the exception for SEC schools pursuing 
lhe best players." 

Ba ett said he was denied due process by the 
NCAA and the university during and after the 
investigation. He is seeking class-action status for 
the lawsuit, saying he "represent a class of pre· 
ent and past college coaches that the NCAA has 

investigated or punished for rules violations since 
1992, when the NCAA adopted due process pro­
tections for those accused of rules violations." 

Christianson said those claims also were "with­
out merit, as the NCAA provided him with all the 
procedural fairness the law would require if the 
NCAA were a public body instead of a private 
one.'' 

The uit has been tran ferred to the federal 
court in Lexington and assigned to Judge Joseph 
Hood. 

Bas ett's attorney, Robert Fumier of 
Cincinnati, did not return a phone message left at 
his office by The Associated Press.

PIKEVILLE - Another first in the history of 
the Pikeville College football program happened 
Tuesday when the team entered the NAIA's Top 
25 for the first time. 

The Bears, who are off to the school's first 3-0 
tart, checked in 19th in the second weekly poll. A 

panel of 17 coaches across the country, including 
two in the Mid-South Conference, decides the 
rankings. 

Coach Jerry Mynatt, who is 7-6 in his tenure at 
Pikeville, said the credit for this team's success 
began with lus nine fifth-year seniors. "Those are 
the guys who have sruck it out," he said, "They've 
earned this bit of respect and I couldn't be happi­
er for them." 

Pikeville began playing football in 2000 with a 
club team that played junior varsity teams and 
military acadernie . Varsity play began the follow­
ing year. 

The Bears have been moderately successful in 
their brief stint, and need only a win Saturday at 
Cumberland (Tenn.) University to quare the 
overall varsity record at .500 (they currently stand 
16-17). 

From the beginning defense has been the forte 
of this team and this season is no different. After a 
pair of meaningful wins -knocking off preseason 
No. 14 Cumberland College and getting a road 
league win at Bethel - the team posted its first 
hutout' of the season and its third in the last two 

seasons last week with a 23-0 win over Kentucky 
Wesleyan. · 

Opponents have had sporadic success throwing 
the ball this season -Pikeville gives up 235 yards 
per game in the air, but has allowed only one 
touchdown compared to eight interceptions - the 
strength of this team is in the run defense. 

Through three games, foes have gained a mere 
45 yards on 83 carries, and that includes a 40-yard 
carry last week. 

The Bears have outscored their opponents 70-
36 this season. 

"The defense has carried us throughout th~ sea· 
son, and it's giving our offense some time to grow 
and prosper," said Coach Jerry Mynatt. "We feel 
like we have a lot of possibilities on the offensive 
side of the football, and we're working hard every 
day to continue to improve." 

Pikeville is one of five MSC teams in the Top 
25. Georgetown, the league's only other unbeaten 
team at 3-0, moved up two spots to No. 4. 
Cumberland (Ky.) College remained 16th this 
week, while Lambuth is just ahead of Pikeville in 
18th. Campbellsville University is up two slots to 
21st. 

Belhaven (Miss.) College, another Mid-South 
member, got 25 votes and is 28th, only six ratings 
points out of the poll. 

The Bears return home on Saturday, Oct. 2, 
when they play host to Union College. Kickoff 
that evening is slated for 7 p.m. EDT at Hillard 
Howard Field.

Floyd County's solid waste woes could be just 
beginning, de pite what appeared to be the coun­
ty's saving grace in July, when an Ohio Company 
took over waste disposal for the county.

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The birth of a legend 
BenJamin Franklin was born on Jan.

The big break 
In 1733, Franklin started to 
publish Poor Richard's Almanack. 
(He published under the alias of 
Richard Saunders.) At the time, 
almanacs were printed annually 
and contained mostly weather 
reports, recipes and crop-related 
predictions. Franklin's almanac 
had lively writing, funny sayings 
and advice. Many of the famous 
phrases associated with Franklin 
come from Poor Richard.

The Pennsylvania Gazette 
In 1729, Franklin bought a newspaper 
called the Pennsyfvania Gazette. 
He printed the paper and contributed 
articles under aliases. The paper was 
a great success. 

