have returned a life sentence and 
did not, instead opting to give 
Martin 25 years. 

The court wrapped up its 
examination of the trial saying, 
"even if appellant's arguments 
have merit, which this court does 
not find, the jury's recommended 
sentence, along with the signifi­
cant amo11ntof evidence present­
ed by the commonwealth, indi­
cates that no prejudice existed as 
to warrant a new trial." 

The decision not only affirms 
the work of the jury that sat on 
the case, it also found no fault 
with the judicial conduct of 
Judge Danny P. Caudill, who had 
already sat on the case when it 
was first presented and did rule a 

degree criminal abuse and one 
count of first-degree criminal 
abuse. Sparkman's grandchild, 
who was in the Cane Fork home 
at the time of the shooting, was 
victimized by Delong, the jury 
ruled. 

Approximately six hours 
after giving testimony, 
Sparkman was arrested by 
Prestonsburg Police officer 
George Tussey and charged with 
one count of marijuana posses­
sion, use or possession of drug 
paraphernalia, third-degree pos-
ession of a controlled substance 

and unlawful tran action with a 
minor. 

Officials said that the depart­
ment received a complaint that 
someone was outside of the 
Floyd County Detention Center 
trying to hide drugs outside the 
facility.

Water park idea 
worth exploring 

While some might think it a bit fanciful or that there are 
more pressing budget demands, we think the idea of build­
ing a water park in or around Prestonsburg is an idea worth 
giving serious consideration, for a variety of reasons. 

First, water parks are immensely popular and can generate 
quite a bit of business .for a community. There is a reason why 
theme parks such as King's Island, Kentucky Kingdom and 
Cedar Point have all added water parks over the past decade 
or so - they bring people in, often as repeat customers. 

Currently, those looking to go to even a small water park 
are forced to drive 90 minutes to Hurricane, W.Va., or two­
and-a-half hours to Williamsburg. Beyond that, the only real 
choices are Louisville or Cincinnati. Capturing the regional 
market for such fun and excitement - before one of the sur­
rounding counties wises up and does it first - would ensure 
the profitability of such a venture. 

Building a water park in Floyd County would appeal not 
only to locals, but would be a strong draw for people from 
surrounding counties and beyond. That could help reverse the 
ever-growing trend of consumer traffic heading to Pikeville 
or Paintsville, two cities which are rapidly Leaving 
Prestonsburg behind as the commercial centers of our region. 

A water park would also fill a void in Floyd County's 
tourist recruiting efforts by offering something fun for kids 
and teens. As it stands now for a typical family visiting our 
area, dad would have fun with a day of golfing at Stonecrest 
or fishing at Dewey Lake, and mom would enjoy the shows at 
the Mountain Arts Center or Jenny Wuey Theatre and the 
local crafts, history and natural beauty, but there is not really 
anything that truly appeals to children that they couldn't find 
in almost in other conununity, anywhere in America. And as 
any parent knows, keeping the kids entertained plays a big 
role in deciding where to go for a day or a weekend or longer. 

But beyond appealing to children from elsewhere, a water 
park would also appeal to local kids as well. There is not a 
year that goes by that we don't hear someone at one local 
government meeting or another complaining about loitering 
teens and suggesting that something be done to give them 
something to do. Yet, despite some noble attempts, not 
enough has been done to solve that problem. A water park 
would give teens something to do that they want to do, espe­
cially if it offers season passes at an affordable rate. 

Don't get us wrong. We're not suggesting that a water 
park would solve all our financial ills and pave the streets 
with gold. It would not solve all of our problems overnight. 
But if done right, it would be a step in the right direction. 

And as shown by the experience with Kentucky Splash in 
Williamsburg, which generated a profit in its first year of 
operation, it won't really cost taxpayers anything if it takes 
in more money than it costs. 

Whether Prestonsburg and Floyd County team up for such 
a venture (the option we would prefer to see), or one or the 
other goes it alone, this is an idea that should be considered, 
with a bias toward finding a way to make it work. Otherwise, 
five or 10 years down the line we can sit back and grumble 
as a water park opens in a neighboring county, wondering 
why all the regional business seems to be going elsewhere.

