Conn., where he is 
composing a score for a Yale 
University performance of 
Shakespeare's "The Comedy 
of Errors." 

Holperin aid a staffer in 
his agency pointed out the 
resemblance to "Alright"' 
several weeks ago, but at the 
time Tanner assured the 
department there would be no 
problem, Halperin said.

Red Wing Shoes will take a 
big step with a giant boot 
next week, when the 
Minnesota company cele­
brates its lOOth anniversary. 

Usmg ladders, cranes and 
special rigging, company 
employees and retirees have 
built a supersized "638-D" 
replica of the company's 
classic workboot No. 877. 

The boot stands 16 feet tall 
and is 20 feet long. ft 
required 80 cowhides, 1,200 
feet of rope and 300 pounds 
of adhesives. The shoelace is 
104 feet long. ft has been rec­
ognized by the Guinness 
Book of Records as the 
world's largest shoe. 

The boot took more than a 
year to build. Employees saJd 
everything about the massive 
replica was properly scaled, 
so if a 12- tory-tall man came 
to town they would have a 
roughly $100,000, ready-to­
wear boot for him.

The Lynx helicopter was 
on a map-reading training 
exercise in eastern England 
on Jan. 25 when it made a 
landing in the Stanford area, 
a Ministry of Defense 
spokesman said.

The FDA vs. consumers 
The lf .S. Food anti Drug Administration is supposed to be on the 

side of consumers, and much of the time it is. But you wouldn't 
neccssanly know it by what happened recently to Charles Netzow, 
81. or Fox Point. Wis. 

After three years of successfully L"ontrolling his cholesterol lev­
els with <tpprmetl prescription drugs, NettO\\ learned that the FDA 
had confiscated his late~t 90-day supply of Lipitor. What did 
Netzow do wrong? The L1pitor was bcmg shipped to him from a 
pharmacy in Canada. in \ iolarion of a federal go,emment ban on 
importing d111gs from Canada. 

The Bush administration say the ban is about guaranteeing the 
safety of drugs coming here from Canada. Non~cnse. 

The notict• the f-DA '\ent to Netznw late last month c.;aid the 
Lipitor had been confiscated by the agency's Chicago office 
because it was "an unapproved new drug:· Never mind that Lipitor 
is not a new drug anti i~ FDA approved. as Journal Sentinel med­
ical reporter John Fauber pointed out in a story on NetLOw's expe­
rience. The FDA attempted to get around this by saying the agency 
defines ··unapproved'' as including any dmg made in another courl­
try or an) drug made in the United States. imported to another 
country and then re-impmted to America. 

[f that sounds like bureaucratic double talk, that's because it is. 
An official of the Calgary, Alberta. pharmacy told Fauber that 

the Lipitor sent to Netzow was the same as that sold in the United 
States. ln fact, all of the Lipitor sold rn North America comes from 
the same plant in Ireland. 

"It's the identical pill from the same production line.'' the phar­
macy ofricial told Fauber. 

Wisconsin Gov. Jim Doyle and a growing number of other pub 
lie officials across the country, including members ofCongre s, are 
challenging the ban because it forces Americans like Netzow to pay 
more for the same dmg than do Canadians. The reason is that 
Canada sets price limits on those drugs and the United States does 
not. 

Doyle advocates the right of Wisconsinites to obtain prescription 
drugs from Canadian pharmacies, and Wisconsin has set up a Web­
based program to enable state residents to do that. The FDA says 
the program is i lie gal. 

"I wis~ they would get on the side of this gentleman rather than 
the drug companies,'' Doyle said, when told of Netzow's problems. 

We 'II go a step further. Doesn't the FDA have better things to do 
than confiscate 90-day shipmenb of cholesterol-lowering drugs 
from senior citizens'! You would think so.

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Would the tax 'trigger' shoot down future governors?

FRANKFORT - During the past six 
months. while operating state govern­
ment without a legislatively enacted bud­
get, Gov. Ernie Fletcher has had to patch 
some gaping holes. 

He moved $80 million to partly shore 
up a runaway !'.1edicaid program and 
more millions to pay for the unexpected 
flow of crimmals into Kentucky cells. 
Last year, when the General Assembly 
did get arounJ to pas:;ing a parttal state 
spending plan. it poured more money 
into health insurance coverage for out­
raged teachers and public employees. 

If Fletcher has his way, future gover­
nors and legislatures may not be able to 
make such repairs. 

