Hunt pleads not guilty

The death of a Magoffin 
County man lhis weekend 
led to the discovery of a 
meth Jab in Floyd County. 

The Kentucky State 
Police and the Floyd County 
Sheriff's Department were 
called around 6:30 p.m. 
Saturday to investigate the 
death of Brian McKenzie. 
28, of Salyersville, who 
apparently hung himself 
with nylon rope m a barn at 
Coal Branch, near the 
Magoffin County l ine on 
Route 114. 

Floyd County Sheriff 
John K. Blackburn. assisting 
lead investigator KSP Det. 
Bryron Hansford, said 

authorities found 
McKenzie's body hanging 
near the meth lab, \\hich was 
situated in a closed-off room 
in the barn. 

Officials suspect that 
McKenzie worked with oth­
ers to run the meth lab. but 1t 
was not fully operational, 
KSP public affairs ofticer 
Scott Hopkins aid. 
According to him, the lab, 
which was later cleaned up 
by certified KSP techni­
cians, wa. supplied with all 
the equipment anJ the ingre­
dients needed to make 
methamphetamine. 
Authorities could not deter­
mine if the lab had previous­
ly been used, Hopkins said. 

No foul play is suspected

Students hope similar regula­
tions could lead to the reinstate­
ment of other dances, particular­
ly the prom. 

"Some students save up all 
year to buy a dress or rent a 
tuxedo and buy flower for the 
prom,'' said tudent body presi­
dent Zohra Lakhani, a 17-year­
old senior.

Clean up election mess 
The House and the Senate met jointly Thursday to receive the 

votes of the Electoral College for president. Rep. John Conyers, the 
Detroit Democrat, hoped to ptce up this perfunctory quadrennial 
event. Citing "numerous, serious election in·cgularitics," he urged 
Congress to reject for the time being the tally from Oh10, a key bat­
tleground state, which gave the national election to President Bush. 

Indeed, up close, the Ohio vote doesn't look pretty. Seven-hour 
lines chased away some voter • . A touch-screen machine turned 
vote for Democrat John Kerry into votes for Republican Bush. and 
anoth~r machine gave Bu h 4.000 bonus votes. Machines may have 
mis ed thousand of votes for president. And Conyers rattles off 
many other alleged problems. orne suggesting fraud. 

The margin of victory for Bu h - 118.457 votes out of 5.7 mil­
lion cast - likely remams too big for these glitches to have 
changed the outcome. Congress mu t accept the Electoral College 
results. But Conyers has a point. The Ohio vote highlights the need 
for further federal election reform. 

New legislation hould include the e provisions: 
A requirement that a state's top election official be removed 

from partisan politic . Secretary of State Ken Blackwell ran Ohio's 
elections even though he headed the Bush campaign m that tate. 
The 2000 election fiasco put Florida Secretary of State Katherine 
Harris, also a Bush partisan, in the limelight. The Wiscon ·in setup 
could serve as a national model for avoiding such an unseemly con­
flict of interest. The parti an secretary of tate doesn't oversee elec­
tions. Rather, a biparti an Elections Board does, and it appoints a 
nonpartisan executive director to run things. 

• An outright ban on punch-card machines. Incredibly. 70 per­
cent of Ohio voters still used the notoriously unreliable punch card. 
in November - no doubt the rea. on Ohio was a leader in mis ing 
presidential votes. 

• A rule that any voting system include a way to verify re ults. 
In other words, touch- creen machines should be u ed only if they 
leave a paper trail. 

• Federal penalties for inordinately long lines. 
• Standards for the use of provisional ballots, given to voters 

disputing their omi sian from election rolls. Some voters apparent­
ly got lost .in the confusion over when to use the ballots. 

In truth, clo e crutiny would doubtle. s find problem in the 
election procedure of many states. The nation's patchwork elec­
toral system is nowhere near refined enough to handle razor-thin 
outcome . Congress must adopt that capability a its goal. It i high 
time every vote gets counted.

Tobacco may have lost its political poison

FRANKFORT - While the debate 
over tobacco as a health risk appears 
resolved, there is still a question about 
whether it remains poliucal poison in 
Kentucky. 

Rep. Jon Draud. R-Cre. tview Hills, 
believes it rna) now be safe to smoke. at 
least if it is tobacco on the fire . 

Draud has joined other House mem­
ber of both parties in endor ing one pro­
posal that would make the tax on a pack 
of cigarettes $1, compared with the cur­
rent 3-cent tax. 

Draud also plan, to make a separate 
proposal to make the tax 75 cents per 
pack. He would soften the political hit by 
including the removal of the state portion 
of the property tax on motor vehicles. 

"Now. politically. constituent!> are 
very much in favor of a cigarette ta, ,'' 
Draud said. "Most !cgi Ialor: recognize 
that it's not going to hurt them politically 
at this stage of the game." 

Go\. Ernie Fletch~.:r apparently 
reached the same decision a year ago 
when he included a proposed increase of 
26 cents on cigarettes in his ill-fated tax 
and budget plan. 

This year. Fletcher said he i · aimmg 
higher, perhaps 40 cents or more. 

"I think it's time that we do that.'' 
Fh:tcher ·aid la.'t week. "I think there'<; 
good support acros the state for increa -
ing the cigarette tax orne more." 

Some in the administration are even 
more ambitiou . and more contemptuous 

or obacco' clout. 
"With the passage of the federal 

tobacco buyout and the spiriling cost of 
providing Medicaid services to an 
unhealthy population, it' time that we as 
Kentuckians recognize that it's time for 
us to make change in this arena," aid Dr. 
James Holsinger, . ecretary of the Health 
and Family crv1ce · Cabinet. 

Before the buyout. there were thou­
sand of Kentuckians with a buill-in 
tobacco interest in the form of allotment 
to raise and sell the leaf, often at huge 
profits. With the end of the quota system. 
tobacco becomes more like any other 
agricu lturaJ product. 

And the political price to pay for 
being seen against tobacco may be 
falling . In Lexington. once the home of 
the large.t burley tobacco auction in the 
world. there is now a ban on indoor 
smoking. 

"From a public health point of vic\\, 
not from a tax point of view. but from a 
public health point of view we ought to 
be moving to the national average {84 
cents) simply because an increase of 80 
cents in the excise tax will drive do\\ n 
teen smoking 8 percentage point-;,·• 
Holsmger said. 

Even Rep. Rob Wilkey. a Democrat 
from the heart of farm country in 
Simp Oil County, appears willing con­
front the issue. Wilke}' has proposed leg­
islation that would make roll-your-own 
tobacco subject to taxation. 

The topic ha been taboo in the past. 
There was a time when some legisla-

tor threatened the Univcr. ity of

Gov. Wallace Wilkinson initially pro­
posed an increase in the cigarette tax in 
the historic package the financed the 
199l Kentucky Education Reform Act.

Kentucky now ha the lowest cigarette 
tax in the nation. 

Last fi cal year. the tax raised $17 .l 
million; $16.3 million the previous year. 

h has always been considered some­
thing of an inelastic product as the econ­
omi ts would say- something people will 
buy regardle s of the price. But anti­
smoking efforts have risen to the point 
where a dramatic increase might pu h 
more than a few smokers to kick the 
habit, thereby cutting the actual incr~ e 
in tax receipt. that might be expected 
from a tax incrca t>. 

According to ·tatistics relea. ed late 
last week. sales of cigarette to minors 
have declined dramatically. down 14 per­
cent :.ince 1999. 

Draud said it would be fi cal folly to 
count on continuing receipts from a high­
er dgarette tax to help the precarious 
budget ituation and he favors a serious 
approach to tax reform that does rai e 
more money. 

"This is not a good way to fund public 
polic) ,'' Draud aid. 'The ultimate goal 
isn't to raise revenue, it's to get people to 
top moking."

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Going downhill may be a 
good thing for your body

NEW ORLEA ~S - If 
exercise is too much of an 
uphill battle, you may want 
to try the down ide. 

A novel study of hikers in 
the Alps made the intriguing 
dbcovery that different 
types of exercise had differ-

tarted and after each two­
month exercise segment. 
They al. o were given tests to 
sec how quickly and well 
their blood removed fat and 
sugar after each exercise 
phase. 

The hikers made no 
changes in their diets, so that 
the effects of the exercise 
could be isolated. 

• ent effect<: on fats and sugars 
in the blood. 

Dr. Gerald Fletcher. a car­
diologist at the Mayo Clinic 
in J~cksonville. Fla .. said the 
findings could be applied in 
the real world: People who 
work in office building . for 
example. could take the 
stairs one way and the eleva­
tor the other. depending on 
what their exercise goals 
were. 

The researchers were sur­
prised to find that hiking 
downhill removed blood 
sugar and improved glu­
co'e tolerance, while uphill 
hiking mostly 1mproved lev­
els of fats called triglyc­
erides. 

Going uphill cleared fat 
from the blood faster, going 
downhill reduced blood 
sugar more, and hiking 
either way lowered bad cho­
le. lero l. 

Both types of hiking are 
beneficial, but one may help 
diabetics more than the 
other, said Dr. Heinz Drexel 
of the Academic Teaching 
Hospital of Feldkirch, 
Austria, who reported the 
research at a recent 

• American Heart Association 
conference in New Orleans. 

His was a most unusual 
study. involving <;teep moun­
tains and lifts at a ski resort. 

"If you think about thts in 
practical terms. it's pretty 
hard to imagine how any 
human being could just go 
one way and get back to 
where they started unless 
they happen to live near a 
cable car, which was used in 
this study," said Dr. 
Raymond Gibbons, a cardi­
ologist at the Mayo Clinic in . ------------------

Hiking uphill is concen­
tric exercise. where muscles 
arc shor£ened. which hap­
pens when you bend your 
arm or step upward. Going 
downhi!J is eccentric muscle 
work, such as extending 
your arm or actively resist­
ing stretching, which hap­
pens when you step down. 

