Everyone's history 
The teaching of American history shouldn't be a fraoment­

ed exercise but one that is repre entative of all tho;c who 
have contributed, regardless of race. 

Unfortunately, history often is taught in one of two way : 
the exclusion or gross diminishment of a group of contribu­
tors or the offering of supplemental courses on a certain group 
of ~eople. N_either is a desirable way to educate young people. 
Vahd contnbutors shouldn't be excluded, and specialized 
courses, while useful for additional, detailed study, houldn't 
be used as a primary foundation. 

The Philadelphia School District is guilty of the latter. 
Ninth-graders entering the district in the fall will be required 
to take a cour e in African-American history in order to grad­
uate. The course would teach how Africans became 
Americans through the colonial period, lhe efforts of slaves to 
achieve freedom, the Civil War and its aftermath, economic 
development for blacks through the last century, the civil­
rights movement and the growth of modem black nationalist 
movements in the United State and Africa. 

lncrea. ed education of the experience of blacks and their 
numerous contributions to the country i. of utmost impor-

1 

tance. Mandating a course on the topic, however, is the wrong 
way to achieve that worthy goal. 

That especially so con idering that several other groups 
are not well-represented in many hi tory books today. Instead 
of focu<;ing on one of these groups eparately, an effort should 
be made to include all groups into one comprehensive 
American history cour c. 

If that means a longer duration for the course or offering 
American History I and 11, so be it. 

Unfortunately, not all ee the value in learning about other 
cultures that haven ' t traditionally been included in history 
books. 

One 16-year-old, quoted in a New York Times tory, said 
this of the clas : ''It's not our history to learn." 

On the contrary. It's everyone's history. The conlribution 
of blacks to the country are ju t as much American history as 
those of any other racial group. 

The time i long past for history to be viewed in egment­
ed compartments. Let' celebrate the whole experience- not 
just rhe white experience or the black experience but the 
Native American experience, the Latino one, the Chinese one, 
the Polish one and so on. 

After all, America is known as a great melting pot. Hi tory 
classes and the books they utilize <;hould reflect that senti­
ment.

Clearly he doe n't want 
improved public safety to be part of the 
dhcussion,'' Lar:ion said in an e-mail to 
The As ociated Pres . 

Lar-,on take special issue with 
Lawson\ observation. and conclusions 
on Kentucky'' own "three strikes .. law 
that applie~ longer prison term" to peo­
ple wirh multiple convictions. 

The pcrsi'>tem felony offender law 

"renders the seriousnes of an offend­
er's conduct irrelevant to hi · sentence 
and permits (and sometime even 
requires) puni hment that is morally 
indefensible. that debases all notions of 
common sen e, and that work to ware­
hou e for extended periods offenders 
who are not likely to inflict serious 
harm on the public," Law on wrote. 

Lar on counters that a study in his 
own prosecution office in Lexington 
since 1996 ha hown that 2,062 defen­
dants facing lengthening of their sen­
tences under the PFO laws had 28,035 
prior conviction , or an average of more 
than 13 each. 

"Prosecutors in Kentucky and acros 
our country have eli covered that focus­
ing on the prosecution, conviction and 
incarceration of those criminals who are 
violent and tho e who commit crime 
after crime ha been a smart crime pre­
vention trategy," Lar on said. 

While Lawson point to the explod­
ing cost of pri ons, Larson counters 
with the benefit . 

According to Law on's tudy, 
Kentucky'. corrections budget was 
about $7 million in 1970 when the state 
had just over 2,800 inmates. By 2002, 
the budget was 45 times larger, more 
than $300 million, with about five time 
more inmate ·. Per hap · even more 
revealing, Law on aid Kentucky'~ pop­
ulation rose by 25 percent from 1970 to 
2000, while the inmate population 
increa~ed by 444 percent.

• Fletcher last week announced 
the beginning of the rollout for 
the expanded newborn metabol­
ic ·creening initiative approved 
by the 2005 General Assembly. 

"As a phy ician, r have seen 
firsthand why newborn creen­
ings are essential. The impor­
tance of the e metabolic screen­
ing - for every child in 
Kentucky -cannot be overstat­
ed," ·aid Governor Fletcher.

