'Preliminary statistics* 
show that nine people died 
as a result of eight sepa­
rate crashes on Kentucky's 
roadways during the July 4 
holiday period, which ran 
from 6 p.m. Friday, through 
11 :59 p.m. on Monday. 
The number of fatalities 
and crashes is the same 
as those recorded during 
the 2004 holiday period. 

Of the nine fatalities, 
preliminary data indicates 
alcohol was a suspected 
factor in five of the crash­
es. Three of the nine vic­
tims were not wearing seat 
belts. Four were riding on 
motorcycles and one was 
riding a bicycle. Three of 
the four motorcycle victims 
were not wearing helmets. 

One double fatality 
crash occurred in Lincoln 
County. Single fatality 
crashes occurred in 

.4lt Anderson, Barren, 
Cumberland, Fayette, 
Marion, Nelson and Scott 
counties.

Through July 4, a total 
of 436 people have lost 
their lives on Kentucky 
roadways. This is 26 less 
than reported for th1s time 
period in 2004. Two-hun­
dred-and-fifty-two of these 
436 fatalities were not 
wearing seat belts. 

These statistics are still 
preliminary as KSP waits 
for all local taw enforce­
ment agencies to report 
any crashes and fatalities 
that may have occurred in 
their areas.

Governor stops in aintsville 
to promote broadband plans

PAINTSVILLE - Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher spoke Thursday 
at the Kentucky Entrepreneurial 
Center to jump start his 
"Pre. cription for Innovation" 
initiative. 

In that same vein, the visit 
featured the governor pre. ent­
ing a $900,000 check to 
ConnectKentucky, a broadband 
internet company. 

Fletcher tres. ed that broad­
band i ntemet . erviccs wi II con­
nect Kentucky busine ·es to the 
rest of the world and open a 
global market for services to be 
sold out of the commonwealth. 

Aetcher noted that the next 
tep in his plan will see local 

leadership teams dispatched 
throughout the region ~o help 
area busine~ses tap into the 
broader marketplace that will be 
available to all who use the ser­
vice. 

One point that Fletcher 

stressed wa~ that such opportu­
nities will keep the next genera­
tion in the state and will dis­
place the trend of leaving the­
area for economic opportunitie~ 
elsewhere. 

Fletcher l>tated that hts plan 
for the service will rely on what 
he calls the "Five A's," which 
include a"aliabtlity, making 
broadband internet service 
available to all citizens of the 
state; affordability, funding the 
service so as to keep cost'> down 
and entice businesses to test the 
waters: awareness. making 
every effort to connect people 
with the service; application-.. 
instructing businesses on how 
broadband internet can open up 
new avenues of commerce: and 
adaptations, -.;hawing area bu'>i­
ncs. es how the service can be 
used tn variOLI'; way. to enhance 
their viability. 

Fletcher compared the 
importance of the project to

Hum was found by 
authorities when his car went 
into a creek near the hom'!. 
The sheriff's department had 
been dispatched to the ·cene 
following a 911 call that 
Bettina Hunt made to author­
ities. The recording of that 
call has been kept from the 
media for evidentiary rea ons 
and may contain an account 
of the entire incident. 

The Hunts' strained mar­
riage wa. a matter of record 
in Floyd County Family 
Court, where everal orders 
of protection were issued 
against James Hunt over the 
cour. e of the couple's trou­
bled marriage.

The high court ruled last month that 

di-.play~ of the Ten Commandment on 
government property must be evaluated 
on a case-by-case basis to en ure they 
don' t violate the Constitution. In a pair of 
5-4 rulings, the court allowed the Ten 
Commandmenb to be displayed outside 
the Texas state Capitol but not in ide two 
Kentucky courthouse. , where the justice 
said they promoted a religiou me !>age. 

While some group. have vowed to 
continue fighting for the right to post bib­
lical passages in public building!>, other 
are enjoying their con titulional privilege 
to post them where they're ce1tain to be 
. een - in places of prominence on pri­
vate property along road. and interstate 
highways.

"I'm try­
ing to convince churches that 
they have a drive-by congre­
gation, and they can reach out 
to them with these messages 
and sometimes change a life."

