Lost on the 
keyboard 

First it was transistor radios and then television ets. Then 
it was VCRs and video games. And nowadays, it's home 
computers and cell phones. It seems there is alway some 
new gadget, gizmo or high-tech device against which par­
ents must compete for their children's attention. 

Take computers, for instance. Up to now, a lot of parent 
- including many who come down hard on television and 
video games - have pretty much given home computers a 
"pass'' and said nary a word about how much time their chil­
dren spend staring at screen and poking at keyboards. Some 
probably even tell themselves that these computers are edu­
cational tools, and that the time their children spend with 
them is the equivalent of time doing schoolwork. 

There' one big exception, of course: A lot of parent. are 
rightly concerned that their children not be expo ed, via the 
Internet, to pornography and other material inappropriate for 
minors. Some even block out offensive material or monitor 
what their children are visiting on the web. 

Good for them. But what if it turned out that the real 
problem with children and computers is not what is being 
consumed but rather what's being lost via the consumption? 
That is, what do children lose by pending so much time 
slouching in front of a computer screen or yakking away on 
a cell phone? 

First, exactly how much time are we talking about? It\ 
hard to say. A recent survey of 8- to 18-year-olds by the 
Kaiser Family Foundation found that the total amount of 
media content to which young people are now exposed each 
day has reached 8 1/2 hours. When you factor in multita k­
ing, the study says, the figure gets compressed to 6 J /2 
hours a day. That includes everything from watching televi­
sion to listening to music to playing video games. It al ·o 
includes more than an hour spent on the computer. Another 
report on teenagers and technology released this summer by 
the Pew Internet and American Life Project found that 
teenagers' use of computers has increased significantly in 
the lac:;t five years. More than half of teenage Internet users 
go online daily, up from 42 percent in 2000. No matter how 
you divide it up, this love affair with the electronic media 
represents time that kids aren't using to play outdoors. read 
books or just interact with other human beings. Anyone 
remember face-to-face conversation? And that, according to 
experts in child development, is the real problem. While 
they're engaged in these sedentary and solitary pursuits, 
young people aren't developing their social skills. And with­
out social skills, they might not grow up to be as successful 
in life as they might have otherwise. 

Now that's something we should all be wotTied about. 
Parents should start looking beyond content and limit the 
amount of time their children spend online or otherwise toy­
ing with computers. Someday, their children may thank 
them. And so will the rest of society.

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Tourism promoters finally getting the money they've always wanted

FRANKFORT - For decades, 
tourism officials in Kentucky have com­
plained about the lack of state resources 
Lo entice visitors to the commonwealth. 

Going back to the administration of 
Gov. John Y. Brown Jr., officials insisted 
that promotion dollars more than paid for 
themselves with money spent by tourists. 

There will be huge new dollars this 
year and touri~m promoters say the 
return i already obvious in a new study 
they authorized. But their own figures 
also show t rism jobs aren't exactly 
rop-of-thc-line. 

The 2005 General Assembly 
approved a I percent statewide sales ta:x 
on hotel and motel rooms, which initial 
estimmcs said would generate perhaps $6 
million annually. Proceeds from the flfst 
three months of collections indicates the 
total could be higher. 

"It's the money we've always want­
ed." said Marcheta Sparrow. president of 
the Kentucky Tourism Council. 

The windfall compares to an appro­
pnation of about $800,000 which has 
gone to tourism promotion for each of 
the last several years. 

Now officials have to figure out how 
and where to spend it all. 

Applications from local tourism 
boards and nonprofit attractions are 
being taken until Tuesday. Tourism 
Commissioner Randy Fiveash said he 
hopes the first checks can be sent out in

February 2006. 
The department figures the money could 

go to such things as tourism publications, 
advertisement, brochures, travel show 
expenses, familiarization trips, Internet sites 
and bid fees to bring events to the state. 

The money cannot be used for ordi­
nary expenses at convention and visitor 
bureaus or other recipients, such as 
salaries or paying the light bill. 

"It has to be used for marketing and 
advertising," Fiveash said. 

'That's what we all said would be the 
best use of this money," Sparrow agreed. 
·•we don't want to see it going into any 
kind of bricks and mortar." 

Significantly. the money will only be 
for reimbursements. Local groups will 
have to spend the money first, then the 
state will reimburse up to a fourth or half 
of the cost of an initiative. 

With the proposals still coming in, the 
range of applications and projects is still 
unknown. 

"We're going to have to determine 
who's out there asking for money," 
Fiveash said. 

Under the legislation's directive, the 
money will go back to counties based on 
where it is generated. Thus, Louisville 
and Lexington will get the lion's shares, 
because that's where the hotel rooms are 
located and where the ta:x will be paid. 

But even the 40 counties that do not 
have lodging rooms will get something 
under the fonnula. 

"You may not have a hotel there, but 
you may have an attraction that drives 

that visitor dollar," Fiveash said. 
Sparrow said that was a fair way to 

approach distribution, so long as it does­
n't "get out of proportion." 

According to a study compiled for the 
department, $5.9 billion was spent by 
domestic travelers in Kentucky in 2004. 

In turn, that produced 174,300 jobs 
with $3.3 billion in payroll. Although the 
study did not make the calculation, that 
works out to just under $19,000 per job. 

Though not poverty level wages by 
any means - $9,570 for an individual, 
according to federal figures in 2005 -
tourism jobs are not anywhere close to 
the average wage in Kentucky. 

According to state figures, average 
wages for a Kentuckian in 2004 amount­
ed to $33,135 Federal average wages 
were $39,348. 

Still, Fiveash said tourism investment 
pays dividends greater than any mutual fund. , 

"It's going to give back $10 for what 
you put into it," Fiveash said. "That's 
pretty conservative." 

But just in ca e all that money doesn't 
come in, Fiveash said the local grants 
would be made twice a year, depending 
on income from the new tax. 

And with the new money, Fiveash 
said he expects to find more hands out. 

"We know now we'll be getting appli­
cations from groups that have never 
applied before," Fiveash said. 'They 
knew there wasn't any money before,"

years of age and two to thrcc­
fold for those 65-74. ln each age 
group, women have a greater 
relative mortality risk than do 
men. Approximately 18-20 per­
cent of all deaths between ages 
45-74 in the United States occur 
in people with diabetes. The 
most common cause of death in 
people with diabetes (type I or 
type 2) is cardiovascular dis­
case, which is responsible for 
more than 50% of deaths. The 
acute complications of diabetes, 
such as ketoacidosis. hyperos­
molar state, and hyperglycemia 
are the next most common cause 
of death. representmg ahout 13 
percent. 

