Michael T. McCoy, 35, 
of Raccoon, pleaded not 
guilty to the felony charge 
Monday in district court. 

The arrest warrant, 
signed this month by Floyd 
County Home Incarceration 
employee Mtranda Martin, 
alleges that McCoy escaped 
from his home incarcera­
tion program on Oct. 3. 
Director Lon May said 
McCoy "got out of range" 
of his home incarceration 
period when the organiza­
tion was updating a change 
in his address and telephone 
number. 

McCoy was indicted on 
Nov. 2 with one count of 
first-degree wanton endan­
germent and violation of an 
emergency protective order.

In a Veterans Day speech in Pennsylvania, President 

George W. Bush said this about criticism of the war in Iraq: 
"While it is p~rfectly legitimate to criticize my decision or 
the conduct of the war, it ts deeply irresponsible to rewrite 
the history of how that war began." Then the president 
promptly rewrote history. Bush's version goes like this: 
Before the war. Democrats in Congress and allied intelli­
gence agencie agreed that Saddam Hussein had weapons of 
mass destruction; after the war1 bipartisan inquiries conclud­
ed the administration did not misrepresent that intelligence. 

Bush must be counting on short memories because both 
claims are inaccurate. 

There was general agreement across party lines and 
among intelligence services that Saddam had tried to devel­
op weapons of mass de truction. But in the months before 
the war, there were multiple challenges to the accuracy of 
the administration's intelligence claims: 

The administration claimed that Iraq had imported high­
test aluminum tubes for making nuclear bombs; U.S. Energy 
Department officials believed the tubes were for rockets, not 
nukes. The administration claimed that Saddam was trying 
to import uranium from Niger for its nuclear weapons pro­
gram; U.N. officials said the Niger document were forg­
enes. 

Secretary of State Colin Powell told the United Nations 
that satellite photos of a chemical weapons site bowed 
deception by the Iraqis~ U.N. officials saw "routine" activity. 

The president warned that Saddam would turn over 
WMDs to his al-Qaida allies; the CIA found that Saddam 
and al-Qaida did not have close ties and that Saddarn would 
not turn over WMDs unless backed into a corner by the 
United States. 

It was partly because of the e prewar weaknesses in the 
intelligence case that the United Nations refused to approve 
the U.S.-led invasion. 

Now fa t-forward to the postwar inquiries into the use of 
the intelligence. The president said critics "are fully aware 
that a bipartisan Senate investigation found no evidence of 
political pressure to change the intelligence community's 
judgments." While it is true that the Senate found no evi­
dence of the administration pressuring intelligence agencies 
to change their conclJJ ions, it put off the related question of 
whether the administration distorted those conclusions. This 
was the so-called Phase 2 inquiry on which the White House 
and Senate Republicans have dragged therr feet. 

National Security Adviser Stephen Hadley claimed last 
week that the bipanisan Silberman-Robb commission con­
cluded that "intelligence wasn't manipulated." Actually, 
Judge Laurence H. Silbennan said his conunission did not 
have the authority "to deal with the use of intelligence by 
pol icym~kers." 

Bush's speech and his well-timed use of servicemen and· 
women as props amounted to a transparent attempt to play 
the patriotism card to silence critics of the war. Supporting 
the troops and opposing the war are not mutually exclusive. 
It is the height of patriotism to insist that the president tell 
the truth to the American people and that the nation learn 
from past mistakes.

Republicans seize Q.n Hillary 
~li!l~!Jn's planned fundr~sing visit 

FRANKFORT - While Kentucky 
Democratic Party leaders were all smiles 
about landing U.S. Sen. Hillary Clinton 
for a Louisville fundraiser next month, 
state Republicans were eager to pounce. 

Within hours, the state Republican 
Party ent out a press release painting 
Clinton as a "Northeast liberal" and 
essentially daring Democrats to associate 
with her. 

"It will be interesting to see which of 
the 'conservative members' of the 
Democrat House and Senate caucuses 
show up to embrace her liberal agenda,'' 
GOP chairman DaiTell Brock said. 

Clinton is scheduled for a Dec. 2 
fundraiser at a Louisville hotel, with 
tickets ranging from $100 to $10,000. 
High-end contributors get special dinner 
seating, pictures with the fanner first 
lady and entry to a VIP party. 

While Democrats are hoping to raise 
at least $250,000, as chairman Jerry 
Lundergan said last week, Republicans 
are beaming for the chance to link local 
candidates with the New York senator. 
Their strategy is to portray Clinton, a 
possible 2008 presidential candidate, as 
someone too fai to the left of the political 
spectrum for most Kentuckians. 

