Elinlinate 
flaw-s in law-

The USA Patriot Act is not only one of the most hastily 

enacted laws ever written; it is also one of the most contro­

versial. Thus it was not completely surprising that efforts to 

perpetuate some of its most repellent features ran into deter­

mined opposition in the Senate last week, forcing lawmakers 

to postpone action on the measures. 

This pause provides both an opportunity and an obligation 

for Congress to take a long, hard look at the Patriot Act, 

with a view to eradicating its dangerous flaws. 

The law, enacted just six weeks after the terror attacks of 
Sept. ll, contains more than 150 provisions. most of which 

were common-sense revisions that had been sought by law 

enforcement for years. But it also contains a few clinkers 

that are not only irrational but fundamentally un-American. 

A few parts of the law will expire at the end of the year. and 

a deadlocked Congress agreed last week to wait until 

December to decide if and for how long to extend them. 

One provision that should be repealed is Section 213, 

which dangerously expand~ the reach of what have come to 

be known as "sneak and peek" searches. The law allows 
police officers armed with a search warrant to secretly enter 

a home or office and look for anything they want without 
immediately notifying tlie owner. Another is Section 215, 

which allows federal agents to force anyone- including 

doctors, libraries and bookstores - to tum over records on 

their patients, patrons and customers. The agents are not 
required to show probable cause, or even reasonable 

grounds, that the target is engaged in criminal activity. And 

those served with Section 215 searches are barred from dis­

closing the searches. The administration says the law has not 

compromised anyone's privacy. But Americans should not 

have to rely on big government's discretion because, too 

often, the government has abused its power. 

That's why critics of the Patriot Act have strongly 

opposed this erosion of our privacy rights. They argue that, 

at the very least, the government ought to be periodically 

required to justify the existence of these measures. Sen. 

Larry Craig, R-ldaho, noted that, with the stakes this high. 

"you review it on a constant basis, no matter who is in the 
White House or who is in the Justice Department." 

A few other conservative lawmakers and commentators. 

such as former U.S. Rep. Bob Barr of Georgia, as well as 
more liberal folks, such as members of the American Civil 
Liberties Union, have long been in the ranks of those who 

don't trust big government to make the right decisions abour 

our privacy. This is one struggle that deserves the support of 

all Americans.

Many arthritis sufferers say 

cold weather makes their pain 
worse, and new research pre­
sented this week at the 
American College of 
Rheumatology Annual 
Scientific Meeting in San Diego 
could validate tJ1eir claims. 

"Coldl!r weather can affect 
the signs and symptoms of 
arthritis for some people," said 
Dr. Leslie J. Crofford, 

• Rheumatology Division Chief 
and Director of the Center for 
the Advancement of Women's 
Health at the University of 
Kentucky. ''Cold and damp 

weather can cause tendons, liga­
ments and muscles surrounding 
joints to contract, causing an 
increase in joint and muscle 
pain." 

The study, presented by Dr. 
Noriko likuni of the Institute of 
Rheumatology at Tokyo 
Women's Medical University, 
found that the pain of rheuma­
toid arthritis patients rises as the 
seasonal temperatures fall. 

The study looked at the 
patients' disease activity, score, 
tender joint count, swollen joint 
count, health assessment ques­
tions. pain scale, laboratory test 

results that indicated amount of 
pain and in!lammation. and 
response to treatment. Both sub­
jective and objective results 
indicated that the patients expe­
rienced a significant decrease in 
pain from spring to fall. and an 
equally marked increase from 
fall to spring. 

If cold weather docs affect 
your joint pain, Crofford sug­
gested to keep warm as much as 
possible. take a warm shower 
and apply local heat to affected 
areas for short pt:riods of time to 
help relieve joint stiffness and 
pain. Gentle stretching and 

strengthening exercises also 
may help keep arthritis pain to a 
minimum in cold weather. Ice 
packs can be used on sore areas 
to reduce swelling. Patients also 
should correctly take any med­
ications prescribed by their doc­
tor for inflammation or pain, she 
said. 

"New treatments and med­
ications are now available," 
Crofford said. "It is important 
for each person to be aware of 
what triggers their pain so they 
can work with their doctor to 
more effectively manage thetr 
treatment."

Safe Kids offers winter home heating safety tips

Safety experts fear that rising 
energy prices may lead to large 
increases in fires involving 
hom~ heating equipment this 
winter. Some families will use 

eating alternatives such as 
space heaters, wood stoves and 
gas ftreplaces to help wann their 
homes. 

Because of this, winter 
months are the peak time for 
house tires and carbon monox­
ide poisonings because these 
devices carry a risk if misused 
or not properly maintained. 
They also can be a severe burn 
hat.ard for young children. Cold 
temperatures may prompt fami­
lies to turn to risky drastic mea­
sures, such as using a gas oven 
or charcoal grill to heat the 
home. 

