Grand jury 
finds shooting 
'justifiable'

PRESTONSBURG- A 
flea market gun vendor was 
"legally justified in using 
deadly force" against 
another vendor who was 
shot and killed at the Bull 
Creek Trade Center earlier 
this year, a Floyd County 
grand jury ruled Tuesday. 

The grand jury issued a 
"no true bill" for Doug 
Moore, 65, of Diowood 
Road in Martin, and 
announced that they would 
not seek an indictment 
against him. Moore was 
released from custody on 
August 4, a few hour:; after 

he shot Manchester resident 
Harold Smith, 56. at the 
flea market. 

Moore was not irutially 
charged in the shooting 
because witnesses claimed 
he acted in self-defense 
against Smith, who some 
- Moore included - con­
sidered to be his friend. 

The Commonwealth's 
Attorney's Office began 
presenting the case regard­
ing Smith's death to the 
grand jury in September. 
Since that time, jurors 
heard testimony from 18 
witnesses, including every

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End the days 
of futility 

A decision to appoint a receiver to negotiate lower gas 
rates for the Wheelwright Utility Commission should come 
as good news for residents of that community, but the ratio­
nale behind that decision is bad news for members of the 
city commission. 

In providing his reasons for the decision, Perry Circuit 
Judge Bill Engle ruled that the city commission had mis­
managed the utility, most notably by failing to appoint a 
utility commission. 

For their part, city leaders have aid that they were unable 
to appoint a utility commiss10n because it was difficult to 
find anyone to take the job. However, that, too, could be 
considered the fault of city commissioners, because of how 
they have treated utility commissioners in the past. 

Instead of letting utility com.rrUssioners make decisions on 
how best to run the system. the city commis ion has consis­
tently undermined it in the past by reversing utility commis­
sion decisions or simply getting rid of utility commissioners 
with whom they disagreed. 

Sure, city commissioner should have some oversight 
over the utility commis ion, but that should not extend to 
consistent meddling. It could be reasonably asserted that in 
the past Wheelwright has not had a utility commission so 
much as a ''futility commission." 

This ruling, if not the debacle that required it, should be a 
wake-up call for the city commission.

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Study: CATS doesn't properly 
measure all students progress

FRANKFORT- Kentucky's student 
te~ting pm rap-~ 1I)adequawly'' mea­
sure rli pb'ifor'mancc of many pupils­
particularly tho e '' ith learrung di!:>abili­
ties. according to a recent study. 

Test scores or most learning disabled 
students in Kenrucky arc also not being 
properly reponed, according to the study 
by the Bluegrass Jn..,titutc. for Pubbc 
Policy Solutions in' Bowling Green. 

"Kentu~ky's te ting policy continues 
to inadequately measure re ults \Vith far 
too many of the commonwealth's cltil­
dren being Left behind." according to the 
report by Richard Innes, a11 education 
analyst at the Bluegrass Institute. 

States are required by the federal No 
Child Left Behind Act to report pupils' 
and school district · performance annual­
ly. while keeping a 2014 goal for profi­
ciency. There arc a range of potential 
consequences tor public schools failing 
to meet yearly progress goals for two or

more consecutive years. 
Kentucky uses the Commonwealth 

Accountability Testing System in meet­
ing the state's fedeJal NCLB require­
ments. It measures srudents in • reading 
and mathematics. 

"Policies established by the Kentucky 
Department of Education allow too many 
schools to escape accountability for the 
perfonnance of their student subgroups," 
according to the study. 

An increasing number of nrinority and 
learning disabled srudents • progress is 
being overlooked by Kentucky's current 
reporting methods, according to the report. 

Because of the state's reporting meth­
ods. more than 75 percent of Kentucky 
high schools, 56 percent of middle 
schools and 81 percent of elementary 
schools were not held accountable for 
how their learning-disabled pupils per­
formed in 2005, the report claimed. 

Among the reasons, the report claims, 
is that the CATS test is equipped for 
measuring an entire school's pedor­
mance. not small subsets of students. 

"Such grossly inadequate coverage of 
these special students - who number 
more than 100,000 statewide- is sim­
ply unacceptable." the report said. 

State education officials had not fin­
ished reviewing the entire report and 
were not planning a direct response, 
Kentucky Department of Education 
spokeswoman Lisa Gross said. 

"There's a lot wrong with it," Gross 
said. 

Kentucky's current CATS syste 
does measure learning disabled student 
in the aggregate, Gross said. 

"It is true that in schools there may 
not be a significant population to report 
for NCLB, but those schools are reported 
for CATS and they are reported by the 
school districts," Gross said. 

