LOUISVILLE - Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher ees a propo cd $299 
million Lout ville arena as an 
opponunity to score points for 
state unity. 

Fletcher on Friday urged

efits for the entire state. His 
comments came ll! he accepted 
a task force repon that recom­
mended building the 22.000-to-
24.000-seat arena downtown 
near the Ohio River.

CHARLOTTE, N.C. (AP)­
Jimmie Johnson knows what it's 
like lO lose a champioosbip, 
falling just short of the Nextel 
Cup title last season. Now that 
he's back on rop of the points 
standings. Johnson will try to 
rely on his past failure to pre­
vent it from happening again. 

··we lost last year by e\ght 
points. and we had some troubles 
at the start of the Chase," 
Johnson aid. "This year, hope­
fully. we'll make the right deci-
ions and not have any weird 

things happen to us, and I won't 
make any mistakes on the race­
track and stay clean throughout." 

Johnson ended a 15-race 
drought by winning at Dover 
last weekend, a victory that 
rocketed hlm five spots in the 
standings and back atop the 
leaderboard. Johnson spent 16 
weeks as the points leader this 
season, only to slip to a season­
low sixth after a late-summer 
swoon. 

The same thing happened to 
Johnson last season, when he led 
the points for eight weeks only to 
falter just as the 10-race Chase 
for the championship began. He 
dropped as low as ninth in the 
standings, then won four of the 
next five races ro claw his way 
back into contention. 

He had a legitimate shot at 
the title in the season finale, 
only to come up jusc short to 
Nextel Cup champion Kurt 
Busch. 

So when his Hendrick 
Motorsports team again bit a 
slump this season. it seemed 
like another ill-timed collapse 
for Johnson. 

''You never want to nose-

over or lose momenrum, but 
everybody knows that it hap­
pens at some point in time," 
Johnson said. "For our team, ic's 
usually around August or a little 
before that, and then we rec<>ver 
and get back. where we need to 
be. Past history shows we'll 
work through it • 

"I know my team believes 
that. I believe that We knew we 
would row1d the comer eventu­
ally and thanlcfully we've done 
it earlier in the Chase rather than 
as late in the Chase as we did 
last year." 

His first task will be making 
it out of Sunday's race at 
Talladega Superspeedway 
unscathed. He's had difficulty 
doing so in the past,o falling vic~ 
tim to everything from the typi­
cal restrictor-plate wreck to 
faulty parts and f.rtalc accidents. 

In 2002, Johnsbn beaded into 
Talladega on top of the points 
standings for the first time in his 
career. His stay there was short, 
though, because Mark Martin 
crashed into him on the pre-race 

Johnson's crew chief 
never felt like also-ran

DOVER, Del. - Jimmie 
Johnson's crew chief never 
thought his race team was any­
thing but a top-notch outfit. 

Chad Knaus knew all about 
Tony Stewart's incredible run 
to lhe top of rhe Nextel Cup 
standings and read about Roush 
Racing putting all five of its 
driver in NASCAR's Chase 
for the championship. But 
Knaus wasn't worried. 

"T'm not really sure what the 
perceptlon is outside this 
Learn," Knaus said after 
Johnson took the points lead 
Sunday with a victory at Dover 
International Speedway. "I 
knov. the perception inside of 
the team. and that' that we are 
a champjonsbip team, and 
we've been waiting for the final 
l 0 to get here. •· 

Now. just two races into the 
Chase among the top 10 drivers, 
John on is the one who must be 
caught. And if last year is any 
indication of how strong he can 
be at the end. rbe rest of the elite 
could be in for a tough ride. 

Johnson won four of the last 
six races in 2004 and finished 
second 10 the season finale to 
lose the title by eight points to 
Kurt Busch. 

·'One big factor is testing. H 

Knaus said. "We've been sav­
ing our test sessions.'' 

One of the nine allowable 
tests they didn't nse paid off 
handsomely. 

Johnson barely hung on 
Sunday ro beat teammate Kyle 
Busch, then credited the rookie 
for helping him win. 

'They were up here testing 
two weeks ago and we used their 
information," Johnson said. "I 
don't think: Hendrick Motorsports 
had any new data on the track." 

Still, it was no easy victory. 
"He was all over me at the 

end, and that's the way it 
should be," Johnson said. 'Tve 
got to thank Kyle for being 
such a good teammate and rac­
ing me cle-an at the end." 

Busch badly wm1ted his second 
career vicLOry, but knew he bad 
done all he could. He said there 
were no team orders preventing 
him from trying to beat Johnson. 

"We were a little too tight at the 
end and couldn't get the fresh air 
we Deeded," Busch said. "I was 
hoping he might be little looser 
and cbase him up the track." 

Tony Stewart, the Nextel 
Cup points leader for the Last 
seven races, battled an ill-han­
dling car en route to an 18th­
place finish. The outcome also 
ended his streak: of 13 straight 
top-10 finishes that included 
five victories. 

"Obviously, something hap­
pened today," Stewart said. 
"'This wasn't the way our car 
drove yesterday. But we'll be 
fine. We'll get caught up." 

There would be no perfect 
weekeod for Ryan Newman, who 
won poles for both races here and 
was coming off a victory Saturday 
in the Busch Series. Newman won 
the opening event in the Chase a 
week earlier, outdueling Stewart in 
a stirring finish at New Hampshire 
International Speedway. 

The victory in the MBNA 
400 was the third this year for 
Johnson, who leads Rusty 
Wallace by seven points in the 
Chase among the top-10 dri­
vers. Johnson also won for the 
third time at Dover and 17th 
overall. 

Stewart carne to The 
Monster Mile 20 polnts ahead 
of Greg Biffle, who won here in 
June. Stewart is tied with 
Biffle, who cut a tire and fin­
ished 13th. They're fifth, 23 

points behind Johnson. 
Johnson went to the front on 

the 375th lap by passing Mark 
Martin. Both had pitted a few 
laps earlier under caution, but 
Johnson toolc four tires and 
after the restart easily outraced 
Martin. who took only two. 

"I knew we were in good 
shape once we got going on a 
long run," said Johnson, who 
credited Knaus with making the 
key decision on tires. "Chad 
said four was going to be better, 
and it worked out." 

Rookie Busch and Wallace 
also passed Martin, who's 
fourth in the points, 21 bac.k. 

Newman led the first 30 
laps, but faded badly before 
recovering to finish fifth and 
stand third, 12 points behind 
the leader. 

Just before the halfway 
mark, Roush Racing topped the 
scoreboard with Biffle, Kurt 
Busch, Martin and Matt 
Kenseth running 1-2-3-4. There 
has never been such a flnish of 
teammates in NASCAR history. 

I ohnson, who started fifth in 
a field of 43. led 134 of 404 
laps in the $5 million race. His 
Chevrolet beat that of Busch by 
0.080 seconds in a race extend­
ed for a green-white-checker 
finish after Joe Nemechek 
wrecked on lap 398. 

Finishing third on the high­
banked concrete oval was 
Wallace in a Dodge, foUowed 
by the Ford of Martin and 
Newman's Dodge. 

"I'm having better runs than 
I've had in a long time," said the 
retiring Wallace. honored by the 
track before the race. "I want to 
go out on top of my game, and 
I'm doing that right now." 

Kurt Busch led 192laps, but 
cut a tire and finished 23rd. 
He's lOth .in the standings, 170 
points behind.
