Father fdes 
com paint 
against judge

McDOWELL - A Floyd 
County man say that family 
court is bia ed against men. 

Deputy Jailer Jackie 
Kendrick, a McDowell 
native, has flied a complaint 
against Family Court Judge 
Julie Paxton with the Judicial 
Conduct Commission and the 
Kentucky Bureau of 
lnve ·tigation. 

Kendrick, who filed for 
an uncontested divorce in 
May 2000, alleges that 
Paxton showed favoritism to 
his ex-wife, Sharon Cole­
man. during divorce pro­
ceedings. 

He ays he doesn't under­
stand why an uncontested 
divorce took four years to be 
finalized. 

''.My rights have been vio­
lated and I feel that it i time 
for someone to tand up and 
let people know what kind of 
judge Julia [sicj Paxton is," 
Kendrick wrote in the com­
plaint. "I would like some­
one appomted that would 
look into her cotut records 

and just see how many cases 
that have been done this way 
or see how many times she 
has failed to make a ruling 
because the 'father' was in 
the right. Every word I have 
written can be proven." 

When the couple flied for 
divorce, they agreed to share 
joint custody of their two 
minor children. At that time, 
Kendrick, the natural father, 
was appointed as the chil­
dren's primary physical care­
taker. 

In October 2000, domes­
tic relations commissioner 
Wllliam Kendrick and attor­
ney Jimmy Webb, represent­
ing Jaclcie Kendrick, signed 
an agreed order between the 
couple, stipulating that both 
parents would retain primary 
guardianship while the chil­
dren were in their respective 
cuslody. According lo the 
order, the Cabinet for 
Families and Children was to 
inspect the homes of both 
Kendrick and Coleman prior 
to the filing of a fmal decree 
in the divorce, a means to

The parent 
instructed the child to tell 
school officials that he fell 
off an ATV, Cornett said. 

On Thursday, Hale's attor­

R. Allen to drop the restrain­
ing order currently against 
Hale because he had not been 
indicted on the charge.

But more than anything, Katrina ripped away the facade that 
wa. the Bush admini tration' di aster .. planning" for home­
land security - a plan it has spent four years and billions of dol­
lar~ to develop since the Twin Towers fell. 

What the nation really got is colossal incompetence and 
inexcusable bureaucratic bungling that has caused needless 
death and suffe1ing on an epic scale. 

The National Hurricane Center in Miami told everyone well 
in ad\ance- including top federal officials- that Katrina was a 
monster that would trigger a huge storm surge, likely swamp 
New Orlean 'levee. and cause catastrophic flooding. 

And then there·s Pre. ident Bush, who showed how blind he 
was h) saying no one thought the levees would break, despite 
the loud warnings and years of studies that accurately predicted 
they would. 

The Katrina-wa -too-big-to-handle apologists conveniently 
forget this: 

A nuclear or chemical attack by terrorists in a major urban 
area could easily cause a city the size of New Orleans to be 
contaminated and uninhabitable, spawning the same immediate 
and huge demands for evacuation, shelter, food and medical 
care as Katrina. 

And do it without warning. 
That's what Bush's Department of Homeland Security was 

supposcJ to be prepared for, but obviously wasn't.

Fletcher ftres nine over 
personne problems

FRANKFORT - Gov. Ernie Fletcher on 
Wednesday sacked nine members of his admin­
istration, including one of his closest advisers, 
for what he now believes were violations of 
state Merit System personnel laws, even if 
unintentional. 

Fletcher apologized to people hurt by hiring 
mistakes. 

"But it is now clear to me that there were 
mistakes made by staff members who either 
did not understand, or appreciate, the spirit of 
the Merit System rules," Fletcher said, speak­
ing from a prepared statement. 

He said he would also disband LINK, his 
local outreach offices, wruch court documents 
have said were run largely as employment and 
Fletcher re-election centers. 

Among those gone are Richard Murgatroyd, 
Fletcher's deputy chief of staff and close 
friend. 

Fletcher said he would also ask the state 
Republican Party to oust Darrell Brock as its 
chairman. But Brock. who used to be head of 
Fletcher's local development office, apparently 
is not inclined to leave. 

A spokeswoman for the party said Brock 
had not resigned and would not answer ques­
tions. In a statement, Brock said the executive 
committee was pleasetl with the party's 
progress this year and he enjoys the "support of 
a great many of our Republican leaders from 
this Commonwealth.'' 

Four of tho e ftred were among the nine 
people indicted on merit law charges by a spe­
cial grand jury in Frankfort. Brock was also 
indicted on personnel charges. 

Fletcher issued pardons to alJ nine and any­
one el e who might be investigated or who vio­
lated the law from the beginning of Fletcher's 
administration through lhe end of August. 

