During my 17 years, the people of this county and I have 
stopped the ~:arba2e from out of state fron1 coming in here­
not once, but twice--once in the 80's and again in 2004. I was 
also able, with the people's help, to stop the incineration -of out 
of county and out of state medical waste and body 11arts in 
Flo_yd_Co_qnty.

FRANKFORT- Legislative leaders 
huddled behind clo ed doors for a week 
to craft a budget then took a week ofT for 
a spring break. allowing themselves no 
time to chaltenge potential gubernatorial 
line-item vetoes. , 

That could pose a problem for "orne 
of the deals struck duri·ng their long days 
of secret negotiation<: if Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher exerd es hts :vtto power. 

The good news for legislators: 
Fletcher said he has been briefed on parts 
of the budget proP.osal and doesn't know· 

• of anything in it J-9at he would likelywetQ 
- at leas at this point. However. that 
could change after he gets a look at the 
nearly $18 billion behemoth. 

"I will evaluate it. and try to do what's best 
to move'lhe.state forward" f¥tcber said 

In his public appearaftces, Rletcber 
has supported many of the known budget 
initiatives, including 50 million to buy 
classroom computers and a proposal to 
increase the salaries of teachers ) about 
$4.100 over the next two year·. That's 
intended to move Kentucky eachers 
toward pay equity with their counterparts 
in adjoining states. 

He said the spending plan, which is 
expected to be presented to the full 
House and Senate on Monday. may be 
the strongest for public education since 

---1: e-t- e-r s-

1990, when the Kentucky Education 
Reform Act was passed. 

Under the state Constitution, the leg­
islature can meet no longer than 60 days, 
and must finish its business on or before 
April 15. They've met 57 days so far, 
leaving them three days to pass the bud-

. get and vote on other pending Jegi lation. 
Fletcher has up to I 0 days after the 

legislature passes the budget to exercise 
his veto power. which means he can 
strike items from the budget after law­
makers have gone back home. 

• Hou e Speaker Jody Richards, D­
Bowling Green, said the budget crafted 
by legislative leaders is solid. 

"1 think we'll be fine," he said. "I 
don't believe the governor will veto any­
thing..major, and 1 cenainly hope be does-
n't." 

Kendra Stewart. a political scientist at 
Eastern Kentucky Uni,ersity, said the 
timing of the budget vote undermines the 
democratic process by cutting into the 
sy tern of checks and balances estab­
lished under the state Constitution. 

"Even though the governor is the offi­
cial who everybody get to vote for or 
against. he doesn't necessarily represent 
the views of the entire population." she 
said. "And so the idea is that the legisla­
ture is better at making :.ure various 
interests are represented. For every 
power one of the branches of govern­
ment bas. there is a check on that power.

FRANKFORT 
Lawmakers gave final approval 
to an $18.1 billion slate budget 
on Tuesday despite concerns 
that the two-year spending plan 
com· with a record level of 
debt. 

The Hou e voted QS-2 to pass 
the budget. one day after the 
Senate's unanimou~ approval. 

Legislative leaders d~.:fended 
the budget, including the .. 2.38 
billion in additional state debt. 
and the long list of pet projects 
that range from roads and 
bridge· to softball fields and 
AT trails in cities and commu­
nities aero s the . tate. 

In one in tance. the budget 
provides 10 million to a private 
Bapti t college that had recently 
expelled a tudcm who wrote on 
a Web ite that he is gay. 

Rep. Harry Moberly, D­
Richmond. said critic!" who 
point to hundreds of such pro­
jecLc; as pork are off base. He 
said each one i important in 
improving the quality of life in 
Kentucky. 

State Rep. Jim Wayne. D­
Louisville. a knov.ledged gro\v­
ing criticism of the behemoth 
pending plan. but he aid he 

voted for the budget because it 
was sound overall. 

"It's a mixture of the good. 
the bad and the ugly,'' Wayne 
said. "'When you balance it all 
out, it's very difficult to vote 
again t the things you're upset 
about if they're outweighed by 
many of the good thing :· 

Wayne aid he was particu­
larly pleased with a $5 million 
appropnation to help relocate 
residents who now live with the 
con ·tant roar of jet engine~ at 
the end of a Louisville airport 
runway. 

Fletcher pokcsman Brett 

Hall said the governor i con­
cerned about the level of debt. 

"But we are gratified that the 
General As embly has incJudcd 
quite a few of the governor' 
initiatives in this budget," Hall 
said. 

Among those Hall pointed to 
were pay raise, for teacher:; and 
more money for technology in 
chool . The final version of the 

budget calls for teacher 10 

receive raises of about $4,100 
over two years and $50 million 
to buy computers for elementary 
and econdary school cia s­
rooms. 

The General Assembly 
reconvened Monday after a 
more than two-week break. and 
the propo),ed budget was atop 
the genda for the remaining 
three days of the 60-day se ion. 

