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Governor 
signs sex 
onender bill ,

FRANKFORT­
Potentially hundreds of 
registered sex offenders 
would have to move far­
ther away from schools, 
under a sweeping change 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher signed 
into law Tuesday. 

An elementary school in 
Franklin County served as 
the backdrop for Fletcher's 
ceremonial signing. 
Fletcher billed the new law 
as a toughening of how 
Kentucky handles its sex 
offenders, 

"This is what our bill is 
all about," Fletcher said, 
pointing to about 30 Peaks 
Mill Elementary School 
pupils seated behind him. 
'To protect these young 
folks." 

Currently, state law pro­
hibits convicted sex offend­
ers from living within 1 ,000 
feet of a school or daycare 
facility. Once the new law 
takes effect in mid-July, 
sex offenders will not be 
allowed to live within 1 ,000 
feet of a schOol or daycare 
facility's property line. 

That could mean ~a few 
hundred" sex offenders 
within the state would have 
to move, said Luke 
Morgan. a lawyer for the 
state Justice and Public 
Safety Cabinet. Authorities 
were uncertain precisely 
how many sex offenders 
would be forced to move, 
Morgan said.

PRESTONSBURG - A con­
victed felon, his mother and a 
third woman were charged with 
drug trafficking on Tuesday fol­
lowmg an exten~1vc investigation 
into accounts of visitors smug­
gling drugs into the Floyd County 
Detention Center. 

County Attorney Keith Bartley 
noted that the investigation into 
drugs being trafficked into the 
Floyd County Detention Center 
was an arduous task that required 
listening to over 1 00 hours of 
phone conversations from the jail. 
He shared credit for the investiga­
tion with J;:uler Roser Wehh, who 
provided access to computerized 
phone records from the jail which 

saves phone calls to Webb's PC, 
Prestonsburg Police Officer 
George Tussey. whose initial 
arrest of one subject jump-started 
the investigation, and Sheriff John 
K. Blackburn, who has been 
responsible for bringing in the 
~uspects. 

Bartley noted that the case is 
big and will see six members of 
two separate families charged 
with being part of a drug ring that 

. brought methadone and marijuana 
into the jail. The phone conversa­
tions were key to the case and 
Bartley feel:s the evidence is solid. 

''I have no doubt in my mind 
lhat ..,.,.e will prevail against every 
~uhject in this case and they will 
be put away hy their own words," 
Bartley said. 

Everyone involved in the case 

apparently disregarded a taped 
message on calls into the jail 
which warns callers lhat conversa­
tions may be recorded. Bartley 
said that the investigation 
revealed that two inmates were 
using members of their families to 
bring in drugs and that they all 
used the same location and 
scheme, which amounted to leav­
ing drugs in a worn paper bag out­
side the jail and next to a tele­
phone pole that stands between 
the jail and the Van Ark 
Enterprises building on Court 
Street. 

Bartley also noted that it was a 
major case which will see three 
members of two families being 
prosecuted and that they have rep-

Relative uses 
religion to seek 
dealer's release

PRESTONSBURG - A 
concerned relative of a con­
victed drug .trafficker argued 
that the law of God should 
supersede that of the courts 
this week. 

In a bid to mitigate her 
sister- in-law's punishment 
upon being formally sen­
tenced on drug trafficking 
charges next month, a 
woman has written to Judge 
John D. Caudill and hinted 
that the court should sus­
pend punishment, as the 
woman has already sought 
God's forgiveness. 

Judge Caudill is set to 
sentence Marlene Bentley, 
64, on May 3 after he 
receives a pre-sentencing 
investigative report from the 
Department of Probation 
and Parole. Bentley's sister­
in-law, Loretla Tuttle, 
expressed that the judge 
should give the sentence 
"some serious thought" and 
said that Bentley has a sick 

husband and is in poor 
health herself. She does note 
that Bentley has done wrong 
by selling hydrocodone and 
methadone, but says, ''If the 
Lord can forgive her, why 
can't the court?" 

Bentley entered her plea 
on March 28 afler the com­
monwealth offered her five 
years in jail with two to 
serve and the remainder of 
her sentence probated. The 
charges included a class D 
and C felony which could 
have netted her up to 15 
years in jail had the case 
gone to triaL 

Thtde also posed a ques­
tion to Caudill m her letter 
which asks how he would 
fare in front of the Lord 
should he ever be called om. 
1\ntle asked "Would he say 
enter in or would he say 
depart from me you worker 
of iniquity?" 

