The dietary aid industry enjoys a lot of regulatory Lee­

way. Thanks to the 1994 Dietary Supplement Health and 
Education Act, the makers of herbal cocktails like Ripped 
fuel and Enzyte don't have tote t their products for afety. 
'Onlike prescription drugs, which must meet Food and Drug 
Administration muster, these over-the-counter nake oils 
¥e pretty much buyer beware. 

It's not too much to ask. then, that dietary supplement 
makers at least inform the FDA of any serious side effects 
t.heir products create, including stroke, birth defects or 
"-eath. That's the intention of legislation introduced by 
niinois Sen. Dick Durbin, a Democrat, and Utah Sen. Orrin 
Hatch, a Republican. The biiJ isn't as far-reaching as 
Durbin' successful campaign to outlaw ephedra, a heart­
taxing drug Linked to nearly l 00 deaths, including that of 
16-year-old Lincoln High School football player Sean 
.Riggins. But thi. legi lation is a rea onable measure worthy 
of support. 

Pill-pushers would have to file an FDA report within 15 
<lays of any serious incident, such as if someone was hospi­
ralized after laking their product. They would also be 
~equired to keep records, for six years, of any reported 
b.ealth problem not specifically expressed in Senate Bill 
l546. The system wisely sets up a paper trail so that ·up­

ement makers can't disavov,.: themselves of nasty side 
ect. or unforeseen interactions. Were another chemical to 
w: as onerous a, :ephedra, the EDA,would ha c an easier 

esting r ann n it. 
1 The supplement industry is the Wild West. Tliere are 
' enty of perfectly innocuous herbs and vitamins that really 
~help improve health. But others, like bitter orange root 
and gingko biloba, can prove dangerous when taken exce ·­
Stvely, with caffeme or in addition to prescription medica­
tions. This legislation lets the consumer continue to decide 
' to buy, but helps the FDA track senous side effects.

WASHINGTON - The 
U.S. House passed abandoned 
mine cleanup legislation early 
Saturday, ending the bill to 
~e Senate as part of a larger 
t;J.X package. 

The minit.5 legislation, 
which has been stalled for sev­
eral years, would pay 
Wyomlng the estimated $550 
million it is owed from the 
federal government for the 
cleanup of abandoned mines. 
The biU would extend a 1977 
law that charges coal produc­
ers a per-ton fee to clean up the 
mines. 

Congress has approved sev­
eral short-term extensions for 
~he law, which has been caught 
In a battle between Wyoming 
and East Coast states. 

As the nation's top coal 
.rjroducer, Wyoming is the 
biggest contributor to the fed­
oral cleanup fund and gets the 
most money from it. But 
}!astern states like 
Pennsylvania have declining 
ooal production and the most 
abandoned mine land. They· 
say they need money for recla­
mation of mines that are long 
14bandoned. 

In addition to distributing 
·~o states their unpaid balances, 

the mining legislation would 
reduce the fees paid by mining 
companies and increase pay­
ments to states with the most 
cleanup to do. It would also 
provide for retired miner 
health benefits. 

A statement released by 
Rep. John Peterson, R-Pa., 
Saturday said the mining bill 
would triple the amount 
Pennsylvania receives to clean 
up abandoned mines.

Only the thickest, heaviest 
goose feathers from northern 
China are used to make pre­
mium shuttlecocks and some­
times as few as two feathers 
per goo e make the final cut. 

But now, shuulecock mak­
ers are having to settle for 
substandard feather<;, and the 
sport's devotees in Southern 
California say the latest pro­
jectiles - also called birdies 
- just aren't the same. 

"Everybody complains 
now, 'What's wrong with the 
shuttle?'" Dan Chien said 
after a practice session at the 
San Gabriel Valley 
Badminton Club .

There 
must be a reason poker pro Phil 
Gordon drinks enough water to fill 
Hoover Dam before he enters the 
main event. There must be a reason

ight are not the cocktail waitresses 
ut the roaming masseuses. 

"This game," Gordon says, "is 

The final test began Saturday.

SARATOGA SPRlNGS, N.Y. - Bernardini will not be 
overlooked again. 

