600 units a day over the 
next few days, we will not 
be able to crawl out of this 
hole we're in," said Susan 
Berry-Buckley, CKBC pres­
Ident and CEO. "We must 
collect 2,100 pints of blood 
this week to fully recover 
or the chronic blood short­
age will simply continue. 
We've got to build a safe 
supply." 

A less than two-day 
supply of most blood types 
on Monday prompted 
CKBC to announce an 
emergency plea for 

""donors. Currently, the 
.,:area's blood supply is 

nearly 400 pints or 56 per­
cent below safe and ade­
quate levels. The inventory 
of type 0+ blood (64 per­
cent low) and 0- blood (47 
percent low) is more than 
250 pints below ideal lev­
els. 

CKBC attributes the 
shortage to lower than 
needed donations all sum­
mer, especially 1n July 
when donations were 600 
short of the number of 
transfusions that took

~KBC continues to contact 
blood centers around the 
country .for assistance but 
these centers cannot help 
due to their own low blood 
inventories.

The oil monkey 
on our backs 

The news just isn't getting any better for drivers. 
Gas prices will go even higher this summer - possi­
bly to a new record - thanks to a major hit to an oil 
supply everyone thought was relatively safe: the fields 
in Alaska's Prudhoe Bay. BP's announcement Monday 
that it will have to shut down about 8 percent of the 
nation's domestic oil production for an undetermined 
period of time becau e of corrosion in the company's 
pipes is an unwanted surprise, but it's also another 
warning. 

President Bush's decision to dip into the strategic 
petroleum re erve makes ense to help make up for the 
hortfall, even if oil supplies are in good shape right 

now. Part of the problem is a perception that supplies 
will be hurt, and dipping into the reserve will counter 
that perception, but the other problem is that no one 
really knows how long BP's fields will be down. More 
production from the Organization of Petroleum 
Exporting Countries could also help ea e the nerves of 
the market and of driver . And encouraging oil compa­
nie to do proper maintenance, something analysts say 
has been lacking, should be a no-brainer. As one indus­
try analyst pointed out, 30-year-old pipes are bound to 
have problems. 

But consumers have ome re ponsibilities, too. This 
is another in a seemingly endless supply of short-term 
crises that have plagued drivers since Hurricanes 
Katrina and Rita did a number on the oil indu try's 
operations almost a year ago. Consumers tired of pay 
ing more at the pump - where prices are also being dri­
ven up because of increasing demand from expanding 
economies in Asia - need to demand more of their poli­
cy-makers. 

Consumers will probably try to adjust by driving 
Jess as fuel costs take a deeper bite out of their pay­
checks. But they also need to demand that their repre-
entatives in government do more to ensure a reliable 

supply of oil in the short term and an alternative sup­
ply of energy in the long term. The former should 
include more measures to conserve energy- such as 
raising fuel-efficiency standards and encouraging 
greater use of mass transit. The long term means doing 
more to encourage the development of hybrid cars and 
alternative fuels that will omeday reduce or even 
eliminate our reliance on oil. 

Oil and other fos il fuel have erved our needs well 
for a long time. They sti11 do. But it is past time- for a 
host of reasons, from war in Lebanon to global warm­
ing - to reduce our reliance on them. 

Corrosion in the pipes is only one more warning 
bell.

Abuse, not 

insurance, at 
heart of lawsuit 

In a recent edition of The Floyd 
County Times, Floyd Coumy Board 
of Education Supt. Paul Fanning 
implied that the rca:on the May 
Valley litigatiOn was liled in federal 
court was due to the fact that the 
chool board possessed liability insur­

ance. He pectfically indicated that 
the fact that the school board pos­
se sed msurance attracted the litiga­
tion in question. 

As one of the attorneys who repre­
sented the intere~t of the 'even ~ay 
Valley special education students 
involved in the lawsuit, I cannot in 
good conscience allow such an absurd 
and false allegation against mY,self 
and the parents of the children to go 
unchallenged. 

The fact that the school board pos­
se sed liability insurance was not lhe 
rea on we filed the 31-page lawsurt m 

federal court. The lawsuit was filed 
because the seven children involved 
were systematically physically 
abused and locked in a darkened bath­
room by school board employee 
Marty Mullins. The mistreatment oi 
the students went on for se\eral 
months, and many of the school ofti­
ciah we named either knc\\ or should 
have known that the abuse was occur­
ring, and' iolated the students' right'> 
by failing to prevent it~ continuation. 
At the heart of the lawsUit was the 
fact that school officials received spe­
citic and repeated complaints about 
the ongoing abuse, and the school 
board employees . imply ignored the 
children and/or told them they were 
lying. Not surpnsingly, the social ser­
vice investigation \Ubstantiated the 
claim of abuse. 

The lawsuit we filed was eventual­
ly settled after a number of other 
school ofticials C<Ulle forward and 
corroborated the claims of the chil­
dren and a number of documents 
including the incriminating incident 
report. \\ere revealed during litiga­
tion A p<ul of the etUement of the

ci\ il suit, we insisted that the school 
board change their policies with 
respect to reporting of such inctdents. 

Last month, the Floyd County , 
grand jury heard from more than a 
dozen witnesses and rendered a mul­
tiple-count indictment against Mr. 
Mullins. The Floyd County grand jury 
al. o issued a grand jury report which 
listed many of the same allegations 
against the school officials that were 
contained in our original 31-page 
lawsuit in federal court. 

Given this history, it is hard to 
explain how Supt. Fanning is still 
questioning our motives in fLling the 
lawsuit. While Supt. Fanning may 
have a First Amendment right to 
accuse us of only tilmg the lawsuit 
because of the presence of liability 
insurance. I believe we have a Fir t 
Amendment right to say that that is 
not true. In looking back at the events 
in question, the seemingly substantial 
settlement of $730,000 was probably 
not enough to teach Lhe\e folks a les­
son
