WAYLAND- Fed up with 
dn1gs. speeding and a lack of 
police enforcement, Wayland 
resident made it clear Tuesday 
they will not stand back and 
watch the town go to ruin . 

The Wayland City Council 
meeting was cheduled for 
Tuesday, but as residents began 
to arrive, they aid that Mayor 
Tommy Murphy would most 
likely cancel the meeting due to 
not having enough members 
present. It turns out that they 
were correct and when re idents 
confronted Mayor Murphy with 
the tatement that they had 
known the meeting would be

canceled. the mayor said, ''I'll 
go get someone and we'll have 
the meeting." 

After stepping out of the 
building for about five minutes, 
the mayor returned with another 
member to continue with the 
meeting as scheduled. 

After the meeting began. 
Linda Spurlock, a longtime resi­
dent of Wayland, said. "There 
are no laws in this town. People 
arc getting tired of it. Wayland 
used to be a good place, [but] 
now it's being destroyed." 

According to Wayland re i­
dent'>, there recently was a rob­
bery that took place in an elder­
ly lady's home. The woman's 
daughter said, "My mother·was 
robbed in her own home and it

took four hour~ to get a state 
police trooper to come down 
here. After he did his report, her 
house was later set fire ... and 
absolutely nothing has been 
done about it. I am afraid for her 
life. No one seems to care." 

Residents say since they pay 
taxes to the city for police pro­
tection. they shouldn't have a 
problem getting it. They 
expressed concern for where the 
money is going if it's not being 
used to hire a police officer. 

Murphy said he has tned to 
find a replacement officer but 
has not had any luck.

Forest Service clears way for power line in Daniel Boone

LOUISVILLE ...- East Kentucky 
Power can build a controversial power 
line through the Daniel Boone National 
Forest after the U.S. Fore'>t Service 
is!>ut:d the pennits Wednesday to let the 
project go forward. 

The 6.9-mile, 138-kilovoltlinc·will 
connect a substation ncar Triplett to a 
substation near Morehead in nonhea'it 
Kentucky. Almost five m1le-. or the line 

will cross lhrough the national forest. 
ConstructiOn of the line through an 

area known a!'> Big Perry has been tied 
up for four years in legal and adminis­
trative battles between the power coop­
eratl\·e ami envuonmentali.,ts, who a) 
construction of the line will damage the 
ecosystem in the forest. 

The co-op said the iine is needed to 
improve the reliability of electrical ser­
vice'in the area because existing line 
have been overloaded and have had 
low-voltage issues 

"Projt·ct delays alread) have 
exposed thou ands of residents and 
bu ine ses to the real possibility of cru;­
cading blackouts." said John Twitchell, 
East Kentucky Power' vice president 
of power llclih!l)'. "Thi · ituation will 
only worst:n until we complete the pro­
ject." 

Two environmentalist groups and 
Rowan County resident Doug 
Doerrfeld sued last year in U.S. District 
Court in Lexington eeking to stop the 
line's con truction, but the case was 

dismissed as premature. The groups 
said the line, which would have 
crossed Big Perry Mountain, would cut 
through one of the largest chunks of 
forested land m the area. 

Doerrfeld said Wednesday that the 
sun will probably be refiled. The Forest 
Service failed to consider alternate 
routes for the power line, including one 
that would have run the line along 
Interstate 64 and followed an existing

Effort by other groups and countries to seek political 
advantage would only ensure in tability and violence. 
What's needed is a peaceful lran ition engineered by the 
Cuban them elves .... 

The Greenville (S.C.) News. on the Central American 
Free Trade Agreement: 

When the Central American Free Trade Agreement was 
passed la t year, Congress promised several holes would be 
plugged to ensure the United State textile industry was 
protected. Congre s followed through on tho e promises 
when it pas ed several patche, as part of a bil1 that focused 
mostly on pension reform .... 

CAFTA certainly is not a major trade agreement - the 
nations involved all are sma11 markets. However, these 
loophole-closing amendments to the treaty will make it 
more friendly to American textile manufacturers and will 
let American companies compete with China, particularly 
in these emerging markets. Furthermore. the amendment 
will help ensure that China does not take advantage of what 
could have been a back door arot~nd American limit on 
Chinese imports of certain textile product .

