Taxpayers pic 
tab on 'right to work' study

FRANKFORT- Jesse Whitmer Jr. 
has often questioned the way his tax dol­
lars are spent in Frankfort. But few 
things have outraged the blue-collar 
worker a. much as the $10.000 Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher's administration paid to an 
economist for a study on the benefits of a 
proposed ''right to work" law. 

"I find that a total waste of taxpayer 
money," said Whitmer, a factory worker 
m Louisville. "We hould not have to pay 
for that." 

At issue is whether the state should 
pay for the study and a written report, 
which closely resembles one done in 
Michigan nearly four years ago for the 
Mackinac Center for Public Policy. 

Portions of the reports are identical. 
Thl' Fletcher administration hired 

economist William T. Wilson of Chicago 
to do the study, which found Kentucky 

would add more than 9,000 new jobs by 
2010 and increase the Gross State 
Product by $2.7 billion by 2015 by pass­
ing a law that would give employees the 
right not to join unions, even in closed 
shops. 

Wilson included the fmdings, which 
labor groups contest, in a 10-page report 
called "The lmpact of Right-To-Work 
Legislation on Kentucky's Economy." 
Portions of that report and the previous 
one, "The Effect of Right-to-Work Laws 
on Economic Development,'' are verba­
tim. 

Both reports were written by Wilson, 
chief economist for Keystone India, a 
Chicago finn that fosters trade between 
the United States and India. 
Introductions to both studies are striking­
ly stmilar, and 14 of 15 references listed 
at the end of the studies are the same. 

In a telephone interview, Wilson 
acknowledged the similarities. What's 
different, he said, is the data that's spe-

cific to Kentucky. 
Whitmer, one of about 1,800 union 

workers who came to the Capitol earlier 
this month to protest Fletcher's proposal 
to make Kenrucky a ••nght to work" 
state, said he believes the administration 
carefully selected the economist so that 
his findings would agree with their asser­
tions. 

"There was no preconditioning," 
Wilson said. "The budget director 
approached me and said 'we want an 
objective study done."' 

However, skeptics abound in 
Frankfort. 

State Rep. Brent Yonts, D-Greenville, 
said it appears the Fletcher administration 
chose Wtlson to do the study because his 
previous fmdings supported the 
Republican governor's position on ''right to 
work." Yonts said he doesn't think it should 
have been paid for with state funds.

Matk ,\llcNcil, 47, was killed 
in u coal truck accident at the 

Gooseneck Branch Mine in Pike 
County on May 8, 2000, to dump 
out a load of rock and dirt. The 
truck went over the berm, flipped. 
and tumbled about 500 feet. A 
ubsequent federal inve ligation 

found two "seriou and substan­
tial" safety violations at the mine 
and levied $70.000 in penalties. 

But those fines have not been 
paid because the operator of the 
mine at the time of the accident 
went bankrupt in 200 l , and the 
company that bought the mine 
says it has no liability for the debt. 

"I think that's terrible," said 
McNeil's widow, Sharon 
McNeiL 51. also of Webbville. 

"It's like nothing happened." 
An analysis by The Courier­

Journal of serious federal safety 
violations found that 28 Kentucky 
coal mines have been assessed 
$2.8 million in ftncs of$10.000 or 
more dating back to 1996. Nearly 
$1.7 million of that total that can 
no longer be contested remains 
uncoUected from Kentucky mine 
operators, according to records 
from the Mine Health and Safety 
Administration.

Jr., who has been nominated to 
lead the Occupational Safety 
and Health Admin.i tration.

assessments, said in the statement. 

Tony Oppegard, a fanner top 
federal mining official in the 
Clinton administration, said the 
federal mine agency "doe ·n'r 
have the poliucal will to collect 
the fines when they're not paid.'' 
Oppcgard called for a computer 
. ystcm to alert regulators to dehn­
quem paymem when operators 
apply for new mining licenses. 

·'If an operator hasn' t paid hi~ 
fines, he's got a problem - and 
why should he get a license for 
another mine?" said Oppcgard. 
former general counsel to 
Kentucky'.

Mine industry spoke man 
Bill Caylor said companie 
hould pay for their violations. 

"If a fme is levied and lhe 
appeal process is run, (MSHA) 
ought to collect it,'' said Caylor, 
pre ident of the Kentucky Coal 
Association.

'·It is imperative that our min­
er arc afe and that sreps arc 
taken to prevent mining acci­
dents from occurring in the 
future," McConnell ~aid in a 
statement. 

uckler . aid he's dedicated to 
mine safety and the mis ion of 
the Mine Safety and Health 
Administration. He recalled 
working underground in West 
Virginia 111 1968 when a 
methane gas explosion in an 
adjacent mine killed 78 workers. 

