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Some legislators challenge 
roposal for elk viewing stands

FRANKFORT - Not everyone 
~hares Gov. Ernie Fletcher's affinity for 
Wildlife v1ewing stations- small elevat­
ed stands that he wants to build on moun­
l~intops in eastern Kentucky o people 
can watch elk graze. 

Aetcher' proposed $3 million appro­
pnation for the stallons has been the sub­
ject of taunt by some lawmakers who 
sec them as pet projects that pale in com­
pari<>on to other needs tbe stale now 
laces. 

Rep. Mary Lou Marzian, D­
Louisville. said the tate i scrounging to 
find money to pay for health care initia­
tives. She raised the i sue of the elk­
·dewing stations in a committee meeting 
in which legi ·lator were discu sing a 
lack of funding for childhood health ini­
tiatives. 

"To put an elk-viewing startd in the 
budget to me is just a terrible policy 
sJatement based on what l think our pri­
orities should be," Marzian said. 

Hut for legislators representing 
impoverished coal counties, the viewing 
Slations are not considered trivial. They 
see elk watching as one part of an overaJl 
initiative to bolster a touri m economy 
and create jobs for people in hurting 
communities. 

State Sen. Daniel Mongiardo, D· 
Hazard. said spending money on wildlife 
viewing is an in1portant investment in 
Kentucky tourism. He said the stations 
would be key in helping the mountain 
region develop a fledgling venture into

Kentucky before, and after my trip I real­
ly could rare less if I come back. Now 
when J am driving home to Chicago, l 
will most ccnainly skip Ea tern 
Kentucky.

Already. a steady flow of people are

Among the key 
attractions. Mongiardo said, is the largest 
elk herd east of the Mississippi River and 
a growing black bear population. 

The Kentucky Department for Fish 
and Wildlife Re ources returned elk to 
the mountain . The animals, which can 
grow to 800 pounds at maturity, had been 
driven to extinction in the state by over­
hunting more than a century ago. The 
bears. which also had succumbed to 
over-hunting, ventured back into the 
state from Virginia and West Virginia 
over the past decade. 

Those animals, plus an abundance of 
deer, turkey and other wild creatures, 
have become part of the elling point for 
adventure touri m in Appalachia. 

"1 believe it's going to be a key part of 
our economic future in ea tern 
Kentucky," Mongiardo said. "We in east­
em Kentucky have looked far and wide 
for jobs. but we've looked so far we've 
not looked righl under our noses . 
Adventure tourism i a key to our future. 
If we pass this by, then we're making a 
big mistake." 

In 1997, state wildlife manager 
began reintroducing the elk. About 4,500 
of the animals now live on fanner moun· 
taintop mine sites that have been replant­
ed in various kinds of grasses. The herd 
is expected to number about 6,000 by 
next summer. 

"Many in the wildlife community 
have encouraged Governor Fletcher to 
support this significant tomism project

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources began issuing limited elk 
hunting penn:its, through a random draw­
ing. three years later. This year, 
Kentucky wildlife officials issued 41 
hunting permits - allowing hunters to 
take 20 male elk and 2 1 female elk. 

StaLe park have begun offering elk 
tour for visitors to ea tern Kentucky. 
They generally view the animals from 
the windows of a bus. 

Others ride all·terrain vehicle along 
dirt road that were left after mining 
operator pulled out, leaving a play­
ground of steep banks and mud holes for 
rider along with pectacular views from 
the mountaintops. 

Pre ton Mclain, a member of the 
Harlan County Rjdge Runners, an ATV 
club with more than 500 member from 
around the country. said elk are a big rea­
son for his group's popularity. 

Mongiardo aid state and local gov­
ernments have been promoting the elk 
herd as a tourist draw, and the people 
who come to see the animal need view­
ing stands. He said he would like legisla­
tors from other parts of the state to take a 
clo er look at the tourism initiatives 
underway in the mountains. 

"[t's unfortunate that they've not been 
to eastern Kentucky to see the beauty of 
these animals, ·• Mongiardo said. "These 
people are just uninformed, and that's 
unfortunate."

Sarah L. Little, 2 I, of 
Fitzpatrick Road, was charged 
Friday with one count of endan­
gering the welfare of a minor. 

According to the citation, a 
Wal-Mart employee contacted 
city police when a cu tomer com­
plained that two children were 
left alone in a vehicle. 

Officer Sam Goodman claims 
in the citation that two children, 8 
and 2. were alone in the car and 
that one of the children was . lap-

informing them that services 
would be "emergency suspend­
ed" on Jan. 6 due to the "sub­
standard condition" of the facil­
ity and the safety hazards there. 
The letter was circulated about 
the time that a car wrecked into 
the building, causing damages.