Franklin attached a pointed metal 
piece on top of a kite and a 

metal key to the 
base of the kite's 
string. Lightning 

struck the kite and 
traveled down the 

string to the key. When 
Franklin touched the 
key with his knuckle 

(he had not been hold­
ing the kite), there was 
a spark, which proved 
that lightning is elec­
tricity. (NOTE: Do not 

try this at home!)

Franklin had a strong sense of civic 
duty, alid he launched several pro­
jects to help his fellow man. 

He initiated programs to pave, clean 
and light city streets, and he spoke up 
for environmental clean up. 

In 1731, he helped create the Library 
Company. Books were scarce and 
expensive at this time. By pooling 
resources, members could afford to 
buy books from England and share 
among themselves. Thus, the nation's 
first subscription library was bom. 

In 1743, Franklin helped establish the 
American Philosophical Society. 
And, recognizing that the city needed 
help treating the sick, Franklin also 
worked to create the Pennsylvania 
Hospital in 1751. 

The Library Company, Philosophical 
Society and Pennsylvania Hospital 
are still in existence today. 

In 1736, Franklin organized the 
Union Fire Company, the first in the 
city. His famous saying, "An ounce of 
prevention is worth a pound of cure," 
was fire-fighting advice. For those 
who suffered fire damage to their 
homes, Franklin helped to found the 
Philadelphia Contributionship for 
Insuring of Houses from Loss 
Against Fire in 1752. 

As postmaster general of the 
colonies, Frankfin used An 
odometer to count the revolutions 
of wagon wheels to calculate the 
most efficient mail routes. 

• 
Its electric! 
Franklin's printing businesses were 
thriving in the 1730s and 1740s, and 
he established several franchises. 

In the earty 1740s, Franklin invented a 
stove to warm homes efficiently. It 
was invented to improve society, so 
he refused to take out a patent. 
Among his other inventions are swim 
fins, the glass armonica (a musical 
instrument) and bifocals. 

By 1749, he retired from business and 
began to concentrate on his science 
experiments and inventions. 

By the early 1750s Franklin began to 
study electricity. His observations, 
including the famous 1752 kite experi­
ment, brought him international fame.

In 1753, Franklin was appointed 
deputy postmaster general for the 
colonies, and in 1754, he was the del· 
egate from Pennsylvania to the inter­
colonial congress that met at Albany to 
(unsuccessfully) consider methods of 
dealing with the French and Indian 
War (1754--1763). 

When the French and Indian War 
broke out, Franklin helped get horses, 
wagons and supplies to the British. He 
did this thanks to an agreement with 
the Pennsylvania farmers, who then 
furnished the necessary equipment. 
However, those in charge of the 
Pennsylvania Colony, descendants of 
the Quaker leader William Penn, in 
conformity with their religious opposi­
tion to war, refused to allow their land­
holdings to be taxed for purposes of 
further aiding in the war. Thus, in 
1757, Franklin was sent to England by 
the Pennsylvania Assembly to petition 
the king for the right to levy taxes on 
these lands. After completing his mis­
ston, he rema1ned in England for five 
years as the chief representative of 
the American colonies. 

A new nation 
Franklin returned to Philadelphia in 
1762, where he remained until1764, 
when he was once again sent to 
England as the agent of Pennsylvania. 
In 1766, he was interrogated by the 
British Parliament regarding the effects 
of the Stamp Act upon the colonies; 
his testimony was greatly responsible 
for the repeal of the act. Soon, how­
ever, new plans for taxing the colonies 
were introduced in Parliament, and 
Franklin was increasingly divided 
between his devotion to his native land 
and Great Britain. Finally, in 1775 his 
powers of mediating between the 
colonies and Great Britain failed and 
Franklin acknowledged the inevitabtlity 
of the war for American independence. 
Sailing for America after an absence of 
11 years, he reached Philadelphia on 
May 5, 1775, to find that the 
Aevolu~on had begun; the battles of 
Lexington and Concord had already 
been fought. Franklin was elected to 
the Second Continental Congress and 
worked on a committee that helped to 
draft the Declaration of Independence. 
Thomas Jefferson and Ben Franklin 
contributed equally to the writing. In 
1776, Franklin signed the Declaration, 
and afteJWard sailed to France as an 
ambassador to the Court of Louis XVI. 