"The level of ecurity will be no dif­
ferent than that of the financial institu­
tions have to deal with because it's the 
same level of sensitivity," Holsinger 
said. "It will be as secure as any network

"And 
that's really what's been lacking in the trans-

FRANKFORT - A day 
after issuing pardons to aides 
and anyone else who might be 
charged with tlleg~ hiring 
practices, Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
made a brief appearance a 
grand jury Tuesday then said 
he wanted to put the investiga­
tion behind him. 

"[ would like this to be a 
new day," Aetcher said at a 
pres conference back at the 
Capitol. "I would hope now 
that we can focus on doing the 
people's business." 

Fletcher said he gave his 
name, address and occupation 
to the grand jury, but answered 
no other questions. 

Fletcher again accused 
Democratic Attorney General 
Greg Stumbo of pursuing the 
investigation for his own polit­
ical reasons and blamed any 
mistakes made in personnel 
deci ions on "overeager young 
managers.'' 

Fletcher said he never per­
onally ordered the hiring of a 

particular individual for a state 
civil service job, known as the 

Merit Sy tern. He also said a 
personnel initiative described 
by a prosecutor as a "corrupt 
political machine" was actually 
an effort to comply with per­
sonnel rules. 

He also said the Local 
Initiatives for a New Kentucky 
- LINK - was not a re-elec­
tion effort within his office. but 
aimed at providing services to

The pardons carry huge 
political implications for 
Fletcher, who campaigned just 
two years ago on pledges to 
"clean up the mess" in Frankfort 
and uphold the sanctity of the 
state hiring Laws. 

Some legislators said 
Fletcher should be subjected to 
impeachment proceedings in the 
General As embly, and 
ob ervers wonder whether his 
political future may have been 
signed away. 

Fletcher said Tuesday he 
would leave his political 
prospects to voters. 

"I'd characterize it this way: 
He ran on a platform of believe 
me and I will run state govern­
ment differently," said former 
Democratic Gov. Julian Carroll, 
who is now a state senator from 
Frankfort. "He turns out to be 
the biggest deceiver that we've 
had in the governor's office in 
my lifetime. Rather than a 
believer, he's truly a deceiver." 

Joe Gershtenson, director of 
the Center for Kentucky History 
and Politics at Eastern Kentucky 
University, said Fletcher's par­
dons could cut both ways with 
voters. 

"I still think, as I have all 
along, that pardons are risky, 
absolutely," Ger htenson said. 
"They inevitably create at least 
ome perception that there's 

some guilt. Why pardon if 
somebody isn't going to ulti­
mately get convicted? There's 
some danger of that." 

On the other band, if the hub­
bub dies down before 2007, 
Gershtenson said it is too early 
to call an end to Fletcher's elec­
toral chances. 

Former Lt. Gov. Steve 
Henry, a potential gubernatorial 
candidate in 2007, called 
Fletcher's pardon a "cover­
up." 

"1 would expect the people 
of Kentucky to be pretty harsh

about their treatment of this 
governor," Henry said. 

Gershtenson said Fletcher 
avoided an even larger problem 
that might have come if he par­
doned himself. 

Rep. Kathy Stein, D­
Lexington, said pardons are 
ground for the General 
Assembly to consider impeach­
ment of Fletcher. 

"He is showing a broad disre­
spect for the criminal justice 
system that every other citizen 
in the commonwealth must live 
with," Stein said. 

"Certainly the General 
Assembly should hold hearings 
on whether or not his conduct in 
the granting of these pardons is 
conduct that rises to the level of 
consideration for impeach­
ment," Carroll said. 

The Personnel Board and the 
Executive Branch Ethics 
Commi sian are investigating 
administration personnel actions 
but can only impose fines or 
sanctions on state employment. 
Ironically, if either agency finds 
evidence of crintinal wrongdo­
ing, ir ordinarily forwards it to 
the attorney general's office for 
prosecution.

Hurricane Katrina disrupted 
Gulf Coast petroleum output 
and rattled energy markets on 
Monday, sending oil and natural 
gas prices soaring and setting 
the stage for a spike in the retail 
cost of gasoline. 

The powerful hurricane 
roiled the industry at a time 
when producers worldwide were 
already struggling to keep up 
with strong demand and it 
threatened to constrain the sup­
ply of home heating fuels this 
winter. The rise in energy prices 
has already slowed the U.S. 
economy's growth rate, though 
dome tic fuel consumption is 
still rising. 