Fletcher's budget proposal contains a 
"trigger." a forn1ula that would reduce 
the income tax if revenue receipts reach a 

certam threshold, thereby reducing taxes. 
There is not a corresponding formula for 
increasing tax.es in the event receipts fall 
below expectations. 

The General Fund is expected to 
receive about $660 million more than 
predicted back in January 2004. Fletcher 
and the legislature already have spent or 
obligated huge amounts of that. And 
Fletcher proposes ro spend every dime of 
it - and hundreds of millions more in 
other government receipts that are not 
counted in the General Fund - to bal­
ance the budget proposal he made last 
week. 

Fletcher said Friday the trigger would 
not have kicked in to cut revenues this 
year if it had been in place. He said the 
formula is so conservative that it would 
not unduly restrict future governor, . 

The idea is in keeping with the philos­
ophy embraced by Fletcher and hb fel­
low Republicans - shrink govcmment.

Don't single out 
pharmacists 

It is well recognized that the state 
Medicaid budget has reached a crisis 
point with an estimated shortfall th1s year 
of $526 miJlion. Unfortunately, the 
Fletcher administration appears intent on 
remedying thi · problem by singling out 
one healthcarc provider - phnrmacists

'knee-jerk 
reaction' 

Many readers ma) 0\lt be aware !hat 
Gov. Fletcher and his subordmates at 
Medicaid ha\e enactt:J emergency reg 
ulations that will drastically change the 
Medicaid prc~;cription drug program. 
The changes inc-lude limiting the num­
ber of brand name prodncl s t\ Jedicaid 
bencficiarit•s can recciYe to three per 
month, re4uiring 92 days supplies on 
maintenance medications, and dnl'>tic 
cuts in the amount pharmanes arc paid 
for providing phurrnacy scrvic<:s to 
Medicaid bcndiciaric~ including the 
eldcrl) in nur~ing home-.. 

These new ch,utg.e' to McdiLaid will 

- to shoulder the entire burden under the 
guise of controlling ··pharmaceutical 
costs.'' 

The fact is, pharmacists do not control 
the · costs of pharmaceuticals. 
Pharmaceutical co ts are determined by 
the drug manufacturers. Reducing the 
reimbursement to pharmacists in an 
effort to control drug costs is akin to 
reducing the salary of a prison employee 
in an effort to control prison cost. 

As has occurred with other providers 
in the state. while MeJicaid dnve~ phar­
macists reimbursements ewr lower there 

drastically change the way thou~ands 
of Medicaid recipients mu l take their 
prescription medications. In our prac­
tice we have children with diabetes. 
asthma and epilepsy rhat are now well 
controlled on their current medil·ations. 
Many will be forced to change their 
current medications because of the ne\., 
regulation limiting brand name drugs to 
three per month. In many tnstnncc . 
this "'ill unnecessarily disrupt their' 
care These new changes will also 
cause sigmficant financial losses to 
pharmacies. which may change what 
services can be provided. lr is likely 
some patients will no longer be able to 
get CU[e from their local pharmacies 
because some wtll be forced out of 
bu~mess. 

Of COUrse the main t"Olll't'l ll of the 
Fletcher administration is the bottom 
line. Drug costs for Medicaid have 
been spiraling up for many years and 
the knee jerk reaction from past and 
current administmuons has alway:,

Parents refuse to allow children to travel treacherous ~road

SAUL - Some children in 
thi isolated eastern Kentucky 
community haven't been to 
school in three weeks because 
parents are afraid to let them 
travel a road that snakes its way 
through the mountains. 

Rosa Couch. a mother of 
two, said portions of Kentucky 
2022 between Saul and 
Buckhorn have broken lo e and 
fallen over steep bluff . She 
said parents worry the entire 
roadbed might give way, send­
ing a school bus careening over 
a ledge. 

"It's extremely dangerous," 

Couch said. "There's no safe 
way to take a school bus full of 
children aero . that road ... 

The conditions have made 
Saul, already one of Kentucky's 
most isolated communities, 
even more detached. 

Saul residents have been liv­
ing in isolation since L 960, 
when the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers completed Buckhorn 
Lake. cutting the tiny commu­
nity off from the re t of Perry 
County. 

Since then, Couch and oth­
ers here have had to drive 
through Owsley and Breathitt 
counties on Kentucky 2022 or 
Clay and Leslie Counties along 
Kentucky 484 to get to their 

county cat. Hazard. Either 
way. travel time is mnrc than an 
hour 

For that reason the lake, 
built tO control nooding in the 
area, is seen largely as a barrier 
by Saul residents who have 
been pu hing for a bridge to 
reconnect them to the rest of 
Perry County. 