The Austrian researchers 
te ted both forms of exercise 
on 45 healthy people who 
normally exercised very lit­
tle. For the study, the partic­
ipants took three to five 
hourlong bikes each week. 

. For two months they hiked 
uphill and rode the ski lift 
down. The next two months 
they took the lift up and 
hiked down. 

Their blood sugar and 
cholesterol levels were 
checked before the study 

This could be good news 
for diabetics, who often have 
trouble with concentric and 
many types of aerobic exer­
cise, Drexel said. They may 
be better able to tolerate 
downhill hiking. and may 
get more out of it, too. It 
also might be a good way for 
people who do not exercise 
now to get started. Drexel 
suggested. 

One problem with going 
downhill a lot is pressure on 
the knees. Pletcher said 
more gyms need exercise 
machines that work downhill 
muscles without stressing 
knees.

t:mergency leave. Then he went 
hack to work for 12-hour shifts a-; 
a prison guard in the city of 
Ramadi. 

··1 stayed focu~ed on what I was 
doing, but I just wm1tcd to be with 
my wife.'' Ratliff said. 

For the rmhtary. the question 
wa.~ whether the situation warrant­
ed leave. 

"It's done on a case-by-case 
basis. but we do everything we 
possibly can to accornmcx.late the 
Marine," said StatT Sgt. Christina 
Delai, a sp6keswoman for the 

Marine Corps. "We try to get them 
where they need to be.'' 

The Red Cross sent about 
200,000 emergency message to 
militruy personnel between July 
2003 and June 2004, said Susan 
Tcmmcm1and. who coordinates 
Anncd Forces emergency services 
at the Red Cross chapter in 
I exington. 

Brian Quail, CEO of the 
Louis\ ille area chapter of the Red 
Cross. srud his chapter confirmed 
around 18,000 reports of emergen­

rhe Red Cross call center in 
Louisville serves 121 chapters in 
parts of 28 states, Quail said. 

Delai said a birth does not quali­
fy Mruines tor em ·rgency home 
lt:ave unless complications arise. 
Leaves are most often granted when 
immedmte family members die or 
are seriously ill or injured, she said. 

Two days before Christmas and 
five days after Ratliff first heard 
about his wife·s problems, the 
Marines granted his leave. He 
made the 46-hour journey to 
Pikeville via Ramadi, Kuwait, 
Germany. and Cincinnati. Before 
he arrived, her pre-te1m labor had 
been stopped with medication, but 
the situation remained precarious 
a'i her Jan. J 0 due date approached. 

On Dec. 30. Ratliff was at his 
wife's side when she went into 
labor again and gave birth to Paul 
Jeremiah Ratlin. who weighed 6 

pounds, 14 ounces. 
''I was so happy to be there and 

see it," Paul Ratliff said. "It's 
opened my eye and will change 
my life." 

Rachel Ratliff, 23, aid her hus­
band's presence had great mean­
ing. 

"God has blessed me for allow­
ing him to get home," she said. 

The process of applying for 
home leave differs slightly m each 
military branch, but the same gen­
eral rules apply. Military personnel 
qualify for up to 30 days of home 
leave if a parent, spouse, child, or 
sibling dies or faces life-threatening 
injury or illnes •. Most requesL'i start 
when a family member notifies a 
local American Red Cross chapter. 

The Red Cross verifie!> the 
emergency with a doctor and sends 
notification to the appropriate mil­
itary unit. The request then goes up 
the chain of command. Delai said. 

In some case , family members 
bypass the Red Cross and infom1 
the military unit directly with 
detail of the situation, an increas­
ingly common and acceptable 
practice in the age of speedy elec­
tronic communication, Delru said. 

In Ratliff's case, an electronic 
instant message was sent to his pla­
toon commander, Staff Sgt . .lay 
Taylor, who approved an emer­
gency leave for Ratliff and sent the 
request and information from the

Fletcher touts need for overhauling state tax code

HIGHLAND HEIGHTS 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher took his case 
for overhauling the state's tax 
code to the public Monday in the 
first of 13 forums scheduled 
around the state. 

"We need a simpler tax sys­
tem,'' Fletcher told a crowd that 
packed a baJiroom at Northern 
Kentucky University. "We need 
a fairer tax system." 

The forums, scheduled this 
week, are intended to collect 
input and explain why 
Kentucky's tax code should be 
changed, Fletcher said. A few 
hundred people, including state 
and local lawmakers, attended 
the ftrst forum. 

While not providing specific 
details, Fletcher said his tax plan 
would likely ask to increase the 
state's cigarette tax to about 40 
cents a pack and make changes 
to telecommunications taxes and 
various tax incentives for busi­
nesses. It would also close some 
corporate tax loopholes and 
boost revenue for state govern­
ment, Fletcher said. 

His proposal, among other 
things, would lower income 
taxes for about 98 percent of 
Kentucky's taxpayers and 
encourage business growth that 
would in tum lead to more jobs, 
Fletcher said. About 300,000 
low-income taxpayers would be 
removed from the state's tax 
rolls, he said. 

Last year, Fletcher used a 
similar strategy to drum up sup-

port for his tax plan. However, 
his proposal eventually became 
the sticking point that caused 
lawmakers to adjourn the 2004 
General Assembly without pass­
ing a state budget. 

The House and Senate split 
down partisan lines over 
whether to include the tax pro­
posal in budget negotiations. 
Legislators in the Democrat­
controlled House wanted to 
negotiate the budget and tax 
plan separately, while the 
Republican-dominated Senate 
linked the two issues. 

Still, last year's version 
would be the "core" of his new 
proposaJ, Fletcher said. 

"I think: it was a plan that had 
actually broad support," Fletcher 
said. ''There was political situa­
tions that prevented it from 
being voted on." 

Fletcher said he's hoping to 
have a full proposal by Feb. 2, 
when he gives his state of the 
commonweaJth speech. 

Fletcher's plan last year was 
touted as being "revenue neu­
tral" at its outset by increasing 
some taxes while offsetting 
reductions in others. 

That plan also would have 
raised taxes on alcoholic bever­
ages and some telecommunica­
tions services, including satellite 
television. Kentucky's tax on 

cigarettes would have increased 
by 26 cents a pack. · 

Fletcher says the state's polit­
ical atmosphere may be ready 
for an even steeper cigarette tax 
hike. There are also likely to be 
some other changes to the old 
plan, he said. Among them 
could be new incentives for 
biotechnology companies, 
Fletcher said. 

Owen County Judge-
Executive William "Billy" 
O'Banion, who sat in the front 
row for Fletcher's speech, said 
he supported increasing the 
state's cigarette tax to about 75 
cents a pack. 

O' Banion. a Democrat, said 
he also wanted to see an 
increase in the state's gasoline 
tax and asked Fletcher to 
include local officials in devel­
oping a final proposal. 

"All we want is a seat at the 
table," O'Banion said. "If we're 
going to do it, Jet's do it togeth­
er. Let's do it now." 

FRANKFORT - Senator 
Johnny Ray Turner, D-Drift, is 
spon~oring legislation to estab­
lish a pecial license tag honor­
ing Kentucky's Shriners. 

"When most people hear the 
word 'Shriner' they think of 
men driving funny cars in 
parade or circuses. I remember 
my two girls wouldn't leave a 
parade till they saw the 
Shriners drive through ,'" Turner 
said. "But if you know some­
one who ha<~ been in a Shriners 
Hospital, you realize the seri­
ou purpose behind those 
funny cars. This is a wonderful 
organization." 

Shriners Ho pitals provide 
the highest quality care to chil­
dren with neuromusculoskele­
tal conditions, burn injuries 
and certain other special 
health care needs at no cost to 
the children or their families. 
Shriners hold fundraisers to 
support the work. 

"Senate Bill 103 is a way 
for us to honor our Shriners for 
the wonderful work that they do 
for children in Kentucky and all 
over the world," Turner said. 
Turner's bill would allow the 
Shrine Temples of Kentucky 
the chance work With the 
Transportation Cabinet to 
design a special Shriners 
license plate. 

The cabinet would begin 
work on the special plate after a 
minimum of 900 applications 
for it are collected. Each appli­
cation must be accompanied by 

a $25 fee. lf the a sociation 
does not submit 900 applica­
tions to the cabinet within one 
year of the effective date of the 
legislation, it will expire. 

"This is more than ceremo­
nial. It provides an ongoing 
way for Shriner · to raise 
money;' Turner said. Once the 
plate is established, county 
clerks will offer purchasers of 
new plates the opportunity to 
donate $10. Each time the plate 

is renewt:d, citizens can choose 
to make a $5 voluntary contri­
bution. The money will be sent 
to the Lexington unit of the 
Shrine Hospitals of North 
America. 

Turner urged his colleagues 
in the Senate to support the bill 
and then urged Shriners to 
quickly apply for the plates. 
"This is a great way to upport 
the work of the Shriners;· 
Turner said.

caves. IndiCtments for metham­
phetamine manufactunng and 
trafficking have increased b) a 
. taggering 452 percent [rom 
1998. In some criminal circuits. 
mcthamphetnminl' cases repre­
sent 15-30 percent of the entire 
rimmal caseload. Thi. c~ eload 

increase has added to the burden 
of our overtaxed County and 
Commonwealth'. attorneys. Mo ·t 
of our prosecutors are handling 
case· in numbers that are weH 
above recommended levels. 