Ashley Adams from Betsy Lane High School, Dr. Paul Eakin 
(UK) and John Slone from Prestonsburg High School partici­
pated on June 15 at the Morgan County Regional Technology 
Center as part of the University of Kentucky's Algebra 
Project. 

WEST LffiERTY- Algebra 
teachers from nine area school 
districts have signed on with the 
University of Kentucky to assist 
in the development of an on-line 

• algebra test for planned future 
use by the State Department of 
Education. Recruitment of area 
teachers began in February 
according to Porter Dailey, 
director of the Morgan County 
Regional Technology Center 
and one of lhe project coordina­
tors. 

The 25 eastern and north­
ea tern K~ntucky teachers 
involved in the prototype pro­
ject began work on June 13 at 
the Regional Technology 
Center in West Liberty. The 
teachers will remain involved 
thi. summer, fall and next 
pring at their respective 
chools via technology made 

available to them and their 
school districts by the 
University of Kentucky. The 
teachers serve a. consultants, 
advi:-.ors and students over the 
course of the project. 

"To be able to get involved 
in a project of thi complexity 
and imponance is an opportu­
nity our teacher and adminis­
tration quicldy decided to par­
ticipate,'' said Deatrah Barnett, 

~ assistant superintendent of the 
Wolfe County Public School 
System, which ha. four partic­
ipating algebra teachers. 

The project - nicknamed 
CATSbusters, in the hopes of 
s ig nificantly improving the 
algebra tesr scores for middle 
and high . chool te t taker~ in 
the spring of 2006 - requires 
a significant commitment of 
time and energy by the teach­
ers. 

''The teachers volunteering 
to work on thi~ project are to 
be commended for their dedi-

,. cation and commitment to 
improving their teaching skill 
and commitment to their stu­
dent!>," 1.aid Morgan County 
Superintendent Joe Dan 
Gold, whose di strict also 
participating.

2006. 

The Commonwealth 
Accountability Testing 
System i de igned to improve 
teaching and student learning 
in Kentucky. CATS includes 
the Kentucky Core Content 
Test, a nationally norm-refer­
enced test, the CTBS/5 Survey 
Edition, writing portfolios and 
prompts and the alternate 
portfolio for student'i with 
evere to profound disabili­

ties. Kentucky accountabili­
ty system is a high- takes . y<;­
tem with rewards and sanc­
tions attached to result . The 
over-riding goal of the 
Commonw e alth 
Accountability Testing 
Syc;tem (CATS) is for al l 
schools in Kentucky to reach 
Proficiency as defined by the 
Kentucky Board of Educalion 
(KBE). 

Teachers participating in 
the Catsbusters project receive 
stipends at each level of par­
ticipation and can also receive 
graduate math credit at the 
University of Kentucky or 
Morehead State Univer~ity. 
According to Dailey, ''the 
University of Kentucky i. 
inve ting approximately 
$10,000 per teacher in the pro­
ject. In addition to the

Female veterans encouraged to join program for benefits

COVINGTON A 
female Army veteran is trav­
e ling the <;tate hoping to 
boost women ' s participation 
in veterans programs by cre­
ating a tatewide Women 
Veterans Registry. 

State Women Veterans 
Coordinator Pamela Luce 
ha~ collected confidential 
perc;onal information on 
about 500 female veterans 
but still hopes to find more 
to participate in the registry. 

"for some reason, women 
leave the military and blend 
right in. They don't talk 
about their military service 
and sort of just fade away," 
Luce said. 

According to the state 
Department of Veterans 
Affairs, Kentucky is borne to 
21,659 female veterans. 

The registry is part of the 
Women Veterans Program, 
which was introduced in the 
2005 General Assembly by 
state Rep. Mike Weaver, D­
Elizabethtown, and state 
Sen. Elizabeth Tori, R­
Radcliff, both of which are 
near Fort Knox. 

"[ think it's very impor­
tant that we recognize that 
we have women defending 
our country as well as men," 
Tori said. 

Luce said female veter­
ans, which currently make 
up 5 percent of the total vet­
eran population, are less 

likely than their male coun­
terparts to apply for veter­
ans' services . She said the 
registry will inform women, 
like Fort Mitchell re ident 
Kathy Spear , of health care 
and education benefits they 
might be missing out on. 