Others prefer bumper stick­
ers or T-shirts adorned with a 
list of the Ten Commandments 
or messages like "Smile, God 
Loves You." 

"lt's about freedom of 
speech," Swarthout said. "It's 
about sharing principles for 
people to live by." 

Such displays are also not 
likely to draw much contro­
versy. Critics of the displays 
of the Ten Commandments on 
government property, such as 
the American Civil Liberties 
Union, said they have no 
problem with these kinds of 
public pronouncements. 

"They should do it in their 
homes, in their religious insti­
tutions, on their cars, in their 
businesses and not through 
their government," said David 
Friedman, who successfully 
argued the ACLU's case 
against the two Kentucky 
courthouses before the 
Supreme Court. "The govern­
ment is all of ours, and it can 
only be all of ours when it 
remains neutral ."

Until Chief Justice William Rehnquist's failing health made 

his resignation from the U.S. Supreme Court a day-to-day 
expectation, two other names had provided the leading rumor 
fodder about President Bush's ftrst opportunity to make an 
appointment to the high court: John Paul Stevens and Sandra 
Day O'Connor.

But then, it wasn't the flrst time O'Connor had provided 
surprises. Appointed by President Reagan in 1981 to replace 
Potter Stewart, she came out of Barry Goldwater's Arizona 
and was expected to be a reliable conservative. She became, 
instead, a staunchly independent swing vote. Yes, she was a 
conservative, but she was anything but predictable. 

That, along with a keen legal mind, made her an admired 
justice. ... Both the Senate and Bush would be wise in the 
weeks ahead to remember that O'Connor is regarded so 
warmly not because of the extremist expectations when she 
joined the court, but because of the measured thoughtfulness 
she demonstrated after she got there. 

St. Petersburg (Fla.) Times, on the cost of the war in Iraq: 
In another miscalculation in planning for the Iraq war, the 

Bush administration failed to include suffic.i,ent funding in its 
budget for the number of veterans returning from Iraq and 
Afghanistan who need medical care. The Veterans Affairs 
Administration admitted last week that it had underestimated 
medical costs by $2.6 billion this year and next, prompting 
emergency action by Congress to come up with the money. 
The administration had budgeted for 23,553 veterans who

In 1998, legislators proposed a radical 
change in how proceeds would be spent

Meantime, Victor has been 
quietly mutating himself, tak­
ing on metallic and electro­
magnetic properties that make 
him the virtually indestructible 
megalomaniac Dr. Doom, 
whose first order of business is 
to eliminate the Fantastic Four. 
He doesn't seem to have any 
plans beyond that. 

Tim Story, who made an 
admirable debut with 
"Barbershop" but followed 
with last year's feeble action 
comedy "Taxi," was a curious 
choice to direct. As "Taxi" 
showed, he is not very adept at 
handling action, and the far 
more elaborate stunt 
sequences in "Fantastic Four" 
look choppy and ill-defined. 

The visual effects are car­
toonish. Again, the movie suf-

fers from comparisons to "The 
Incredibles," which had the 
benefit of being a real cartoon, 
its heroes' abilities wilder yet 
till more believable because 

of their animated context. 
The screenplay by Mark 

Frost and Michael France pre­
sents a miserly little personal 
battle between the good guys 
and Doom, leaving no sense 
that anything is at stake other 
than these sideshow freaks 
themselves. 

Relationships among the 
groups are thin and corny, and 
the movie's endless gatherings of 
gawking onlookers continually 
distract. The background crowds 
ham it up so much they collec­
tively deserve a worst-actor prize 
for non-speaking extras. 

After the Brooklyn Bridge 
incident, a mess they indirect­
ly caused, the Fantastic Four 
spent much of the movie 
squabbling like a family in 
group therapy gone horribly 
wrong. They knock each other 
about with no regard to the 
safety of others, begging the 
question, are these super­
heroes more trouble than 
they're worth? 

Of course, the movie has 
the obligatory set up for a 
sequel. Let's hope this misfit 
family decides to part compa­
ny before it comes to that.