People can get diabetes at 
any age. Diabetes is a disease 
that affects sugar metabolism. 
Diabetes occurs when the pan­
creas is not working properly. 
When food is digested in the 
stomach, it is broken down into 
gluco e (a form of sugar). The 
glucose travels in the blood­
stream to the cells of the body. 
providing them with energy. 

The pancrea makes insulin. 
lnsulin is a hormone that helps 
gluco 'e and other nutrients enter 
the cells. When the pancreas 
does not produce enough 
insulin. the body's cells cannot 
get the glucose they need. The 
glucose stays in the bloodstream 
instead of going into the cells. 
That is why blood sugar levels 
arc high. 

Risk factors for the develop 
of diabete. include a family his­
tory of diabetes, being over­
weight, little or no physical 
activity, history of gestational 
diabetes, elevated 
cholesterol/triglycerides. being 
African or Asian American, or 
,being American ltidian. If you 
are at risk for the develop of dia-

betes it is important to get an 
annual screening and he aware 
of the symptoms of diabetes. 
They include: feeling tired, 
thirsty, urinating frequently, 
blurred vi ion, dry skin. tingling 
in feet/legs, and wounds that are 
slow to heal. If you have any of 
these symptoms, it is important 
to see your primary care physi­
cian as soon as possible. 
Diabetes is treatable and the 
complications of diabetes are 
preventable. 

There are typically three 
types of diabetes. Type 1 dia­
betes, formerly insulin depen­
dent diabetes or juvenile dia­
betes. in which the pancreas 
loses it ability to produce 
insulin. The main treatment for 
type 1 diabetes is to inject 
insulin to meet the body's needs. 
In addition, a diet and exercise 
regimen should be followed to 
maintain the best glucose con­
twl pos ible. 

Type 2 diabetes was fonnerly 
known as adult onset diabetes. 
Patients with type 2 diabetes 
have a number of factors that 
result in their condition: 

n The patient's pancreas pro­
duces insulin, but not enough lO 

meet the body's needs, 
n The patient's system may 

be resistant to insulin. or 
n The patient's liver may pro­

duce too much glucose. 
Type 2 Diabetes is treated by 

following a diet and exercise 
program to control blood glu­
cose levels. If this i not com­
pletely successful. oral anti-dia­
betic agents and other medica 
tions can be added to the treat­
ment. Some patients with type 2 
Diabetes take insulin injection. 
ro improve their blood sugar 
levels.

While some pregnant women 
are discovered to actually have 
type 1 or type 2 diabetes. the 
majority are suffering from high 
blood sugar levels that results 
from the body's changes during 
pregnancy. However, it is 
important to note that while this 
problem ends during pregnancy 
in 90-to-95 percent of patients, 
these women have a 50 percent 
risk of developing type 2 dia­
betes later in life. Blood glucose 
monitoring, diet. and exercise 
are very important for women 
with gestational diabetes. 
[nsulin treatment may also be 
necessary in some cases. 

Control and prevention are 
the keys to managing diabetes. 
\1aiutaining a healthy weight 
through diet and exercise is 
important in the prevention and 
management of diabetes. Taking 
prescribed medications, moni­
toring blood sugars. education. 
and routine visits to primary 
physician are also key factor<> in 
the management of diabetes.

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Suit dealing with truck weight limits is dropped

LEXINGTON - A lawsuit 
challenging a Kentucky law that 
allows overweight coal trucks on 
state roads has been dropped by a 
Pike County trucking company. 

The suit, filed in 2004 against 
the state Justice and Public 
Safety Cabinet, had been inac­
tive for months and wa · set for 
automatic dismissal in coming 
weeks. 

An attorney for D.R.T. 
Trucking admitted the suit was 
aimed at pressuring the General 
Assembly last winter lo pass a 
bill thal would have expanded 
the coal industry's weight 
exemption, so trucks hauling 
gravel, sand and other minerals 
also could haul at 60 tons. The 
weight limit is 40 tons. except 
for coal trucks. 

The bill failed after a bitter 
fight in the legislative session. 
The bill and the suit were sup­
ported behind the scenes by 
Leonard Lawson, who domi­
nates eastern Kentucky road 
construction. 

"The lawsuit was a means to 
an end.'' lawyer Jon Woodall of 
Lexington told the Lexington 
Herald-Leader. "There had to be 
a lawsuit to get the legislative 
push we sought." 

D.R.T. Trucking owner 
Dennis Thacker did not return 
calls seeking comment. His 
wife, Donna, who works at 
Lawson's Mountain Enterprises, 
said: "I don't think he's going to 
do anything more." Lawson also 
did not return calls. 

During the 2005 legislative 
session, Lawson's allies in the 
General Assembly warned that 
the lawsuit would force a judge 
to strike down the coal indus­
try's unique weight exemption 

as discmninatory. That would 
reduce coal loads, wreck eastern 
Kentucky's coal-based economy 
and hurt hundreds of families. 
thC) said. 

In an mtcrvicw last spring. 
Lawson said he wanted heavier 
gravel truck weights to help 70 
mdepcndenl truck drivers who 
work for his companies. They 
haul 60-ton loads of coal north 
out of the mountains to Ohio 
Ri .. cr barges. he said. but they 
arc limited to 40-ton gravel 
loads when they drive back 
south to his plants. 

"The only thing I ever 
thought was that the law, as it 
!'.tands. is. very unconstitutional." 
Lawson said. 

In June, Lawson's asphalt 
company sent a letter to Eastern 
Kentucky coumies warning that, 

because of the overweight truck 
bill's defeat, asphalt prices 
would climb. County officials 
complained. but Lawson con­
trols the regional market. 

Legislators and Clllzen­
activists who opposed the bill 
argued that adding more 60-ton 
trucks to the roads would 
increase traffic deaths and road 
damage. 

Last week, opponents said 
they suspected the Pike County 
lawsuit was a ruse to pressure 
the General Assembly, trying to 
make a bad bi II look necessary 
to save the coal industry. 