"We love it when they bring in a New 
York liberal for a photo op with local 
Democrats who try to convince us the 
rest of the time that they're really con­
servative," said Jefferson County GOP 
Chainnan Jack Richardson IV. "This just

helps us establish that they're really as 
liberal as the rest of the national leader­
ship and out of touch with the values of 
our community." 

Richardson. without getting into specif­
ic examples, says Clinton's politics on 
issues such as taxation. abortion, gay rights 
and the military are too far to the left. 

Lundergan bristles at the notion. 
'The Republicans should worry about 

running the Republican Party because 
right now they should quite trying to 
label us," Lundergan said last week. 
'They're not going to get by with it any 
longer." 

Indeed, Clinton has become "the 
Republicans' bogey man." said Michael 
Baranowski, a political science professor 
at Northern Kentucky University. 

The perception of Clinton may be 
she's very liberal, but as a senator she's 
been "not nearly as far left as someone 
would make her~ut to be," Baranowski 
said. Nevertheless, how someone is per­
ceived "tends to be what counts more 
than the reality," he said. 

What probably matters most to 
Democrats is her fund-raising ability, 
Baranowski said. Clinton isn't running 
for office in Kentucky, and the money 
she raises could benefit Democratic can­
didates across the state, he said. 

"While bringing Senator Clinton in 
makes sense from a fundraising stand­
point, I don't know if you're a Democrat 
candidate running for Congress that you 
want the GOP to have pictures of you 
with your arm around her or be associat­
ed with her in any direct way," 

Baranowski said. 
Appearing with Clinton could be 

politically risky for local Democrats, 
said Joe Gershtenson, director of the 
Center for Kentucky History and Politics 
at Eastern Kentucky University. 

"It is a little bit dangerous for them to 
bring omebody like Hillary Clinton in." 
Republicans can point and say, 'here's an 
example of what's wrong with 
Democrats,··· Gershtenson said. ..While 
southern Democrats may be a dying 
breed, there stlll is a difference between 
Democrats in Kenrucky and Democrats 
in New York." 

Clinton may attract a lot of money, 
but Kentucky Democrats can look to 
spending chunks of it "doing damage 
control,'' Richardson, of the Jefferson 
County GOP, said. 

"The picture is worth not a thousand 
words. but a million.. words," Richardson 
said. ,. 

Lundergan said he's not worried 
about bringing in "the number one star of 
the Democratic Party." Republicans have 
enough problems brewing of their own 
- both nationally and in Kentucky 
Lundergan said. 

"The most important thing that I can 
say about Senator Clinton is that she rep­
resents lhe real values for Kentucky; 
jobs, education and health care," 
Lundergan said. "And those are the 
things that we're proud that slte's going 
to come here and talk about."

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Fletcher claims grand jury 
investigation discredited

FRANKFORT - Evidence 
of political influence in hiring in 
previous administrations dis­
credits the special grand jury 
investigation that has produced 
82 indictments of 13 officials in 
his own administration, Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher said Monday. 

Fletcher's comments contin­
ue the anack he has tried to 
mount against the investigation 
virtually from its inception in 
May. His administration stepped 
up the offensive last week by 
publicizing a database that pur­
ported to contain 7,400 names 
of people seeking state jobs, 
promotions or other awards dur­
ing fonner Gov. Paul Patton's 
administration. 

But Fletcher's own investiga­
tor said the database contained 
no evidence of criminal wrong· 
doing, though spokesman Brett 
Hall said it showed the influ­
ence of politics in hiring deci­
sions. 

Fletcher said Monday the 
information also showed that

Attorney General Greg Stumbo 
and Auditor Crit Luallen were 
involved in personnel decisions. 
He even invoked another refer­
ence to what has become known 
as Crit's List. a stack of person­
nel records that Luallen 
approved while he was ecre­
tary of the cabinet for Patton. 

But the personnel records 
were shown to be instances of 
exceptions to a hiring freeze in 
effect at the time. where the cab­
inet secretary's approval was 
needed for any new job. 

.. I think it totally discredits 
thi investigation,'' Fletcher said 
while answering questions after 
a proclamation stgning in the 
Capitol Rotunda. "We're trying 
to document the hypocrisy." 