''Families using alternative 
heat can better protect them­
sci vcs by having working 
smoke alarms and carbon 
monoxide alarms on every level 
of the home and in sleeping 
areas." said Sberri Hannan, Safe 
Kids Fayette County coordina­
tor. "You also should have fire 
extinguishers within reach in the 
kitchen, garage and bedroom." 

As winter swings into full 
gear. Safe Kids Fayette County 
offers some simple safety tips to 
help keep families and their 
homes safer: 

Fire Prevention 
• Turn off space heaters 

when you leave an area or 
before going to sleep. Keep chil­
dren and pels away. 

• Place space heaters on a 
level. hard and nonflammable 
surface, and keep them at least 
three feel away from bedding, 
drapes. furniture and other flam­
mable materials. 

• Ensure that space heaters 
~cet the latest safety standards, 

which include having an auto­
matic cut-off device and guard-

ing around the heating coils and 
burners. 

• Most home ftreplaces are 
intended to create atmosphere 
and some additional heating, 
and are not intended as a prima­
ry heating source. Continuous 
use oi ftreplaces can be danger­
ous. 

• Never use gasoline, char­
coall.J.ghter or other fuel to light 
or relight a ftre because the 
vapors could explode. 

• Keep flammable materials 
away from all heating equip­
ment. 

• Never use your cooking 
range or oven to heat your 
home, even for a short time. An 
electric burner, left on for 
extended periods, can reach a 
temperature of 1.000 degrees 
and can cause adjacent walls to 
ignite. 

Burn Prevention 
• Outer surfaces of wood 

stoves, fireplaces and portable 
heaters can get hot enough to 
cause a burn injury. Children 
should be kept away. 

• The doors of gas ftreplaees 
quickly heat to more than 200 
degrees and remain hot for more 
than 45 minutes after shut off. 
Children have been badly 
burned by touching these doors. 
and adults should use caution as 
well. 

• Install a temporary safety 
gate around wood stoves and 
hearths. 

Safety Tips 
• Never leave a child unat­

tended in a room with an operat­
ing fireplace, wood stove or 
space heater. 

• Have a professional 
inspect wood or coal stoves or 
fireplaces every year and have 
them cleaned as often as the 
inspections indicate. 

• If you use a kerosene 

space heater. make sure it is UL 
certified and use only the fuel 
recommended by the manufac­
turer. 

• Make sure any gas-fueled 
heating device is adequately 
ventilated. If your home is very 
well scaled or not well ventilat­
ed, carbon monoxide can build 
up to dangerous levels. 

• Know the early warning 
signs of low-level carbon 
monoxide poisoning: tiredness, 
headaches, dizziness. nausea. 
shortness of breath and redden­
ing of the skin. 

Heating equjpment is a lead­
ing cause of home tires during 
the months of December. 
January and February. and trails 
only cooking equipment in 
home fires ycar·round. 
According to the National Fire 
Prevention Association. heating 
equipment was involved in 
about 45,500 home structure 
flres in 2002. These fire~ caused 
220 deaths and 990 fire-related 
injuries. 

Portable and fixed space 
heaters. including wood stoves, 
caused a disproportionate share 
of the home beating fire deaths. 
Space heaters were involved in 
25 percent of the home heating 
fires but 74 percent of the 
deaths. The leading cause of 
space heater ftres was flamma­
ble matenals too close to the 
heater, followed by creosote 
build-up in wood burning stoves 
and unattended electric space 
heaters. 

"If a fire does occur in your 
home. remember to ·stop. drop 
and roll' and use your fanlily 's 
planned escape route out of the 
home,'' Hannan said. ''Go to a 
neighbor's house or use your 
cell phone to call tbe ftre depart­
ment. Never go back into a 
burning building:'

Winter Storms can do much 
• lnore than canceling school for a 

few days, or causing inconve­
nience in travel. Although there is 
usually plenty of advance warn­
ing before a winter stonn strikes, 
ju~t as with any storm, life-threat­
Citing conditions can develop in a 
very short pe1iod of time. It is 
essential to know what to do 
quickly before the weather turns 
nasty. Winter weather provides its 
own .set of ha.tards with cold, haz­
ardous travel that may last for 
days, and snow that may be heavy 
enough to collapse your roof. 

*' The greatest threat to life in 
winter weather, outside of traffic 
accidents, is the potential for the 
long-term · loss of electric ser­
vices when combined with 
extreme cold. Loss of power can 
quickly become more than an 
inconvenience if outside condi­
tions are serious enough. 
Alternate heating sources can 
also pose a significant ftrc dan­
ger if improperly used. So long 
before winter weather poses a 
threat. whatever source of alter­
nate heatiug that you decide to 
have for your home should be 

'properly serviced, and be thor­
oughly familiar with how to

nate heating sources include 
fireplaces, woodstoves, and 
kerosene heaters. Fuel should be 
stored outside of your home that 
will be easy for you to access. 
Remember that kerosene heaters 
are a good alternate heating 
source, but used improperly, 
they can kill your family. The 
burning of any fuel produces 
Carbon Monoxide, the deadly, 
colorless and odorless gas. With 
advanced planning, proper ven­
tilation will not only enhance the 
efficiency of your equipment, 
but will also protect your family. 