Gross also criticized the report, claim­
ing it was biased against the state's edu­
cation department and officials have 
responded to similar claims in the past.

However, 
I never felt like I belonged there. As there 
was no identificatiOn of gifted students at 
the time that I went to school. I will never 
know whether or not l would have been 
eligihle for gifted and talented services. 
Nor did I have any access to dramatic 
classes, except through the volunteer 
efforts of Shirley Stewart in my freshman 
year at Allen Central High School. 

During my junior yeat, Joyce Watson 
and several ol11er dedicated tcacht:rs gave 
awards to students who excelled in acade-

mics and held an awards ceremony to 
honor these students. I received two of 
them. but sadly I didn't even show up to 
receive them because I honestly didn't feel 
like it mattered what I did except to my par­
ents and some of those teachers. I deeply 
appreciate those teachers, Dr. and Mrs. 
Lowell Martin, my friends and family, for 
the emotional support that they gave me 
during the most difficult time of my life. 

I think that one thing that was said to 
me in high school by another student 
pretty much summed up how I fell about 
my school life. When a rumor floated 
around the community that people were 
kidnapping blonde-haired, blue-eyed 
girls, he said in front of the whole class, 
''Don't worry. Sharon. Nobody would 
want you anyway." 

I knew that I wanted other children 
who felt unaccepted to have the opportu­
nity to excel in other areas than were 
offered at the time. I was thrilled when 
Ron Hager. former Floyd County super­
intendent, backed the program with fund­
ing and support. I was excited to have to 

opportunity to work with Janie Goodman 
and Tammy Francis on a project that 
encouraged students to excel in acade­
mics and make the most of their talents 
and gifts in those areas. I an1 proud to say 
that I taught students such as Barry 
Davis, Beth and Ryan Jones, Dr. Lisa 
Hobbs and Dr. Robin Williams. l taugh{6 
others that I am equally proud of. but r­
am unaware of where they are located 
and what they are doing at the moment. 

When I saw Lhat Billie Jean Osborne 
bad opened up the Mountain Arts Center 
and joined Jenny Wiley in giving the 
community and arts outlet, l cheered. 
Please consider the talents and gifts that 
Floyd County children have been given. 
I strongly urge that talented and gifted 
education and the arts are vital to the sur­
vival of the Floyd County comrnuruty.

Cell phone companies challenge 
state's telecoDliilunications tax

FRANKFORT - Five cell 
phone companies are suing the 
stat ~ challenging a new tax set 
to take effect Jan. l. 

The companies - Cingular, 
Vi.!rizon, T-Mobile, Sprint and 
NPCR - arc challenging the 
way the !->late proposes to collect 
1 I . ~ percent tax on gross rev­
enue!. The measure was passed 
l'arher tht yeru· by the General 

sembly as part of a sweeping 
mcrhaul of the state's tax code. 

The cell phone companie. , 
which filed suit Friday in U.S. 
District court in Frankfon, arc 
asking a federal judge to suike 
down a provL ion in the law that 
prohibits the tax from being 
passed on to customers. 

The lawsuit is the second 
challenge to the new telecom­
munications tax enacted in 
March. T\.a.·o television satellite 
companies sued the state in 
May. challenging a 5.4 percent 
tax that they say unfairly bene 
fit. cable operators and hurt 

satellite operators. The lawsuit 
is ongoing. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher said 
Yionday that he has not 
reviewed the latest lawsuit, bur 
he stood by the telecommunica­
tions tax and the tax reform bill. 

A lawyer for the cell phone 
companies did not return phone 
calls seeking comment. 

The five cell phone compa­
nies challenging the provision 
serve about 80 percent of the 
approximately rwo million cell 
phone user~ in Kentucky.

There is no legal 
rcquircrn~nt for a store to n.:fund 
vour monn. The merchant may 
~hoosc to· exchange mcrchan­
dtse or give you store credit 
toward !UlOthcr item, especially 

if you do not have the original 
receipt 

• There is no legal require­
ment for a store to post its poli­
cy (although many do). If you 
don't sec it. before making :a 
purchase, ask the store for the 
specifics of its return, refund 
and exchange policy, and if 
available, to obtam a written 
copy. It is al~;o up to the cus­
tomer to determine 1f the . ame 
policies apply lO layaways and 
spcctally ordered mcrchandtsc. 

• If the mcrchandi ·c is 
defective. and there is a ··no 

refund'' policy. ask Lhe merchant 
for the name. address and phone 
number of the manufacturer. 
You can then \\rite or call the 
manufacturer about the defect 
and request a n.:fund. 