Except for Murgatroyd, though, Fletcher 
left in place the highest ranking members of his 
administration who were indicted - acting 
Transportation Secretary Bill Nigbbert and 
Deputy Secretary Jim Adams. 

Fletcher said there was never an attempt in 
his administration to circumvent the Merit 
System law, Kentucky's version of civil ser­
vice. 

Fletcher said the problems were caused by 
officials who didn't respect or understand the 
Merit System. were "too eager to please" local 
politJcians or had a "lack of insight for how 
their actions might reflect upon the ethics of 
this administration." 

Democratic Party Chairman Jerry 
Lundergan was quick to place blame on 
Fletcher. "This is ju t another chapter in the 
changing strategy and unfolding story of Ernie 
Fletcher's blame game. Gov. Fletcher is 
attempting to deflect and blame others for the 
corruption which he sanctioned." Lundergan 
said in a statement. 

State Sen. Julian Carroll, D-Frankfort, who 
is also a former governor, said the fuings 
should have accompanied the pardons. 

"I'm astonished at the political mistakes 
lhat supposedly an experienced politician is 
making." Carroll said in a telephone interview. 

Fletcher for the first time tried to ease ten­
sions with Attorney General Greg Stumbo, 
whose office has been conducting the investi­
gation and convened the special grand jury that 
has issued the criminal charges. 

Fletcher and his supporters have accused 
Stumbo, a Democrat, of pursuing the investi­
gation for his own political agenda. Fletcher 
repeated Wednesday he thought the prosecu·

In his own statement, Stumbo said he was 

pleased Fletcher "is taking responsiblity for the 
criminal conduct of some members of his 
administration." 

Fletcher said he hoped to "bury the hatchet" 
with Stumbo and work with him. Stumbo said 
he intended to continue the investigation. Just 
before Fletcher's news conference, though, 
investigators from Stumbo's office served a 
search warrant on the office of Stan Cave, 
Fletcher's chief of staff. 

Included among court documents filed to 
obtain the warrant were e-mail exchanges and 
other information that seem to indicate 
Fletcher knew of a personnel initiative that 
prosecutors say was the basis of many of the 
criminal charges brought by the grand jury. 

The court documents also contain parts of a 
transcript of an interview between chief prose­
cutor Scott Crawford-Sutherland and Dan 
Druen, a central figure in the investigation. 
Druen was fired as commissioner of adminis­
trative services in the Transportation Cabinet 
and i the only person charged with felony 
crimes of obstructing justice. 

The interview. which indicated Druen was 
cooperating to some extent with the investiga­
tion, took place three days before Fletcher 
announced the pardons. A spokeswoman for 
Fletcher said he did not know ofDruen's coop­
eration and the pardons were not related. 

Fletcher did not pardon himself and said he 
would not do so if he is charged. Crawford­
Sutherland has repeatedly declined to comment 
when asked if Fletcher is a potential target of 
the grand jury. 

The hastily called news conference 
Wednesday was. the latest administration 
response to the investigation, which began in 
late May. While Fletcher initially said mistakes 
might have been made in hiring, he followed 
shortly with an announcement that his 
Personnel Cabinet had investigated and found 
no wrongdoing. 

Others who res1gned as ordered Wednesday 
were Bob Wilson, deputy secretary of the 
Personnel Cabinet; Basil 1\lrbyfill, Fletcher's 
director of personnel and efficiency; and Cory 
Meadows, former deputy director of the local 
outreach office now working in the 
Transportation Cabinet. All were indicted. 

Others leaving state government are Sam 
Beverage, the state highway engineer; Vince 
Fields. chief of staff in the Personnel Cabinet 
and fanner director of the outreach office: 
Allen Sturgeon, an assistant in the 
Tran portation Cabinet; and Tim Hinderlight, 
deputy commi sioner of intergovernmental 
programs in Transportation. Amos Hubbard, 
chief district engineer in Transportation, was 
flred from his supervisory position, but as a 
former Merit System employee has the right to 
return to his former post in the cabinet. 

Spencer Noe, the Kentucky GOP legal 
counsel and executive committee member, said 
party leaders would have to con ider Brock's 
fate. He said Brock has done a good job, but 
that would have to be weighed against the 
indictment. U.S. Sen. Mitch McConnell, the 
mo t influential Republican in the state, did not 
return calls Wednesday about Brock's future. 

Colleen Blouin, the current chief of 
Fletcher's office of local development, said the 
Local Initiatives for a New Kentucky would be 
reorganized to retain its function for con­
stituent services. The 13 employees would be 
retained in the governor's office, though 
Blouin said she did not know whether the

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Coal sludge case. scheduled for trial next wee~

LNEZ - A trial is scheduled to 
begin Monday in a lawsuit filed by res­
idents whose property was covered in 
gooey black coal sludge five years ago 
after one of the South's worst ecologi­
cal disasters. 