The budget would pay for 
multimillion-dollar constru tion 
project across the state, and 
give state employees sliding 
wage increases of $400 to 
$1 ,350 a year, with the least­
paid workers in line for the 
largest raises. 

Legislative leaders also 
~t,varked out a compromise that 
would appropriate $185 million 
or helping to build two bridge 

across the Ohio River at 
Lou· ville and provide $17.5 
million to help pay for recon­
struction of three dams and two 
Joe~ on the Kentucky River. 

The proposed budget also 
calls for $75 million to help pay 

for con. truction of an arena in 
downtown Loui. \'ille, $25 mil­
lion for a hotel in Lexington, 
and $68 million for improve­
ments at park. acros the stale. 

The spending plan calb for 
new courthouses in scverul 
counties and new building. on 
nearly every public univer-.ity 
and community and technical 
college campu in the tate. 

The two lawmake who 
voted against the budget- Rep. 
Stan Lee. R-Lexinglon, and 
Rep. Jim DeCesare. R-Bowling 
Green - said they were 
opposed to the level of debt and 
to fee increases. including a 25-
cent tax on each 32-sheet pack 
of cigarene papers and the lock­
ing in of a 1.1-cent-per-gallon 
incrc se in the tate gasoline 
tax. 

"There's way to much debt." 
Lee said. "I cannot believe they 
put fhat much debt in the bud­
get 

Lee said the ·tate will be 
obligated to pay nearly $900 
million a year to repay the debt. 

"I'm 'ure we'd all love to 
come up here, and give every 
needy Kentuckian a million dol­
lar. ," Lee said. "But we've got 
another special interest group up 
here- taxpayer .

• ''If you want to know 
where I :un harbored, just th1nk 
of a place that sounds like a har­
bor." - !tight oft the bat, lh1s 
clue had some people 'itumped 
and others off looking in the 
wrong direction. The answer. 
however, is o simple you might 
kick yourself. Everyone remem­
bers Floyd the barber from the 
Andy Griffith show, so the 
answer to lhe flrst clue is !hat 
lhe egg was in Floyd County. 

• "Rain and snow, day <tnd 
mght, 1 sec these though I'm not 
in sight." - Another obvious 
due. This one meant that the 
egg was outside, allhough it also 
indicated that it was somewhat 
concealed. In thi case. the egg 
was under leaves.

drug trafficking in the case. with all 
sales alleged to have at occurred at 
his Thrkey Creek home. 

Commonwealrh's Anorney 
Brent Thrner credited the recent­
ly revived Floyd County Drug 
Ta~k Force and the Kentucky 
Bureau of Investigation with the 
arrests which he said came after 
a lengthy investigation. County 
Attorney Keith Bartley also 
commended the Task Force and 
·aid, "Delano Hagans bas been a 
lifelong drug dealer. Tlus 1s a 
major arrest." 

Turner also said his office is 
reviewing taped evidence in rela­
tion to an alleged criminal plot to 
assassinate Bartley. The taped 
evidence includes a statement 
attributed to Hagans that he 
would k.Jll Bartley by shooting 
him wilh a high-powered rifle 
while he was fishing on Dewey 
Lake. Bartley noted that Hagan 
is probably not looking at con­
spiracy charges as his comment· 
amount to boasts and don't 
include soliciting anyone to actu­
ally kill him. 

All four subjects were repre­
sented by Allen attorney Jason 
Reichenbach. Each was 
infonned by Judge John D. 
Caud1ll that they would have to 
sign a waiver to allow 
Reichenbach to continue to rep­
resent all of them, as group rep­
resentation could prove to be a 
problem for their shared counsel, 
who may be compromised if 
the1r interests in the case form 
any conflicts.

ing each animal's lifestyle into 
consideration, and only vacci­
nating against those diseases to 
which he/she is likely to be 
exposed. For example, an 
indoor-only dog in eastern 
Kentucky probably doesn't need 
to be vaccinated against Lyme 
Disease. It doesn't mean he is at 
zero risk, just that the odds arc 
against him being exposed to iL 
The diseases that are very com­
mon (such as Parvo) or very 
dangerous (i.e. Rabies) form a 
"core" or group agamst which 
most animals are vaccinated. 

Determining each animal's 
level of immunity to a particular 
disease at any given time is pos­
sible; it just isn't very practical. 
Blood levels of antibodies to a 
particular disease can be mea­
sured in a laboratory. These lev­
els are called ''titers". A protec­
tive titer is one that i.s believed 
to be high enough to protect the 
animal from a particular dis­
ease. This doesn't always corre­
late exactly with how that ani­
mal's body will respond to the 
disease in the real world. They 
are also relatively expensive to 
perform, and a separate titer 
must be determined for each 

disease. 
It is my understanding that 

manufacturers of human vac­
cines have to determine just 
how long the immunity to their 
product~ lasts ("duration-of­
immunity studies"). Veterinary 
product manufacturers are only 
required to determine the mini­
mum duration of immunity. ln 
other words, if a vaccine label 
says that Vaccine A should be 
boosted annually, they know tor 
sure that immunity lasts for a 
year. They have not necessarily 
gone to the expense of conduct­
ing . tudies to show that it might 
be effective even longer. 