Caudill. who is forbidden 
from commenting on cases 
before him may, respond to 
Tuttle's letter at sentencing, 
though he is not required to.

As if there were not enough obstacles in the battle of the 
bulge, denial apparently can be added to the list. 

A University of North Carolina-Chapel Hill study of 104 
adults found that only 15 percent of those who fell into the 
obese category correctly identified them elves as such. 

The study, The Associated Press reported, found that nor­
mal-weight people and tho c m·erweight were more accurate 
in asses ing their body image. 

That makes sense. Not many want to think of themselves 
as obese. "Not me. rm ju"t carrying a few extra pounds.'' 
people might kid themseh cs. 

And some may consider only those morbidly obese as 
having a serious problem. But t.ven nuld obesity brings with 
it an increased risk of heart di~case, diabetes and other ail­
ments. 

On a related note. a ne\v television program on TLC 
called "Honey, We're Killing the Kids!" explores the con~ 
cept of denial. The show give:-; parents a look at how their 
kids will tum out at age 40 1f they continue to eat junk food 
and live a sedentary lifestyle. 

The parents seemed surprised. The idea. it seems, is to 
shock these families into ad )pting healthy habits. 

Such an approach may have merit. After all, the problem 
with denial is that the issue in question can't be addressed if 
the person afflicted doesn · t believe it exists. 

Individuals may need a h~althy dose of reality about their 
physical condition. Ce11a1nly -:ome people are ''overweight" 
or "obese" because or a very muscular physique. That is, 
however, not the majority. 

All of the public health education efforts are lost on those 
with their head in the sand concerning their weight. Only 
when the denial is addres ed can steps be made to change 
habits.

FRANKFORT - Republican Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher made the idea of opening 
up Kentucky's union shops to nonunion 
employees a hallmark of his 2006 leg­
islative agenda. 

Labor unions replied in force, boister­
ously jamming the state Capitol halls 
with some 2,000 blue-collar workers dur­
ing his budget address. National labor 
leaders staged an even larger and more 
rambunctious rally on the Capitol's front 
steps on the day a House committee 
killed the governor's labor proposal. 

So goes the legislative process -
especially in an election year. 

"Those folks that supported the gover­
nor's proposal on right to work will be 
held to task here as we get to the election 
cycle," said Bill Londrigan, head of the 
Kentucky AFL-CIO. "It'll be an issue 
particularly for working folks and I don't 
think that they'll be looking very kindly 
on the folks that supported that issue." 

Stakes are high this election cycle, as 
Democrats are trying to milintain or 
increase their 56-44 House advantage 
and Republicans are hoping to do the 
same in the Senate - a chamber their 
party now controls on a 21-16-1 count. 

All 100 House.seats and half of the 38 
Senate seats are up for election. 

Virtually every vote an incumbent 
lawmaker casts during a legislative ses­
sion could weigh in on whether they get 
re-elected. Political opponents could use

a lawmaker's votes against them, just as 
incumbents can showcase their records 
to constituents. 

"The pressure is really, really heavy 
on us because everything we do people 
are watching us,'' Republican Rep. 
Lonnie Napier of Lancaster sajd, ''And 
obviously we want to do the right thing. 
I think it's just the instinct of a person not 
to want to do anything to want to harm 
yourself about getting re-elected."' 

While elections may not be the sole 
basis of every decision lawmakers make, 
it does factor in ·•quite significantly,·· 
said Kendra Stewart, a political scienti t 
at Eastern Kentucky University. 

"The number one goal of legislator is 
to get re-elected," Stewart said. "A lot of 
them want to do that so they can go on 
and carry out the goals they think are 
important. But having that as a major 
goal, they certainly are considering that 
in every bill." 

Elections influence the types of bills 
lawmakers discuss. And, lawmakers tend 
to focus on the best interests of their indi­
vidual constituencies and not necessariJy 
the rest of the state, Stewart said. 

"Election-year politics certainly 
played into the decisions that were 
made," Stewart said. "We see at every 
level of government, legislators wam to 
sometimes not deal with the tougher 
issues." 

That's one reason lawmakers focused 
on landing lucrative capital projects for 
their districts. Legislators sent Fletcher 
an $18.1 billion state budget loaded with

billions worth of authorized spending for 
local projects. 