The brilliant 3-year-colt outclassed the field in the $500,000 
Jim Dandy Stakes at Saratoga Race Course on Saturday, prov­
ing to just about everyone that his victory in the Preakness 
Stakes was no fluke. 

"I guess there was a lot of doubt in people' minds about the 
Preak.ness," winning trainer Tom Albertrani said. "Today, he 
howed us what a really good horse he is. 1 wasn't really sur­
rised." 

Usually cautious with hi comments, Albertrani has been 
raving about Bernardini ever ince the colt's 5 1/4-victory in the 
May 20 Preak.nes , a race that will be remembered a~ the one in 
\vhich Kentucky Derby wmner Barbaro shattered his right hind 
eg in the first few strides. 

"I think we're going to see better things from this horse later 
pn," the trainer added. 

Bernardini, with jockey Javier Castellano along for the ride,

Part of the reason is that as we learn 
more, we have to keep changing the 
words to better describe what we 
know about seizures. 

~ People who have seizures often 
know ahead of time that one is com­
ing on. Thjs period of awareness, 
which may last from seconds to sev­
eral days, is called an aura. Some 
dogs evidently experience auras. 
because they display consistent 
behafllior changes (nervousness, loss 
of appetite, exce sive barking, cling­
ing to the owner, etc.) ahead of time. 

The actual seizure event is known 
as the ictus. Most seizures in dogs 
last several seconds to a few minutes, 
although it usually seems much 

longer to their owners. It is important 
to try not to panic; seizures them­
selves are usually not life-threaten­
ing. Dogs do not swallow their 
tongues. Try to move any furniture 
away that the arumal may hit its head 
against and let the episode run its 
course. If you need to move the dog, 
use a large thick blanket to protect 
bolh of you. In no circumstance put 
your hands near the dog's mouth. 

Once the seizure is past, people 
and animals often experience weak­
ness and sore muscles during the 
post-ictal period. Occasionally the 
after-effects may be severe, and the 
animal may remain wobbly, disori­
ented, or even blind for hour to day'> 
later.

event should be seen by a vet 
although it is not neccssanly an emer­
gency. A short seizure. from which 
the animal eems to recover full)', can 
probably be scheduled in as a routmc 
appointment that afternoon or the 
next day. An exception to this rule is 
the seiwre that won't <>top or seizures 
that occur one right after another. 
These are known as status epilepticus 
and cluster seizures, respectively. 
These are medical emergencies. Use 
that thick blanket to gather the animal 
up for transport, place it on the floor­
board of the vehicle, and don't 
attempt to restrain it tightly. 

(Just a note: if your dog is a 
puppy or a very small breed of dog, it 
i worth a try to place a little syrup in 
its mouth--one drop at a time in the 

comer of the mouth with a dropper or 
syringe, so it doesn't get choked. 
Again, he careful about your lingers. 
Thc'e dogs are very prone to low 
blood sugar, and this little trick may 
bring them around in short order.) 

Once you arrive at your vet' 
oftice, the dog's condition will deter­
mine what happens next. If the dog i~ 
still in active seizures, the pnority i<> 
to slop them ASAP. Injection-. uf 
anticonvulsant medicine. will be 
given, and usually an IV "ill be start­
ed. Treatment may be needed U>r 
hyperthermia. becau. e all the muscle 
activi ty can cause the body tempera­
ture to reach uangerous levels. 
Sometimes seitures are so severe that 
they can only be controlled by deeply 
sedating the dug with drugs.

Once the animal is stable, your vet 
will '>tan to look for the cause of the 
problem. Thi. is the proverbial nee­
dle in the haystack. There will be lots 
of 4ues1Lons-age of the dog, where 
it is housed, any prior episode , any 
history of illness or trauma. Some of 
the que. uons may not even sound rei-
evant. 

The next step is to do a good phys­
ical exam. followed by lots of lab 
work. As you might imagine, with so 
many potential causes, there is not 
going to be one test that tells us what 
is wrong. We are trying to fit togeth­
er pieces of a puzzle. 

Later. I will try to cover some of 
the common results of the tests, and 
what your vet can do to control your 
dog' -; seizures.