"There are more important 
things in life than tall grass," it 
reads. 

D'· on hasn't mowed his 
lawn ince Ia l year, and has 
declined offers from neighbors 
to cut the grass. 

"He's just that type that 
likes to be his own person," 
said Martha Burns, a member 
of the Blackey City Council 
and the Blackey Improvement 
Committee. "He·s always been 
like that." 

Burns said she doesn't bave 
a problem with the mayor's 
unkempt lawn. 

"Jf he likes it like that, it's 
fine," she said. " ... I kind of 
feel like maybe he is right. 
May there are more impor­
tant things than mowing 
grass.'' 

Dixon's next door neigh-
or, Jo Ann WaJtcrs, said the 

mayor is a hne man and a good 
neighbor who just doesn't 
intend to mow his yard. 

"I''vc laughed about it," 
Walters said. 

And Cathy Back, a former 
mayor and now a city council 
member, said the tall grass 
isn't her concern. 

"It's his business," she said.

N ·her the city of Blackey 
nor Letcher County has a law 
requiring residcntl> to keep 
their lawns trimmed.

County officials considered 
!)assing a nuisance ordinance 
two years ago, but decided 
against it. 

Dixon. a psychology pro­
fessor at Hazard Community 
College, said he has several 
reasons for letting his yard 
grow, including in remem­
brance of his late wife, Jane, 
who died of breast cancer in 
November. 

''What I wanted to say was, 
'yes, r let my yard grow up, 
but f'm still the same person. 
Let's talk about it,"' he said. 

Dixon said people can save 
time and money by giving 
away their mowers like he did. 

"I don't want to fight nature 
anymore," he said. 

Dixon said flowers began 
popping up in his yard when 
he stopped pushing a mower 
across it. He said birds and 
squirrels also moved in. 

"l don't know why we cut 
grass. but 1 do know that I like 
to sit here in the evenings and 
enJOY what we have in Eastern 
Kentucky," Dixon said. 

Dixon said he doesn't like 
to hear the buzzing sound of 
lawn mowers and weed cutters 
when he is trying to relax and 
enjoy his surroundings. 

"l think 1 have scared a lot 
of people off," he said. "They 
probably think [am weird." 

Despite being one of the 
few people with an unkempt 
lawn. Dixon said he has no 
plan to tidy up soon.

"If we get in the Chase. we will 
win a championship," Childress said. 
"Jeff or Kevin can do it. If they're in, 
they'll be serious championship con­
tenders." 

It's been a long time since anyone 
called Burton a contender. But now 
that he's enjoying his best ~ op, ,in 
years, Burton finally might win the 

cation to the rear of Johnson's car 
during Daytona 500 preparations. He 
mtssed that race. which Johnson won, 
and was later suspended for three 
more races, fined $25.000 and placed 
on probation for the rest of 2006. 

Hence the .. cheater" label that 
some rabid anti-Johnson fans have 
hung on Knaus. 

But none of that seems to affect 
the performance of Johnson or the 
team, which has finished no wor~e 
than fifth in the standings each year 
since Knaus was put in charge in 
2002- the driver's rookie year. 

Knaus, who tumell 35 last week­
end, also has been a mentor for 
Johnson, guiding rhe 30-year-old dri­
ver to his 22 career victories, two 
runner-up finishe in the points and 
helped him become the most consb­
tently successful driver in Cup. 

The early season suspension of 
Knaus didn't slow the team a bit, with 
head engineer Darian Grubb filling in 
and guiding Johnson to two wins, a 
second and a sixth. But Grubb gave 
most of the credit for that to the 
absent Knaus. 

"These are Chad's cars and this is 
Chad's team," Gntbb said. "All I did 
was move over one spot on the pit 
box and follow through on what Chad 
had started."

And things mostly have continued 
like clockwork since Knaus returned

"You try to take advantage of 
what you can. Somettmes, the rules 
aren t real spectfic and you try some­
thjng that <;eems to not be covered. 
Sometimes, NASCAR doesn't buy 
it." 