"The sight and sounds of 
that expenence as well as other 
tragic mine accidents will be 
with me as long as I live:- said 
Stickler, of Terra Alta, W. Va 

Sen. Edward Kennedy, D­
Ma ·s_, the committee's rankmg 
Democrat, questioned StJckler 's 
commitment to safety. 

"Every human life is pre­
cious. We must only confim1 
nominees to safety and health 
po ·1tions who under. land thts ·· 
Kennedy smd. "Mr. Strcklcr 's 
hi. tory 1s long on coal produc· 
tion experience but short on 
ensuring worker safety." 

Kennedy i<: among a handful 
of member of Congress who 
haw calletl for rcfom1 at MSIIA 
aftl.!r Lhe death. of 14 West 
Virginia miners earlier this 
month. One main criticism of 
MSHA. which has a 2006 oper­
ating budget of $277 million. is 
that it's been run by mining 
msidcr lax in enforcing fines 
and opening up document~. H 
has been without a !cadet since 
November 2004. 

Sen. Johnny Isakson, R Ga .. 
who is also on Lhe committee, 
smd Stickler has practical expcn­
cncc a!> an underground manager. 
superintendent and shifl foreman 
that would benefit the agency. 

"He is a man who, for most 
of his atluH life. has wiped the 
coal dust off hts hoots every 
night," Isakson satd. 

SLicklcr received a gubernator­
ial award for his work on the 

<:ccnc at the Quecreek mine in 
2002 when the nine trapped mm­
ers were rescued. He ran 
Pennsylvania's agency from 1997 
to 2003 after working for 30 years 
for Beth Energy Mines Inc. in 
Pennsylvania and West Virginia. 

The grand jury investigation 
of Quecreek did not name indi­
\ 1dual and no criminal charges 
were filed. The (>roblems were 
blamed on miners breaching an 
abandoned mine that released 
millions of gaJlons of water that 
trapped them until they were 
rescued 77 hours I ater. 

In his urgent advisory after 
the di. aster. Stickler wrote to 
the tate's mine . . ''The conse· 
quence. of inaccurah.: maps of 
abandoned workings can be cat­
astrophtc," according to docu 
mcnts under reviewed by the 
Senate committe • and obtained 
by The As. octa[ed Press.

FRANKFORT - Federal 
funding pumped into mountain­
ous Eastern Kentucky to fight 
drugs ha cash-strapped public 
defenders working overtime to 
t.ry to keep up with the work 
load, a state legi lator aid 
Monday. 

State Rep. Robin Webb, D­
Grayson, said Operation 
UNITE, a federal initiative cre­
ated to combat treet-level drug 
trafficking, has pumped millions 
of dollars into eastern Kentucky 
to pay for more drug detectives 
and prosecutors but ha provided 
no money for public defenders. 

"''m not criticizing the pro­
gram," Webb said following a 
budget subcommittee meeting 
on Monday. "But the tate is 
going to have to budget funds to 
deal with that" 

The General Assembly has 
begun weighing requests for 
funding the state's judiciary sys­
tem. Public defenders and pros­
ecutors arc among the group 
asking for more money. 

Webb said the funding needs 
have escalated as a result of the 
crackdown on pushers by 
Operation UNITE and other 
federally funded drug taskforces 
operating in the case. 

Karen Engle, head of the 
UNITE group couldn't be 
reached for comment on 
Monday. She said previously 
that roundups led by the organi­
zation's drug detectives have 
netted some 1.500 arrests. 

Ernie Lewis, chief of 
Kentucky's public defender sys-

tern, said caseloads have 
increased dramatically in recent 
year·. In 2005, public defenders 
handled an average of 483 cases 
each, and devoted an average of 
four cases per case. 

Lewis aid the state will pay 
$35.4 million for public defend 
crs this year. compared wtth 
$81.8 million for prosecutors 

"What we favor is a balanced 
criminal justice system." Lewis 
said. "I do not want to be on 
record sa)'ing prosecutors are 
overfundcd." 

Both groups arc pushing for 
mcrea ed funding. 

Without additional funding. 
prosecutors across the state will 
have to cur staff, said Chris 
Cohron. commonwealth ·s attor­
ney in Warren County. 

Cohron told The Daily News 
of Bowling Green that he and 
five assistants handled 1,024 
cases in 2004. 