Customers 
renting post office boxes were 
advised to either change to 
mailbox services or lO change 
their services to post offices in 
Paintsville or Auxier. Services 
for customers living along the 
highway contract route, the 
postal ervice said, would not be 
interrupted. 

Several people at the meet­
ing complained about the er­
vice they are now receiving on 
the highway contract route . 

"The postal service said 
they'd provide a maximum

Music aid many elderly cus­
tomers he contacted did not feel 
comfortable or safe driving to 
other locations to retrieve their 
mail. 

Reynold contends that all 
customers can get regular post 
office services -including the 
purchase of stamps aml money 
orders - at their rural mailbox. 
Elderly or handicapped resi­
dent , he said, can call the office 
and the mail carrier can alert 
them by car hom when he or she 
arrives. Reynolds also aid that 
carriers can al o provide ser­
vices to handicapped residents 
at their door. 

"Elderly or handicapped resi­
dents can alert us by calling the 
postmaster at Paintsville," 
Reynold said. ''We do provide

For most, attending affairs such as high school 
proms and formal banquets is a given; for others, 
attendance to such events is something they can only 
dream of.

Entering the world wearing labels that identify them 
as different, even family members very often fail to 
recognize their potential for growth. 

In recent months, a cooperative effort between 
Mountain Comprehensive Care Center's MR/DD pro­
gram and the Pike County Extension Service led to a 
evening of celebration that will long be remembered 
by many- the 2006 Winter Ball, held this past Friday 
evening at the Pike County Extension Service office. 

The formal affair was the culmination of a series 
of lifeskills classes taught by extension service 
agents and Mt. Comp employees, of which many 
members of our local MRIDD population took part. 

Learning how to count money, balance a budget, 
shop, pay bills, and cook are only a few of the topics 
studied. "We even attended sessions on basic 
sewing, food sanitation and safety, and, of course, 
party planning," said Kathy Ryan, supportive living 
liaison for Mt. Comprehensive Care. 

"This entire thing, from planning and budgeting, to 
food preparation and even decorating, is the result of 
the hard work of these individuals," she said. '"They 
carne ap with the theme- they~vanted snowflakes- and 
were instrumental in carrying out the entire process.

Cat Scratch Fever 
by Dr. Carol Combs-Morris, DVM 

When I was a child, I thought "Cat Scratch Fever" was 
something my grandmother made up to keep me from 
spending so much time playing with her cat. I was grown 
before I found out that it was a real disease. 

Cat Scratch Fever was first recogmzed in 1931, but it is 
an oddball disease. It took a long time to find out that it 
had a bacterial cause, and even longer to identify the par­
ticular type of bacteria. Scienti ts now agree that the cul­
prit is Bartonella hcnsclac, a small (even by microscopic 
standards), fragile organism that lives inside the cells of its 
host. This is pretty much the only thing that is cut-and­
dried about it. I am more confused about the condition 
now than when I first started to research it. 

Apparently B. henselae is a fairly common infection in 
cats, although it seldom produces any illness in them 
Some cats may experience a mild fever for a few days, and 
they may have some lymph node swelling and/or a mild 
anemia. Few owners would even take notice. There have

Most people who get the dis­
ea. e have been bitten or 
scratched by a kitten lc than 6 
month old. Outdoor cats are 
more likely to be affected than 
indoor pets. Two human popula­
tions are mo t often affected­
children/young adults and vet­
erinarian . (The two groups who 
don't know any better than to 
keep their hands away from an 

unhappy cal!) These make up 
80-90% of human cases. 
Occasionally, people who have 
no known exposure to cats will 
develop the disease. 

The cxacl mode of tmn.;mis­
sion is not understood. lt may 
be that some "flea dirt," which 
is actually dried, digested blood. 
may cling to a cat· s claws after 
grooming, and rh1s may be how 
it enter the human body when 
scratched by a cat. Cats also 
have the poh;ntial for this to be 
in their mouths after grooming. 
It stands to reason that outdoor 
cat would be more likely to 
have larger flea populations, and 
therefore more flea dirt present. 
Kittens would be le s efficient 
at keeping their nail clean. 

In humans, signs of the di~­
easc fir t appear as small pim­
ple or pustules near the stte of a 
cat cratch or bite, followed in 
about l-4 weeks by swollen and 
tender lymph nodes, usually in 
the armpit. It i common to 
experience headache, fatigue, 
poor appetite, and sometime a 
ton illiti and neck pain. About 
90% of cases resolve on their 
own, but the symptoms may 
linger for several months.