Franklin in France 
Thanks in part to his popularity, the 
French signed the Treaty of Alliance 
with the Americans in 1778. Franklin 
secured loans and was on hand to 
sign the Treaty of Paris in 1783, after 
America had won the Revolution. 

In his late 70s, Franklin returned to the 
States. He became President of the 
Executive Council of Pennsylvania and 
served as a delegate to the Consti­
tutional Convention. He s1gned the 
Constitution, and one of his last public 
acts was to write an anti-slavery trea­
tise in 1789. Franklin died on April17, 
1790, at the age of 84. Twenty­
thousand people attended his funeral.

The risk factors that can be 
controlled are making, high blood 
pressure, high blood chole terol, over­
weight/obesity, phy ical inactivity, 
and diabete . While having even one 
risk factor is dangerou , having multi­
ple risk factors i · e pecially serious 
because they tend to "gang up" and 
wor en each other's effects. 

"Heart disease is preventable if 
women are infonned and encouraged 
to taJk to their doctors to find out what 
their per onal ri k factor are and how 
to control them," ay Nancy 
Snyderman, M.D., Vice President, 
Medical Affairs, Johnson & Johnson.

The numbers are tar­
tling. According to thebreastc<mct:r ite.com, 
a Web ite that help fund free mamm -
gram for und rprivileged women, 182,000 
women v,iU be diagno ed with brea t cancer 
(one every three minute ) and 43,300 
women will die (one e ery 12 minme ·) of 
breast cancer thi . year. The ational Cancer 
In titut · ( CI) estimate, that about one in 
eight women in the United tat · (approxi­
mately 13.3 percent) Will devd p breast 
cancer during her lifetime. 

WHAT IS BREAST CANCER? 
Breru 1 ancer i. an uncontrolled growth 

of brea t cell that may fom1 a ma:s of extra 
ti ·ue called a tumor. Tumor. can b h ntgn 
(non-canccrou~) or malignant (cancerou ). 
The mo. t comm n t_ pe of br a t cancer 
begins in the linmg of the duct - the tube­
like part of the br rut that milk passes 
through to reach the nipple - called ductal 
carcinoma. When it . pread. outside the 
ducis. 11 i. callt:d invru ive brea\t cancer 
(mot breast cane r are inva ive). 
Mcta.tatic breast cancer i cane r that has 
spread from the site of the initial anccr to 
other parts of the body. 

RISK FACTORS 
Certam facto can incre e a woman's 

risk of getting breast cancer, although 70 
percent of women with breast cancer have 
no known ri;k factors, according to the 

ational Breast Cancer Foundation. The e 
ri. k factors include h redity, early puberty, 
late childbearing, obesity and life tyle fac­
to uch as heavy alcohol con umption and 
moking. Smdie from the NCI have hown 

!hat alcohol con umption can cau ·e a 40 to 
70 percent increased risk of breast cancer 
with two drinks daily. 

However, the bigge t ri k factor of all i 
age. Most breast cancers occur in women 

ov r the age of 50, and women over 60 
are at the highe t ri k, according 
to brea tcancer.org, a nonprof­
it organization for brea t 
cancer ducation. In addi­
tion, a woman' ri ·k for 
developing brea. t cancer 
increa e if her mother, 
. i ter, daughter or two or 
more other clo e rela­
tive , c;uch as cousin , 
have a history of breast 
cancer, e pecially at a young 
age. Yet 85 percent of 
'-''Omen who develop 
breast cancer have no 
known family hi to­
ry of the di ease.

Educating yourself about breast 
cancer and creating an early detec­
tion plan, which includes -giving 
yourself a proper breast self-exam, 
can help save your life. 

gram (the fir t one) by 
the age of 40 

• a mammogram every 
one to two years for 
women age 40 to 49, 
depending on previous 
mammogram findings 

(skin looks similar to an orange peel); and 
the way the skin of lhe breast, areola (area 
surrounding the nipple) or nipple looks or 
feels {red, caly, warm or swollen). 