The Bush administration said 
it would consider lending oil 
from the nation's emergency 
stockpile to refiners that request 
it and the president of OPEC 
said he will propose a produc­
tion increase of 500,000 barrels 
a day at the cartel's meeting next 
month. Analysts nervously 
awaited details on the extent of 
the damage to the region's plat­
fonns, pipelines, refineries and 
electric grid.

This fall, Louisville plunges 
into the conference it has pur­
sued for years and takes aim at 
opportunities that seemed 
impossible less than a decade 
ago. 

The fast-rising football pro­
gram can capture the biggest 
prize of all: an automatic bid to 
the Bowl Championship Series 
and a multi-million dollar pay­
off Louisville never had a 
chance to win before. 

Also, the women's basketball 
team gets to rub elbows with 
national powers ·connecticut, 
Notre Dame and Rutgers and 
the men's basketball team enters 
a 16-team mega-League expect­
ed to be one of the best in histo­
ry.

Jame Ramsey. "We're hearing 
from students in lhat area who 
aren't connected to graduates, 
but who are starting to hear 
about Louisville."

Early in the rebuilding proce s, 
Jurich called Big East commis­
sioner Mike Tranghese and began 
explaining how he planned to 
reverse Louisville's fortunes. 

''I was always trying to hare 
our story with Mike and the 
members of the Big East, telling 
them what our vision was and 
where I wanted us to go," Jurich 
said. "Thai paid orne big divi­
dends later, because when the 
time came to pull the trigger, they 
already knew a lot about us.'' 

Jurich added softball, rowing 
and women's golf to remedy the 
gender equity problems. He 
also hired John L. Smith, who 
quickly turned the football team 
into a high-scoring, TV-friendly 
winner. 

New facilities were also con­
ceived, mostly funded by pri­
vate donations. In 2000, 
Louisville unveiled $14 million 
Cardinal Park, a collection of 
fields for the softball, women's 
track, field hockey and soccer 
teams. In April, Louisville chris­
tened a $10 million baseball sta­
dium, a $12 million natatorium 
will open later this year and an 
$8 million football practice 
facility is also under construc­
tion. 

None of Jurich's moves 
caught Tranghese's eye more 
than the hiring of Rick Pitino in 
March 200 l. Pitino became

Tranghesc's friend and a star in 
the Big East coaching 
Providence in the mid-1980s. 

Soon after he was hired, 
Pitino started working with 
Jurich to sell Tranghese on 
Louisville. But when Pitino 
asked his old friend what chance 
Louisville had of joining the 
league, Tranghese said it would 
never happen. 

"Little did he know what was 
going on behind the scenes," 
Pitino said. 

Within months of their con­
versation, football powers 
Boston College, Miami and 
Virginia Tech left the Big East 
for the Atlantic Coast 
Conference. 

Suddenly, Louisville sky­
rocketed to the top of 
Tranghese's wish list. 

"When we lost people and 
·sat down and talked about it for 
the first time, Louisville was 
always part of those conversa­
tions," Tranghese said. "A big 
reason why was how much they 
seemed to want to be here with 
us." 

Louisville accepted an invi­
tation to join the league in 
November 2003, along with fel­
low Conference USA defectors 
Cincinnati, DePaul, Marquette 
and South Florida. But 
Louisville appears to be the 
readiest of all the newcomers, 

Is 
led by its top-25 football ana 
men's basketball programs. 

"They're very ambitious," 
Tranghese said. "They're not 
coming here just to be a part of 
this league, they're coming to 
be a significant factor." 

The new affiliation is ~eady 
paying dividends for Louisville. 
Football coach Bobby Petrino 
has noticed a higher level of 
respect from recruits since the 
school switched leagues.

The squabble and Owens' 
demand for a new contract rumed 
training camp into a sideshow for 
the NFC champion Eagles, threat­
ening to distract and derail them as 
they try to return to lhe Super Bowl. 

On Friday night, lhey 
showed when all of the hoopla 
is pushed aside, they could be 
the best tandem in the confer­
ence. ln just one half, Owens 
caught five passes for 131 yards 
and McNabb threw for 256 
yards and three touchdowns. 