A state study in 200 I found 
that a bridge to reconnect Saul 
residents wilh their neighbors 
could be built for $9.5 million. 
Couch said local residents have 
pushed unsuccessfully for the 
span.

40 minutes along the one-lane 

road, which has no guardrails 
and varies in width rrom I 0 feet 
to 14 feet. When two cars meet, 
they slow to a near stop and 
squce;:e by one another. door 
handles nearly rubbing as they 
pass.

Kentucky's law allows citi­
zens to "!lush out the truth."

"It's a great law," Skaggs 
said ... Irs a law that allows con­
cerned citizens of the common­
wealth to usc it to find truth 
LLDOUt their county governments 
or their state government and 
the people that are c.:harged with 
lhe operation of those entities.'' 

The survey found nearly uni­
versal compliance with the law 
among city officials askeu for 
the budget When the rcspon e 
was a simple yes or no, nine out 
of 10 (;Ounty judge-executives 
complied when asked for their 
travel reimbursement records. 
School district provided copies 
of the superintendent"s employ­
ment contract more than 80 per­
cent of the time when the 
response wa. yes or no. 

But the surveyors found 
some officials far less compli­
ant. 

Fewer than a third of jailers 
complied with requests for 
records. 

In Montgomery County, 
Jailer Dewayne Myers and two 
employees backed auditor 
Dariush Shafa up and demanded 
hts identification. 

"The whole sttuation was 
very intimidating,'' Shafa, 20. a 
University of Kentucky student, 
said in an interview.

Such distrmt or the public 
was a factor tn the long debate 
that led up to the creation of the 
Open Records Act and its com­
panion, the Kentucky Open 
Meetings Act. 

After an open meetings bill 
failed in the 1972 General 
Assembly, the Watergate can­
dal and cmer-up unraveled, giv­
ing momentum to advocates of 
so-called ~unshme laws acros~ 
the nation. 

The 1974 legislature pas),cd 
an open meetings law. but thcn­
Gov. Wendell ForJ vetoed a bill 
broadening the open-records 
law, saying it didn't have 
enough exceptions 10 protect 
records that ~hould be kept cnn­
fidential. 

A ne\\ effort in 1976 created 
a comprehensive open record 
law. but legal decisions slowly 
fogged the window of accc. h. 

In 1992. the law was over· 
hauled, eliminating some excep­
tion·. The law i not just ~up­
posed to make acce~s possible. 
but make it easy. 

The law ntH only require~ the 
holders of the records to respond 
to requests within three days. 
agencies arc -.upposed to pro­
vide facilities where document!-> 
can be reviewed. And a series of 
rulings by the attorney general's 
office and the courts have said 
copies should generally cost no 

more than 10 c~:nts a page. , 
l'hc rol~ ol the attorney gcn­

t..:l.JI's office, wh1ch is charged 
v. ith re' iewing appcab. '•hen 
records ,tre refu cd. is gencrall) 
wn idercd a maJor adv:mwge ol 
Kcntu~:k) 's open records luw. 
Prcviou!i.ly, a denial ml.'ant a ctt· 
i1en had to go to wurt to get the 
rulmg overturned. Now, a free 
reque!>l to the attorney gt.:neral 
brings a dcn,ion that can carry 
the force of l~tw unless it is tnken 
to court. 

There b an exception to the 
attorney general's purview over 
appt?ab. The General 
A!>sembll'!> Legislative 
Research Commission handles 
an appeal when the legislative 
branch denies :.1 request for a 
public document. If the LRC 
upholds the dcniul, the requester 
appeals to Franklin County 
Circuit Court rather than to the 
attorney general. 

''I actually think Kentucky i~ 
a very strong state in terms of 
the Wa) it handles open 
records," sa1d Rebecca 
Daugherty. freedom of informa­
tion director for The Reporters 
Committee for Freedom of the 
Pre s. a nonprofit based in 
Arlington, Va .. that prov1des 
free legal a~sistance to journal­
ist·. 

"In most states you don't 
ha\e an inuepemlent govern­
mental body to hear these com­
plaints. That' not to say we 
consider all the ruling to come 
out of Kentucky favorable, but 
we think the system. the way it 
is set up, is a good one." 