Even thi. vast increase in case­
loads does not accurately reflect 
the entirety of a pro ccutor"s job 
duties. for example. every case 
that goes before a grand jury. 
whether there i~ an indictment or 
not, requires a prosecutor to pre­
sent that case. This i. a time con­
suming and painstaking process. 
However, this effort may not be 
reflected in statistics that count 
only case· involving returned 
indictmen~. ln addition to grand 
jury duties. both County and 
Commonwealth's Anorneys have 
additional responsibiliti s in the 
protection of our children. With 
respect to child sexual abuse pros­
ecutions, they work with other 
professionals on child sex abuse 
multidi. ciplinMy team . The e 
teams work together to structure 
prosecution so that every effort 1 

made to minimize the trauma 
experienced by child victims. 

In addition to the changes in 
caseload numbers. prosecutors 
have adapted to the changing cir­
cumstances in our 
Commonwealth to effectively 
promote criminal ju tice. For 
example. as our population con­
tinues to age, prosecutor Me 
devoting more and more time to 
protecting our elderly citi7ens. 
Many of our seniors have been 
victimized either by physical 

abu~c or by financial scams that 
strip them of their saving-.. Some 
CommonweaJth 's Attorney.·, l.uch 
as Dave Stengel in J~l'fl!rson 
County. have developed eld r 
abuse units to combat this crimi­
nal hchavior. Prosecutors must 
al. o address dt•nmgraphtc 
changes in the commumtie. that 
they serve. For example, 
Kentucky's Hispanic population 
is now estimated at about 70.000. 
To adapt to thi. demographic 
change, Fayette County 
CommonwcaJth 's Attorney Ray 
Larson has instituted a weekly 
radio show on a local Spanish lan­
guage station which brings much 
needed criminal ju lice informa­
tion to the Spanish speaking pop­
ulation of Central Kentucky. 

Prosecution I!> also becoming a 
more dangerous profe. sion. tate 
prosecutors ~ threatened hun­
d.Nds of umes a year across the 
United States. In 200 I . 81 pen:cnt 
of prosecutors serving communi­
ties of 250,000 or more reported a 
threat on a staff member or a 
work-related ac;sault.ln Kenn1cky. 
we are all too aware of how dan­
gerous the prosecutions profes­
sion can be. Kentucky prosecutors 
have been the subject of .. con­
tract " on their lives that law 
enforcement personnel were for­
tunately able to thwart prior to the 
contract being cwied out. 
However, the most horrific inci­
dent involving a prosecutor i. still 
fresh in everyone· memory. 
Sadly, Commonwealth ·s Attorney 
Fred Capps was gunned down in 
h1s home in June of 2000 by a 
man that he was to prosecute for 
child sexual abuse later that day. 
This fall, the National District 
Anomeys A sociation dedicated a 
memorial to prosecutors kiUed in 
the line of duty. Among the names 
on this memorial i tl1at of Fred 
Capps.

PIKEVILLE - One of 
• Eastern Kentucky's best 

known champions for econom­
ic development is among the 
finalists selected by a search 
committee to head the 
University of Kentucky's 
Appalachian Center. 

Roger Recktenwald, who 
helped develop industrial 
parks and recruit factories to 
the region, acknowledged 
Monday that he is being con­
sidered for the position. 

A search committee recom­
mended three other finalists, 
each of whom have at lea t 
some experience working in 
the mountain region. 

They are Evelyn Knight. a 
researcher and associate pro­
fe sor in the university's 
College of Public Health; Eric 
Scorsone, an a sistant profes­
sor in the university's 
Department of Agricultural 
Economics; and Tim 
Campbell, the university's 
extension agent in Pike 
County. 

The goal of the Appalachian 
Center, whkh was created 
more than 25 years ago, h to 

+ enlist experts from every field 
of study at the university to 
help olve problems in the 
mountains. 

''It's a way to help bring the 
campus together to deal wi1h 
issues of interest to 
Appalachia," aid Wendy 
Baldwin, the university's 
executive vice pre ident for 
research. 

Baldwin said she's not sure 
when the next director will be 
aP.pointed. Interviews were set 
to begin this week. 

Recktenwald, 60, of 
Lawrenceburg. is the only per­
sun still in the running who is 
not an employee of the univer­
sity. He served from 2000 to 
2004 as executive director of 
the Kentucky Infrastructure 
Authority. a state agency that 
helps identify and fund pro­
jects important to the state' 
economic development. 
Before that, he worked 27 
years for the Big Sandy Area 
Development District in 
Prestonc;burg. 

"f think the Appalachian 
• 'Ccnttr ha:-. dune u tremendou 

amount already in focusing the 

resources of the university," he 
said. "But there's a tremen­
dous potential for additional 
involvement of faculty and 
there's also potential for a sig­
nificant amount of research 
that can help the region." 

Knight. a native of New 
Jersey, worked 14 years in 
Appalachia before joining the 
University of Kentucky. She 
was an associate professor at 
Ea t Tennessee State 
University tn John on City, 
Tenn .. and was a coordinator 
at Appalshop. an arts and cul­
tural center in Whitesburg. 

Scorsone, 34, a native of 
Michigan. teache in the uni­
ver ity's cooperative exten­
sion program. Part of hi work 
at the university ha involved 
communil) and ·economic 
development initiatives in 
Appalachia. 

Campbell, 58, a native of 
Missouri. has been the Pike 
County extension agent since 
2002. In that time. he has been 
involved in the community' 
efforts to promote the 
Hatfield-McCoy feud sites as 
tourist a1traction . 

Campbell also is the mas­
termind behind the Hatfield­
McCoy International Institute 
for Agreement Training, a 
mediation initiative that is 
expected to hold it first con­
ference in Pikeville later this 
year. 

"What better place to teach 
people peacemaker kill<> rhan 
at the home of one of the most 
noteworthy feuds in the 
world,'' he said. 

Baldwin said the person 
chosen to lead the Appalachian 
Center must be someonl:' with 
a knowledge of, interest in and 
commitment to Appalachia.

Kentucky tax accountant wins first major poker tournament

LAS VEGAS - Poi,;er ha 
become so big now. that playing 
for ix figures t~ standard prac­
tice.

the fact that this final table, held 
on a Monday, jmmediately fol­
lowed one of the busiest week­
end · in poker history. More than 
2 500 poker players had 
streamed through the Gold 
Strike and Horseshoe Casino in 

the previou two days 
alone. a record. Or. 
perhaps it was quite 
simply that not every 
final table necessarily 
has memorable con­
frontations and great 
strategic showdowns.

There were just nine expression­
less men crowded around a 
table, which very much looked 
like your average Monday night 
poker game - except the pots

Maybe it \\H. the 
cold, foggy weather out ide 
deep in the heart of the 
Mississippi Delta. Maybe it v.as 

ment. After alL the 
scrm-retired tax accountant from 
Louisville. who 1s a familiar 
face on the tournament trail did 
something extraordinary. He 
topped a massive field of 628 
players and ultimately won 
$20 I J65 in official figures 
(although a deal between the 
two finalists was reportedly 
struck). Hellmann overcame 
numc ·ous obstacle , including a 
small stack ize at the start of 
the linal table, and ultimately 
took first prize in the tourna­
ment 

After playing for 14 hours 
during the previous day, the nine 
finah~t took their eat at the 
fi nal table on Day Two. Players 
wen~ eliminated in the foJ1owing 
order: 

inth Place- Jack Ward (not 

to be confused with another 
poker player with the arne 
name from Alaska) came 10 sec­
ond-lowest in chips. and only 
lasted a few hands. Ward, who 
has previously won poker tour­
naments in Los Angeles and 
Reno i a 55-year-old auto bro­
ker from Gulfport, Miss. This 
marked hts highest fmish yet at 
the JBWPO. He collected 
$13,887 for ninth place. 

8th Place - Alan Katzen fin­
ished second in the Limit 
Hold'em event here last year, 
but could do no better than 8th 
place this time around. He took 
a tough beat when he lost to a 
full house on the river. The 
retired restaurateur from 
Memphi received $20,831 for 
two days of poker playing. 

Seventh Place - Darrell 
Strock, a real estate agent from 
Dallas, wa playing in his first 
poker tournament ever He beat 
out 621 other players. but could 
not knock out anyone from the 
final six. Strock won $27.775. 

Sixth Place- Zeb Strawn had 
a tough task on Day Two. a-; he 
arrived with the lowest stack of 
the final nine. Outchipped by 
over 10 to l to the leader at all 
times, Strawn cratched and 
clawed his way into a sixth­
place finish. The 35-year-old 
self-employed poker player 
from Charlotte, NC received 
$34.718. 

Fifth Place - If there was a 
tragic figure at this final table, it 

was without a doubt, Jeremy 
Tinsley. He was certainly one of 
the two odds-on favorites to win 
the finale (along with tourna­
ment pro Freddy Deeb). But 
Tinsley suffered some horren­
dous bad beats that destroyed 
his chance to become a three­
time JBWPO champion. 
Tinsley. who has won the Pot­
Limit Omaha event twice in 
year past. took his worst beat 
with A-Q versus A-J in an 'all 
in· situation for his opponent. 
When a Jack flopped. Tinsley 
had lost over half of hi stack. 
After a few more beat and a 
bad run of card , Tinsley - a 
poker pro from Houston- exited 
a disappointing fifth, worth 
$41.662. 

Fourth Place - Davood 
Mehrmand was certainly the 
most ammated and unusual 
player at the final table. The 
Iranian-born bu incssman­
turned poker player hummed 
songs and talked to himself 
throughout the close of the tour­
nament. But his psychological 
ploys failed to bring the deci ive 
moment needed by Mehrmand 
to win the tournament. 
Mehrmand took an awful beat 
on the final hand with A-6 ver­
sus A-5 and was 'all in." When 
a Five rained down on the river, 
1ehrmand was no longer 

singing. The colorful poker per­
sonality who now lives in 
Frankfurt, Germany and 1 also 
an accomplished backgammon 

player, received fourth place 
prize money of $48,606. 