Spears served in the Air 
Force from 1985 to 1989 and 
used military fund to help 
pay her tuition at Wright 
State University in Dayton, 
Ohio . 

"I had thought the only 
real benefit was for the 
schooling . That's why I had 
originally gone into the 
military and I didn't realize 
there would be any other 
benefits," said Spears. 

Luce is al. o using the 

Internet and word of mouth 
to inform participant of 
health care and educational 
benefits tbey might not know 
about. 

"We have a population not 
receivmg their benefit, and 
we're going out of our way 
to help them . Once we can 
get a percent of women 
u ing benefit:, equal to men 
u~ing benefits, we rnay not 
need so much outreach," 
Luce said.

''A lot of people are con­
vinced that if an animal is a 
snake, it\ got to be terrible. But 
. nake!'> perform an important 
function in our ecosystems," he 
said. 

Krupa pointed out the role 
!)Oakes play in eating m1ce and 
other rodents that otherwise can 

invade home!> and con~ume feed 
for livestock. Without snake .. 
those populations can explode, 
making life rn1serable for the 
people in the affected areas. 

And the plain fact is. snakes 
are not very aggrellsive animals 
when it comes to contact with 
people - unles~ a person steps 
on the snake or deliberately pro­
vokes it. 

"I don't think there's any 
snake in this country that goes 
out looking for a confrontation 
with a human being." he said. 

Krupa said he spotted a tim­
ber rattler in tile Robinson 
Forest in eastern Kentucky 
. ome years ago. ''It was beauti­
ful. and it made no move to 
strike at me. J was . tanding two 
feet away from it.'' he said.

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Ky. lawmakers co-sponsor 
amendment on religious symbols

LOUISVILLE - Four 
Kentucky congres. men up!>et 
over a recent Supreme Court rul­
ing on the public display of the 
Ten Commandments have 
signed on to a constitutional 
amendment that would allow 
religiou symbol. on public 
property. 

"As a conservative Christian, 
I do feel it' gone too far," Rep. 
Ed Whitfield, a Republican from 
Kentucky's lst District, said of 
the high court's ruling on two 
Ten Commandments display;s in 
Kentucky. 

[n addition to Whitfield, the 
amendment has more than 100 
co-sponsors, including 
Kentucky Republican Reps. Ron 
Lewis, Geoff Davis, and Hal 
Rogers. 

The constitutional amend­
ment, dubbed the "Religious 
Freedom Amendment," would 
include allowing religious dis­
plays in schools. But ir must 
first receive a two-thirds major­
ity vote in each chamber of 
Congre s and be ratified by 
two-thirds of the states. 

Last week, the Supreme 
Court ordered officials in 
McCreary and Pulaski counties 
to remove Ten Commandments 
displays because their purpose 
was primarily religiou . The 
justices let stand a monument

of the tablets at the Texa 
Capitol. saying they were part of 
a secular di. play. 

Rep. Ben Chandler, a 
Democrat from Lexington. ha · 
not reviewed the proposal, said 
spokeswoman Jennifer 
Spalding. Rep. Anne Nortlmp, a 
Loui ville Republican, i · not a 
co-sponsor. 

''I voted against a similar 
amendment in 1998," Northup 
said in a ·tatement. '·Since then, 
efforts to strip all references to 
God out of our public life have 
become more extreme. 
Constitutional amendments 
should be a la'it re~ort. My hope is 
that we are not nearing a time 
when one will become necessary." 

Opponents of the amendment 
say religious freedom is not in 
jeopardy in the United States. 

·' .. . Anyone is absolulely free 
to express their religion or non­
religion in public places," said 
David Howe of Parkers Lake, a 

plaintiff in the McCreary County 
case. 

Experts said the chances of 
the amendment passing are 
small. 

"The likelihood of getting 
any constitutional amendment 
(pa'> ed) is virtually nil," said 
Marc• Hamilton, profe sor of 
law at Yeshiva University's 
Cardozo School of Law in New 
York. 

When the House took up a sim­
ilar propo!>al in 1998, it won major­
ity suppott, but not two-thirds. 