FRANKFORT - A special 
grand jury indic£ed three of 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher's subordi­
nates, including his deputy 
chief of staff, on various mis­
demeanor charges, including 
criminal conspiracy and politi­
cal discrimination. 

Dick Murgatroyd, Fletcher's 
deputy chief of staff and fonner 
deputy transportation secretary, 

• )was indicted Wednesday on 
allegations of political discrim­
ination, criminal conspiracy 
and violating state employees' 
rights. Cory Meadows, execu­
tive director of transportation 
enhancement programs; and 
Dan Druen, a Transportation 
Cabinet commissioner, were 
also indicted on misdemeanor 
political discrimination and 
criminal conspiracy charges. 
Druen had previously been 
indicted on other misdemeanor 
charges related to the investiga­
tion. 

• · "These indictments allege 
specific violations in regard to 
specific personnel actions that 
occurred involving employees 

tern, despite enormous proof 
that previous administrations 
had merit patronage systems in 
place," Blanton said. 
"Providing a level playing field 
of opportunity for all 
Kentuckians has obviously 
made some people uncomfort­
able." 

Since the probe began, 
investigators in the Kentucky 
Bureau of Investigation - an 
arm of the attorney general's 
office - have carried out 
search warrants at the offices of 
various top-level administra­
tors including Fletcher's for­
mer and current chiefs of staff. 
Investigators have left the state 
Capitol and other government 
office buildings with boxes of 
documents and items including 
computers and Blackberry 
devices, which are wireless 
handheld units that include a 
cell phone and e-mail access. 

Murgatroyd was charged 
Wednesday with 16 counts of 
political discrimination, two 
counts of violating the rights of 
a state employee and one count 
of criminal conspiracy. Druen 
was charged Wednesday with 
nine counts of political dis-

crurunation and one count of 
criminal conspiracy. Meadows 
was charged wilh five count of 
political discrimination and 
one count of criminal conspira­
cy. 

One indictment alleges 
Murgatroyd violated the rights 
of two state employees by 
influencing their transfers 
within state government. The 
indictment claims Murgatroyd 
played a role in transferring 
merit system employees Jerry 
D. Gritton and Scotty Fugate 
for no reason. Fugate eventual­
ly retired because of the move, 
according to the indictment. 

Another indictment claims 
Murgatroyd, Druen and 
Meadows committed political 
discrimination in the "appoint­
ment of Marjorie Ann Stewart 
to a position in the state classi­
fied (merit) service." 

Murgatroyd's attorney, Jack 
Smith, said his client would 
plead not guilty to the charges. 

"I personally am disappoint­
ed at the indictment," Smith 
said in a phone interview. "This 
is not the Dick Murgatroyd that 
I know." 

When Murgatroyd appeared 
within the Transportation------------------------­
Cabinet," prosecutor Scott 
Crawford-Sutherland told 
reporters at the Franklin 
County courthouse. 

The indictments cap two 
days of work this week by the 
Franklin County special grand 
jury investigating allegations 
that the Fletcher administra­
tion has based personnel deci-

1 System on politics rather than 
candidates ' qualifications. 
That system was established 
in 1960 to insulate rank-and­
file employees from political 
influence.

Nighbert and Deputy 
Secretary Jim Adams were 
each previously indicted on 
misdemeanor charges they 
conspired to fl.re the cabinet's 
deputy inspector general, 
Mike Duncan. Duncan was a 
Democrat and supported 
Democrat Ben Chandler -
Fletcher's opponent in the 
2003 gubernatorial election. 

Fletcher, Kentucky's fust 
Republican governor in more 
than 30 years, has said the

motivated. He said Stumbo 
wants to run against him for 
governor. Stumbo has coun­
tered that the allegations were 
brought to his office. 

Fletcher spokeswoman 
Carla Blanton on Wednesday 
called the indictments "a trav­
esty of justice" and said the 
admirustration would review 
the charges. It would be "inap­
propriate" to comment on 
their substance, she said.