"I'm shocke{i, shocked I am." 
said a laughing state Rep. Rob 
Wilkey, D-Scottsville. "No, seri­
ously, I'm just a little swprised 
they're being so candid right now." 

With the bill defeated, and 

the suit headed for dismissal, 
eastern Kentucky motorists can 
hope that nobody will try to 
revive the push for 60-ton gravel 
trucks, said Dean and Nina 
Cornett of Letcher County. 

The Cometts lobbied against the 
overweight truck bill alongside 
Kentuckians for the Commonwealth, 
a grass--roots group. 

However, Nina Cornett said 
she wants someone to revive the 
question raised by the suit: Why 
should coal trucks be allowed to 
drive 20 tons heavier than other 
trucks? 

"There is no good reason for 
it," she said. "If this lawsuit had 
proceeded, I think it would have 
ended up striking down the law."

trucks of all kinds, panicularly 
in eastern Kentucky, taking in 
$55,000 in fines last year com­
pared with $2,729 in 2003. 
Howard's crackdown prompted 
the trucking lawsuit and the 
overweight truck bill. 

But Howard said last week he 
had no opinion on repealing the 
coal-truck exemption. 

"We're in the enforcement 
business," Howard said. "We'll 
enforce whatever the rules are." 

Bill Caylor, president of the 
Kentucky Coal Association, 

defended the exemption as nec­
essary for the pay of coal truck­
ers and the overall health of the 
coal industry, which bas come to 
depend on overweight loads. 

Caylor said shrinking coal 
trucks from 60 to 40 tons would­
n't make Kemucky roads any 
safer, because the coal industry 
would have to put 50 percent ~ 
more trucks on the road to com­
pensate. Motorists have to 
decide if they want to face fewer 
60-ton trucks or more 40-ton 
trucks on the highways, he said.

on Thursday. 

The change was needed 
because the original cast-iron 
seal - purchased for $25 by the 
fust Legislature - has become 
brittle and was in danger of 
breaking. Gale said. Its water 

pump-style arm was loose and 
later determined to be broken, 
he ~aid. 

"lt 's remarkable that the 
Secretary of State Office has 
had a working piece of equip­
ment that dates back to the time 
of statehood," Gale said. "The 
seal is probably one of the best 
investments the state has ever 
made." 

The new seal cost $3,560 -
142 times the price of the origi­
nal. 

Its job is to affix documents 
such as deeds and proclamations 
with the official state seal, 
known as the Great Seal of the 
State of Nebraska. The seal, 
which is also on the state flag, 
includes images of a steamboat. 
the Missouri River. the Rocky 
Mountains. a train, a cabin, 
trees. sheaves of wheat. a black­
smith hammering an anvil, and 
the state motto "Equality Before 
The Law.''

Proposal would require students 
to learn foreign language

LOUISVILLE - The state 
Board of Education is consider-

• ing a proposal that would 
require all Kentucky public high 
school students to show profi 
ciency in a foreign language in 
order to graduate. 

The propo~al, which the 
boaro will vot on in December, 
calls for the stricter foreign lan­
guage requirement to be implc­
mcmed by 2010. 

Kentucky doesn't require 
students to take a foreign lan­
guage unless they plan to go to a 
state university. or want to 
receive an honors diploma. 

"We live in a tlat world. It is 
a much more global market, and 
we need to prepare our students 
for that possibility," said 
Thomas Saurer, prestdent of the 
Kentucky World Language 
Association and a world-lan­
guage specialist for Jefferson 
County Public Schools. 

A handful of states already 
rcqui rc students to learn a for­
eign language before they can 
graduate. 

Ten~ a Dawes, who has a 

daughter in eighth grade and a 
son who is a JUnior at EstiU 
County High School, said lhe 
reyuirement wouJd help students 
keep pace in a changing world. 

"If they don't start doing this 
stuff they're not going to film." 
said Daw~:s, whose son took 
Spanish his freshman and 
sophomore years. "They have to 
realize that there' more than 
what we have right here." 

But critics of the proposal 
think the state should focus on 
more "pressing needs in the 
education system." 

"We don't have kids that can 
even read, and yet we· re going 
to emphasi~e a different lan­
guage." said Jim Waters, 
spokesman for the Bluegrass 
Institute, a nonpartisan associa­
tion based in Bowling Green 
that analyzes state and local 
pubUc policy. 

But educators back the plan. 
saying studies have shown that 
students who study a foreign 
language have improved cre­
ative and problem-solving skills 
and score higher on standard­
ized tests. 

Many olher countries, 

including China. Canada and 
Germany. require students to 
learn another language, often 
beginning that instruction in ele­
mentary school. 

"The rest of the world is 
much more adept at other lan­
guages than we arc.'' said 
Dianne Bazcll. assistant vice 
president of academic affairs at 
the Kentucky Council 011 

Postsecondary Education. 
But only a few U.S. states 

have implemented the require­
ments. 

Rhode Island and 
Washington. D.C .. require stu­
dents to take at least two years 
of foreign language in high 
school: New York requires one 
year. which can be taken before 
high school, according to the 
Education Commission of the 
States. 

Texas and New Jersey will start 
requiring high school students to 
take foreign language in 2008. 

For the graduation require­
ment. Kenrucky is looking at 
using a standardized test lhat 
would judge srudents on how 
well they speak, read and write 
the language, Saurer said.

Transportation Cabinet 
Deputy Secretary Jm1 Adams 
told members of the interim 
Transportation Committee on 
Tuesday the agency would sup­
port graduated driver's license 
training. 

On a related topic, the cabi­
net moved slighlly on the mat­
ter of primary enforcement of 
mandatory ~cal bdt legislation. 
Adams said tlw cabinet's up­
pan docs not imply the 
endorsement of Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher. 

The House passed a graduat­
ed driver license bill earlier this 
year. ·'The Senate killed it all 
llu-ce times 1 had it over there," 
Burch said in a telephone inter­
view Tucc;day. 

The defeat put Burch to 
work again, sending out his 
news clippings.

Deputy Transportation 

Secretary Jim Adams noted that 
Kentucky has one of the short­
est trainjng periods in lhe nation 
lo license a new driver.

16-year-old drivers are three 
ttmes more Ukcly to be in a 
crash than even 17-year-olds. 