Deputy Attorney General 
Pierce Whites said the office 
will review the evidence pro­
duced by Fletcher but noted that 
violations of state personnel 
laws carry a one-year statute of 
limitations, and the Fletcher 
database goes back to 1996. 

Whites noted that the admin­
istration has resisted subpoenas 
and search warrants to turn over 
more recent personnel data. 

"He needs to also turn over 
evidence that relates to his 
administration, not JUSt other 
people's administrations," 
White. said. 

Jeff Derouen, a spokesman 
for Luallen, sa1d Fletcher's 
comments were another bungled 
attempt to deflect attention 
away from the investigation. 
''Their own investigator admit-

ted there was no evidence," 
Derouen said. 

Fletcher said when he took 
office in December 2003 he had 
to "dismantle" a patronage sys­
tem that included contacls in 
each county. While Fletcher said 
he did not replace it with one of 
his own, court documents have 
described his Local Initiatives 
for a New Kentucky as a vetting 
system for getting politically 
favored candidates into state 
jobs. And a prosecutor has 
called the Governor's Personnel 
Initiative in Fletcher's office a 
"corrupt political machine" 
designed to circumvent person­
nel rules. 

Fletcher said he was not try­
ing to '1ustify" the actions of a 
few officials of his administra­
tion, whom he till describes as 
"over-enthusiastic." 

There are 13 current or for­
mer administration officials and 
associates who have been 
indicted, mostly for misde­
meanor charges of making per­
sonnel decisions based on polit­
ical affiliation instead of merit 
Fletcher pardoned those who 
have been charged, but the spe­
cial grand jury has continued to 
return indictments. 

Franklin County Circuit 
Judge William Graham is sched­
uled to rule by Thur day on a 
request from Fletcher to stop the 
grand jury from returning 
indictments for crimes allegedly 
committed from the beginning 
of his administration to Aug. 29, 
the date of the pardon.

1J Scientists at Oregon State 
University say the hops used to 
brew beer contain a compound 
called tlavonids that neutralize "free 
radicals," which are rogue oxygen 
molecules that can damage cells. 

The researchers say porter, 
stout and ale have much higher 
levels of flavonids compared to 
lager and pilsner beers. 

But don't reach for a six­
pack hoping for much more than 
a beer gut. The researchers say 
the beneficial effect of beer may 
be minimal and that more study 
is needed. 

~ "We can't say that drinking 
~ wiU help prevent cancer," 
said Fred Stevens, OSU assis­
tant professor of pharmacy and 
scientist in the Linus Pauling 
Institute. 

Xanthohumol is a yellow 
substance that was first discov­
ered in hops in 1913, but its 
health effects were not known 
until the 1990s, when Stevens 
and colleagues staned studying 
the flavonoid compound. In cell 
cultures and animal studies, 
xanthohumol targeted various 
types of cancer, including 
breast, colon and ovarian. 

· • CARSON CITY, Nev. -
If you're looking for an "out­
law" motorcycle, Nevada prison 
officials have a aeal for you: a 
custom, high-powered chopper 

that cost $40,000 or more and 
is bu11t by real outlaws. 

The prison system's "Big 
House Choppers" venture is 
expanding from a small wooden 
shed involving a few motorcy­
cle-savvy convicts to a larger 
prison shop in southern Nevada 
that will employ as many as 30 
inmates. 

"We are producing the only 
true outlaw motorcycles being 
produced by outlaws in the 
United States," Howard 
Skolnik, head of the state's 
prison industries program, said 
Monday. 

Skolnik boasts that buyers 
also will receive a certificate 
that confinns pieces of scrapped 
prison cell bars went into their 
bikes - in the form of 5-inch­
long fender supports. 

"Little things like that make 
these bikes look desirable," he 
said. 

Skolnik told a legislative 
oversight panel that payment of 
a $15,000 licensing fee to the 
state Department of Motor 
Vehicles will clear the way for 
sale of the custom choppers. 

"You know, there's no 
accounting for bad taste, sena­
tor," Skolnik said to state Sen. 
Bob Beers, who asked for 
details on the program and its 
market appeal "People want 
these bikes. They really do.''

CHARLESTON, W.Va. -
\ntemational Coal Group Inc. on 
1\Jesday announced the acquisi­
tion of Pikeville, Ky.-based 
Greymont Mining. Corp. Terms 
of the sale were not disclosed. 

Greymont holds about 15 
· million tons of coal reserves 

near Raven, Ky., and the right to 
acquire mining permits. The 
Raven complex is expected to 
produce about 1 million tons of 
coal a year when it reaches top 
capacity in 2007. Production 1s 
expected. to begin next spring. 