In addition to advance plan­
ning for alternate heating 
sources, there are some other 
things that you can do well in 
advance of a threat from winter 
weather. That entails putting 
together a disaster supplies kit, 
which should be on hand to help 
you survive any disaster. This 
includes a three-day supply of 
food and water for each person 
in your household. The food 
supplies should non-perishable, 
and require little or no cooking. 
Rotate your food and water sup­
plies about every six months. 
Examples of an excellent choice 
of foods include peanut butter,

meats, etc. Your disaster sup­
plies kit should also contain at 
least one complete change of 
clothing for each fanlily mem­
ber, one blanket or lceping bag 
per person, first-aid kit. prescrip­
tion medicines, emergency tools.

NOAA Weather Radio, flash­
light with extra batteries. extra 
set of car keys, cash and a credit 
card. special items for infants. 
elderly, or disabled family mem­
bers, and whatever is necessary 
to care for family pets in the way 
of food and water. A second, 
smaller version of this kit should 
be kept in the family car. 

Preplann.ing wilh these simple, 
common-sense precautions can 
save hours of time. ""hen tune is 
of the essence.

feel nauseous, drowsy or con­
fused, or complains of a 
headache, move the person to 
fresh air and call 91 1. If more 
than one person in the home 
suddenly feels ill for no appar­
ent reason, or if a carbon 
monoxide alarm goes off, get 
everyone outside immediately 
and call the fire department 
from a pre-arranged meeting 
place.

All streams deemed unfit for 
fishing or swimming because of 
pollution are included in the 
report. In Kentucky, the most 
common reason streams make 
the list is because of high con­
centrations of fecal coliform 
bacteria, which comes from ani­
mal and human waste . 

In Eastern Kentucky, authorities 
blame the high bacteria concenlra­
tion on so-called straight pipes, 
used by some people to flush com­
modes diredly into streams with­
out the benefit of septic tanks and 
sewage treannent plants. 

Chamberlain said the 
Division of Water doesn't stop 
after determining that a stream 
is polluted. whether by bacteria 
or acid drainage. 

"We looked at where it is com­
ing from, and now we look at how 
we are going to stop it," she said.

Ahbetina Gentry, age 42. of

(RN). Other nursing students 
pratscd their superYisors with 
Appalachian Regional 
Jkalthcarc because they encour-

age them to get their education. 
Trading of work days to adjust 
to class study is allowed-just 
one example of the employer 
support. 

Students praised the faculty 
members teaching the night 
time classes. "They really 
teach-they don't preach,'' is 
how one student described il. 
Students enrolled who bragged 
on the program included Kathy 
Eldridge, 37, of Cumherland: 
Jennifer Wells. 27, of Wooton; 
April Ritchie. 32 of Vicco; 
Tamela Gentry, 43. of 
Whitesburg, and Jessica 
Johnson. 21, of Neon. At least 
one is a single mom, others also 
have k.ids. While they noted that 
the classes were demandmg. 
they were committed to study­
ing a great deal to further their 
education. The amount of pay 
increase could be as much as 
$10.000 more a year, noted one 
student. They say they will keep 
up their studies until they gradu-

ate with the higher degree. 
"We've often heard requests 

from potential students for an 
evening program but didn't have 
the funding to pay the faculty 
until we received a grant from 
Career Pathways." noted Anna 
Napier, academic dean. ''We were 
very pleased to see 35 students 
enrolled during the fall semester, 
which is more than we had even 
expected," noted Sue Riddle, who 
coordinates the program. 

Classes began in January 
2005 and arc taught by members 
of the nursing faculty at HCTC 
as well as adjunct faculty mem­
bers. Students accepted into the 
Evening Nursmg Program will 
be able to complete their degree 
m four semesters. The evening 
classes will contain the same 
curnculum as the day-Lime 
classes. 

The program is being funded 
through a Career Pathways 
grant from the Kentucky and 
Community College System. 

St. Pierre hired to help with 
training needs at H CTC 

Working to help businesses 
with their lraining needs is just 
one of the roles for Sonny St. 
Pierre who has been hued as lhe 
nc.,. Workforce Development 
Liaison. based at the Technical 
Campus of Hazard Community 
& Technical College. 

"I've been involved in voca­
tional education in excess of 30 
years. I am a ftrm believer in 
connectivity between industry 
and educators,'' noted St. Pierre. 