• Special or custom orders 
generally require a good-faith 
P<Htial payment up front. 
Customers, howe\ cr. should 
realize that such orders ofren 
fall under a "no refund'' policy.

The 
sheriff•s wife even cooked 
meals for prisoners.

Stumbo urges consumers to 
be aware of potential pitfalls 
when purchasing gift cards 

FRANKFORT - Attorney 
General Stumbo warns con­
sumers who buy and use gift 
cards to be conscientious con­
sumers. There are often early 
expiration dates and service 
charges on gift cards and certifi­
cates. Before purchasing these 
items, the Attorney General 
urges consumers to ask the mer­
chant for specific details regard­
ing expiration dates and service 
charges. 

The use of gift cards has 
increased significantly in recent 
years as consumers view them 
as an efficient way of ensuring 
that friends and family get the 
gifts they really want. The 
National Retail Federation esti­
mates that $55 billion worth of 
gift cards were sold in 2004. 

However, the purchaser of 

the gift card or the recipient of 
the card may be unaware thal it 
has an expiration date or that the 
~merchant is charging a monthly 
"maintenance fee" that dimin­
lshes the buying power of the 
gift card or certificate. 

"I want to help prevent con­
sumer embarra.ssment, anger 
and frustration when attempting 
to use a card that has expir:ed," 
Stumbo said. "With the holiday 
season rapidly approaching, this 
awareness campaign could not 
come at a better time.'' 

Some states have laws 
regarding gift cards. For exam­
ple, some laws stipulate that a 
gift card cannot have an expi­
ration date of less than two 
years after the card is pur­
chased. Some laws also requir:e 
that for a specified period of 

time no service charges or fee be 
administered that would reduce 
the total amount for which ttu 
holder may redeem the gift card 
Many laws also specify Lhat r, 
gift card sold to a consumer 
without an expiration date i£ 
valid until redeemed. 

"Ask questions when you pur· 
chase a gift card. This will elimi­
nate the element of an unpleasant 
surprise at the check-out counter 
and ensure that the recipient is 
able to take full ad vantage of the 
gift,'' Stumbo added.

on witness testimonies so 
intensely, he said. 

Turner said members of 
Smith's family, who did not 
return inquiry calls, were not 
satisfied with the grand jury's 
decision. Several family mem­
bers and acquaintances of Smith 
testifled that reports of what 
happened were out of character 
for the man, who Thrner himself 
called "good" and "peaceful." 

'There is no question at all 
that he was a good man who had 
a good reputation in his home­
town." Turner said. "He was a 
good, peaceful man. No one dis­
puted that, but the grand jury 
still had to go with the evidence.

It says there wasn't 
sufficient evidence to prove that 
the shooting was anything but 
justified." 

AIL of the witnesses provided 
consistent testimony. with only 
slight differences regarding 
some reports, Thmer said, point­
ing out that there is no ''middle 
ground" charge for someone 
who kills another in self defense. 

Moore, who was waiting with 
his bands in his front pockets 
and his gun in his back pocket 
when authorities arrived at the 
scene of the shooting on August 
4, was taken into custody with­
out incident. 

Witnesses at the flea market 
that morning said Moore and 
Smith were walking "side by 
side" down the center walkway 
when they got into a dispute 
about the war in haq. 

Witness Sam Hamman said 
the argument began when Smith 
started talking about 14 soldiers 
who were killed in Iraq. Moore 
argued that just as many people 
are killed on American roadways. 

The argument escalated as 
the men walked down the center 
walkway, witnesses said, and it 
ended at the flea market's snack 
stand, where Smith was shot. 

Thrner said there was no 
other testimony provided as to 
the reason for the initial argu­
ment, but he said the war debate 
was not discussed extensively 
for the grand jury. 

Moore refused to comment, 
saying only that he wanted to be 
left alone. 

The case can be presented to 
the grand jury at a later date if 
new evidence is discovered.

BCS standings unchanged; USC, 
Texas a win from. Rose Bowl

NEW YORK - Only twice 
in Bowl Championship Series 
history has a team been in posi­
tion to reach the title game 
heading into the final weekend 
of the regular season and 
played its way out. 

Southern California and 
Texas will try to avoid tripping 
up at the finish line Saturday, 
the way UCLA did in 1998 and 
Tennessee did in 2001. 

As they have been all season, 
the Trojans and Longhorns were 
atop the BCS standings Monday. 
USC is first for the fifth time in 
six weeks. Texas, which was on 
top for one week. is second again. 

The final BCS standings are 
released Sunday and the top 
two teams will. play in the Rose 
Bowl for a national title. USC 
and Texas are the only unbeat­
en teams left in Division 1-A, 
but each faces one more test. 