The case involves the spill of an 
estimated 306 million gallons of the 
molasses-like substance that gushed in 
torrents from a mountaintop reservoir, 
smothering fish. blackening the land­
scape, and cutting off drinking water 
supplies for some 60 miles along the 
Kentucky-West Vrrginia border. 

"It is the first jury trial involving the 
issue," said Ned Pillersdorf, an attorney 
representing 12 people who filed suit

against Martin County Coal and its par­
ent company Massey Energy of 
Richmond, Va. "!' m expecting the trial 
lo last a week or two." 

The company has reached out-of­
court settlements with some other fam. 
ilies who filed similar lawsuits. Tenns 
of those settlements were not disclosed. 

In the pending lawsuit, residents liv­
ing along Coldwater Creek are asking 
for unspecified compensation for prop­
erty damage caused by lhe spill. They 
had also a ked for punitive damages, 
but Circuit Judge Daniel Sparks ruled 
Tuesday that the plaintiffs can be com­
pensated only for actual damages. 

Pillersdorf had asked for punitive 
damages, claiming the company 
showed a reckless disregard for the res­
idents. Sparks said in his ruling that he 

found no such disregard, which was 
required before he could allow a jury to 
consider punitive damages. 

The lawsuit claims the sludge spill 
deposited toxic chemicals on residen­
tial properly, damaged underground 
water supplies and reduced the value of 
homes. 

Jeff Woods, lead attorney for Martin 
County Coal, declined to comment on 
the case. 

Charles Patrick, one of the plaintiffs 
in the case, said he .and his neighbors 
are concerned that chemicals in the 
sludge may have harmed their health. 
He said several people along Coldwater 
Creek have been diagnosed with cancer 
since the spill. 

Another resident of the Coldwater 
Creek community, AnnetLe Evans, said 

in a deposition included in the case file 
that her dog became mired in the 
sludge outside her home. The yellow 
lab became ill and died two days later. 

Martin County Coal contends the 
sludge - a nVx.ture of water and waste 
products generated when the coal is 
washed in preparation for marketing­
as bas1cally harmless, though its weight 
and thickness annihilated all aquatic 
tife in Coldwater Creek and Wolf 
Creek. 

The coal company spent about $40 
mmion cleaning up the spill. In 2002 it 
agreed to pay nearly $3.5 million in 
penalties and damages to the state of 
Kentucky. 

A drive through the impacted areas 
reveals no visible signs that a spill 
occurred. The stream banks are blan-

keted with vegetation. Small fish swim 
in the creeks. 

Kevin Frey, a biologist with the 
Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildhlc Resources, said fishermen oa 
the Tug Fork of the Big Sandy Rive.c 
are finding bass, bluegill and severa!f 
varieties of catfish plentiful. 

That's in part due to a restocking 
program the state began after the spill. 
he said. 

Frey said the smaller Coldwater and 
Wolf creeks haven't recovered as well 
as the Tug ·Fork. However, be said they: 
are comparable to other streams in the 
area based on the number of fish and 
other aquatic creatures living in them. 

"There's going to be steams a lot 
better," Frey said, "but there are scm~ 
steams a lot worse that those two."

High schools join the pros, 
selling seat licenses for stadiums 

P'burg girls' soccer scores victory over OBI

Bake sales, raffles and other 
fundraiser no longer bring in 
nough money for orne Ohio 

high chools building new foot­
ball stadiums. 

So a handful in the state and 
elsewhere have turned to selling 
personal seat licenses just like 
the pros. 

Boosters and longtime ticket 
holders are being asked to plunk 
down from $150 to $1 ,500 so 
they can reserve comfy seat in 
prime locations. 

"It's an innovative way of 
raising money,'' said An Bucci, 
athletic director at Fremont 
Ross High School in northwest 
Ohio. ·'Years ago. you just put 
'Orne bleachers up and spray 
painted the field." 

Personal seat licenses have 
been widely used to pay for con-
u·uction projects for profes­

sional and collegiate teams, 
including stadiums for the 
Cleveland Browns and Cincin­
nati Bcngals. 

Now high schools are fol­
lowing their lead. 

Seat licenses priced at $1 ,500 
and $1 ,000 helped pay for part 
of a football-soccer tadium in 
Ravenna. And Napoleon High 
School sold 784 scat licen es at 
$300 each for its stadium. 

"With the way finances are 
anymore, the schools just don't 
have the money," said Brad 
Musgrave, athletics director at 
Napoleon. "You've got to come 
up wilh creative ways of fmanc­
ing if you want nice facilities." 