Although most ex pcrts feel 
that some, if not most, vaccines 
protect dogs and cats for longer 
than a year, we don't know 
which vaccines, or how long the 
protection lasts. In addition, if a 
veterinarian recommends a vac­
cme be used less often that the 
product manufacturer recom­
mends, it becomes an "off-label 
use". ln that case, if the animal 
developed the disease, the man­
ufacturer would assume no 
responsibility-even if it could 
be proved that something was 
wrong with the vaccine-

because it was not used accord­
ing to label llin.:ctions. (Dun't 
take that as gospel, I'm not a 
lawyer, but that is my take on 
the situation.) 

Have I cvl:r used vaccine off­
label'? You bctcha! That .-;even­
year old Yorkic that never goes 
outside except to he carried to 
the car and back for a trip to 
McDonald's, hut who\c head 
sweJlcd to the size of a tennis 
ball the last time he 1wt a 
Leptospirosis vaccine'? ~ f'm 
going to talk it over with the 
owner. hut I'm not going to be 
insistent on yearly revaccina­
tion, given his low level of risk. 

To sum this up. discuss your 
dog's vaccination schedule 
with your vet.lfyou have good 
reason to think that the makeup 
or schedule might need to be 
altered. he or she may agree. 
Don't be surprised or offended 
if you are asked to sign some 
thing o;;aying you have been 
informed of potential risks 
from going against ~tandard 

protocol. Vets and pet owners 
are both in a gray area here that 
requires workmg together to 
determine the best health care 
for the animal. 

Floyd County schools 
·preparing for CATS assessments 

The Commonwealth 
Accountability Testing System 
(CATS) assessments will be 
conducted April 17-28, 2006. 
The assessments, which include 
multiple cho1ce and open 
response questions. are used to 
measure the progress by stu­
dents and schools and to provide 
information to help make deci­
sions about student learning. 

Mike Hughes, Director of 
Instruction, Floyd County 
Schools said students and staff 
have been working hard all year 
with core days and daily focus 
on core content to maximize 
student learning. "We expect 
positive gains in our assessment 
scores because of the commit­
meht that our schools/staff and 
students have exhibited th1s 
year. We encourage everyone to 
be prepared during the testing 
days by getting enough rest, 
scheduling appointments and 
trips that will not conflict with 
testing," he said. 

The Kentucky Department of 
Education and Floyd County 
Schools are providing some use­
ful tips for parents as they are 
preparing for tests. The tests 
will measure different content 
areas, depending upon the stu­
dent's grade level. The assess­
ment will be given to students 

who have reached the end of 
Primary or (3rd) grade through 
students who are in the twelfth 
(12) grade. This and other help­
ful information can be accessed 
on the Kentucky Department of 
Education website at 
http://www.education.ky.gov 
and click the Parents and 
Families link. 

Preparation Tips 

1. Know what days the 
tests are scheduled in your 
school district. 

2. Schedule student 
appointments and trips that don' l 
conflict with the testing period; 
It's important that your child be 
in school to take the tests. • 

3. Be positive. Encourage 
your child to take the test seri­
ously and do his or her best. 
Explain to them that the results 
not only reflect upon their 
school and teachers, but also on 
their level of performance. 

4. Check for information 
from your child's school about 
test preparation and anything 
else that may be helpful prior to 
taking the tests. such as practic­
ing with sample questions. 

5. Make sure your child 
gets a good night's rest - at least 
eight hour of sleep - before 

each test day. 
6. Make sure your child cats 

a healthy breakfast that includes 
protein and excludes sugary food 
lhe morning of each test day. 

7. , Tell your child to listen 
carefully to the instructions and 
to ask question~ if he or she 
doesn't understand. Encourage 
them to be relaxed. think posi­
tive and be confident that they 
will do weU. 

8. Remind your children 
to carefully read the test ques­
tions and to not rush through a 
test. lf there is time. remtnd 
them to check their answers. 

9. Discuss any concerns 
or anxieties your child may have 
about tlie tests. If you hll\'C seri­
ous s:o~~Cf!l~ r que lions, call 
your chtJ<:I's teacher, principal or 
guidance counselor. 

10. On the lest days. dress 
your children comfortably anu 
avoid any unnccessm-y distrac­
tions. Ger them to school on 
time, give them a hug anu wish 
lhem good luck.

At 5:13a.m. on 
April 18, 1906,

It is estimated that the quake was 7. 7 to 7.9 on the Ri.chter 
Scale. More than 3,000 people lost their lives in the quake 
and the fire& that followed. The ftres alone destroyed 28,000 
buildings in the city-nearly every one! 

The earthquake was actually centered north of 
San Francisco. In one place about 30 miles to the 
north, a ~ence was broken and the two pieces 
moved c1ght feet apart.