They range from sewer and water pro­
jects across the state lo soccer field lights 
and money for outdoor drama . 
Kentucky wcitlltl take on $2.38 billion in 
additional state debt and Fletcher has 
said he may veto some projects to lower 
that amount. 

Nevertheless, lawmakers look to 
bring in di trict projects. Many. like 
Napier, view that as their role in getting a 
return on constituents' tax doHars. 

"It's not always the determinant fac10r ~ 
whether you're going to get elected or 
not," Napier said. "But I would say that 
personally, myself, I would be highly dis­
appointed if I couldn't bring things borne 
for my district. I would feel like I was not 
doing my job." 

Other legislative proposals had politi­
cal undertones this session. 

Fletcher unsuccessfully pushed a pro­
posed constitutional amendment aimed 
at lowering the cost of doctors' malprac­
tice insurance rates. 

A separate proposed amendment from 
Senate Republicans sought to restrict 
state court rulings by, among other fl 
things. preventing the judicial branch 
from telling the General Assembly how 
to appropriate money. It also had other 
nuggets, including a change that would 
have prevented courts from upholding 
local ordinances dealing with civil-rights 
protections for gays.

Fletcher. \~ ho along \\ ilh sev­
eral legislator signed u no-tax 
pledge. aid he isn't breaking a 
promise with the tax increase, 
which adds 25 cents to the cost 
or a pack of 32 papers. A typical 
pack nf papers co~ts S I .49 now. 

Fletcher and other no-tax 
legislators 'aid the measure wa~ 
overlooked last yem· and was 
intended tu tax smoker who 
roll their own cigarettes at about 
the -;~ne rate "" people who 

moke manufactured cigarettes. 
Lawmakers increased the tax on 
manufactured tigarettes from 3 
Ill 30 cents per pack last year. 

"1 s~.:e that as dosim! a loop­
hole," Fh:tch~:1 satd. ··It will 
ad\·crscly impact those that roll 
their own and smoke marijuana. 
So I don't have a problem .,.. ith 
that tax." 

Lawmakers approved the rax 
on cigarette papers after private 
budget negotiations. 

The rolling-paper tax wa:s 
estimated to raise $750.000 in 
revenue per year. as uming 
sales of 3 million packages 
annually in Kentucky. 

The new tax angered official~ 
of National Tobacco Co. in 
Louis\ iUc. which imports and 
sells Zig-Zag cigarette papers in 
the United States. 

"It was all done hchind 
closed doors. We weren't even 
aware of 11 There were no hear­
ings on it. There was nothing." 
said Ron Tully, \ice president of 
National Tobacco. 

Rep. Jim DeCesare, R­
Bowling Green, voted against 
the budget hecause of the tax 
increase and other provi ions of 
thl! bill that raised fcc' or 
changed tax laws in ways he 
considered increa,es.

oped by the Wrestling Rules 
Committee for the 2006+07 sea­
son: dealing with apparent con • 
cussions, unnecessary rough­
ness and slams, wctgh-in proce­
dures, uniform requirements, 
and socks and u~e of other spe­
cial equipment.

There 
is no DLP brand, just as there is 
no lntel Corp. brand of comput­
er. just the "Intel inside" label 
on other companies· machtne .. 

"I would view this as a high 
risk." Pruitt said. "How it pans

1 Vs with this technology inside. 
They need to sell a lot ofTVs." 

Texas Instruments doesn't 
disclose its revenue from DLP. 
which is also used in high·end 
projectors for homes and movie 
theaters, although analyst~ say it 
is about 5 percent of the compa­
ny's total sales. 

DLP uses a chip with l mil­
lion or more tiny mirrors to 
reflect light and create a TV 
image. The technology com­
petes against . cts that usc plas­
ma gas or liquid crystal display 
screens like the ones on compul-
ers.

1bis week. we continue our discus­
sion of seizures in dog . 1 am finding 
that this portion is much more difficult 
to compose than the rust in tallment. 
Describing seizures, even though they 
take many fonns, is much easier than 
finding out what causes them. (By the 
way. I am not slighting cats- its just 
that they are much les prone to seizure 
disorders, although when they do have 
lbem, they tend to be much more seri­
ous 8ftd more difficult to control.) 