Last fall. under heavy scrutiny 
from NASCAR and everyone else 
and with Johnson losing some 
momentum headmg mto the Chase 
for the champtonship, there was talk 
that Knaus, who wao; . tgned through 
2007. was battling with John on and 
was gomg to leave Hendrick 
M olors ports.

championship.. Frustrated and 
unable to tum it around, Burton got 
out of the No. 99 Ford late in the 
2004 season . 

It didn't help that Carl Edwards 
climbed in and took off - winning 
four times and finishing third in his 
first full season in the No. 99 -
while Burton was stuck in RCR's 
slow rebuild. 

But now that Childress finally has 
things back on track. so does Bunon. 

"I didn't go join Richard Childress 
Racing because I was trying to wrap 
up my career - I went to Richard 
Childress Racing because I was try­
ing to restart my career.'' Burton said. 
"A lot of athletes, late in their careers 
they make a move, and that's the end 
of it. 

"That wasn't my intention. My 
intention was to get It stepped back 
up." 

He's done so with a vengeance. 
Burton is currently third in the stand­
ing-;, needing nothing short of a total 
collapse to keep him out of the 
Chase.

He is the guy r have 
built quite a relationship with and he 
ha<; turned me into a great adult and 
helped me become a great leader. 

"I owe that to him to at least give 
him four more years." 

Hendrick is juc;t as loyal to Knaus. 
"We're happy with Chad, he plays 

a big part, not just in the 48 team but 
our whole organization, and we look 
for Chad to be with us for a long 
time."' Hendrick said. "He is one of 
the great young minds in NASCAR 
and a key member of our organita­
tion. 

"He·s done an unbelievable job 
buildtng the Lowe's team into a 
championship contender and we're 
exdted about continuing our relation­
ship with him." 

And Hendrick doesn't buy the 
·'cheater" label, either. 

"Crew chiefs and teams in this 
sport are all trying to gain any edge 
they can on each other and to do it 
within the rules," the team boss said. 
"'There's not much room for error. 
Chad is one of the best at finding that 
edge but. sometimes. it'. just been 
more of an edge than NASCAR was 
willing to allow. Sometimes, you 
have to live with the consequences of 
that.'' 

And although he has yet to score a 
Nextel Cup win this season- his last 
victory was in 2001 - Burton has 
won twice in the Busch Series this 
year to prove he still knows the way. 

Putting it all back together was 
<;imple, once Burton· figured out what 
the problem was: He needed Lo get in 
a car that he could drive. 

"I believe that at this level, Bobby 
Labonte hasn't forgotten how to 
drive," Burton said. "You give him a 
car that will go around the racetrack 
fa-;t, and he'll go around the racetrack 
fast in it. I believe the same thing 
about myself. I believe the same 
thing about Mark Martin anc.l the 
same thing about Kasey Kahne and 
many others. 

"The reality of it is. a driver <.:an 't 
put it up on his shoulders anymore.

But tltere were times when Burton 
needed a little help getting his spirits 
up. He'd head into his personal tro­
phy room to remini ce about the days 
of winning, glancing at the 37 tro­
phies from his trips to Cup and Busch 
victory lanes.

Johnson couldn't be happier that 
his crew chief and friend i!> sticking 
around for the long haul. 

"Chad is the heart and sole of this 
team," Johnson said. "We believe in 
him and he believes in us." 

Knaus. too, 1s excited to be contin­
uing to work with Johnson. 

"We have a friendship that goes 
way beyond what happens at the 
racetrack." Knaus said. "He's a guy 
that I can grab by the collar and have 
a serious talk with, and it goes both 
ways. If he's got a problem with 
f.Omething I'm doing. he'll come and 
pull me aside and we'll talk about it. 

"That's omething a lot of the 
guys out here don't have. They're 
intimidated by the crew chief or by 
the driver and the communication 
level isn't as deep as what we have .... 
That's why it's ~uccessful. We would 
be foolish to go and make a change.