"Everyone in my office 
already works well over 40 
hours m a week," he told lhe 
newspaper. "[t's not uncommon 
to see prosecutors here working 
throughout the weekend ... 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher made his 
budget recommendations two 
weeks ago in a speech to a joint 
ession of the General Assembly. 

Among hi proposals. 
Fletcher wants to boost pending 
by more than $50 milliOn over 
the next two year to help combat 

the state' drug problems. 
Fletcher·. proposal would pro­
vide funding to pay for more law 
enforcement, mcrcasc the nwn­
ber of public defenders, expand 
drug treatment options to inmates 
and pay for more jail pace. 

Fletcher wants to spend $16.7 
million to pay local jails to 
house state inmates and $15 mil­
lion to pay for inmate medical 
care. He proposed spending $4 
million to pay for regional drug 
courts, $3 million for drug 
enforcement specifically for 
eastern Kentucky. $4.3 million 
lo add m9re probation and 
parole officers and $2 million 
for drug treatment for nonviolent 
offenders housed in county jails. 

Fletcher's budget proposal 
also would provide $6.2 million 
to the Department of Public 
Advocacy to pay for more public 
defenders and to develop a pilot 
project aimed at helping inmates 
with ubstancc abuse problems. 

Supreme Court Chief Justice 
Joseph Lambert, speaking to a 
budget subcommittee, asked 
Monday for funding for $10.4 
million to expand the state's 
drug court program, which 
offers treatment to first-time 
offenders as an alternative to 
going to jail. 

Lambert. presenting his 
funding wish list. also asked for 
appropriations to pay for more

Judge refuses to dismiss 
lawsuit against NASCAR

LEXINGTON - A federal 
judge ordered Friday tha{ 
Kcntu ky Speedway can move 
ahead with its $400 million 
nnlitrust lawsuil against 
NASCAR. 

In a 17-page opinion, U.S. 
Di ·trict Judge William 
Bertclr.man rejected NASCAR's 
motions to dismiss the case. He 
also refused a request by 
International Speedway; which 
owns several NASCAR tracks. 
to he dropped from the lawsuit. 

The case alleges NASCAR 
conspired with International 
Speedway Lo decide which 
tracks should be host to coveted 
Nextel up races. Kentucky 
Speedway, based in Sparta 
about halfway between 
Loui_ ville and Cincinnati, was 
left out. despite superior ameni­
ties to many of the sites. · 

Even with Bertelsman's rul-

ing, it could be a year or longer 
before the case gets to trial. He 
set a deadline of Feb. 1, 2007, to 
finish "discovery" - the process 
of pretrial fact gathering, includ­
ing interviewing witnesses. 

''We're very pleased with the 
decision and we're looking for­
ward to going forward," said Stan 
Chesley. an attorney representing 
Kentucky Speedway in the case. 

In arguments earlier this 
month, NASCAR's attorneys 
told the judge the track had no 
standing to sue because it wasn't 
trying to assure competition- as 
antitrust law guarantees - but to 
become part of a monopoly. 

Chesley said Kentucky's 
Speedway's ultimate goal is to 
compete directly with NASCAR. 

In a written statement from 
NASCAR, spokesman Ramsey 
Poston expressed disappoint­
ment with the ruling but said the 
organization would "vigorously 
defend itself." 

"NASCAR maintains that its 

sanctioning process is pro-com­
petitive and has been a great 
benefit to the industry including 
fans, sponsors. driver , teams 
and tracks." Poston said. "On 
the other band, the Kentucky 
Speedway lawsuit, which is 
seeking a bid system, would 
likely prov1de a short-term 
financial windfall to NASCAR 
but would be disastrous to the 
long-term health of the sport." 

Bertelsman noted courts 
have long been reluctant to dis­
miss antitrust complaints before 
all the facts are gathered. He 
said the conspiracy claims 
aren't frivolous on their face and 
therefore should go forward. 

International Speedway had 
argued it at least should be 
released from the case because it 
doesn't do business in Kentucky. 
But Kentucky Speedway point­
ed out it does conduct· business 
over the Internet, and the judge 
agreed it falls under the court's 
jurisdiction.

Topping trees 
bad practice

Topping damages hundred of trees 

each year in Kentucky. Many people 
are unaware of the detrimental effects 
of topping. Trees are subjected to a ~ 1 
number of stresses during their life- 1 
time. Topping is also a form of stress, 1 
but it 1s a stre s that can be avoided. ! 

Topping involves drastic removal ) 
or cutting back of large branches in l 
mature trees leaving tub . Topping 
can make a tree hazardous and reduce 
its life. This practice is frequently the 
result of trying Lo manage trees mcor­
r"ctly planted under power line~ or too 
close to structures. Site election 
nust always be considered before 

plantmg in order to pro<.ide the tree 
with sufficient room to grow. 