• and a mammogram every year for 
women over age 50 

Keeping a record of your self-exams and 
mammograms and marking your calendar 
with reminders will help you follow your 

early detection plan. 

PROPER BREAST SELF-EXAM 
Get in the habit of doing a brea t self­

examination once a month to familiarize 
your elf with how your breast normally 
look and feel. Exan1ine your elf everal 
days after your period end , when your 
breast are least likely to be swollen and ten­
der. Tf you are no longer having period . 
choo e a day that's easy to remember. uch 
a the first or last day of the month. 

Step I -In the shower with finger Oat, 
move gently over every part of each brea t. 
Use your right hand to examine your left 
brea t, and left hand ~ r right breao;t. Check 
for a lump. hard knot or thickening. 
Carefully ob ·erve any change in your 
breasts. 

Step 2 - In front of a mirror, put your 
arms at your ide!. and inspect your bre· t . 
Rai e your arms high overhead and look for 
any changes in U1e contour of each brea t, a 
swelling, a dimpling of skin or change. in 
the nipple. Then rest your palms on your 
hips and pres:- firmly to flex your che t mu -
cle . Note that few women's left and right 
breasts match exactly. 

Step 3 - Lying down, place a pillow 
under your right . houlder, with right arm 
behind your head. With finger of the left 
hand flat, pre . right brc:ast gently in ·mall 
circular motion , moving vertically or in a 
circular pattern. c vering th entire breast. 
Use light, medium and firm pressure. 
Squeeze nipple and check for di charge and 
lumps. Repeat the e tep for your left 
breast. 

Don't panic if you think you feel a lump. 
Mo t women have om lump or lumpy 
areas in their brea t all the time, and eight 
out of I 0 breast lump that are removed are 
benign. However, if you notice any change 
that Ia t over a full month's cycle or seem to 
get worse or more obviou over time, it' 
best to bring them to the attention of your 
doctor.

Don't be afraid to reach out to a friend or relative 
who has been diagnosed with breast cancer. 
Reassure them ot your love and support even just by 
saying "I'm here for you" - it's more than enough. 

According to the American Cancer

Among men, I ,300 cases will be diag­
nosed. Breast cancer is the second mo t 
common form of cancer among women. 
That means that it 's more than likely 
that you will know someone afflicted by 
the disea ... c. 

When a clo. c friend. colleague or 
loved one falls ill, even the most capable 
of talkers can have a tough time know­
ing what to say. Should you ay "Get 
well soon?" Should you tell them how 
you had a great day? Should you tell 

them that "everything is going to be 
okay?" 

There is no one right answer. The 
experts at the ACS advi e taking your 
cue from the patient. Some people are 
private, while others are more open with 
their feeling . Offer to listen, but if he or 
she doe. n't want to talk about it, don't 
pu h - even if you fe I it's for his or 
her own good. Your in i tencc may have 
the rever e effect, making your friend 
clam up. 

If and when your friend or loved one 
chooses to discuss his or her feelings, 
you shouldn't feel pressuretl to have 
omething to say. While it's always 

good to offer words of encouragement, 
no one is expecting you to have the 
an. wer . Try not to how a sense of false 
optirni m. The per on may think you are 
dismissing hi. or her feelings of depres­
sion and worry. Al o, ·tay away from 
the ubiquitou , "] know how you are 
feeling." No matter how many people 
you know who've been stricken with the 
same illnes , unless you've personally 
experienced it, you really don't know 
how he or she i feeling. Reassure them

Menopau ·e i a time in a woman· life 

after which be can no longer reproduce. For 
many, it i a time of uncertainty, adjusting to 
change in the body, and trying to make 
en e of everything. It may be a time of ad­

nes or relief. Whatever the ca e, recognizing 
what' ''nonnal" may help make coping that 
much easier. 

MENOPAUSE STAGES 
According to doctors 

experts, the word "menopause" 
is often mi u ·ed to de crib 
the entire transition from 
reproductive years t a 
woman's nonreproduc­
tive tate. In fact, 
menopause refers 
only to the completed 
tate; it is . orne­

thing a woman 
reache. , not 
thing he 
throug 
Menopause i only 
one of several 
stage. in the repro­
ductive lives of 
women. Here are 
the others: 

• Premenopau e 
- The reproductive 
years, from a first peri­
od through menopause. 