"It was great to get those two 
connected," coach Andy Reid 
said. "They've go[ a special 
thing between them and it 
showed." 

Owens declined to speak to 
reporters. putting his head­
phones on to tune everyone out. 

With the Eagles running onto 
the field before the game as a team 

and 
rather than having the offense or 
defense introduced individually, 
there was never a chance for th.e 
fickle fans to boo Owens. He 
never gave them an opportunity 
once the game started, eith.er. 

After Rod Hood returned the 
opening kickoff 24 yards to 
Philadelphia's 36, McNabb con­
nected with Owens. The All-Pro 
wide receiver caught McNabb's 
pass in full stride near the 20 
and streaked into the end zone. 

"It's good to have him back 
O\lt there," Reid said. 

Known for his flamboyant 
antics after scoring, Owens toned 
down his acL He spiked the ball, 
stood with his hands on his hips. 
stared at the crowd and nodded 
his head - perhaps in approval of 
a job well done. McNabb jumped 
into center Hank Fraley's arms 
and pointed downfield. 

Owens then ran to the side­
line, stopping once to pound his 
chest and point toward the sky. 
What be didn't do was celebrate 
_with McNabb. The two didn't 
even acknowledge each other. 

"We were both excited 
wheth.er we celebrated together or 
with other teammates," McNabb 
said. ''Let's not blow this out of 
proportion.

Maybe, but Owens twice 
walked past McNabb with.out 
even looking at him and then sat 
on another bench just a few feet 
away from the five-time Pro 
Bowl quarterback.

''He's one of the best to ever 
play the game," Reds manager 
Jerry Narron said. "He's still 
one of the better players in base­
ball today, still in that elite 
group today.

Griffey went deep against

Meanwhile, the race wreaked 
havoc on many drivers on the 
bubble of making NASCAR's 
Chase - and some of it was 
intentional. 

Dale Jarrett, who started the 
race 11th in the points, lost 
ground midway through the race 
when contact from Ryan 
Newman sent him spinning. 
Apparently seeking payback, 
Jarrett later made a sharp right 
turn into Newman to wreck both 
of their cars. 

NASCAR ruled that Jarrett's 
move was intentional and penal­
ized him two laps. The incident 
dropped Jarrett to 14th in the 
standings, and he'll need a furious 
rally over the final two qualifying 
events to get into the playoffs. 

Newman, who started the 
night clinging to the eighth spot 
in the standings, dropped one 
spot to ninth. 

"Mine was unintentional. His 
was intentional, that was obvi­
ous," Newman said. "I sure didn't 
expect him to retaliate like that."

After 1,272 lefts, why 
Dale Jarrett turned right

The short answer to why 
there are o many crashes in 
"lASCAR: 

Strip away the 800-horse­
powcr engines, the flame-retar­
dant uits, the 3,400 pounds of 
steel and the drivers go about 
their business pretty much like 
everybody else. 
~ They Laugh, they cry, they 
win a few and Lose all the rest. 
They show up at work, get their 
feelings hurt, get mad, and 
sometimes, they get even. 

Except in their case, that 
means JUSt about every time. 

Maybe that explains why 
none of the higher-ups got the 
least bit overheated about the 
right turn Dale Jarrett made into 
Ryan Newman on lap 318 of the 
Sharpie 500 late Saturday night. 
Never mind that it happened at 
100 mph. and knocked both of 
1hem and Kevin Harvick - his 
•uy sin: wrong place, wrong 
time - out of the race. 

In NASCAR, those little 
love taps aren't just tolerated; 
they ARE the rules of the road. 

And so maybe the only thing 
that distinguished this one from 
the dozen other dustups and spin­
outs that took place at the Bristol 
Motor Speedway - including the 
handful of purposeful ones - was 
how absolutely dumb and obvi­
ous it was. 

"Mine was unintentional," 
Newman said about running 

·ett into a fence 17 laps ear­
Iter. "and his was intentional 
and that's all l'm saying." 