But some officials, especially 
in . maller town)>, arc still leery 
of the scrutiny allowed by the

Often, they arri vc in old cars or 
pickup trucks, ordinary citii.cns 
anned with ~rhnps the most potent 
weapon available to them without a 
lawyer: a Kentud.-y open-records 
request. 

After tudying the Kentucky 
Revised Statutes with an intensity 
their neighbors normally reserve for 
::he Bible. they march into the clerl<. 's 
office and lap down a newly craft­
ed letter. demanding to see every­
thing from fiscal court minutes to 
how many relatives magistrates 
have on the payrolL 

If some elecled officials private­
ly dio;miss these citizens a<o pests­
A i tant Attorney General Jim 
Ringo called them "self-appointed 
watchdogs" - the Jaw is on their 
side and they know it. 

"J don't believe they think I'm so 
much a nut as they think l'm a 
S.O.B.'' said Randy Skaggs. an east­
ern Kentucky animal-rights activist 
who in 1997 gained the distinction 
of becoming possibly the first per­
son to file open-records' requests in 
all 120 Kentucky counties. 

The documents he's obtained 
have helped him raise awareness on 
different animal rights issues, he 
said. He said some of the informa­
tion helped lead to a law prohibiting 
animal euthanasia by gunshot and 
minimum standards for animal shel­
ters. 

"It's through the usage of the 
open records law that you can flush

Bowman last year he pried open 
records' of a nonprofit foundation 
that had been secret for 40 yean; and 
won perhaps the largest scuJcmcnt 
of an open-records law uit in 
Kentucky history. 

''They think I'm crazy, .. but 
they take me seriously now" said 
Bowman. a 75-year-old sy terns 
engina.'T with a PhD. ''And, as they 
say around here, it's only going to 
get worser.'' 

Local and state government 
agenctes are accustomed to dealing 
with open-records requests from 
high-profile environmental or citi­
zens· groups, but Bowman and 
Skaggs generally represent an 
unconnected federation of grass­
roots Kentucky activists who use the 
law ro tilt alone at their bureaucratic 
windmills. 

Motives vary some are obvious 
vendettas, others well-intended, 
state officials say but the law 
requires all properly filed open­
records' requests be taken seriously 
by everyone from the attorney gen­
eral's office to the smalJe.st agricul­
tural district. 

Bowman says he learned about 
the open-records act in Frankfort 
while trying to find legal leverage to 
open the financial re~ords of 
Kuttawa Redvelopment 
Foundation, a nonprofit agency 
formed by Lyon County leaders in 
1960 to help relocate the town when 
Lake Barkley was filled.

Since Bowman arrived in 
Kuttawa in 1992, at least two law­
suiU. filed by other residents alleging 
sell'-<lealing and financial skuJldug­
gt:ry by the foundation have been 
dismissed in court. 

Bowman has not been so easily 
dissuaded. 

"He's been, [ caJI it, harassing us 
for two or three yeats." said Kuttawa 
Mayor Lee McCollum, whose wife 
is on the foundation board. 

"He digs." the mayor said. "He 
dug all the way back to 1948, but we 
started doing our homeworl< and 
making it as difficult for him as we 
possibly could." 

After Bowman filed an open­
recoitls request with the city and 
foundation in 2001. however, the 
board and city ultimately agreed in 
2003 to allow him to inspect the 
foundation's records. 

When Bowman showed up with 
his attorney at Kuttawa City Hall to 
begin their review, however, foun­
dation officials at fu'St wanted him to 
drive to another county to view their 
records, he said. Then city officials 
closed the building rather than allow 
him to continue, he said. 

In hi lawsuit in circuit cowt, 
Bowman alleged the city and the 
foundation violated the open­
records law by insisting upon vague 
conditions and restrictions before 
allowing him to see the records.

Q&A on how the open 
records law works 

The Associated Press 

The Kentucky Open 
Records Act rt:quires that docu­
ments in the possession of a 
public agency - even those on 
computer - be made available 

4lt to the public . Some req)l·ds are 
exempt from the law. such as 
confidential business mforma­
tion or trade secrets and 
records of ongomg mvestiga­
tion . 

Herc·s a look at how the law 
works: 

QUESTION: What is a 
public agency that must have 
open records? 

ANSWER: The law applie!' 
to all state and local officers 
and government agencies, 
including school boards, and 
any other body which is creat-

• 'ed by the state or local govern­
ment or which gets more than 
25 percent of its funding from 
state or local authoritie . 
Examples are chool boards, 
city council . fiscal courts, 
state offices and municipal cor­
porations . 