Third Place - Well-known 
Las Vega poker player Freddy 
Deeb came to the final table up 
2 to I over everyone eLe, and 
mu t have liked his ituation -
holding chips again t hjs rwo 
final adver ·aries Tony 
Hellmann and Pat Henehan But 
by this stage. the blinds were . o 
high that the last thing any play­
er could do was play passively. 
By this time, Hellmann had 
eized the chip lead and it took 

only a few pots to wipe out what 
wa left of Deeb 's stack. Deeb 
has now played every year at the 
JBWPO and added $55,550 to 
his lifetime earnings in this tour­
nament. 

The last two players report­
edly-cut a deal and then played 
on. Hellmann enjoyed a 3 to I 
chip lead at the tart and never 
relinqui hed. At one point. Pat 
Heneghan staged a brief come­
back, spiking a Ten on the river 
to make a pair against 
Hellmann's two overcards. But 
Hellmann ended the night hold­
ing Q-2 versus Heneghan' I 0-
7. The fipal board howed A-K­
Q-9-6 giving Hellmann a pair of 
Queen . 

Pat Heneghan, a 52-year-old 
retired employee from the City 
of Chicago. had won major tour­
nament prcnously - incl~ding 
events at The Orleans and online 
tournament . He was officially 
paid $106,238 for hi · second-

place finish. 
At the conclusion of the tour­

nament, a several bystanders 
were leaving the tournament 
area, Hellmann did what was 
unquestionably the most inter­
es~ng thing at the fmal table. He 
took out a small badge and 
clipped it on his shirt pocket. 
Written on the badge was the 
word "YES" with a large red 
streak stripped across the letters. 
In other words- "NO!" 

When asked what the badge 
meant, Hellmann smiled and 
said: "I wear this because if peo­
ple try to borrow money from 
me, I can just point to the word 
and keep quiet. I really have 
trouble saying 'no' to people, so 
this mtght be a warning to 
everyone that I don't lend 
money." 

Who would have expected 
such shrewd financial pru­
dence ... . from a tax accountant?

Tran tried to bluU' Shields with a 
pre-flop 'all in' re-mise holding 
a weak I 0-7 and was horrified to 
ee Shields call instantly with 

pocket kings. The flop gave 
Tran some hope, a l0-9-6 
appeared. Tran had several 
'outs' with a pair and a straight­
draw. But two blank~ fell on the 
tum and river, cru hing Trun's 
comeback hopes. An "the Boss" 
Tran received $92,707 a the 

runner up. 
"It's very intimidating 10 

come in and play head up 
against someone you have ·een 
on TV (Tran)," Shields said 
afterward. "But now that I have 
done this.

LEXINGTON Kansas 
coach Bill Self knew what he 
was doing when he put 
together his team's schedule.

The Jayhawks proved 
they can win on the road -
even in front of 24,367 fans, 
the second-largest crowd in 
Rupp Arena history. 

"We played a good sched­
ule." Self said. "Our RPI and 
trength of schedule is No.2 

in America. We played good 
opponents, but we just 
haven't played away from 
home. 

"You can't really get a 
gauge of where you are until 
you leave your own building. 
I think this was good. 
Sometimes when you play at 
home a lot, the pressure is on 
the home team when expec­
tations are so high. I think 
getting away, it worked out 
fme. Our guys didn't act like 
it was our first road game of 
the season." 

Giles, Moody and Kaun 
certainly didn't, outplaying 
Kentucky's more-touted 
frontline of Chuck Hayes, 
Kelenna Azubuike and 
Randolph Morris. 

"We just knew we were as 
tough as they were," Giles 
said. 

In the only other game 
involving a ranked team on 
Sunday, No. 15 Texas beat 
Baylor 79-60. 

Giles. a freshman starting 
in place of Simien, went 5-
of-5 from the field and fin­
ished with lO points, six 
rebound and two blocked 
shots. Moody, a junior walk­
on, bad II points and seven 
rebounds, while Kaun, a 
freshman who didn't play in 
Kansas· last game, added 
seven points. 

Another inside player, 
freshman Alex Galindo, had 
four blocked shots. 

"Our freshmen came 
through." Self said. "Moody 
came through, and that's the 
big thing. We've said all 
along, before we can be 
good, we've got to have 
orne other guys come 

through other than Keith 
(Langford) and Wayne and 
Aaron (Miles). Certainly, 
that was the case today.'' 

Hayes, Azubuike and 
Morri combined to go 8-for-
35 from the fteld, including 
an 0-for-8 outing from 
Morris. 

"We just didn't do a good 

job," Kentucky coach Tubby 
Smith said. "We got shots 
up, but I thought it was poor 
selection not passing the ball 
back out and reposting. They 
took us out of our game. We 
weren't strong enough and 
disciplined enough to stay 
with the game plan." 

Kansas' inside dominance 
proved to be fortuitou for 
the Jaybawks, becau e their 
perimeter trio of Langford, 
Miles and J.R. Giddens went 
a combined 7-of-28 from the 
field. 

The win was only the 
Jayhawks' fourth in 23 meet­
ings with Kentucky and their 
first in 11 road games with 
the Wildcats. The traditional 
powers hadn't played each 
other ince the 1999 NCAA 
tournament. 

Kansas held its biggest 
lead at 52-44 with 6:12 left, 
but a 9-0 Kentucky run, 
capped by a driving, off-bal­
ance layup by Patrick 
Sparks, put the Wildcats up

Colts 49, Broncos 24

The NFL Offensive Player 
of the Year was unstoppable 
agam Sunday, throwing for 
457 yards, second most in 
po tseason history, in leading 
the Colt pa t the Denver 
Broncos 49-24. 

Manning displayed how he 
broke Dan Marino's 20-year­
old NFL mark by throwing for 
49 touchdowns this season. By 
hitting 27 of 33 pa es and four 
touchdowns, his QB rating for 
the game, 145.7, dwarfed his 
record 121.1 rating for 2004 . 

"It was out. tanding execu­
tion throughout the entire 
game," Manning aid. "Tony 
talks about taying calm in 
pressure ituations and it doe -
n ' t get more in ten e than the 
playoffs." 

Coach Tony Dungy believes 
last year's playoff experience. 
when the Colts went to the 
AFC championship game in 
Foxboro - they play there next 
Sunday against the defending 
champion Patriots - helped 
against overmatched Denver 
(10-7). 

"I don't Icnow that .;e are 
better eqlripped, but we're a lit­
tle more mature and confi­
dent," Dungy aid. 

They certainly should be 
confident with Manning. 

"He was sharp," Dungy added. 
"He plays well in big games and 
I'm glad he's on our ide.'' 

With the Broncos taking 
away favorite option Marvin 
Harrison early, Manning 
turned to Reggie Wayne and 
Dallas Clark in building an 
insurmountable first-half lead. 

Wayne fini!>hed with 221 
yards. third most in playoff his­
tory, on 10 catches, with two 
touchdowns. Clark. who sus-

tamed a concussion 
in last week's loss 
at Denver. had 112 
yard and a score. 
By halft1me. 
Manning had a 
record '360 yards 
passing. 

"We wanted to 
start out fast. That's 
what we did." said 
Wayne, who admit­

ted the Colt were upset by 
Broncos remarks last week 
questioning Indy' toughness. 
"We wanted to keep making 
plays and let the 
team know I'd be 
here alI day. 

"We jumped on 
them so fast they 
didn't have any 
time to say any­
thing." 

The Colts (13-4) 
routed the Broncos 
in the same game 
last January, when Manning 
was 22-for-26 for 377 yards 
and five touchdowns and 
Indianapolis led 31-3 at half­
time.

"You have to give credit 
where it is due," Denver safety 
John Lynch said.

Manning's hard work pays off 
with second straight MVP

To Manning, it' all part of 
the job. 

On Monday, he wa reward­
ed for his diligence. his atten­
tion to detail and hi record­
breaking season by winning his 
second straight Associated 
Press NFL Most Valuable 
Player Award. 

"I take my JOb very erious­
ly, and I give it the attention 
and respect it deserves," he 
aid. ''l've always said this: 

I've never left the field after a 
game saying, 'I think I could 
have done more to get ready .. , 

A year ago, the fndianapolis 
Colt · star quarterback shared 
the award with Tennessee quar­
terback Steve McNair. 

This time, Manning was in a 
class by himself 

Less than a week after being 
named the offensive player of 
the year, Manning's rec.:ord-set­
ting number produced a nearly 
unanimous decision from a 
national panel of sports writers 
and broadcasters. Manning 
received 47 of 48 vote : 
Atlanta's Michael Vick got one. 

Manning joined San 
Francisco's Joe Montana and 
Green Bay's Brett Favre as the 
only back-to-back winners of 
the award. Cleveland running 
back Jim Brown, Colts quarter­
back John Unitas. San 
Francisco quarterback Steve 
Young and St. Louis quarter­
back Kurt Warner are the only 
other two-time winners. Favre 
is the only three-time winner 

But Manning's numbers 
stood out. His 49 touchdown 

pas ·e, broke Dan Marino's 20-
year-old record. and he shat­
tered Young's league record for 
pas er rating. Manning fin­
ished at 121.1, Young had a 
112.8 in I 994. 

Mo t important, Manning 
wanted to do it the right way. 

"To keep winning game , 
that's really what it"s been 
about for us:· Manning said. 
"When you win, it ·s fun to talk 
about some of the other things 
that have occurred." 