Whitfield said the amend­
ment reflect\ what mo t people 
in his we tern Kentucky district 
are concerned about. 

"There isn't anything I 
receive more mail about, more e­
mail about, more phone calls 
about. than about the Pledge of 
Allegiance, the Ten 
Commandments, voluntary 
school prayer and prayer in pub­
lic places," he aid.

Freddie Goble, of 

Prestonsburg. (X!nt 29 years with 
the Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet's Department of 
Highways. Retirement wasn 'l 
intere ti.ng enough though, so he 
worked another decade as a tran -
portation planner for the Big 
Sandy Area Development DistricL 

His econd retirement didn't 
set too well, either. So now he's

of Safety. The one-year pilot pro­

'"fen thousand dollars won't buy 
you many safety improvements, 
Goble said, "so we really have to 
work together to get the mo t bang­
for-lhe-buck. We mu t u e our 
imagination, sometime thinking 
'outside the box,' while staying 
within prescribed federal and state 
safety and engineering guidelines.'' 

Some counties have spent 
much more to improve safety on 
their road , even spot improve­
ments in curves, resurfacing, road 
widening. shouldering, and 
improved signagc, Goble pointed

"We actually had county road 
superintendents and city treet 
departments calling us, wanting to 
be a part of this new safety pro­
gram. Before we even had time to 
et up the Low-Cost Safety 

Improvements Workshop , we 
had countie · and cities come for­
ward with projects they wanted to 
implement but didn't have the 
experience and guidance to be 
sure they could do them according 
to proper guideline . That's when 
the Department of Highway 
District Offices came through," 
Goble said. 

He explained that Highway 
District Offices all aero s 
Kentucky gave valuable techrucal 
assistance and guidance to local 
government superintendents 
doing road safety project in their 
districts, especially when il came 
to the pro(X!r installation and guid­
ance for signage.

.. Nearly $200.000 has already 

been committed to safety projects 
in the ix focus counties. Only 
$60,000 was targeted. That really 
sbows us that local govenunents 
consider road safety a high priori­
ty when it comes to spending 
roadway lax dollars,'' he s:ud. 

Case in point: Pike County 
Road Comrni sioner Frank 
Hatcher and Judge-Executive Bill 
Desk.tn selected Ratliff's Creek 
Road, near the City of Pikeville, to 
try some of the safety enhance­
ment projects. "Ratliff's Creek i 
typical of most rural roads in 
Eastern Kentucky," Hatcher aid. 
"It's two lanes bordered on one 
ide by a creek and on lhe other by 

home and a few businesses. It 
intersects with US 23 on the we t 
side and comes out on Route 1426 
on the east end, just yards from an 
intersection wilh new U.S. 119.'' 

Hatcher said the road feamres 
many curves. not enough shoulder 
to install guardrail along the creek 
side, and a narrow right of way for 
a ditch line on the other side. 
There are no such lhings as street 
light or luminruies. allhough 
some folks have dusk-to-dawn 
lights in rheir yard . "In other 
words, you have to 'know' the

road lD order to travel it safely. 
especially atrught,'' Hatcher said. 

The challenge seemed enor­
mous, Hatcher aid, until he and 
Goble traveled the road and crune 
up with some fairly inex(X!nsivc 
safety countermeasures. 

"We pul chevron signs in both 
directions along one particularly 
long curve. We plan to put omc 
stop bars on the pavement at lhe 
intersections with the main roads. 
Stop signs tell folks to stop. not 
where to top. A stop bar at an 
inter ection can greatly improve 
the ight distance when you locate 
it at lhe right place. That make 
puUing out much safer. In these 
mountains, it's better to pull out 
on the main roads with as much 
improved sight distance as you 
can get.'' Hatcher cautioned. 

Other improvements includ­
ed tree and brush trimming to 
improve sight distance. mowing 
shoulders so that drivers can 
more easily detennine where the 
creek bank or ditch line starts. 