Churchill Downs to sell l-Wllywood Park; 
racing to continue for at least 3 years

LOS ANGELES - Churchill 
Downs Inc. announced that it 
will sell historic Hollywood 
Park and surrounding acreage 
at the Inglewood racetrack to 
Bay Meadows Land Co. LLC 
for $260 million in cash. 

The deal, announced 
Wednesday, is expected to 
close in late September. 

Bay Meadows Land Co. will 
buy the land and· facilities at the 
67-year-old track and assume 
management of racing operations 
for a minimum of three years. 
BMLC also owns Bay Meadows 
racetrack in Northet:n California. 

Terrence Fancher, president 
of BMLC, said the company 
plans to apply for a license 
from the California Horse Rac­
ing Board to continue racing at 
Hollywood Park. 

"We love the racing busi­
ness," he said in a conference 
call. "We stepped up to pur­
chase Hollywood Park in the 
hope we can prolong the life of 
this great asset." 

At the same time, Fancher 
said BMLC "will seek alterna­
tive uses for the current rac~­
track site, in collaboration with 
the city of Inglewood, in the 
event that our best efforts are 
unable to improve the underly­
ing economics of rhe horse rac­
ing industry and to stem the tide 
of horses leaving the state." . 

That could mean turning the 
track into a commercial and 
residential development after 
2008 if California lawmakers 
don't make commitments to 
racing, Fancher warned. 

"It would be tragic to see 
racing fall off the landscape in 
California," he said. "Governor, 
you can do something about it." 

The track's 238-acre site 
near Los Angeles International 
Airport is believed to have sig­
nificant real estate value. 

BMLC is owned by Stock­
bridge Real Estate Fund LP, a 

private partnership formed to 
invest in real estate. Stock­
bridge bought Bay Meadows in 
1997 and announced plans to 
replace the track with a mix of 
residential and commercial 
development, but the track is 
still operating. 

Fancher said money won't 
be taken away from Bay Mead­
ows to operate Hollywood Park. 

Hollywood Park's future 
had been in doubt since Febru­
ary, when Churchill Downs Inc. 
announced it was exp1oring 
options for the track. 

CDI has been disappointed 
with the track's financial per­
formance since buying the 
facility in 1999 for $140 mil­
lion from then-owner Holly­
wood Park Inc., which now 
does business as Pinnacle 
Entertainment Jnc. 

Pinnacle will continue to 
operate the Hollywood Park 
Casino under a long-term lease. 

''The transaction will put 
Hollywood Park in the hands of 
an owner that is already active 
in California racing with a 
strong interest in finding solu­
tions to the many competitive 
challenges in that jurisdiction," 
said Thomas Meeker, CDI's 
president and chief executive 
officer. 

Meeker said CDI bowed out 
after three years in California 
beeause of soaring worker!s .,:-
compensation costs and staoe 
policy "that seems to have f~ 
saken racing." tf. 

Attendance at HoUywoOtt 
Park began declining in the 
1990s, when competition from 
Indian casinos, lotteries and 
Internet and simulcast wagering 
started siphoning off live bettors. 

Weekday racing attracts 
only a few thousand people to 
the track, while weekend atten­
dance might reach 10,000. 

"The racing industry in Cal­
ifornia needs help if it's going 
to survive," Fancher said. "We 
have gone from being the 
absolute leader in the racing 

industry to a state that bas fall­
en behind." 

He pointed out that purses 
are bigger in other states, cau~lit 
ing trainers, owners and bree<:F-" 
ers to flee California or scale 
back operations here. 

Some U.S. tracks have bol­
stered purses by installing slot 
machines. 

Fancher urged Gov. Arnold 
Schwarznegger and the state 
Legislature to give racing !he 
tools it needs to survive in Cal­
ifornia, including installing 
video lottery terminals at Hol­
lywood Park. 

"If that was done, everything 
would be different," Fancher 
said. "There are 60,000 people~) 
in this industry (in California) 
that would benefit. and it 
wouldn't harm anybody." 

The deal calls for CDI to 
have an option to reinvest in 
Hollywood Park should signifi­
cant alternative gaming or gam­
ing subsidies occur. 

If BMLC is granted a racing 
license and racing dates are 
approved, the company plans to 
invest $5 million in repairing 
Hollywood Park's much­
maligned turf course and other 
improvements. 