Senate Transportation 
Committee Chairman Brett 
Guthrie, R-Bowling Green. 
said he is coming around on the 
topic of more training to get a 
license. 

Under Burch's proposal, a 
180-day training period would 
take place for 16-year-olds. 
During that time. they would 
have to complete 60 hours of 
supervised driving. including 
10 hours at night accompanied 
by another licensed driver over 
the age of 2L 

After completion of the per­
mit period, and assuming no 
moving violations. an interme­
diate license would be issued 
for another 180 days. 
Restrictions during that time 
would be no driving from mid­
night to 6 a.m., except under 
limited circumstances, and no 
more than two passengers 
under the age of 18 who are not 
related. 

"All we're restricting is hav­
ing a carload of teenagers dri­
ving through the neighbor­
hood," Guthrie said. 

Primary seat belt enforce­
ment legislation has kicked 
around the legislature for many 
years, but opponents have often 
kept it from even coming to a 
vote. 

Kentucky law requires 
passengers in a vehicle to wear 
seat belts. But police officers 
can only issue a citation for 
violation if the vehicle is 
stopped for another reason, 
what is known as secondary 
enforcement. 

The Kentucky Stale Police 
and others have quietly worked 
for pnmary enforcement legis­
lation for many years, but they 
have been hamstrung because 
gubernatorial administrations. 
including Fletcher's. have 
refused to endorse it. 

Adams was careful in 
revealing the cabinet's new 
position. He did not say any~ 
thing about· it during a fonnal 
presentation to the committee· 
on the cabinet's Legislative 
agenda. He disclosed the topic 
under questioning from 
reporters after the meeting and 
said the cabinet would support 
primary enforcement legisla­
tion if it was introduced. He 
referred questions about 
Fletcher's position to the gov­
ernor's office. 

A spokeswoman for Fletcher 
indicated he too may be recon­
sidering his earlier posit,on and 
will check on legislative sup­
port for a seat bell law. In the 
past, Fletcher has said he sup­
ports seat belt use but not pri­
mary enforcement legislation.

PGA Tour looking for 
its own World Series

PONTE VEDRA BEACH. 
Fla. - For almost 50 years. the 
golf cason has been deftned by 
four major championships that 
start in April with the Masters 
and end in August with the 
PGA Championshjp. 

What the PGA Tour wants is 
a World Series, its own version 
of a Fall Classic. 

Tour commissioner Tim 
Finchem is pulling together the 
final pieces of a radical shift in 
the schedule to feature a shorter 
season and a points race that 
intensifies after the majors. The 
plan is for three blockbuster 
events to quality for lhe Tour 
Championship, with 'perhaps a 
$10 million payoff to the winner. 

Multipll.! sources involved in 
the discU!').ion. all speaking on 
condition of anonymit) 
because the changes have not 
been announced, say the three 
tournaments will be the 
Barclays Classic in New York, 
the Deutsche Bank 
Championship outside Boston 
and the Western Open in 
Chicago. 

Still undecided is a title 
sponsor for the Western Open, 
with Chrysler in negotiations 
over the weekend. 

Finchem will give his ''State 
of the Tour" on Wednesday at 
the Tour Championship, 
although he might only be able 
to provide an outline of the pro­
posed changes. 

"I'm not quite sure wllltt I'm 
going to say," Fincbem said in 
an interview. "We've got so 
many things going on. Given 
where we are, on the brillk of 
going to TV (negotiatio~). I 
don't want to mislead anyone. 
But I want to give folks a broad 
sense of what we're looking at." 

A PGA Tour source said 
Finchem might be in position to 
announce The Players 
Championship moving from 
the end of March to the begin­
ning of May, which would give 
golf a major event every month 
from April to August. 

The changes are designed to 
put some sizzle into the end of 
the year, when TV ratings 
plumme~·~ golf struggles to 
compete 'ainst football. 

Finchem believes golf can 
hold its ·own in September 
when football is just getting 
started, and would fare much 

better than in early November 
when the Tour Champl>nship 
typically is held. He was 
inspired by higher ratings the 
last two monlhs at the 
Presidents Cup, which came down 
to the final match, and the 
American E.xprcss Championship.

L It created the Vantage 
l.llampionship in 1986, which 
offered a $1 million purse -
enormous in those days - along 
with a $500,000 bonus to the 
winner of a season·long points 
competition. Also available was 
a $25,000 bonus for leading each 
of the nine statistical categories. 

The event was tweaked a 
year later. The Nabisco 
Championship - the precw-sor 
to the Tour Championship -
again offwed massive prize 
money an'! a c:t:parate payoff 
for the points race. only all the 
money counted as official. 

"When it frrst was played in 
1987. it was a huge deal,' ' said 
Curtis Strange, whose playoff 
victory over Tom Kite at 
Pebble Beach in the 1988 
Nabisco determined the money 
title and made him golf's first 
$1 million man. 

"It was done to help the 
fields at the end of the year.'' he 
said. "The top players didn't 
play any more than th(iy would 
have. But guys from Cf'ios.) 25 
to 50 did e~ei?'~g ;in their 
power to get m tt: 

The Tour Chan1pionship has 
lost some of i buzz in recent 
years. Its prize oney. $6.5 mil­
lion this year, 1S Jess than the 
World Golf Championships

more than tournaments such as 
the Wachovia Championship. 
Plus, the Tow- Championship has 
not decided player of the year 
seven out of the last 10 years.

Woods already has won two 
majors. two World Golf 
Championships and bas 
clinched the money liUe. One 
source privy to the discussio 
said under the new model, 
points would be adjusted after 
the PGA ChampiOnship so that 
up to 70 players would stilt 
have a chance to qualify for the 
Tour Championship and win 
the points chase. 

The source said the latest 
proposal is for the points race 
to start at the season-opening 
Mercedes Championships and 
run through the PGA 
Championship. Then, points 
would be staggered for the final 
month of the ·eason, much like 
NASCAR's Chase for the 
h . h' • c amptons tp. 

The Bridgestone Invitational 
at Firestone would switch to the 
week before the PGA 
Championship instead of the 
week after. That means players 
like Woods or Phil Mickelson 
might have to compete in six 
events in seven weeks. 

"We kind of have to if you 
want to have a chance of the 
playoff system, especially 
toward the end of the year," 
Woods said. "If you're playing 
well, you're going to have to 
play them all." 