ICG also plans to build and 
operate a new 650 ton-per-hour 
preparation plant - where coal 
is separated from rock - at the 
sice next year. 

Currently based in Ashland, 
Ky., ICG broke ground on its 
new headquarters near Scott 
Depot in September. ICG bas 
mining operations in West 
Virginia, Kentucky and lllinois. 

Headed by New York billion­
aire Wilbur Ross, ICG is in the 
process of preparing its initial 
public offering on the New York 
Stock Exchange. Ross has made 
his fortune buying and selling 

troubled companies, most 
recently selling his International 
Steel Group to steel tycoon 
Lakshmi N. Mittal for $4.5 bil­
lion in cash and stock last year. 

Ross and partners last year 
bought most of Horizon Natural 
Resources Co. - once the 
nation's fourth largest coal com­
pany - for $786 million, after a 
U.S. bankruptcy judge ruled that 
Horizon did not have to honor 
union contracts that guaranteed 
benefits for the miners. Ross 
added Anker Coal Group Inc. 
and CoalQuest Development 
LLC to form ICG.

• BRANDON, Fla. - It can 
be difficult to add a little spice 
to your life when you're in jail. 
But inmates at the Hillsborough 
County jail are trying. 

The inmates had been grow­
ing hot peppers as part of a hor­
ticulture program at the jail for 
about a year when one of them 
suggested making them into a 
commercial sauce. 

Allen Boatman, the horticul­
ture program's director, agreed 
and residents of the Falkenburg 
Road Jail in Brandon are now 
the proud makers of Jailhouse 
Fire hot auce. 

''The food here is kind of 
institutionalized, so it helps," 
Boatman said. 

Boatman and his students 
spent two years perfecting the 
recipe, a hybrid of a Caribbean­
style hot sauce and a mustard 
sauce that includes habaneras, 
scotch bonnets and jalapenos. A 
5-ounce bottle sells for $3.25. 
The revenue goes back to the 
inmate canteen fund and to culi­
nary and horticulture programs 

for inmates . 
Inmates say they prefer their 

own version of Jailhouse Fire, 
which is considerably hotter 
than what they sell for mass 
consumption. 

"It's a macho thing," 
Boatman said. "You know, 'I 
can eat the hottest pepper."'

Haddad understood being a cab 
driver entailed delivering pas­
sengers to their destinations.

On Friday, about a week into 
his new job, he picked up a 
pregnant woman in suburban 
Plainfield and began driving her 
to nearby Edward Hospital.

Fletcher received money from 

• Pep. i'. political action fund less 
than two weeks before the start 
of the beverage company's new 
five-year deal with the state. 

Fletcher also paid 
Hollywood-ba l!d Strategic 
Pcrceptton Inc. more than 
$66,000 in political consulting 
fee and expenses during the 
months of August and 
September. The financial activi­
ty by Fletcher's campaign was 
disclosed in documents filed 
Monday with the state's 
Registry of Election Finance. 

For the latest reporting peri ­
od, which covered from Aug. 1 

' to Nov. 10, FlelCher's campaign 
collected about $218,000 in 
political contributions. With 
nearly $87,000 m expenses, 
Fletcher's re-election fund fin­
ished with a total of about 
$131,000. 

By comparison, Fletcher 
raised more than $500,000 in 
December 2002 during his first 
gubematorial run. 

On Monday, Fletcher told 
reporters his re-election 
fundraising efforts have not 
been hampered by the attorney 

• general's investigation into his 
administration 's personnel prac­
tices. Fletcher said he's also not 
been focu ed on fundraising. 

A Franklin County special 
grand jury has indicted 13 cur­
rent or former administration 
officials, and Fletcher has par­
doned nine of them. He also 
fired nine officials, including 
some whom he previously par­
doned. 

"So far we haven' t seen any 
sigmficant impact. I'm sure 
there's some folks questioning 
when you see, you know, the 
number of arttcles that have 
been written:' Fletcher said.

Perception. the frrst of which 
was on Aug. 29, were for the 
salaries of Kenyon and current 
Fletcher spokesman Brett Hall, 
Kenyon said. The company is 
run by Fred Davis, a 
Hollywood-based ad producer 
who worked as Fletcher's media 
consultant during his first 
gubernatorial campaign. 