Because of the recent boom 
in the mining industry. Sonny is 
working on training for mainte­
nance work.ers for coal compa­
nies. "We work closely with 
industry. If we don't give them 
the training they need with the 
quality of instruction. then 
we're not doing our job," he 
saitl. "There is nor enough 
skilled labor to fill the job mar­
ket and our role is to create the 
classes so people can get trained 
to fi II those jobs. If we don't 
hJvc the teachers. we'Ll fmd 
them." 

Dr. Jay K. Box, HCTC presi­
dent/CEO. said he has been 
impressed with St. Pierre in the 
short time he's been on the job 
here. ''lie will make the contacts 
with business people, and he 
will listen to theu needs so he 
can develop whatever training is 
needed.'' Dr. Box said. 

One of the needs ls 
Continuing Education for those 
occupations requiring a license. 
St Pierre will work to provide 
continuing educatton classes in 
areas such as plumbing. electric­
ity. cosmetology, construction, 
welding and real c~tatc. Those 
who work at water plants also 
need training and HCTC is 
equipped to offer those classes. 
"It's not cost effective to send 
water plant workers away for 
this type of training: we can 
offer il here, meaning a savings 
on mileage and hotel bills." 

Water treatment classes will 
be offered Oct. 25 and 26. Also 
on the schedule is a Dec. 5 real 
estate class.

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Gap in school sports facilities grows

CINCIN!'. AT! Even with 
hi low expectations. Mike 
Martin was hocked. 

The former Cincinnati 
ti\lcngals ren!n'er kncv.· he was 

taking on a tough job when he 
became the head foothall coach 
at Taft High School. nn inner 
city public school that no longer 
had a varsity team. 

He diun't rl.!alttc what he was 
up agmnst until he saw what 
passed for the weight room. 

"There was nothing," Martin 
said. still wearing a whistle 
around hi::. neck after a recent 
practtcc. "They had three 
machines. and two of them did­
n't work. I rcmcmhl'T tlw athlet­
ic director having to put one of 
i\hc machines wgcthe1: 

'Tm like. 'Oh. no. we can't 
do this.' It was a big shuck." 

Life on the other stdc of the 
great divide is like that.

The urge to build 
cxpensiw facilities and provide 
athletes with the best has flltcred 
down to the high school level. 

The influx of hundreds of 
tousands of dollars in private 

money. driven by boosters eager 
for championships. has tilted the 
field . Although there are no 
comprehensive figures for how 
much i::; raised and spent each 
year on high school ~ports pro­
grams. the gap is apparent at a 
gla01.:e: 

• Artifictal turf covers ticlds 
in well -off uburban districts 
and private school ~ladiums . 
Inner-city schools practice on 
rocky fields without lines or, in 
some cases, without much grass . 

• The well-off play m 11ashy 
nifonns and train on lop-notch 

equipment. On the other stde of 
the divide. uniforms arc years 
old and cqutpment is recycled 
until it falls apart then it gets 
taped back together. 

• St:bools on one side tiavl! 
lwge, buJll-in advamagcs that 
translate into championships. 
publkity and levemge to raise 
more money. The have-nots 
struggle lO catch up.

'·The private-public tssuc ha.-. 
alway'> been there:· Howard 
said. "Some in the public 
schoolo.. vtcw the private school 
experience as being somewhat 
unfair from a competitive stand­
pojnt. thinking they have a better 
opportunity to win a state title." 

Statistics suggest they're 
right. A 27-state survey by USA 
Today last year found that 
school-; in affluent areas won 
prep ch<tmpionships more than 
twice as often as those 10 low­
income districts. ln Kentucky, 
the rauo was 15- 1. 

Last month. members of 
Kt·ntucky's high school associa­
tion proposed creating separate 
ptiva and public school cham­
pionships. acknowledging the 
dtscrcpancies in how schools can 
attract students and win titles. 

The proposal is opposed by 
private schools that argue there 
is no way to put the stat~:: 's dis­
parate htgh schools - private 
and public. rural and urban, 
coeJ and single-sex - on an 
even footing. 

"Competition in America 
se~m... to make one fast-food 
cham get bigger than another 
because they like to have cus­
tomers," said Rob Mullen. pres­
ident of Louisville's Trinity 
Htgh School. which has won 15 
stale football titles.

"An argument can be made 
that all 282 high schools (in 
Kentucky) have one advantage 
or another over other schools," 
Mullen said. "Unless o;;omeone 
can come up with a real clear~ 
cut list of all the things that need 
to be equal between 282 
schools, I don't know a way to 
make it even." 

For many schools, the prob­
lem transcends winning a title. 
ll's about finding money just to 
field a team at a time when it's 
dilticull to get voters to pass 
school levies. 