USC (11..:0) plays rival 
UCLA (9-1) at the Coliseum on 
Saturday. Texas ( 11-0) will 
meet Colorado (7-4) in the Big 

12 title game at Reliant 
Stadium in Houston. Both the 
Longhorns and Trojans are 
favored by at least three touch­
downs, so only a major upset 
will prevent them for meeting 
in Pasadena, Calif., on Jan. 4. 

Penn State is third, ahead of 
LSU and Virginia Tech, as the 
entire top 10 was unchanged 
from last week.lt'sjustthe sec­
ond time in the eight years of 
the BCS that has happened. 

Since the BCS was imple­
mented, nine teams have played 
games on the final weekend of 
the season ranked either first or 
second in the standings. Those 
teams are 6-3, and none that 
were No. 1 failed to reach the 
championship game. 

UCLA was second and 
undefeated in 1998 when it lost 
49-45 at Miami in a game 
rescheduled because of 
Hurricane Georges earlier in 
the season. The Bruins missed 
out on a shot to play Tennessee, 
which beat Mississippi State in 
the Southeastern Conference 
title game later that same day, 
for a national title. 

UCLA's loss, and a loss that 
same day by unbeaten Kansas 
State, allowed Florida State to 
reach the title game against 
Tennessee. The Volunteers won 
the Fiesta Bowl and the nation­
al championship. 

In 2001. Tennessee was sec­
ond in the BCS standings head­
ing into the SEC tille game 
against LSU. A win would have 
sent the Volunteers to the Rose 
Bowl to play Miami for thra: 
national title, but they werl" 
upset 31-20. Nebraska, which 
didn't even make the Big 12 
title game, ended up playing -
and losing to - the Hurricanes . 

Oklahoma was No. 1 in the 
BCS standings when it lost to 
Kansas State 35-7 in the Big 12 
title game in 2003, but the 
Sooners still reached the Sugar 
Bowl to play LSU for the 
national title. LSU beat 
Oklahoma to win the BCS title 
and USC beat Michigan in the 
Rose Bowl to win the AP 
national championship.

Tennessee looking forward to 2006

LEXINGTON - Tennessee 
• already is thinking about next 

football season, and who can 
blame the Volunteers for doing so? 

The Vols (5-6, 3-5 
Southeastern Conference) need­
ed a 27-8 win over Kentucky on 
Saturday simply to avoid the 
SEC Eastern Division cellar- at 
the end of a season in which 
they began with a No. 3 nation­
al ranking. 

Tennessee had its first losing 
record since 1988, saw a 16-
year streak of bowl appearances 
end and lost to in-state rival 

~Vanderbilt for the first time 
since 1982. 

It's no surprise, then, that the 
first questions coach Phillip 
Fulmer faced after the win over 
the Wildcats (3-8, 2-6) dealt 
with next season. 

''The tendency is to be 
relieved that the season is over," 
Fulmer said, "but I really wish 
we had another two weeks of 
practice, a bowl game and (the 
chance to) get the young guys 
more experience. You take what­
ever lessons. you learned and try 
to make the most of them. 'J "Now, we are going to look 
at a lot of different things in 

terms of decisions and adjust­
ments to be made in order for us 
to get back on track." • . t 

Aniong. the . immediate con­
cerns is whom Fulmer will pick 
to replace Randy Sanders, who 
resigned as the Vols' offensive 
coordinator during the season. 
The favorite for the job is David 
Cutcliffe, who once held that 
position until he left to become 
Mississippi's head coach. Ole 
Miss fired Cutcliffe last year 
after six seasons, and he subse­
quently stepped down as Notre 
Dame's assistant head coach 
during the spring after undergo­
ing bean-bypass surgery. 

Cutcliffe did not attend 
Saturday's game, and when 
asked about the possible hiring 
of an offensive coordinator, 
Fulmer said only, "We'll talk 
more about that next week." 

Fulmer wanted instead to 
discuss Tennessee's most lop-­
sided win of the season. 

The inconsistency that plagued 
the Vols' offense much of the sea­
son never appeared against 
Kentucky. as Tennessee beat the 
Wlldcats for the 21st straight time 
- the second-longest active win­
ning streak in an uninterrupted 
series between major-college 
opponents. Notre Dame's 42-
game winning streak over Navy is

the longest Kentucky hasn't beat· 
en Tennessee since 1984. 

Tennessee sophomore quar­
terback Erik Ainge, who has 
rotated with senior Rick Clausen

all season, made his fifth start of 
the year and went the distance, 
completing 17 of 25 passes for 
221 yards and two touchdowns. 
both in the first half. 