Louisville Trinity High 
chool in Kentucky sold nam-

ing rights to 700 seats in its new 
tadium that opens Friday. The 

$1,000 price tag allows donors 
the tight to buy tickets for those 
seats. 

"They don't have a perma­
nent license. but they do get first 
shot." said Rob Mullen. the 
school's president. 

Donors contributed about 
$2.7 million for the project. 

"We were not going to put a 
surcharge on tuition or charge a 
student fee,'' Mullen said. "We 
either raise it or we don· t build 
it." 

Ravenna athletics director 
Dave McBee ·aid the only prob­
lem has been that some people 
who bought seat licenses don't 
come to the games so some 
prime seats are unoccupied. 

"They just wanted to con­
tribute,'' he said. "Some people 
who bought them don't even 
live in the conununity." 

Fremont i planning to build 
a new stadium next year and 
will sell $600 seat licenses. 
Buyers will get seats with 
cupholders and their name 
engraved on the chair. 

A few fan . though. have 
complained that they' II be 
moved from seats they've held 
for years. 

"I sympathize with them," 
Bucci aid. "You've got people 
on fixed incomes who' vc had 
l:be arne seats for 30 years. They 
can't really afford to do that.'' 

The school will try to move 
those fans to spots near where 
they had before, he said. ''We're 
not out to make a lot of money," 
Bucci said. "This i to build a 
facility and give it back to the 
community."

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Drobney makes it back to end zone for Kentucky

LEXINGTON - During the 
tough times for Kentucky the past 
two seasons - and there have 
been many- Jeremiah Drobney 
has ser;ed as a face of the pro­
gram off the field, answering 
media queries. putung on a brave 
front when necessary and earning 
his teammates' respect. 

On the field, it's also been 
challenging for the 6-foot-4. 

,. 255-pound senior tight end from 
Massillon, Ohio. Drobney has 
11 career starts spread over his 
first three seasons, but injuries 
kept him from playing as well as 
he'd like, a frustration he open­
ly acknowledges. He entered the 
season with only 22 career 
catches and one touchdown. 

That inconsistency bas led to 
a yo-yo ride up and down Ken­
tucky's depth chart. Over the 
course of the past year, Drobney 
has gone from a starter to an 
afterthought to an important 
backup for the Wildcats (l-1 }, 

who will visit Indiana (2-0) on 
Saturday. 

"lt"s a little disappointing, 
just basically because of the 
injuries," Drobney said. ''Each 
year I've had one thing or the 
other go wrong. Obviously, I 
would have liked to have not 
had the injurie and been able to 
play a little bit more the last 
couple of years. But overall. it's 
been a great experience." 

One of the highlights carne 
last Saturday, when he scored 
hi second career touchdown, a 
9-yard reception from Andre 
Woodson in the third quarter of 
Kentucky's 41-29 win over 
fdaho Stare. Drobney was 
happy, but so were many of his 
teammates, who were glad that 
hi effort had been rewarded. 

"When Drobney scored that 
touchdown, that was probably 
the happiest part of the game for 
me. because Drobney has been 
out a lot with his injuries, and he 
hasn't really gotten to play a lot 
so far this season because he's 
been down and injured," right 
guard Trai Williams said. 
"When he caught that touch­
down, that got us all fired up." 

Early during his sophomore 
season. Drobney broke his hand 
during a practice, an injury he 
played wtth the rest of the year. 
Three games mto the season, he 
lo t his starting job, as coach 

Rich Brooks wanted a better­
blocking tight end, although 
Brooks later gave back the job 
to Drobney. 

As a junior, in then-offensive 
coordinator Ron Hudson's sys­
tem, Drobney wasn't a frequent 
target of the quarterbacks, and 
he missed the final two games 
of the season with a knee sprain. 

During that time, Kentucky 
coaches switched Jacob Tamme, 
who had been a wide receiver, 
to tight end, and Tamme starred 
in the season finale against Ten­
nessee, and again during spring 
practice. Drobney - who's 
already graduated with a degree 
in fmance - entered his senior 
season competing with another 
former starter. Eric Scott, and 
another senior, Jarnir Davis, for 
the backup position. 

"That's what happens when 
you get Jacob Tamme at tight 
end," Brooks said. "All of a sud­
den, those other guys don't get 
quite as many snaps." 

Drobney was listed as the 
third-stringer for Kentucky's 
ftrst two games, behind Davis, 
but moved to No. 2 on the depth 
chart this week. Despite the 
depth-chan challenges it poses 
to him, Drobney isn't upset that 
coaches converted Tarnme to 
tight end. 

"I think it helped with the 
tight end being more involved in

"They've been throwing the 
ball a lot, doing very well with 
it," Louisville coach Bobby 
Petrino satd Monday. "They 

._might throw it six, seven, eight 
time in a row." 