A quick glance at lhe first textbook 
I picked up Ustll the following poss1ble 
causes of seizures: infections (canine 
distemper, bla tomycosis, toxoplasmo­
sis), head trauma, developmental 
abnormalities (i.e. hydrocephalu ), 

tumors. para itc migration, vascular 
impainnent, genetic prcdi possllon. 
low calc1um level • low blood . ugar. 
thiamine deftc1ency. toxin • kidney or 
liver disease and heat stroke. 

lf I am presented with a seizing dog, 
or one with a h1 tory of seizure .• can I 
test for all of the above problems? Of 
course not. (Well, maybe w1th a nearby 
vet school and an owner who hru won 
the lottery .. )

A six-week old Chihuahua 
who ha'i played hard all day h 
very likely to respond to a lillie 
syrup rubbed on his gums, 
because his breed and age pre­
dispose hlm to low blood sugar. 
My first diagnostic test will be a 
blood glucose level. If this 
approach is not immediately 
successful, I am gomg to look 
hard at the shape of his head, 
because he Is ahio a breed at risk 
for hydrocephalus. My attention 
may then turn to radiology. 

When presented with a seiz­
ing small-breed mother dog who 
ha<; a litter of two-week old 
pups, my working diagnosis Js 

going to be milk fever with a 
low blood calcium level until 
proven othcnvisc. 

A large black dog brought in 
on a hot sunny day with a body 
temperature of I 06°F and a histo­
ry of being in a kennel with no 
shade is going to be treated as a 
heat stroke victim until I can get 
him cooled down. He may not 
live long enough for the results if 
J take time to do blood tests first. 

The more difficult. and more 
typical case, is the dog With no 
prior history of a problem. who is 
brought in because he just had a 
seuure and the owner is frantic. 

Most of the time the actual 
·eiz;ure event is owr by the time 
the animal arrives at the clinic, 
and he appears perfectly nom1al. 

My general game plan is to 
pull some blood and run a panel 
of tests.

specific. but we need to know if 
anything j-, amiss. Most blood 
panels will check out Ever anu 
kidney function. blood sugar 
levels. blond proteins, pancreat­
ic cntymcs and so forth . I al<;o 
want a white bloou cell count to 
test ror active mfcctions, a 
packed cell volume to check for 
anemia, and a heartworm te t. 
Urine and fecal samples an~ abo 
useful to ch..:ck for mfcctions, 
parasites or other abnormalities. 
We may radiograph the animal 
if there is a history of head trau­
ma. The specitic tests will vary 
with each vel. and with the indi­
vidual patient. 

If anything comes up abnor­
mal , we wdl pursue that as a pos­
sible cause of the se1zurcs. More 
often than not. everything looks 
perfectly fine, or we find some 
minor problem that is not likely 
to blame for the dog's problem. 

Questioning the owner can 
resemble the Spanish 
Inquisition. How old is tht: dog? 
I~ it intact or spayed/neutered? 
What did she do today'? What 
did she car? Were there any vis­
itor~ to the home or other excite­
ment? Could she have gotten 
into anything toxic? Once 
again, we. seldom uncover any­
thing earth-shattering that will 
shed light on the dog's problem. 

I ask the owner to start n 
·'seizure diary'' with IOd ity's 

episode. l want them to record 
everything they can think of that 
happened today- what the dog 
ate, how she spent her time. 
where she was when the episode

started, how long it lasted, and 
exactly what lhc dog did during 
the sciz)Jte event. Lastly. l ask 
them to record the weather and 
the phase of the moon. 

If the animal never has 
another seizure. fine. If they 
become recurrent, however, that 
diary may be invaluable in pick­
ing up a pattern. Some animals 
(and people) actually have 
increased seizure episodes dur­
ing stormy weather or during 
cc1tain phases of the muon. 

For the immediate future. we 
have some decisions to make. If 
the oY<ners are interested in pursu­
ing a definitive diagnosis, I am 
more than happy to refer them to a 
neurologist. Sometimes even they 
cannot ftnd out exactly what is 
wrong. We use the term "idiopath­
ic epilepsy" for a seizure disorder 
that has no discernible cause. 

Sometimes the best treatment 
may be nothing at all, particu­
larly if the dog only seizes two 
or three times a year and recov­
ers quickly. Those with severe 
and recurrent seizures may need 
to be placed on anticonvulsant 
medications that they take daily. 
Animals on these medications 
require periodic blood testing to 
check blood levels of the chem­
icals and to make sure the liver 
remains healthy. 

Many people live normal and 
happy live in spite of having a 
seizure disorder. The same is 
true for our co~1panion dogs. In 
most case , medication can 
reduce seizure episodes to very 
rare and much less severe events.