All the arts- literary, performing, 
and visual - provide knowledge 
about the world and ways of experi­
encing it that contributes to an under­
standing that is unique and different 
from knowledge gained through ver­
bal and written language. Through 
experiences in art, thea~, music, 
and dance, children learn to express 
themselves in terms of their own 
ideas and feelings. All of the arts 
provide knowledge about the world. 
Because the arts convey knowledge 
and meaning that is not learned 
through the study of other subjects,

uestion: My son is ~tarting 
school this fall. He' U be in 
the flrst grade at a public 

eU!mentary school. He's seems ner­
vous about it. Though he's been in a 
pre-school kindergarten, the jump to 
first grade appears daunting. What 
can I do to help him adjust to this new 
phase in his life? 

A nswer: Thanks for this 
timely question. The 
school year will be starting 

in just a few short weeks in many 
parts of North America. It's not 

un ommon at thi time of year for 
children and parents to become a lit­
tle anxiou a they begin dealing with 
the annual back-to-school ritual or 
buying chool clothes and suppllc, . 
When a child is experiencing what ts 
called "school anxiety," the approach 
of the school year can be particuJarly 
challenging. School anxiety is very 
common. particularly when a child is 
just starting school or adjusting to a 
new school. 

Fortunately. there are some things 
you can do now to make the first day

or cla. es - and the r~:~t of the year 
-go more smoothly. First, vi~it the 
school with your son. Make arrange­
ments to do that now, before thut hec­
tic first day of clw scs. That way your 
son can become famtltar with the 
localJOn of his classroom. the lunch­
room and the playground. You can 
take advantage of the visit to meet 
your i'>On 's principal and teachers. 

If your son rides a bus to school. 
make sure he knows the pick-up and 
drop-off points as well as basic safe­
ty rules. including the proper way to 
walk along or cross any streets 
between the bus stop and home. 

You can help case your chtld's 
apprehension about school by stress­
mg the po~itive benefits. Try to 
instill in him a love of learning. and 
be sure he knows why it's important 
to get an education. 

One way to do that is to take an 
interest in learning yourscl f. If your 

child · ce~ you reading at home or tak­
ing an interest in school projects, 
yoLI'II be fostering the idea that learn­
ing is important in your family. 

When you meet the teacher. talk 
with her or him about the amount or 
homework your child will receive. 
Then. set up a household schedule 
that allows for homework time every 
night. Provide a comfortable. quiet 
place for your child to do his home­
work. 

Finally. ail parents should take 
time to tell their sons and daughters 
how proud they are of them and Lhe 
work they do al school. Part of every 
parent's pledge should be to accept 
your children for who they are -
nurturt: ll10~c qualittes that make each 
child special and take every step you 
can to help them 1mprove in areas of 
weakness. But. don't be afraid to dis­
cipline them with love - firm but 
kind - when they need it.

Hazard Community & Technical College celebrated raising a 
total of $4,689,162 In cash, gifts, and pledges as part of Its 
Fulfilling the Promise fund raising campaign, which Is only 
the second major fund raising campaign In the history of the 
college. 
The "Fulfilling the Promise" campaign has five Initiatives to 
improve education In the mountains. The money Is targeted 
for: scholarships, equipment, to promote college prepardd­
ness through the Challenger Learning Center of Kentuctty 
and to enhance the relationship and collaboration of teaGt~,. ... , 
ers in schools districts In the region; to invest in the arts ~ . 
starting music, graphic/visual arts and theatre at the differ­
ent campus, along with enhancing the Kentucky School of 
Craft, and an unrestricted fund so the College can be flexible I 
In addressing unforeseen needs. Many of the pledges for 
these Initiatives cover a five-year period. 
HCTC President Jay K. Box told a crowd at the celebration 
that the scholarship initiative alone received more than $1.6 
million in cash and pledges. "Because of the dollars raised;t. 
the college will be able to expand its scholarships awarded 
to full-time students this year to a total of 287. That mean's 
approximately one out of every six full-time students at ou'r 
college will be receiving a scholarship," he said. In addition, 
to the 287 full-time scholarships, the campaign Initiative fE!&-/ 
tured another much-needed addition to the financial assls-Eyes