Some homeowne believe lhat ~Lim­
ulation of new growth as ociatcd wilh 
topping is actually beneficial to the tree. 
Although the tree appears rejuvenated 
with new foliage and branches, this only 
~cnrcs to mask the real damage. 

Trees are mi takenly topped. undeJ 
the best of intentions, to remove 
potentially hazardous dead and dis­
eased branches. Unfortunately. top­
ping indiscriminately r moves healthy 
and unhealthy limbs. Problem limbs 
are be t removed by elective pmrung 

instead of topping.

When scientists need to grow 
bacteria or yeast in a laboratory, 
they provide their cultures with 
a warm, moist, dark environ­
ment-the same type of envi­
ronment that exists naturally in 
the ear of a dog or cat. They 
have wonderful little incubation 
chambers attached to their 
heads! 

Other factor play a role in 
ear problems. The position of 
the pinnae, or earflaps, can 
make a big difference in air cu­
culation. Drop eared dogs. on 
the whole, have more car prob­
lems than those with erect ears. 
Once again. people arc to blame 
for this with our elective breed­
ing. Pay attention to the wildlife 
shows-wild canids such as 
wol vcs. foxes, dingoes, etc. 
always have upright ears. So do 
the more wolf-like domestic 
breeds-Malamutes, Huskies, 
Elkhounds. etc. Cat are much 
more recently dome ticated, and 
have kept their wild car shape­
at lea. t until the development of 
the Scottish Folds! 

Some dog breeds have hair 
that grows down into the ear 
canal itself. Poodles and Shih­
Tzus often have this problem. 
Your vet or groomer can help 
you keep this plucked out so the 
canal stay cleaner. Then there 
are some breeds that seem to 
form abnormal amounts of ceru·

limbs may be necessary; howev­
er, correct pruning alternative 
such as proper early training. 
elective thinning out of branch­

es and Limbs, or whole tree 
removal hould be considered 
rutd adopted. 

Removing much of the tree 
canopy upsets the crown-to-root 
ratio and cause crious interrup­
tion of the tree' food supply and 
exposes bark to the sun. A 20-
year-old tree has developed 20 
years worth of leaf swface area. 
This leaf swface is needed to 
manufacture sufficient food to 
feed and suppon 20 years wonh 
of branches. trunk. and roots. 

Removing the tree's normal 
canopy suddenly expose!. bark to 
the sun's direct rays. often scald­
ing newly exposed outer bark. 
Serve sun scald will cause the 
bark to split and ob truct the flow 
of nulncnts. Topping not only cuts 
off a ma.~or portion of the tree· 
food-making potential, it also 
severely deplete the tree's stored 
reserves. It is an open invitation 
for the tree's slow starvation. 

Large branch stubs left from 
topping seldom close 01 callus. 
Nutrients arc no longer tmnspon­
ed to large stubs and that part of 
the tree becomes unable to seal 
off the injury. This leave stubs 
vulnerable to insect invasion and 
fungal decay. Once decay has

Allergies, Dcmodcctic 
mange and other skin conditions 
can also predispose car to trou­
ble. 

So how do we diagnose the 
~pecific ear problem affecting a 
particular animal? My tirst 
approach 1. to "look and mel I." 
followed by taking a small san1· 
ple of auy material pre cot in 
the ear canal. 

Ear mites are mall hugs that 
live in~ide dl' c.:ar. They tend to 
cau ·e a black material to be pre­
sent in the ear. which is usually 
eithL'f thick or dry and flak]. 
Although we usually have to 
identify them under tht. micro­
scope, sometLmcs you can sec 
them moving w1lh the unaidctl 
eye as Liny, pin ·pmm size white 
specks against a dark back­
ground. We occasionally :;cc 
such cvere cases in kittens that 
they have formed a solid ring of 
debris that ha. to be soaked 
loose and removed from the car 
with forceps. They can. rarely, 
cause a mange like condition 
around the car· and eyes of 
severely affected animal . Ear 
mites are spread by direct con­
tact with affected animals. so it 
is imponam to lr at all the pets 
in the hou ehold if one has 
mites. To my knowledge, tlll'y 

begun in a branch stub. it may 
spread into the main trunk. ulti­
mately killing the tree. 

Topping removes all existing 
buds that would ordinarily pro­
duce normal sturdy branches 
and instead tJmulate. regrowth 
of dense. upright branches JU t 
below the pruning cul.