• Perimenopau e­
The stage directly 
before menopause. It is 
marked by accelerated 
physical changes due to 
dropping honnone levels. 

• Menopause - When a 
women has experienced 12 
months without a period, she is 
said to have reached 
menopause. 

• Postmenopause - This refers to life 
· after the final menstrual period. 

TRANSITIONAL SYMPTOMS 
Just like any other stage of female devel­

opment. menopau e i accompanied by a 
host of pos ible ymptom . Not everyone 
experience the same ymptoms to the ame 
degree. The following are probable symp­
tom and their cau e . Consult with your 
doctor if anything eems abnormal. 

• Due to decreao;ing levels of estrogen 
and pos ibly increa ing level of tress, it is 
typical to be forgetful or have minor bout of 
memory Jo s. Re t a ured that thi is com­
mon and not a precursor to Alzh imer' . 

• According to "The Merck Manual of 
Diagno. i and Therapy." nearly 85 percent of 
women will experience hot fla. h s, or hot 
flu he as they're sometime called. Th ir 
precise cau e i · unknown, but fluctuating 
honnonal level. can h a main contributor. 
U ually, hot flashe · are the fir. t ign of 
impending menopause, ev n before irregular 

menstruation begin . 
• A a result of hot fla he and night 

·weat , occasional in omnia may occur. 
Stres , anxiety and other factor may com­
pound Jeep problem . If lack of Jeep 
become a concern, ask your doctor if he or 
he can pre cribe a Jeep aid or give you 

some relaxation tips. 
• Hormonal changes may also trigger 

headache and mood wing . Their everity 
range among women. 

• Vaginal dryness, which can cau ·e 
di comfort and itching, i common 

when estrogen levels wane. Over­
the-counter lubricant may help 

provide ome relief. 

RELIEF AND TREATMENT 
According to The 

Hormone Foundation, the 
public education affiliate of 
the Endocrine Society, you 
can choo e borm ne th rapy 
or other treatment to help 

alleviate . ymptoms. 
• Hormone th rapy 
(HT) involves admini -
tering b th e trogen 
and a form of proge -
terone called prog-

e tin, which relieves 
many . ymptom . 

• E trogcn therapy 
(ET) increases the ri k of 
uterine cancer if taken 

alone. Therefore, thi 
therapy should only be 
attempted by women who 
no longer have a uterus. 

If you have a family his­
tory of breast cancer or 

have survived breast cancer, 
you probably should not take estro­

gen or HT, although not all studies up­
port this (consult your doctor). You also 
hould not take estrogen if you have had 

cancer of the utero , liver di ea e, hi tory of 
blood clots, heart di ease or unu ual vaginal 
bleeding. 

• Clonidine i a blood-pre ure-lowering 
drug that reduce the frequency and severity 
of hot flashe . 

• Medroxyprogeslerone acetate and 
mege trol acetate, progesterone-type drugs, 
may be used to treat hot flashes. 

• SSRI (Selective-Serotonin Reuptake 
Inhibitor) drugs treat depre ion and hot 
flashes. 

• Calcium replacement can help prevent 
bone los. and o teoporosis. 

• Coun eling or upp rt groups may help 
you handle the depre ion or c nfu. ion you 
may be feeling as your body change . 

For furth r que tion . concerning 
menopause, speak to y ur do tor. It i never 
too early to learn about the chang that may 

in . tore when your body goes through the 
stage. of m nopause. and what you can do to 
alleviate the:e symptom .

According to The American Acadeiny of 
Ophthalmology. glaucoma i one of the 
leading causes of blindnes in the United 
State . and the most common cau e of 
blindne among African Americans. It 
affects more than 3 million people in the 

nited State alone. As many as half do 
not even know they have it because there 
are no ymptom in its early tages, 
when treatment is the roo t effective and 
vision lo ·s can u ually be prevented.

What is glaucoma? Glaucoma is a 
di ease of the optic nerve, which i the 
part of the eye that carries the image we 
ee to the brain.