Jarrett was slapped with a 
two-lap penalty during the race, 
but that's all. And in the unlikely 
event officials call him in to pur­
sue the marter further, he'll point 
out he forgot to tum left only 
once in 1 ,272 tries, that it could 
happen ro anybody, and walk out 

of the hearing room with pride 
intact and nothing worse than 
another slap on the wrist 

Besides, the higher-ups at 
NASCAR probably figured out by 
now that Jarrett did such a good 
job of punishing himself, any fur­
ther discipline would be piling em 

That little road-rage 
episode, coupled with the two­
lap penalty, resulted in a 31st­
place fmish. More important, it 
probably killed off any chance 
Jarrett bad of qualifying for 
'The Chase for the champi­
onship," the lucrative little 
postseason scheme NASCAR 
hatched last year to keep fans 
from changing channels once 
the NFL begins playing for 
keeps in the same weekend 
time slots. 

Jarrett left Bristol without 
comment, which was probably 
a smart decision. The result 
dropped him from 11th place to 
14th in the Nextel Cup "Chase" 
standings, but the real shame is 
that he took Newman down a 
notch, from eighth to ninth, and 
Harvick from 14th to 16th. With 
only two races left to accumu­
late points before the top 1 0 are 
awarded playoff spots, Jarrett 
needed more enemies and frus­
tration like he needed an allen 
wrench upside the head. 

He's 0-for-his-last-94 races, 
and on his eighth crew chief 
since Todd Parrott departed at 
the end of 2002. He's already 
48 and staring out a fast-closing 
window. Rusty Wallace and 
Mark Manin, two guys who 
broke in around the same time 
and planned to retire at the end 
of the season, have just about 
locked up spots in the "Chase." 
Martin is having second 
thoughts, but jf he does return, 
like Terry Labonte, Bill Elliott 
and a few other of Jarrett's con­
temporaries, he'll probably run 
a much lighter schedule. Jarrett 

is one of the few older drivers 
who hasn't talked about slow­
ing down, but maybe he should. 

Whether any of that factored 
into his thinking Saturday 
night, only Jarrett knows. He 
and .Newman, .. wbo's 20 years 
younger, are both clean racers 
with no history between them. 
On the other hand, once 
Newman loosened up Jarrett's 
car on lap 318, everybody 
seemed to know a payback was 
in the cards. 

One racer said aftexward the 
spotters were warning their dri­
vers over the radio "to steer clear 
when the 88 (Jarrett) gets near 

· the 12 (Newman)." And sure 
enough, it was worth heeding. 

Of course, Bristol's officiat­
ing crew knew what was on the 
way, too. The half-mile, high­
banked track guarantees racing 
at close quarters for 500 laps, 
which in turn, guarantees lots of 
frayed nerves. NASCAR treats 
bumping incidents the same 
way major league baseball does 
knockdown pitches and the 
NHL does fights - as necessary 
evils - and hands out penalties 
after determining intent. 

It's not always fair, which is 
why you see drivers occasion­
ally taking justice into their 
own hands. After totaling up 
the damage at Bristol, Matt 
Borland, Newman's crew chief, 
suggested that didn't seem like 
such a bad option. 

"If they have problems, 
Ryan and he need to talk about 
it after the race, beat each other 
up, I don't care. But to destroy 
two race cars that cost a whole 
bunch of guys at two shops a 
lot of work." he added, "that's 
just stupid."

Besides 
McDowell, other heat race win­
ners were Eckert, Skip Arp of 
Georgetown, Tenn... Dan 
Schlieper of Sullivan, Wis., 
Billy Moyer of Batesville, Ark., 
and Jimmy Owens of Newport,

McDowell and Eckert led the 
stellar 24-car field to the green 
flag, and racing down the fronr 
straightaway into the first turn 
they ran side-by-side. 
McDowell pulled into the lead 
racing off the second tum, with 
Eckert in pursuit followed by 
Arp, Schlieper and Moyer. 
Eckert powered by McDowell 
for the lead as they raced down 
the backstretch into the third 
turn on lap 2. 

With Eckert setting a blister­
ing pace out front, he quickly 
closed to the rear of the field 
and began to work lapped traf­
fic.

Trees Already 
" Preparing For 
Winter?

Part 1 of3 
With temperatures hovering near 

the 90s, it's hard to envision that 
many trees already are preparing for 
the winter. Many trees have begun to 
hut down for the winter during 
August. Thls means they are gradual­
ly reducing active growth and prepar­
ing to go dormant for the winter. 