Q: What is an open 
record? 

A: AJI books . papers , map . 
photographs. cards, tapes, 
discs, diskettes, software, 
recordings or other documenta­
tion regardless of physical 
form or characteristics. that arc 
prepared, owned, or used in the 
possession of a public agency. 

Q: From whom do you 
request access to open 
records'? 

A: The official custodian of 

records of a public agency is 
the chief administrative ofticcr 
or any other employee who is 
responsible for maintenance, 
care and keeping of public 
records. 

Q: How can you gain 
access to public records? 

A: To obtam such records, it 
is always best to make your 
request in writing to the public 
agency involved. You may 
make the request in person, by 
mail or by fax machine. 

Keep a copy of your request 
for your records in case a dis­
pute arises later about whether 
the agency showed you all the 
documents you sought. The 
agency is required to allow you 
to inspect and copy the records 
if they arc not exempt from 
inspection. It is to respond to 
your request within three work­
ing days of receiving it. 

You may have Lo go to the 
agency's office to get the 
records, and it can also make a 
reasonable charge for the cost 
of copymg documents. For 
example, most tate agencies 
charge 10 cents a copy. You 
also have to pay po tage if the 
records are mailed to you. 

If your request i made to a 
person who is not the record 
keeper, that person must give

Boone County Administrator 
Jim Parsons said he would like to 
see the attorney general and the 
courts clear up some ambiguity in 
open records law, spcci fically 
dealing with e-mail messages and 
portions of perso1mel record open 
for public viewing. 

"Overall I think the system 
wnrb pretty well and the law is 
pretty fair on both sides," Parsons 
said . "People shouldn't have to 
spend money to go to court just to 
Jearn if they can get a record that 
they want." 

Others think the system, even 
with its flaws, provides an ade­
quate lens with which to peer into 
the government everyone pays for.

Spay Surgery - Part 2 
by Dr. Carol Combs-Morris, DVM 

Th.is week. [ am continuing the discus­
sion of spay surgery. or ovanohysterectomy. 
with a de -cription of the actual procedure as 
it is typically pc1formed on a dog or cat. 

The surgical procedure itself begin 
with an incision on the midline of the 
abdomen just below the umbilicus (belly 
button). No blood vessels actually eros 
the midline. so if the surgeon' aim is 
good. there is minimal bleeding. The inci­
sion goes U1rough the skin, the subcuta­
neous tissues and the lining of the body 
cavity. The uterus of dogs and cats is 
shaped like a ''Y" with the ovaries located 
at the two upper arms (or "horns") and the 
bottom stem opening into the birth canal. 
During pregnancy. puppie or kittens line 

up along the two horns like peas in a pod, 
waiting their tum to be born. 

Since a non-pregnant uterus is fairly 
small. the surgeon's fir t task 1s to find the 
organ . Although many vets use an instru­
mem called a spay hook to locale the 
uterus and bring it mlo reach, I could 
never get the hang of them. Jfl try to u e 
the instrument, I fish out everything in the 
abdominal cavity except what I want. so I 
usc my fmgers and sense of touch to lind 
the uterus. (It always lies between the 
bladder and colon, and nothing else in 
there feels like il.) Once located. one uter­
ine horn is traced to its ovary. which is 
worked loose of its surrounding tissues.

come directly off the aorta, so 
they must be carefully isolated 
and tied off, or ligated, to pre­
vent major bleeding when the 
ovary is removed. Once one 
side is finished, the exact same 
thing is done on the other side. 
This i fairly straightforward in 
young dogs and cats; older, fat­
ter animals are much more diffi­
cult. The blood supply is great­
ly increased to the ovaries and 
uteru~ during the heat cycle. 
This doesn't make much differ­
ence in a cat, but in a large dog 
it can be a nightmare. This is 
why most vets will not pay a 
dog in heat unless it is necessary 
for ome other reason. 

Now that the two anns ofthe 
"'Y" are free, the base (the body 
of the uterus) must be removed. 
It has its own blood supply, in 
the form of the paired utenne 
arteries , which also branch off 

~ from the aorta. One artery lies 
on each side of the uterine body, 
so each must be isolated and lig­
ated separately. Finally, a 
suture 1. placed around the 
entire uterus and tightened 
down. This prevents bleeding 
from small ve!;sels and also 
seals off the uterine stump to 
prevent any bacteria or lluids 
entering the abdominal cavity 
through the opening that will be 
left when the re t of the uterus is 
removed. At this point the uter­
ine body is clamped and cut 
loose . The removal of the 
reproductive tract is now com­
plete, although the surgery is far

(I should mention 
here that the absence of ovaries 
wilJ not affect the cat or dog in 
the same way that it affects 
women. In humans the ovarit: 
are more or less continuou ·Jy 
active. and the cycles are short. 
ln cats and dogs, the ovaries are 
only really active during the 
estrous, or "heat" cycles, which 
only occur a few times a year.) 