He led the Colt. to a 12-4 
record and their econd straight 
AFC South title. whlle avoid­
ing the temptation to run up his 
totals in a couple blowouts. He 
even ignored the fndianapolis 
fans who urged him to tie 
Marino's mark in the final 
minute against Baltimore. then 
booed when he ran out the 
clock by kneeling down twice. 

It was easily the best . eason 
of Manning ·s seven-year 
career. 

He threw two TDs in 14 
games and four TDs six times. 
He also became the first quar­
terback in NFL history to pro­
duce four fhe-touchdown 
games in a calendar year and 
set an NFL record by throwing 
for at least two TDs in the first 
13 games of a season. 

Tony Dungy called the 
award well-deserved and even 
credited Manning for changing 
his reputation as a defensive­
minded coach. 

"When I came here three 
years ago, I knmv that some 
people's biggest fear was my 
reputation would precede me 
and we were going to rope h1m 
in and try to win games 10-6." 
Dungy said. "l'd just like to 
thank him for making me an 
offensive genius." 

Manning also succeeded in 
what might have been his 

toughest job - keeping every­
one happy. 

Running back Edgerrin 
James was in contention for the 
NFL rushing title until the final 
week, finishing with 1,548 
yard and nine touchdowns. 

Manning also helped turn 
two previously unaccom­
plished receivers - Reggie 
Wayne and Brandon Stokley 
into major contributors. 
Wayne, Stokley and perennial 
Pro Bowler Marvin Harrison 
teamed up as the first trio in 
league history to each produce 
1 ,000 yards and 10 TDs. 

To Manning, though, the 
key was what most people 
don't see. 

"I take a lot of pride in get­
ting ready to play, understand­
ing all the mental aspects of the 
game," he aid. "I do work real 
hard at it. I study hard, I pre­
pare hard and play hard. That' 
my motto." 

On Saturday mght. Manning 
even took Dungy's advice and 
watched the two NFL playoff 
games on TV. What Manning 
got was a lesson in how critical 
every play can be. On Sunday, 
he put that to work and deliv­
ered a 49-24 rout of Denver, a 
victory that has set up the Colts 
for a rematch of last year's 
AFC championship game in 
New England. 

So trus week, Manning will 
go back to work in hopes of 
completing some unfinished 
buswess. 

"We have accomplished a 
lot of things individually this 
season," he aid. ''But what we 
want to do is accomplish some­
thing special team-wise. Coach 
Dungy has pointed out from 
the get-go what our goals are 
and what we want to accom­
plish. We're still trying to get 
tho~e things done."

Old Christmas celebrated at Samuel May House

Santa Claus may still be napping and re!-.t­
ing up for a new year. but staunch historians 
keeping watch over the Samuel May House 
arc just now putting the season to rest follow­
ing their ''Old Christma<;'' celebration held this 
past Sunday aftcmoon, January 9. 

According to Marshall Davidson. member 
of the Samuel May House Board of Trustees. 
Old Christmas came to be foUowing the ''new 
style calendar act," or the Hrittsh Calendar Act 
of 1751. By this act. it was decreed that Sep­
tember 2. 1752 would be followed by Septem­
ber 14. thereby eliminating II days in that 
year in order to compensate for changes made 
when the Gregorian calendar was adopted and 
the Julian calendar was left by the wayside. 

"A lot of people didn't like thi change." 
Davidson said. 'They protested and refu ed to 
adopt the new calendar, this is why January 6 
became to be knov.n as Old Christmas. 
because there were those who simply refused 
to adopt the change and so celebrated Chrilit­
mas on lhe day that they said was reall) 
Christmas. \\ hich wa II days later.'' 

Another interesting fact shared by David­
son is that Old Christmas came to coincide 
with the day of Epiphany. the climax of the 
Christmas season. "You·,·e heard of the 
twelve days of Chri. tmas." Davidson com­
memed. "Well. the twelve days begm on 
December 25 and end on January 5, the day 
before Epiphany. So. this is how the legend or 
the Epiphany came to be as~ociatcd with Old 
Christmas .. 

According to the legend, it is said that on 
the night of the Epiphany. stable animals will 
lie down and be given the g1ft of speech . "My 
daddy used to speak of thi~." said Janet Rowe. 
a visitor to the event. '"Lots of the older gen­
erations used to belieYe in thts legend," she 
said. 

Di cussions surrounding Old Christmas and 
the Epiphany were only one part of the day's 
festivitie- as Samuel Hatcher. also a member of 
the Board of Trustees, gave tour~ of the house 
and shared interesting historical inf01mation 
with visitors. Following, guests were treated to 
Christmas delights such as chocolate tarts. pep 
perminl candies. brownies, dark chocolate 
cooktes. hot spiced wassail and other holiday

Tecumseh was a Shawnee warrior chief who led the Native Ameri­
can people against the advance of white settlement in the northwest. 
A strange mix of warrior, visionary, diplomat, orator and philosopher 
Tecumseh earned the respect of his people and his enemies. 

Broken promises 
Tecumseh was bam in 
1768, the same year that 
the Iroquois and Cherokee 
nations signed a new treaty 
that allowed whlte settlers to 
move west of the old (1763) 
Appalachian Mountains 
boundary into lands the 
tribes did not inhabit or own. 
This was not the first or the 
last time Indian boundary 
treaties would be broken. 
Tecumseh lost his father 
and at least two of his 
brothers in battles against 
settlers who were moving 
into Shawnee territory. 
So ~ is not surprising that 
Tecumseh was opposed to 
peace with the white man. 

This means war! 
In 1795, several tribes 
signed a peace treaty called 
the Treaty of Greenville. 
Tecumseh opposed the 
treaty and broke off with the 
chiefs who signed it. 
Tecumseh and his followers 
moved to westem Ohio. 
In 1808, Tecumseh moved 
to Indiana and founded the 
village of Prophet's Town 
where he established a 
base for a great Indian 
confederacy. 

Sell a country! 
Why not sell the air? 
For many years Tecumseh 
traveled the land fighting 
against the settlers and 
recruiting various tribes to 
come together to form a 
single union. Tecumseh 
believed that no one had the 
right to sell land that be­
longed to everyone. He also 
came to the conclusion that 
the white man would never 
have enough land. Tecumseh 
encouraged his followers to 
forget internal rivalries and 
remain true to their heritage. 

Battle of Tippecanoe 
In the fall of 1811, Gov. 
Harrison of the Indiana 
Territory sent an army to 
Prophe~s Town. Tecumseh 
was away when the attack 
occurred. His brother, the 
Prophet, may have been a 
talented shaman, but he was 
not much of a general. In a 
foolish counterattack he told 
his warriors that they could 
not be hurt by the white 
man's bullets. Casualties at 
the Battle of Tippecanoe 
were high. Prophet's Town 
was bumed to the ground 
and the Prophet lost 
all credibility. 

Tecumseh's 
younger brother 
Laulewasika 
lost his eye 
when he was a 
boy. As a young 
man he battled 
alcoholism, 
but in 1805 he 
had a spiritual 
experience 
that made him 
change his 
ways, and 
his name. 
He became 
Tenskwatawa, 
the Shawnee 
prophet. 

Tenskwatawa (also known as the Prophet) had 
a large following among the tribes. His magical 
powers seemed to be proven when he correctly 
predicted a solar eclipse. 

1812 
With his dream of a confederacy 
shattered by the Battle of Tippecanoe, 
Tecumseh decided to ally himself with 
the British in Canada. He saw the War 
of 1812 as his last chance to force the 
American settlers off Indian lands. 
The British gave Tecumseh the title of 
brigadier general. He fought at Fort 
Detroit, Frenchtown, Raisin River, Fort 
Meigs and Fort Stephenson before he 
was killed in 1813 at the age of 45.

TI~t.:re are many question to answer, emotion 
to addre . belief~ to explore and tasks to com­
plete. Here i ·mne information to start you on 
your journey. 

PREGNANT AND THINKING ABOUT ADOP­
TION 

Many pregnant women consider giving their 
child up for adoption. This decision can be a 
difficult one. requiring great courage ~Uld love. 
Remember, adoption is permanent, o you will 
need to con ider some factors before you make 
your deci ·ion: 

• Po sibilities explored: ls adoption your 
only option? What are your reason behind giv­
ing your child up for adoption? Are they financial 
or because of your living ituation? State agen­
cies may be able to assist you or family members 
if your ultimate goal i to keep your child. If 
you've considered other option , but still want 
adoption. you may feel more content with your 
deci ion after you ·ve explored all pos ibilities. 

• Adoptive parents: Pro pective adoptive 
parents are carefully screened by social work­
ers. They are taught about the pecial needs of 
adopli\'e children. like making them feel like 
d1ey fit into the family, before an adoption 
takes place. Once they receive approval, it is 

very likely that these parents will be loving 
on who will care for your child. 

• Type of adoption: You can reveal as lit­
tle or as much as you like to prospective adop­
tive parentc;. During a confidential adoption, 
the birth parents and the adoptive parents never 
know one another. Only background informa­
tion from you. like medical infonnation. is 
required. With an open adoption, the birth par­
ents and the adoptive parents know something 
about each other. like their names or where 
they live. You can decide on the level of open­
ness. 

• Arranging an adoption: In all state , you 
may work with a licensed agency. In mo t 

tate . you can al o work directly with an 
adopting couple or attorney. Contact the 

ational Adoption Information Clearinghouse 
(NAIC) for more information at 
http://nai.c.acf.hhs.gov. 

• Future contact: If your child wishes to 
contact you in the future but you had previous­
ly decided on a confidential adoption, you still 
have orne options. Many tates and orne pri­
vate national organizations have et up adop­
tion registrie to help people find one another. 
When regi tering, keep your information cur­
rent o that you can be contacted should your 
child choose to do so. 