"We installed object markers 

on utility poles, trees and the cor­
ners of narrow culverts as well as 
curve advisory signs. There are 
some curves on Ratliff' Creek 
you can't make 10 miles an hour 
on." Hatcher said. "We often think 
that only people who live in these 
communities usc lhesc roads and 
that they know when to slow 
down. But that's not so anymore. 
Heck, if you have just one pizza 
delivery person driving around on 
a cold foggy night on an unfamil­
iar road, you need to make sure 
that things are marked so it' as 
safe as po lble. We sure want to 
!.hank the folks at lhe District 12 
Highway Department office in 
Pikeville, for their help is show­
ing us how to put up the proper 
signs and stuff." 

Curve signs and black and yel­
low object markers aren't usually 
on people's Top 10 lists of things 
to get excited about. But for 
Freddie Goble and Frank Hatcher, 
they're right up there. 

"[f we save just one life or pre­
vent one serious injury, keep one 
vehicle from being totaled, it' 
been worth every minute and 
every dollar," Hatcher satd. 
"Some people think government 
grants are a waste of time and tax­
payers' money, but I can tell you 

that we've ure rccctved more 
than our money's worth on this 
one. It's one of tht:: best programs 
the Federal Highway 
Admimstration has ever offered in 
all the years I've been driving the 
roads in Pike County. If every city 
and county that' selected takes 
advantage of the workshop safety 
training and on-site advice, we 
could save dozens, maybe even 
hundreds of lives every year. Now 
just think how great that would 
be!''

Federer is better than every­
one at everything, and Roddick 
would love nothing better than 
to keep trying to defeat the man 
who's by far the No. 1 player of 
thei r generation and now is 
being judged against the greats 
of generations past. 

"He"s probably as close as 
bas been to unbeatable," 
Roddick said Sunday after los­
ing to Federer at Wimbledon for 
the third consecutive year. 

"I want anorher crack at him 
till my record is 1-31. I still 
want to go against him again. 
You want to compete against the 
best. He's the measuring stick, 
so you kind of know where you 
are and where you go." 

As talented as Roddick is -
good enough to win the 2003

Wheldon iust misses tying

KANSAS CITY, Kan. -

Patrick battled mechanical 
problems and fell off the pace 
early. and Wheldon lo t a duel­
by just .012 of a second - with 
A ndrctti Green Leammate Tony 
Kanaan on Sunday at Kansas 
Speedway. 

Even with half the season still 
remauung. this one i likely to stick 
in Wheldon's memory for a while. 

"I'm really desperate to try 
and win as many races as I can 
before the season ends," said 
\Vheldon, the Indianapolis 500 
winner who bas won four of the 
IRL's eight start this year. 
"Thar one just shppcd by." 

Actually. it was Kanaan who 
slipped past the points leader 
withju t over two laps to go and 
held on ror the ixlh-closest vic­
tory in series history. 

It was a thrilling and unex­
pected finish Loa day that started 
with the crowd wondering 
whether rookie Patrick could 
tum her fir t career pole only 
the second won by a woman in 
1hc league- into her first victory. 

Patrick, who led a 1-2-3 start 
by Rahal Lencrman Racing, had 
to contend with mechanical 
problem all day. She fell off the 
pace early and finished ninth 
aflcr dropping a low as 15th. 

"It would have been nice to 
finish up front, where I think the 

car was fast enough to finish, 
but I worked so hard today," 
Patrick said. "I basically raced 
side by side for 200 laps. I did 
all that I could." 

Wheldon, meanwhile, strug­
gled all week to fmd speed and 
qualified 11th for the Argent 
Mortgage Indy 300. 

"We're so poor at qualifying on 
superspeedways," said Wheldon, 
whose points lead over Kanaan 
shrank from 83 points to 75. ''I 
mean, it's not the engine.

It's just something that 
we're missing as a team. To be hon­
est, it gets very, very frustrating." 

Still, Wheldon almost 
matched Sam Hornisb Jr.'s 
record of flve wins in a season. 

With only three cautions and 
the last 61 laps of the 200-lap 
n~ce under green, Wheldon's 
strategy of pitting earlier than 
the rest of the field appeared 
ready to pay off. 

He took the lead with three 
laps to go, when defending race 
champion Buddy Rice had to 
pit. But Kanaan went ahead on 
the next lap and then held off 
Wheldon and Vitor Meira - who 
finished third despite a desper­
ate dive under the white line at 
the end - for his flfth career vic­
tory and first this season.