Fancher said most of ~ 
current employees will have 
jobs for at least another three 
years. Track president Rick 
Baedeker will stay on, roo. 

CDI's flagship track is 
Churchill Downs in Louisville, 
Ky., home of the Kentucky 
Derby. It also owns tracks in 
Florida, illinois, Indiana and 
Louisiana. 

Hollywood Park opened in 
1938, financed by such glitzy 
investors as studio chief Jack Warn­
er, AI Jolson, Walt Disney, Bing 
Crosby and Samuel Goldwyn. • 

The track is located 11 miles 
southwest of downtown Los 
Angeles. It offers live thorough­
bred racing during its spring­
summer meet from April 22-
July 17, and during its autumn 
meet from Nov. 9-Dec. 19.

It's a good bet that similarly 
obscure players will sit at the 
final table this year and that one 
of them, rather than the many 
touring pros competing from 

• around the world, will capture 

the largest prize in the game's 
hi tory. 

Phil Ivey may be the favorite 
- sports books in Las Vegas list 
him at about 400-1 - but there 
are too many players and there's 
too much luck involved over a 
relatively short span to pick 
anyone with much confidence. 

"I could pick 20 players and, 
mathematically, it's much more 
likely than not that none of them 
are at the fmal table," Raymer 
said. 

That would include Ivey, Phil 
Hellmuth, Howard Lederer and 
sister Annie Duke, Poker Hall of 
Famers Doyle Brunson and John­
ny Chan and other top players 
such as 2000 champ Chris Fergu-

son and the man he beat at the 
final table, TJ. Cloutier, along 
with young gun Daniel Negre­
anu and Antonio Esfandian. 

Those who have won the 
coveted championship bracelet 
are lucky and good, and for 
some the World Series has for­
ever altered their lives. Money­
maker's life has changed dra­
matically since he won in 2003. 

He quit his job nine months 
after winning the World Series, 
then went througb a divorce. 
"My wife didn't marry a poker 
player," he sltid. He fell in love 
with another woman and remar­
ried. He bought a new hou e in 
Nashville, Tenn., and started 
two companies. Moneymaker 
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Gaming, a chip company, and 
the Chan-Moneymaker Acade­
my, a chain of poker chools 
with the Conner champion. 

Now, at 29, Moneymaker 
says "there arc days I wake up 
and I can't believe what's hap­
pened." 

The burly, 41-year-old 
Raymer, too, bas seen his life 
shift in good and bad ways. He 
also left his day job behind to 
follow the poker trail. making a 
career out of what had been a 
emiprofessional passion. 

"AU the travel is the biggest 
change I feel on a daily basis," 
he said. 'Tm on the road 75 

percent of the time, traveling 
from one major poker tourna­
ment to another, representing 
PokerStars.com, doing appear­
ances at various charity and cor­
porate events. I like everything 
except the time away from my 
family. I don't get to ee my 
wife and 8-year-old daughter as 
much as I would prefer." 

On the scarier side of fame 
and fortune, Raymer found him­
self the target of an attempted 
robbery :u gunpoint at the Bella­
gio in Las Vegas last December. 

''They grabbed me as l was 
entering my room and were try­
ing to push me in." he aid. 
'They had duct tape, so they 
were presumably going to tie 

rs 
me up and rob me. The way it 
played out, I had no choice. I 
couldn't cooperate. My whole 
decision was what was most 
likely to keep me alive." 

Like a true poker champion, 
he considered the odds of the 
bad hand he'd been dealt and 
decided to fight back until his 
assailant fled. Two suspects 
have since been arrested and are 
scheduled to go on trial in Sep­
tember. 

That incident aside, the affa­
ble Raymer has enjoyed his ud­
dcn rock star-like status, signing 
autographs and chatting with 
fans wherever he goes. 

The same could happen to 
any of the players, even those 
with no serious hopes of win­
ning, such as BjiJ Barnett, the 
64-year-old mayor of Naples, 
Fla. He also qualified on Poker­
Stars.com, winning a $160 dou­
ble shootout against 80 other 
players. His prize was a seat at 
the World Series, worth 
$10,000, plus $1,000 in his 
online account and hotel 
expenses for nine nights. 