Woods has met with 
Finchem at least four times this 
year, and presumably has 
signed off on the changes. 

The one fear about change is 
getting rid of tournaments that 
have languished in the fall with 
bad fields and low TV ratings. 
But as the tour gets closer to its 
finished product, it appears 
more likely that those events 
will be played after the Tour 
Championship and give some 
players a chance to still finish 
in the top 125 and keep their 
cards. ln fact, two sources sai 
the tpw- might add an event in 
Northern California, and a title 
sponsor already has been 
found. 

It's all part of a plan to make 
golf compelling beyond the 
fow- majors. 

"There has always been this 
challenge, having as long a sea­
son as we have, trying to defme 
it for the ' fan," Finchem said. 
"The real~m the other sports 
find it eas~ is because their sea­
son is always about the end. We~ 
need a culminating event that's 
special, and that you have to 
play hard to get into.''

Arliss Beach and Rafael 
Uule combined for 239 yards 

from scrimmage for Kentucky, 
which snapped a four-game los­
ing streak - and gave embattled 
coach Rich Brooks a boost -
with a 13-7 win over 
Mississippi State. 

Little scored on an 8-yard 
touchdown run in the second 
quarter and Taylor Begley 
added field goals of 35 and 33 
yards for Kentucky (2-5, 1-3 
Southeastern Conference), 
which recorded its first win this 
season over a Division I-A 
opponent. 

"A win is a win and a win is 
a win is a win," Brooks said. 
''I'm just really happy our play­
ers get to enjoy a victory and I 
think this is the closest thing to 
60 minutes we· ve played all 
year long." 

Mississippi State (2-6. 0-5) 
bas lost eight straight SEC 
games and 20 straight confer­
ence road games, dating to a 
November 2000 win at 
Kentucky. The Bulldogs have 

lost five straight overall since 
beating Tulane on Sept. 17. 

Mississippi State lost despite 
another record-setting game by 
halfback Jerious Norwood. The 
senior ran for l21 yards on 20 
carries to become the school's 
leading career rusher, finishing 
with 2,888 yards. Walter Packer 
held the record with 2,820 yards 
from 1973 through 1976. 

Norwood also tied another 
school record, held by Packer 
and James Johnson, with his 
12th career 100-yard game. 
Four of those games have come 
against Kenrucky, but 
Mississippi State won onJy one 
of those four. 

Mississippi State coach 
Sylvester Croom had strong 
words about his team. 

''I thought our effort, the way 
we came out in the first half, 
was absolutely pathetic," 
Croom said. "We didn't play 
with any hope, passion, desire, 
pride or anything in the first 

half. This is the first time I've 
been embaaassed, because of 
that first half. 

"Tbe bottom line is that we 
have some guys that winning is 
not important to." 

Little, the SEC's leader in 
all-purpose yards, rushed 24 
times for 114 yanJs, caught four 
passes for 44 yards and added 
89 yards on six punt rerurns. He 
is the first player to rush for 
more than 100 yards against the 
Bulldogs this season. Beach had 
81 yards rushing on 14 carries. 

"We set a goal of 200 yards 
and we were off by five,'' Beach 
said. 

The tailbacks complimented 
quarterback Andre Woodson, 
who completed 13-of-27 passes 
for 141 yards despite battling 
the flu. 

Kentucky led 13..0 midway 
through the third quarter after 
Begley's second field goal, 
which came at the end of a 12-
play, 82-yard drive that started 

after Wesley Woodyard recov­
ered a fumbled snap by 
Mississippi State quarterback 
Michael Henig at the Wildcats' 
4. 

"We get that one in and the 
whole game changes," Croom 
said. 

The Bulldogs answered with 
their onJy scoring drive of the 
game, covering 76 yards. 
Brandon Thornton scored his 
frrst career touchdown on a 19-
yard run with 4:47 left in the 
third quarter. 

Mississippi State threatened 
again midway through the 
fourth quarter, driving from its 
own 1 to the Kentucky 9 before 
Adam Carlson pushed a 26-yard 
field-goal attempt wide right 
with 7:55left. The Bulldogs had 
two more possessions but didn't 
cross midfield again. 

"It's been a tough year for us 
in a lot of ways," Brooks said. 
"The worst part was that there 
wasn't a lot of positive rein-

forcement for the effort lhcse 
guys have put forth - genuine 
blood-and-guts effort. They're 
laying it on the line every week 
and they delivered tonight." 

Kentucky led 10-0 at 
time, the first time lhe Wildcats 
owned a halftime lead all sea­
son. 

After two ineffective series 
to start the game by Omarr 
Conner, Croom switched to 
Henig, who completed 16-of-31 
passes for 200 yards. 

••It wasn't hard at all." 
Croom said of the switch. 'The 
decision was if I was going to 
start (Conner).

The seven points allowed by 
Kentucky was the fewest scored 
by an SEC opponent since the 
Wildcats gave up five in a win 
over Louisiana State on Oct. 16, 
1999. The 20 total points 
Kentucky allowed Ole Miss and 
Mississippi State is the lowest 
two-game total for the Wildcats 
since that same year, when they 
beat South Carolina 30-1 0 a week 
before the 31-5 win over LSU. 

Kentucky coach Rich Brooks 
praised his defensive linemen, 
whom he said posted their best 
collective performance of the 
season. B. Jay Parsons had three 
pass breakups - an unusually 
high total for a defensive end -
and his backup.

$30-40 million range. If correct, 
that makes him lhe highest-paid 
member of the college fraterni­
ty, even though Weis is barely 
through rush week. And if that 
sounds like rapid advancement, 
consider 10 months ago he was 
barely a blip on Notre Dame's 
radar screen. 

But lhen the dominoes fell 
his way in quick succession. 
First. Steve Spurrier spurned 
Florida and opted to resurrect 
his reputation at South Carolina 
instead. And then Urban Meyer, 
who seemed destined at birth to 
one day become the coach at 
Notre Dame - and even had an 
"out" clause in his contract at 
Utah for just such a contingency 
- turned down an offer from the 
Golden Domers and latched 
onto tbe Florida gig instead. 

The only person who wasn't 
surprised at the time, apparent­
ly, was Meyer's father, Bud. He 
told a newspaper a few days 
before his son officially 
became Gator bait, "Unless 
he's still drawn to the aura of 
Notre Dame. the better job is 
Florida. ... If you go where you 
can't win, you won't be coach­
ing long." 