The governor took a state­
sponsored trip to California on 
Aug. 22, where he met with 
movie industry officials on lur­
ing more motion picture work to 
Kentucky. Fletcher returned to 
Kentucky on Aug. 24. Kenyon 
and Hall were not hired during 
that trip, Kenyon said.

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Busch suspended for season's last two races

"ll's the last straw for Roush 
Racmg,'' team pre ident Geoff 
Smith said Sunday. "We're offi­
cially reuring as Kurt Busch's 
apologists, effective today." 

Kenny Wallace replaced 
Busch for Sunday's race at 
Phoenix. where Busch won in 
April, and finished 16th. Kyle 
Bu~ch, Kurt Busch' younger 
brother, went on to win - then 
appeared upset as he lamented 
that a "true champion" had been 
taken out of the race. 

Busch also will miss next 
week's Ford 400 in 
Homestead, Fla. 

Busch was pulled over near 
Phoenix International Raceway 

for trying to avoid another car 
and running a stop sign. Officers 
said he smelled of alcohol and 
became belligerent. 

Busch, who has a history of 
run-ins on and off the track with 
drivers and NASCAR officials. 
appeared to be holding back 
tears as he told NBC Spons that 
alcohol was not involved in the 
inc1dent. 

"Obviously, I'm upset. It's 
tough. I'm a race car driver, 
there's a race today and I'd love 
to be in the race.'' he said. "My 
crew, (crew chief) Jimmy 
Fennig, 1 have to thank them for 
what they gave me. Man, it's 
just unfortunate. [' d love to be 
there for them today. 

"That's the decision they 
made, and I will live with it,'' 
Busch added. 

Busch made the Chase for 
the champion hip but was run­
ning in eighth place, virtually 
eliminated from a shot at win­
ning another title. 

"He' a young man with 
great potential that has been 
realized to an extent, but he's 
got some challenges building 
relationships in the public and 
the sponsors community to real­
ize that potential," Roush said. 
"I wish hlm well." 

Busch is under contract to 
the Roush team through the end 
of the season. He will not be 
allowed to drive for anyone else 
in 2005. 

"He would have to get permis­
sion and we would be very reluc­
tant to give it," Smith said. "It's 
very offensive to us that he chose 
to take on the arresting officer the 
way he did verbally. And then the 
fact there was alcohol, even in the 
smallest way, involved." 

Busch was not cited for alco­
hol; a breath test was inconclu­
sive because the device failed. 
Police said Busch initially did 
not stop when a deputy tried to 
pull him over and, when Busch 
did top, he was argumentative 
and uncooperative. 

Roush said the sponsors felt 
he was "in breach of my contract 
by allowing that notoriety and 
embarrassment to be out there 
without taking some action.

Ev~n for a guy who spends 
so much time in the fast lane, 
Kurt Busch went from champ to 
chump in a hurry. 

A year ago, he was fighting 
off nine rivals in the final week~ 
of a Ncxtel Cup championship 
chase Busch would go on to 
win. But Sunday, he was serving 
the tir t of a two-race suspen­
SIOn 1mposcd by team owner 
Jack Roush, effectively ending 
hb season and what little hope 
remained of defending the title. 
Aud that was after a Friday 
night run-in with police for dri­
ving rcckle sly - outside the 
Phoenix International Raceway. 

When an athlete gets in trou­
ble with the law, you often learn 
a lot about hls standing by how 
much support flows his way. 
Busch's younger brother. Kyle, 
wound up winning the Phoenix 
srop. and not surprisingly, used 
much of his time on the podium 
defending Kurt. 

"Usually, things in the media 
arc false and that's just what it 
comes down to sometimes;' 
Kyle said. Asked to elaborate, 
though, he added. "''m not going 
there, bud." and walked out. 

When cooler heads prevailed 
on Kyle to return 20 minutes 
later. he was more subdued. 
"There is a lot of speculation out 
in the med1a," he said. "And the 
only things that are out there to 
acknowledge is the police report 
and any mfo1mation Kurt Busch 
choose~-. to release 111 the future." 

Kun did turn up briefly on 
NBC to offer an abbreviated 
defense. He denied alcohol was 
mvolved and, to be fair, a breath 
test admini!'ltered at the scene 
was inconclusive. The device 
used by police failed, so Busch 
was not cited for drinking. 
Regarding his suspension by the 
Roush team, Kurt said simply. 
"That's the decision lhey made 
and I will Jive with it." 