"Lots of districts arc cancel­
ing a lot of extracurriculars or 
putting them on a pay-to-play 
basis, whlch is another inequity 
that detracts from the school 
experience for kids," said Tom 
Mooney. president of the Ohio 
Federation of Teachers. "And 
it's gone on far too Jong." 

Some schools in Oruo gel 
nearly three times more tax 
funding than those in the poor­
est districts. For instance, 
Beachwood schools in a weU­
off Cleveland suburb got

$18.403 per student in fiscal 
2004 and spent $18,685 per stu­
dent. Western Brown schools in 
southern Ohio got $6,867 in 
revenue per student and spent 
$6,437 per student. 

Ohio relics primarily on local 
property taxes to fund schools, 
and taxpayers are reluctant to 
pass school levies. Ohlo voters 
rejected half of the 286 issues 
on the ballot last November. 

Other states have different 
school funding methods but a 
!lhared concern. Some schools -
usually, private ones or those in 
well-off suburbs _ are able to 
raise huge sums of money 
through boosters and alumni to 
upgrade their sports programs. 

In Texas, athletic booster 
clubs raise hundreds of thou­
sands of dollars per year. 
Expensive videoboards are pop­
ping up at multi-million-dollar 
high school stadiums built 
through bond issues. 

The director of the public 
schools sports association in 
Texas worries that the imbal­
ance results in the well-off 
pulling students away from low­
income schools. 

"We have a lot of students 
who are recruited to go to pri-

vate schools, •• said Charles 
Breithaupt, director of athletics 
for the University 
Interscholastic League in Texas. 
''The issue our public schools 
have is that they siphon off the 
best and brightest not only in 
academics but athletics, and 
we're left with quite a vacuum 
at the urban public schools." 

In Ohio, one school district 
after another bas upgraded 
sports facilities in a game of 
one-upmanship that raises the 
stakes all around. 

"It's a kind of cycle you get 
into," said Dan Ross, commis­
sioner of the Ohio High School 
Athletic Association. "If you 
don't win, then the people aren't 
going to be lining up to write 
blank checks. That does put an 
undue pressure on coaches and 
then on programs." 

Better facilities - academic 
as well as athletic- give well­
off schools an edge in attracting 
students. 

"You raise a very good ques­
tion,'' said John Sullivan, assis­
tant principal for athletics at St. 
Xavier High School in 
Cincinnati. "We have the facili­
ties, and obviously that's going 
to be an influence and an attrae-

tion for a young man. 
'The flip side is we only take 

those who score on the (entrance) 
test. We're not using it as a 
recruiting tool because we can't." 

Teachers, coaches and sports 
oversight organizations wresllc 
with the imbalance, but haven't 
found any solutions. The prob­
lem is so complex that the gap is 
likely to endure, if not widen. 

.. You know what'? All we can 
do is go with what we have," 
Martin said, using a favorhe 
coaches' motto. "We can't cry 
about ir. We preny much play 
the band that's dealt us. We try 
to ftx. whatever problem we can. 

"Sometimes it's like there's a 
glass window and there's a lot 
of holes and the window's get­
ting ready to shatter, but we just 
~ab some tape and we keep it 
together."

Lexington Catholic sanctioned 
for financial aid rules violations

LEXINGTON The 
Kentucky High School Athletic 
Association has fined Lexington 
Catholic and levied other penal­
ties after fmding the school vio­
lated rules for fmancial aid to 
athletes. 

Principal Sally Stevens con­
firmed the fine is "close" to 
$30,000 and said the school 
probably won't appeal. 

She said the violations 
occurred in the administration's 
handling and supervision of 
nnancial as~istance to student<; 
and that the school's coaches 
had nothing to do with the viola­
tions. 

Stevens said the KHSAA sent 
a letter to the school Thursday 
detailing the sanctions: forfei­
ture of games, a reduction in the 

number of games the school can 
play in baseball and football 
next year, and probation. 
KHSM officials refused to 
conunent on the judgment. · 

The school released a state­
ment, and Stevens said 
Lexington Catholic needs time 
to review the sanctions and pre­
pare a response to the KHSAA 
before commenting further. 

The &tatement said that 
Lexington Catholic's "mission 
has everything to do with help­
ing our ... families when they 
encounter hardship. .. , It has 
nothing to .~o wil:h inf),u~nciQg 
students to play athletics." . 

The statement also said that 
"in all but one of the cited viola: 
tions, the award of fmancial 
assistance mid-year was done 
anonymously. In the remaining 
case. although not done anony-

mously, Lexington Catholic 
made the award in accordance 
with its mission and not to 
recruit or maintain a student­
athlete in the school." 

The statement c-oncluded: "If 
those actions conflicted with a 
provision of the KHSAA, it was 
inadvertent and the school apol­
ogizes for it.

Stewart caps second championship with steady final run

HOMESTEAD. Fla.- Long 
before he battled for a second 
NASCAR championship. Tony 
Stewart had to fight for his job. 