Ainge had seasdn highs for 
completions, yards and touch­
downs. His scoring passes of 50 
yards to Robert Meachem and 32 
yards to Chris Hannon, which 
staked the Vols to a i 7-6 halftime 
lead, were Ainge's two longest 
completions of the season. 

"We tried to get him going 
early with a couple of short 
passes," Fulmer said. 
"Sometimes the short pass can 
turn into a long pass. The 
receivers did a good job of mak4 

ing some plays. Erik is a confi­
dent person. He haS had some 
struggles this season at times -
some of his own doing, some of 
other things around him - and 
that has been the downfall of the 
consistency of the offense. 

"We have 70 or 75 plays and 
68 of them will be good, but the 
ones that are bad are the ones 
that beat you. Those errors are 
what we need to eliminate." 

Kentucky had its chances but 

squandered them. Three times 
the Wildcats had possession 
inside the Tennessee 10 but 
carne away with only two Taylor 
Begley field goals. 

"We have to get a touchdown 
when we get a field-position sit­
uation like that," Kent~cky 
coach Rich Brooks said. 

Down by 11 at halftime and 
with Tennessee keying on tai!­
back Rafael Litde, Kentucky 
had to resort to the pass. 

True freshman Curtis Pulley, 
who replaced injured Kentucky 
starter Andre Woodson in the 
second quarter. completed 23 of 
33 passes for 155 yards but 
threw three interceptions - one 
of which Tennessee defensive 
tackle Justin Harrell returned 7 
yards for a third-quarter touch­
down - and fumbled three 
times, losing one. 

''I think the team you saw out 
there today, that's how things 
should have been all season."

Several prod­
ucts are on the market that leave 
a bitter taste when they are 
sprayed on objects. Again, this 
is going to work best when there 
are only one or two things that 
the dog goes after, and when the 
owner can be very persistent in 
keeping them covered with the 
bad taste. Also. considering 
what dogs will eat, how do we 
exactly define "bad taste"? 
There is even a powder 
designed to be mixed in the 
dog's food that supposedly will 
deter him from eating his own 
stool. This stuff actually works 
sometimes, but I have to won­
der-how do you make poop 
taste any worse? 

I also try to teach my dogs to 
release items tlley have in their 
mouth when I ask for them. I 
make it into a game, and prac­
tice at first with items they are 
not highly possessive of. After a 
couple of round'> of ''Give it" I 
''Take it,'' they either get their

toy back or I trade it for some­
thing they like even better. This 
way they don't ~ee my taking 
things from their mouth as a 
threat, so when 1 really need to 
get something away from them, 
it is not usually an ordeal. I 
have to stress, though, that this 
can be very dangerous, so it's 
not omething I would do with a 
dog I hadn't worked with 
enough to develop a mutual 
trust. You may be able to bribe 
the dog away from a forbidden 
object with something he really 
loves-some cooked chicken in 
his bowl in the living room 
while you discreetly pick up the 
plastic bottle he was mauling in 
the kitchen, for example. Don't 
put yourself in danger. 

If you suspect your dog has 
swallowed something he 
shouldn't have, call your vet to 
see if there is anything you 
should do, or what you should 
watch for. Don't worry, no mat­
ter how stupid you thinlc it will 
sound, he bas probably heard it 
before, and if not, he will make 
a menral note of it for future ref­
erence. You may even see it 
someday in a newspaper article!

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It isn't unusual for a hunter to 
occasionally find a fossil or two. but 
when paleontologist Dr. ~1ichael 
Voorhies was looking for fossils near 
Orchard, NE. he a lot more! 

''Near sundown on a long day of 
fossil prospecting,'' Voorhies 
remembers, "I was walking along 
the valley rim above a creek. In cuts 
and slopes. erosion had laid bare a 
bed of silvery gray ash - the 
fossil-bearing kind - sandwiched 
between of sandstone." 

Voorhies discovered part of a baby 
rhinoceros skull sticking out of the 
ash. As Voorhies dug deeper, he 
found an entire baby rhinoceros 

! The skeleton \Vas fully 
articulated. which means that all the 
bone:s were still intact and neatly laid 
out in order. 

Over the next few days, Voorhies 
and his team discovered 12 more 
complete skeletons from an 
area no larger than your

Within a few days, their lungs had filled 
with ash, and they suffocated. 

Over the next few days, winds blew 
the loose ash around. Eventually the 
ash settled in the lowest places. The 
fossils that Voorhies found were in an 
ancient watering hole that got covered 
by about eight feet of ash. The ash 
covered the animals completely, 
keeping their remains safe from 
predators and other destruction for 
millions of years. 

Q: How do we know where the ash came from?