The Cardinals will also face 
one of the country's top 
rrceivers, Mike Hass. The 6-
foot-1, 208-pound senior 
already has 20 catches this sea­
son and is averaging 10 yards 
per reception, ranking him 
among the top 5 nationally in 
both categories. 

"I don't know if you can ever 
shut a guy down who has that 
much talent and that much 
knowledge on how to play the 

... game." Petrino said. "But we 
certainly need to contain him 
and understand where he is 
every snap. They move him all 
over the place, so you're going 
to see him line up in different 
spots all the lime, so it's not like 
you can JU t take your coverage 
and roll it to him.'' 

Kentucky quarterback Andre 
Woodson threw only 27 passes 
against the Cardinals in the 
opener. But twice in the second 
half, he hooked up with 
receivers for 30-plus yard gains 

,..and also threw touchdown pass­
es of I 5 and 21 yards. 

Petrino said after the game 
that sibling safeties Antoine and 
Brandon Sharp and the quartet 
of cornerback who saw action 
were confused, at times, 
because of bad communication. 
On Monday, he said the line­
backers also bear some respon­
sibility. 

"It's not one guy," Petrino 
said. "We've got to make sure 
they're all on the same page." 

Petrino can trace some of his 
concerns to inexperience. 

Brandon Sharp and comer-

That reputation, as well as a 
handful of victories in midgets 
and sprint cars. helped the deter-

Newman and Wallace are the 

only other teammates in the 
Chase. and the relationship 
between the two is so sour that 
both probably would prefer to 
finish last than ask for help from 
the other.

When Newman had instant 
success with his method and 
Wallace was struggling, there 
was very little dialogue between 
the two teams even though they 
operate side-by-side in the same 
race shop. 

Newman claims that Wallace 
won't work with him, wltile 
Wallace grumbles that Newman 
doesn't respect him. 

The relationship has deterio­
rated to the point where the two 
have almost no interaction, and 
Newman acknowledged he 
doubts there'll be any give-and­
take between the two on the 
track. 

"Would Rusty Wallace pull 
over and give me the opportuni­
ty to have five point ? I don't 
know," Newman said. 

Logic says that if the Penske 
drivers are going to have any 
shot at chasing down the Roush 
camp, Newman and Wallace are 
going to have to learn to get 
along. Wallace's crew chief isn't 
so sure. 

"Ryan is right. Rusty and

Ryan have different driving 
styles," Larry Carter said. ''I'm 
not sure if we knew what (New­
man) was doing, would it bene­
fit us?

1989 in a down-to-the wire 
shootout with the late Dale 
Earnhardt.

pass the league's rookie test 

In 2000, she raced in the 
Indianapolis 500 for the flrst 
lime and later that season fm­
ished third at Kentucky Speed­
way. the youngest woman in 
IRL history to lead laps and 
record a podium finish. The next 
year, Fisher became the fastest 
woman qualifier at Indy with a 
four-lap speed over 229 mph, 
won a pole at Kentucky and fin­
ished a career-best second in 
Homestead - still the best IRL 
finish by a woman. 

In alL she started five Indy 
500s and was voted the series' 

most popular driver thJ;ee times. 
But it wasn't enough to ensure her 
future in the open-wheel port. 

Even as she became a fan 
favorite and showed her skill, 
Fisher struggled to find sponsor­
ship, found her elf racing in 
subpar equipment and wound up 
fading out of the IRL and look­
ing for a ride - any ride. 

At her bleakest moment. 
along came Richard Childress, 
one of the elite team owners in 
NASCAR. 

The two had a chance meet­
ing in April 2004 at a Chevrolet 
public relations function in 
Washington, D.C. 

"Richard a ked me how 
things were going and I told him 

that it could be better," Fishe{ 
said. ''He said. 'Hey, if you ever 
decide to drive a stock car, call 
me. So, I did." 

Childress got Fisher a te t in 
a late-model stock car and liked 
what he saw. He helped her put 
together a deal for this year, dri­
ving in the NASCAR Grand 
National West senes for Bill 
McAnally with the support of 
the Drive for Diversity progran1. 

"I had followed her career and 
I knew what kind of driver she 
was,'' Childre aid. "I knew she 
wasn't afraid of speed." 

So far, her introduction to 
stock car racing has been a 
mixed bag. 

Fisher didn't finish better 

Former champion on a tear as Chase begins

The way that Matt Kenseth 
won his champion hip in 2003 
often is pointed to as the reason 
NASCAR went to a playoff­
style formar for its top series. 

Kenseth won just one race 
during his title run, but virtual­
ly ran away with what was then 
the Winston Cup through solid, 
if somewhat snooze-inducing, 
consistency. 