When the natural fluid 
in the eye drain improperly, pressure 
within the eye u ually increases, damag­
ing the optic nerve.

"sneak thief of sight," glaucoma usually 
does not cause pain or other symptoms, 
but it will cause permanent vision lo

Studie how that African 
Americans between age 45 and 65 are 
14 to 17 time more likely to go blind 
from glaucoma than Caucasians in the 
same age group who have the di ease. 
Although glaucoma can occur in people 
of all ages. it primarily affects older 
adults. 

How is it detected? Becau e glauco­
ma typically does not cause noticeable 
vi ion problems, one of the best way to 
prevent vision los is to have a regular 
glaucoma eye exam by an ophthalmolo­
gist, which may include: 

• Que tion about your family's 
medical and eye hi tory 

• Mea urement of the pre sure in 
your eye (however, a pressure te t alone 
is not an adequate glaucoma te, t) 

• Examination of your optic nerve 
(which may require dilating your pupil ) 

A test of your field of vi ion 
How is it treated? Glaucoma cannot 

be cured, but it can be controlled with 
proper medical treatment. Unfortunately,

How often hould I have an eye 
exam? The American Academy of 
Ophthalmology recommends you get an 
eye exam every two to four years if you 
are age 30 or over, and every one to two 
years if: 

• A family member has glaucoma 
• You are age 50 or over 
• You are of African ance try and are 

age 40 or over 
Are you at ri k for glaucoma? In 

addition to your family hi tory, race and 
age. people who are diab tic, very near-
ighted, use teroid medication or who 

have had past eye injurie may al o be at 
higher risk for developing glaucoma. If 
you have any of the. e ri k factors for 
glaucoma, if your vi ion i sometime 
blurred, you ee halo around ligh or 
have eye pain, The American Academy 
of Ophthalmology recommend that you 
chedule an eye exam with an ophthal­

mologist as soon a· possible.

Today, an estimated 47 million American adult smoke,· 

according to the American Cancer Society. Tobacco u e can 
cause lung cancer, as well as heart disease, and respiratory 
disease. Each year smoking is responsible for one in five 
death . Fortunately, the past 25 years have seen tremendous 
stride in rever ing attitude toward smoking, understanding 
the addiction, and learning how to help people quit. 

Each year thousands of smoker kick the habit for 24 
hours during the Great American Smokeout, annually, the 
third Thursday of November. The goal of the event is to pro­
mote and encourage smoking cessation by helping smokers 
realize that if they can quit for one day, they can quit per­
manently. Smoking is the No. I preventable cause of death 
in the United State . 

of the American Cancer Society (www.cancer.org). 
• No two people are alike and so your smoking cessation 

program may need to be as unique as you are. When con­
sidering your option , think carefully about the way you use 
cigarettes - how often to you light up, what trigger the 
urge etc. 

• Don't keep your intention to quit a ecret. Re earch 
shows that smokers are most ucce ful in kicking the habit 
permanently when they have orne means of support such as 
nicotine replacement therapy, coun eling, guide books, and 
the encouragement of friends and family members. 

There are a host of nicotine replacement products available 
to help you quit, including skin patches like Nicotrol 
(www.nicotrol.com), NicoDerm CQ (www.nicodermcq.com), 
nicotine gum like Nicorette (www.nicorette.quit.com), and 
other therapies like 7-Day Smoke Away (www.smokeaway. 
org), prescription nicotine inhalers and smokele cigarettes 
like E-Z Quit (www.ezquit.com). Contact your doctor before 
begiruting any rooking cessation program. 

Within the fust 24 hours without cigarettes, the body 
begins to heal itself, according to the American Cancer 
Society. Blood pre sure drops to a normal level, the temper­
ature of hands and feet increase, heart attack risk decreases, 
and the carbon monoxide level in the blood drops. Within 
three months, circulation and lung function improve up to 
30 percent. However, even after you've given up nicotine, 
you may still have the urge to smoke. To maximize your 
chances of staying smoke-free for good, develop a three­
phase "Commit to Quit" plan and follow these tips, courtesy 

• Keep smoking "out of sight and out of mind" by getting 
rid of cigarettes, lighters and a htrays from your home, 
office and car. Don't forget to end your clothes to the dry 
cleaner for freshening. Ask friends and family not to smoke 
around you. Good luck!