As trees start to prepare for the 
winter, many begin to loose leaves 
and show color that is a forerunner to 
vibrant fall foliage. For example, the 
yellow poplar is one of the first trees 
to leaf out in the spring. Thus, it's one 
of the first trees to begin losing 
leaves in the fall. 

Trees in the 'shut down' mode 
often are more susceptible to attacks 
from insects and diseases. An 
instance of insect problems is the 
browning of leaves showing up on 

olack locust trees throughout 
Kentuc.Lcy in recent weeks. This 
browning is caused by the locust 
leafminer whose larvae eat the leaves 
of locust trees as well as birch, apple, 
beech, cheery, elm and oak. Insects 
don't eat the entire leaf. Instead, they 
'mine' the inner part of leaves, remov­
ing the green-colored chlorophyl and 
leaving a brown-colored skeleton. 
This is why so much brown is visible. 

These insect attacks usually don' t 
cause death unless trees are in a 
stressful situation in the earlier part of 
the growing season, such. as extreme-

1 have one 
of those vivid, suspended-in­
time memories of the whole 
scene: Chuck and l are calling 
information in surrounding 
towns for taxidermists and 
Henry is sobbing over the 
comatose cat on the surgery 
table.

By this time he 
was in tears, so she decided the 
lesser of two evils was to just 
take the cat and send Henry on 
his way before guests started to 
arrive. 

She spent the whole evening 
hovering in the kitchen so no 
one would go groping around in 
the freezer for ice trays; she 
never told anyone about that 
extra dinner guest. 

Year later, I was addened to 
hear that Henry had been killed 
in an automobile accident- we 
had all liked him and he was 
certainly one of our most mem­
orable clients.

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What are IIUlrsupials? 
Marsupials are an ancient, unique 
group of animals often called pouched 
mammals. Uke all mammals, marsu­
pials are warm-blooded, have hair, 
and mothers nurse their young. They 
differ from placental mammals in 
that they give live birth wtthout long 
gestation times. Marsupials give 
birth to a helpless embryo. The 
embryo climbs from the mothers birth 
canal to her pouch. There it attaches 
wtth its mouth to the mammae (nip­
ple) and continues to nourish and 
develop for weeks or even months 
depending on the species. Placental 
mammal mothers instead nourish 
their developing embryo in the uterus 
with the blood supply, during a longer 
gestation. 

Today, marsupials have fewer species 
worldwide than placentals, but are 
very diverse in body structure. They 
range from tiny four-footed forms, to 
large, two-legged kangaroos. 

When they evolved 
Cases of convergent evolution 
exist between marsupials and placen­
tals. This means that two different ani­
mal species fill the same ecological 
niche in different parts of the world, 
evolving independently. Today, most 
marsupials are found in Central and 
South America (around 70 species) 
and Australia (around 200 species). 

North America 

The only living marsupial found here 
is the opossum. During the Mesozoic 
Era, marsupials were more common 
than placentals, persisting until the 
mid- to late Tertiary period. 

South America 

Marsupials began to go extinct in the 
late Miocene and Early Pliocene 
Epochs here. At that time, a land con­
nection with North America allowed 
many competing placentals to cross 
into South America. 

Australia and Tasmania 

Marsupials are the dominant native 
mammals and include kangaroos, 
koalas, tasmanian devils, wombats 
and others. Thylacinus lived there until 
1936, when the last living individual 
was seen in Tasmania.

In marsupials, the embryo 
passes down through the 
vaginal sinus and into a 
single body exit called 

the cloaca. In placentals, 
there are three separate 

body exits. 

Diet: Feeds on 
grass, roots, 
sedges, matrushes 
and fungi. 

Tasmanian devil 
(Sarcophllus) 

Tasmania 
Habitat: Hollow logs, caves or burrows in forests. The Tasmanian devil 
resembles a small bear. They are nocturnal and usually solitary. They make 
nests of bark, grass and leaves, which they inhabit during the day. 

Diet: Carrion. An efficient scavenger, the Tasmanian devil consumes both bones 
and fur. Other food includes insects, insect larvae, snakes and some vegetation.