With the uterus and ovaries 
removed, the abdomen is 
inspected for hleeding, such as 
from a lig~ture that was not as 
tight as intended, or from dam­
age to a small vessel m the ur· 
rounding tissues. Usually there 
is only a slight oozing from 
some very small vessels which 
will seal off on its own. The 
abdomen is now ready to be 
closed. Even this is more com­
plicated than it sounds. We rou­
tinely close abdominal incisions 
in three layers. The first layer 
of sutures goes through the peri­
toneum, or body wall. This is 
the layer that will provide the 
strength of the closure. Follow 
ing this. the muscles and ubcu­
taneous tissues are closed. This 
layer closes the "dead space" 
that would otherwise exist 
between the abdominal wall and 
the skin; this protects the deep 
sutures and decreases the 
chance that any bacteria will 
work its way in from the out­
side. It also reduces the tension 
on the stitches that will go in the 
skin, so that there will be le s 
scarring and better healing. The

first two layer' are generally 
done with :-uturc material that 
will be broken do\\ n and 
absorbed by the body. The final 
layer, of cour.e, is the kin. 
Thi is closed with any of a 
variety of materials . Mo ·t of 
these sutures ar~: nonabsorbable. 
and will have to be removed in 
a week or so. Every vet seems 
to have a favorite suture materi­
al, and a favorite way to close 
routine abdominal inci~ions. 

The animal may or may not be 
bandaged following surgery. 

Recover) time from anaes­
thesia depend~ on the parttcular 
drug or drug used. but mo t 
animals are pretty much over 
the effects by the next day. 
Within a week, almost all cats 
and dog. ~eem to be feeling 
well and acting normally. 
although their activity hould be 
restricted at least unhl the 
stitches are removed. It is 
remarkable how fast animals 
heal-1 certainly didn't feel like 
chasing balls and climbing trees 
a week after having surgery! 
Maybe a lot of human post-op 
problems. arc in our heads! 

I hope this has taken some of 
the mystery out of \Vhat happens 
during one of the most routine 
surgeries that is performed on 
our pets. Also, please remem­
ber that paying and neutering 
are the key to ending the crisis 
of pet overpopulation and to 
preventmg the unneces~ary 

deaths of millions of homeles 
animals!

Early colonists 
often used buckeye wood to build their log cabins.

Ancient Ohio 
Millions of years ago, oceans covered the 
land that is now Ohio. When the water 
receded it left rich mineral deposits of 
coal, salt and limestone in the soil. 
During the Ice Age, glaciers (huge blocks 
of ice) covered most of Ohio. The glaciers 
flattened the land and when they melted 
left layers of rich soil. Thousands of years 
ago, ancient Indians roamed the land. 
These Indians were the ancestors of 
a people called the Mound Builders. 
The Mound Builders left more than 6,000 
burial mounds, forts and other earthworks 
throughout the region. It is likely that the 
Indian tribes encountered by the early 
white settlers were related to the Mound 
Builders. Before the 
white man arrived, 
several tribes inhabited 
the land. These tribes 
included the Delaware, 
Miami, Iroquois, Shawnee, 
Wyandot and Huron. 

Great homed owls are among 
the many birds found in Ohio's 
forests. Blackbirds, cardinals, 
chickadees and wrens are 
common songbirds. Bald 
eagles can sometimes be 
spotted along the shores 
of Lake Eric.

About three-fourths of 
Ohio's people live in urban 
areas, and the rest make 
their homes in rural 
communities. The state is 
home to about 72,000 
farms. It is estimated that 
farms and ranches cover 
about half the state's land.

Ohio has more than 44,000 miles (70,800 
km.) of rivers and streams. It Is also home to 
more than 2,500 glacial lakes and about 
180 manmade lakes. Fish living in the 
state's waters include bass, bluegills, catfish, 
muskellunge, perch, pike and walleye. 

Ohio has many parks and forests. Most of the trees 
are hardwoods like beech, black walnut, hickory, 
maple, sycamore and tulip trees.