Some adoption agencie who arrange pri­
vate adoptions will hold a letter in your file 

and 

detailing your reason for adoption and how you 
can be contacted. This information can be 
released to your child if he or he wants to seek 
out or contact you. 

CONSIDERING 
ADOPTING A CHILD 

Children are adopted for a number of rea-
ons. It' a viable option for couples who can't 

conceive their own child, or for those who 
want to as i t a less fortunate child by wel­
coming him or her into their home. 

Adopting a child can be a confusing and 
expensive proces , so educate yourself to make 
the experience go more smoothly. 

• Deciding on a child: Once you've made 
the decision to adopt, usually your next consid­
eration is the sex of the child. Then you may 
factor in the race and age of the child. Most 
people initially set out to adopt a newborn of 
their own race. However, as they begin to learn 
more about adoption, their search criteria tends 
to widen. 

Keep in mind the resources available to 
.you, your own background and your adoptive 
child's needs. This will help you choose a child 
that best fits into your home. 

• Domestic or abroad: Adoptions can occur 
both in your home country or tllrough agencies 
around the world. Consider how much money 
you can pend, the amount of travel you wish 

to incur and whether or not you prefer a new­
born. Domestic adoptions, whether public or 
private, have a good chance of finding you an 
infant. If you adopt a baby from a foreign 
country, you will never get a newborn. 

• Cost factor: Apart from the co t involved 
with the adoption process, you mu t asse s 
your financial status. Is your home big enough? 
Do you have enough money for all the expens­
es of raising a child, like clothing and medical 
care? 

Domestic adoptions through an agency 
range from $4,000 to $30,000, which include 
a number of costs like counseling, home prepa­
ration and the child's expense . Independent 
adoptions, where you find your own birth par­
ents, can range from $8,000 to $30,000. 
International adoptions can run from $7 ,000 to 
$25,000, which include agency. fees, immigra­
tion processing fees, and court costs. However, 
there may be additional fees for travel or to 
have another person escort the child into the 
country. 

Before you set out on your adoption jour­
ney, contact organizations in your area or log 
onto your computer for more in-depth infor­
mation on the topic that were mentioned 
above.

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Car seat asics for new parents 
There are many lessons you'll need to 

learn in order to care for your newborn. 
From diapering to fecJing to sleep posi­
tions, there's much to kno\1< about tak­
ing care of a small human being. ll's 
likely your research and education will 
begin long before your little wonqer is 
born. 

Most new parents understand that 
this early education should include les­
sons on car- eat safety. You will likely 
be driving home from the hospital with 
your newborn, making a car seat a 
neces ity right from the initial days of 
hi life. In fact, mo t ho pitals have 
strict rule that a baby can only be 
relea ed if an infant car seat is present 
to transport him. 

Besides having a car eat, you also 
have to know how to u e it. lt' not as 
easy to use as you may think. According 
to the National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration (NHTSA), a new survey 
found that nearly 73 percent of child 
restraints are misused. Because the car 
seat is a vital safety tool for your child, 
here is some information on the types 
available, what age they should be used, 
and how the seats should be po itioned 
in the car. 

TYPES OF CAR SEATS 
Car seats come in three ba ic types, 

with which you'll become quite familiar 
with after brow. ing through the aisle of 
a baby-products store. 

I. Infant seat/carriers - The. c seats 
are a combination of car eat and infant 
carrier. They typically hold infants who 
weigh up to 20 pounds. What make 
them convenient is that they're used in 
conjunction with a car seat ba e that 
remains in the car. You imply snap the 
carrier into the ba e when travelmg, and 
then unsnap it to take the baby in it out­
side. The carrier can a! o work in con­
junction with a stroller. All tho e com­
ponents make it a "travel sy tem." Stnce 
you don't have to wake up your child to 
move him from place to pia c, these 
types of. eat are quite popular. 

2. Convertible car . eats - These 
seats let you use the same product from 
when your baby is born through when he 
i a toddler, weighing in at 40 pounds. 
They may feature removable inserts that 
effectively make the seat smaller to fit 
an infant. So thi car , cat i installed 
once, and stays put. Although it doesn't 
offer the portable convenience of an 
infant carrier, you won't be required to 
purchase new eats a your child grows. 

3. Booster seats - The e seats transi­
tion with your young ter through early 
childhood. They can be used until a 
child is 8 years of age, and when tradi­
tional . eat belts don't adequately secure 
your child. 

REAR OR FRONT FACING? 
Depending upon the age of your 

child, you'll need to know where to 
position his car seat for maximum safe­
ty. 

• Children up to 12 months: Most 
experts agree that a child ·hould be 
positioned in the center of the backseat 
in a rear-facing position through 12 
months. At a young age, a baby's neck i · 
fragile and unable to support the weight 
of his head. A rear-facing seat allows 
the seat to recline at a 45-degree angle. 
properly supporting your child' neck. 
Even as he grows and neck strength 
increases, it i ti II a good idea to keep 
the baby rear facing, because a car ride 
is full of bumps, swerves and jerks that 
could damage your child's sensitive 
neck. Con ult with your pediatrician to 
determine when it's the best time for 
your child to move to a forward-facing 
seat. 

There are many products that make 
using rear-facing eat easier. Most 
include handy mirrors that can be placed 
in the back of the car so you can see 
your baby's face and keep a watchful 
eye on him while you are driving. 

• Children l to 4 years old: A your 
child grows, he'll be able to move on to 
a forward-facing eat. The harness 
straps/slots should be placed at or above 
a child's houlders. However. still keep 
it positioned in the center of the back-
eat for safety. 

• Children 4 and up: Children of thi · 
age should till ride in the back of the 
car, but it is not essential for them to be 
centrally located. Booster seats should 
be used with both the lap and shoulder 
eat belts secure!)' fa tened to keep your 

child safely contained in them. 

IMPORTANT SAFETY TIPS 
If they're properly installed and used, 

car scats can do wonder to keep your 
little one safe and ecure. 

• Remember to follow all instruc­
tions when installing your car eat . 
Most are attached with seat belts or with 
a LATCH sy tern (LATCH stands for 
Lower Anchors and Tethers for 
Children). It is a federally mandated 
system that aims to standardize and sim­
plify the installation of child re traint.

• Make sure that your child isn't 
overly bundled beneath car seat strap . 
If you can pinch the edges of a strap 
together between your finger . the 
straps are too loose. 

• Never place a car eat in front of 
an active air bag. 

Many emergency- ervice personnel 
, uch as firemen and police officers are 
trained in proper car- eat in tallation. If 
you have any question on installation. 
consult with them or your pediatrician.

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Even with the introduction of solids, 
breast milk or formula should still be the 
main ingredient of baby's diet during her 
first year. 

Whether you are brea tfeeding or formu­
la feeding your baby. it takes some time to 
develop a proper feeding ·chedule and 
establi h a daily feeding routine that you 
and your baby are both comfortable with. It 
can be stressful at times. but once it's in 
place, you'll both feel relieved - hut not 
for too long. Just when you thought you and 
your baby had a nice routine going, it will 
be disrupted a few months later by the need 
for ·olid food .. 

Becau e a baby no long..:r feeb sati fied 
on brea ·t milk or formula alone, you 'II need

to introduce . olid food into his or her diet. 
Once your baby starts eating solid . le. s 
breast milk. or formula will be con umcd, 
but that doesn '! mean you should replace 
breast milk. or formula with solids. Either 
one ·hould till be the main ingredient in 
her diet for the lir-t year. And do not give 
your baby cow's milk until after his or her 
fir. t birthday. 

So how do you know when your baby is 
ready for . olid foods and what foods you 
should provide? The deci. ion to introduce 
solid foods ~hould be based not on a child' 
age, but on your child's developmental 
level. It' · always best to con ult wtth your 
pediatrician . ince all babies grow and 
develop at different rate . 

According to The Enfamil Family of 
FormulasTM, your baby might be ready for 
olid foods if he or she: 

car. sit with support 
• can control the head, and even turn 

away to ·how he or she ha had enough 
when full 

• ·eems interested in the food the rest 
of the family is eating (baby may even 
smack hi or her lips together ju t watch­
ing!) 

• can move food from the front of the 
mouth to the back with his or her tongue 

• has doubled original birth weight 
lf you think your child is ready for 

solids. try introducing an iron-fortified 
infant rice cereal. It's most recommended 
by doctors becau e il 's the cereal lea t like-

ly to cause an allergic reaction. Observe 
your baby for everal days. If he or he i 
doing well and no reaction occur. , you can 
move onto barley or oat cereal. 

Once things are going well with cereal. 
it' time to add strained vegetable. and 
fruits, then meat. and breads. Try single 
foolls first, such as apple auce, . weet pota­
toes or carrots. They should he ·mooth in 
con istency and ea5y to . wallow. Then add 
trained meat like chicken, turkey or beef. 

lt's a good idea to add just one new ~ 10d at 
a time and wait a week or . o before trying 

another. That way, if your Little one does 
have an allergic reaction or food . en itivity, 
you Will be able to pinpoint exactly what 
food ha cau ed it. 

VVhen your baby is 
between 6 to 9 month · 
of age, you can start 
offering breast milk, 
formula or juice from a 
cup instead of a bottle 
(juice should not 
replace brea t milk or 
formula). A your baby 
get. more teeth 
(between 9 to 12 
months of age), you can 
give him or her finger 
fo ds like cooked veg­
etable:. or. oft. ripe fruit 
without peel or seeds, 
and teething biscuits 
which may help ea the 
pain of teething. 