"It's doubtful I'm going to 
make it through nine nights," he 
said. "It's just a thrill to be able 
to say, 'Hey, I was there and I 
got to play in it and I earned my 
seat.' My kids and grandkids all 
think it's hysterical."

'Tm terribly disappointed.'' 
said Mayor Michael Bloomberg, 
who viewed the bid campaign as 
a part of New York's resilient 
recovery from the terror attack. 
of Sept. 11. 200 I. 

He and fellow delegates. 
clearly dejected at a post-elec­
tion news conference. said it 
was too soon to say \\-hether the 
city would try again for the 
2016 Olympic , which could 
well be awarded to the United 
States for the fir t time incc the 
Atlanta Games in 1996. 

"We had everything going 
for us,' ' Bloomberg said. ''It was 
a unique opportunity for New 
York. ... 1 don't know what' 
going to happen down the road." 

During his remarks to the 
IOC before the vote. Bloomberg 
had pointedly noted that cruciaJ 
deals for public funding and 
land - including the propo ed 
Olympic Village site in Queen 
- were valid only for this bid. 

"We had a unique ct of cir­
cum tance . I think this was our 
moment,"' said Dan Doctoroff. 
New York's deputy mayor and 
founder of the bid campaign 
back in 1994. 

PeLer Ueberroth. president of 
the U.S. Olympic Committee, 
said New York - despite it 
energetic campaign - would not 
gain any special tatu. if it 
entered the race to be the U. . 
candidate for 20 16. 

"We will have a new proce s 
for the next four years,"' he aid. 

"We'll open it up." 
Just a month ago; New 

York's bid seemed in disarray 
when its main stadium plan col­
lapsed. But officials quickly 
came up witl!.a new jdea and 
were elated earlier Wednesday 
by the warm reception to its pre­
sentation, which tres ed New 
York's long tradition of wel­
coming the world and it 
response after Sept. 11. 

"If they gave the award based 
on presentation. we would have 
won," Bloomberg said. 

Only Mo cow was ousted 
sooner than New York. Madrid 
oon followed, and London thc.;n 

defeated Pari to win the Game . 
''I wi h London well.·· 

Bloomberg said - but then 
expre · ed hope that U.S. ath­
letes would win every single 
medal at the 2012 Games. 

He and other delegates said 
they· were not sure why New 
York fared so poorly - whether 
it was a mix of factors or orne 
pecific doubt uch as the stadi­

um controversy or a perception 
of lukewarm local support. 

"Tr's very difficult to analyze," 
aid Sen. Hillary Rodham Clio­

ton, one of the peaker during 
the pre entation. 'Tm not going 
to be looking into the mind of 
anyone who cast a vote." 

In New York' Rockefeller 
Center. a planned victory G:ele­
bration turned into an outdoor 
wake. 

"Everybody seems di ap­
pointed," aid Nick Palricka , a 
painter from HuntingiOn, on 
Long Island, who came into 
Manhattan for the occasion. 
"Economically, we' d have a 
brand DC\\ stadium and a lot of 
people will come to vi it.'' 

In questions after the Singa­
pore presentation, one lOC 
member noted that New York 
fared worst among the five bid­
ding cities in term of public 

support for the games in an 
JOC-conducted surve:Y. 

Bloomberg responded that 
the poll was taken while the city 
was still debating the controver-
ial plan for a new Olympic sta­

dium in Manhattan. He contend­
ed that upport for the games 
bad risen since the Manhattan 
plan was rejected by state law­
makers and replaced by plans 
for a new stadium in Queens. 

"Qur cicy need these games 
in 2012," Bloomberg had told the 
IOC. He then evoked the Sept. 11 
attacks, which happened shortly 
before he wa elected. 

"In our city' darkest hour, 
we asked ourselves, 'Can we 
recover?"' he said. "New York­
ers stood up then and said. 'Yes, 
we can recover, we will rebuild 
and we mu t continue to wel­
come everyone.' That spirit will 
be given to your games." 