Spurrier and Meyer both 
proved again Saturday they can 
still win, even though it's not 
quite as often as they'd like. 
The old ball coach scraped 
together just enough offense to 
beat up an old patsy in 
Tennessee. The new ball coach, 
meanwhile, throttled back his 
ambitious spread option and 
got his season pointed in the 
right direction with an upset of 
Georgia. 

But Weis had a better week­
end than either, even though the 
Fighting Irish enjoyed a bye. 

"It is important when you 
are doing things like this," he 
said. after signing the new deal, 

.. to set your priorities. What is 
the most important thing? For 
those that know me, they know 
the more important thing to me 
is my family and being true to 
your word. 

.. I have been both good to 
my family and true to my word 
at the same time," Weis added, 
"without this being about 
money." 

Noble as that sounds, it's not 
entirely correcL Weis was mak­
ing a handsome living as an 
NFL assistant - arguably the 
best offensive coordinator in 
the game _ working for Bill 
Belichick and the Patriots. Still, 
it wasn't this kind of money. 
and maybe not even this kind of 
security. 

' But the speed wit!J whlch 
Notre Dame doubled Weis' 
five-year deal should make a 
few beads spin. For one thing, 
rumors that he was being 
wooed by the NFL were hardly 
more than that at this point. For 
another, the people in charge 
beneath the Golden Dome are 
still paying plenty for terminat­
ing Willingham after three sea­
sons of a lucrative 6-year deal. 

''In a very short period of 
time, Charlie has clearly and 
impressively demonstrated the 
ability to take the Notre Dame 
program where we all want it to 
go," athletic director Kevin 
White said. ''Whether you talk 
about on-field results, off-the­
field understanding of the 
Notre Dame athletics and acad­
emic culture, recruiting. public 
relations or any other area, 
Charlie already bas indicated 
that he possesses the abilities to 
position our program to com­
pete at the elite !eve! of college 
football." 

It took almost 30 years for 
Weis to transition from Notre 
Dame student to distant admir­
er to head coach. but only a few 
months to prove he grasps the 
unique demands of the job. He 
can dazzle- whether serving as 
master of ceremonies at the pep 
rallies, parrying questions at 
news conferences. or out on the 
recruiting rrail, Even his retro 
look - brush cut and generous 
waistline - fits. 

Still. Notre Dame is expect­
ing more than appearances for 
that kind of cash. The decision 
to lock up Weis for the long 
haul most likely was sealed 
during the heartstopping loss to 
top-ranked and unbeaten 
Southern Cal two weeks ago. 
But moral victories don't count· 
much with We is and they'll get 
old with his bosses soon 
enough. 

And if you don't think 
they're expecting a return on 
their money, consider some­
thing else: Right uow, the 
Fighting Irish are 5-2 and 
squarely in contention for a 
BCS bowl. Under the current 
contract, qualifying as an at­
large team means Notre Dame 
picks up a cool $14 million and 
shares it with no one. Next 
year, in the fust year of a new 
BCS pact. that figure drops to 
$4.5 million. 

''When I came here." W is 
said Sunday, "the thought of 
people thinking that I was here 
for a short time fu, those type 
of things do affect me. It is very 
important for me to be loyal to 
this university." 

The Irish, too. expect1Uili to 
stay for a long time. and win. 
But make no mistake - the 
sooner, the better.

"I don't feel any pressure,"

Muhatnmad Ali Center 
celebrates life of 'The Greatest'

LOUISVILLE - The rela­
tionship between lhis city and 
native son Muhammad Ali 
always comes back to a story of 
the brash Olympic boxing 
champ. then k.no\\ n as Cassius 
Clay. Lossing his 1960 gold 
medal into the Ohio River in 
disgust over entrenched racism. 

But the story may be apoc­
ryphal -Ali later rold friends he 
simply misplaced the medal -
and as the years passed 
Louisville and Ali eventually 
came to appreciate each other. 

Now, Ali's hometown is 
ready to unveil a lastmg tribute. 
a museum celebrating the life 
of one of the 20th century's 
most recognizable figure ·. 

The Muhammad Ali Center 
opens Nov. 21. chronicling the 
life of "The Greatest" inside 
and outside the ring. emphasiz­
ing hi$ peaceful value and 
vision of global tolerance. and 
setting the record straight about 
that infamous gold medal. 

"People will be surprised 
when they visit the Ali center." 
said museum spokes\\oman 
Jeanie Kahnke. "Many people 
only know of Ali as a boxer and 
a three-time heavyweight 
champion of the world. What 
they may not know about him 
is how he has been a charitable 
individual for most of his life. 
That has only grown since he 
has retired from the ring."

Ah. now 6 ~ and hauling 
Parkinson's Diseac;e, is expected 
to attend a star-studded opening 
gala Nov. 19, along with celebri­
ties Will Smith.

The event 
is attracting guests from 
England, Nc\\ Zealand.

"There are very few in the 
world who affect people the 
way Ali docs," Kahnke said. 
"We've heard from people who 
arc suffering from discru cs and 
young kids who were born 15 
years after Ali's last fight. Ali 
gives them the strength to 
achieve their own goals and 
fight for their own beliefs." 

Ali retired in 1981 with a 56-
5 record, 37 knockouts and an 
Olympic gold medal. By then. 
the legendary fighting career 
was only part of his story. 

He became the world's best ­
known Muslim, took a peaceful 
stand against the Vietnam War 
that cost him his heavyweight 
title and has worked in his later 
years as a United Nations peace 
ambassador. helping raise 
awareness and money for the 
world's poorest nation .. 

Organizers broke ground on 
the $75 million, 93.000-squarc­
foor project in 2002. Experts on 
the Vietnam War. Islam. civil 
rights and other areas helped 
create a center related intimate­
ly to Ali's life. Some of the 
exhibits were reviewed by long­
time Ali coach Angelo Dundee 
and biographers Robert Lipsyte 
and Thomas Hauser. 

"When you think about box­
ing, you jus I ~ee lhe alhlete on a 
slage.'' said curator Susan 
Shaffer Nahmias. ''For many 
years, Ali's story stopped at the 
ring. This center shows a pic­
ture of Ali through a \'Oice that 
isn't a sports writer.'' 