Roger Penskc, whose team 
Busch will race for next season, 
noted the driver made a public 

apology to the sheriff and 
added. "We support hlm 100 
percent for the future and we 
will work with him to be a great 
driver'' 

And as far as backing, that 
was about it. 

NASCAR is undergoing a 
generational shift at the same 
time the sport is zooming up the 
charts in popularity. The 
rewards are bigger, the races 
closer and tempers shorter than 
ever. Too many of the younger 
drivers are looking out for No. 
l, and no farther. 

That selfishness, both on and 
off the track, has some people 
worried about the port's direc­
tion. It moved racing legend 
Richard Petty to say a few 
months back, "To be a real, true 
NASCAR driver, you have to 
know where the sport came 
from and you have to respect 
that history and tradition. 

"The guys that don't re pect 
that history and tradition, I don't 
think they're going to be around 
all that long," Petty added. "And 
those guys who don't know the 
history and tradition, I think it's 
upon them to learn about it pret­
ty quick if they want to be a suc­
cess." 

Roush found both Kurt and 
Kyle Busch in the wilderness of 
truck racing and gave each hls 
start. After five years in stock 
cars, Kurt was a quick enough 
study to turn the advantages 
Rousb Racing offered into a 
Nextel Cup championship. But 
he remained rough at the edges, 
combative on the track, defiant 
in the N A SCAR hauler when 
officials tried to di~clpline him. 
and clumsy in interviews. 

Instead of winning over fans, 
Busch kept finding ways to 
alienate them. His reputation 
inside racing wasn't helped, 
either, when he dumped the 
perennially contending Roush 
operation to join Penske - a 
backward career step - because 
the money was better. The sus­
pension was hardly a surprise, 
given the pressure from spon­
sors and how much Busch's 

relationship with the Roush 
team had deteriorated already. 

"We· re officially retiring as 
Kurt Busch's apologists," team 
president Geoff Smith said 
Sunday, "effective today." 

It probably had nothing to do 
with how Roush treated Kurt, 
but team members likely were 
still smarting over Kyle's depar­
ture a few years earlier. Roush 
plucked the younger Busch 
from the truck ranks as a teenag­
er and had big plans for him, 
too. But when a NASCAR-man­
dated change in minimum-age 
requirements effectively voided 
Kyle's contract, he used the 
opportunity to switch teams. 
While their talent was never in 
question, their judgment was 
another matter. 

Greg Biffle, who drives for 
Roush and battled the younger 
Busch before ftmshing second 

at Phoenix, called it "neat" that 
Kyle won at the same racetrack 
where his brother won in April. 
About Kurt's suspension, he 
added, "I think you'd have sym­
pathy for anybody if you put 
yourself in that situation and got 
taken out of the race car. But I 
have absolutely no information 
about what was going on." 

That will come out at a hear­
ing set for December on the 
reckless driving charge, but tt's 
hard to imagine a scenario that 
will play out favorably for Kurt 
Busch. Shortly before beginning 
his Nextel Cup defense in 
February, Busch said he'd 
learned a few lessons, the most 
imponant being his inability to 
take responsibility for mistakes. 
While his next chance to do that 
is already on the calendar, it's 
something Busch can't get to 
work on soon enough.

I think we got tired in the sec­
ond half," Kentucky coach Rich 
Brooks said.

er in the game. 

After a 33-yard field goal by Bryant 
Hahnfeldt put the Commodores up 3-0 
early in lhe first quarter, Kcnruck.y 
scored 34 sttaight points 10 seemingly 
take control of the game.

A couple of weeks before this inci­
dent. a friend of mine who is about my 
age was commenting on how, as kids, 
we actually played v.ith that stuf{. I 
can recall standing on the front porch 
of the Muddy Branch school watching 
one of the older boys roll a puddle of 
mercury (about the size of a quirte~ 
from one hand to the other. He called 
it "quick silver" and I've no earthly 
idea where he got it But it was indeed 
a fascinating substance. He would 
shine nickels and dimes with it ( if 
anybody happened to have either) and 
he would pass it around hand-to-hand 

• to others so they could feel just how 
neat it was. 

Knowing how we were in those 
days, it'd be a pretty good bet that few 
who handled it even washed their 
hands before they ate. 

The spill in Wmchester was report­
edly about an eighth of ~ teaspoonful. 
The shiny little glob that we passed 
around during that long-ago morning 
recess was probably ten times that 
amount. As far as I know, mercury is 
mercury and we were playing with the 
same substance that more than a half 
centry later, is considered to be so 
dangerous.