Tired of his Bad Boy behav­
ior. Stewart's crew was ready to 
walk away from one of the most 
talented drivers in history. Team 
owner Joe Gibbs intervened, 
ordering Stewart into an offsea­
son heart-ro-heart meeting with 
them to iron out their issues. 

"Sometimes bad things have 
to happen for good things to 

• come out of it," Stewart said. 
"All of the guys sat down and 
we got to air everything out. It 
was one of the most stressful 
meetings I've ever been in 
because when I went into it I 
didn't know what it was going 
to be. I didn't even know if I 
would have a job after it was 
over." 

His crew hung with him and 
together they began a march 
toward the Nextel Cup champi­
onship that ended Sunday at 
Homestead-Miami Speedway. It 
apped an uncharacteristically 

calm season for Stewart. 
He won races, kept his tem­

per in check and avoided every 
major incident long enough to 
cement himself as one of the 
greatest drivers of his time. 

Needing only to run clean at 
Homestead-Mia..-ni. Speedway, 
he hovered just outside the top 
lO and away from any potential 
danger. Stewart ended up lSth, 
winning the title by 35 points 
ever Greg :ijiffle, who won the 
Ford 400 for the second straight 
yl'ar by besting teammate Mark 
Martin in a door-to-door finish. 

~tewart became just the 14th 
driver in NASCAR history with 
more than one championship 
and joined four-time winner Jeff 
Gordoo, as the only active full-

time drivers with multiple titles. 
"I don't believe the trophy 

makes the man," Mark Martin 
said. "Tony Stewart, in my eyes, 
is the greatest race car driver 
I've watched drive in this era. 
A.J. Foyt might have been that 
when I was a little boy. but Tony 
Stewart is my driving hero." 

But it was not his spot among 
the elite that earned Stewart 
praise from his fellow drivers. It 
was the attitude adjustment that 
helped him get there. 

"Either the therapy is work­
ing or he's learned through 
experience," Gordon said. "He 
finally started to get the fact that 
this is a sport that has media 
involved, fans involved, spon­
sors involved and it's great that 
we get the privilege to go out 
there and drive these race cars ... 
but sometimes you forget about 
the big picture and I thmk it 
took Tony a little while. 

"He gets it now and it's 
showing in his personality." 

For Stewart, it was the per­
fect finale to what's been a per­
fect season both on and off the 
track. 

He had a tortured 1un to the 
title in 2002, punching a pho­
tographer the lowest point of a 
rollercoaster season pocked by 
bad behavior and blowups. So 
he'll treasure this title, a gift to 
the team that stuck with him 
through thick and thin. 

After an emotional embrace 
with crew chief Greg Zipadelli -
interrupted by chants of ''Climb 
the fence!" from his fans - he 
dedicated the win to his Joe 
Gibbs Racing crew members, 
who showered with bottle after 
bottle of Coke from the risers 
above. 

"I put the team through a lot 
of hell ever since I've been with 
them but they never gave up on 
me," Stewart said. "Zippy didn't 
want to win it the way we did in 
2002. It was nice to do it and do 
it right." 

The championship was the 
third for Gibbs, now coach of 
the Washington Redskins, and 
first for his son, J.D., who took 
over the leadership role when 
his father went to the NFL. 

"Celebrate, celebrate. cele-

brate," Joe Gibbs said over a 
telephone line while Stewart 
accepted the Nextel Cup trophy. 
"and I'm picking up the tab!" 

"You're darn right you're 
picking up the tab!" replied 
Stewart, who won at least $5.8 
million with the title. 

To get to this point, Stewart 
needed Gibbs' team interven­
tion. 

He moved back to Indiana 
into his childhood home, sur­
rounding himself with family 
and old friends who helped tem­
per his frequent mood swings. It 
showed in his personality and in 
his performance, especially dur­
ing the summer - when he 
turned it up a notch to become 
the hottest driver in NASCAR. 

Reeling off a string of five 
victories in seven races, nothing 
could beat Stewart, not even his 
old nemesis - Indianapolis 
Motor Speedway. The track had 
tormented him his entire career, 
denying him time after time in 
both stock and Indy cars. 

But not even lndy could 
derail Stewart this season. He 
finally scored a win at the 
Brickyard in August. 

''This is the icing on the cake 
for sure," Stewart said. "To win 
at the Brickyard was a race and 
a win of a lifetime for me, and to 
finish it off with a champi­
onship. I don't know how to ask 
for a better year. This is per­
fect." 

Only Jimmie Johnson, Carl 
Edwards and Biffle had a 
chance to beat him, and Johnson 
saw his hopes squashed 126laps 
into the race when an apparent 
leak in his right rear tire finally 
gave out. The tire exploded and 
sent him smashing into the wall. 