By the time the 2003 sea on 
reached the final 10 race . the 
Roush Racing driver was total­
ly in control and there wasn't 
much reason for anybody but 
his own No. 17 team to get 
excited about it. That was the 
last straw for NASCAR, which 
had seen too many points races 
rurn into late-season routs in 
recent years. 

Last year, the first eason for 
Ncxtel as the title sponsor of 
NASCAR's elite stock car 
series, the 1 O-man. 10-race 
Chase for the championship 
was inaugurated. It was a suc­
cess. with the title battle going 
to the final lap of the season 
before KUJt Busch gave team 
owner Jack Roush hi ccond 
straight championship. 

Five drivers went into the 
2004 finale in Homestead, Fla., 
with at least a mathematical 
shot at the crown, while Busch, 
runnc1-up Jimmie Johnson and 
third-place Jeff Gordon wound 
up separated by just 16 points -
the closest title race in 
'ASCAR history. 

Kcnseth won two races early 
last season and made it into the 

Chase, but he never was a fac­
tor in the championship, finish­
ing eighth behind teammate 
Busch. 

This year, the five Roush 
drivers - including four-time 
series runner-up Mark Martin, 
Greg Biffle and Carl Edwards­
make up half the Chase field. 
And Kenselh is perhaps the 
most surprising member of that 
quintet of contenders. 

While his teammates ran 
among the top lO virtUally the 
entire year, Kenseth had a miser­
able fu t half of the season. He 
managed two top-1 0 fmishes -
eighth at Las Vegas in March 
and . eventh at Dover in June -
through the first 14 races of 
2005, falling all the way to 24th 
in the points following a 32nd­
place run on June 12 at Pocono. 

A fourth-place finish the 
next week at Michigan turned 
his season around and Kenseth 
charged back into contention 
for the Cha e with nine top lOs, 
including a victory at Bristol, in 
his last 12 starts. 

Kcnseth didn't lock up a 
spot in the Chase until he fm­
ished second to Busch last Sat­
urday night at Richmond, wind­
ing up tied with Edwards for 
eig~Jth. 

With the top lO now separat­
ed in increments of five points 
for the start of the playoff, 
Ken seth goe · into Sunday's 
Chase opener at New Hamp­
shire International Speedway 
trailing leader Tony Stewart by 
35 poinls and hotter than any­
one except Stewart - who has 
12 consecutive lop lOs. includ­
ing five victories. 

I 

''I'm really enjoying this," 
Kenseth aid. grinrung. "lt's fun 
to drive these cars. I really think 
we can be a threat down the 
stretch." 

Kenseth said that even though 
things were heading in the right 
direction, he wasn't counting on 
making it into the title race until 
it actually happened. 

"No mauer what. l was 
going to walk away happy and 
proud of my guys because we 
made up 300 and some odd 
points on lOth place in the last 
couple of months, and that's 
awesome, even if we hadn't 
made it," he said. 

Some might think Rou h is a 
shoo-in to win his third straight 
Cup title, with five drivers in the 
top l 0. But considering how 
well things have gone in the tirst 
26 race this season, the owner 
predicts his team is due for some 
bad luck over the final IO. 

Still. he particularly likes the 
chances of Kenseth, thanks to 
his experience and the way his 
team has responded to adversity. 

"I think (his experience) is 
going to loom large," Rou h 
said. "Matt is especially marure 
and he's calculating. Through 
ail his trials and tribulations this 
year. he never came to me and 
said, 'I need this thing that's 
different' or 'There's a person­
nel issue' or 'There's a hard­
ware issue.' 

"He never raised his hand 
and said there wasn't on the 
table the things he need to do 
his business. He just needed the 
time for it 10 work out." 

Roush acknowledges he 
kept prodding Kcnseth askimz 

him if something needed to be 
changed to get his team turned 
ru ound, suggesting the possibil­
ity of using some of Busch's 
cars, changing specifications on 
Kenseth's cars or possibly mak­
ing a crew chief swap. as the 
team has in the past. 

"l kept poking at it." the 
owner said. "But he believed in 
his people and they believed in 
him and they said, 'Don't both­
er us. We're going to be fine.' 
So, Lhcv'rc real solid. They 
believed in one another when it 
was tough and they're enjoying 
their success now that 1t's not 
tough." 

Kenseth, already enjoying 
himself, got a big laugh after 
lhe Richmond race when some­
one asked if he thought it would 
be funny if he won another title 
with only one victory during 
the sea on. 

He pointed out that three dri­
vers in the Chase - Ru ty Wal­
lace. Martin and Ryan Newman 
- have not won at all this sea-
on. adding, "''II say the same 

thing I've always sa.id: Consis­
tency till has to be rewarded· 
somehow. 