• • Treat eadac e pain w h education 
Headaches are big business. According 

to the ational Headache Foundation 
(NHF), it is estimated that industry loses 
$50 billion per year due to employee 
ab enteeism and medical expenses caused 
by headaches, and migraine sufferers lose 
more than 157 million workdays each year. 
In exce s of $4 billion i pent annually on 
over-the-counter pain relievers for 
headache . (Many of these are not trong 
enough for the headache sufferer.) 
Learning what triggers a headache can help 
you treat it better, that way, you can possi­
bly prevent the onset of a headache, or at 
least be able to better manage it when it 
trike . 

TYPES OF HEADACHES 
There are many type of headache and 

just a many trigger . Recognizing the type 
of headache you have and tracking when it 
strikes will help you and your doctor devel­
op a course of treatment. Let's check out 
some of the most common types of 
headaches, courtesy of the NHF. 

• Tension - Pain in the area where the 
muscles of the head and neck meet, com­
monly referred to as a "tension headache." 

Approximately 78 percent of all 
headaches are cia itied a ten ion-type 
headaches. The pain is typically general­
ized all over the head . There appear to be 
a slightly higher incidence of thi type of 
headache among women, though that may 
be because more females than male eek 
treatment. 

There are two types of tension-type 
headaches: tho e that occur in infrequent 
episodes and those that occur daily. If 
chronic, the headache should be promptly 
treated to avoid developing an addiction to 
pain-relieving drugs. The daily headache is 
often caused by depression or other emo­
tional problem . Sufferers usually awake in 
the morning with the headache and fre­
quently have an accompanying sleep disor­
der. 

Vascular - This i the category into 
which migraine falls; it also includes clus­
ter headaches. 

Migraine headaches are often heredi­
tary. Therefore, if both parents suffer from 
them, there is a 75 percent chance their 
children will suffer as well. When only one 
parent is a migraine sufferer there i a 50 
percent chance the child will be afflicted. 
Recent re earch has proven that migraine 
do have physical cau e , and trigger for 
many sufferers include diet, tre , men­
struation and environmental changes. A 
migraine attack can last from several min­
utes to several days - totally incapacitat­
ing the sufferer in the latter case. 

An e timated I million American · ·uffer 
from clu. ter headaches, and I 0 percent of 
these are afflicted with chronic clu ters. 
Clu ter headaches appear to affect primari­
ly men, with 90 percent of the sufferer 
being male. Although clu ter headache 
produce evere pain, they can go into long 
period of remi. ion. No cau e ha been 
determined for this type of headache, but 

most are treatable. 
• Organic - Tbese headache are 

caused by di ea e of the brain. eye, ear, 
no e or tumors. 

Children do experience headache . 
However, if headache occur in the very 
young or very old, it is important to rule 
out organic disea e as the culprit. Young 
tension-type and migraine sufferer can 
usually benefit from non-drug treatment 
such as biofeedback. 

DETERMINING TREATMENT 
To better as e a headache's severity, 

many health-care practitioner utilize 
MIDAS and HIT in their evaluation . 
MIDAS, or the Migraine Di ability 
As es ment Que tionnaire, wa developed 
to measure migraine-related di ability at 
work. school or during lei. ure activitie . 
By measuring the number of days missed 
in the e activity areas due to migraine, the 
MJDA tool can get treatment right the 
fir 1 time a patient consult with hi:. or her 
health-care provider. The MIDAS core 
provides insight into the medical need of 
patients and helps the healthcare provider 
determine the appropriate treatment at the 
fir t consultation. 

HIT, or Headache Impact Te t, is imilar 
to MIDAS in that it mea ure the . everity 
and impact of headache on daily life. It 
helps identify trigger and can a · i t the 
health-care provider in detennining the 
proper trealment for each patient. 