Here are some gener­
al guidelines, courtesy 
of The Enfamil Family 
of Formulas. to help you 
determine what kinds of 
food to introduce to 
your baby and at what 
age. Thi is only a gen­
eral timeline, making it best to consult with 
your pediatrician before introducing olid 
foods to your baby.

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Baby safety begins with a securi y gate for your child 
Babyproofing your home is necessary to 

keep your child safe from potential acci­
dents. and installing safety gates is no 
exception. They confine your baby to a 
specific area and prevent him or her from 
wandering off into potentially dangerous 
locations. Install safety gate in area that 
you want to keep off-Limits to your baby 
such as the top and bouom of tairs or 
between rooms. In tall them when your 
baby is old enough to crawl - u ually 
between 6 lo I 0 months of age. 

TYPES OF SAFETY GATES 
There are two types of afety gates 

available - pres ure-mounted and wall­
mounted (al o known as hardware-mount­
ed). Since both are available with a variety 
of features, hopping for one can be quite 
confusmg. The type you choose should be 
determined by where and how the gate will 
be used and your personal preference . 

For in ·tance, according to Child-safety­
gates.com, only wall-mounted gates hould 
be u ed on stairway. because of their 
strength and durability, while pressure­
mounted gates are better in hallways or 
between doorways, provided they arc 
placed between solid wood constructions. 

Since tairs are usually placed next to 
hollow wall in most homes, don't use pres­
sure-mounted gates in tairways. The pres­
sure from the gate will create a dent in the 
wall, which can dangerously loosen the 
pressure fit. In addition, mo t tair po ts 
have irregular surfaces, making a poor 
mounting condition for a pressure gate. 

To help you make an informed decision 
about what afety gate. are best for you. 
here is a breakdown of each type. 

• Pressure-mounted - Installed in just 
a few minute , these safety gates require no 
holes, hardware or special tools. They are 
best suited for less hazardou locations such 
as doorways, between rooms. and hallway 

,, bat's tbe 

Safety gates will keep your baby from 
wandering off into dangerous areas of 
your home. 

Two ·tiding paneL adjust to the dimension 
of the doorway and a locking mechani m 
wedge the gate in place. 

Some styles to choose from include soft 
travel models with mesh barriers and a no­
walk-through feature on models uch as 
Envenflo's Extra-Wide Soft Gate, or tho e 
that stay mounted in uneven openings and 
utHize a step-through, walk-through or 
swinging gate ection that can be opened in 
either direction with one band, like Kidco' 
Center Gateway Gate or Mother' Relief 
Self-Closing Gate. The e are a little more 
expensive, but their convenience encour­
ages proper u e. 

• Wall-mounted (or hardware-mounted) 
- This type of afety gate is considered 
safer than pre. ure gate model becau e it i 
permanently mounted into the wall with 
screws. providing maximum . trength and 
protection. Since it can withstand more 
wear and tear than pre · · ure-mounted . t} le ·. 
it's a good choice for area where . afety i. 

Make sure you see your 
OB/GYN regularly 
during pregnancy.

Great when 
you are carrying your baby. which is sure 
to be quite often. 

• Dual-direction swinging (for non­
stair applications only): allows you to open 
the gate in·either direction . 

• Expandable gate : fit in doorways 
and openings of different size . 

See-through gate : allow for full 
view of your baby. 

• Installation kits: help mount gate· on 
variou. surface .. 

• Exten ion kit : allow gate to expand 
to fit openings larger than tandard-size 
doorways. 

• Material :gates are available in wood. 
plastic-coated steel, and oft me h to com­
plement any decor. 

MOUNTING GUIDE 
A afety gate :hould be the right size for 

the opening. so make ure you have exact 
mea urements in hand before hopping. and 
install it properly. Gates hould never wing 
out over the tairs and hould have a built­
in directionaJ device to prevent thi from 
happening. Mo t wall-mounted gates mu t 
be mounted from point A to point B in a 
traight line. However. orne newer hard-

ware mounted, multipurpose gates can form 
angles to covl!r irregular- haped area like 
stairca. es. hot tubs, fireplace · and wood­
burning stove ·. The screw u ually includ­
ed with the. e gates are for mounting direct­
ly into wood. Installation into other ur~ 

fa'-'es like dry wall. brick. wrought iron or 
glas block require purchasing additional 
hardware at a hardware store or home­
improvement center. Specially de igned 
gate-installation kit are al·o offered by 
several companie to aid in the mounting of 
their gate . 

SAFETY TIPS 
Here are orne afety-gate guidelines to 

follow. courtesy of Child- afcty-gate . om. 
• Do not purcha e baby- ·afety gate 

constructed with wide me h crccn patterns 
larger than one square inch. 

• Do not purchase accordion-. tyle 
gate . . a they po e finger pinching hazard 
and can be used as a climbing ladder in the 
clo ed po. ition. 

• Discontinue using afety gates when 
your child i 36 inche tall or is two years 
old. 

• A safety gate should never be les than 
three-quarters of your child·. height. 

• Alway· install pre sure gates with the 
lock relea e on the oppo ite side of what 
you are protecting. 

• Follow in lallation instruction and 
anchor the afety gate firmly in the door­
way or stairway. 

• Always clo. e the afety gate behind 
you when leaving the room. and never leave 
your child un upcrvi ed.

gum become quite . ore ai1d they'll have 
increa d drooling and be more cranky than 
usual In orne in tffilces however. other less 
common . ymptoms ma) occur uch as: irrita­
tion of the area around the mouth as a re. ult of 
excessive drooling; gum swelling or ensitivity 
to hot and cold foods; difficulty . leeping; low-

grade fever and diarrhea; Md a blui. h red blister 
- called a hematoma- on the gum line, which 
may bleed when the tooth emerg . 

Teething symptom are very similar to those 
of a virus, Md teething i, often blamed for 
symptoms that may be the actual re ult of a viru. 
such as a fever or diarrhea. According to a n1dy 
publi hed in 2000 in the "Pediatric " journal 
the ymptoms are unrelated to teething mo t 
of the time so whatever ymptom you're 
attributing to teething hould pas. within a few 
hours. u· they don't, your baby ma~ be ick from 
something el .. uch a a virus, . o take the baby 
to a doctor. 

EASING THE PAIN 
ortunately. teething is temporary and can be 

treated emily. Ea: e the pain by giving your child 
a teething ring or chilled. wet washcloth. Rub 
teething gel on your baby· gum. to temporarily 
numb them and oothe irritation. In addition, 
pain relievers may reduce pain and provide tem­
porary relief. Make sure you use the do. age 
appropriate for child'. age.

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When to wean: The choice every n rsing mo a 
ursing is a special time of physical. 

emotional and spiritual closeness between 
a mother and child, and weaning - the 
transitiun of mother and t:hilll giving up 
brcastfecdmg - can be traumatic for both 
mother and child. But how do )OU know 
when it's the right t1me or 1f you should 
i ntervcnc at all? 

"In the United States, women receive 
onllicting advice ahout when to wean 

their children completely from breastfeed­
ing," ay Katherine A. Dettwylcr. Ph.D., 
an associate professor of Anthropology 
and Nutrition at Texa A&M University. 
She . ay the American Academy of 
Pediatrics recommend weaning after age 
one, the World Health Organization and 
U ICEF recommends at age two, and 
many phy icians consider six month ade­
quate. 

In other parts of the world, breastfecd­
ing is more readily "acceptable," and 
weaning may take longer. According to 
Dettwyler. anthropological re. earch show. 
that children in many non-Western cultures 
are routinely nursed for three to four year . 

It is important for mothers to remember 
that there are no et rules and no time­
frame is . et in stone for when to wean a 
child It's a per onaJ preference w1th one 
clear outcome - mi ed emotions. 

"Some mothers feel very . ad about the 
iuea of weaning," says Diane Bengson, 
author of "How Weaning Happens," (La 
Leche League lntemational), ··whjle others 
may feel very strongly about wanting to 
wean." According to Bengson, many 
mothers choo -e to wean naturally. allow­
ing the child to outgrow the need gradual­
ly and in his own time. Other mother. 
encourage it and want to e · pedite it for 
reasons such as returning to work or want­
ing more Lime for them elves. 

"A mother may desire to wean. yet still 
feel very uneasy about it," says Bcng ·on. 
•· nee a mother has begun to encourage 
weaning. she may feel relieved. sad, frus­
trated or exhausted. Acknowledging these 
m1xed feelings can help a mother know 
how to handle them." 

WEANING METHODS 
According to Beng on, weaning meth­

od lall into four basic categoric.: 
I. Abrupt w aning: a ·udden end to 

breastfccding. with no warning or pr -

planning. Whenever possible, mothers 
should avoid this method. Breastfeeding i 
the baby's source of comfort and closene s 
as well as food. A udden. fort:ed caning 
L emotionally traumatic for the bah . 
Meanwhile, m !her· ma) e p nence the 
phy 1cal thscomfort of cngorg d brca t 
and ri k a po .• ible brca infection. And, 
the ·udden hilt in hormones asso i ted 
with the abrupt weaning can leave . orne 
women feeling sad and dcprc . cd. e. pe­
cially if they are uncomfortable with the 
idea of weaning. 

2. Planned or gradual weaning: the 
mother encourage: the child to wean by 
providing di tractions and other nourish­
ment in place of breastfeedings. Sh elim­
inates one feeding every fe\1. days. giving 
the baby or child plenty of attention while 
they b th tran ition from nur ing to other 
form f nutrition and comfort. She may 
offer other food and beverages more often 
and read to or play with her child instead 
of nursing. When weaning happen over a 
period of a few weeks or month . the child 
is less likely to be distressed. and the 
mother i~ Ies. likely to suffer from 
engorgement or . udden hormonal shift . A 
mother may also choos a planned, gradual 
weaning when she wants to wean but her 
child does not seem ready to wean by him-
elf. When 1t happens gradually and lov­

ingly. thi. type or weaning can be go d for 
mothers and babies. 