New York's presentation 
began with a video featuring an 
array of residents praising the 
city in a variety of accents. 
Later. foreign athletes and 
coaches, as well as American 
Olympians, extolled the joys of 
competing in the city, and the 
video ended with an athlete run­
ning tluough New York' 
street , bearing an Olympic 
torch that finally merged with 
the Statue of Liberty' torch. 

President George W. Bush, 
who unlike rival government 
leaders did not travel to Singa­
pore, appeared on video to call 
1 ew York "an amazing city" 
and pledge full federal support 
for security and visa logistics. 

An1ong the dozen of present 
and fonner Olympian on hand to 
support New York's bid, the best 
known by far wa Muhammad 
Ali.

Slow but steady is the plan 
for driver Erin Crocker

Don't expect to see Erin 
Crocker driving a NASCAR 
Nextel Cup car real soon. 

With all the fuss over the 
Indy Racing League's Danica 
Patrick during the past month, 
there had been speculation that 
Crocker's climb to NASCAR's 
pinnacle would be hurried 
along to take advantage of the 
sudden media frenzy abom 
women drivers. 

Not o, ays Ray Evemham, 
head of Evemham Motors ports, 
which hired Crocker last Sep­
tember as part of its driver 
development program. 

The 24-year-old Crocker 
already bas proven her ability 
in sprint car on dirt track , 
winning a race in the highly 
competitive World of Outlaws 
series. But her stock car learn­
ing curve is a steep one. 

"Hey, you're looking at a girl 
who has not run that many times 
on pavement," Evernham said 
before Crocker flni hed seventh 
in an ARCA race at Michigan 
InternationaJ Speedway in mid­
June. "And she's doing a pretty 
good job. But she needs lots of 
laps in a stock car." 

ln her only previous stock 
car start, an ARCA race in 
March at Na hville, Crocker 
won the pole but spun during 
l)le race and fini hed 12th. 

"She ctid a good job at 
ashville," Evernham said. 

"She just made a rookie mis­
take and got up underneath 
Chad Blount and pun out. I've 
got her being really cautious. 

We've got the car set up pretty 
conservative because we don't 
want her spinning out." 

Evernham 's Cup team also 
was running at Michigan, o he 
acted as her spotter in that race. 

"She's a racer and we've 
just got to get her racing some 
more," said Evernham, who 
plans to run Crocker in at least 
three more ARCA races, as 
well as five NASCAR Busch 
Series races, this season. 

"She's doing a good job, 
doing what we ask of her," he 
said. ··r think, some days, she'd 
like me to let the reins out on her 
a little bit faster. We hold her 
back quite a bit. But we're going 
to bring her up slow and make 
ure that when she gets the 

opportunity that she is ready." 
That's OK with Crocker, 

who still races regularly in the 
World of Outlaws as weU as 
running an open-wheel car for 
friend and fellow Evernham 
driver Kasey :Kal!ne's ~e~ in 
the U.S. Auto Club's Silver 
Crown series. 

·'1 would like to go faster. 
because I am a race car driver," 
he said. ..I want things to go 

faster and happen tomorrow. 
But, in talking with Ray, the idea 
i to take it slow and do it right. 

"You can ' t go out there 
before you are ready, because it 
would be a huge mistake. Let' s 
just say Danica went out there 
and had a terrible day in Indy. 
Her reputation probably would 
have been hurt forever. We only 
have one chance, especially 
ince everyone will be watch­

ing us. You can' t blow il. so 
you can' t rush it."' 

Speaking of Patrick - who 
on May 29 became the first 
woman to lead the Indianapolis 
500 and finished fourth, the 
best result by a woman _ 
Crocker is reaping some bene­
fits from those feats. 

"I've probably done more 
interview in the past few 
weeks than I've done all year," 
she said. "I like all the media 
attention.'' 

Crocker, whose nex.t stock 
car start is the ARCA race at 
Kentucky Speedway on Friday, 
is going to get a lot more if she 
keeps improving the way she 
has. 

"It's great that ladies are get­
ting some attention. but Erin is 
going to get attention because 
she's good, not just because 
he's a lady,'' Evemham said. 