Numerous exhibits highlight 
parts of Ali's life often buried 
beneath his athletic prowess. 

One exllibit aim. to set lhc 
record straight about the story 
in Ali's autobiography of him 
flinging his light heavyweight 
Olympic gold medal into the 
river. His since-denied tory 
says he tossed the medal in dis~ 
gust over continued racism in 
his hometown after he was 
refused service in a restaurant 
and harassed by a group of 
racist motorcyclists. 

Other displays recall the 
lighting of the Olympic flame 
at the 1996 Atlama Games, 

when a trembling Ali hoisted a 
golden torch a: spectators fran­
tically clicked cameras and 
stood to give him a loud, emo­
tional ovation. 

"He held the torch with the 
world watching and, somehow. 
his disability enhanced his per­
sona." said Tom Owen. a 
Louisville historian and profes­
sor. "He continues to have an 
energetic spirit. You see that 
man ascending to light the 
Olympic rorch. What city 
wouldn't want to embrace a 
native son like that?" 

Longtime friend Howard 
Bingham. a Life magazine pho­
tographer who ha shot hun­
dreds of pictmc of Ali since 
the 1960s. said it was one of the 
champ's defining moments . 

"I told him. • Ali, this is a 
time when the world is saying 
thank you for what you have 
done and sacrificed, and how 
you've helped people thwugh­
out your life .... Bingham said. 

In a hands-on area designed 
to look like Ali's training can1p 
in Deer Lake, Pa .. visitors can 
learn how w shadowbox and hit 
a speed bag. Onlookers can 
gawk at the Olympic gold 
medal Ali he received in Atlanta 
to replace the one from 1960. 

There is also hope the cen­
ter will become a place where 
world lcader1. can come. share 
their viewpoints and cultivate 
peace. The, Muhammad Ali 
In titute for Peace and 
Justice. based at tbe 
University of Louisville. 
plan · to hold ~eminars at the 
center to promote peacemak­
ing and conflict resolution. 

··we are nor a world capital. 
But I believe they have hope 
that disputing peoples will come 
here," Owen said. "I would love 
to ·ee Muhammad Ali come 
back and put his blessing and his 
encouragement at those tables 
of reconciliation." 

Ali. who currently lives in 
Michigan with his wife, 
Lonnie. has long hinted at mov­
ing back to the city where he 
grew up. 

''He is the most recognized 
figure in the history of this city 
and \\hen visitors ask about 
him, I point to the center.'' 
Owen said. "We hope he has a 
long and continuing life and 
hopefully. one day. he will 
come home.··

"One race could 
take us to fifth in the points, so 
it's too early to get excited." 

"We were inside the top 10 
for most of the day," Johnson 
said. "But, there at the end, we 
couldn't keep up with the track 

or the car got loose for some 
reason.

Despite moving up one spot 
in the standings and gaining 
eight points on Stewart, Biffle 
wasn't very happy.

Bengals 21, Packers 14

CINCINNATI - No way 
Brett Favre will forget thi one. 

He threw five interceptions, 
somethmg he'd never done in the 
regular season. He had a fan steal 
the ball from his hand during a 
futile last-minute drive, some­
thing be· d never seen before. 

And his illegal forward pass 
let the Cincinnati Bengals hold 
on Sunday for a 21-14 victory 
that left the Green Bay Pack.ers 
quarterback lying motionless on 
the field, exhausted and over­
whelmed by it all. 

"I said to myself. 'This is 
way too difficult week-in and 
week-out.' It's hard to make a 
living that way each week,"' 
Favre said. 

This one was as tough as any 
during his 13-year career. 

Facing the team that jump­
started his career with a 1992 
comeback blurred by time, 
Favre nearJy overcame. hLc; tiv 
interceptions and an unexpected 
interruption that helped 
Cincinnati (6-2) hold on. 

Backed up on their 5-yard 
line with 56 seconds lef~ the 
Packers got a break with a 48-
yard pas interference penalty. 
Cincinnati· s orange-shirted 
defense tried to catch its breath 
while the sideline fretted. 

"I was scared to death," said 
Carson Palmer. who put the 
Bcngals ahead with three rouch­
down passes. "I said on the side­
line, 'This is scary.· Then, when 
they got the baU again and they 
get that flag, I'm saying, ·we're 
going into OT. ·" 

The Packers ( 1-6) came up 
28 yards short. 

Going without a huddle 
against a reeling defense, the 
Packers had a play blown dead 
from the 28 when a fan jumped 

out of the stands and ran onto 
the field. The man grabbed the 
ball out of Favre 's hand and 
eluded security, which needed 
several minutes to tackle and 
arrest him. 

''That did slow it down and 
give us a chance to huddle, and 
we kind of carne together as a 
defense,'' linebacker Brian 
Simmons said. ''But you don't 
want to see that because some­
body could get hurt." 

Favre was sacked on the next 
play, and was under heavy pres­
sure as he threw his last pass 
from beyond lhe line of scrim­
mage, an illegal completion that 
carne up short, anyway. 

Bengals coach Marvin Lewis 
acknowledged · that the security 
delay changed the momentum. 

"I' II leave mat up to the 
league. but there needs to be 
security felt by lhe players," 
Packers fullback William 
Henderson said. ··For a man to 
take the ball out of our quarter­
b~k.; h;mds shows there was a 
gap in security somewhere." 

Orily once has Favre thrown 
more interceptions - six in a 
playoff loss to St. Louis during 
the 2001 season. His off-day let 
the Bengals take control of a 
game that matched an up-and­
coming passer against one of its 
standard-bearers. 

Palmer's 27-yard touchdown 
pass to Jcremi Johnson made it 
21-7 early m the fourth quarter 
and was set up by Favre's fifth 
interception. Cincinnati 
wrapped up its best first half of 
tbe season since 1988. its last 
Super Bowl appearance. 

The Bengals had five inter­
ceptions for the third time this 
season. the fust team to do so 
since Kansas City in 1970. 
Deltha O'Neal had two of the 
interceptions, which padded the 
Ben gals· total lo 20. 

Still, they worried it would­
n't be enough. 

"They were sure moving that 
ball," O'Neal said. "He was 
doing that comeback king stuff." 