A two-time runner up for the 
title the past two seasons, 
Johnson desperately wanted to 
avoid falling short yet again. 
But as the cars raced around him 
and he stood dejected in the 
garage, Johnson would have 
traded anything to be back out 
there with a shot at second. 
Instead, he dropped all the way 
back to fifth in a frustrating end 
to his season. 

"I look back at the season and 
we did everything we could," be 

NFL SHOWDOWN: 
oils 45, ngals 37

Cl~CINNATI- In a game of 
pinball offense, Peyton 
Manning showed be's still the 
greatest wizard of them all. 

He called the right plays. He 
made incredible passes. And, 
ominously, he showed that the 

AtUnbeaten Indianapolis Colts are 
just starting to hit their stride. 

Manning threw three touch­
down passes in an offense that 
reached the end zone on its fust 
five possessions Sunday, setting 
up a 45-37 victory over the awe­
struck Cincinnati Bengals 

"He's unbelievable," Bengals 
quarterback Carson Palmer mar­
veled. "They're unbelievable." 

They're the 17th team to go 
10-0 and the frrst since Denver 
in 1998. With the defense falter­
ing for the first time and 
Cincinnati's defense geared to 
top running back Edgerrin 
James, it was up to Manning to 
protect that perfect record. 

He did it with his unique 
flair, sizing up the defense at the 
line and then calling the right 
play to beat it. 

"Peyton's the best," said tight 
end Dallas Clark, who had 
career highs with six catches for 
125 yards against a blitzing 
defense. "If he sees it, we're 
going to take advantage of it." 

The Bengals (7-3) couldn't 
stop him until it was too late. 
~anning went 24--of-40 for 365 

yards with one interception, 
while James had 89 yards and a 
pair of touchdowns. 

Coming off his record-setting 
49-touchdown season, Manning 
took some time to get going. 
He's found his stride- 18 touch­
down passes in the last seven 
games, a threat to score on every 
snap. 

"It's been a while since 
we've been in a shootout," he 
said. "We had been running the 
ball, and I think Cincinnati came 
in and said, 'Hey, we don'l want 

J,},O let Edgerrin James get estab­
lished.' We were kind of think-

ing they might be thinking that. 
So we came out and threw it." 

Johnson gave the Bengals 
confidence with an early 68-
yard touchdown catch and 
another novel celebration. He 
removed his helmet on the side­
line, knelt in front of a cheer­
leader and took her band in a 
mock proposal. Back at the 
bench, he wrote on a dry erase 
board: "T.O. I Got You Baby." 

In the end, Manning got 
them. 

Johnson and Palmer drove to 
Indianapolis to watch Manning 
and Marvin Harrison work their 
magic in a Monday night game 
last season, hoping to pick up 
some pointers. On Sunday, they 
learned not to try to one-up 
them. 

Harrison had five catches, 
reaching 900 career receptions 
faster than anyone in NFL histo­
ry. And Manning had a perfect 
passer rating after those fust 
five touchdown drives that set 
the tone. 

Johnson backed up his guar­
antee that the Colts couldn't 
cover him. The Pro Bowl 
receiver had eight catches for a 
career-high 189 yards. But it 
wasn't enough in a game of 
unrelenting offense. 

"Looking at that offense 
from the sideline, it's unfair," 
Johnson said. ''We're going to 
see them again, believe me." 

Huddles were disregarded 
and the defenses were flat-out 
dissed by a pair of quarterbacks 
who made it look so simple. The 
fiiSt six possessions resulted in 
five touchdowns, one field goal 
and two perfect passer ratings. 

It was so outrageous that 
Palmer and some of his team­
mates laughed in disbelief on 
the sideline during the closing 
seconds of the first half. 

Manning was flawless on the 
Colts' flrst five possessions, 
throwing for three touchdowns 
while the offense rolled up 301 
yards and scored 35 points. 

Then, the Colts got greedy 
and made it a game. 

Instead of runrung down the 
clock and taking a 15-point lead 
into halftime, they tried to score 
after getting the ball back at 
their 28-yard line with 1:25 to 
go. Manning slipped as he threw 
a pass, and the ball went direct­
ly to Keiwan Ratliff for lhe 
Bengab' NFL-high 21st inter· 
ception. 

That set up Rudi Johnson's 
second touchdown run, cutting 
it to 35-27 _ the second-most 
points ever scored in the first 
half of an NFL game. The Jets 
and Buccaneers combined for 
70 in 1985. 

Surely, they couldn't keep up 
this pace, could they? 

At the start of the second 
half, they did. Palmer opened 
with his second touchdown 
pass, getting the Bengals to 
within a point. Then the Colts 
showed their diversity, letting 
James carry 10 times in a 77-
yard touchdown drive. 

Which quarterback would 
blink first? 