"It's not like football. It's not 
one team against one team; it's 
one tean1 against 42. Lf you run 
seventh. that's not sa yang you 
lost, that's saying you ran sev­
enth and six guys beat you. So. 
you still have to be rewarded 
for running good week in and 
week out." he said. 

Kenscth paused and grinned 
again. 

"Do I think it would be 
funny?" he added. ''Yeah, it 
would be kind of funny."

Newman tests in 
Kentucky

SPARTA - Penske South 
Racing driver Ryan Newman 
wouldn't be surprised if the last 
wound up ftrst when the 10-race 
Chase for the Nextel Cup ends 
at Homestead-Miami Speedway 
on Nov. 20. 

"As far as the points go, we 
deserve to be 10th and lOth is 
what gets u in," he said. ''We 
were a 1Oth place team after the 
26th race and we'd like to be 
better than that, hopefully first 
team after the 36th. We have a 
team that's capable of being 
frrst. We'll see if we can do 
that." 

The 27-year-old driver 
opened his bid for his first series 
title with a test at :kentucky 
Speedway Tuesday. He said he 
is comfortable starting his sec­
ond Chase for the Nextel Cup 
45 point berund series leader 
Tony Stewart. 

"We're in the best position in 
some respects because the worst 
we can be is 10th," Newman 
said. "It's just a situation where 
we'll go out and do the things 
we've always done - that's 
qualify well and race well. We'll 
see where the situation stands at 
Homestead." 

Newman moved from 11th in 
the standings to the coveted 
final position in the 10-race 

sbootout with a 12th-place fin­
ish at Richmond International 
Raceway on Sept to. The per­
formance matched his best 
effort in a six-race stretch in 
which he generated an average 
finish of 24.2. 

With a rough stretch of races 
behind him, he wants his team 
to focus on having fun as they 
bring the season to a close. 

"After the checkered flag fell 
at Richmond, I told the guys to 
have some fun in these last 10 
races because our last four or 
five have been pretty hectic," he 
said. 

The South Bend, Ind. driver 
used today's track time to 
acquire data that may help him 
improve on last season's sev­
enth-place showing. He drove to 
a total of three top-three finishes 
during the 2004 title chase 
including a win in Dover, Del., a 
second-place finish at Phoenix 
International Raceway and a 
third-place finish in Mar­
tinsville, Va. 

"The team is just trying to 
learn some things as far as data 
acquisition," he said. "This is a 
good track to come to because 
it's pretty consistent and it has 
good grip. You can learn some 
principles here, but every track 
is unique. You can't go to 
Kansas thinking about what you 
had at Kentucky because it's 
totally different. We're coming 
here to learn some things to 
apply in these last 10 races. 
We'll see if it works." 

He expects one racing princi­
ple to remain true during the 
final stretch of the season - con­
sistency wins championships. 

''Every race is equal as far as 
the points go, so you keep doing 
the best job you can," Newman 
said. "It can all change in one 
day, one weekend. We could 
come out of Loudon, N.H., with 
the points lead, you just never 
know."

"Trying to learn 
what these cars require in all 
different areas is our goal and 
we've been doing pretty good at 
it. I'm pretty happy." 

Fisher acknowledges she miss­
es the IRL, but mostly the people. 

"I made a lot of good friends 
in the IRL," she said. 

She also insisted she feels no 
jealousy or bitterness about the 
attention being given to budding 
IRL star Patrick, who caused a 
sensation by leading the Indy 500 
and finishing fourth - both fust 
for a woman - or three-time Toy­
ota Atlantic winner Katherine 
Legge or Erin Crocker, who 
raced in her first Busch Series 
event last weekend in Richmond. 

"I think they've all been in 
training," Fisher said. "My train­
ing was the IRL, unfortUnately. I 
wa thrown into the limelight 
because that's where the story 
was at. When I did it six years 
ago, there wa n't anybody else 
in the sport. But they're all my 
age, so they've had more tuning 
time, you might say. 

' 'Katherine Legge was over­
seas racing and training, Danica 
was both overseas and running 
Toyota Atlantic in lraining and 
Erin Crocker's been running 
orne sprint cars and Silver 

Crown in training. They were all 
preparing themselves to get to 
this slate and, luckily. they all 
mel very good ear owner that 
arc raking care of rhem and 
putting them in, good equip­
mem. It's just awesome." 

The plan for Fisher called for 
her to drive a couple of Bu ch 
Series races later this season, but 
Childress, who also has Alli on 

Duncan driving in the NASCAR

The owner of Richard Chil­
dress Racing, which fields three 
cars in the Nextel Cup Series 
and also competes in the Busch~ 
Series, said he has been some­
what disappointed by the 
McAnally team's progress. 