SIMPLE STEPS TO LIMIT HEADACHES 
The e tip are drug-free. co t-eff ctive 

and are easy to u e. 
1. Diaphragmatic or abdominal breath­

ing can help lower ten ion level by bring­
ing more oxygen into the blood tream. 
Lowering tension can help prevent 
headaches. 

2. Massage can help relieve ten ion in 
all areas of the body. 

3. Hot or cold packs applied to the neck 
and houlders may also help relieve pain. 

4. Progre sive mu cle relaxation can 
top tre s and relax the body. Start with 

the feet and work up. 
5. Biofeedback teache you to control 

involuntary body function like blood pre -
ure, heart rate and hand temperature. Thi 

technique is a valuable tool for reducing 
migraine and tension-type headaches. 

6. Stretching relaxes mu cle . Yoga or 
Pilates may be great methods for achieving 
relaxation. 

7. Taking a bri k walk h lp release 
endorphin which are the brain· natural 
pain killeL. Walk for five minut~, and 
think relaxing, calming thought . 

8. Visualization can reduce tres , there­
by r ducing headache pain. Vi ualize your­
elf in a erenc place. 

9. Meditation can help you ach1eve a 
state of con ciou ne where you reduce 
stres -inducing factor-.

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Signs of depression a 
Discussing your psychological concerns 

with family and friends is not a common 
occurrence at the dinner table or at social 
gatherings, for fear of embarrassment or dis­
comfort. After all, sometimes the warning 
signs of the e disorders can be difficult to 
recognize, and you don't want to feel fooli h 
about voicing your worries if you are not 
officially diagnosed with a problem. 

One in lO people experience ymptoms of 
depression, and anxiety i nearly just as com­
mon. Therefore, you are not alone in your 
concerns. H you haven't been feeling quite 
like yourself lately, review the symptoms of 
these conditions and discuss any you may 
suffer from with your doctor. That way, you 
can feel better faster. 

DEPRESSION 
Everyone has the blue at one time or 

another, but if ymptoms intensify or persist 
for more than two weeks, medical interven­
tion may be necessary. Depression can have 
very real physical and emotional symptoms, 
including: 

• Persistent sadness or unhappiness 
Frequent crying 

• Sleeping difficulty 
• Decreased energy and/or motivation

A WORD ABOUT MEDS 

You may not experience all symptoms; 
however, if you suspect that you are suffering 
from depression, seek the assistance of your 
health-care provider. He or she may prescribe 
medication or behavioral treatment. Or you 
may be referred to a p. ychologist or psychia­
trist for a more in-depth evaluation. 

Most episodes of depression are succes -
fully treated within three months to two years 
with a combination of medication and thera-

Another common mental-health disorder 
is anxiety. Like depres ion, many people 
have experienced brief or situational anxiety. 
Persistent feeling sbould be analyzed by a 
medical professional. 

According to Dorothy Cantor, Ph.D., for­
mer president of the American Psychological 
Association, "People need to talk about 
what's bothering them. Anxiety often comes 
about when people hold in their fears until 
they begin to feel anxiety. People shouldn't 
wait until they're paralyzed with anxiety 
before they seek some kind of consultation." 

Medications prescribed for depression and 
anxiety may be a necessary part of your treat­
ment. However, keep in mind that these often 
require time to build up in your system before 
you experience relief. As a result, they tend to 
be addictive. You should never attempt to 
stop taking these medications "cold turkey." 
Oftentimes, yout doctor will gradually wean 
you from the medication to avoid any 
adverse reactions. Speak up if you wish to 
discontinue treatment. 

Anxiety may range from small phobias to

Most of all, don't be afraid to reach out physically to 
a friend or relative who bas been diagnosed with breast 
cancer. Just because someone is ill doesn't mean he or 
she will turn down a hug every now and then.

• Is there a disclaimer? If the infor­
mation is accurate, it will be listed with 
a disclaimer advising visitors to check 
with their health-care professional to 
confmn any information about Lheir par­
ticular situation. Beware of any Web site 

you come across that does not feature a 
disclaimer of some sort 

• Does the site offer "miracles?" 
The sad truth is, most claims of "mira­
cle" results are untrue. Cross-reference 
any information you find on other sites 
and always consult a health-care profes­
sional before trying any "miracle" prod­
uct.