3. Partial weaning: a compromi c 
between nursing a t ddler frequently and 
weaning entirely. With this method, a moth­
er gradually eliminates most nur ing but 
continues to nurse her child once or t ~~ice a 
day. Often he choo ·e t keep the nursing 
sessions that her child relies on mo t, uch 
as the one after he wake or the one before 
bedtime. he may al. o choo ·e to eliminate 
the nur ·ing e sions that are the most diffi­
cult for her. such a'i during th~ night. 

4. atural weaning: allowing the child 
to outgrow our ing on his own timetable. 
Many mother choo-c thi approach 
because they r cognize how important 
brea. tft:eding is to their child. or becau e 
they find it easier to wait for th child to 
wean him elf. Ho\\e ·er, that doesn't mean 
the mother ha.· no influence in the proce. s 

she can lovingly "guide'· her child a· h~ 
!cams the ·kills that replace nur ing. Th1s 
guidance may in ohe asking the child t 

wait to nur e or providing fo >J or. timu 
latmg activity m place f nur ing. It 
inv I e~ re p cling th m her' feelinw 
and pr fcrence ab ul br· stC ed nn while 
al o a ounting forth need of th child.

Safety belt specs: The 
National Highway Traffic 
Safety Administration 
(NHTSA) notes that during 
an accident, safety belts 
redistribute impact to the 
stronger parts of your body 
and slow your body's move­
ment. They recommend that

A 529 Plan Can Help 
Although funding a child's way through college will never be easy, some help is available through 529 
College Savings Plans (also called qualified tuition programs). These plans were created under 
section 529 of the Internal Revenue Code to help U.S. citizens and permanent residents meet higher 
education expenses and offer considerable financial benefits, such as: 

• Tax Advantages. Your plan can grow federal income tax deferred. Withdrawals are also free of 
federal income taxes and in some cases state income taxes··· when used for qualified 
educational expenses. If withdrawals are used for non· qualified purposes, it may be subject to 
taxes and a 10% federal penalty. 

• Gift and Estate Tax Benefits. Your plan allows you certain gift tax exclusions and offers special 
estate planning advantages. without lriggenng federal gilt taxes 

• Flexibility. You can use your plan's funds at any accredited institution of higher education in the 
U.S. 

• Additional Contributors. Parents aren't the only ones who can contnbute io a 529 plan. 
Grandparents, other relatives and even friends can make contribulions. 

• Investment Choices. You can choose from a variety of investment strategies best su1ted to your 
individual ctrcumstances and risk tolerance. You'll also benefit from the professional investment 
management skills of major mutual fund companies. 

Types of Plans

, Prior to 1996, prepaid tuition plans allowed you to purchase lomorrow's in-state college education at 
today's prices. This was an attractive advantage, since you were assured that your bill was prepaid, 
but thts type of plan required thai your child attend a school in your state. 

Under a 529 Savings Plan. you may create an account in your name and choose a beneftciary-your 
child, a grandchild. the child of a friend or even yourself. Your regular contributions to the plan can 
grow tax-deferred until wi1hdrawn and, if spent on qualified higher education expenses, will be tax· 
free when withdrawn. ••·• In most cases, this can resulttn considerable savings. Best of all, the 
money can be spent at any eligible college or other post-secondary educational1nstitu!10n in the 
country. 

Nearly 529 Reasons to Save 
But the reasons to consider sectton 529 Plans don't stop there. They also feature high contribution 
limits, often in excess of $200,000 per beneficiary-which can be used by another member of your 
family in case the original beneficiary doesn't attend college. Check the program guidelines for 
eligible family members. 

To Learn More 
Although Section 529 Plans make savtng for college considerable easier, they may not be for· 
everyone. If your child is very young and you're comfortable maktng your own investment decistons, 
you might prefer to invest these funds yourself. But whatever route you take, be sure to begin early.

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Make healt • r1o y eating a pregnancy 
Once you find out you are pregnant, there 

are many change that you must make to 
your life tyle. It i important to make the 
care of your growing baby a priority - this 
small person is relying on you as his lifeline. 
This includes stopping the consumption of 
harmful substances, uch as alcohol, ciga­
rettes and drugs (prescription, over-the­
counter or illegal) during the duration of 
your pregnancy term. It also means nourish­
ing your baby with healthy foods, full of the 
vitamins and nutrients he needs to develop 
properly. 

Healthy eating may eem like a no-brain­
er to many moms-to-be, but ometimes it 
i n 't as easy as it eems. When contending 
with raging hormones, a waning appetite or 
crazy cravings, making ure you are eating 
euough of the right foods may not be high 
on your list of priorities. But it hould be. 

DIET ROADBLOCKS 
Sure, you know you're upposed eat your 

vegetables and adhere to a healthy diet, but 
you can barely get down dry cracker and 
water. right? Don't worry, even though your 
baby i growing quickly and require a vari­
ety of nourishment during your pregnancy, 
ometime · its impo sible to follow a strict 

pregnancy diet. Many factors affect what 
and how you eat m the week to come. Rest 
assured that with the help of prenatal vita­
min and the fact that often the e symptom 
come and go quickly, it is possible to take in 
enough healthy food to feed your growing 
wonder. 

The following are orne healthy diet 
obstacles you may face and how to over­
come them: 

• Morning ickne .. : Many women expe-

rience morning sickne during their preg­
nancy. Better termed "all-day ickne ," thi 
feeling of queasine s or vomiting can occur 
any time of the day or night, and usually 
per ists through the first trimester of your 
pregnancy. Morning sickness can definitely 
put a stop to your best-laid plans of a well­
rounded diet. Even if you are able to eat and 
enjoy foods, they just may not stay down 
very long! 

• Food aversions: Maybe you loved a 
meal of chicken parmigiana before you were 
pregnant, but now the thought of the Italian 
delight has you running for the bathroom. 
Pregnancy hormones do trange thing to a 
woman, including affecting her appetite and 
her choice in food . The foods you once 
loved may no longer seem appealing and 
vice ver a. If certain healthy foods repulse 
you, look for other tolerable options. 

• Food cravings: You've heard of 
women eating pickles and ice cream while 
pregnant, right? No matter how strange this 
food combination may seem, cravings are 
quite common during pregnancy, but may 
not always be this extreme. You may feel a 
certain affinity to a food and you need to eat 
it over and over. Some experts believe a 
woman craves the foods her body needs 
most, Hke citrus fruits, which are good 
ource of vitamins and antioxidant . Other 

believe that craving lack explanation, 
except to be once again attributed to raging 
hormones. Man) cravings are similar, 
including dairy products, carbohydrates and 
fruits. The key to conquering cravings is to 
try to substitute healthier versions. Indulge 
in a low-fat frozen yogurt instead of an 
ultra-premium ice cream. Or just eat the 
food you crave in moderation. 

• Anything goes attitude: Many moms­
to-be adopt a philosophy that they can eat a 
much of whatever they want when pregnant; 
hey, they're going to gain weight anyway. 
However, thi attitude can be dangerous to 
you and your fetus. Pregnancy does not give 
you the ''free pass" to overeat. Gaining 
exces ive weight can tax your heart, 
increa e your chances of getting diabetes 
and put a strain on your fetu as well as 
make it much more difficult to give birth in 
a natural and healthy way. Plus, it will be 
that much more difficult to shed those extra 
pounds po t-delivery. Although you're "eat­
ing for two,'· that extra per on i mall and 
only require about an additional 300 calo­
ries per day. Do the math - that does not 
equal an entire cheesecake! 

SO WHAT SHOULD I EAT? 
Following the normal dietary guidelines 

you are accustomed to will help you keep on 
track. Grain product , vegetables, fruits, 
protein foods, and milk and milk products 
will give you the nutrient you and your 
bah) need. 

• Grain products provide carbohydrates, 
your body's main source of energy. Choo e 
6 to II servings of whole-grain or fortified 
product· such as whole-wheat bread, cere­
al·, brown rice or pasta. 

• Fruit and vegetables provide impor­
tant vitamin, and minerals. a well as fiber 
to aid dige tion. Choo e at least three veg 
etables and two fruits every day, including a 
juice or fruit rich in vitamin C. such as an 

orange. 
• Protein foods, uch as meat, fish and 

dried bean , are crucial for your baby's 
growth. Choose 3 to 4 serving per day. One 
serving equal 2 to 3 ounces of lean meat, 
poultry or fish, or one egg. If you are a veg­
etarian and don't eat any animal products, 
be sure to eat tofu and othl!r soy products, 
dried bean and nut , as well a a variety of 
grain daily. 

• Milk and milk products help build 
your baby' bones and teeth. Choose 3 to 4 
. erving a day of low-fat milk. yogurt or 
chee e, or calcium-fortified soy milk and 
other oy-based product if you are a vege­
tarian or are lactose intolerant. 

• Sparingly eat sweets and fat a they 
can accentuate your growing wai. tline e\ en 
further. Plu , limit your salt intake, which 
can cau e water retention and welling in 
the bod)'. 

Also, be sure to check with your doctor 
about the food that should be avoided at all 
co t . Man)' will advi e teering clear of 
proce ed meat like cold cut or hot dog , 
which can contain bacteria and pre erva­
tive that can make you ill. Many .eafood 
product are off limits becau e they may 
contain mercury or bacteria a well. Some 
natural food and herb arc at o on the no­
can-do list Your health-care provider can 
tell you more. 

With a little knowledge. patience and 
appetite, you can feel secure that you are 
adequately feeding the new life growing 
in ide of you.