"She's probably the mo t tal­
ented lady driver that I've een, 
not that I've worked with that 
many. 

·~~ut . when ,I. g~!. t,C?, wa~~~ 
her drive that print car, he 
amazes me - and I've een 
some good sprint car drivers.'' 

Evemham, who as a crew 
chief mentored Jeff Gordon to 
three of his four Cup tiUes and 4 7 
of his 72 race wins and ha helped 
develop Kahne. 2004' top rook­
ie, into a star, doesn ·t expect 
Crocker to be the lone woman to 
make it in stock car racing. 

'There's no reason they can' t

Real All-Stars stand up and 
say they're sorry when they've 
done sometrung wrong. 

Real All-Stars don 't act like 
Kenny Rogers. 

Of course, Rogers could 
always do the right thing and 
stay home. That would seem out 
of character, though, for a play­
ground bully who tends to 
behave like a 4-year-old who 
just had his favorite toy 
snatched from him. 

Or Bud Selig could show 
some real backbone, ban Rogers

$50,000 flne is stiff puni hment. 
But it's really not. and Roger ' 
chief apologist on the Rangers, 
manager Buck Showalter, 
a!J'eady said he wants to see the 
suspension reduced. 

It sounds like a lot of games, 
but in reality it's only a four­
game suspension because 
Rogers i a tarting pitcher who 
only works every ftfth day. At 
the age of 40, that' s a good mid-
cason rest for someone who 

will still get paychecks worth 
about $400,000 during the time 
he's away from the team. 

The fine? In the real world, 
that would be equivalent to fin­
ing someone making $50,000 a 
year a grand total of $833.33. 

Besides, Rogers could pay that 
off with the $50,000 bonus he 
gets for making the All-Star team.

This is apparently because 
these foods contain vitamins, mineral , 
and other substances that interact with 
special chemicals in your brain called 
neurotransmitters.

Let"s take a look al a rcw of lhe foods 
known to affect moods. Jt"s no secret that 
people who arc tlcprc sed tend to eat 
more carbohydrntcs. That'· because car­
bohydrates rdca'\c insulin, which pro­
duces a rise in the ammo acid llyptophan. 
Tiu cause!. the levels of the neurotrans­
mitter serotonin to rise as well. Increased 
serotonin levels enhance the feeling of 
calmness and help alleviate the hlues. 

Research has shown that two-thirds 
of carbohydrate cra\'crs who experi­
enced anxiety. fatigue. aud depression 
before eating carb. ldt better after­
ward. Ironically. though. eating carbs 
to relieve lhe. c negative feelings is 
only a short-term fix . 

If you're looking to boost your mood 
on a long-tcl1ll b~1s. it"s actually better to 
reduc carb consumption - pruticularly 
refmed carbs like !>ugar. [nstead choose 
whole grain:.. fruiLs. and vegetables. 

For most people. caffeine IS a ··pick-

me-up" that increases alertness. How­
ever, research now shows that for oth­
ers it can have an opposite effect. For 
these people, caffeine can make 
depression worse. ff you're one of 
these caiTeine-sensitive people, culling 
all caffeine out of your diet will greatly 
improve your mood and energy. How­
ever,' it may take up to two weeks 
before you notice any improvement, 
and your symptom may get worse for 
everal days before they get better. 

The role of omega-3 fatty acid in 
depres ion is unclear. While orne 
studies have shown improvements in 
depression with omega-3s, other have 
not. The situation is similar with B vit­
amin . While a number of studies have 
found that those who are depressed 
have lower levels of certain B vitamins 
in their blood, it's not clear if this i a 
cause of depression or a resull of it. 
Research on vitamin D. shows that it 
may help relieve depression in some 
people, e peciaiJy tho e suffering from 

seasonal affcctJvc disorder. or SAD. 
Unfortunately. 1 can' t give you a 

diet that will prevent you Jrom becom­
mg depressed in the future. That's 
be a use diet isn't a cure for depression. 
Dietary changes may. howeveJ, help as 
a supplement to your doctor' recom­
mended treatment plan.