Favre passed John Elway and 
moved into second place fof• 
career passes and yards, but 
couldn't overcome the mistakes 
that left the Packers in unfamiliar 
territory. They haven't had a los­
ing record since 1991, when 
Favre was a backup in Atlanta 
It's the longest active streak with­
out a losing season in the NFL. 

The Bengals moved one vic­
tory closer to ending one of the 
longest streaks of futility in 
league history - no winning 
record since 1990. The teams 
headed in opposite directions 
after Favre came off the bench 
and beat them with a last-minut 
touchdown pass at La.mbeau 
Field in 1992, a game that Favre 
vaguely remembers. 

He's working with a lot of 
fill-ins this time around. The 
Packers lost tight end David 
Martin. who hurt his hamstring 
during practice last week, and 
Pro Bowl center Mike Flanagan 
left in the second half because 
of pain related to his hernia 
surgery. 

That left Favre to try to do it all. 
"I can't say that I was 

shocked that we had a chance to 
win that game, but with all the 
things that happened, we had a 
chance," Favre said. 

Notes: Green Bay's Antonio 
Chatman set a career high with 
eight catches for 97 yards. ... 
Tony Fisher, forced to make his 
second career sUUt because the 
Packers' top two running backs 
are hurt, carried 17 times for 51 
yards and a touchdown. He also 
blocked two pass rushers on one 
play .... Favre's sack on the sec­
ond-to-last play was his first in 
the last 150 attempts. 

Bengals to reassess security 
111easures afler fan intenvplio

CINCINNATI The 
Cincinnati Bengals will reassess 
their security measures after a 
fan ran onto the field Sunday 
and disrupted a potential game­
tying drive by the Green Bay 
Packers. 

The Packers, trailing 21-14, 
reached the BengaJs 28 with 23 
seconds left. Brett Favre took 
the ensuing snap. but whistles 
quickly blew after the fan came 
onto the field. The unidentified 
man took the football out of 
Favre's hand and ran about SO 
yards before being tackled by 
security guards and removed 
from the field. 

Favre was sacked on the next 
play. and ou the final snap. his 
underhanded pa s from behind 
the line of scrimmage feU 
incomplete. 

Neither Favre nor Packers 
coach Mike Sherman blamed 
Green Bay's loss on the fan. 

"I thought we had some 
momentum going, but there 
could have been an injury on the 
field that could have slowed 
things down." Sherman said. 
.. We had our chances and didn't 
take advantage of them." 

Favre said he didn't sec the 
fan until the man had taken the 
ball from him. The veteran quar-

terback said he dido 't think the 
fan helped the Packers, "'but I'm 
defmitely not going to sit here 
and make excuses." 

Cincinnati coach Marvin 
Lewis and linebacker Brian 
Simmons said the fan's actions 
allowed !he Bengals valuable 
time to collect their thoughts at 
a critical stage of the game. 

"They were in a hurry-up. 
and that did slow it down and 
give us a chance to huddle, and 
we kind of came together as a 
defense," Simmons said. "But 
you don't want to see that 
because somebody could get 
hurt." 

Bengals spokesman Jack 
Brennan said team security offi­
cials determined that Lhe fan 
jumped out of !he stands onto a 
cart parked next to a 9-foot-high 
wall behind the Packers' bench. 

"The feeling has been that 
the height of fue walls is suffi­
cient to discourage fans from 
jumping out of the stands all the 
way onto the field," Brennan 
aid. "Our security has video of 

the incident. lt will be fully 
reviewed. and a detemunation 
will be made on whether 
change are needed in our poli­
cies and procedures · n this 
area." 

Green Bay fullback William 
Henderson said something 
needs to be done. 

''There needs to be security 
felt by the players," Henderson 
said. "For a man to take the ball 
out of our (quarterback's) hands 
shows there was a gap in securi­
ty somewhere. 

"I was concerned for Brett. 
didn't know what the guy was 
going to do. We were still trying 
to drive the baiJ and score. I'm 

•just glad nothing else happened. 
The reality is, you still have to 
play football, but the league is 
going to have to address lhc 
issue." 

In October. the NFL began 
requiring its 32 teams to con­
duct pat-downs of fans entering 
stadiums as an added security 
measure. After a dispme 
between Hamilton County offi­
cials and the Bengals over wh~ 
would pay for the pat-downs 
was resolved, the team began 
conducting the pat-downs on 
Oct. 23. when the Bengals host­
ed the Pittsburgh Steclers. 

But in Tampa, a judge issued 
a temporary injunction stopping 
the searches at Bucs home 
games until a lawsuit ftled by 
the American Civil Liberties 
Union of Florida is resolved, 
The suit, on behalf of Bucs sea­
son ticket-holder Gordon 
Johnston. says the earches vio­
late his constitutional rights 
because they were ''invasiv~

Cat scratching 
behaviors ,., 

Last week we discussed problems cat 
owners encounter due to their cats' 
scratching activities. The majority of cats 
can be taught to use acceptable objects for 
scratching and as objects of play- notice 
I did not say this is always easy. just lhat 
it's often possible! There are always a few 
determined felines, however. who will 
continue to shred draperies and furniture. 
and/or will persist in attacking people. 

Keeping cats' nails trimmed is one way 
to reduce lhe amount of damage done. ami 
it will help with loosening old claw 
sheaths. which is one of the rea"<ons eats 
scratch objects to begin with. Nail trim 
ming is relatively simple in cats, because 
the clav.·s arl! always translucent white.

making it easy to see the blood supply and 
the nerve, which runs in the same area at 
the base of each claw. Your vet can show 
you how to do this. including restraint 
techmques and the proper equipment. 
Rewarding the cat with a small bite of a 
tasty treat. such as tuna, after each paw or 
even after each nail may change his alti­
tude toward the whole procedure. 

Another option is usc of a product 
called Soft Paws®. available through 
many veterinarians. These arc flexible 
plastic nail caps that are adhered to the 
cal's c laws with a medical-grade super 
glue. tvlany cats tolerate them surprising­
ly well, especially after the initial period 
of adjustment. They usually stay in place 
for several weeks. and fall off as the nail 
grows out. They are made of an inert 
material and are hannless if swallowed by 
the cat. Call your vet 10 sec if he or she 
uses thcsl!, or can order them. lt's proba­
bly a good idea to bring the em in to the