It was Paltner, who flnished 
25-of-38 for 335 yards. His only 
poor throw was picked off by 
Marlin Jackson, setting up Mike 
Vanderjagt's 19-yard field goal 
for a 45-34 lead with 6:16 to go. 

One mistake too many. 
"You've got to be perfect," 

Palmer said. "It's unbelievable 
what they do." 

Notes: There were more 
guards on the sidelines and no 
security problems for the first 
game after a fan ran onto the 
field and took the ball from 
Brett Favre .... Harrison became 
the sixth receiver with 900 
career catches .... The Colts' 35 
points in the first half matched 
the most ever against Cincinnati 
in the half. Houston also scored 
35 in a 42-21 victOry on Nov. 
18, 1979 .... Johnson's explana­
tion of his touchdown celebra­
tion: "I reached deep into my 
bag of tricks _ a proposal, some­
thing that everybody does and 
then their life is over. If some· 
body tops that, I'm going to stop 
celebrating. •·

ATHENS, Ga. D.J. 
Shockley and the rest of the 
Georgia eniors lingered on the 
iield when it was over- posing 
for pictures under the goalposts. 
getting one final glimpse of 
Sanford Stadium and celebrat­
ing a twice-delayed champi­
onship. 

It was worth the wait. 
Shockley threw four touch­

down passes, Danny Ware 
scored on a 52-yard run and the 
No. 1-l Bulldogs finally got 
around to claiming a spot in the 
Southeastern Conference cham­
pionship game with u 45-13 
rout of Kentucky on Saturday. 

Georgia (8-2, 6-2 SEC) 
squandered its ftrst two chances 
to win the SEC East, losing to 
Florida and Auburn by a com­
bined five points. 

But the BuUdogs wrapped 
up their third division title in 
four years with an emphatic 
victory in the fmal game of the 
season between the hedge . 
Now, ir's on to the Dec. 3 cham­
pionship game, just 75 miles 
down the road in Atlanta. 

''I'U remember coming into 
this year with all !he doubts, 
starting with people picking us 
to fmish third in the East.71 said 
Shockley, who was among 
more than two dozens seniors 
honored before the kickoff. 'TU 
remember everyone picking out 
different guys and saying, 'Can 
!hey do the job?' -like myself." 

Indeed, Georgia was expect­
ed to fall off after losmg key 

players such as David Greene. 
David Pollack, Thomas Davis. 
Odell Thurman and Reggie 
Brown from last year's team. 
But Shockley did a brilliant job 
taking over for Greene, the win­
ningest quarterback in Divi ion 
[ history, and everyone else 
picked up the slack for the other 
departed stars. 

''People wondered if this 
wa. going to be a rebuilding 
year," Shockley said. "Well, I 
guess every year needs to be a 
rebuilding year for Georgia." 

Shockley completed 17-of-31 
for 159 yards in less lhan three 
quarters. Bryan McClendon 
caught two of the TD passe . 

Kentucky (3-7. 2-5) led 3-0 at 
the end of the first quarter. but no 
one at Sanford Stadium seemed 
too concerned. In fact. the crowd 
of more than 90,000 was late 
anivjng and d1dn't make a whole 
lot of nojse, as if still trying to 
recover from the hangover of a 
thrilling 31-30 loss to Auburn lhe 
previous week. 

There was nothing too 
thrilling about this game- just a 
workmanlike performance from 
a team that was determined to 
avoid a late-season collapse. In 
the final minute, what remained 
of the crowd fmally realized the 
significance of the victory. 
chanting "SEC! SEC! SEC!'' 

Georgia defeated the 
Wildcats for the ninth year in a 
row and 14th time in 15 sea­
sons, increasing their lead in the 
lopsided series. 

Next weekend, the Bulldogs 
will make the first of what 
could be three straight tnps to 

nearby Allanta. They close !he 
regular season against rival 
Georgia Tech, then return for 
the SEC title game. The winner 
of that garoe is expected to play 
in the Sugar Bowl. which also 
will be held in Atlanta as a fill­
in for flood-ravaged New 
Orleans. 

Georgia got off to a lacklus­
ter start. punting the ball away 
on ils first two possessions 
against the SEC's worst 
defense. 

Kentucky scored ftr t on a 
14-play, 49-yard drive that con­
sumed more than eight minutes 
before stalling at the Bul1dogs 
2. Taylor Begley came on to 
lcick the first of two field goals, 
hitting from 19 yards. 

"The game started out so 
miserably." Georgia coach 
Mark R.icht said.

In those days, Rosa's 
hometown of 
Montgomery, AL had 
a law: if there weren't 
enough seats on the bus 
for white people, black 
people were required 
to surrender their seats 
to them. When the bus 
filled, the white people 
expected Rosa to get 
up from her seat. 

Rosa didn't think it 
was fair that she had 
to give up her seat 
because she was 
African-American, 
and she didn't want 
to be treated unfairly 
any longer.