"You can't say it's all her," 
Childress said. "You have to 
look at everything involved. 
We're looking at her and Allison 
Duncan and we're going to test 
them and maybe another driver 
this week (at Caraway Speed­
way in Asheboro, N.C.) and see 
what we're looking at. 

"We were hoping we'd be a 
Little further along with the pro- _. 
gram to where we could run 
Sarah in some Busch races," he 
added. "We'll definitely finish 
our commitment with the West 
races and see what we're going 
to do after that. After the test 
we'll kind of have a better idea 
of what we're going to do." 

Meanwhile, Fisher will contin­
ue to try to Jearn a new craft and 
wait for b.er chance to move up. 

'1'm only 24 and that's still 
young. Danica is 23," Pi her 
aid. ''But I have a lot of experi­

ence and I think that's playing a 
big key in thi . I'm right where -, 
want to be and, to me, it's not 
starting over. it's just learning a 
new style ofracing. 

'These are a different group of 
people and I ve got to pay my 
dues all over again. I've got to 
show them that I have the capabil­
ity to do this. And I have absolute­
ly no problem doing that.."

The actual diagnosing of 
SAD requires that the patient 
must have experienced a regular 
seasonal-related pattern of 
depression during the previous 
two years, with the typical pat­
tern being with episodes gener­
ally beginning in the fall or win­
ter and being gone by spring. 
They may have had a depressive 
disorder diagnosed before. It 
would not be hard to understand 
that every university hospital in 
Canada has a SAD clinic. 

Well, lo and behold! When 
discussing the treatment of 
SAD, the beginning sentence is, 
"First-line treatment for the 
patient with confmned SAD is 
bright-light therapy." The sug­
gested exposure to "visible" 
light is at least 2,500 lux (units 
of illumination) at eye level. It 
is the eyes and not the skin that 
are involved in the impact of 
bright-light therapy. The mech­
anism is as follows: the light 
passes through· the pupil; it is 
absorbed by the retina (lining of 
the back of the eye); and the 
increased neuromotor activity 
lessens symptoms of SAD. Of 
course, the amount of light and 
duration varies among people. 
Often therapy consisting of 
10,000 lux for 30 minutes and 
preferably it is done shortly 
after awakening to provide the 
maximum benefit. A theory is 
that the morning light advances 
circadian rhythms and leads to 
an earlier sleep schedule. A sug-

gestion is that the person does 
not need to look directly at the 
light source, but to the side 
seems to be sufficient. Three 
weeks or longer might be need­
ed before the patient experi­
ences the antidepressant effects 
of bright-Light therapy. 

Needless to say, the treaonent 
needs to be followed by a profes­
sional, since there can be side 
effects and other negative factors 
influencing the use of bright-light 
therapy. Sometimes antidepres­
sant medications are given for 
SAD symptoms, such as Paxil, 
Serozone, and Effiexor. These 
antidepressants may be pre­
scribed alone, but most often are 
more effective when used togeth­
er with light therapy. It was fur­
ther suggested that medication 
not be given to SAD patients 
until it has been shown that 
bright-light therapy alone has 
been used and found insufficient. 

Remember that having a 
mood swing, feeling down, and 
having "cabin fever'' does not 
necessarily mean that your inner 
body clock might be off and that 
you are having SAD symptoms. 
But, if you think you might be 
having these tendencies, review 
last winter's mental status and 
keep tabs on how you do this 
year. Also pay close attention to 
how you feel when spring 
begins and the flowers start to 
bloom. Keep in mind that six 
months of your year does not 
need to routinely consist of mis­
eries. Here's to enjoying winter 
and not just tolerating it until the 
season changes.

no apparent cause for the shingles out­
break. What happens is that this vims 
- known as hcrpe zo ter or varicella 
zoster - goes into a kind of "hibema­
tion" tate and remains that way for a 
number of years. Then, as you get 
older. the vin•~ may start to tir and 
become active once again. 

While. as I said, contact with shin­
gle~ does not cau c shingles, they can 
cause chickenpox in an unlmmunizcd 
person who ha. never had chickenpox. 

So, it appears that you and your 
niece have both had chickenpox in the 
past. It' probably ju_t a coincidence 
that you· ve come down with shingle at 
abom the arne time. 

chickenpox that can also ultimately 
lead to a decrease in shingles. 

A pecific shingle vaccine is in 
final development stages. [n clinical 
uials it markedly reduced the incidence 
of shingles and PHN among older 
adults. In April 2005. Merck, the vac­
cine's developer, asked the Food and 
Drug Administration to approve it for 
general use. Merck estimates that in 
the United State the vaccine could 
annually prevent 250,000 cases of shin­
gles and reduce the severity in another 
250,000 cases.
